Commission
says wife
cannot work
with husband

Floyd County Sheriff John K.
Blackburn is going 1o have to let
his wife go — from her job as a
deputy sheriff, that is, if an opinion
by the county’s Ethics Commission
has any merit.

At a meeting Tuesday evening,
the commission approved an opin-
ion saying. essentially, that Pam
Blackburn, who was appointed
deputy last November by then-
sheriff Paul Hunt Thompson, can-
not continue to serve under her hus-
band, who took office in January.

The Ethics Commission mem-
bers, in fact, expressed sympathy
toward Pam Blackbum, who will
be the first person to feel the full
impact of the county’s Ethics Code,
which forbids nepotism, or the hir-
ing of a relative.

Other elected officials, includ-
ing Thompson, who is now judge-
executive, are allowed to have rela-
tives working with them because
the employment predated the pas-

The board would also main-
tain-liability insurance.

Thompson further stipulated that
the board would arrange scheduling
for use of the building through a
committee made up of the princi-
pals of Osbome Elementary and
South Floyd Middle schools, a rep-
resentative of the Amateur Athletic
Union, and “anyone else the board
deems necessary.”

The $15,000 figure, he said, rep-
resents the appraised value of the
building.

The county has ambitious plans
for the downstairs portion of the
building, Thompson said he expects
to spend some $100,000 on renova-
tions to create housing for volun-
teers who come into the area in the
warmer months, (See related story.)

Thompson said he expects to use
the first floor of the gym for hous-
ing from April to November and o
open up the cafeteria and trophy
area to community members who
may want to use it for special activ-
ities during the other months.

When Mark McLemore took over as the
new manager at Jenny Wiley State Resort
Park Thursday, he was returning home.

Appalred.

Eddie Patton, the judge-execu-
tive’s administrative assistant, is
also working to get federal and state
grant money to renovate the

)eelwright building for the volun-
teers. Patton worked with Kentucky
Housing for several years and will
be involved with the local effort (o
improve housing.

In fact, Patton said the county is
Jopking at setting up a nonprofit
agency (o seek and accepl grants
and to coordinate home repairs. He
said he has no idea how many hous-
es i Floyd County qualify as sub-
standard — “10o many to count.”

He said the federal government
generally ties the number to the per-
centage of persons living in poverty.
In Floyd County, the number of
households living below the poverty
standard is estimated to be more
than 30 percent,

Akers pointed out that a strength
of the local housing program is its
blending of federal, state and local
resources, as well as the volunteers
from the private sector.

Kentwucky heard some good news about itself a
few weeks ago. For the first time ever, Kentucky's
fourth grade reading scores surpassed the national
average on the nation’s most reliable test.

That news comes from the National Assessment
of Educational Progress (NAEP), the national orga-
nization that gives the tests. Kentucky was one of
only three states whose scores increased
significantly over past NAEP tests, The
other two states were Conneeticul and

than do students in most other states, read less for
fun, and vasit their local libraries less often.

In its most recent collection of figures about edus-
cation, the National Center for Educational Statistics
looked at television watching as part of a study on
reading proficiency. Only four other states have
more fourth grade children who watch TV longer
than Kentucky children.

Only 40 percent of Kentucky's children
read for fun every day. (Only two states are
lower), Only four other states had fewer

ger improvement in its score. Only eight

states had average scores that were significantly
higher than Kentucky. Meanwhile, scores for the na-
tion stayed the same, and scores for the southeast re-
gion dropped by one point.

This is great news for Kentucky. It shows we're
making progress.

This news is even more special because Kentucky
teachers are swimming against the current when it
comes to reading. Researchers have proved that test
scores go down for every hour of television a child
walches. Kentwucky children watch more television

Arkansas, and
Tennessee.

Surprising? Not really, About 900,000 Kentucky
adults are in the lowest categories of literacy. Since
records have been kept, Kentucky has been low,
compared to other stites, in the portion of its popu-
lation that graduated from high school. About 16
percent graduated in 1940, for instance.

In many Kentucky households, the odds are high
that adults didn’t finish high school, Even those who

End of a
lovely name

It was naive to think it wouldn’t hap-
pen, but we could hope. couldn’t we?

Pending federal approval, The Bank
Josephine will soon blend into its parent,
Citizens National Bank, and will cease to
have its own identity,

Not that I have anything against Citi-
zens. My mother binked there for decades
and so did 1 when [ first came back to
these parts in the late 1980s.

But there's just something special
about having the words “The Bank
Josephine” on your checks. It's quite spe-
cific. It denotes a sense of place. [ bet you
won't find anything like it anywhere else.

Therein, I suppose, is its downfall, We
seem deadsel these days on sameness and
bigness — big time; 1 know, I know, it's
more efficient to tie the business together,
but it also feeds our apparent need for
blandness.

