He said she 
reportedly had been missing since 
around 12:30 p.m. when she had 
slopped at an area store. 

Frazier said the cause of death 
was multiple fractures to the head 
and chest, but he added that she had 
been having trouble \\oith diabetes 
lately. The disease can lead to 
drowsiness and coma.

Editorial-
THE lJRGE TO RlJN 
(Editor's Note: Part of this editorial was inadvertantly 

omitted from Sunday's edition of The Times- some would 
say for good reason.) 

The urge is to say to parents who truly care about aca­
demic achievement (all 10 of you): Run. Take your child 
out of school in Floyd County and enroll him or her in 
Paintsville or Pikeville independent systems or Johnson 
County or Martin County- or somewhere else. Go some­
place where academic excellence is the most important 
thing on the minds of parents. teachers, administrators and 
students. 

That's the urge. but the more practical path is to say, 
Here is where we are - good or bad - so we have to start 
with what we have and try again (as we have over and 
over) to build something that resembles a school system 
that works. 

Again, we cannot ignore the fact that everyone shares 
some blame. 

Certainly. the leadership of Floyd County Schools has 
been unstable. inconsistent and unfocused over the last 
several years. (OK, maybe decades.) This summer, yet 
another transition was taking place. Nothing is ever easy 
when that's happening, even in the best of circumstances. 

But, is it too much to ask that those in middle leader­
ship positions use some common sense? 

We understand that busing students is a can of worms. 
Hardly anyone is ever satisfied. And the process becomes 
more complicated as schools are shut down and some stu­
dents have to travel farther to and from schools. We also 
understand that money for drivers and operation of buses 
is limited. 

But, this is not Montana or Wyoming, where schools 
are often 50 miles apart and populations sparse. No Floyd 
County child should have to get on a school bus at 6:15 in 
the morning, especially very young children. That means 
they have to get up anywhere from 5 to 5:30a.m. if they 
are to eat, wash off, brush their teeth, get dressed, wet 
down their cowlick, wake up and walk to the bus stop. 

Those same children should not be getting home as late 
as 4:30 or 5 p.m., unless they are in extra-curricular or 
after-school programs. 

And unless some meaningful, learning activities are 
taking place when they get to school at 7 or 7:15a.m., as 
many do, then what kind of experience are they associat­
ing with school? Our guess is it's a negative one. 

In the matter of safety, every parent should be con­
cerned with the safety of the children, and most, if rea­
soned with, will accept school safety measures. But, is it 
not common sense that you should give advance notice 
before parents are met at a school door and told they can­
not accompany their kindergarten children to their class­
rooms? 

Parents, no matter how rude and unreasonable, deserve 
explanations. 

With reference to dress codes, ad Jibbing should not be 
allowed. Solid, rational policies should be enacted, should

READER DISAGREES WITH 'EXCUSE' 
Editor: 
How long is the word, money, going to be used as 

an excuse? 
I was under the impression that this school year 

was going to be better, because the Floyd County 
Board of Education is out of the red. I was wrong. 

Some parents had to deal with new schools last 
year, in which they had no control over the matter, all 
because of one word, "money." 

They had a dream in which their children would 
attend the same school as they had, which is called 
Tradition, and they had to watch that dream die. 

Other parents from schools that were not closed, 
were promised more extra-curricular classes for their 
children, such as music, p.e., and art. Again, there is 
only one word that has not let this happen, "money." 
All schools do not have these classes; they may have 
some, but not all, which was promised. 

Most parents are like myself in letting this money 
situation control their children. We never speak out. 
We try to trust, but that is one word that is suppose to 
go both ways. We, the parents, trust school personnel 
with our Jives, because that is what each child is to 
their parent, without them we would be nothing. We 
trust that they will get the best education possible, and 
we trust that they will be safe and well-cared for when 
they are not at home. 

