‘sue for
benefits

Three former Prestonsburg
police officers have filed suit
against that city, saying they did
not receive the benefits to which
#hey were entitled.

Attorneys for Patrick T.
Conley, Ron Diddle and Bill
Slone filed the complaint last
week.

According to the complaint, all
three were allegedly told when
they were hired that they would be
part-time, but in actuality worked
full-time and overtime hours.

Despite working the longer
hours, however, the complaint
alleges the three men never
received full-ime  benefits,
“including sick and vacation
Jleave, retirement contributions
*;md the value of the health insur-
ance to which they were entitled.”

The suit cites the federal
Employee Retirement Income
Security Act and the city’s own
personnel code in arguing that
Conley, Diddle and Slone were
due full-time benefits.

In addition to seeking a mone-
tary award, the complaint asks
that the court issue an injunction
against the city prohibiting it from

treating present and future
employees the same.

‘Fannin would not comment on the
suit and referred questions to city
attorney Paul Burchett. Burchett
could not be reached for comment
al press time.

If
wide-spread Y2K disruption
doesn’t occur and most
experts think it won’t — you’ll

Putting together a kit

If your family was cut off
from “the outside” for three
days, what would you need to
survive in comfort? Put together
a disaster supplies kit with that
thought in mind. According to
the American Red Cross, there
are six categories of items you
should stock in your kit:

B Water (a gallon per day per
person).

B A three-day supply of non-

perishable food that requires lit-
tle preparation (don’t forget a
non-electric can opener).

W A well-stocked first aid kit
and list of emergency numbers.

M Clothing, including sturdy
shoes or boots, and bedding.

W Tools and emergency sup-
plies including tools needed to
shut off gas and water valves,
flashlights, a battery-powered
radio and extra batteries.

M Special items — supplies
critical to your particular family,
including those required by fam-

ily members with special needs
(expectant mothers, infants and
young children, the elderly and
people with disabilities) and
pets.

You can store tap water in
clean plastic two-liter soft drink
bottles with four drops of
unscented bleach added to each
to increase “shelf life.” (Don't
store water in breakable contain-
ers or in milk jugs or cartons
since they deteriorate.) However,

A Prestonsburg man was
recently appointed to a state post
by Gov. Paul Patton.

Franklin D. Fitzpatrick was
appointed to the 12-member board
of the Kentucky Heritage Land
Conservation Fund last week, His
term will expire July 15, 2002,

The board provides funding for
natural areas that possess unique
features such as habitat for rare
and endangered species, areas
important to migratory birds, areas
that perform important natural

functions that are subject to alter-
ation or loss, and areas to be pre-
served in their natural state for
public use, outdoor recreation and
education.

Revenue for the fund comes
from the state portion of the
unmined minerals tax, environ-
mental fines, and the nature
license plate.

Half of the funds received are
divided equally among the
Department for Fish and Wildlife
Resources, the Department of
Parks, the Division of Forestry, the
Nature Preserves Commission and

the Wild Rivers Program.

The remaining money is avail-
able to local governments, state
colleges and other agencies.

Fitzpatrick will represent the
Kentucky Chapter of the Nature
Conservancy on the board.

M A collision on KY 80 took the lives of
two Floyd County residents. Letisha M.
Yates, 19, of Eastern, and James E. O'Bryan,
50, of Prestonsburg, were killed after Yates'
out-of-control vehicle crossed into the west-
bound lane, striking O'Bryan.

B Former Auxier PTO president Yavanda
Lazar, 29, was indicted along with three oth-
ers on sex-related charges involving minors.
Lola McCoy, 35, Paul Rowe, 37, and Debbie
Rowe, 37, all of Auxier were also indicted in
an incident that occurred at a graduation
party at Jenny Wiley in 1998.

M Timothy and Tami Blackburn filed suit
against the city of Prestonsburg and the
California Casuality Insurance Company

after the death of their 6-year-old son, Adam
Patrick. The suit alleged the city was in
neglect because the child gained access to an
unlocked fire truck. The Blackburns said the
insurance company should compensate them
under the underinsured motorist coverage
policy.

