Police.are still trying to unravel the cause
of the accident, which occurred around 5:21
p.m. under the tralfic light at the KY 80-US

An eyewitness, Danny Martin Hall of
Hager Hill, told Prestonsburg Police Officer
William Petry Wednesday evening that one of
the vehicles was attempting to make a tum off
KY 80 onto the US 23 onsramp when the two
collided. The force of the collision caused the
van to go airborne; the other vehicle, a car,
went under the van, finally stopping 4 short
distance away

“The van bounced on the guardrail,” Hall
said, and its front end landed on the guardrail.

Patricia Hyden, driver of a white Camaro

that she had turned on a green light. Petry said
that Hyden probably had the green light, but
not & green arrow. When tumning, drivers must
yield on a green light if they don’t have a
green arrow, Petry said. Drivers also cannot
make a right turn on a red arrow, even if there
is no traffic coming in the opposite direction,
Petry said.

Local housing authority
gets grant for families

The Floyd County Housing
Authority is included in a series of
Housing and Urbin Development
(HUD) grants that will be used to
prevent parents from losing their
children because they face a hous-
mg e¢nsis and o help adults in
HUD-assisted housing get jobs and
become self-sufficient.

The state of Kentucky rececived
$512,790, with the Floyd County
Housing Authority getting $26.128.

This grant can be repeated, but
must be applied for each year.

The director of the Floyd
County Housing Authority. Patsy
Ryan, said the authority had been
funded through this source since
1994, This money is used to staff
a Family Self-Sufficiency
Coordinator, Diane Pennington,
who works with individuals who
are on welfare to develop skills
which will allow them to find work
and become independent of the
welfare system by giving assistance
in education, * job training, child
care, counseling, transportation.
and job placement. These services
are often provided in collaboration
with other agencies.

Pennington works out an indi-
vidual plan with the family that 18
striving 1o become self-sufficient,
Part of the plan 1s a contract
between the housing aothority and
the recipient. When the recipient
finds work, his/her rent is raised
according to a formula in place.

However, for very low income
families. an amount equal to the
income in rent is placed in an inter-
est-bearing eserow account (for
higher than low income families, &
cap is applied). and when the con-
tract is honored and the family has
been wellare tree for one year, the
recipient can use the money' for
such things as a down paymentl on
a home purchase. starting a busi-
ness, paying back debts and paying
educational expenses.

It & family fails to fulfill the con-
tract, it does notget the fundsin the
ESCrow account,

According to Ryan, a (ol of
five people who received assistance
from the Floyd County Housing
Authonty have completed a con
tract, and two are awaiting the vear
of welfare-free status. One recipi-
ent of this program used the money
to become a taxidermist and set.up
shop. Another recipient has vsed
the money to pay a down pavment
to purchase a home. Part of the
training involves the process of
purchasing and
home.

“These grants will transform the
lives of some of the neediest fami
lies in America,” HUD Secretary
Andrew Cuomo said. “We are giv-
ing these families the opportunity
10 achieve what most of us already
enjoy—decent housing where par-
ents and children can live together,
and a job that enables adults to sup-
port their families with a paycheck.
instead of a welfare check.”

The governor and commission
members also heard status reports
from projects in Hindman and
Jenkins, the two towns that won
multi-million-dollar Community
Development Initiative grants two
years ago o serve as models of
development.

The Hindman project has “re-
energized and given our communi-
ty a reason for hope,” said Mike
Mullins, director of the Hindman
Settlement School and a member of
the project committee. (Mullins is
originally from Hi Hat in Floyd
County.)

Mullins described how the com-
munity had come together to plan
the downtown revitalization, with
more than 70 persons generally in
attendance at the planning meet-
ings.

After the committee had agreed
on what it wants to do with the pro-
ject, a consulting team was hired to
put together the master plan, which
was to be voted on last night.

Consultant Elizabeth Lardner
explained the highlights of the plan,
which includes a renovated down-
town that centers around an arts and
education complex. On the drawing
board are a building for the
Hindman branch of Hazard
Community College, a new
Kentucky Technical Arts and Crafts
College, a new city hall, and an arti-
sans center.

This session gave the parents a bet-
ter understanding of why students
need to do a great deal of writing.

“Waorking with Dr. Whitaker has
given me 4 mountain of knowledge
that will help me have a real impact
on Floyd County not only by
instructing students, but also by
copducting professional develop-
ment sessions for teachers,” said
Collins.

