Conspiracy charge 

Little case

The case of a Prestonsburg man 
arrested earlier this month on a 
charge of conspiracy to commit 
murder will go before a Floyd 
County grand jury.

The city 
did not have ,a quorum for the 
December meeting.

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Ribbon cut for prison expansion

State Senator Benny Ray Bailey, 
prison officials, and local leaders 
were on hand Thursday as about 
250 visitors witnessed the dedica­
tion and ribbon-cutting ceremony 
for Otter Creek Correctional 
Center's (OCCC) 256-bed expan­
sion at Wheelwright. 

Bailey said that in a perfect 
world we would not need correc­
tional institutions. But he added if 
it meant work so people could raise 
their families, he would take the 
prisons. 

Both Bailey and Judge-
E>..ecutive Paul Hunt Thompson 

recounted how much effort went 
into getting the prison in the first 
place. Thompson said securing the 
expansion was a little easier but 
still required a lot of work. 

Bailey said he knew nearly 
every worker at the prison. and he 
understands what the prison means 
in terms of econoroics to Left 
Beaver. Bailey said the jobs made 
it possible for many people to stay 
here and make a living rather than 
traveling out of state. 

OCCC employs about 112 peo­
ple. Most of the workers are local 
residents. 

Tom Campbell from the 
Kentucky Department of 
Corrections said the center was an 

example of what can happen when 
government and the private sector 
work together. The center is run by 
the Correction Corporation of 
America. 

The guests speakers, visitors and 
media were given a tour of the 
facilities and refreshments were 
served. 

According to Warden Jeff Little, 
30 to 45 new jobs wilJ result from 
the expansion. Little said 15-20 
positions have already been added 
and the other positions will be filled 
as the inmate population increases. 

According to Little, the mini­
mum-security prison has a capacity 
of 600 inmates after the latest 
expansion.

If projections from the Kentucky State Data Center hold up. 
Floyd County will continue to lose population in the next census 
and well beyond. 

However, the decline is slight, amounting to a loss of about 
I ,000 between now and the year 2020 in Floyd County. 

In figures recently published by the center, Floyd County is 
expected to count 43,050 persons in the 2000 cen:;us, which ofti­
cially begins in the spring of next year. 

An estimate of the local population in 1997 listed 43.343 per­
sons in the county, down by about 200 from the 1990 census. 

Center projections show the local population dipping to 42,699 
by 2005; 42,706 in census year 2010: 42.676 in 2015; and 42.337 
in the 2020 census.

Board member Denzil Walker 
responded that the polluter 1s given 
the choice to "clean 11 up or go to 
court." 

Walker then suggested that the 
fiscal court arrange to pick up cast· 
off appliances throughout the year, 
not just during designated county­
wide clean-up periods. Thompson 
said he would consider the sugges­
tion. 

Solid Waste Director Mike 
Vance announced that the state's 
Tire Amnesty Program is headed to 
this area. Under the program, the 
state arranges for pick up and recy­
cling of tires which arc not accepted 
in regular landfills. 

Thompson asked Vance to talk 
with the coordinator of the tire pro­
gram and request that the tires be 
picked up in both the spring and 
fall. "If they can't come in twice, 1 
would rather they wait unttl the fall 
after we have our clean up this sum­
mer," Thompson said. 

He was referring to his plan to 
hire young people to help with the 
clearing of creeks this summer. 
Ttres which have been dumped in 

. the creeks are expected to be 
retrieved in the clean-up and will 
need to be disposed of. 

Vance and Thompson addressed 
the status of the mandated closing 

of the local landfill. Vance said he 
has met wuh several state officials 
about correcung "leachate out­
breaks" at the site. 

"So much dirt has been put on 
(the landfill) that it is mashing out 
the leachate," the judge-executive 
explained. He said the base of the 
landfill is shale and mine refuse 
which will not give. 

Workers will now have to drill to 
find the edges of the old garbage, 
dig a trench around the boundaries, 
chemically-treat the res1due and 
dram it into a I 0,000 gallon tank 
where the waste will be put through 
a kind of sewer treatment, 
Thompson said. 

"I thmk this will cure it," the 
judge said. "If not, we'll have to 
back up and shoot at it again." 

"The state said 'Try this,"' Vance 
added. "The) said if it doesn't work 
to try something else." 

''We're going to do it,'' 
Thompson vowed. "This IS one pro­
JeCt I \\ant to put to bed." 

Vance dislributed audit reports 
for four years to the board mem­
bers. The audits are for 1995, the 
year the current board took over, as 
well as 1996, 1997, and 1998. He 
added that a final audit for six 
months of the current fiscal year 
will be done next month, after 
which the finances will be assessed 
as part of the fiscal court audit. 

He said that auditor - Stephens 
and Lawson of Louisville - rec­
ommended that the organization 
"segregate" its money so that no 
one person handles it all, a measure 
that he said the board had already 
agreed to do. 

The board also addressed the 
problem of county res1dents who do 
not pay for or participate in the 
garbage collection program. 

Robert Baker of Waste 
Management, formerly USA Waste, 
said garbage collectors have report­
ed several instances of households 
comhining their garbage, with only 
one paying for the service. In some 
instances, he said neighbors are 
known to put their garbage in with a 
paying customer's without the cus­
tomer's permission. 

Board chairman David Layne 
suggested tying garbage fees to 
other utilities, specifically electrici­
ty providers AEP and Big Sandy 
RECC, but no action was taken. 

Lon May, who has been serving 
as the PRIDE coordinator for the 
county, announced that Chris 
Waugh, the deputy judge-executive, 
will be taking on that responsibility. 

In his report to the board, May 
said the county is working on get­
ting a loader system which will be 
used to retrieve heavy trash items, 
such as appliances and vehicles that 
hav been dumped over hillsides and

This will involve discussiOn 
with the KORC. 

The commission directed Samons 
to look tnto an inter-local agreement 
with the Floyd County Fiscal Court. 
This agreement would allow the 
county to come into the city and assist 

Pf1 any project that both parties 
deemed needed. The matter will be 
voted on at the next meeting. 

The commission also directed 
Samons to look into the possibility of 
the county running the city swim-

"' ming pool next year. Members srud 
they did not think the city could oper­
ate the pool this coming year without 
help. 

Before the county can operate the 
pool. however, the city would have to 
transfer the property to the county. 

Ctty anomey Tim Parker said he 
would look into the legality of turning 
the property over to the county . 

The city is looking into the possi­
bility of leasing the old city hall to 
Otter Creek Correctional Center 
(OCCC) as a stordge site. The build­
tog needs reprurs but Samons is to 
negotiate with the prison on tem1s of 
the lease. 

The commission introduced and 
had the ftrst reading of an ordinance 
for an occupation tax. According to 
Samons. such a rate must be a fixed 
amount rate rather than a percentage. 
The ordinance calls for a $5 per 
month tax. The second reading will 
be at the next meetmg. 

This tax would affect only those 
people working in the city limits and 
would include OCCC, which 
employs about 112 people. The tax 
would be deducted from employee 
paychecks and turned over to the city. 

In his police report.. Danny Martin 
said he had made two arrests and 17 
citations in the last month, but the big 
news was that his cruiser was not safe 
to operate. The commission members 
said they could not let Martin drive 
the cruiser after such a report. 

The commission voted to take 
$3,000 from the general fund to pur­
chase a vehicle. The money wtll be 
paid back as funds become available. 
The city has a back hoe for sale, and 
money from that sale will go toward 
paying for the vehicle. 

Litlle satd there were any num~r 
of grants lo help the city with some of 
its financial problems. The comrni~ 
sion directed Samons to work with 
Big Sandy Area Development 
District to ~ee what grants are avail­
able. The commission also asked 
Samons to talk to Audrey Yates about 
writing grants for the city. 

In other action the commission 
agreed to lease acetylene and oxygen 
tanks and to have unneeded tanks 
removed from the water plant.

Marttn County i:, also projected 
to continue its population loss into 
the 21st century. With a population 
listed at 12,231 in 1997, the out­
look for the 2000 census is a drop 
to 11,792. By 2020, the projection 
is for the loss of more than 1,000 
more residents to 10,646. 

