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Balltrip discussed two new KAC
initiatives, one involving the
Country Music Highway, US 23, He
said the project, stll in the “organi-
zational phase,” will attempt to
engage the celebrities, who are
highlighted along the road, in the
economic development of the area.

“We hope to solicit the support
of the stars and then develop a strat-
egy for them to help,” he said,
adding that the idea is part of “an
ongoing effort to bring stability to
the area.”

Tourism Secretary Ann Latta (of
Prestonsburg) said her cabinet has
been working with other states
through which US 23 runs to pro-
mote the highway as an alternative
to major north-south interstates in
this part of the country,

The other new KAC initiative
aims to involve absentee landown-
ers in the economic development of
the Appalachian counties. Balltrip
said the organization wants to create
“strategies to get them (landowners)
more actively involved in develop-
ment beyond land resources.”

The governor said a survey is
being conducted in the 14 primary
coal counties to identify major
landowners who live outside the
region, He said, once they are iden-
tified. he wants “to get them here”

for an Appalachian Resource
Summit.

(Studies have indicated that as
much as 70 percent of the land in
central Appalachia is owned by per-
sons or organizations from outside
the area.)

Patton was enthusiastic about the
planned visit of President Bill
Clinton to the region around July 5.
Details were still sketchy, but the
president is believed to be visiting
the Corbin area. The governor also
announced that a federal housing
conference is slated for Ashland and
Huntington in August. He said he
had pushed for Paintsville and
Williamson, West Virginia, as sites
for the conference,

Secretary Latta reported that
about $82 million has been invested
in state parks in eastern Kentucky in
the last few years. She pointed out
that in 1995, there was only one 18-
hole golf course at a park in eastern
Kentucky, but now five are either
planned or opened. The region. she
said, will be “a major golf destina-
tion in the future.”

She said her cabinet’s plan is to
capitalize on the country music her-
itage of the area, crafts, history, coal
and eco-tourism, or natural sites.
The cabinet’s marketing division is
working with six major European

tour operators to book tours to this
region, she said, as well as promot-
ing the area to magazines and
regional tour leaders.

Latta said spending on tourism in
this region by the state increased by
almost 12 percent between 1995
and 1998 and that more than 2,500
new jobs have been created in the
region from tourism.

The piece of land owned by the
school board was originally pur-
chased several years ago as the
site of a new Prestonsburg High
School. The purchase was the
subject of controversy for some
time, and the decision was finally
made to renovate and add on to
the old high school in town.

The county commissioners
approved a measure to purchase
liability and workman's compen-
sation insurance through the
Kentucky Association of
Counties, with Hatton-Allen as
the local service agent.

A KACO representative said
that, after some difficulty in the
past, KACO has a new adminis-
tration and is now non-profil.

When she was released on the
same evening, the woman made at
least a verbal complaint against
McGlone at the police department’s
dispatch center, the document says.

McGlone says he was then sus-
pended without pay on January 13,
pending a hearing two days later,
which was subsequently resched-
uled to January 20. He says mem-
bers of the city council met during
what he thought was the hearing
time, but the meeting was dismissed
and he was not interviewed.

Instead, he said he was asked to
meet with Police Chief Darrell
Conley, and Conley told him he had
been removed from patrol duty and
assigned to parking duty.

McGlone's complaint then con-
tends that his work was cut to five
hours a week, 1 to 6 p.m. on

Sundays and that Chief Conley
allegedly told him to “cease and
desist” talking “bad about the
mayor.”

The former policeman says he
then was not assigned any hours
during March and on March 15 was
notified, by telephone, that he was
being fired. The call, he says, came
from Conley and was followed by a
letter from Fannin,

McGlone admits that he was
employed by the city last October
on a part-ime basis, with no bene-
fits. But he claims he worked at
least 40 hours a week from the time
he was hired until the personnel
action against him.

Despite being a part-time
employee, he contends his employ-
ment made him'subject to laws enti-
tling him to due process.

He claims he never received a
copy of the complaint allegedly
filed against him and that he
received no written notice of the
original or rescheduled hearing nor
the nature of the charges against
him; nor did he receive “any state-
ments or affidavits, nor (was) he
advised of his right to counsel.”

Consequently, McGlone's com-
plaint in federal court claims that
“terminating the plaintiff’s employ-
ment without cause and without
notice, hearing, and the other proce-
dural protections afforded by
Kentucky Statutes, constituted an
intentional violation of his civil
rights.”

