Fiscal Court refinances debt, takes over pool

The Floyd County Fiscal Court
took the official step to reduce its
indebtedness during last Friday's
regular monthly meeting. County
commissioners approved the sec-
ond reading of an ordinance autho-

rizing refinancing of general oblig-
ation bonds;

Judge-Executive Paul Hunt
Thompson said the move should
save the county berween $800,000
and a million dollars over the next
14 years.

In a special meeting: last month,
Thompson introduced the money-

Road takeover disputed

Typically, people are eager to
cede their roads to the county. It
means — at least in good times
— that the county will maintain
the road, possibly grading, grav-
eling and even paving.

But one Floyd County family
is hotly opposed to having the
county take over the road that
runs through its property.

“We do not want our road in
the county system,” Judee Martin
Hale repeated several times dur-

ing the citizen comments period
at Friday's meeting of the Floyd
County Fiscal Court,

The road at Drift, listed as
Martin Drive Road on the fiscal
court agenda, was built by her
late father, Sherman Martin, Hale
said, and the family does not
want the county to have it, “We
have receipts where we paid for
gravel and having it graded,” she
said.

The road was among five
roads that the fiscal court voted to
adopt into the county system dur-
ing the meeting. That number is
about average for a regular court
meeting.

“Our intentions were good,”
said Judge-Executive Paul Hunt
Thompson. “The road was in ter-
rible condition.”

Thompson said he understood
that several other families lived

Attorney to head
development effort

Prestonsburg attorney James
Douglas “Doug™ Adams II has been
hired to head Floyd County’s eco-
nomic development effort.

Adams got the nod Friday from
the Fiscal Court to fill the position
that was approved last month as
Economic Development/Special
Project Director.

The commissioners assigned an
annual salary of $15.000 with no
benefits, but, at its noon meeting
Monday, the Prestonsburg City

Council kicked in an additional -

$10,000, bringing the uattorney’s
pay for the job to $25,000.

Deputy Judge-Executive Chris
Waugh said Monday that Adams
would continue to maintain his law
practice and that the county posi-
tion, which starts March 27, will be
part-time. Waugh said Adams will
be expected “to devote a reasonable
amount of time" to the job.

Waugh, who said the position

has no job description, said Adams
“will be basically working with
anything dealing with economic
deyelopment. He will be looking at
what potential we do have." -

The fact that Adams is an attor-
ney is a plus for the job. Waugh
said. “When you're involved in
economic development, you are
often dealing with legal issues,” the
deputy judge said,

He added that Adams has “‘been
around business all his life” and has
an outgoing personality, both of
which are important in dealing with
business development. Adams’
family is involved with FADA, a
local corporation that has devel-
oped and manages a number of
businesses in Floyd County.

Judge-Executive Paul Hunt
Thompson asked the county com-
missioners 1o approve the position
at the February 19 meeting of the
fiscal court. He then asked Waugh
and Commissioner Larry Foster

Board member Carol Stumbo
said she wanted to do a walk-
through of the site to see first hand
what needs to be done. The board
has tentatively scheduled a site visit
for next Monday.

Carter said he would provide
more information at the next board
meeting about where the money for
finishing the project would come
from

George Cawood from Kentucky
School Boards Association provided
additional information on the super-
intendent’s search and made
changes to the plan as requested by
board members. Floyd County's
advertisement for a new superinten-
dent can be found on the web at
www.ksba.org.

The board asked that the adver-
tising be broadened to include all
surrounding states and not just
Tennessee. The board wants the
advertising to appear in at least one
other publication besides Education
Week. The timeline (which begins
immediately) accounts for advertis-
ing, screening commitiee selection
recommendations, interviews and
finally selection of the superinten-
dent by the middle of June.

In the public comment portion of
the program, Bud Reynolds, repre-
senting Floyd County Education
Association (FCEA), asked chair-
man Terry Dotson to speed up the
search for a superintendent.

Reynolds also recounted how the
last official search resulted in the
selection of a “good old boy” by
then-Education Commissioner Tom
Boysen. Reynolds said it is time “to
choose the best candidate based on
gualification and not political con-
nections.”

