He recalled an example in his 
life when his son Chris put him in 
his place. Patton remembered his 
son's correction after he had just 
thrown litter out the window of the 
family car. 

"Dad, our Sunday school 
teacher said we shouldn't litter 
God's creation," Patton said his son 
told him. 

Since then Patton admitted he 
has had many dirty cars. 

The littering can stop, said 
Patton. "It's a habit that we have 
accumulated over the years," he 
said. 

Thompson said providing 
garbage pick-up for residents, even 
if they can't afford it, would be dif­
ficult. 

'This will_ be hard for a private 
company to do, unless the county 
subsidizes it." said Thompson. 

Patton proposed if the garbage 
bills could not be collected that the 
property owner be charged for the 
pick up. Either the property owner 
pays the bill or is put on trial. 

Patton recalled an incident 
where one man refused to pay his 
garbage bill while he was county 
judge-executive in Pike County 

"One man put his house up for 
sale and moved to Tennessee and 
called me a communist because he 
didn't want to pay his bill," he said. 

"If you have property you live 
on or you allow someone else to 
live on that property, you must have 
a responsibility to make sure that 
the solid waste is disposed of," the 
governor said. "We must have uni­
versal participation." 

"It is an individual responsibili­
ty," said Bickford, who said the 
state's trash problems have existed 
for years. "We want to make it as 
easy as possible on every person in 
the state." 

Thompson said that Floyd 
County is at the forefront of the 
state's clean-up efforts. A tire 
amnesty week is in the works for 
Floyd County this spring he said. 
"For one week we want to get 
every tire we can locate and get rid 
of them for free." 

Staging areas will be set up 
across the county where residents 
can bring the tires. 

Thompson added that a possible 
site for a recycling center in the 
county could be in Garth, where the 
trash is already taken. The center 
should be set up to receive card 
board, glass, aluminum and plas­
tics, he said.

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Forest burns as weather conditions deteriorate 
Dozens of fires are burning across Kentucky 

and it appears the situation will only get worse. 
The Kentucky Division of Forestry has alert­

ed its staff to be on standby as conditions con­
tinue to deteriorate. Increased winds and the 
falling of leaves have combined with the 
drought to increase the forest fire danger 
statewide. The heavy accumulation of leaves on 
the forest floor provides added fuel for fires, 
causing them to bum hotter and spread faster. 

Fifty-three of those were placed under a burn­
ing ban by the governor on September 9. His 
Executive Order states, "All outdoor burning 
within those watersheds is prohibited unless 
first approved by the Natural Resources and 
Environmental Protection Cabinet." 

Before conducting any outdoor burning, 
contact your county judge-executive to deter­
mine if a ban has been issued in your county. 

If your county has not issued a burning ban, 
it is still subject to some outdoor burning limi­
tations. During the Fall Forest Fire Hazard 
Season (October 1 through December 12), the 
law says no fires can be started within 150 feet 
of any woodland or brushland, except between 
the hours of 6 p.m. and 6 a.m. or when the 
ground is covered in snow. More than 54,000 acres of Kentucky's 

forests have burned this year, making 1999 one 
of the worst years for forest fires in the last 
decade. 

"There have been 1,948 forest fires damag­
ing 54,637 acres since the beginning of the 
year, last year we only experienced 1,140 forest 
fires destroying 28,224 acres," said Mark 
Matusezewski, Director of the Kentucky 
Division of Forestry. "The potential for a record 
forest fire year exists and we have hired addi­
tional staff to be prepared for the wurst." 

Counties affected by the governor's order 
include: Anderson, Bath, Bell, Boone, Bourbon, 
Boyle, Bracken, Breathitt, Campbell, Carroll, 
Clark, Clay, Elliott, Estill, Fayette, Fleming, 
Franklin, Gallatin, Garrard, Grant, Harlan, 
Harrison, Henry, Jackson, Jessamine, Kenton, 
Knott, Knox, Lee, Leslie, Letcher, Lewis, 
Lincoln, Madison, Magoffin, Mason, Menifee, 
Mercer, Montgomery, Morgan, Nicholas, 
Owen, Owsley, Pendleton, Perry, Powell, 
Robertson, Rockcastle, Rowan, Scott, Shelby, 
Woodford and Wolfe. 

While many of the forest fires in Kentucky 
are caused by carelessness, almost 50 percent 
are caused by arson. Arson is a criminal offense 
that can result in a fine of up to $10,000 and a 
sentence of up to five years in prison. 

The division is committed to fully prosecut­
ing anyone accused of forest arson. Forest arson 
can be reported by calling 1-800-27-ARSON 
( 1-800-272-7766). 

