Forest fires continue to
burn across eastern Kentucky
with no relief in sight,
prompting the governor to
declare a state of emergency
in response to the outbreak.

Division of Forestry in Betsy
Layne, said yesterday the
division responded to three
more fires in Floyd County, at
Tackett Fork, Rock Fork and
Morgan Fork. He said Pike
county had six fires, three of
which ~ were considered
“major.”

Myers said 60 National
Guardsmen are on hand to
assist in the battle against the
fires and the two Blackhawk
helicopters are available for
use. The division also has the
use of four pumpers from
South Carolina which will be
used to safeguard the fire-
fighters.

In response to the plague
of ' fires across  eastern
Kentucky, Gov. Paul Patton
signed an emergency declara-
tion yesterday morning which
bans all outdoor burning in
the state unless first approved
by the Natural Resources and

“The board of trustees of ARH
is pleased to have attracted a per-
son of Mr, Hanson’s caliber to
ARH during such an important
period of our system,” said
William Engle, chairman of the
ARH board.

Hanson, 48, spent most of his
time in the health field in a rural

“The total cost of this emergency
may not be known for several
months but the current estimate is
well over $4 million dollars,” said
Mark Matuszewski, director of the
Kentucky Division of Forestry.

Matuszewski said the short-term
forecast for rainfall is dismal.

“It will take a substantial rainfall
to improve forest fire conditions,”
Matuszewski said. “Several inches
of slow, steady rainfall are needed.”

Health problems
The recent outbreak of forest
fires may have aggravated some
health problems for area residents,

Forest fires increase the volume
of particulate matter in the environ-
ment. This matter may trigger acute
asthma attacks, and may 'initiate
asthma-like symptoms in persons
not previously diagnosed with the
disease. ’

Asthma patients and others with
chronic respiratory diseases and
allergies are advised to stay indoors
during periods of heavy smoke
whenever possible and consult their

- physician if they experience diffi-

culties.

Persons at risk of acute respira-
tory symptoms and their health care
providers need to be aware of the

Forest Fire Prevention team with
the Division of Forestry reminds
people” that “Arsonists cause life
threatening hazards. .

When arsonists set fire to the
forest, not only is wildlife habitat
and Kentucky forest industry sub-
ject to loss, but you, your family
and property are placed in immedi-
ate danger.”

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Are collisions costing you ‘“‘deerly?”’

Large deer populations in the
state - of  Kentucky dramatically
increase the opportunity for vehi-
cle/deer accidents, especially this
time of the year, Progressive Auto
Insurance warns.

“The prevalence of deer in both
populated and rural areas means

* If you see one deer, look out
for others. Deer tend to travel in
groups, and chances are that if you
see one, others are close by.

* Avoid swerving to miss a deer.
It’s actually safer to stay in your
lane and hit the brake hard.
Swerving can cause more Serious
danger if you lose control of your
vehicle, hit someone else, cross
lanes or goes into a ditch.

* Obey the speed limit, especial-
ly in deer-prone areas. Observing
the speed limit, rather than speed-
ing, may give you more time to stop
and avoid a collision.

* If you see a deer on the side of
the road, slow down and honk your
horn. It may scare it away.

« If you see a deer in the road,

flash your headlights. Deer tend to
stare into headlights and “freeze.”
Flashing your lights may help to
prevent a collision.

If you hit a deer, first make sure
you and your passengers are safe.
Then, be sure to call your insurance
provider immediately, from the
scene of the accident, if possible.
Some  auto  insurers, like
Progressive, offer-in-person claims
service 24 hours a day, seven days a
week.

Teen birth rates drop,
but the total is still high

Health and Human Services Secretary Donna Shalala
heralds the continuing decline in teenage birth rates as
proof that girls are getting the message that they should
delay parenthood. But we would add a cautionary note.

First the good news: The National Center for Health
Statistics reports that births to teens nationwide declined
last year by 2 percent. That marks an 18 percent decline

Teens aged 15 to 17 saw a 21 percent drop, the lowest
rate in at least four decades. The birth rate for the
youngest girls, ages 10 to 14, dropped by 6 percent, to
the lowest level since 1969.

At the same time, however:

» The United States still has the highest teenage preg-
nancy rate among developed countries.

e Nearly 1 million teens get pregnant each year, 95
percent of whom had no intention of becoming mothers.
A third of these pregnancies are terminated by abortions.