How many communities, do you sup-
pose, have banks named after a local per-
son? More peculiar, after a woman?

And for the words to be juxtaposed in
such a precise way. Not the “Bank of
Josephine," as some organization mis-
writes in its news releases. Not the
“Josephine Bank," which sounds, well,
not quite right. But The (capital T) Bank
Josephine. What dignity! What reso-
nance! What an honor for a very special
lady!

That's not the only reason | am sad-
dened by the name change. Nor is the fact
that my own checks now have to be
changed.

Even though 1| grew up in Johnson
County, | grew up knowing about The
Bank Josephine. It figured prominently in
my grandmother’s dream when she was a
young wife and mother. 1 had the fortune
to hear her tell the story many times, to
share her hope and to mourn its loss.

My grandfather, Daniel Ward, worked
for Northeast Coal in Auxier, and he and
my grandmother started raising their
young family in a coal camp house even
before the windows were in, she would
tell me.

They both wanted, however, to have
their own farm, probably in the generous
bottomlands in northern Johnson County
where her family, the Castles, had settled
a century or more before.

She said he ordered books about new
farming techniques and read the agricul-
ture sections of the Courier-Journal and
the Cincinnati Post. She was adamant
about the more primitive methods of
growing by the moon and the signs of the
zodiac.

They lived frugally and saved every
penny that they could. They kept a cow on
the old Ford farm on the edge of the coal
camp and sold the milk they didn’t use.
They raised chickens and made money
with the eggs.

She and her mother, who lived on Mar-
rowbone in Pike County and visited sev-
eral times a year, sewed all the clothes the
family needed. And she took in washing
to earn additional money.

On payday at the mining company, she
took a percentage of Dan's pay and her
own earnings and walked on the railroad
track to Prestonsburg to deposit the
money in a savings account at The Bank
Josephine. This would have been some-
where between 1908 and 1915, certainly
before 1920,

I picture her walking briskly on the
track, a tiny woman, less than five feet
tall, in a long, colorful dress, her black

just fall further behind, if they don’i
read well, I'll bet that at least one in
every three of Kentucky 10-year-
olds are in this group,

If reading is fundamental—and
it is—we need to make even more
progress if we want every Kentucky
student to reach high academic
achievement levels, Too often, the
decisions we as parents make at
home about reading te our children,
watching television, or going to the
library don’t help our children learn
to read. This is no excuse for teach-
ers. Kentucky teachers, in fact, are
starting to overcome these obsia-
cles. (Poor children in Kentucky,
for instance, did better on the NAEP
test than those across the nation.)
But all this tells us that schools have
1o pay more attention and make
stronger efforts to reach all
Kentucky children.

We know from test results that
academic achievement in middle
school and high school has not gone
up as much as it has in elementary
school. Lots of folks believe this
difference in achievement scores is
because, by the lime youngsters
reach middle school, too many of
them are behind in reading. When
these students start to deal with
more complicated written material
in social studies, history, science, or
math, they don't read well enough
(o handle it.

Some skills—reading and writ-
ing—need lots more attention, In
Kentucky, where not enough adults

are literate, teachers must teach
reading more skillfully than in other
states when more aduolts can read
well, where children read at home,
and where people watch less televi-
sion and visit libraries more often.
Kentucky has to work harder and

smarter to catch up. We have to
teach reading better, using what we
know from our test results. As par-
ents and grandparents, we need to
read to our children, beginning
when they are infants, and we need
to limit television watching.

Kentucky reading test scores,
like those from NAEP, prave the
hard work of the past few years will
pay off. We just need more of it

Daniel seeks treatment for medical
waste concerns

Local officials may have had no say in a national
medical waste disposal company’s decision to locate a
transfer station in Johnson County, but that isn't stop-
ping them from exploring their regulatory options.

Johnson County Judge-Executive Tucker Daniel,
still seething a week after learning the county’s “home-
rule” authonty does not apply to
Stericyele's Turner Branch transfer
station, said his office and County
Altorney Scott  Preston  were
researching ideas for applying some
local control to the facility’s: opera-
tons,

That effort could be complicated,
Daniel admitted last Tuesday, by the
complete lack of mention of medical waste in the coun-
ty's solid waste ordinance, its franchise for solid waste
collection and disposal, and its state-mandated solid
waste plan.

County officials did not learn that Stericycle—a
national waste disposal company-—had plans to open
the Johnson County transfer Stition until February 23,
when they received a lenter indicating the company’s

application for the facility had been approved.

The permit, which Stericycle had acquired after pur-
chasing Medisin Inc, a Floyd County medical waste
disposal company, allows Stericycle to accept waste
from ten states. — The Painisville Herald

Frazier prefers that

courthouse relocate

a new judicial courthouse for Johnson County, says
locating the facility in downtown Paintsville would
be “obsolete” and a “waste of money.”