We trust and support teachers and bus drivers when 
they say that they need more money for the job that 
they are doing, even if it means they may have to 
strike to get what they deserve. So, if we, the parents, 
can do all the trusting, then I think some things should 
not be an issue all because of the word, "money." 

If I let my oldest child who is eight years old ride 
the transportation that is provided to him by the Floyd 
County Board of Education, he would have to leave 
home every morning by 6:40 and return home until 
around 4 every evening. My youngest would have to 
get on the bus around 9:10 and not return home until 
around 4: 10, and she is only 4 and attends Head Start. 
Head Start hours are now from 10 to 3, but they start 
loading th~ buses to go home at 2:45. Their hours 
changed for one reason-Money-not enough buses. 
Head Start children who are supposed to go for five 
hours a day, have to sit and wait in the evening, all 
because of fewer buses. 

We, the parents, have trusted and accepted most of 
the changes and conditions our children have had to 
live with, so they may attend school. 

When is the unfairness going to stop? 
How much money does the Board need to be able 

to make sure that each child in the Floyd County 
School System has what he or she deserves? 

My child has to stay at school more than nine hours 
a day, and I have talked to some parents whose chil­
dren have to stay even a little longer than mine, 
because of Jack of buses. I would Jove to know where 
did all the buses go that were used before last year at 
the schools that were closed? Why can't we use those 
so that these children do not have to be picked up so 
early and brought home so late? Why doesn't each 
child have a right for these extra classes, which may 
help them with their future? 

If any board member, school personnel, or trans-

residents of the city of Manin. The 
ordinance would change the tax 
from I I percent to nine percent 
creating a tax relief for Martin res­
idents. The- lowering of the tax 
will make a estimated $20-25.000 
loss of revenues for the city, 
according to Clerk Justice. 

The ordinance was passed 4-2. 
Rick Caudill, Joe Howard, 
Thomasine Robinson, and 
Mahendra Varia voted for the 
change. Hazel Robinson and 
Eugene Hutchinson voted against 

The health insurance rates for 
city employees were raised recent­
ly from $415 to $595. The city 
pays $385 a month for each 
employee lea\·ing only S30 a 
month for the employees to pay 
for insurance. The change will 
raise an employee's share of the 
bill to $210. This hike in rates has 
left council members and Justice 
up in arms, while Justice searches 
for a better rate. The current insur­
ance is an 80/20 policy which 
allows the employees to pay for 20 
percent of their medical bills while 
the insurance covers 80 percent, 
with prescriptions at a cost of $7. 

"We'd better, as soon as we pay 
these bills, start setting aside as 
much money as we possibly can 
for this federal (project),'' said 
Howard. 

"That's a very good idea,'' 
agreed· Parker, regarding the pro­
posed-federal flood project for the 
city. The businesses will be com­
pletely moved and the land raised 
I 2 feet, putting the town out of the 
flood plain. Under the proposal. 
the federal government would pro­
vide 95 percent of the funds for the 
project with the city of Martin 
responsible for the other five per­
cent. The state has agreed to pay 
95 percent of the remaining bill, 
leaving Martin to pay .25 percent 
of the total cost 

The next meeting for the flood 
task force is on hold, according to 
Justice, until the designs for the 
new layout of the city can be pre­
sented. Members of the flood task 
force arc awaiting samples of the 
core drilling test to see if construc­
tion can begin on the relocation of 
the city to higher ground. 

According to Rick Caudill, it 
will probably be weeks to a month 
before the decision of when to 
start construction will begin. 

Thomasine Robinson ques-

tioned Justice about how much 
money is left in the police budget 
"We need to break down more 
clearly how much money is left in 
the police department fund. We 
never know how much is left in 
the office. (The chief) needs to 
know from month to month how 
much he has got to spend. so he 'II 
know how much to spend." 

According to the audit of the 
police department in 1997-98, 
expenditures were "$21.000 more 
than budgeted amount," said 
Varia. 

"I give (the department) a copy 
every quarter, of everything that 
they spend, how much they have." 
Ju~tice said. 