M An Allen Central student was arrested
and charged with terroristic threatening. The
14-year-old student allegedly made the
threats while Kentucky State Police and the
sheriff's department searched the school.
Six .38 caliber bullets were found on the
floor of a stall in a boys restroom preceding
the search.

M The Prestonsburg Fire Department was
called to the scene of a broken power line
that caused a three-hour power outage in the
downtown area. Fire officials cordoned off
the area while American Electric Power

repaired the broken line.

B The wife of Floyd County Sheriff John

said her husband was in violation of the
county’s nepotism law for keeping her on his
staff. Pam Blackburn was hired by
former Sheriff Paul Hunt Thompson, there-
fore she contended no ethics violation had
occurred. Blackburn agreed to continue
working without pay until the issue was
resolved.

M A 17-year-old male was arrested for
allegedly taking about $900 worth of beer
and liquor from Reno’s restaurant.
Prestonsburg police officers allegedly recoy-
ered nine cases of beer.

A small-business Christmas
wish to last all year around

If you ask Kentucky small-business owners
what kind of present they'd like to see under their
Christmas trees, they'll tell you that something
the state could provide would last them the whole
year around.

Small businesses in Kentucky need and
deserve a regulatory environment that is rational,
fair and predictable. They want less red tape and
more common sense threaded into public policy.

In short, small business owners want a stronger
voice in the regulatory process that governs their
livelihood. And they want to focus their precious
time and energy on what's important: Running a
successful business.

Now, thanks to a General Assembly subcom-
mittee, it looks as if small businesses in Kentucky
will get just what they need.

Following many hours of testimony from
Kentucky business owners, the Subcommittee on
Small Business Regulation recently publi§hed its
report. [

Their findings offer interesting insight into the
problems that Kentucky small businesses often
face in maneuvering through complicated regula-
tions and laws. Their report also offers a series of
recommendations aimed at draining what amounts
to a regulatory swamp.

Among the biggest of the problems cited in the
report is the mountain of red tape that small busi-
nesses face. There’s too much paperwork, too
many regulations, and too much confusing legal-
speak in state regulations.

The subcommittee’s report also offers a set of
recommendations. If approved through legisla-
tion, they, would essentially foster an environment
that is more responsive to small business. In a
number of business areas, the recommendations
still won't put small businesses on an equal foot-
ing with major corporations, but they are nonethe-
less a major breakthrough.

Small business owners I've spoken to about
this proposed legislation are thrilled with the
report. They say it will be a shot in the arm for
anyone with small business interests in Kentucky.
This includes employees.

“This report echos what I’ ve been saying to my
congressman for years and years,” said one small-
business owner. “This may be the most important
stale initiative for small business in decades.”

Of the subcommittee’s recommendations, I see
three elements as playing a key role in the devel-
opment of the small business community.

The first is development of a state-level
ombudsman to help small businesses navigate the
regulatory process. The ombudsman would be

responsible for reviewing complaints about the
regulatory process filed by small businesses.

What does this mean? Say, for example, a state
agency changes employee health care policy just
months after issuing its previous policy. The new
revision comes just weeks after a business owner
invested substantial time and money to meet the
previous agency requirements. It's not fair to
change the rules now, a businessperson would say.

Under the old system, one would have little
choices but to comply, or face penalties. With an
ombudsman, however, there will be an objective
third party to hear business complaints and con-
cerns. There woud be no costly legal fees to
pay-and perhaps best of all-no retaliation from
angry state agency executives. Simply put, it’s the
ombudsman’s role to do what's fair.

Another exciting recommendation up for
approval by the legislature is development of
another new position to level the playing field for
small business owners. The position is called
Small-Business Advocate. Like the Ombudsman,
the Small-Business Advocate would help the
small business owner navigate through red tape.

More importantly, he or she would act on
behalf of the small business community to ensure
the small business owner's point of view is repre-
sented when State policy is developed.

“The Small-Business Advocate would be as
close as possible to the real decision makers at the
state level,” said a small business owner. “We
could finally be sure that we have someone look-
ing out for us at the highest levels.”

The third recommendation offered by the
Subcommittee on Small Business is equally
vital-the development of a state small business
advisory committee. If approved, this committee
would be involved in every state decision that
impacts small business.