It may be no coincidence that
both portfolio and on-demand writ-
ing scores at Adams Middle School
went up as much as 13 points last
year,

Kidd said she has seen a change
in the swdents’ attitude toward
writing. “Now they want to know
their scores and they want to reach
the proficient level,” said Kidd.

Elementary said she went to the
project to improve her teaching
skills and for personal develop-
ment.

“The biggest thing I learmned
about writing is to extend yourself,”
said Pack, who had done writing
responses before she took the class,
but now has her students “extend™
themselves and, from the responses,
she gets narratives and other portfo-
lio-appropriate writings.

Pack, a resource teacher, has had
an opportunity to share the tech-
niques she learned with the teachers
at her school, She is the Floyd
County fourth grade cluster leader,
along with Gail Justice.

Pack recently gave a session for
Region 8 teachers on the reading
and writing connection.

“One thing I was pleased with
was my improvement and growth
as a writer,” said Pack. Her own
improvement made it easier and
more enjoyable to teach writing to
students, she said.

Slone, who works with 12th
grade students who must prepare a
writing portfolio, said she wanted
to be better prepared in directing
student writing. “1 wanted some
practical information on how to
communicate with a child concem-
ing matters of idea development
and reader awareness,” Slone said.

Slone said she no longer feels at
a loss as to what the elusive prob-
lem is with a personal narrative.

“We'’ve made a lot of progress in
the last 30 years, and the old con-
ceptions about Appalachia are no
longer valid, Patton said.” Today
we're recognizing the New
Appalachia, with talented people
and resources and the need for a
good quality of life and good jobs.”

Patton said his administration
will work to promote that New
Appalachia.

“Kentucky is consistently
among the top ten states in the
country in jobs creation,” Patton
said. “And this year’s no excep-
tion.”

Kentucky’s latest figures show
1998 was a record year for jobs cre-
ation, with 25,331 net jobs. (586
projects created 29,727 jobs, but
subtracting jobs lost, 4396, most in
the apparel industry, the total is
25.3317)

But most of the jobs are not
going to Appalachian Kentucky.
Nineteen of the 49 Appalachian
counties had no new jobs reported
in 1998 through state programs,
according to the Economic
Development Cabinet.

And figures show that the high-
est percentage of people living in
poverty is in the Appalachian
region.

“We want to raise the standard of
living in Kentucky and increase the

per capita income to a level at least
as high as the rest of the country. To
do that, Appalachian Kentucky
must become a full contributing
partner. Patton said.

“Today we're targeting the New
Appalachia. We have many of the
necessary tools, including better
roads, water and sewer systgms; the
Kentucky Community and
Technical College System; regional
industrial parks; the coal severance
tax program; healthcare invest-
ments; an improved environment,
and tourism development.

“Now we have to promote this
New Appalachia and the governor’s
office is the most effective way to
let people outside the area know
what opportunities are available,”

Patton named the New
Appalachian Action Team, to help
develop the region. Its members are
the governor; KCTCS President
Mike McCall, whose expertise is
helping community and technical
colleges provide what businesses

require; Tourism Development
Secretary Ann Latta; Natural
Resources and Environmental

Protection Secretary Jim Bickford;
Workforce Development Secretary
Allen Rose; Economic
Development, Gene  Strong;
Department for Local Government,
Bob  Amold; Transportation
Secretary Jim Codell; Health
Services Secretary John Morse;
Families and Children Secretary
Viola Miller; Cabinet Secretary Crit
Luallen, and Jerry Johnson.
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Patton named Johnson, who has
served as his constituent services
director and is from Harlan, Special
Assistant for New Appalachian
Development.

The governor said the New
Appalachia means a new approach
to bringing good jobs to that region.
“We'll work  with
resources, the Kentucky
Appalachian Commission, the East
Kentucky Corporation, and use cre-
ative approaches, in ways untried,
to put together packages of technol-
ogy, education, training—whatever
it takes—to bring jobs to the peo-
ple,.”

Grady wrote optimistically about the “New South,” rising out
of the ashes of the Civil War. He saw the beginnings of in-
dustrialization, textile mills in Georgia, steel and iron works
in Alabama, shipping along the Atlantic coast.

Mr. Grady's optimism did not pan out during his lifetime
— at least not for the majority of southern people, not for peo-
ple of color and not for people without the green.