Knott County also is expected to 
lose, but very slightly, going from a 
1997 estimat~ of 18,019 to a 2000 
census figure of 17,965 and 17,853 
in 2020. 

The population of Pike County 
is, likewise, projected to decline. 
The 1997 estimate for the area's 
most populous county was 72,561. 
That figure is 'expected to drop to 
72.307 tn 2000 and to 70,936 in 
2020. 

Interestingly, Johnson 
Magoffin counties are expected to 
gain a few residents in the same 
time period. 

Johnson County had an estimat­
ed 24,091 in 1997, a number that i~ 
expected to grow by 162 by 2000. 
By 2020, the population in Aoyd's 
northern neighbor is projected to 
be 24.475. 

Magoffin is projected to 
increase by some 1,500 population 
over the next two decades. The 
1997 estimated population was 
13,828, which is expected to climb 
to 14,1 07 by the 2000 census and 
to 15,408 by 2020. 

Center researchers project that 
Kentucky's overall population will 
grow by a couple hundred thou­
sand in 20 years. The 2000 census 
is expected to count about 3.9 mil­
lion Kentuckians with the popula­
tion rismg by 2020 to around 4.3 
million.

One is a special 
section on domestic violence. 

It's not a heartwanning subject, one that you particularly 
want to talk about around the supper table or the office coffee 
pot- although perhaps you should. Despite all that we know, 
most of us still cling to romantic notions about fairy-tale rela-
tionships where 
everyone lives happi- A c-:-..nle 
ly ever after. Who .a..a '-' 
wants to admit that th t ed to 
love can hurt -even a ne s 
kill '? 

It 's not a pretty 
subject, one that you 
would keep a scrap­

be broken 
book on or conjure images of when you want to think happy 
thoughts: The colors are shades of black and blue with figures 
of despaar. Where can you find photographs and illustrations 
that don't repulse the reader? 

It's not an easy subject to write about or to discuss. Fear 
makes it hard to be specific. Victims are reluctant to tell their 
story, even with pseudonyms. out of fear that the abuser's 
anger will flare up agaan and be more vengeful. 

It is a subject you need to be aware of. Chances are that if 
~ou are not a victim or a perpetrator of domestic abuse. you 
hve next door to someone who is or you have a relative. good 
friend or co-worker who is. Contrary to what most of us want 
to believe, not all men who abuse their wives are toothless. il­
literate and live at the head of a remote holler. (Fact is, not all 
domestic abusers are men.) 

Floyd County, unfortunately. is close to the top in reported 
incidences of domestic violence in the state. We could pat our­
selves on the back and say, Why, that's because our law en­
forcement officers and judicial authorities are better at re­
sponding to complaints, arresting offenders. tending to vic­
tims and meting out justice- and we'd be right. 

But we also have to admit that we still have a huge prob­
lem. No matter how much we romanticize the rugged, 
straightforward, individualistic mountaineer. we have to 
admit that we -are heirs to a culture where guns and flStS have 
been more highly valued than books and where women have 
been expected to submat always to the will of their men. Com­
bine those two legacies and domestic abuse flourishes. 

Fortunately, we do have some people in Aoyd County who 
are detem1ined to put an end to - or. at the least, curtail -
domestic violence. The Domestic Violence Task Force was 
fonned last year with the aim of pulling together representa­
tives of all those organizations that deal with family abuse. 
The Aoyd County Sheriff's Department has been a leader in 
this regard. Likewise, we have j udges who have detennined to 
make a difference. as have many other persons who have to

He was also a mem· 
ber of a gt;oup wilh several other folks, "Blind 
Tigers.'' If anyone can help me with information on 
this group, I really wam to learn more. 

William and others had push boats of illegal 
whiskey, which they sold from Prestonsburg to 
Whatehouse m Johnson County. One thing led to an­
other and my great-grandfather killed some of the 
members of the group. This happened in JOhnson 
County around 190 I. This is what heavy drinking 
can do. 

William ran off into the mountains and was not 
found until 1904. I do believe from what I have read 
that he had killed several times. lam looking for any 

newspaper clippings in Floyd County on him or this 
group. 

(I am also looking) for anyone with ties to Abe 
Wireman. He was married to Sally Dean. They mar­
ried around 1818 and had several children. My third 
grandmother was one of his daughters. She was also 
the mother of the aforementioned William Osborne. 

I know from others that Abe Wireman owned a 
few slaves. J have not done any research, since I can­
not get to Kentucky. I am glad ~e have come far 
from those da) s. While we cannot change the past. 
we can teach our children what is right and wrong. 
• What is in our hearts toda) wi II be judged by oth­
ers around us and will be what the Lord sees in us. 
Being a family history nut. I am interested in the 
good and bad of those days. And. it brings cousins 
together.

New Beds for 
Riverview Manor Nursing Home

If you have recently searched for a nursing home bed in Floyd or surrounding counties, you 
may have bad difficulty trying to find a vacancy for your loved one. Riverview Manor 
Nursing Home, a 121-bcd facility located at 79 Sparrow Lane in Prestonsburg, is trying to 
help alleviate the shortage of nursing home beds. ' 

Riverview, who's occupancy has been near capacity since 1978, bas been approved to add 
an additional 30 beds. The estimated cost of the new 30-bed addition will be $1.2 million, 
and will create 25 to 30 new jobs. The expansion will bring additional revenue to the city 
of Prestonsburg by increasing the facility's annual payroll to $2,500,000. 

According to Riverview's Administrator, Cbarolette, Jarrell, the additional 30 beds will 
help to meet the health care needs of the under served population as well as benefiting the 
city. "This addition will enable the facility to provide quality nursing and rehabilitation 
services to people throughout Floyd and the surrounding counties,'' Jarrell says. "Adding 
these 30 new beds will bring additional revenue to the City of Prestonsburg in the form of 
occupational tax on the 25 to 30 employees, property tax from increased value of the prop­
erty and increased revenue for the City of Prestonsburg for licensure fees. The new owners 
are dedicated to helping the facility grow and we are really excited that we are finally able 
to act on the Certificate of Need. Only a few of these were approved in the state and if we 
do not act now we will lose this opportunity, possibly forever."

dler and passer. He's only the lhird 
best point guard in New York, but 
he ranks among our top 15 nation­
ally. Hc's like a coach on the floor. 
plus he's a great kid and an excel­
lent student. 

We also know that Syracuse is in 
good shape with a number of the 
other top juniors nationally. 
Among those on the list arc 6'8 Jr 
Eddie Griffin from Philadelphia 
(Roman Calholic) PA, 6'10 Jr Reo

Club Hills) IL. 6'9 Jr Andre Zahn 
from Redondo Beach (Redondo 
Union) CA. 6'1 Jr Imari Sav. yer 
from Chicago (Martin Luther King) 
IL. 6'0 Jr Sean Mulholland from 
Medford (Shawnee) NJ, and 7' 0 Jr 
Nick Smith from Bloomingdale 
(H.S.) FL. 

Griffin. who ranks among the 
top I 0 juniors nationally. also has 
Masschusctts. Seton Hall, 
Georgetown. Temple, Villanova. 
Clemson. Xavier, Virginia, and 
West Virginia on his list. Logan 
likes DePaul, Illinois. Syracuse. 
Kentucky, Arizona. Indiana, and 
Louis" illc. Zahn is interested in 
Stanford, North Carolina, Arizona, 
Utal't. Connecticut, Syracuse, and 
UCLA. Sawyer i<o considering 
DePaul. North Carolina, Kentucky, 
Connecticut, and Syracuse. The 
early leaders for Mulholland are 
Maryland, S)ntcusc, Temple. Notre 
Dame, LaSalle. and St. Joseph's. 

Michigan will be tough to beat 
for Searight, but Cincinnati, Duke, 
Alabama, Fresno State. and 
Syracuse are also on his list. One 
school Searight won't be consider­
ing is Michigan Stale, because 6'3 
Jr Marcus Taylor from Lansing 
(Waverly) Ml, who not only ranks 
a~ the #I junior nationally by the 
HOOP SCOOP, but who is also 
Searight' s big rival, already is a 
ncar look for the Spartans. 