The complaint further claims
that McGlone'’s First Amendment
rights were. violated when he was

We. the RN negotating commit-
tee at Highlands Regional Medical
Center feel that it is time we told our
Story.
In the winter of 1998 we began
meeting with SEIU/1199. We were
concerned about many issues. We
| wanted, and still want, job security
and the best possible care for our
patients. We felt that joining a health-
care worker’s union would allow us

#10 sit down with management on an
even level.
On February 24, 1999, the
| National Labor Relations Board
(NLRB) scheduled a hearing to
determine which RN's would be eli-
gible to join the union. At a pre-hear-
ing conference it was proposed that

| both sides should stipulate eight OR

| circulating nurses as not eligible. If

| the union would agree 1o this then the
hospital would agree to a speedy
vote.

There were several RN’s present
o that day. Our first reaction was suspi-

cion—we felt like the hospital was
setting us up. Their actions since that
| day have proven that suspicion nght.

QOur second reaction was concem

for those eight RN's. We were
assured that they would still be eligi-
ble to join the union at a future time

| with the dieticians, social workers,
and pharmacists. The RN’s present
agreed to the stipulation. The vote
was set for March 25.

For the next month, we were
| bombarded with letters from the hos-
pital telling us it would be unprofes-
sional to join the union. The hospital
Spent a great deal of money to pre-
vent the RN’s from joining a union
that already represented 326 of their
[ employees,
| They even went so far as to hire a
“union-buster” company at the rate
of several hundred dollars per hour.
Yet on February 25, HRMC had laid-
off over 30 employees because of
financial hardship. Does that make
| any sense?

The RN's yoted on March 25 for

union representation by a vote of 46
/1o 45. The hospital has filed several
®:appeals since then, but on June 7 we

received notification that the NLRB
in Washington, D.C., had certified
SEIU/1199 10 represent the RN's, We
thought our battle was over and that
we could finally sit down with our
hospital administrators and negotiate
protection for us, our families, and
our patients.

On June 14, the RN's had a meet-

ing and voted to be included in a con-
| tract with the other 326 union mem-

bers at HRMC. There would be spe-
cific areas applying to the RN's but
we would be united under one con-
tract. We thought it would be faster
and easier for both parties if we only
had to negotiate one contract.

However, when this proposal was

presented to Highlands® negotiating
team, we discovered this was not to
their satisfaction, Bill Flanery, the
hospital’s lawyer from Pennsylvania,
| stated that they would not recognize
[the RN's and would not negotiate
with them even though he admitted
! that the hospital knows their refusal
| 1s illegal.

]

He also stated that he could tie the
RN’s up in court for another 18
months.

That is why we are asking our
community to help us. We do not
want our professional lives put on
hold for 18 months. We ask you to
call the Board of Directors and the
hospital’s administrators and let them
know that Highlands is still our hos-
pital. It belongs to the people of
Floyd, Johnson, Martin, Magoffin,
and Pike counties.

Please support us in our effort to
continue to give quality care. Thank
you.

Radford University

April’s tragedy at Radford
University Columbine High School
in Colorado understandably set off a
chain reaction of fear and questions
among parents, students and school
personnel across the country.
Parents, in particular. want to know
how this could have happened and
how it can be prevented in their com-
munities. Is it inevitable that such
school violence will escalate?

Although six or seven similar
incidents have occurred since 1996,
there is too little information to call
this a ‘“trend,” says Radford
University criminal justice professor
Isaac Van Patten.

Public schools are still safer than
a trip to the convenience store, he
says — “‘there is a disparity between
the high media profile and the actual
incidence of violence.” Many radical
proposals for solutions have been
based on emotion, rather than on
facts.

Van Patten’s colleague, RU crim-
inal justice professor Ted Burke,
says the rash of bomb threats and
rumors in the aftermath of Littleton
was predictable. “There is no differ-
ence,” he says, “between those who
make threats to call attention to
themselves or disrupt activities and
those who actually engage in terror-
ist activities.”

Although they warn against
panic, both Burke and Van Patten
believe awareness of problems and
steps toward prevention are impor-
tant. “Based on the evidence we
have,” says Van Patten, “there has
been a change in the way kids handle
alienation.”

Burke points out young people
have greater access to guns than ever
before. Van Patten calls the school
shootings the “juvenile equivalent to
workplace violence.”

According to Van Patten, the stu-
dents who have engaged in school
terrorism in recent years share a
number of common denominators:

* The students either acted alone
or as part of a group estranged from
the mainstream student body.

* Often they have been marked by
other kids as weird, eccentric,
“geeks” or “nerds” and have been
the target of teasing and bullying all
the way back to elementary school.

* The way they respond to the
teasing and bullying is an important
factor. Rather than turn in on them-
selves, these males—and they have
all been males — develop verbally
and physically aggressive responses
to denial, as when their parents deny
them something they want or a
teacher denies them permission to do
something. Often they are initially
withdrawn from peers but aggressive
with their parents; as time goes on
they become increasingly aggressive
in the outside world.