Reynolds added that the board
“must let the process operate as
intended so everyone's input will be
considered.”

Pete Grigsby, representing the
Floyd County Administrators
Association, asked the board to con-
sider Presidents’ Day as a holiday in
the school calendar to honor George
Washington and Abraham Lincoln.

Opal “Cissy” Williams and Eddie
Hall discussed the Wheelwright
gym situation and presented the
board a written proposal for the
opeération of the gym. The board
“agreed o look at the proposal and
get back with Hall and Williams.

Williams again asked for the
return of Paul David Tackett as pnin-
cipal to Osborne Elementary.

Linville Martin invited the board
to Floyd County Area Technology
Center on March 25 to take part in a
town forum in which the future of
secondary technical education will
be discussed. Martin also told the
board that the school has picked up
phone, electric, and garbage bills
and the Floyd County system should
not be paying bills on these items.

Instructional supervisor Susan
Compton gave a report on profes-
sional development. Stumbo had
questions about how few positions
some schools were gaining by the
new allocation that provides instruc-
tion in the arts. Stumbo said it
appeared schools are gaining posi-
tions in the arts but losing in other
areas.

Compton said such a reduction
resulted from the projected loss of
400 students for next year.

Stumbo also said professional
development needs to be monitored
more closely. She said some schools
have not used all their money and
are planning to spend it all at once.
“If we spend money all at once, we
‘waste 1t,"” said Stumbo. '

Donnie Daniels and Robert Hall,
representing  the  South  Floyd
Football Boosters, listed three
parcels of land, in order of prefer-
ence, for the construction of a foot-
ball field. The three properties are
Meade Hill Bottom, the Deborah
Neal property at the upper end of
Meade Hill Bottom on the other side
of the creek, and a site behind Gary
Rose’s house at Ligon, owned by
Wheelwright Mining.

Citing a stable financial status for
the food service department, the
board voted to adopt current break-
fast and lunch prices for school year
1999-2000. The prices for meals are
as follows:

« breakfast— $.75, students;
$1.25, employees; $1.75, non-
employee;

* lunch—$1.25 student; $2.25
employee; $3 non-employee,

According to the rationale in the
proposal, the computed cash posi-
tion was $492,000 at the end of
January. This amount is shghtly
short of two months operating
expenses. Al this rate of growth, the
department should achieve its pro-
jected target of having three months
operating expenses ahead by the end
of January 2000.

The board turned down the
motion to use the first week of the
spring break to make up for days
missed by the district. School princi-
pals voted to attend these days and
keep the closing date June 4. Ross
said he had several calls from par-
ents who had already made travel
plans.

Stumbo said she wasn’t sure that
the board had told people that the
first week of the break could be used
to make up days. Ross told the board
to learn from this experience and in
case this type of calendar is used
next year, let the people know. He
read from the system’s handbook
that encourages parents to plan
appointments and trips during
scheduled breaks.

The missed days will be added at
the end of the school year.

As part of fulfilling requirements
to provide up to six years of com-
pensatory education for a disabled
adult student, the board approved a
contract with Dr. James Knoll who
will serve as a consultant in the area
of developmental disabilities, Both
parties in the settlement agree to the
selection of Knoll.

In order to present a precise,
accurate picture of the certified and
classified personnel in the system,
the board voted to abolish all vacant
positions, non-posted prior to the
Floyd County School system
becoming a state-managed school
‘district.

Stumbo wanted the positions
named individually, but after some
discussion, Dotson asked Associate
Commissioner Tom Willis his views
on the matter and Willis said,
“Abolish them or I will abolish
them,”

The board approved a plan to
construct an encroachment and
parking area at McDowell
Elementary. The new entrance and
parking would alleviate the conges-
tion that now eccurs in the moming
and afternoon at the school.

Mullins and Roberts said all
board members are not getting the
same information since they did not
have e-mail. Roberts said he was
supposed to get all information from
Ross; but Roberts said so far he has
not received any information. Ross
said he was busy with meetings and
did not have time to copy the e-mail
messages.