The division would like to remind citizens 
that 73 counties have outdoor burning bans. 

Counties that have imposed their own burn­
ing bans are: Ballard, Boyd, Caldwell, 
Calloway, Carlisle, Carter, Clinton, Crittenden, 
Floyd, Fulton, Jefferson, Livingston, Lyon, 
McCracken, McCreary, Marshall, Pike, Trigg, 
Washington and Webster.

High gas prices make fuel conservation fashionable 
The days of cheap gas in 

Kentucky are over for now. This 
year's escalating gasoline prices 
should again make energy conserva­
tion popular with motorists, accord­
ing toAAA. 

"In Kentucky, the average price 
of self-serve regular unleaded gaso­
line has swung from 89 cents in 
February to last month's average 
price of $1.22," said Dan Dickson, 
public relations manager for AAA 
Blue Grass/Kentucky. "Back in the 
1970's, when gas shortages were 

common, many people learned to 
conserve gas. Many of those tips can 
be very useful today." 

To help motorists conserve fuel 
during this period of higher prices, 
AAA suggests the following: 

• Keep tires properly inflated. 
This will reduce the resistance your 
vehicle must overcome to start mov­
ing and to keep going. 

• Accelerate gently, brake gradu­
ally and avoid hard stops. Quick 
acceleration and speeds requiring 
hard braking waste fuel. 

• Don't let the vehicle idle for 
more than a few minutes. Idling uses 
half a gallon to one gallon of fuel 
per hour and wastes more gas than 
restarting your engine. 

• Check the engine oil level regu­
larly to be sure the engine is lubri­
cated properly. 

• Combine errands into one trip 
or go to one location to do many 
errands at once. 

• Pack lightly when traveling. 
Avoid carrying items on the roof, to 
reduce wind resistance. 

Other ways to save money on 
gasoline purchases include not using 
mid-grade or premium fuel unless it 
is recommended by your vehicle's 
manufacturer, aggressively shop­
ping for the lowest gas price in your 
area, using public transportation 
where available or car-pooling to 
work or school.

Gov. Paul E. Patton has signed 
emergency regulations effective 
October 20 to allow Medicaid cov­
erage of substance abuse preven­
tion and treatment services for 
pregnant women and new mothers. 

The Kentucky General 
Assembly paved the way for this 
new coverage by appropriating 
state funds in the 1998 session to 
"match" federal dollars for ser­
vices to this population. 

The $500,000 in state money 
plus the federal match will total 
$1,197,793 a year to fund the pro­
gram. 

This new program is the result 
of collaboration between two 
departments in the Cabinet for 
Health Services -the Department 
for Medicaid Services and the 
Department for Mental Health and 
Mental Retardation Services. 

"Our goal is healthy babies and 
healthy mothers to care for them. 
We will be able to give these 
women more help than was possi­
ble in the past," said CHS Cabinet 
Secretary Jimmy D. Helton. 

This new program will allow 
Medicaid to offer a more compre­
hensive package of benefits. In the 
past, a Medicaid-eligible pregnant 
woman with a substance abuse 
problem did not have the variety 
and intensity of services available 
to her that are provided under this 
new regulation. 

Prevention and treatment ser­
vices for pregnant women and new 
mothers with substance abuse 
problems will reduce the possibil-

subscribe 
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ity that their babies will have low 
birth-weight or birth defects such 
as fetal alcohol syndrome. 

These expanded services 
should increase the likelihood that 
the mother can appropriately care 
for her newborn. 

The substance abuse prevention 
and treatment period for postpar­
tum women continues at least 60 
days after the date of the baby's 
birth. 

The availability of this 
Medicaid benefit should help 
reduce future Medicaid health care 
costs for the infant and mother. 
The failure to prevent or treat sub­
stance abuse increases educational 
costs associated with providing 
special education services to a 
developmentally delayed child. 

Also, child abuse or neglect in 
some of these families results in 
child protective services costs 
associated with addressing these 
problems. 

The benefits package includes: 
• Three types of prevention ser­

vices (universal, selective and 
indicated) based on the woman's 
risk factors for substance abuse. 

• Substance abuse assessment 
• Treatment services: 
• Substance abuse outpatient 

care. 
• Substance abuse intensive 

outpatient. 
• Case management. 
• Community support services. 

The Cabinet for Health 
Services has been working on this 
project for a couple of years. A 
series of work group sessions was 
held with providers and cabinet 
staff to design the service benefits 
package and draft the emergency 
regulations. 