* Public costs from teen childbearing totaled $120 bil-
lion from 1985 to 1990; $48 billion of that amount could
have been saved had the birth been postponed until the

; The best parents can do is communicate. with their
children. That’s tough when so many teens regard their
mothers and fathers as fossils. But as much as they may
act otherwise, teenagers generally crave the stability and
structure that flow from shared moral values. They yearn
~for adults to set boundaries, to delineate the difference_
between right and wrong. That includes informing them
that drug and alcohol abuse often leads to risky sexual

From a public policy standpoint, states need to crack
down on older men who prey on young, impressionable
5 girls. Statistics show that these sexual predators are
responsible for the majority of unwanted teen pregnan-
cies. That is all the more reason for states to vigorously
enforce statutory rape laws. Putting sexual predators
- behind bars sends a powerful message.
~ Despite the encouraging decline in teen pregnancy,
~ combating this problem must remain a top priority.

Schools that work

Not long ago, I spent a Saturday with about 80
very unusual Kentucky teachers and principals. It
was one of the most encouraging days 1've had in a
long time. These Kentucky educators know what
they’re about. These are the teachers that every par-
ent hopes to see in his/her own school.

Who are they? They are the people who work in
the Kentucky schools that have most consistently
created academic gains for their students. These 38
schools — out of over 1,300 schools in Kentucky
— have received rewards for the score gains in'their
state assessments every time rewards were given —
1994, 1996 and 1998. Almost all of them are prima-
ry schools. There were three high schools and no

middle schools. They are a small, elite band of

steady improvers. Many other schools have made
bigger gains, but these schools have done it every
time.

The Prichard Committee for Academic
Excellence and the Partnership for Kentucky
Schools invited each school to send a group — prin-
cipal, teachers, parents and superintendents — to
spend a Saturday talking about what they did.

The idea was to learn from one another and to
celebrate their successes. The room was filled with
enthusiasm as these serious professionals dissected
their work and their thoughts about teaching.i

Why was the day so encouraging to me? Because
these folks talk like serious professionals who are
immersed in their calling and intently focused on
results for children. This was indeed a “can do” not
a “can’t do” group. They have their acts together.

These educators are focused on learning, for stu-
dents and for themselves. They know they are
responsible for student learning — no excuses —
and that they have to learn themselves in order to
teach all students well.

They are intentional. We asked what they had
done to make steady gains in the tests. They said

they assess their situation, size up the meaning of

their test scores, search out solutions and teaching
strategies, find the training they needed, and make
adjustments and then ask “did that work?”” As gen-
uine professionals should be, they are connected to

the larger world of teaching. They are focused on
whether their students learned, the results, not just
getting through the textbook.

What do they say accounted for their academic
progress? Three things stand out. The curriculum at
these schools is aligned from one grade level to the
next. The pieces make sense together — it all fits.
The teachers talk a lot to each other, each knowing
that what he or she does effects the other teachers.
They spend hours on this.

Second, the schools they work in have strong
leadership. This means principals who don’t see
thenjselves as “building managers” but as leaders of
learning enterprises.

Third, they say the faculty works together —
they plan together, share successful techniques,
compare notes on lessons and hard-to-teach young-
sters, They are connected to one another. Together
they focus on each child. There is none of the fin-
ger-pointing you hear about in some schools.

Other lessons? They say that parents are
involved and that students are motivated. They say
good professional development — serious and chal-
lenging stuff, not time-wasters — is critical. They
say they have figured out how to learn from their
students’ strengths and weaknesses and also from
their school test scores — and then how to do some-
thing about it. They say their instruction has
improved — thanks to leadership, professional
development and diagnosis.

Exciting schools, right? Not perfect, but they are
going about the business of teaching children in a
serious and thoughtful way. They aren’t just mud-
dling along. They have strategies and plans — find-
ing and admitting weaknesses, working together on
solutions, reaching out to families and more.

All in all, these folks see school improvement as
a continuous thing — as their calling — not just a
one-shot deal.

Constantly searching for ways to get better
results — and this is why I applaud them — is to
them at the heart of being a professional educator.
For this they deserve our highest praise and
strongest support.

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A policeman
LS many
things

Many times we, the general public,
look at our local police officers as
either angels of mercy or as the
plague, especially if they give us a
ticket as we rush to our jobs or to
school. Normally there is no middle
ground.

I happened upon this at the Floyd
County Sheriff’s Office and thought
how true it is. The author is unknown.
I would like to share it with you.

A Policeman

A policeman is a composite of what
all men are ... a mingling of saint and
sinners ... dust and deity. Cold statis-
tics wave the fan over the stinkers ...
underscore instances of dishonesty
and brutality because they are news.
What that REALLY means is they are
exceptional, unusual — not common-
place. Buried under the froth is the
fact that less than one-half of one per-
cent of policemen misfit that uniform.
And that is a better average than
among clergymen.