''This ts not looking good 
about the cit} of Martin, and it's 
administration," added Varia. 

Joe Howard asked for a "red 
!lag" to be put into the computer 
programs to keep from going over 
the current budget until a new bud­
get has been examined. 

Rick Caudill requested that the 
city adopt an ordinance requiring 
the residents of the city to keep 
their yards clean. According to 
Caudill and other members, an 
unkempt yard is a hazard to chil­
dren and the elderly in the area 
because of the proliferation of 
snakes and rats, and the high 
weeds present a pollen problem to 
persons with allergies. The motion 
was approved, with Tim Parker 

agreeing to write up the ordmance. 
Eugene Hutchison sat in as 

mayor for the meeting. The ques­
tion was raised by some of the 
commissioners as to whether he 
could vote during the meeting. An 
ordmance was cited: "A council 
member who presides in place of 
the mayor does not tcmporanly 
lose his status as a member of 
council and may continue to intro­
duce legislation and vote on any 
issue." 

'J he commission approved pur­
chases made by the city. 

Thontasine Robinson asked 
why, on the payables list, part-time 
employees were paid more than 
the full time employees. Part-time 
workers, Just1ce said, have been 
worktng with the sewer proJects 
and have been g1ven overtime. 

Robinson ~aid she didn't think 
it wao; fair to the full-time workers 
to get paid less than a part-time 
worker. 

Justice also presented the first 
reading of the ordinance to change 
the meeting times of the city coun­
cil to first Monday of every month 
at 6 p.m.

The letter "P' in the Council's title refers to pre-school. The number 16 

refers to the fourth or senior year of college. The "seams" the P-16 Council 
will seek to eliminate arc the differences between curriculum and instruction 
as students progress through grade levels. The P-16 Council will, according 
to press reports, remove the "seams" by defining prerequisite skills-not 
knowledge-each child must posses before advancing to the next grade. 

The guidelines established by the P-16 Council will be used to determine 
if a child can demonstrate the skills necessary to enter kindergarten, high 
school or college. Those guidelines may be used to determine whether or not 
a child pursues a course of study of his or her choosing, or one that fits the 
needs of the state. 

Through the P-16 Council, professional educators and school administra­
tors will obtain absolute control over the curriculum taught in all Kentucky 
schools. Politicians, educators and school administrators can no longer claim 
that KERA encourages local control over education. The curriculum will be 
determined by the recommendations of the P-16 Council and the academic 
progress of all children will be measured against tts recommendations. 

The P-16 Council is accountable to no one: not parents, not taxpayers and 
not the legislature. It was established by two non-elected boards (neither of 
which have statutory authority to delegate their responsibility for defining the 
curriculum) and will be composed of members of those same boards plus the 
appointed Commissioner of Education. No parent or elected representative 
will serve on the P-16 Council. 

The P-16 Council will have control over the curriculum of all elementary 
and secondary schools in Kentucky, because it will defme entrance require­
ments for Kentucky's public colleges, including the University of Kentucky. 

Therefore, parochial and private schools, including home schools, will 
have to offer the same curriculum as public schools. Otherwise, students who 
attend parochial and private schools may not be granted admission to 
Kentucky's public colleges.

AARP volunteers kick off 
effort for Medicare 
prescription drug coverage 

Volunteers of the Kentucky 
AARP (American Association of 
Retired Persons) are visiting the dis­
trict offices of the state's 
Congressional delegation to urge 
support for a proposal to include­
for the first time-prescription drug 
coverage in the Medicare program 
and make that coverage available to 
all beneficiaries. 

AARP volunteers are taking 
advantage of the August congres­
sional recess to make personal 
appeals to the U.S. representatives in 
Washington. According to Laurel 
True, of Shelbyville, state coordina­
tor of the Kentucky AARP voter 
education program, AARPNOTE, 
they are asking that part of the feder­
al budget surplus be used to improve 
and strengthen Medicare. 