Of all of the subcommittee’s recommendations,
this could be the most effective tool in streamlin-
ing what is often a cumbersome system of regula-
tions,

Small business owners should know that none
of this would have been possible without the
members of the Subcommittee on Small Business
Regulation. In particular, Senator Walter Blevins
(D-Morehead) and Representative Ruth Ann
Palumbo (D-Lexington) played a vital role in
development of this report.

Small-business owners salute them and their
fellow committee members for their hard work
and dedication. As two of the most insightful leg-
islators in Kentucky, they realize that creating a
more friendly environment for small business,
benefits the state as a whole.

Successful small businesses generate the
majority of all new job openings in Kentucky. By
helping Kentucky's small-business economic cli-
mate, we're really helping ourselves.

is Y2K okay

As of 1999 draws to a close, the
Social Security Administration
(SSA) reports that all of its com-
puter benefit payment systems
have been upgraded for the Year
2000, according to Jim Kelly,
Social Security District Director
for the Big Sandy Area.

“This is a direct result of mak-
ing Y2K compliance a top priority
at the Social Security
Administration,” Kelly said.

As one of the first federal agen-
cies to recognize the problem,
Social Security began preparing
its systems years ago. “In fact, we
have been processing monthly
benefit payments with Year 2000-
compatible computer systems for

the past year. Congress gave SSA
an A for its efforts in a recent eval-
uation,” continues Kelly.

Social Security has been work-
ing with other federal agencies
involved in the benefit payment
process to resolve any Y2K prob-
lems. The Federal Reserve Board
and the Treasury Department have
tested the direct deposit program
successfully and included Social
Security transactions in their bank

testing.
The United States Postal
Service also assures Social

Security beneficaries that their
benefit payments will arrive on
time through the mail.

2.4 percent social
security increase °

Social Security and
Supplemental Security Income
(SSI) benefits will increase 2.4 per-
cent in 2000, according to Jim
Kelly, Social Security District
Director for the Big Sandy Area.
This year’s cost of living allowance
reflects another year of very low
inflation.

The 2.4 increase will begin with
benefits that Social Security benefi-
ciaries receive in January 2000. On
December 30, 1999, SSI checks are

payable.

The maximum federal SSI
monthly payments for an individual
will rise from $500 to $512. For a
couple the maximum federal SSI
payment will rise from $751 to
$769.

(and should be doing) family fire
drills. Other emergency situations
require similar planning. Here are
some steps involved in creating a
family disaster plan:

M Call a family meeting and
talk about why you need 1o pre-
pare.

B Discuss the types of disas-
ters that are most likely to happen
in your area and explain what to
do in each case. (Your local
American Red Cross has this
information.)

Here are some “all-purpose”
precautions you can take:

B Post emergency numbers by
each phone (fire. police, ambu-
lance, poison control. a trusted
neighbor) and teach children how
to.call for help.

B Install smoke detectors, CO
monitors and fire extinguishers in
strategic spots and make sure
everyone knows how to use the
extinguishers properly.

B Show each family member
how and when to turn off the
water, gas and electricity at the
main switches.

B Make sure everyone knows
where the first aid kit is and dis-
cuss first aid measures: Consider
taking Red Cross first aid and
CPR classes.

B Figure out the best escape
routes from your home - find two
ways out of every room.

W Pick places to meet if fami-
ly members are separated. For
example: (1) right outside your
home in case of a sudden emer-
gency, like a fire, or (2) outside
your neighborhood in.case you
can't return home. Everyone must
know the address and phone num-
ber.

M Ask an out-of-state friend to
be your “family contact” since
it’s often easier to phone out-of-
state following a disaster. Each
family member should know to
phone that person if separated
from the family.

B Plan how to take care of
your pets in the event of an evac-
uation.

Go over the family plan every
few months and conduct regular
drills.

One final note about tele-
phone contacts - phone compa-
nies are asking people not to
make nonessential calls around
New Year's Eve just to “‘check”
and see if the system is working.
This will overload the system.

Taking care of business

If you have a personal comput-
er, consult your PC manufacturer
(most have web sites) for advice
on making your computer Y2K
ready. Back up important com-
puter files on disk and make
paper copies of important docu-
ments.