Only within the last 20 years — a hundred years after
Grady wrote — has there been the kind of development he
longed for. Today, his city, Atlanta, is the hub of a regional
growth explosion. Where people from this region once
thought only of going north to work, they now, often as not,
go south.

With echoes of Henry Grady, we're hearing once again
about the “New Appalachia,” that sliver of the South that has

We believe the governor truly
wants to design and build a “New Appalachia.”

As others have noted recently, some of the most influential
leaders in the state legislature are from this section (old Ap-
palachia?). US Congressman Hal Rogers has proved himself

1a strong and effective advocate of this vast congressional dis-
trict.

From Ashland to ' Martin to Harlan, we have a sufficient
number of forwarding-looking, well-educated, intelligent

' community leaders to help with the effort.
We have the muscle to create a New Appalachia. What re-

seems that most of the efforts that have been made over the
" last 30 years to develop the region have been done by imita-
tion. We've looked at how growth has been accomplished in
other areas — most of which are quite different — and have
copied the formula ovér and over, even after it became obvi-
ous that it wasn't working.

We hope that the governor and our other leaders will, first,
determine to work together and, second, discuss, explore and
try some new ideas. A New Appalachia requires climbing out
of the box that Old Appalachia has been hiding in and looking

WASTE IN GOVERNMENT SPENDING
AND/OR TAXPAYERS MONEY

Editor:

There are thousands of military retirees across
our country with service-connected disabilities.

Each of those veterans receives a monthly check
from the Veterans Administration for the service-
connected disability, the amount depending on the
percentage of the disability. And every penny of that
check is deducted from their military retirement pay
leaving them nothing for the disability.

The only advantage to them is that they do not
have to pay Federal Income tax on that portion they
get from the YA which is probably also nothing in
most cases.

The government and/or VA could save the tax-
payers millions of dollars if they would eliminate the
monthly VA disability check and instead just send
the veterans a statement once a year for tax purpose,
showing that amount of their regular retired pay that
is tax exempt.,

Our elected officials in Washington are either too
stupid to know this or they like to waste money.

The veterans with less than 20 years—those who
did not stay long enough to retire and have a service-
connected disability—also get a check monthly from
the Veterans Administration. And they get the full
benefit of this check with nothing deducted from any
other income they might make.

Ten or 11 years ago I did a story for the
Times about some people who lived at the
same place as the trading post — not the
same ones who are there now. The former
residents, whose names escape me, rescued
wildlife and prepared them to re-enter the
wild if possible, certainly a noble calling.

It wag one of those really hot summer
days when your whole body 15 sweating
and water is the only thing that can quench
your thirst. The people | was visiting with
offered me a glass of water and I gladly ac-
cepted.

The surprise was that it was pure salt
water. just like you would mix up to gargle
for a sore throat. I was so startled 1 almost
spit it out. But since my hosts acted as if all
was normal. out of politeness | said noth-
ing.

A few days later, 1 mentioned the salt
water incident to my mother and aunt who
had grown up in Auxier and in the bottoms
of John's Creek. The mention opened a
well of memories for them.

It tums out they had lived as teenagers
in an old farmhouse very close 1o the same
spot as the people I had visited. And, yes,
the water there was full of salt, left over
apparently from a prehistoric ocean. My
grandfather had made many unsuccessful
attempts to find fresh water, so Mom and
my aunt and their siblings had lo carry
drinking water from Hyden Branch. The
well water was used only for bathing and
clothes washing.

I mentioned the salt water to Sonny
Tackett, the current resident, and he had no
knowledge of it. He's fortunate to have city
water now.

[ do wonder, though, how common salt
water wells are in this aren, or was this
broad bottom on John's Creek seme kind of
geologic freak.

Also on Saturday, 1 followed through
with my plans to eat real buffalo — the
other red meat — at Frontier Night at Jenny
Wiley State Resort Park. Everything was
delicious and the lodge restaurant was
packed, despite threatening weather.

After the meal, those of us with the good
sense o take advantage were well enter-
tained. Rob McNurlin of Ashland is an ex-
cellent “cowboy™ musician, strongly influ-
enced by Bob Dylan and Bruce Springsteen
and deserving of more recognition and bet-
ter audiences.

When you have the South Floyd
Raiders down by 25 points, don’t
count them out, as the Allen Central
Rebels learned this past Tuesday
night.