One or the top challengers to 
Taylor for the top ranking in the 
junior class nationall)' is 6'5 
Jerome Harper from Columbia 
(Keenan) SC, v..ho promises to be 
the best player to come out of South 
Carolina s1nce Kevin Garnett. 
Right now South Carolina, 
Kentucky, and N.C. State arc the 
leaders, but Horida, Cincinnati.

UCLA and Duke arc 1hc heavy 
favorites over Kansas, North 
Carolina.

Stevenson from i'resno 
(Washington Union) CA. who 
ranks right up thcrc along with 
Taylor and llarpcr as one of the top 
two or three juniors in the nation. 
And it might he v. orth watching 
where 6'9 Carlos Boozer from 
Juneau (Douglas) AK goes to 
school. because if Duke can beat 
UCLA for Boozer this year, the 
Blue De' ilo; can also heat the 

Bruins next year for Stevenson. 
But if Boozer goes to UCLA.

He's active 
inside, but he also has a soft touch 
and excellent moves around the 
hoop. He's also young for his class 
(won't be 16 until February 5th) 
and his brother De'cean Bryant1s a 
player at Long Beach State. 
However, Travon tells us that 
UCLA. California. Arizona. 
Kansas. and Pepperdine arc the 
early favorites. 

At the National Hoops Classic in 
Columbus. OH last weekend one of 
our favorite players was 6'8 Jr 
Abdou Diame, who is from lhe 
Senegal just like University or 
Kentucky freshman 6' 11 
Souleymane Camara. Also like 
Camara. Diame is a tremendous 
athlete with extremely quick hands 
and feet. However. Diame is not as 
big as Camara. but he's much fur­
lher advanced at the same stage. 
Allhough it's early and Oak Hill 
head coach Steve Smilh didn't give 
us a list for Diame. we know that 
Cincinnati, Kentucky. Furman, 
Virginia, Clemson, and Maryland 
are all very interested. 

One of the fastest rising players 
in the deep south is 6'7 Jr Gerald 
Wallace from Childersburg ( lf.S.) 
AL, who had 50 points, 17 
rebounds, six 3-pointers, seven 
dunks. six blocks. four steals, and 
three ass1sts against Vincent (H.S .) 
AL last week. Alabama and num­
ber of other Southeastern 
Conference schools \\ill be 
involved. but we look for Wallace 
to go to Auburn. because he only 
lives 62 miles away. 

Kentucky needs a point guard to 
replace Wayne Turner next year. but 
they don· t appear to be real inter­
ested solving the problem. Perhaps 
lhat's because lhey are lhe heavy 
favorite for 6'1 Jr Chris Duhon 
from Slidell (Salmen) LA. 

Michigan State, Georgetown. 
Purdue. Louisville, Kentucky, 
UCLA, and Georgia Tech are all 
involved wilh 6'8 Jr Zach Randolph 
from Marion (H.S.) IN. Indiana is 
also on Randolph's list, but that' s 
for political reasons. Instead, we 
lhink Indiana will get 6'9 Jr Jared 
Jeffries from Bloomington {North) 
IN, who also ranks among the top 
I 0 juniors nation all} and edges out 
Randolph for lhe #I ranking in lhc 
junior class in Indiana. 

The best sophomore and perhap<o 
one of lhe best players in the nation 
is 6'2 Soph Dujuan Wagner from 
Camden (H.S.) NJ. who is still two 
years awa)' from making his college 
decision. but already has a pretty 
good idea where he wants to go to 
college. His top lhree schools arc 
Louisville. Louisville. and 
Louisville and this makes perfect 
sense, because his father is former 
Louisville All-American Milt 
Wagner. Just mention his father or 
the University of Louisville and his 
eyes will light up. 

Another great sophomore who is 
fairly far along in the recruiting 
process is 5'10 Soph Terrance Ford 
from Sugar Land (Willowridgc) 
TX, who promises to be one of lhc 
best point guards to ever come out 
of Texas. And come out ofTexas is 
what we hear he is planning on 
doing, because as it stands now 
none of the local schools the Jist.

Groundhog 1 01 
If you believe in supcr~tition. 

in less than a week we 'II know for 
sure. 

In case you've forgotten, next 
Tuesday. February 2, is 
Groundhog Day. As every hillbil­
ly worth his salt knows, legend 
has it that if the groundhog sees 
h1s shadow on that particular day, 
he'll go back into hibernation and 
we'll have six more weeks of 
winter. 

If you're like me, though. 
you've probably heard this tale all 
you life without an inkling of how 
such a tradition got ~tarted. But an 
article that ran in the paper a few 
days ago went a long way toward 
answering some questions that I 
suppose I didn't even know I had. 

For instance, this groundhog­
seeing-his-shadow business was 
brought to America from 
Germany. where people would 
watch for hibernating animals­
badgers. bears, and the like, to 
appear. Theory is. if the animal 
came out of his den on a sunny 
day and saw his shadow, he'd 
become frightened and run back 
inside and stay for another six 
weeks or so. 

Apparently, one of the more 
common hibematmg animals 
around here is the groundhog. so 
he became the target of all the 
watchful-eyed prognosticators in 
America. 

The article stated that for more 
than I 00 years. foils in 
Punxsutawney. Pennsylvania, 
have made a holiday around 
February 2. and have come to call 
their favorite groundhog 
Punxsutawney Phil. Likely as not. 
the evening news on all the net­
works will feature stories from 
that town next Tuesday and will 
be reponing on whether or not 
Phil has seen his shadow. For the 
record, that has only happened 13 
times in the past 1 I I years. 

Regardless of what his predic­
tion happens to be, cititcns of 
Punxsutawney celebrate. They 
have groundhog dances and the 
local high school names a ground­
hog king and queen. They even 
have a special treat that'~ called a 
groundhog sundae. \\ hich is made 
of ginger groundhog·shaped 
coo((ies with vanilla ice l'rt'am. 

It's doubtful that many of 
those youngsters have ever actu­
ally eaten a real groundhog. but 
I'll bet lots of us Eastern 
Kentuckians have. 

Not lately. though. at least in 
my case. As a mauer of fact, I was 
very ) oung. but I can barely 
remember one occasion when 
Dad went groundhog hunting nnd 
brought one home and Mom 
cooked-or baked, or whatever 
she did to prepare it. I can vague­
ly remember eating it and think­
ing 1t was good. 

I would imagme that there are 
plent) of folks tn tl11~sc parts who 
still cook up a mess of groundhog 
from rime to time, although I 
don't think I'd find it too appetiz­
ing myself. 

In case you're still reading 
this, here are some more interest­
ing facts the newspaper article 
told about this little critter. Well, 
maybe not so liulc <11 that: a 
groundhog can weigh as much as 
10 pounds. 

Groundhogs arc rodents and 
live in fields and rocky areas in 
the United States and Canada. He 
is also known as a \\ oodchuck 
and a whistle hog~ the latter name 
resulting from the fat·t that he 
gives off a loud whistle when he 
spots a predator 

He hibematc<> from late fall 
until spring. but wakes up about 
every six or eight da)s. then 
hibernates again. llll' groundhog 
doe :o-n 't eat during hibernation.

Needless to say, drug abuse

accept pregnant addicts and provide 
childcarl' \ef\ ices. It is also irnpor· 
tant that sociaJ sen•ices not judge 
pregnant women for their drug usc. 
but instead U)' to minimize potential 
haLard-.. All individuals involved 
with the pregnant addict and her 
offspring need to work together to 
address risk factors beyond cocaine 
use-including inadequate nutrition 
and health care and the use of legal 
drugs-and hopefully increase the 
likelihood of a healthy mother and 
child.