* They possess a sense of elitism
— an “‘aggressive narcissism.” says
Van Patten. They believe they're
special and know the “real truth.”

* They reinforce their aggressive-
elitist demeanor with movies, books,
video games and magazines, He

cites, for example, the books “How
to Get Revenge and The Anarchist’s
Cookbook.” Such items are often
available at gun shows.

Van Patten does not see these
materials as causing a violent char-
acter, but he says they reinforce
aggressiveness that is already pre-
sent. Burke comments that video
games in which you shoot someone,
see blood spurt out and get points for
your hit tend to desensitize you to the
consequences of violence.

* Typically, they signed their
plans well in advance with over,
direct death threats, Van Patten, who
works with the FBI on threat assess-
ment, says in evaluating the serious-
ness of a threat he looks for speci-
ficity of target and specificity of
means, In other words, a specific
person is named, and so is the means
of killing that person — “I'm going
to put a bullet through his head.” In
every school terrorism incident, says
Van Patten, these elements of speci-
ficity have been present in preceding
threats.

* They create a fantasy world with
themselves as powerful figures.
Fantasy themes involve confronta-
tions with police that lead to sui-
cide—either the way it happened in
Littleton, or in a “suicide by cop.” in
which a suspect commits an act,
such as shooting at an officer, that
forces police to shoot him.

None of these factors by itself
necessarily points to a potential
killer, says Van Patten; danger is sig-
naled by a preponderance of factors.
The problem, he says, is that many
people may see single disturbing
signs, but the collective evidence
never gets to the eyes of anyone who
can evaluate it. Those who notice
one incident may not know about
any others, or they may not follow
through with their concerns.

In Littleton, he points out, indi-
vidual parents complained to the
police of threats to their children, but
“a report to the police is not enough.

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Warning signal of adolescent violence: be smart

The police can't intervene unless
you're willing to stand behind your
complaint: swear out a warrant,
prosecute and go to court.”

Van Patten suggests a solution:
Schools should have an anonymous
information hotline, through which
students, teachers and parents can
report disturbing observations, and
hire a professional staff member who
collates the information.

In other words, the staff member
would distinguish between an isolat-
ed complaint and a complaint that fit
with numerous reports about the
same person. That role is key to the
effectiveness of the hotline. So is the
school system's willingness to take
action.

Not every single complaint
should be pursued, says Van Patten,
“but if there were a preponderance of
information about one person, the
school system would need to have
the power and the moral courage to
intervene and involve law enforce-
ment. Otherwise, it's just a feel-good
solution.”

A balanced approach to interven-
tion using both therapeutic services
and law enforcement is best, says
Van Patten. “Our mental health sys-
tem is not equipped to handle the
problem alone. Law enforcement
agents, especially those with behav-
ioral science backgrounds, are better
equipped for assessing the reality of
danger than mental health profes-
sionals.”

On the home front, Burke says
that parents, while respecting their
children's privacy, should know who
they're spending time with and
where they're going. Be aware of

what they're reading, what sites
they're choosing on the Internet and
what games they're playing. When
you buy a computer for your chil-
dren’s use, he suggests, place it in a
room where everyone has access; let
it be a family tool rather than a pri-
vate toy. Likewise, VCRs and video
game equipment can be in a family
room.

Parents who worry about their
child’s interest in violent movies and
games should realize, says Burke,
that these may or may not be a warn-
ing. All kids are curious and prone to
experimentation.

But if you see that your child is
always interested 'in intense vio-
lence, you should try to figure out
why and determine whether there are
other waming signs. Is the child
becoming withdrawn? Are there aca-
demic difficulties that weren't pre-
sent before? Are disciplinary prob-
lems escalating? The presence of
weapons or ammunition or the smell
of gunpowder are certainly signs that
shouldn’t be ignored.

Adults get so caught up in their
own work and responsibilities,
sometimes they forget to listen (o
their kids. says Burke. Problems that
we see as minor may not be at all
minor to them. Parents who don't
feel comfortable having conversa-
tions with their own children can
practice by talking to other children,
he suggests.

This also helps put your own
child’s feelings and behavior into
perspective. “We need to be able to
talk to our own children,” he says,
“and not be afraid of them. They
may require tough love. If they're

misbehaving we need to place
restrictions on them." If you find that
difficult; you may need to seek out-
side help.

Anger management is important
to learn early, says Burke. Anger is a
normal human emotion, he says. 0
teach your ¢hildren what to do with
iL.

All parents, says Burke, need to
teach their children to respect others’

differences and to realize there’s
mote than one way to stand oul
“Kids should have a responsibility to
other kids," says Burke. “Teach them
the Golden Rule, because what goes
around comes around.”

Remember, says Van Patten, that
“for the most part, most kids —
including angry kids — are good
kids, and by far and away most
schools are safe.”