Dotson said it was important that
something be worked out so all
members get the same information,

Fiscal agent Jim Nance reported
to the board that it has $8.6 million
in bonding potential ($4.3 million
local and $4.3 facilities construc-
tion) and reported that the board
may be able to save as much as
$129, 254 by refinancing bonds.

In other action the board:

* Authorized the request for bids
for audit services;

* Presented nine schools’
vision/mission statements and eight
goals for Floyd County Schools for
consideration.

* Approved the purchase of
enough influenza vaccine to mocu-
late all students and teachers in the
system, This will cost the board
$28,000, but the system hopes to
gain more than this amount by pre-
venting student and teacher
absences, Ross said he wanted the
minutes to reflect that this decision
is contrary to state health depart-
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ment recommendations.

Waugh said the position was not
formally advertised, other than the
mention of the position in the news-
paper and playback of the fiscal
court meeting on the two local tele-
vision cable stations.

He also said that Adams was the
only applicant, adding that the rela-
tively low salary might make it diffi-
cult to attract economic development
professionals.

The county's part of Adams’
salary comes from *a fund for eco-
nomic development that cannot be

MARCH 1S DEVELOPMENT DISABILITIES AWARENESS MONTH

Editor:

We live in complex times in which a great many
urgent issues compete for our attention all at once. It
is perhaps a sign of the times, then, that it often takes
a headline-grabbing public tragedy to cut through
the clutter and raise awareness of a particular
issue—even one that clearly involves the public in-
terest.

Most Kentuckians with disabilities are not in-
clined to view themselves as tragic figures, and
rightfully so. Most would object to being presented
as such, even if it might result in headlines that
would significantly raise awareness of the obstacles
to their participation in the mainstream of life in
their communities.

In fact, the prevailing perception of people with
disabilities as tragic figures who are deserving of our
pity, is one of the key obstacles to their attainment of
the type of life enjoyed (and often taken for granted)
by so-called “average"” people.

So, in honor of Developmental Disabilities
Awareness Month, and aided only by the single
headline above the article you are now reading. I
hope to raise awareness of disability issues with sev-
eral brief true stories.

These stories quite conspicuously lack tragic end-
ings; rather, they are triumphant and life-affirming. 1
only wish I could say they are completely represen-
tative of the experience of the majority of Kentuck-
ians with disabilities.

Maggie: A 28-year-old with a diagnosis of cere-
bral palsy, Maggie was placed in an institution by
her family. who told her she would always be a bur-
den to them and would never amount to anything.

Exercising her right of self-determination. Mag-
gie left the institution and accessed the support ser-
vices available in her community. She now lives in-
dependently, has a job, and plans to attend college
this fall.

Melissa: When child protective services removed
16-year-old Melissa from her home, they found her
being kept completely isolated—in a crib.

Fortunately, social services professionals in her
area were able to place her with a new family who
helped her adjust to daily living in the community.
They helped her find a job, and provided transporta-
tion to and from that job. Today, Melissa says she
feels a warm sense of belonging within her commu-
nity.
Jeff: Jeff, 22, lived in an area with few support
service providers, Although Jeff had a diagnosis of
mental retardation, he was placed in a psychiatric

hospital when no one could be found to assist him in
his adjustment (o community life.

Advocates within the institution soon intervened
on Jeff's behalf, and today he shares an apartment
with a roommate, and has a job.

There are a number of significant common
threads in these success stories, and certainly the fact
that each of these three individuals found a job in
his/her community should not escape notice.

Education, skills, and support enable people—
with or without disabilities—to get and to keep em-
ployment, just as having access to transportation en-
ables them to live and to work where they wish.

Observing Developmental Disabilities Awareness
Month this March, provides us with an opportunity
to reflect not on disabilities themselves, but on the
people in our communities who happen to have dis-
abilities. They are our sons and daughters, our moth-
ers and fathers, our brothers and sisters, aunts, un-
cles, and cousins—our families. They are Kentuck-
ians,

Their disabilities may have robbed these Ken-
tuckians of their sight or their hearing, or of a certain
amount of physical or mental dexterity, but they
have not been robbed of their desire to lead fulfilling
and productive lives within our communities. They
have lifestyle preferences, and they should have the
freedom to make choices based upon those prefer-
ences.