There are an estimated 20,000 
pregnant women who are 
Medicaid eligible each year. Of 
that number, about 2,000-3,000 
are experiencing alcohol or drug 
problems during their pregnancies. 

It is estimated that initially 25 
percent would actually use these 
services, and the cabinet plans to 
increase participation through out­
reach efforts.

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Committee report looks at 10 years of education reform 
Kentucky's efforts to improve its 

schools in the past decade have 
resulted in significant progress. But 
much remains to be done-particu­
larly in the areas of reading, teacher 
preparation and community 
involvement-if the state is to reach 
the goals it established in reforms 
enacted m 1990. accordmg to a 
report released Wednesday by the 
Prichard Committee for Academic 
Excellence. 

"Gaining Ground: Hard Work 
and High Expectations for 
Kentucky Schools" is described by 
the committee as "a concerned citi-

zen's snapshot...of a complex 
reform after a few years of imple­
mentation." 

The report reviews Kentucky's 
circumstances-trailing the nation 
in numerous measures of education­
al quality- when the sweeping 
school-improvement efforts began. 
It looks at such critical indicators of 
progress as funding levels, state and 
national test scores, and equity 
issues. And it focuses on areas of 
continuing need with recommenda­
tions for improvement. 

"Our general observation at this 
interim point is that, overall, 

Glenda and Billie Joyce 
are a half-century old, 

Just wanted you to know, 

We love you like gold. 

To our mothers 
with love, 

Anitra and Brian. 

Kentucky's schools have made 
gains, but the progress isn't 
enough," the committee concludes 
in the report. "Many schools have 
made strong improvement, but not 
enough schools have made enough 
improvement. Too many have 
improved slowly or hardly at all. 
But there is ample proof that reform 
can work." 

Beyond statistical evidence, the 
report also notes broad signs of 
progress that reflect the changing 
attitudes of Kentucky educators and 
citizens toward the state's school 
system. Included are such indica­
tors as the general acceptance of 
high academic standards for 
schools, the public's willingness to 
invest more tax money in educa­
tion, the increasing focus on student 
achievement, and the acceptance of 
reform as desirable. 

Similarly, the report also looks at 
areas where change is still required. 
These include the need for more 
demonstrated progress at the class­
room level as teaching practice is 
changed, enhancing the role of 

postsecondary education in training 
high-quality teachers, engaging 
more parents and families as full 
partners in education, and ensuring 
that school councils focus their 
efforts on increased student learn­
ing. 

"Thousands of Kentucky educa­
tors have worked harder and 
smarter than ever before to make 
the progress we've seen so far, and 
all of us should celebrate their 
accomplishments," said Robert F. 
Sexton, the committee's executive 
director. "But if Kentucky is to 
reach its goal of continually 
improving our schools to teach 
every child well, we must recommit 
to the vision of educational excel­
lence that we established in 1990." 

The report's recommendations 
emphasize three areas: 

• Reading instruction must 
improve in the early grades so all 
children enter middle school able to 
read and understand the work at that 
level. Reading instruction also must 
be available in middle school for 
students who arrive there unpre-

pared. 
• The quality of training avail­

able to current teachers and the 
preparation that new teachers 
receive in college must be vastly 
improved. 

• Citizens and communities must 
renew and expand their commit­
ment to schools, recruit new allies, 
demand improved academic 
achievement and recognize that 
educators are not solely responsible 
for quality education. It is particu­
larly important to ensure the best 
possible start in life for Kentucky's 
children. The commmittee supports 
the approval and funding of the rec­
ommendations expected soon from 
the Governor's Task Force on Early 
Childhood.

.rnother rocks the brain against the 
spiny vault of the skull, irreparably 
damaging delicate cells and synaps­
es that control essential bodily func­
tions, even life itself. 

It's legalized assault with intent 
to maim, and even kill. 

Sugar Ray Robinson, oft eulo­
gized as the greatest pugilist, pound 
for pound, of all time, once 
observed, "Getting the other guy in 
trouble is what boxing's all about." 

The participants in this ritual of 
bloodletting have historically 
emerged from desperate circum­

• stances to willingly step out under 
the lights with malicious intent. 

As Tennessee Ernie Ford used to 
baritone, "I was born one momin' it 
was drizzlin' rain, fightin' and trou­
ble are my middle name ... " 

Jake LaMotta, an erstwhile 
world middleweight champion who 

was reared in New York City's infa­
mous Hell's Kitchen, said, "I grew 
up fighting in the streets, in reform 
school. So it was just logical that I 
should get paid for it." 

In his youth, Jack Dempsey 
drifted from one western hobo jun­
gle to another, using his fists as a 
means of support. 