What is a policeman made of? He,
of all men, is at once the most needed
and the most unwanted ... a strangely
nameless creature who is “sir” to his
face ... and “pig” to his back.

In an instant he must make deci-
sions which require months for a
lawyer. But if he hurries, he’s care-
less. If he’s deliberate, he’s lazy. He
must be first to an accident ... infalli-
ble with diagnosis ... he must be able
to start breathing, stop bleeding, tie
splints and, above all, be sure the vic-
tim goes home without a limp, or
expect to be sued.

The police officer must know every
gun ... draw on the run ... and hit
where it doesn’t hurt. He must be able
to whip two men his size and half his
age ... without damaging his uniform
and without being brutal. If you hit
him, he’s a coward. If he hits you, he’s
a bully.

A policeman must know everything
and not tell. He must know where all
sin is and not partake.

The policeman must, from a single
human hair, be able to describe the
crime, the weapon, and the criminal

. and tell you where the criminal is
hiding. But if he catches the criminal,
he’s lucky ... if he doesn’t, he’s a
dunce. If he gets promoted, he has
political pull. If he doesn’t, he’s a
dullard.

The policeman must chase bum
leads to a dead end and stake out 10
nights to tag one witness who saw it
happen, but refused to remember.

He runs files and writes reports
until his eyes ache to build a case
against some felon who will get
dealed out by a shameless shamus or
an honorable who isn’t.

A policeman must be a minister ...
a social worker ... a diplomat ... a
tough guy ... and a gentleman. And,
of course, he will have to be a genius,
for he has to feed a family on a police-
man’s salary.

Wounded saints
trust God to
redeem evil from
attack

You know this story.

On September 15, a head case
named Larry Ashbrook burst into a
youth meeting at Wedgwood
Baptist Church in Fort Worth,
Texas.

He reportedly raged against
Christians generally, and Baptists
specifically, as he began firing 100
shots into the crowd.

Ashbrook killed seven wor-
shipers and wounded several others
before putting a bullet through his
own brain,

Suddenly, Wedgwood Baptist
and .its senior pastor, the Rev. Al
Meredith, found themselves thrust
by tragedy into the national spot-
light.

It’s way too familiar a story: A
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gun-toting loser decides to express
his personal frustrations by shoot-
ing down teenagers.

But you might not know some of
the other things that happened at
Wedgwood Baptist during the mas-
sacre and in its aftermath. I gath-
ered the details from the church’s
web site (HYPERLINK http:/
www.wedgwoodbc.org.)
(www.wedgwoodbc.org.).

Four days after the shooting, on
September 19, Meredith preached
to his grieving congregation.

Reporters had repeatedly stuck
microphones in his face, he said,
asking variations of the same ques-
tion:

“ “Where is God in all this?” *
Meredith asked rhetorically. “The
question is, “Where is God when we
hurt?’”

He read his favorite Bible verse,
Romans 8:28, to the congregation:
“And we know that in all things
God works for the good of those
who love Him, who have been
called according to His purpose.”

God, Meredith said, doesn’t
promise us lives free from
heartache. But He does promise to
work miracles even from our hard-
ships: “The sermon of my life is
this: God is in control, and God
loves us.”

His was an eloquent message in
the presence of agony. You can lis-

ten to it on the church’s web page.

The web page also includes two
documents, verified by the church’s
leaders, that demonstrate
Meredith’s sermon to have been
accurate.

Consider these excerpts:

The shooting’s toll could have
been much worse. The gunman
fired 100 bullets and still had 90 left
when he died. He also threw a pipe
bomb that failed to explode. Police
described Ashbrook as a poor shot
and a terrible bomb maker.

All the wounded soon were
released from the hospital.

The gunman somehow bypassed
an area of the church filled with
nursery- and elementary-school-age
children.

One older girl was wounded as
she shielded a disabled friend with
her body. The wounded girl has a
curve in her spine. The curve may
have deflected the bullet from her
vital organs, saving her from seri-
ous injury.

During the mayhem, a ' boy
named Jeremiah Neitz stood up to
confront the shooter. Neitz said, “I
know what you need — Jesus.”
Ashbrook cursed him, to which
Neitz replied, “Come on, shoot me.
I know where I'm going. Do you?”
Ashbrook then sat on a back pew
and killed himself.

Within days of the massacre,

15,000 e-mails poured into the
church offering prayers from all
over the world. The church’s web
page received 80,000 hits.