"A prescription drug benefit for 
all Medicare beneficiaries is simply 
smart medicine," he said, adding that 
"nowhere is the rising cost of health 
care more apparent than with pre­
scription drugs." 

True acknowledged that many 
older Kentuckians may have some 

prescription drug coverage, either 
through retiree benefits, a supple­
mental Medicare policy or an HMO 
product. However, for too many, that 
cost is gradually increao;ing or there 
is Jess coverage. In some cases, it is • 
being cancelled altogether. 

Proposals to extend the benefit to 
only low income persons are not the 
answer, True asserted. "Middle 
Income Kentuckians are spending 
three and four hundred dollars a 
month for prescription drugs," True 
said. "That's because most of the 
prescription drugs used in the treat­
ment and prevention of diseases are 
still not covered by Medicare." 

The Kentucky volunteers are urg­
ing their family, friends and neigh­
bors to join the effort. "Ask your • 
Congressperson to support the pro­
posal to use some of the federal sur­
plus to make a prescription drug ben­
efit available to all Medicare partici­
pants,'' True said. "By keeping 
Kentuckians healthy, we can keep 
Medicare healthy."

Governor Patton announces 
help on the way for farmers ~ 

Louisville- Relief is on the way 
for Kentucky fanners bit hard by the 
continuing drought conditions and 
low market prices for crops and live­
stock. 

Gov. Paul Patton said Monday 
that the USDA is designating all 120 
of Kentucky's counties federal agri­
cultural disaster areas, which means 
farmers will now be able to apply 
for low-interest loans to offset the 
negative economic impact of the 
drought. 

Gov. Patton traveled to 
Washington, D.C., in late July and 
lobbied USDA officials to give 
Kentucky fanners access to emer­
gency loans. 

"I know that's not enough. I 
know it's not all our people need, 
and we're going to keep working to 
get more. But it's a start. a step in the 
right direction, and I'm hopeful that 
we'll be successful in other requests 
for more direct aid to Kentucky 
farmers. " Patton said. 

"We're talking about the very 
foundation of our state's economy, 
and irs going to take 

bold leadership from elected offi­
cials and the resourcefulness of our 
fanners to get through this most 
recent crisis in Kentucky agricul­
ture." 

The governor also announced 
that he is granting the Vehicle 
Regulation Department of the 
Transportation Cabinet the authority 
to exempt hay transport trucks from 
the restriction that prevents them 
from hauling more than one five­
foot roll bale of hay on a trailer. Hay 

• School Jackets 

trucks will be able to haul two roll 
bales of hay and will be exempted 
from the permitting process until the 
end of the drought period. 

"The trucks will have to go a lit­
tle slower, so we can make sure 
everyone stays safe on the roads, but 
they'll be able to transport the 
much-needed hay faster and more 
efficiently to livestock producers 
that have just flat run out of hay dur­
ing this drought," Patton said. 

The governor established the 
Governor's Office of Agriculture 
Policy last year to provide a closer 
connection between farmers and * 
others 1n the agricultural community 
and the Governor's Office. He also 
appointed the Governor's 
Commission on Family Farms last 
year, the first group with a majority 
of farmers to be appointed for the 
purpose of advising the governor on 
issues of importance and concern to 
fann families across the state. 

In September. the Commission 
on Family Fanns will present its 
first report to the governor, detailing 
its recommendations for improving 
the marketing of Kentucky's farm 
products. 

But Gov. Patton said the real key~ 
to easing conditions for farmers is 
cooperation. "I believe we can work 
to offset some of the pending eco­
nomic consequences of severe 
weather, poor market conditions, 
and attacks on the tobacco industry. 
We can't control any of those things. 
but we can work together to get 
through the crisis that has accumu­
lated as a result of those influences."

Cooper and Runyan held forth as 
the men to beat in any tournament 
they entered. 