Check with manufacturers of

any essential computer-controlled

electronic equipment in your
home to see if that equipment
may be affected. This includes
fire and security alarm systems,
programmable thermostats, appli-
ances, consumer electronics,
garage door openers, electronic
locks, and any other electronic
equipment in which an “embed-
ded chip” may control its opera-
tion.

Getting ready for Y2K, or any
other potential disaster, also
includes attention to financial
matters:

M Withdraw only as much
“emergency” cash from the bank
as you would for any holiday
weekend. Having a lot of money
in your home may invite theft.

B Review your insurance poli-
cies to see if you have adequate
coverage. Many consumers do
not read their policies until they
experience a loss and need to file
a claim. Unfortunately, this can
create some unpleasant surprises.
Consumers should talk to their
agents or call the Kentucky
Department of Insurance (1-800-
595-6053) to be certain they
understand what their policies
cover. There are safeguards in
place to protect the consumer
from unfair exclusions for losses
due to Y2K.

B Keep important family doc-
uments — wills, deeds, account
numbers, Social Security num-
bers, a household inventory,
insurance policies, etc. — in a

waterproof, fireproof portable
container. Retain copies of impor-
tant records — particularly your
bank and financial statements,
medical records and prescription
drug information — in the few
morths before and after Jan. 1,
2000. When you receive a trans-
action receipt, check it for accu-
racy and save it to compare
against your statement.

B Spend your money wisely
when preparing for Y2K or any
other emergency situation. As one
person put it, “It's one thing to be
prudent. It’s another to go com-
pletely overboard.”

Some examples:

* Prudent: Making sure you
have a well-equipped first-aid kit.

* Overboard: Buying a $800
“hospital in a box” for home use.

« Prudent: Buying a few exiras
each time you go to the grocery
store.

* Overboard: Spending the
kids’ college money on a five-
year supply of emergency rations.

B Avoid being victimized by
con artists. Be wary of goods and
services touted as Y2K-guaran-
teed. Beware of anyone attempt-
ing to sell you unnecessary prod-
ucts such as massive food sup-
plies or other unusual “Y2K per-
sonal preparedness” items. Never
give out personal financial infor-
mation over the phone unless you
initiate the call and are sure the
person on the phone is legitimate.
Report any attempts to solicit
such information to the police.

Addressing safety issues

It's a good bet that most Y2K
injuries will be self-inflicted.
Here are a couple of issues to
consider:

Fire. If the power goes off and
people use alternative methods of
cooking and heating and lighting
their homes, there is a very real
danger of fire and/or carbon
monoxide poisoning.

B Have both smoke detectors
and CO monitors installed in your
house and, if they are wired to the
house current, make sure they
have battery backup.

B Keep fire extinguishers

handy and make sure all family
members know how to use them.

M Have family fire drills regu-
larly.

M In case of power outage, it's
safer to use flashlights and keep
warm with blankets and extra
clothing.

B Don’t use candles and oil
lamps.

M Don't use open flames,
charcoal grills, or camp-stoves 1o
cook indoors.

WM Don’'t plan to heat your
home with any device — like a
gas-fueled oven or a camp heater
that is not specifically
designed for that purpose and
installed properly.

B Don't stockpile gasoline in
containers — it’s too dangerous.

B Follow safety rules if you
are installing a portable genera-
tor.

B Never attempt (0 power
your home with a generator with-
out assistance from an electrician,

B Don’t put a generator in
your basement or anywhere
inside your home.

B Don’t connect the generator
to your home’s electrical system.
Connect what you want to power
directly to the generator.

M Keep a generator in a well-
ventilated area. either outside or
in a garage with the door open.

Contact your local fire depart-
ment for more detailed informa-
tion about fire hazards.

Personal safety. Some people
may become concerned about
their safety in the event of a dis-
aster, The best “defense” is hav-
ing ‘a plan. The Federal
Emergency Management Agency
(FEMA) recommends that you

~ meet with your neighbors to plan

how the neighborhood could
work logether after a disaster
until help arrives. Know: your
neighbors™ special skills (e.g.,
medical, technical) and consider
how you could help neighbors
with special needs, such as people
who are very old or young or
have disabilities. Make plans for
child care in case parents can’t
et home,

Every county has a local emer-
gency management (formerly
called Disaster and Emergency
Services) agency.