Stroke is treatable medical emergency 
by Leigh Ann Honshell Maynard 
At the first sign of a heart anack. the 

response of most individuals is to .;eck 
emergency medical care. However, the 
warning signs and symptoms of a stroke, 
or "brain attack," tend to be ignored 
because of the misconception that noth­
ing can be done to treat a stroke. A stroke 
is, in fact. a medical emergency where 
immediate evaluation and treatment are 
critical to lessening the pennanent dam­
age whi<:h can be done as well as tu sav­
ing the patient's life.

in yourself or someone else. dial 911 
immediately even if the symptom~ do not 
cau~e pain or they go a\\ ay quickly. 

A stroke occurs when oxygen i:s cui off 
from the brain. This cutoff can occur 
when there is either a blockage of blood 
flow or a hemorrhage (bleeding) in the 
brain. Because of the lack of oxygen. the 
brain's cells trigger an electrochemical 
chain reaction that begins to attack and 
kill surrounding brain cells in somewhat 
of a ripple effect. As the brain cells die. 
neurological (nerve) damage is done that 
can cause several outcomes. depending 
on the extent of brain dmnage done and 
the location in the brain where the stroke 
occurred. For example. strokes that occur 
in the right side of the brain affect move-

However. the damage from a stroke 
does not have to be as extensive or per­
manent with prompt treatment. The ceJls 
of the brain can only survive a "hort time 
without oxygen. Therefore, it is vital to 
attempt to restore blood now to the 
injured part Clf the brain as soon as possi­
ble. There are several new approaches 
available in the treatment of stroke that 
can dramatically Jes.,.en the negative 
effects if treatment i:s received \Vithin 
three hours ot ~ymptom onset. Such 
immediate treatment may save ) our life 
and may enhance.: your chances for suc­
cessful rehabilitation and recovery. lf you 
recognize any of the followmg symptoms 

• sudden weaknes;; or numbnes" in the 
face. arm. or leg on one side of the body 

• sudden dimness or loss of vision 
• loss of speech or trouble understand­

ing 
• unexplained di1.zine~s or falls. along 

with any other stroke symptom 
• sudden severe headache with no 

known cause 
Remember. receiving treatment quick­

ly can dramatically les$en the effectS' of 
stroke and although must stroke victims 
suffer some degree of re~idual brain dam­
age. rehabilitative treatment can help to 
restore function over time. If you would 
like to learn more about the causes of 
stroke and treatments for it, contact 
McDowell Appalachian Regional 
Hospital or your famil) physician.

According to Dr. George 
Rooney, president of the Kentucky 
Optometric Foundation, "Laser 
pointers can cause damage to the 
retina if stared at longer than 10 sec­
onds," Dr. Rooney cautions the con­
sumer to remember to keep the laser 
away from children and away from 
the eye.

Growing shiitake mushrooms 
Grown and used in Japan for 

centuries the shiitake (shee-TAH­
kay) or forest mushroom is gaining 
in popularity in the United States. 

The large honey-colored mush­
rooms have a distinctive, some­
what nutty flavor and are high in B 
vitamins and essential amino acids. 
If exposed to sunlight, they can 
also develop a higher vitamin D 
content. The Japanese have studied 
the effects of these mushrooms on 
blood cholesterol and have found 
that eating these mushrooms seems 
to reduce blood cholesterol levels. 

It is particularly interesting to 
forest landowners in Eastern 
Kentucky because it grows on 
small diameter (4 to 8 inch) logs of 
hardwood trees such as oak. beech, 
maple and hickory. These logs may 
be cut out of a woodlot to help the 
growth of larger more valuable tree 

species. 
Logs are cut when trees arc dor­

mant (leafless) because then the 
wood has the maximum amount of 
stored carbohydrates in it, and that 
is what the mush 
rooms feed on. 
The trees are cut 
into 3 to 4 foot 
lengths and moc 
ulated with 
spawn. 

Once the logs 
are inoculated, 
they need to incu­
bate to allow the 
mycelia (root-like 
structures) to pen-
etrate through the Pat Spicer 
log. Only when 
this has happened will the mush­
rooms. or fruiting bodies of the 
fungus, appear. 

Like most mushrooms, shiitake 
thrives in cool, damp conditiOns. 
Logs can be stacked like firewood, 
or like a log cabin and covered 
with a porous tarpaulin for a few 

dried. 

weeks. Ideally, the logs 
need to be in shade­
coniferous shade is usually 
a little cooler and more 
consistent than that pro· 
vided by deciduous trees. 

Many spawn strains 
will produce mushrooms 
within the first year, some 
in 6 months, some longer. 
To harvest the mushrooms, 
you simply twist them off 
the logs. They will keep in 
the refrigerator for 2-3 
weeks or they can be

The murder BoY.en can't 
forget happcnl.'d juM 
before Christmas a 
few years ago in 
Magoffin Count) A 
father killed hb two 
children as they 
walked outs1de their 
home, according to 
Bowen. The man then 
shot his y.jfe. Y.ho sur­
vi\ed but was paralyzed 
from the shootmg. 

"(The children) were 
innocently gunned dov; n .. 
He decided if he couldn't 
have her then no one ehc 
could,'' she said. "People 
just really don't know how 
had it is for the victim .. 
They just don't know how 
~crious it is. We need to 
have more community 
involvement. The more 
involvement, the safer the 
victims are going to be." 

High incidence 
of abuse 

Bowen said 312 
Emergency Protection 
Orders (EPO) were issued 
in domestic violence occur­
rences in the county in 
1997. 

"When the moon is full. 
we're bombarded- some­
times four to seven, up to 
nine. a day," she said. 

Holidays (especially 
Christmas), hot weather, 

and high unemployment 
rates aU seem to bring out 
the abuse in the perpetrator. 
according to Bov;cn. Floyd 
County halt the second 
highec;t incid\!ncc of crimi­
nal and dome ... ttc \Jolcnce 
in the state, Howen said. 
(Louis vii It! has the highest.) 

That caseload of dome~­
tic violence CU!->CS in Flo}d 
Di~trict Court resulted in 
the appointment of a second 
district judge to the Floyd 
County Court System. 
Bo\\ en :.aid. 

"We ha' c seen an 
increase in the last se\eral 
year!'., but 1t's due to thl' 
courts,'' she said. cxplam­
tng that r loyi.l County 
Di~trict Judge James Allen 
tlegan .. seriously imple­
menting" state laY. s reg at d­
ing domestic VJOiencl.' cases 
\\hen he \His put on the 
bench. 

One of tho .. c law!> puts 
the perpetrator out ol the 
house and allo\\ s the \ icti m 
to go back home. under an 
bPO. lf 

\ ic­
t i m 
wants to return home to the 
perpetrator. the couple must 
undergo counseling. An 
EPO is also reduced to 
''Perpetrator Further 
Restrained From Acts of 
Violence and Abuse.'' That 
order is good for three years 
and allows the •ictirv to 
return to the courts and the 
EPO issuance. 

Bowen also said the inci­
dence of reported abuse is 
high because more victims 
are now seeking help 
instead of !iimply living 
with the abuse. She attribut­
es that to the establishment 
of an outreach office - the 
domestic violenc,e unit -
of the Big Sandy Family 
Abuse Center, o~ted by 
the Christian Appa.Jachian 
Project. The outreach offsce 
was opened on May· 1, 

1995, and wa~ started b) 
then-county JUdge-execu­
tive Bob Meyer and fom1er 
sheriff P<tul Hunt 
rhompson. 

"The) "anted to do 
something for the 'ictims," 
Bowen sa1d. "Most \iCtims 
leave with the clothes on 
their back. Some of them 
leave naked. Some polil:c 
oflicers have had to take off 
their coats and put them 
around the victims ... The 
perpetrator has ripped the 
dothes off the victim and, 
''hen sh~; refused to have 
sex with him. he's pushed 
her out the door naked."

Domestic abuse can be 
defined as Isolation, emo­
tiona.J abuse, economic 
abuse, using male privilege. 
threats. intimidation. sexual 
abuse. or physical abuse. 

Victims are isolated 
from their friends when 
perpetrators control what 
their victims do, who they 
talk to and where the vic­
tims go. 

ln emotional abuse, per­
petrators cause their victims 
to lose self-esteem through 
name calling or playing 
mind games. 