Kentuckians with disabilities are not seeking sub-
sidies or handouts, and the issues that affect them are
not special interest issues. They are, rather, public in-
terest issues, And, greater awareness and under-
standing of those issues leads directly to the next
step in their resolution—our personal involvement
and participation.

There are many ways you can help, and I urge
you to do so. Call it your contribution to Develop-
mental Disabilities Awareness Month. Start small,
but start today, Make friends with a Kentuckian with
disabilities. If you can, hire a Kentuckian with dis-
abilities. If you own property or run a business, look
into changes you could make that would increase the
accessibility of your building or business.

ATV’s not permitted on Wildlife Management Areas

| Officials with the Kentucky

®Dcpartment of Fish and Wildlife
Resources (KDFWR) remind the

_public that all-terrain vehicles
(ATV's) are not permitted on public
lands owned or managed by the
agency.

State law defines an all-terrain
vehicle as “any motor vehicle used
for recreational off-road use.”
Kentucky Revised Statute 189.515
further specifies:

* No person shall operate an all-
‘terrain vehicle upon any public
+ highway or upon the night-of-way

of any public highway or roadway.
g * No person shall operate an all-
terrain vehicle on any publie or pri-
vate property without the consent of
the landowner.
- Roads on public lands owned or
- managed by the KDFWR are public
roads; therefore, ATV's are not per-

NOTCH AND CALL

“Notch and Call” is a catch
phrase that means when a hunter
kills a deer or turkey this fall they
must notch or cut out the appropri-
ate information on their permit then
call 1-R77-CHK GAME 10 report
their harvest to the Kentucky
Department of Fish and Wildlife
Resources. The Fish and Wildlife
Commission approved the notch
and call procedure with two actions
at the Kentucky Department of Fish
and Wildlife Resources
Commission meeting in February.

Beginning this year, hunters are
required to notch or cut out the
information on their deer tags,
instead of marking it with pen or
pencil, before moving their deer,
The new procedure will keep dis-
honest hunters from attempting to
reuse a tag by erasing the informa-
tion. The commission also voted to
change (o the tele-check phone sys-
tem as the only way to check in deer
during the 1999 deer hunting sea-
sons, The system will also be used
to check in turkeys beginning with
the 1999 fall season.

The tele-check phone system
was introduced to deer hunters last
year as an option to walk-in check
stations. With electronic check-in,
hunters can call a toll free number
from anywhere and check in deer
over the phone. Wildlife Division
Director Roy Grimes says the elec-
tronic system, called tele-check,
increases efficiency and accuracy of
hunter data.

“Thé rele-check system is more
convenient for the hunter, cuts
down on human errors found in the
old system and, due to a special
security feature, gives law enforce-
ment officers a better way to catch
poachers,” says Grimes.

Tele-check is an over-the-phone
system for recording deer and
turkey harvest. The service is toll-
free and is available 24 hours a day
with infinite phone lines. When a
hunter calls, they are asked a series
of questions. After each question,

the hunter is asked to verify their
answer, This keeps errors out of the
system.

After answering all the ques-
tions, the hunter is given a unique
validation number for their harvest-
ed deer. When a law enforcement
officer checks a hunier, the number
can be used to determine if the deer
or turkey in front of them is actual-
ly the one that was checked in over
the phone. A hunter has until 9 a.m.
the morning after taking a deer or
turkey to check it in. This makes it
very easy for law enforcement offi-
cers to follow up on a check,

“The purpose of our deer harvest
reporting requirement is to gather
accurate and timely information to
manage the state’s deer resource,”
says Grimes. “When you compare
the old walk-in check system with
tele-check, the tele-check system is
obviously the better of the two. Last
year, both systems were used. The
walk-in system reported thousands
of errors. Of 25,000 deer checked in
through tele-check, there was not
one error.”

Of course, people have
expressed concern over going to the
electronic  system exclusively.
Some fear tele-check promotes deer
poaching,

Actually, the tele-check system
makes the officer more effective. In
the old system an officer had todo a
lot of digging to find out if someone
had actually checked their deer.