"You had to win to collect, to 
eat," he said. "I was a hungry fight­
er in the strictest sense of the word." 

Many years later, at age 80, he 
considered his past and remarked, 
"If I had to do it all over again, I'd 
still be a fighter. You see, it's all I 
knew how to do. It's what I did 
best." 

Almost without exception, 
necessity makes a prize fighter. But 
in a profession where the killer 
instinct is "much valued and richly 
rewarded there also thrives a 
strange bonding among the men 
who perpetrate violence upon one 
another. In some cases, given bene­
ficial circumstances, this nexus can 
eventually assume the guise of 
mutual respect, and yes, even love. 

Consider a most unlikely liaison 
involving the late Joe Louis and 
Billy Conn. 

Let's go back to the summer of 

1941 when Louis, the reigning 
heavyweight champion of the 
world, faced Conn, regarded by 
many as the finest light heavy­
weight ever, for his title. Louis 
weighed in excess of 200 pounds 
while Conn tipped the beam at a 
mere 169 pounds. 

For 12 rounds Conn did the 
unthinkable. He punched and ran, 
piling up an insurmountable points 
lead. All he had to do was keep out 
of harm's way for another nine min­
utes and the most esteemed champi­
onship in all of boxing would be 
his. 

But Conn wanted more. He 
wanted a knockout. Instead, he 
went down for the count at 2:58 of 
the 13th round and Louis retained 
his laurels. 

Some days afterward the two 
men met and Conn said, "You 
could've let me win, Joe. I 
would' ve given the title back to you 
in six months. Just so I could say I 
was heavyweight champ." 

Louis replied, "I tried, Billy. 
Only if you couldn't hold it for 15 
rounds, how were you gonna do it 
for six months." 

After the war the~e was a 
rematch but Louis won again and

this time decisively. 
When their fistic careers were 

over Conn and Louis kept in touch. 
They would visit frequently, always 
digging at one another about what 
might have been in the summer of 
1941. During the period Louis 
worked as a greeter for a Las Vegas 
casino, he always arranged for 
Conn to get extra chips to play the 
tables. 

Not infrequently Conn brought 
. along a film of their '41 fight for 

general viewing. Once the camera 
started to roll Louis would disap­
pear into a nearby bar. Now and 
again Conn called to his friend, 
"Hey, Joe, come see how I'm whip­
ping your butt." 

Finally, with the start of the 13th 
round, Louis would re-enter the 
room, saying, "It's goodbye, Billy, 
folks. " Then Conn went into the 
bar. 

In Louis' declining years, when 
he was confined to a wheelchair and 
broke, Conn was there with money 
and moral support. Ultimately, 
Louis died and Conn picked up the 
tab. 

Like a rose thriving in a crack of 
metropolitan stone their relation­
ship was indeed a curiosity.

"For college tudents,

The IRS considers online auctioneer 
to either be operating a business or 
engaging in a hobby. Both circumstance 
come with their own tax i ues. 

How do I know if I'm running an e­
business? If your online auctions are for 
profit, then you're running a business. If 
you're purchasing items, whether online 
or elsewhere, then reselling them, you're 
probably running a business. The IRS 
uses nine factor to determine if a tax­
payer' activity i a hobby or a business. 
Here are a few examples: 

Whether the activity i carried out in a 
businesslike manner with a bu ine s plan; 

Whether the auctioneer maintain 
complete and accurate records on his or 
ber activitie ; 

The amount of time and effort put into 
the activity. 

If your online auctions qualify as a 
business, report all of your income and 
expenses on Schedule C. Your net gain is 
subject to self-employment and regular 
income tax. 

I'm selling orne sports memorabilia 
for fun and making money. Isn't this a 
business? 

The short answer is maybe - but if you 
don't operate as a business, the IRS will 

probably look at this transaction as a 
hobby. 

You still have to report income on any­
thing you sell online. 

If you're selling item you already 
own (rather than item that you've made 
or that you've purchased for resale), 
report the ales price and subtract the cost 
on Schedule D (capital gains). 

Other income (for example, the sale of 
a teddy bear that you made as a hobby) 
goes on a 1040 form first. 

Expenses from your auction (materi­
als, online fees, etc.) can only be deduct­
ed if you itemize. 

Many online auctioneer fall into this 
category and chances are, they will report 
the income from online auctions and get 
no benefit from any related expenses. 

Keeping track of the following items 
will help when it comes time to report 
your online earnings: 

Price you paid for auction item you 
intend to sell; 

Cost of component used to make 
item; 

Online trading costs; 
Sale price/date sold; 
Shipping costs; 
Time and effort put into your online 

auction activities.