Hundreds of people made new
professions of faith in Jesus, giving
their hearts to God as a result of the
tragedy. In one local high school
alone, 30 teen-agers were convert-
ed.

Meredith presented the gospel to
Larry King’s international audience
on CNN in response to a question
from Vice President Al Gore.

Meredith also received a call
from President Clinton, and ended
their conversation by praying for
the president and his family.

Millions saw or read about the
unshakeable faith demonstrated by
Wedgwood’s members.

Of course, none of this diminish-
es the damage done to those whose
bodies were ripped by Ashbrook’s
bullets, or to their loved ones, or to
teen-agers who saw their friends
die.

But it demonstrates yet again the
difference between the quality of
the lives, and deaths, of human
beings filled with trust in a loving
God, and those filled only with self-
ishness and anger.

It shows yet again that, as
Meredith said, the Lord somehow
can produce victory even from pro-
found losses.

Baptist
Convention
meeting held
in Covington

More than 1,500 Kentucky
Baptists gathered in Covington this
week for the 162nd annual meeting
of the  Kentucky  Baptist
Convention.

A total of 1,372 messengers and
190 guests were registered for a day
and a half of worship, fellowship
and business at the Northern
Kentucky Regional Convention
Center, November 16-17.

Dr. Terry Wilder, pastor of
Burlington Baptist Church, was
elected to a one-year term as con-
vention president, Rev. Dan
Ferguson, pastor of Second Baptist
Church, Hopkinsville, was elected
to the office of first vice president
and Rev. Scott Kilgore of Living
Hope Baptist Church, Bowling
Green, was elected to the office of
second vice president. Messengers
approved Wilma Simmons as secre-
tary and Joe Priest Williams as
assistant secretary.

Dr. Jim Henry, pastor of First
Baptist Church, Orlando, Florida,
brought the Tuesday evening con-
vention sermon. In his sermon,
Henry referred often to the tragic
October 25 airplane mishap that
took the lives of golfer Payne
Stewart and sports agent Van
Adran, both members of Henry’s
church.

The world was presented a gen-
uine and effective Christian wit-
ness, said Henry, both through the
lives of those killed in the tragedy
and the way the church cared for the
families after the crash.

Mike Caudill, pastor of First
Baptist Church, Hindman, preached
the sermon for the Tuesday after-
noon session. Caudill shared the
story of how God empowered his
family, his church and his commu-
nity following the deaths of seven
teens, including Caudill’s son
Casey, over a two-year period.

A tremendous spiritual revival
followed that time of emptiness,
said Caudill, and 280 people made
professions of faith in Christ and
another five committed to full-time
Christian vocations.

Messengers also voted to
approve a recommendation by the
executive board to increase the
Cooperative Program budget four
percent to $21 million.

The convention also kicked-off a
year-long celebration of the 75th
anniversary of the Cooperative
Program, the unified giving effort
through which churches support
Southern Baptist work. Though not
adopted by the Southern Baptist
Convention until 1925, the idea for
the Cooperative Program started
more than a decade before at First
Baptist Church, Murray.

Dr. James A. Hawkins Jr., retired
associate to the executive secretary-
treasurer, was also honored by the
Convention. Hawkins was present-
ed with a plaque recognizing his 14
years of service to the convention
and a certificte of recognition from
Kentucky Governor Paul Patton.

Other highlights included the
presentation of the author’s copy
“Russian Harvest” to Robbie
Murphy of Shelbyville, wife of the
late Ken Murphy. Ken Murphy,
who served as partnershiip missions
associate, completed work on
“Russian Harvest” shortly before
his death in July 1999. Russian
Harvest details the 5-year partner-
ship between Baptists in Kentucky
and Russia.

Messengers approved several
resolutions during the Wednesday
morning  session. Messengers
approved resolutions supporting
public ‘education, opposing the
expansion of gambling in the state
of Kentucky, and affirming families
and religious liberty.

HOMESTEAD, Fla. — Rookie
Tony Stewart won the 1999 inau-
gural Pennzoil 400 presented by
Kmart. It was his third career
NASCAR Winston Cup victory
and second victory in as many
races. This was his 28th top-15
finish in 33 races in his rookie
season.

Stewart became the first
NASCAR Winston Cup rookie to
win three races in his first season.
His victory in the last week’s race
at Phoenix tied Davey Allen (two)
who held the all-time record
which he had set in 1987.

Stewart led four times and 43
of the 267 laps raced. He did not
lead the most laps. Teammate
Bobby Labonte led four times and
174 of the 267 laps raced, the
most of the day. It was just the
second time this season that
Labonte had led the most laps.