Twice, in I 934 and 1938, 
Runyan, known as "Little Poison" 
because of this unerring play 
around and on the green, won the 
PGA Championship. Back then 
the format was matchplay and he 
defeated Sam Snead for the 1938 
title by a whopping 8 & 7 margin. 

Cooper was the premier stylist 
of his era and on two occasions. 
1927 and I 936, finished second 
in the U. S. Open. He also nar­
rowly missed winning the 
Masters in 1935 and 1936. 
Dubbed "Lighthouse Harry" 
because of hts runnerup ways in 
major tournaments. he topped the 
first Vardon Trophy standings in 
1937 with the lowest strokes-per­
round average on the PGA Tour. 

"That year I average 70 and a 
fraction -;trokes a round," he 
recalled recently. "Now. six 
decades later, the best average is 
only a stroke less. 69 and a frac­
tion. And I did it with clubs and 

balls much inferior to what's used 
today." 

Added Runyon, "In my time 
you could buy a sleeve of balls, 
and not all of them would be 
round. The balls then were about 
four percent as effective as the 
ones sold now." 

"I played with wooden shafted 
clubs a good part of my career," 
Cooper said. "Shifting to steel 
shafts was quite a transition. I had 
to make changes in my swing to 
accommodate the new technolo­
gy." 

When asked to name the most 
important innovation in competi­
tive golf. Cooper and Runyan 
agreed that it was the advent of 
the sand iron. 

"Gene Sarazen invented • the 
sand wedge," Cooper said. "It 
completely revolutionized bunker 
play. There's never been another 
stroke saver like it." 

"The sand wedges make today 
arc essentially the same club 
Sarazcn devised." Runyan said. 
"There's been very little change. 
Nothing in the game. past or pre­
sent, had so great an effect on 
scoring.'' 

Looking back on the formative 
years of professional golf, Cooper 
said. "Walter Hagen put golf in 
the public eye. He was a great 
personality but not a great striker 
of the ball. Only h~ could scram­
ble like nobody else and had 
supreme confidence in his abili­
ty." 

''I'd rate Denny Shute as the 
best putter I ever saw," Runyan 
said. "He was very bold. The ball 
rattled right into the bottom of the 
cup. And Horton Smith was a top 

administrator. He transformed the 
Professional Golfers Association 
from a loose fraternity of sortf, 
into a very successful business 
organization." 

So who's the best player of all 
time? 

"Jack Nicklaus," Cooper 
replied without hesitation. 
"Nobody will ever match his 
record. He dominated the game 
like no one before him or since." 

"Bobby Jones, Byron Nelson 
and Ben Hogan would have done 
just as well today," Runyon said. 
"A champion is a champion in 
any era. They would have made 
whatever adjustments were nec­
essary to excel.'' 

As for the quality of golf 
instruction through the years, 
Runyan said. "The way I learned 
to play is the same way being 
taught now. Just two factors have 
to be considered. The path the 
club takes to the ball and the posi­
tion of the hands at impact. It's all 
that's important.'' 

"I have to laugh at the gimicks 
and paraphernalia they use nowa­
days," Cooper said. "Hale Irwin 
has the perfect swing. He just 
stands up to the ball and takes the 
club straight back, turning the 
shoulders under. Then he returns 
the club along the same plane. 
Nice and simple." 

"Quite frankly," Runyan said, 
"I can teach golf as well as any­
body now. Better, in fact. I can 
get the most out of any player no 
matter the level of his skill.'' 

What has been will be, and that 
which is done' shall be done.

This crew opening was 
made when Earnhardt announced 
that Dale Jr.'s crew chief, Tony 
Eury Sr., along with the entire 
crew will make the move with 
Dale Jr. 

I. for one, applaud Earnhardt's 
decision of moving the crew with 
the driver. It seems like the chem­
istry needed between crew and 
drh·er to become successful is 

becoming increasingly difficult to 
achieve. With both teams winning 
the championships'in their respec­
tive series last year, it has to be a 
sound decision to move the entire 
team intact. 