“Y2K OK." Contact your local
government to be put in touch
with emergency management per-
sonnel.

Notices provided by local gov-
ernment officials, banks, power
and telephone companies, health-
care organizations and other ser-
vice providers are another source
of local information.

major,” May said. “I don’t think we
need to take money out of the
bank.”

In any event, May said the coun-
ty will open its emergency opera-
tions center at noon today. It will
remain open until at least 1:30 in
the morning — longer in the event
the new millennium brings new
problems.

The operations center will serve
as a clearinghouse for all Y2K

information and, in the event of an
emergency, will serve as the strate-
gic command for emergency crews.

May said the center will receive
hourly Y2K updates from the state
and will send hourly reports of its
own to Frankfort.

Other preparations are also being
made. For instance, May said local
water companies are filling all of
their water tanks so that, in the
event Y2K shuts off power to water

pumps, the county will still have a
three-day supply of water.

May also said that, given
Kentucky's location among the
world’s time zones, local emer-
gency crews will be forewamed in
the event a disaster should occur.

“Over in New Zealand, their
time changes before us, so we'll
have 12 hours to prepare in case
something does go wrong,” May
said. “We'll know what to expect.”

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Kentucky’s child care payment capability assured

The Cabinet for Families and
Children has fixed problems that
could have caused a Y2K-related
breakdown in its system for helping
low-income families with child care
payments.

Cabinet officials said a federal
report issued last week correctly
described Kentucky’s child care
system as tardy in ensuring and test-
ing its computers’ capacity to make
¢ timely payments past December 31,
But they said they are now confi-
dent that child care payments will
go out on time well into the new
year.

Kentucky finished testing its
child care payment system after the

completion of the federal report on
states’ computerizgd systems for
serving the needy. The cabinet told
federal Health and Human Services
officials on December 13; that the
payment system was Y2K-compli-
ant, but “they let us know that it was
too late” to make a change in the
report, said Rodney Murphy, the
cabinet’s chief information officer.

A review of the computerized
system last July, identified prob-
lems with hardware and software.
Murphy said the cabinet pursued
one strategy for fixing those prob-
lems until late October, then
switched to a different strategy after
it became clear that otherwise the

necessary remedies might not be in
place by January 1.

Murphy said he was now confi-
dent there would be no major Y2K-
related disruptions in the delivery of
any of the cabinet’s critical ser-
vices. He said all computer-depen-
dent systems for delivering such
services have been vigorously test-
ed.

“We're done and we're ready,”
Murphy said.

Cabinet officials said that some
child care providers who depend on
state subsidies to help cover their
costs voieed concern after concern
after learning from news reports
that the federal government ques-

tioned the state payment system’s
Y2K readiness. The <¢abinet’s
Division of Child Care asked agen-
cies likely to receive such calls to
assure providers that payment
through February is assured and
payment capability beyond that date
is being tested.

Dana Jackson, director of the
child care division, said that if the
main system develops problems,
“we have viable contingency plan
that was developed and thoroughly
tested to ensure that there will be no
interruption in services to clients or
in  payments to child care
providers.”

Y2K, OK-Business as usual at BellSouth
customers should prepare for busy calling

BellSouth expects business as
usual for the New Year's holiday,
but Customers should be aware the
v heavy use of the phone system at
midnight could cause some delays
in getting calls through.

The company’s network and
supporting computer systems have
all been thoroughly tested for Year
2000 and are expected to work.
However BellSouth says it will
probably be a very busy day. And,
like any very busy day, the high vol-
ume of calls could cause delays in
completing calls.

“We've conducted the most
extensive testing in BellSouth's his-
tory and found that our network is
ready for Y2K,” said Amy
@ Scarborough, regional manager.
“So whether you're calling across
town or long distance, or surfing the

Internet on your BellSouth line or
wireless phone, or expecting to
receive a page. your calls should go
through. But if everyone picks up
their phone at the same time, you'll
experience the same kind of delays
you would when we have a snow-
storm or other natural disaster.

“In those very busy situations we
recommend avoiding use of the
telephone except in the event of an
emergency. That allows calls to go
through to 9-1-1 and the other agen-
cies involved in managing the
emergency,” Scarborough said.