Economic abuse occurs 
when victims are treated 
like servants. They have to 
ask their partners for 

money. They may be giH!n 
allowances or the money 
they earn - if they're 
allowed to work - is taken 
awa} by their partners 

Male privilege is defined 
a~ the perpetrator "acttng 
like the master of the cas­
tle," according to Bowen. 
The perpetrator makes all 
the decisions in the house­
hold. 

Perpetrators also control 
their victims through 
threats. They make threats 
that they'lltakc the children 
a\\a). commit .,uicidc, or 
report their 'ictims to wel­
fare. 

They also intimidate 
their vktuns b} putting 
them in fe.tr through u'ing 
looks. actiOJh, gesture~. 

loud 'oiCl's. smashmg 
things in the. home or 
destroying the 'ictim's per­
sonal property. 

Perpetrators rna) also 
force the1r \ ictims to have 
sex or ph) sic:tlly attack the 
sexual parts of the bouy 
They treat their 'ictims as 
sex objcclo;. 

Physical violence can 
include pushmg. shm ing. 
hitting. slapping. choking, 
pulling hair, punching, 
k1cking. or grahbing. 
Perpetrators haH· u'ed 
weapons against their 'IC· 
tims. They have twistell 
arms and hroken ribs. 

Phases of abuse 

BoY. en !laid there arc 
three phases of abuse: "the 
incidents mount, battering, 
and honeymoon.'' 

"(When it begins) the 
incidents mount, the tension 
starts . . (the perpetrator) 
may start with "I don't like 
what you're wearing ... I 
don't like how you look ... I 
don't like you talking to 
(your friend, your relative). 
Isolation is the biggest con­
trol. The victims lose reali­
ty. They feel they can't do 
anything without (their 
spouse)," the domestic vio­
lence counselor said. 

Emotional and verbal 
abuse can consist of public 
humiliation, name-ca.Jiing, 
mind games or manipula­
tion by the perpetrator. 

The second phase of 
abuse is battering. If a vic­
tim is emotion:illy or ver­
bally abused, the physical 
abuse is sure to follow, 
according to the Narional 
Domestic Violence Hotline 
infonnation service. 

The third phase is the 
honeymoon stage. 

"(The perpetrator) is 
remorseful. They swear 
they'll never do it again .. 
The'll even to go church 
and be baptized and then 
(the abuse) will be back 
again." she said. 

Bowen has seen it hap­
pen often. hut she can relate 
first-hand to the stories of 
those she h:.~:> counseled. 
Twenty-SIX years ago. she 
was in the same situation. 

"I've y.aJked in their 
'hoes. 1 know (the victim) 
is going to want to go bac}\. 
It rips your heart out. I 
know," she said. 

Help is 
available 

Victims of domestic vio­
lence can get help from var­
ious agencies in the Big 
Sandy Region. including 
the Floyd County Sheriff's 
office. the Big Sanc,ly 
Family Abuse Center and 
Socml Serviccs (now called 
the Department of Pem1nn 
cncy and Protection). 

Bowen said some vic­
tims arc hesitant to call 
social sen 1~e~ because they 
fear repcr('ussions to their 
families. 

''At first the v1ctim 
thinks their children could 
be taken away. That's not it 
at all. That department has a 
lot of services that will help 
them Theu goal is to pro-

Bowen said the hospitals 
have been supportive or

to them

The Floyd County 
Sheriff's Domestic 
Violence Unit ensures that 
victims ha' e access to 
EPOs and gets services 
qutckl) for victims, accord­
ing to Bowen. 

The unit offers victims 
who are in crisis, referrals 
to advocacy. counseling and 
a follow-through in the 
ct1urt system. They also 
give referrals for other 
agen<:ies. such as housing. 
food stamps, and legal aid. 

Domestic violence case­
workers and counselors 
help the victims through 
e\ er) ~tep of the process.

A hurting 
k·nd of love

Abuse 'ictims arc com­
monly reluctant to discuss their 
~1ories t~)r publication. E\ en 
"'ith pseudonyms, there j, the 
fear that the victim will be rec­
O!,'llizcd and the retaliation \\ill 
be e'en worse. Thus, this story 
is a composite, pulling together 
the account'> of many women 
so a'i not to single out one. But 
in reading the account~ of 
many. we sec similaritic.' that 
reveal patterns. 

Fmn 's mlc.'i of abuse go 
back as far a" her memory. Like 
so many other victims, she 
grew up in a home where 
domestic violence wa'> both 
random and prcdictahlc. 

l kr t~tthc1 wa'i what most 
people would call a "g<xxl 
man.'' He paid his hills. even il 
there was little left over tor any­
thing mon.· Ul<Ul soup lx•<ms. I lc 
went with the family to church. 
e\en tf he ~tood much of the 
time outside smoking. He read 
the B1ble. took the kids to ball 
games. nnd hnd a camem 
handy to record his pride in hi 
family. 

Her father wa' ulso a week­
end drunk. worlmg hard mthc 
coal mine all \\CCk ,md UlCn 
stopping at the bootleggcJ'-; on 
the w<~y home on Frida) 
C\CiliOg. 

:vtost Fridays, he came 

home staggering. agreed to cal 
a hite, and fell hack into his 
t:JVorite chair and dozed off. 
mell<m ed and sometimes com­
ical. 

Other Frida)S. he came 
home staggering. found some­
thing wrong with the food. s:m 
a piece of paper in the ~ 
didn't like the way Fran's 
mother's hair wa.-. combed -
nobody could ever predict \\hat 
would trigger his anger. 

On those Fridays. the 
atmosphere in the house felt 
like a tornado was about to 
touch down. There was a still­
ness and a sense that the air had 
been sucked out Fran's older 
brother. as unobtrusively ac; 
possible. would literally round 
up all the children and herd 
them into the farthest bedroom 
wh~re they would all huddle 
and cry \\hen the fight started. 

When their father had fin­
i~hl.'d his damage. he \\Ould 
lea' c the hou~ and stay thl.! 
C\ cni ng in the ' an or. "'hen it 
wa'i warm, in a ,he<J on up the 
holl<m. 

Sometime-., on an easy 
night, Fmn's mother's e)Cs 
\\ould be blackened or her lip 
cut. On harsher cvemng .... .,he 
eamt>d cmcked rib' l'Oncus-
iom .. a fractured ankle, a bro­

ken no..c. and so forth. 
On the neAl Ua)' after each

leader. Any person who 
"'orks in the shelter must be 
certified," Bowen said. 

La" enforcement offi. 
cers must also undergo 
training and Bo\\en con­
ducts sessions every six 
momhs to keep them updat­
ed on new laws regarding 
domestic violence and 
what to do with the victims 
and the perpetrator. 

''They take the perpe­
trator to jail. If they take 
him horne ... it puts the 
officer in jeopardy ol 
being liable. I'm very 
proud of these Ia\\ 
enforcement officers here 
becuusc of their ability to 
go out and do that extra 
step," she said, ''If an offi­
cer can't servtce (the EPO) 
on one shift. he pas<;eo; it to 
the next shif1." 

Aoyd County has a ser­
vice rate of 90 percent 
regarding the serving of the 
court orders. 

Bowen also praised 
Floyd County's judge~. 

"We just could not do 
anything without the 

judges," she said. "We also 
have the full support of the 
circuit judges. lf both dis­
trict judges arc out, I can go 
to John Da.,id Caudill or 
Danny Caudill and they'll 
take care of il." 

She added that other 

counties are looking at 
implementing protection 
programs similar to Floyd 
County's.

So. he began 
to fa \lor choking. "'ith a little 
arm wrenching and kickmg 
thrown in. 

Each time he bear her, he 
was eilbcr punshing her for 
doing something wrong -
making eye contact with anoth­
er man. overcooking the 
scrantbled eggs. wearing a too­
sexy outfit. whatever - or he 
was reacting bcc-.lUse she ··pro­
voked" him by something she 
said 

Each time he got through 
bc."lting her. he wa-. repentanL 
He always promJ~d that if she 
would fmgive him and stay 
with him. he would never do it 
again.