Then, it was difficult to prove guill.
It is easy for law enforcement to
check if a hunter has tele-checked a
deer, They only have to use a social
security or driver's license number
to call in and find out. In fact, sev-
eral poaching cases were made
using the law enforcement call-back
feature last year.

Some: people also fear that the
tele-check system will take away
business and camaraderie produced
by physically checking in deer. The
Kentucky Department of Fish and
Wildlife Resources will be replac-
ing the old yellow check stations
signs with new yellow “Touch Tone
Check Station™ signs. A list of par-
ticipating check stations will be list-
ed in the Kentucky Hunting Guide.
Many stores will continue weighing
deer and posting photos.

Finally, the tele-check system is
convenient. Hunters will no longer
have to drive out of their way and
find a walk-in check station to
report their deer harvest. This was
very inconvenient for hunters har-
vesting a deer late in the day after
check-in stations were closed,
Hunters won’t have to miss work or
hunting the next morning to visit a
check station,

“Last season, I harvested a deer
and used my cell phone to check it
in before 1 even left the field,”
reports Grimes. No one who used
the tele-check system last year
reported a complaint.

She also helped with the frequent
entertaining that accompanied the
Harkins' social status.

There was some free time, how-
ever. When she was 16, the young
woman entered a contest at a Fourth
of July celebration and was chosen
the “Prettiest Girl.”

Ballard Herald obviously

S0, so frequently, the individual
and  his/her family's histories
include the excessive taking of
“nerye pills™ that are legally pre-
scribed by a licensed M.D, Most
often, the pills have been taken for
"panic attacks, everything and
everybody got on my nerves,” and
generally as a “"magic wand” for
any Kind of problem, It is also not
unusual for folks to take these pills
for years.

“Pain pills” are another group of
abused drugs in our region due to
disabling injuries in coal mines,
other job sites, and auto accidents.
How often do you talk about or
hear someone else refer to needing
i nerve or pain pill?

One broad category of abused
nerve pills is the central nervous
system (CNS) depressants. Of
these, sleeping pills and antianxi-
ety drugs are among the most pre-
seribed medications in the U.S.;
about 7 million people take some
form of CNS depressant at least
once a week. Barbiturates (CNS
depressant) produce effects like

those of alcohol. Benzodiazepines
are safer than barbiturates, but can
cause dependence when used in
high doses for long periods of
time. This class includes antianxi-
ety agents diazepam (Valium),
alprazolam (Xanax) and triazolam
(Halcion). Their abuse brings on
drowsiness, slurred speech, and
lack of coordination, progressing

changes in appearance and behav-
iors that affect relationships and
work performance. and (2) in chil-
dren, abrupt changes in mood or

attitude, poor school perfor-
mances, temper flare-ups, or
increased secrecacy—specific

symptoms depend on the drug
used. The indicators of the abuse of
stimulants are: extreme energy,

to morphine for use in relieving
pain. Another group of pain killers
are chemically called oxycodones
and are derived from morphine
These pain pills are commer-

cially known as Percocet and
Percodan, sometimes called
“perkies,” They are similar to
codeine, but stronger.

As said before, the abuse of

0 memory impairment, lremors,
and paranoia.

Another broad category of com-
monly abused drugs are stimulants,
such as Dexadrine (a diet pill) and
Ritalin, Addictive stimulants cause
rapid speech, agitation, and a
debilitating pattern of emotional
highs followed by crashes. People
addicted 10 amphetlamines. or
“uppers,” often try to calm them-
selves down with CNS depres-

sants, or “downers,” and begome
caught in an up-and- d@ﬁn L.\f\ll..
Remember Elvis?

The most significant indicators

of the misuse of legal drugs are: (1)

weight loss, dilated pupils, insom-
nia. and trembling. The probable
indicators of the abuse of sedatives
may be lethargy, slurred or con-
fused speech, lack of balance, con-
stricted pupils, or excessive sleep.