Dale Jarrett clinched the 1999
NASCAR Winston Cup
Championship with his fifth-place
finish. He leads second-place
Bobby Labonte by 211 points
with one race remaining. Jarrett’s
previous best year-end points fin-
ish, second, occurred in 1997.

Bobby Labonte (second)
scored his ninth consecutive top-
10 finish, extending a streak that
began at Richmond.

Jeff Burton (third) scored his
seventh top-10 finish in the last
eight races, while teammate Mark
Martin (fourth) posted his 25th
top-10 finish in 1999.

Mike Skinner (sixth) remained
10th in the NASCAR Winston
Cup points standings, just 66
points behind ninth-place Ward
Burton. Both Skinner and Burton
have clinched their first top-10
finish in the final NASCAR
Winston Cup standings.

Jeff Gordon (10th) dropped
from fifth to sixth in the
NASCAR Winston Cup point
standings, just two points behind
fifth-place Jeff Burton.

Ford’s second place finish in
last week’s Checker Auto
Parts/Dura Lube 500 at Phoenix
clinched the 1999 Manufacturers’
Championship. This marks Ford’s
13th Manufacturers’
Championship since the program
began in 1952 and their fourth
Manufacturers” Championship
since 1972.

NASCAR Connection

’s a done deal!

After almost a year of negotiations,
NASCAR announced that it had
reached an agreement on a six-year
television contract with NBC Sports
and Turner Sports, with the two media
companies combining to develop a
joint venture, and an eight-year agree-
ment with FOX and its FX cable net-
work effective with 2001 season. The
agreements will triple the number of
Winston Cup events shown on broad-
cast television.

Before this agreement, each indi-
vidual track negotiated its own TV
contract. The money froma TV con-
tract.was used by the track owners for
the race purse as well as being used to
constantly upgrade the track to keep
pace with the ever-increasing popular-
ity of the sport.

This season ABC, CBS, ESPN and
TNN all carried part of the Winston
Cup series and each has done its share
of helping the series popularity rise to
the point that it is the fastest-growing
sport in the country. ESPN and TNN
did more than just carry the races, as
their weekly schedule always featured
shows that were dedicated just to the
sport of Winston Cup racing.

There was no work done on just
what spin-off type shows would be
given the NASCAR blessing with the
newly announced deal. During the
press conference announcing the new
partnerships, senior vice-president of
NASCAR, Brian France, said, “An
integral part of today’s partnerships is
the consistent viewership patterns that
will now be in place, allowing fans an
easier and more enhanced presentation
of NASCAR racing for those watch-
ing at home.”

NASCAR president Bill France Jr.
wanted to shop around the series’ TV
rights much in the same manner that
the NFL and NBA do, but he had to
have the backing of the track owners
to do so. The owners soon realized that
the amount they could get from a
series package could bring them up to
four times what they are now receiv-
ing for their individual rights.

Although NASCAR and the track
owners stand to really reap a huge
financial reward over the length of the
contract, it may be that the big winner
in all of this will be the fan. The
resources of these companies will be
brought together to keep up with the
growth of the series and should make
it more available to the fans.

When looking at the TV schedule
for the 2001 season it is easy to see that
the networks all went into the negotia-
tions willing to work together. As part
of the agreement, FOX will have
rights to the first half of the 2001 sea-

son beginning with the Daytona 500.

The FOX Network will broadcast live
a majority of the Winston Cup events
and a share of the Busch Series, events
with the remaining events to be broad-
cast live on the FX Network.

The agreement calls for the
NBC/Turner Sports (TBS
Superstation) joint venture to offer live
coverage of the second half of the sea-
son from July through November. By
going together, NBC and Turner saved
themselves some money by agreeing
to create a very unique production
look with a staff and talent that will air
on both NBC and TBS Superstation.

Broadcast network partners FOX
and NBC will rotate coverage of the
Daytona 500 on an annual basis. FOX
will carry the Daytona 500 in 2001,
2003, 2005 and 2007, with NBC get-
ting its turn in 2002, 2004, and 2006.
In addition to their live broadcast cov-
erage of each event, each of the net-
works has committed to a dedicated
pre-race show for each and every
NASCAR Winston Cup event. The
consolidated television package will
also offer more broadcast network
Busch Series event coverage than
what is currently: comr{ntted to the
Winston Cup series. + “¢ .m=a

‘ity the added income will mean larger
frace purses, which will be a welcome

The former Sheriff prepared his financial statement on a prescribed basis of
accounting that demonstrates compliance with the cash basis and laws of
Kentucky, which is a comprehensive basis of accounting other than generally

accepted accounting principles.