No driver has ever prepared for 
his retirement from driving like 
Earnhardt, but don't look for The 
Intimidator to hang on for just 
one of those "retirement tours." 
As long as he is in the car and a 
green flag waves, winning will be 
only option.

As a new school year begins, 
most of us can't help but recall 
the terrible tragedies that have 
taken place in the schools across 
the country recently. We have 
come to realize that this is no 

longer something that happens 
only in big cities. The world has 
changed. As a nation we are ask­
ing ourselves what could have 
been done to prevent these chil­
dren from committing such horri-

Although there are many opin­
ions as to the answer of that ques­
tion, there is something being 
done for children in Floyd County 
that will help them to know that 

each of them is special, that they 
have people who care about them, 
and that they have a responsibili­
ty to be the best person they can 
be.

Quality Kids is a pilot pro­
gram. not only in Floyd County, 
but also across the country.

Her 
love for children and the knowl­
edge she obtained through years 
of teaching. on the need for char­
acter education, helped to create a 
program that is truly unique. 

Quality Kids began in 
February 1997, with teaching 
units on manners, personal 
hygiene, and self-esteem. The 
Quality Kids team Newman has 
put together consists of Rita 
Howell, coordinator; Melissa 
Conn, educator, an advisory 
council, and numerous volun­
teers. They work cooperatively 
with the Floyd County School 
System, addressing children ages 
4-9, about 3,000 children). 

The approach they take is to 
have fun while teaching them to 
be their best selves. They begin 
the school year with a unit on 
manners. teaching children the 
simple rules of saying please. 
thank you. I'm sorry, etc .. words 
some have thought were lost from 
today's vocabulary. 

They then teach a unit on per­
sonal hygiene, addressing the 
importance of keeping hands 
clean, brushing teeth, etc. The 
final unit the program offers is 
one that could surely have been 
beneficial around the nation this 
past year. The unit is on self­
esteem. Here they stress that each 
is special and capable of being 
anything he or she wants to be: 
that we should treat others the 
way we want to be treated; there 
are rules that must be followed:

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How to choose a nursi~g home for loved one 
by Jeanne Johnson 

Putting a relative or loved one 
in a nursing home can be an ago­
nizing decision fraught ,.,.ith con­
flicting emotions and guilt. The 
temptation can be to hurry and 
get it over with. But when choos­
ing a nursing home, it pay:-. to do 
do your homework, says Radford 
University nursing professor and 
nursing home consultant 
Marcella Griggs. 

Some nursing homes arc 
designed to meet specific needs. 
such as the needs of Alzheimer's 
patients or those who require 
rehabilitation. Others arc mostly 
designed for those who need help 
with daily activities, such as peo­
ple with on-going disabilities or 
illnesses. 

"~ursing homes have almost 
become what acute care hospitals 
were 20 years ago:' says Griggs. 
"Hospitals no longer keep people 
for extended periods of time." 

The burden of caring for a 
chronicall) ill person "hile also 
canng for children or holding 
down a job can be o\·en' helmmg, 
sap. Griggs. "It can reach the 
point where it's unrealistic to try 
and care for a person at home, 
especially if it's so draining that 
the strain is taking a toll on the 
caregiver's health . How you 
work through the guilt is very 
important. Be clear on why 
you're putting the person in a 
nursing home versus other 
options such as adult daycure or 
home care. Professional counsel­
ing or a support group may be 
very helpful.'' 

When deciding on a nursing 
home. Griggs advises checking 
out the facility in person and 
finding answers to the following 
questions: 

• Programs- Does the facili ­
ty have programs geared toward 
the individual's needs'! For 
example, if the patient is battling

mental deterioration, arc there 
programs designed for mental 
stimulation? Also, if the person 
tends to wander, i~ the facility 
secure! 

• Location. location, location 
-Is the faciltt) close enough so 
that friends or relatives can visit? 