Although BellSouth is Year 2000
Ready. it isn’t resting on its laurels.
The company has contingency
plans in place in the unlikely event
of service disruptions: Contingency

UK’s impact stretches across
Kentucky into Floyd County

During the 1998-99 academic
year, Kentuckians from Paducah to
Pikeville and Covington to
Cumberland felt the impact of the
University of Kentucky on their
lives.

UK’s impact also reached into
Floyd County, which boasts 2,124
residents as alumni of the state’s
flagship university and 176 resi-
dents currently attending classes on
its campus.

As the state’s ninth largest eco-
nomic enterprise, UK had an impact
of nearly $4.4 billion on Kentucky’s
economy through jobs, research,
service and intellectual capital.

Floyd County’s men and women
who work in manufacturing plants
may have benefited from increased
job opportunities created by
improved efficiency and productiv-
ity, if their employer used the con-
sulting services of UK's Industrial
Extension Service.

This program, and UK's Lean
Manufacturing Institute, advises

nearly 350 companies a year on
ways to heighten profitable opera-
tions, and most of these companies
are 1n Kentucky.

UK's future economic impact
also will extend into Floyd County,
as coming generations seek their
degrees both on the campus in
Lexington and on the Internet via
Kentucky’s Commonwealth Virtual
University. Better earnings, a more
educated work force and a higher
tax base-the solid evidence of real
prosperity—can be expected.

King doesn’t drop a multimillion dollar purse on
| some 'freelancer who just might make off with the
championship jewels and leave him waving futilely
from afar. Uh-uh. If you don’t ante up. then you don’t
j dance under the big lights.

® Oncea promoter gets his tines into a major meal
ticket, a big-money draw, he does everything within his
power to milk the guy's retail value. Consider the ongo-

ing saga of Mike Tyson. King, a street guy with a strong
penchant for violence in his pre-prison days, knew very
well what he had in “Iron Mike,” an accomplished
mugger with all the inhibitions of Attila the Hun. The
kid had to be a perfect fit for the masses who flooded
past the turnstiles. A guy who readily rouses the blood-
lust in people so disposed and can hold forth as a dark
hero of sorts for the emotionally demented.

“When I am in there (ring) | want to punch the other
guy’s nose into the back of his head,” Tyson once rhap-
sodized. "It ain’t pretty but it’s what I'm all about.”

With King at the reins, Tyson literally mined moola,
punching out fighters with all the mobility of a park
bench. It was fat city all the way until Tyson ran afoul
of Indiana law and did hard time. Once on the shelf, he
was no longer of any monetary use to King, who
promptly went looking for a new fistic phenomenon.

After his release, Tyson wanted no part of King. In
fact, he proceeded to sue the covetous promoter for
monies owed from previous fights, or such was his
legal contention. But despite a sordid personal life,
Tyson was welcomed back to boxing because he could
still put people in the seats. That is, and will always be,
the name of the fight game.

On the occasion that Tyson took a bite out of
Evander Hollyfield's ear, members of the sports media
raised a national hue and cry. This time, Tyson had gone
too far.

Get real.

Dynegy comes to town

In August, Houston, Texas-based Dynegy Inc.,
announced plans to build a power plant in Lawrence,
The plans were first touted as a $100 million project,
but by year’s end, the Lawrence County Fiscal Court
tentatively approved the sale of a $210 million bond
Jdssue. Company officials stressed that while the 500-
megawatt natural gas-fired, electricity generating
station would be located near American
Electric Power’s Big Sandy Plant, it would not
compete against AEP. Instead, they said, the
plant would complement AEP’s operations
by selling electricity to the company.
Officials also said that about 250 jobs would be pro-
vided during the construction phase, with a crew of 10
io 20 people being hired once the facility was up and
running.—~The Big Sandy News

Keeping up with Jones

The fiscal court in February voted to add the name
of Charles S. Jones to the war monument at the court
house. The action set off a small controversy when vet-
erans groups protested, saying that only the names of

aneurysm during the Vietnam War in 1969. The fiscal
court later rescinded its action, but the Louisville Black
Chamber of Commerce and Muldoon Monuments of
Louisville ended up donating a monument honoring