In the next eight yean;. she 
had three children and two 
mtscarriag~.--s. each following a 
beating. Fran i., partu.:ularly 
careful with the children. She 
spanks them to make them 
mind and to keep them dear of 
thetr father's Wl"dth. He has 
"'hipped the olde..,t twiiX in a 
fit of rage and has dra\o\ n blood, 
and Fran\ only n.:cour.;e is to 
make sure the little boy does 
not provoke his father. 

"I know people will say, 
'Why docs ~he stay in that?'" 
Fmn says, "but the truth is l 
don't have anywhere else to go 
with these children. I can't 
make enough hy myself to take 

care of them. 
''And people who don't 

know talk about resiJaining 
orders and all that. but I know 
he would kill me before the law 
could gel to me. Anybody 
who's ever felt .somcbody's 
fingers pressing into their 
throat and seen the spots in 
front of their eyes ru; they go to 
pass out. they know when 
!>Omebody is serious enough to 
kill you." 'he says. with tears 
~treaming down her face. 

Fran aclmiL~ that sometimes 
:;he wishes her husband would 
go ahead and kill her and that 
sometimes she thinks through 
how she would take her own 
life. But the tear of what would 
happen to her children musters 
just enough will to keep her 
alive. 

Trying to be optimistic, 
Fran says she hopes the vio­
lence will abate as she and Fred 
gro"' older. ''Daddy hardly 
ever bothers .Mommy any 
more," she says. ''By the time 
we'd all left home, he'd 
alread) just about stopped. J 
think 'that"s the way it is rnost 
umes." 

If rrnn can hold out for 
another 15 or 20 years. she 
may be all right.

When we went shop­
ping. my taste was always 
called into question, even 
though it had seemed to 
please him before we mar­
ried.

The man I was 
interviewing was startled 
and I was mortified. 

I learned never to let an 
interview run overlong. I 
learned to avert my head as 
I walked along and I tried 

not to go anywhere where I 
might nm into an innocent 
target of his jealousy. 

When I became 
absorbed in a hook, he 
wondered what I was mad 
about. He never believed I 
was actually involved with 
the book and not angry 
about something. By the 
time I convinced him I was­
n't, I was. 

He didn't like crowds, 
so we didn't go to concerts 
or ballgames or amusement 
parks. We went to movies 
he wanted to see. He 
wouldn't be caught dead at 
an art show or a play. 

I had lo learn to like 
fishing.

Pr ivate counseling is 
route for some

While there are public 
resources for families to tum to 
during domestic violence inci­
dents, some people prefer to go 
to a private practitioner. 

Dr. Mable Lineberger, a 
licensed clinical psychologist. 

offers professional services 
dealing with this family prob­
lem. 

Lineberger, who bas a 
Ph.D. in developmental clini­
cal psychology from the 
University of Southem 
Mississippi, says she counsels 
people aged toddler to senior 
citizen. However, she says the 

majority of her clients are in 
the 30-40 age group. 

Lineberger said she uses 
marital therapy to help couples 
work through their problems. 
Sometimes she works with 
only one of the partners. 

She said the rate of success 
for such couples depends on 
how committed they are to the

therapy, how each accepts the 
responsibility to change, the 
willingness to tolerate change, 
and for each to get rid of the 
notion of "I don't have a prob­
lem." 

Lineberger said some peo­
ple think of domestic violence 
only in tem1s of physical 
abuse. but she said verbal 
abuse is probably just as com­
mon as physical abuse. Verhul 
abuse. she said, occurs any 
time one person creates a situ­
ation that demeans the other. If 
one of the partners feels 
unequal in the relationship 
because of things said. verbal 
abuse is at work. according to 
Lineberger. 

She said it often occurs that 
one partner feell> the need to 
gain over the other-to be in 
charge. 

Lineberger said the obvious 
signs of domestic abuse 
include the obvious physical 
contact, such as hitting each 
other, but could also include 
marital rape. She said this 
occurs when one partner feels 
she doesn't have the right to 
say no. 

Li.ncbcger said many peo­
ple automatic:ally assume that 
domestic \ iolence bet ween 
couple1> involves the male 
abusing the female. More anti 
more there arc c:ases where the 
man i$ abused. she said. 
Lineberger said this usually is

he punched a hole in the 
wall of the house we rented 
because of his anger with 
me. Another time. he mis­
understood something l had 
laughed about and knocked 
off the rearview mirror in 
the car. Sti I l another time, 
he backed the car into a 
tree, driving away from me 
in anger. 

Each time I saw his 
anger get out of hand. when 
his face would turn red. 
when he would flex his jaw 
and curl and uncurl his 
fists. I was terrified. I knew 
he was capable of hitting 
me, and. deep inside me, I 
knew it would happen. It 
was only a matter of time. 

I left him before I had 
the chance to find out for 
sure. 

He never left a physical 
mark on me, but his words 
and h.is actions changed my 
life. For years, my antennae 
were up, picking up on 
word signs of possessive­
ness, jealousy and dimin­
ishment. I probably dis­
missed some good men 
because of the fear that I 
might end up in another 
hole, unable to climb out. 

Ironically, we have kept 
in touch over the years. 
Every few years, he'll call 
me to catch up. He sounds 
as if he has mellowed, and, 
for his present wife's sake 
(the third), l hope he has. I 
never \\as able to make him 
understand how he dam­
aged me, but l still have the 
scars.

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Many Kentucky laws deal with domestic violence

The da)s are gone when 
domestic violence was con­
sidered outside the law 
because it occurs inside the 
home behind dosed door~ . 

Law enforcement officers 
are no longer so reluctant 
to answer calls and arrest 
abusers. 

Part of the reason is that 
there are a passel of laws 
that relate to domestic -.io­
lcnce. Some have heen 
enacted spec1fically with 
famil) abu'c in 1mnd, and, 

in other cases. the courts 
have applied long-standing 
lav..s to instances of vio­
lence in the home. 

The range of laws relat­
ing to domestic violence 
goes from a Class B misde­
meanor which carries a 
sentence of about three 
months to the capitol 
offense of murder which 
can bring the death penalty 
in Kentucky. 

Let's look at some of the 
offenses resulting from 
domestic violence and the 
penalties that the perpetra­
tor is ri~king. 

Several crimes do not 
mvohe actual physical 
harm. but they frighten the 
victim and make her (or, in 
some cases, him) feel as if 
she is in danger. 

• Menacing. for 
instance. can occur when 
the perpetrator makes the 
spouse/partner/date feel in 
danger of imminent physi­
caJ injury. It is a Cla!>s B 
misdemeanor and carries a 
penalty of 90 days in jail. 

• Harassment, likewise. 
is a Cla~s B misdemeanor 
with a 90-day sentence.

When the walls rattle and 
the thunder of domestic vio­
lence rolls, women can find 
a safe harbor at the Big 
Sandy Family Abuse Center 
operated by the Christian 
Appalachian Project 

Although the shelter is 
open to women only, the 
Big Sandy Family Abuse 
Center shelters both men 
and women. Men arc 
placed in shelters at other 
locations in the state, 
according to Linda Hutch­
inson. program coordinator 
for the center. The center 
receives three or four calls a 
year from men who have 
been abused. she said. 

The location of the Big 
Sandy Family Abuse 
Center's shelter i o;ecret. 
Only Jaw enforcement agen­
cies. staff of the center. and 
those who have sheltered 
then! kno\\ its location. 

There is an alarm system 
on the dour, and cameras 

outside Jet those inside 
know who's out there. Law 
enforcement officers also 
regularly patrol the area, 
according to Hutchinson. 

"If the staff cans, (the 
officers) are there in two 
minutes, max.," she said." If 
(the victims) feel they're in 
danger. this would be the 
best place for them. It gives 
them time to think. Nobody 
makes them do anything. A 
lot of (the decisions) are up 
to them. We tell them 'It's 
whatever you want.' 
Sometimes that's what it 
take~ - for them to get 
away from that silUation and 
look back at it and not be m 
the emotional part of it. 

"Somettmes just being 
there with other \\omen 
who ha\e come through that 
(same thing) helps them -
knowing that they're not 
alone and this happens to a 
lot of other women." 