Then there is a third category of
drugs associated with prescription
drug abuse—opioids such as
codeine, Demerol, and Darvon.
They are pain killers that block the
pain receptors in the brain so that
people do not feel pain. They also
produce mental clouding, drowsi-
ness, and euphoria—"really feel-
ing good” Demerol is the synthet-
ic parcotic that is now only second

pain pills is a giant problem. Some
people start out using these pre-
scribed drugs for pain relief from
an illness,but gradually increase
the dose on their own without per-
missions from a doctor. Tolerance,
or the need for an increased
amount to achieve the same pain-
killing affect and/or high, develops
rapidly and people often find them-
selves looking for doctors to write
prescriptions for them.

A very unofficial survey of
pharmacists in the region was done
[last week. The only question asked
was: “Do you think that nerve and
pain pills are generally being pre-

scribed too much in our area?”

Twenty contacts were made and
the results were as follows: 9-yes;
2-"yes and no.” “Some need them
and can't get them, others don't
need them and can get them”,
Other statements made were:
“quite a bit in use’; “no doubt”;
“very much so”; “yes, and general-
ly getting worse™; “too much pain
pills, but nerve pills (are) not used
as much.” One response was “no’;
reportedly due to his relationship
with the doctors. *

In general, we have a drug prob-
lem in this area. They deceive the
doctor to get the prescription and
pills end up on the street. The
police have come by to check if a
specific person had been here, due
to suspicions that the person was
selling drugs.”

Taking nerve and pain pills
excessively can often be a hidden
addiction that is as dangerous and
disruptive to the individuals and
their families as alcoholism.

Talk with your physician about
other possible alternatives if you
think you are depending upon and
abusing prescription drugs.

They got their first refrigerator
in the early 1930s. It was a second-
hand model they bought from a

Herald’s approach to her own
turn-of-the-century is the same as
her life, nothing out of the ordinary,
she insists. She expects o follow
her usual routine: get up around 7
a.m., listen 1o the news. get dressed
(nearly always a dress), make her
bed. and eat a bowl of cereal.

As with most of her life. she's
not particularly excited. She does
admit. however. “If anybody had
told me I'd live this long, I'd say
they were crazy.”

Maybe the
caller wants to establish a business
in the mountains of eastern
Kentucky. Now, where is this
inquisitive person going to look for
this information? Why, the local
Chamber of Commerce, of course.

This secenario is replayed time
and again at the office of the Floyd
County Chamber of Commerce,
Last year the Chamber responded
to more than 100 calls for this type
of information. Some were fami-
lies, some entrepreneurs, others
transferred workers. All were
mailed a relocation package con-
taining a synopsis of Floyd County,
condensed into a conglomerate of

brochures, fliers, booklets, pictures
and directories.

Since January 1, the Chamber
has filled 28 requests for relocation
packages. These have gone as far as
Montana and as near as Scottsville
and Richmond.

Now, this process has become
even more sophisticated. To further
entice these folks to visit Floyd
County, Chamber personnel advise
the caller 1o “beam up” on the
Chamber website, www.floyd-
chamber.com.

Let's play the “what if” game a
little further. What if the seeker did
search the website, and your busi-
ness was nowhere to be found?
What if you were not a member of
the Chamber and could not link
your web page with those other
sites the caller was accessing hun-
dreds of miles away?

Think about it. The Chamber
website has had 165 hits since
February 19. Those cyber visitors,
are clicking up only Chamber
members in good standing—those
who have paid dues since January
1. All others have been deleted. A
pity, isn’t it?

Selling timber more profitable
if sold as capital gains

If you are planning to sell timber
in the coming vear, how you agree
to sell it can dramatically impact
the amount of taxes you owe.

“The guickest way to increase
your net income from a timber sale
is to claim the income as capital
gains,”  suggested  Marcella
Szymanskih, extension specialist in
forest economics in the University
of Kentucky College of
Agriculture,

The typical landowner harvest-
ing 40 acres of timber of average
value could easily see increased

profits of up to $5,000.

To qualify as capital gains,
landowners must have owned the
timber for 12 months. Your interest
in the timber must be released when
it is cut.”

Two basic ways to “release the
interest” in the timber include
agreeing to sell the timber for a
lump sum and having the buyer and
seller agree to sell for a specified
amount per board foot, ton or cord.”