In our opinion, the accompanying financial statement referred to above presents ®
fairly, in all material respects, the former Floyd County Sheriff’s taxes charged,
credited, and paid as of February 19, 1999, in conformity with the basis of

accounting described in the preceding paragraph.

Based on the results of our audit, we have presented a schedule of Comments and
Recommendations, included herein, which discusses the following areas of non-

compliance:

* Former Sheriff Paul H. Thompson Should Eliminate All Prior Year Deficits
* Former Sheriff Paul H. Thompson Should Have Maintained An Adequate

County Revenue Bond

initial destination for most of the logs
that our great- and great-great-grandfa-
thers took off these hills. Later, the city
received and sent forth millions of tons
of coal on river barges.

In the latter part of the 19th century,
Catlettsburg was already a financial cen-
ter, a city of fine homes and sophisticat-
ed living. Letters and diaries of people
from this area relate exciting accounts of
going to Catlettsburg.

A Floyd County man, James Trimble,
was, in fact, the chief teller of
Catlettsburg National Bank when it
opened in the 1880s. Its 1885 building
still stands, though in disrepair, in the
center of town. Its tall chimneys and
strong architectural features hearken to a
time when buildings were more interest-
ing and fun. 8

Word is that the present owner of the
building plans to renovate it. When you
see it, you’ll hope he plans to maintain

the elements that make it fascinating.

On the opposite side.of the town tri-
angle (as opposed to a square) is another
turreted, imposing building, made of an
almost purple stone, that was also at one
time a bank. Today, it is still bustling
with a restaurant and shops.

A couple of Floyd Countians had an
even earlier bank in Catlettsburg. Green
M. Witten and Joseph Davidson, both of
Prestonsburg, started the Witten and
Davidson Bank in the early 1880s.
Though it apparently prospered, they did
not stay with the venture for long.
Perhaps they missed the ambiance of the
smaller city and the taller hills.

In September, Catlettsburg celebrated
its sesquicentennial. The village was an
active port from the early 1800s, but it
was not incorporated as a city until 1849.

impression on the wall. The other one is much
more serious, caused by a heavy metal cabinet
which accidentally fell mto a wall in my
garage. The damaged area is approximately a
6" x 6" jagged hole in the wallboard. Can you
help?

A. Let’s start withuthegepairs in the order in
which you've writlen them. Even though it’s
too late, you should always place a cushioned
doorknob caver on your doors that have a ten-
dency to slam into nearby walls.

four local home decorating store should
carry a variety of peel-and-stick repair patches
specifically for wallboard. This patch features a
rigid metal mesh center bul is thin encugh and
not obtrusive. You will need a wide putty knife
and a small pail of wallboard compound.

Apply the compound on the mesh 1ntl you

cover it completely. You generally have to
apply two coats to make the surface smooth.
Use 150-grit sandpaper on a rubber block,
clean with tack cloth and wipe again with a
squeezed-out sponge.

For the major repair, outline the damaged
area with a small “L" square and a pencil. Use
a narrow, long wallboard saw to cut and square
off the damage. Next, cut two strips of wall-
board pieces (about 2" wide x 10” long) and
install behind the cutout with a wallboard
screw qun and 17 sheetrock screws. Install a

screw to top and bottom of each strip. Measure
the replacement piece of sheetrock as snugly as
possible and screw it in too. Apply cutout strips
of plastic mesh around the pernmeter and use a
wide trowel to apply the compound. Allow the
first coat to dry, sand with 150-grit sandpaper,
then apply your final coat. Sand again and pro-
ceed as in the previous doorknob: repair job.

phone calls I've received recent-
ly. Dog owners have heard so
many old wives tales and so
much bad advice that it has

First, set the puppy up to suc-
ceed. Minimize the chances for
an accident to happen. Think
how big your house is to some-
thing as tiny as a six-week old
pup.

Don’t give Puppy the run of
the house at first. He will be
much more reluctant to make a
mess in a small area, where he
has to sleep, than if he can toddle
into the next room where out of
sight will be out of mind.

When Puppy is out of his des-
ignated area, supervise him. This
doesn’t mean he is somewhere in
the living room while you watch
TV. This means you are actively

watching and interacting with
him, or he is physically attached
to you by a leash and collar
“umbilical cord” hooked on your
belt. (This also serves as excel-
lent early lessons in following
you and what restraint is all
about.