• Patient Rights - Docs the 
facility acknowledge that patients 
have rights, such as the right to 
choose a doctor or refuse treat­
ment? Arc they allowed to indi­
vidually express themselves, for 
example, by decorating their 
rooms with personal objects such 
as rocking chairs, as long as the 
personal objects aren't a safety 
hazard'? 

The ability to personalize a 
room can make a difference psy­
chologically. ''One person who 
had 'pent a lot of time \\ ith hors­
es had a poster of horses put on 
the wall and it made a big differ­
ence," says Griggs. 'The patient 
spent hours staring at that poster. 
It's important to make a connec­
tion with who they are and their 
past experiences." 

• Personal money and valu­
ables - How are they handled? 
Valuables and money shouldn't 
just be kept in a bedside table,

says Griggs. A small amount of 
personal spending money can be 
kept by the adminbtration office 
in a locked safe. 

• Appearance/Cleanliness -
What do your senses tell you? Is 
the home attractive and well­
kept'? How does it smell? How 
does it sound'? Does the facility 
have a homelike atmosphere? Is 
lighting adequate? No facility is 
problem-free, but when there arc 
problems, are they taken care of 
quickly? 

• Staff Attitude - Is the staff 
attentive, responding quickly to 
calls? Do they treat residents 
with respect? Do they smile and 
converse with patients'? Do they 
touch appropriately when inter­
acting? Also, is there enough 
staff? Is there high tumover? Be 
sure to visit in the evenings and 
on weekends to determine if 
there's adequate staffing during 
off hours. In a nursing horne. 
there really are no ''off' hours. 

• Staff Training- Many facil­
ities are staffed by nurses aides or 
assistants who arc paid minimum 
wage. An adequate number of 
registered nurses should also be 
on staff. In addition. does a nurse 
practitioner or physician sec resi­
dents on a routine basis? It also 
helps if the staff has special train­
ing in caring for elderly patients. 

• Volunteers - Look for facil­
ities which have a strong volun­
teer program. A committed group 
of volunteers can enhance the

Healthy living tip: Control serving size 
What do a tennis ball, hockey 

puck and deck of playing cards 
have in common? 

This unusual combination repre­
sents the equivalent serving sizes of 
some important food groups in your 
daily diet. 

A portion of fruits or vegetables 
the size of a tennis ball is the equiv­
alent of one serving. or about 20 
percent of the "five a day'' recom­
mended servings. Half a bagel the 
size of a hockey puck represents 
one serving from the grain food 
group. Three ounces of protein is 
about the size of a deck of playing 
cards, according to Sandra Bastin. 
Extension food and nutrition spe­
cialist at the University of 
Kentucky College of Agriculture. 

" It's important to choose the rec­
ommended serving si.tes of the five 
major groups in the food guide 
pyramid to ensure a good balance 
of nutritious foods," she said. "The 
food groups bread, fruits, veg­
etables, meat and dairy in the 
pyramid collectively provide the 
nutrients essential for a healthful 
diet. It's easier to watch serving 
size than count calories." 

Knowing the recommended 
servings for each pyramid food 
group makes it easier to maintain 
portion sizes. and thus reduce calo­
ries, at meals and snacks. according 
to Bastin. 

General recommendations are 
six to II servings from the bread 
group. three to live sen ings of veg­
etables. two to four servings of 
fruits, and two to three servings 
from the milk group. From the meat 
group. live to seven ounces daily is 
recommended. fats. oils and 
sweets should be used sparingly. 
Consume only 53 to 93 grams of 
total fat and just 6 to 18 teaspoons 
of total added sugars. 

The higher numbers of servings 
total about 2.800 calories a day, 
which is a good diet for teenagers, 
active men and very active women. 
The lower numbers of servings pro­
vide about I ,600 calories a day, a J 
maintenance diet for smaller or 
more inactive people.

• Use smaller-size plates. 
• To help control the amount of

And when eat­
ing out, it's good to pay attention to 
the foods and serving sizes in 
restaurants.