Lawrence County Ethics
The new Lawrence County, Fiscal Court took office
in January and immediately encountered its first
controversy by giving the first reading to an ordi-
nance amending the county’s ethics code for coun-
ty officials. The amendment would allow the
county-judge executive to hire anyone he want-
2 ed to serve on his office staff and would increase
from one to two the number of relatives a county
official could hire. The ordinance came after the new
judge-executive, David L. Compton, hired his daughter
as secretary. Complon defended his action, saying a
judge should be able to employ someone he trusts, even
if it is a relative. Members of the county’s ethics board
complained, saying the court had violated the current
ethics code by bypassing them for approval, The
amendments were later formally adopted by the fiscal

Mountain Water gets $1.2

million for new plant
Pike County’s primary water supplier has been
awarded $1.2 million in federal funding to go toward
a new water treatment plant that eventually will allow
the entire county to receive public water.

Mountain Water both an $800,000 loan and a
$400,000 grant that will partially fund the construc-
tion of a planned $4.7 million water treatment plant at
Harless Creek near Marrowbone.

Those funds — which the district applied for about
six months ago and anticipated getting — are
part of an overall $12 million project
appropriation already set up for the dis-
trict for projects including the plant and
installation of water lines in the Ferrells
Creek, Mouthcard and Feds Creek areas,
according to Will Brown, Mountain Water superin-

(NUE) - One of the smartest and
gentlest animals in the world is in
grave danger. Shocking increases in
elephant poaching have devastated
many elephant herds in Africa and

Asia. Unfortunately, the crisis is
only getting worse.
In 1997, there was an experi-

mental scheme to relax the world-
wide ivory trade ban. The effort
purported to support wildlife con-
servation, but, instead, it is having
the opposite effect.

Data collected by Friends of

Animals, an international animal
protection organization headquar-
tered in Connecticut, show a clear
intensification of elephant poaching
in many countries. The figures also
confirm an ingrease in the number
and size of ivory seizures made by
law enforcement authorities.

In addition to slain elephants, the
number of wildlife rangers being
murdered in the line of duty by
poaching gangs is increasing.
Luckily, Friends of Animals is
using its members’ contributions to
step-up anti-poaching assistance to
wildlife agencies in several ele-
phant habitat countries.

They are providing aircraft,
vehicles, night vision instruments,
radios and field equipment to hard-
pressed wildlife agencies in Chad,
Ghana, Kenya, Mali, Senegal and
elsewhere.

The real key to stopping the
poaching 18 to suppress the demand
for ivory and to eliminate the vehi-
cle used to launder contraband
ivory into legal trade,

Analysis of Friends of Animals
data reinforce the conclusions of
numerous African wildlife agencies
who view the two-year-old relax-
ation of the ivory trade ban as pro-

viding a cover for trafficking in
poached ivory. The data also cor-
roborate the positions of the Kenya
and India governments who are
calling for renewal of the total glob-
al prohibition on the sale of ele-
phant ivory.

That issue will be decided in
April when the 145 countries that
are party to CITES, the internation-
al treaty of endangered species,
plan to meet in Nairobi. Friends of
Animals is encouraging the U.S.
Government to assume a leadership
role in demanding a return of the
total worldwide ban on trade in ele-
phant ivory.

— In a November raid on a warehouse
used by Red Command, Rio de Janeiro's
most prominent drug-and-money-launder-
ing gang, police discovered hundreds of
freshly made copies of a CD, “Prohibited
Rap,” which the gang’s neighborhood licu-
tenants had intended as Christmas presents
for their best cocaine customers. Lamented
one gang member, “We were trying to do
something special. What are we going to
give our people now?"

— The Times of London reported in
December that Cheltenham, England, shop-
keeper Samantha Munns punctured her
thigh two weeks earlier when she fell on the
nozzle of a balloon-inflating canister and
that within seconds, enough helium gas
(inert, nonpoisonous) had entered the subcu-
taneous tissue in her leg and abdomen to

cause them to swell painfully to twice their
normal size. Munns was treated at
Cheltenham General Hospital by physician
Alison Moon, who said she could find only
one similar case in medical textbooks and
prescribed rest in order to let the gas dissi-
pate.