The sheller is staffed 
arounc.l the clock and is a 
home with a Ji, ing room, 
bedrooms, and kitchen facil­
ities. Women can bring their 
children and anyone else 
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rom the storm 
(but the abuser) who resides 
in the home with them, such 
as an aunt or mother. 

Families have their own 

bedroom and a key to lock 
up the items they've 
brought with him. 
Bedrooms contain queen 

beds, twin-size beds, and 
bunk beds. Children sleep in 
their mother's room because 
it is a traumatic time for the 

children, too, Hutchinson 
said.

in the fonn of vcrhal abuse, 
but added then: are instances 
\\ ht!re a female pysically abu~­
cs her partner. 

What couples should do 
when they recognit.c symp­
tomc; of domestic abuse varies 
from couple to couple. but 
Lineberger suggests that the 
abused partner find a safe 
place, separate from the 
abuser, and distance herself or 

himself from the situation. 
The abused person can go 

to the spouc;e abuse shelter 
until the couple work out their 
differences. Lineberger said 
she has run into people who 
are not aware of the existence 
of such a shelter. 

Lineberger said that natu­
rally the location of such a 
shelter would have to be kept 
secret. but people can call the

She then has the couple do 
some positive things to 
improve the relationship. She 
has them set limits. improve 
communications. and have 
some fun together. According 
to Linctx:rger when couples 
have fun together. the tension 
in the household tends to 
decrease. 

She sees the clicnt(s) usual­
ly on a weekly basis. She 
builds on what has been 
accomplished from the previ­
ous week. She meets with the 
couple until everyone agree~ 
that the relationship i" heading 
in a positive direction. 

Lineberger said she has had 
~ucccss with couples who 
have some degree of commit­
ment. One man, she said wao; 
having an alTair with his 
neighbor at the same time he 
v.~1s going through coun..ehng. 
She said actions such as this 
are often too much to o\'cr­
comc and to resolve. 

One woman worked with 
Linchcrger on an individual 
ba,is to help her situation. She 

started with the a"-Sumption 
that she could not change her 
partner since he would not 
agree to counseling. The 
woman stayed in the situation 
because of religious beliefs. 
She worked at making her life 
with her partner bearable. 

For those who choose to go 
the private route. the treatment 
can be expensive. Lineberger 
said many of her patients had 
insurance that will cover the 
cost. 

Lineberger. who is a native 
of Pike County, has an onice 
on South Lake Drive in 
Prestonsburg, two doors down 
from the American Electric 
Power office. Her office is in 
the rear part of her home. 

Since many of her sessions 
involve children. she has come 
up with a "magic clo~t." TI1e 
closet. which is hidden behind 
a chmr. has two rules: 
Children cm1 play with only 
one toy at a time and the toys 
must be rvtumed to a proper 
place before a new toy can he 
selected. The to) s :md the 
child\ activities become an 
important part of the play ther· 
apy for the child and to 
observe family interactions.

Whjle working with vic­
tims and families of domestic 
violence, I have observed the 
pain, humiliation, and shame 
that accompanies this horren­
dous crime that oftentimes 
destroys families and anccts 
the lives of those within our 
communities 

If a victim of domestic 
violence is fortunate to have 
esGapcd the abuse with 
her/his life. the emotional and 
phy~ical scars which remain 
sometimes disable the vic­
tims and families for life. 
This occur-. when the "ictim 
blames hersdf for the abuse 
This type of hcha\ ior is often 
perpetuated and mantfests 
itself by low self-esteem. 
juvenile <:rime and child 
abu~e . 

'The following scenarios 
are but a fc\\ of the devastat­
ing t~ses that have ended 
tragicall) for victims of 
domestic vJOh:nce. 

When Su:;an made the 
decision to end her relation· 
ship with her live-in 
boyfriend, Paul, she didn't 
realize that the consequences 
nf her chOice would result in 

her death. 
On numerous occasions, 

Susan had attempted to 
obtain restraining orders 
against him, but she knew 
from experience that a piece 
of paper was not going to 
keep him from hurting her. 

While they were living in 
another state, Susan bad sus­
tained such severe injuries 
from one of Paul's beatings 
that she had to be hospital­
ized for a week. 

The last beating Susan 
received at the hands of her 
boyfriend (lwo days before 
he gunned her down in front 
of witnesses), Susan was 
beaten so badly that she had 
to be treated in the emer­
gency room of a local hospi­
tal. At the funeral home, 
bruises and abrasions were 
sull visible as a haunting 
reminder of the emotional 
and physical abuse she 
endured while alive. 

Lois had been in an abu­
sive relationship for five 
years when she decided to 
leave Joe. Joe, a heavy 
drinker, was typical of most 
"bauerers" who perpetuate 
the Cycle of Violence that 
manifests itself in three phas-
cs: 

• Phase l, increased ten-

sion, anger, blaming and 
arguing; 

• Phase ll, battering -
hitting. !>lapping, kicking, 
choking. and use of objects 
or weapons; verbal threats 
and abuse; and finally, 

• Phase Til, the calm stage 
(this stage may increase over 
time): the man may deny vio­
lence. say he wao; drunk, say 
he's sorry and promise it will 
never happen again. 

When Lois filed for 
divorce. Joe was distrdught. 
Although he maintained his 
job, he stalked Lois and often 
came to the house unan­
nounced. It was on one of 
these unannounced visit-; that 
Joe found Lob on the tele­
phone with a male friend. 
With his young son present, 
Joe pulled out a gun and shot 
Lois in the ahdomcn.. killing 
her mstantly. 

Joe then grabhed his son, 
put him m the car, and drove 
down the highway where he 
was arrc~tcd for drunk dri­
ving. During the conversa­
tion with the officer. the child 
told that his mother had been 
shot. 

Unlortunately, by the time 
these crimes reached the 
felony stage. both women 
were dead and their f<unilics 

devastated, left with unan­
swered questions that they 
tried to rationaliu by won­
dering why the victim had 
not asked for help or blaming 
themselves for not recogniz­
ing what they could have 
done to prevent the death. 

Domestic \ iolence is all 
about power and control. The 
hallcrer gains control over his 
victim by intimidation. male 
privilege, threats, using chil­
dren, sexual abuse, emotional 
abuse. economic abuse. and 
isolation. 

There are so many myths 
associated with domestic vio­
lence. The number one myth 
is that it docs not aft'ect many 
people. Yet. a woman is beat­
en every 15 seconds. over 
two million women report 
being beaten e\·ery year. and 
between 15 and three million 
children witness domestic 
violence annuall}. 

Although we subcon­
sciou~ly know that "violence 
begcLo; violence." "you sow 
what you reap," and "the 
apple doesn't fall too far from 
the tree,'' - all adages that 
people apply to children of 
abuse- what we truly fail to 
remember is that children arc 
the product.s of their environ­
ment.

Dr. Frank Ochhc1g, 
author nf Post Traum11tic 
Therap} and Victims ol 
Violence. offers the follow­
ing explanaticm.

broken, whose pregnancy is 
lost. remain w1th a pouse 
who might beat her to 
death? 

·• For some, there is sim­
ply nu exit. The door is open 
but she cannot leave. She 
has no resources or her own. 
Her children need her. She is 
terrified of the police. Social 
workers are people who can 
declare you an unfit mother. 

The pei]>Ctrator has lhrcat­
encd to kill her 1f she leaves 
or if she tells and she knows 
no safe haven from him. 
There is no federal witness 
protection progr.tm for 
domestic assaull viclims. 
Her fear is rc.'ll, the threat is 
real, the p:~thway to freedom 
cannot be found.

If you beat your wife. 
your son will likely go to jail. 
The effects of domestic vio­
lence on children is evident 
by statistic'> that say that chil­
dren of violence are more 
likely to be violent. They are 
aJ.,o 74 percent more likely to 
commit assault and they arc 
more likely to end up in abu­
sive relationships them­
selves. 

Children who grow up in 
a violent home are six times 
more likely to commit sui­
cide. They're 24 times more 
likely to be sexua1ly a.'t<>anlt­
ed. And they're 1.000 times 
more likely to end up being 
abusers themselves when 
th<:y grow up.