Give him lots of opportunities
to go outdoors; remember how
small his bladder is, and that he
may not have full control of it
yet.

Consider feeling the pup sev-
eral meals a day, rather than
leaving food out constantly. This
will help put his system on a
schedule, and takes advantage of
a reflex in young pups than sig-
nals the need to eliminate soon
after a meal.

Don’t punish the pup for acci-
dents. Tt is extremely unfair to
punish a puppy for something it
doesn’t understand. It will only
confuse and scare the puppy, and
it doesn’t do anything for his

A tour of homes was also
part of the city’s 150th
anniversary. Among the
houses on the tour was the
1847 Levi Hampton House,
which gives the city yet
another link to Floyd

s and tug boats are everyday
sights on the Ohio River at
Catlettsburg, where the Big Sandy
empties pieces of the mountains.

County. Hampton was

reportedly killed during a
Civil War skirmish here.
Because of the toll of
floods and fires, most of the
historic homes that remain
were built in the late 1800s
and early 1900s. But these

Victorian  beauties are
numerous, particularly along
the waterfront. You can see
some on the hill to the left as
you drive on US 23, but the
truly magnificent residences
are nearer the downtown and
the river.

The centerpiece of the
sesquicentennial celebration
was the unveiling of newly
painted murals on a section
of concrete flood wall on the
northern end of town.

In one huge portion,
Louisiana artist Robert
Dafford painted a scene
from the city’s centennial
parade in 1949. It shows vet-
erans and soldiers in uni-
form, children, families,
people crowding the main
streets in celebration.

Next to the parade ren-
dering is a massive drawing
by artist Beverly St
Lawrence of Catlettsburg’s
most famous son, author and
educator Billy C. Clark. The
city and the river have
played major roles in Clark’s
books, particularly his mem-
oir “A Long Row to Hoe."”

Clark’s portrayal of the
people in the city when he
was growing up during the
Depression and World War
IT is not always kind. He
recalls being called “river
trash” and of having his

-in

future proscribed because of
the social and economic
class of his family.

He relates what a leading
merchant said to him on the
day he left to go to college:
“You know, your trying to
go to college puzzles me.
Most people generally stick
to their raising.”

In describing the town’s
ruling class, Clark writes,
“They had calculated my
beginning and end since the
day I was born. They could
have told you how I would,
or should, end up according
to their little map. Did some-
thing go wrong? Or was this
merely the dying plunge that
my kind of people made in
their efforts to break from
the pattern?”

Nevertheless, Clark’s
love for the area and his
sense of place have not abat-
ed. He was the center of
attention during the sesqui-
centennial. The author, who
lives in Virginia, was quoted
the Ashland Daily
Independent: “This is my
home, I'm just visiting in
Virginia.”

Another mural — this
one of an old high school —
is being worked on. Clark’s
lifelong friend, Sid Rice —
named Sid Taylor in “A
Long Row to Hoe — said

Wednesday that other
murals are planned.
“Eventually, we’d like to see
the whole flood wall cov-
ered with the city’s history,”
Rice said.

Rice, who retired after 38
years at Ashland Refinery, is
working on raising money to
have a panoramic view of
the refinery and a portrait of
industrialist and civic leader
Paul G. Blazer painted on
the wall.

Just beyond the flood
wall, you can pull off the
road and watch the activity
on the Ohio River, full of
barges and tug boats, large
and small.

On the south side of
town, you can take US 60
across the Big Sandy to
Kenova, West Virginia, and
follow a winding, narrow
road to the right, down to
Virginia Point Park. (Don't
be discouraged as you drive
by huge oil tanks and a
decaying industrial build-
ing.)

There — if you love
rivers — you can have your
breath taken by the merging
of the Big Sandy and the
Ohio rivers.

The Catlettsburg area is a
prime example of why we
should take the time to take
the side roads.
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Shakespeare in vogue: Popular culture

The romantic comedy “Shakespeare in
Love.,” winner of seven Academy Awards,
including Best Picture, is exposing millions
to the life and work of the English
Renaissance playwright.

The Best Picture award crowns a 10-year
resurgence in  popular interest in
Shakespeare’s plays. Walter Foreman, asso-
ciate professor of English at the University
of Kentucky, said he doesn’t know why
Shakespeare has suddenly become so popu-
lar.

“I would like to think it’s a tribute to the
beauty and complexity of Shakespearean
language, in contrast to the trite repetition
of so much public language today,” he said.

Shakespeare chose, combined and
reshaped plots that let him explore human
problems that have never gone out of date.
In working out his plays, he gave honest
voice to multiple points of view, said
Foreman, so that the same play can be val-

ued by people who have remarkably differ-
ent views.