Women can stay at the 
shelter for 21 days, but that 
stay can be extended if 
needed. Hutchinson said. 
When victims enter the 
shelter, their needs are 
assessed. Those needs can 
include housing, furniture, 
or clothing. Center staff 
will also go to court with the 
victims and help them sort 
out the court process. They 
also offer a support group 
for the victims. 

Shelter residents are up 
by 8 a.m. The mother cooks 
breakfast for her children. A 
bus stops at the center to 
pick up children and trans­
port them to an area school. 
A playroom. containing 
toys, books games, and a 
fenced-in yard with play 
equipment are also available 
for children. 

The days are usually 
bus) at the center. Residents 
arc given chore lists that 
they share \\ith other mhab­
iumt ol the center. There 
.1rc numerous acti\ iueo;, 
including teaming to be 

independent. GED insttuc­
tion is available. Families 
also receive counseling and 
counselors come to the cen­
ter twice a week. 

When victims leave the 
center. they must sign out. If 
they can't drive or don't 
have transportation to go to 
pick up medication or visit 
their doctor or attorney, then 
a staff member drives them 
to their appointments. 

On average, the center 
shelters around nine women 
and ten children per month, 
Hutchinson. Although its 
service area encompasses 
the five-county Big Sandy 
region, women from across 
the nation have sought safe­
ty at the center. In addition 
to the Big Sandy Center. the 
Christiun Appalachian 
Project operates shelter-. in 
Hazard and in Ashland. An 
abuse center jc; also open in 
P1ke Count), tlut that is a 
communit)-initimcd ctTort.

victims I have spoken with, I 
know that they stay for dif­
ferent reasons, yet, they imi­
tate themselves. Then we 
begin asking, .. Why do 
women stay in abusive rela­
tionshipsT' Often, emotional 
abuse erodes their self-

esteem. Phy!;ical abuse leni­
ties and freezes them. 

And financial obstacles 
seem insurmountable. When 
a woman leaves the abuse, 
she must leave behind her 
home, marriage, family, 
belongings, and sometimes 

even her children. One half 
of all homeless families are 
escaping domestic violence. 

We must be careful when 
we ask victims. ''Why did 
you tay'!' We are ignoring 
the reality that the abuser will 
not let go and he will go to all 

costs to get her back. Victims 
often discuss a lack of sup­
port from their lawyers. fam­
ilies or friends upon seeking 
protection from their abu~r. 

Further, women often suf­
fer continued abuse and vic­
timization by law enforce-

mcnt and the court system 
when they attempt to leave 
their abuser. 

People still ask, "Why 
does she stay?" We should 
begm asking, "Why does he 
do itT 

When we finaJiy realize 

that there arc three times 
more animal shelters than 
shelters for battered women 
and children, we may learn 
how to help these silent voic­
es that scream for protection 
from those they love the 
most. 

For safety's sake, make a plari of action 
When lives are at stake, 

think safety first. Battered 
women or men who are 
thinking about leaving their 
spouses should establish a 
safety plan. 

Victim's Services in New 

York says that there are 
emotional, physical, and 
financial issues - in addi­
tion to the danger - that 
make leaving a violent situ­
ation difficult. 

"Safety planning can 

help women prepare to safe­
ly leave rheir banerers and it 
empowers them to know 
that they have options 
besides living with abuse," 
the service says. 

The organization has 

developed a guide to help 
abuse victims develop a 
safety plan. Here are just a 
few of the tips they offer: 

• Decide how to get out. 
If you plan to leave at night, 
know the path that you 'II 

take and know where you • re 
headed. Think about escape 
routes from each room in 
your house. If you're leav­
ing in a car, make sure the 
doors are locked as soon as 
you close the car door. 

• Let someone know. Call 
a domestic violence hotline 
and talk with a counselor. 
They can help you sort 
through your doubts about 
who you can trust. 

• Decide on a code word 
and give it to a friend or rel­
ative you trust. When you're 
in danger, use the code word 
to let them know you need 
help and thai the abuser is 
present. The code word can 
mean that you need some· 
one to dial 9 I I and get 
emergency help dispatched 
to you. 

• Have your purse and 
your keys in a safe place that 
is easily accessible to you. 

• Keep documents, such 

as a checkbook, cab fare 
money, credil card, welfare 
ID, coins for a pay phone, 
social security number or 
your spouses' social security 
number in a safe place. 

• Memorize important 
telephone numbers, such as 
the f<loyd County Sheriff's 
Department or the Big 
Sandy Family Abuse Center 
hotline. 

• Make sure your chit 
dren kno" how to dial 911 
and where to go in case of 
an emergency.

• Assault in the fourth 
degree is a Cla~s A misde­
meanor with a 12-month 
penalty and is apparently 
deemed less serious. 

Three laws actually have 
criminal abuse in their 
titles and are pretty specific 
to domestic violence of any 
kind. 

• Criminal abuse in the 
first degree applies to the 
abuse of a person and can 
affect someone who per­
mits the abuse of another 
person. Under this Class C 
felony, the offender seri­
ously injures the victim or 

places the \ ictim in a situa­
tion that causes injufy. It 
carries a sentence of five to 
10 years. 

• Criminal ahuse in the 
'>Ccond degree is wanton. 
but perhaps not intentional. 
It is a Class D felony with a 
potential for one to live 
years in prison. 

• Criminal ubusc in the 
third degree involves reck­
les..,ness and is a Clas~ A 
mtsdemeanor. 

Nine specific laws 
.. ·address the possible sexual 

abuse aspect of domestic 
'iolence. 

~ Rape in the first degree 

is~he most <o,erious of the 
ni c. It refers to forcible 
s ual intercourse whtch is 
h nht the Ia"' regardless 
o th~ relationship. Under 
~entucky law. if a man 
forces his wife to have sex 
against her ""ill. he could 
be found guilty of rape. 
Generally, it LS a Class B 
felony with a sentence ot 
I 0 to 20 years. II the \ icti m 
recctves serious physical 
injuTJ) as n result, the crime 
c,u{ he a Cia's A felony 
with a sentence ot 20 years 
or more. 

• ihe other ll.\o rape 
t.ttUtcs do not necessarily 

im olve spouses or part­
ners, but they certatnly can 
be part of housdl()ld \ io­
lcncc. Rape in the second 
degree. a Class C felony, 
in\ olves sexual tntercourse 
v. hen the perpetrator is 18 
01 older and the victim i.., 
l~ss than 14. Rape in the 
thjrd degree, a Class D 
fet\)ny. occurs if the sexual 
intdrcourse mvol\ es a 'ic­
tim v;ho is mentally inca­
pacitated or a perpetrator 
1.\ho is 21 or older and n 
victim 1.\ho is under 16. 

• Sodomy in the fir t 
degree, according to the 
law. refers to forcible. devi­
ate sexual intercourse. It is 
a Class B felony with a 
possible I 0- to 20·year sen­
tence, unless the victim ts 
less than 12 or receives 
serious physical injury. in 
which case it is a Class A 
felony with a sentence of 
I 0 or more years. 

• Sodomy in the second 
degree (Class C felony) and 
sodomy in the third degree 
(Class D) are defined by 
age and/or mental capacity 
along the same lines as 
rape. 

• Sexual abuse crimes 
may also be manifest in a 

VIOlent hou~ehold. Sexual 
abuse in the fir t degree, a 
Class D felony. invohes 
sexual contact that is 
forced or in which the 'ic­
Lim is incapable of consent 
or less than 12 years old. 
Second and third degree 
sexual abuse arc Clas~ A 
and Class H misdemeanors. 
respectively. Age and capa­
bility of consent at mitigat­
ing factors. 

Sometime~ when the 

law intcncnes. it's too late 
for the victim of domestic 
violence. Unfortunately, 
there arc four kgal statutes 
that apply whcn the abu,er 
finally docs succeed in 
obliterating ht<: spouse or 
partner. 

• Murder is deemed a 
capitol offense and can 
warrant the death penalty. 
It happens when the 
offender mtentionally caus­