The “Merchant of Venice,” for instance,
has been read both as an anti-Semitic play
and as an examination and condemnation of
anti-Semitism. Foreman also cited “King
Lear,” a dark play about — among other
things — family relationships, in which we
can see nasty children ganging up on their
relatively innocent fathers or nasty fathers
teaching their children how to treat them
badly, or something in between.

Shakespeare did justice to the conflicting
desires of his characters, both where those
desires were in conflict with the desires of
other characters and where the conflict was
internal, Foreman said.

Some of the richest language comes
where characters are in conflict with them-
selves, in “Hamlet,” “Lear,” or “Macbeth,”
for instance. This emotionally and intellec-
tually powerful embodiment of conflict

may be one of the reasons for Shakespeare’s
current popularity, Forman suggested.

On the other hand, he said, we may sim-
ply be seeing the effects of a nostalgia (par-
ticularly American) for a traditional culture
(particularly British), even for the aristo-
cratic, as seen, for instance, in the cult of
Princess Diana.

Shakespeare’s plays, very popular and
profitable in their own time, were the
Elizabethan equivalent of Hollywood,
Foreman said.

“Hamlet,” for example, contains enough
violence to rival “Die Hard.” Nine charac-
ters are dispatched by stabbing, poisoning,
stabbing with poisoned swords, drowning,
and execution. This doesn’t include the
invasion of Poland, which takes place off-
stage.

Add battles, storms, coronations, mur-
der, lovemaking, suicides, feasts, funerals,
betrayals, duels, ghosts, revenge, and lust,

and you have the beginning of a lexicon of
Shakespearean themes.

Many pieces of Shakespearean language
have entered everyday speech and are like-
ly to show up in places like TV commen-
tary, Time magazine, or the daily comics:

* This above all — to thine own self be
true. (Hamlet)

* Lord, what fools these mortals be! (A
Midsummer Night's Dream)

» All the world’s a stage, and all the men
and women merely players. (As You Like
It)

* The better part of valor is discretion.
(Henry 1IV)

* Out, damned spot! (Macbeth)

* Parting is such sweet sorrow, (Romeo
and Juliet)

“Yoyage of Doom” on KET

More than three centuries ago, the French
explorer Robert La Salle saw his ambitions
for empire and glory dashed on the Texas
coast. But not until 1995, when the wreck of
his ship the Belle was discovered, was it clear
how truly daring his plan was.

Nova tracks the excavation of what may
be the most important shipwreck ever found
in North America on “Voyage of Doom,” air-
ing on KET Tuesday, November 23 at 9 p.m.
and on KET2 Saturday, November 27 at 7
p.m.

La Salle made his name exploring the
Mississippi River, claiming the river’s enor-
mous drainage basin for France and naming
Louisiana after French King Louis XIV.

The bold explorer was returning to
Louisiana in the late 1680s to establish a
colony when he met a series of disasters,

including pirate attacks, erroneous naviga-

. tion, sabotage and, ultimately, shipwreck.

So the history books were closed on this
ill-fated attempt on La Salle’s part, that is,
until 1995. After many attempts to find La
Salle’s ships, a diver from the Texas
Historical Commission felt the distinctive
detailing of an ornate bronze cannon resting
at the bottom of the Matagorda Bay. The can-
non was from La Salle’s vessel.

The find was so significant that the
Historical Commission took the extraordi-
nary step of building a cofferdam completely
around the site so that water could be
pumped out and the ship excavated.

Sitting in front of a com-
puter terminal for several
hours a day, a daytrader may
realize large gains but may
also take larger losses that he
or she wants to write off with-
out the $3,000 limit. In order
to get this benefit an investor
must qualify as a trader. A
trader:

* Engages in extensive,
ongoing, short-term trades.

* Has the objective of mak-
ing money through market
fluctuation and timing rather

than holding stocks for its div-
idends or long-term apprecia-
tion.

* Who meets the above
requirements reports trades on
Schedule D, with losses sub-
ject to the $3,000 limit.

* Reports expenses on
Schedule C - this takes
expenses to front of return
where they are allowed in full,
instead of itemizing, which is
more beneficial to the trader.

* All assets held as of
December 31st are treated as if
sold at fair market value. The
trader combines these gains
and losses with other gains and
losses throughout the year.

* If trader takes this elec-
tion, net sales are reported on
Schedule C.

* The trader’s basis in stock
held on December 3lst is
increased or decreased by the
gain or loss generated by the
mark to market election.
