Regina C. Lafferty, 46, and 
Tommy L. Lafferty Jr., 48, were 
indicted Monday by a grand jury 
on charges of posing as an insur­
ance agency. 

Regina Lafferty was indicted 
for committing the offense of 
fraudulent insurance act when she 
took money from several compa­
nies and individuals who thought 
they were buying insurance from 
her. 

Mark Moore, of Green 

Terry Lafferty allegedly acted 
alone in committing the offense of 
fraudulent insurance act when he 
took money from the McKnights 
on a separate occasion. 

The indictment alleges the 
Laffertys took the insurance pay­
ments and converted them to their 
own use.

A single of charge of murder 
has been brought against Jacob 
Ellis Carroll in Floyd District 
Court as a result of a June 10 acci­
dent which claimed the life of a 
passenger in Carroll's truck. 

Police say a combination of 
alcohol and speeding contributed 
to the accident. 

Only 17 at the time, Carroll and 

his friends were allegedly cele­
brating their graduation from 
Betsy Layne High School the fol­
lowing day. 

While apparently racing anoth­
er vehicle, Carroll's 1998 GMC 
Club Cab pickup· truck left the 
road and struck a large tree, result­
ing in fatal injuries to 18-year-old 
Edgar Dewayne Hughes. 

Hughes, who was a passenger 
in the vehicle, was ejected from 
the truck, struck a tree, and landed 
eight to nine feet away. 

Hughes was a student at 
Prestonsburg Community College, 
a 1998 graduate of Betsy Layne 

High School and an employee of 
Velocity Market at Betsy Layne. 
He was the son of Edgar Hughes 
and Paulette Kidd Hughes of 
Dana. 

Carroll suffered a laceration to 
his head and was taken to 
McDowell Appalachian Regional 
Hospital. 

Kentucky State Police Public 
Affairs Officer Mike Goble said 
that the vehicle's air bag and pos­
sibly the use of the seatbelt saved 
Carroll's life. "Damage to the 
vehicle was very severe," he said.

Osborne principal 
sues over dismissal

Osborne principal Paul David 
Tackett, who was dismissed from 
his job just prior to Christmas last 
year but reinstated later after being 
cleared of the charges by tribunal, 
has filed suit against Arnold 
Woodrow Carter, state manager for 
Floyd County Schools. 

The alleged basis for the termi­
nation was a dispute over whether 
Tackett was entitled to take certain 
days off for sick leave. 

"In fact, the Plaintiff (Tackett) 
had a valid entitlement to sick 
leave, in that his treating physician 
(Dr. Charles Hardin) had specifi-

cally recommended the time off 
and submitted documentation to 
this effect," the complaint states. 

The suit alleges that Tackett was 
slandered and defamed by Carter 
on December 17, when Carter 
allegedly falsely told a gathering of 
media and parents of school chil­
dren that Tackett had committed an 
"illegal" act of some unknown 
description, the exact words being 
"illegal but not criminal." 

Tackett, who is being represent­
ed by Ned Pillersdorf, seeks 
unspecified punitive and compen­
satory damages.

DWS (driving while 
sleepy) can be a killer

Travelers beware - lack of 
sleep may kill you. 

Many Floyd Countians travel 
to other locations during the holi­
day break. Upon entering 
Kentucky's intestates and other 
freeways, most commuters will be 
met with a cacophony of vehicles 
and traffic. The U.S. Department 
of Transportation is asking that 
you be at your most alert while 
traveling. 

Sleep deprivation and after­
noon lulls in a person's body clock 
all too often cause drivers to fall 
asleep at the wheel. The depart­
ment reminds drivers that there are 
many false beliefs about falling 
asleep at the wheel. 

Coffee or beverages containing 
caffeine will make you more alert, 
but only temporarily. Sleep has no 
substitute. The caffeine will tem­
porarily ease the drowsiness, but it 
will return shortly. 

You cannot tell when you are 
going to fall asleep. Sleep is not 
voluntary. If you are drowsy, you 
can fall asleep and not even knovy 
it. 

The only safe driver is an alert 
driver. If you are alert you not only 
drive safely but you are more like 
to avoid the vehicle that may be 
veering into your lane or even 
headed straight at you. When you 
become sleepy, you became con­
fused and use poor judgment. 

If you believe you cannot take 
a nap, you should at least pull to 

the side of the road or into a rest 
area and relax for no less than 15 
minutes. 

Young people do not need less 
sleep than older people. Half of 
the victims of fatigue-related 
crashes are drivers under the age 
of25. 

Being sleepy makes you mis­
perceive things. If you get sleepy 
on the road do not delay a rest 
period. You should immediately 
pull off the road to rest. Your life 
and your family members' lives 
may depend upon it. 

Brief lapses into sleep that last 
only four to five seconds will 
allow you to travel at least 100 
yards at 55 miles an hour. You 
have plenty of time in that lapse to 
kill yourself or someone else. 

Time is not the race. 
Remember the saying, "Life is a 
journey not a destination." Enjoy 
the journey. Pull off the road and 
take a nap if you need it. And get 
to the destination alive together.

Members of the Left Beaver 
Ambulance and Rescue Squad, 
Mud Creek Fire Department and 
Floyd County Sheriff's 
Department responded to the 
scene, along with KSP Troopers 
Rick Conn and Mickey Watson.

The charge of criminal mischief 
was dismissed. Collett's charges 
were also waived to the grand jury. 

All charges against Jackson 
were dismissed. 

The three men allegedly partici­
pated in the theft of $8,000 to 
$10,000 worth of items from prop­
erty owned by Eugene Mullins of 
Garrett. Jackson, Collett and Rister 
allegedly took two heaters, two air 
conditioners, two televisions and 
other items from Mullins' property. 

Hackworth said the land, located 
on Stone Coal Creek of Garrett, has 
a number of storage buildings and 
houses. The perpetrators allegedly 
had entered the land on four-wheel 
all-terrain vehicles , which they 
used to haul away air compressors, 
floor jacks and various pieces of 
mechanical equ1pment. The three 
men then allegedly proceeded to 
sell the booty to a Knott County 
man. 

The initial theft happened early 
Thursday morning, October 28. The 
investigation of the burglary was 
handled by Kentucky State Police 
Trooper Mickey Watson. 

Mullins replaced the locks on 
the various buildings that after­
noon, only to find that on Friday 
morning those locks had been cut. 

Mullins had returned to the 
property late Thursday night and 
caught one of the men, who was 
allegedly on a return trip to steal 
more goods. 

Much of the booty was recov­
ered from the Knott County man, 
whose name was not released. The 
man admitted to police officers that 
he knew he was buying stolen prop­
erty. He also told officers the 
alleged thieves made at least six 
trips back and forth from the prop­
erty to his residence. 

Charges against the man will be 
handled in Knott County. 
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Debt 101: Hardknocks course for college students 
As nearly 15 million college 

students piled into university 
classrooms all across the country 
this fall, many were surprised to 
find that lessons were no longer 
based on reading, writing, and 
arithmetic. The rite of passage for 
today's young adults isn't about 
English 101 and French class, 
combined with a few all-nighters 
and weekends of parties. It is 
about getting and using their own 
credit cards and learning fiscal 
responsibility. 

The Consumer Federation of 
America recently released a 90-
page study outlining the growing 
problem of college students and 
credit card debt. The study showed 
that nearly one-fifth of students 
who carry a credit card have accu­
mulated about $10,000 in financial 
debt. Teenagers and young adults 
are charging almost $141 billion a 
year to buy clothes,.CD's, and fast 
food. 

While it may seem easy for stu­
dents to get credit cards, especial­
ly from solicitors who set up shop 
on campus, using incentives such 
as free pizza, Cokes, and T-shirts, 
they soon realize that it isn't easy 
to overcome thousands of dollars 
of debt 

Consumer Credit Counseling 
Services of Central Ohio (CCCS), 
America's first non-profit debt 
counseling company, is helping 
hundreds of college students get 
out of debt. Leisa Igo, certified 
credit counselor for CCCS in 
Lexington, says the college debt 

problem is growing due to lack of 
economic education. "Students 
should be taught budgeting tech­
niques early in their school years," 
Igo said. "These significant 
lessons should stress the responsi­
bility of paying credit balances in 
full and on time." 

CCCS provides debt manage­
ment and budget counseling to 
college students who find them­
selves in financial trouble. In a 
debt management program, stu­
dents literally cut up all their cred­
it cards, automatically canceling 
the accounts until the balances 
owed are paid in full. 

Throughout personal finance 
education and one-on-one coun­
seling, the student works out a 
monthly payment plan with credi­
tors to climb their way out of debt. 
Upon completion of the plan, cred­
itors are generally willing to issue 
credit cards. 

"Obtaining a credit card can be 
a rewarding experience for many, 
but it can also bring some people 
down, affecting their everyday 
lives, their mentality, and their 
sense of well-being," Igo said. 
"We're available when these stu­
dents come to the realization that 
they are financially out of control. 
It is our job to help them regain 
their financial security and 
improve their quality of life." 

The problem begins when stu­
dents are literally flooded with 
credit card issuers screaming, 
"instant credit," persuading young 
people to open an account and 

earn immediate rewards. It is esti­
mated that the typical college stu­
dent will receive .25 credit card 
solicitations per semester by mail, 
at makeshift tables manned by 
solicitors, in 'campus bookstore 
bags, and on b}llletin boards across 
campus. 

Many credit card offers land in 
the hands of students who have no 
income or are likely facing finan­
cial dilemmas due to loans 
obtained to pay for the cost of 
tuition and room and board. 

Yet, regardless of the students' 
financial well being, they are often 
automatically approved for at least 
a $500 credit limit, sometimes up 
to $2,000, even with no income. 

"It is not necessarily the fault of 
the credit card company," says 
Igo. "Marketers simply go where 
the dollars are, and the dollars are 
with teenagers and young adults. It 
takes a highly responsible young 
person to Jearn the correct use of 
credit. Not everyone is at that 
stage of financial maturity during 
their college years." 

Credit-granting companies such 
as VISA and Mastercard stand by 
their efforts to promote credit use 
by college students, staying that 
not all studep.ts use credit irre­
sponsibly. According to 
Mastercard, 59 percent of students 
say they pay their credit card bal­
ances in full, versus only 40 per­
cent of the general population. 

While opening up a credit card 
account can be an opportunity for 
some people to establish a lifetime

zone for others. f:\ecause of the 
risk involved in on-campus solici­
tation by credit companies, more 
than 300 colleges and universities 
across the nation have banned the 
practice. 

Dr. Steve Bisese, assistant vice 
president for student life and dean 
of students at Georgetown 
College, says the college hasn't 
allowed credit card companies to 
solicit on campus in the past two 
years. 

"We simply didn't like the tac­
tics that credit card companies 
were taking to sign up students for 
their personal credit cards," said 
Dr. Bisese. "Some companies 
would offer incentives to fraterni­
ties and other campus organiza­
tions in return for their help in pro­
moting the credit card, adding peer 
pressure for students to open an 
account. 

"Sometimes our students just 
didn't know what they were get­
ting into. It's good to have a pro­
gram like CCCS available to help 
students when they need it." 

Igo agrees with Bisese's state­
ment when she says that many stu­
dents are not aware of the conse­
quences until it is too late. "I see 
college students charging every­
thing from books to clothes to 
tuition," lgo said. 

"Many of these people don't 
understand how the interest rate 
they are paying will affect the total 
amount owed, and are quickly 
finding out that creditors don't 
always have a fixed rate. We try to 
teach them the basics of budgeting 
their money, so they can get back 
on their financial feet again as 
wiser .and more competent users of 
credit." 

According to the American 
Bankers Association, more than 
1.4 million Americans filed for 
bankruptcy last year alone as a 
result of the misuse of unsecured 
credit. In an effort to stop young 
adults from heading in the same 
direction, financial industry pro­
fessionals such as Igo are trying to 
educate both students and parents 
about the dangers of opening a 
credit card account while attend­
ing college. 

Recently, Warren Buffett, the 
third richest man in America, pro­
vided some free economic advice 

to teens and young adults: avoid 
credit cards. At a forum on eco­
nom ics at a high school in the 
small community of Davenport, 
Nebraska, Buffet was quoted as 
saying, "If you're going to make 
progress, you will not do it by bor­
rowing at 18 to 20 percent inter­
est" 

Such advice, coming from a 
man who has been so financially 

successful, indicates the necessity 
of educating the young people of 
America about borrowing money. 

"I encourage students to choose 
wisely when opening a c redit 
card," says Igo. "If they are not 
careful when making financial 
decisions, these young adults can 
ruin their credit records, and real­
ize in a very short time how in 
debt they really are."

Upon receiving the "news" that you had become 

managing editor of the Floyd County Times, I per­
sonally believed that a breath of fresh air had come to 
our town.

His instructions 
were that a motion needed to be made regarding the 
property and that the motion needed to include which 
athletic complex would be effected, fee simple title, 
and approval by Facilities Management, Kentucky 
Department for Education. 

Let me be clear, I did not intend to mislead anyone 
or withhold information to which the public would 
otherwise be entitled, but acted in accordance with the 
advice given me by counsel. .. advice that was given 
openly and loudly enough for all those present to hear. 
Once the board was called back into session, I acted 
as best I understood the instructions from our attor­
ney. 

I firmly believe that to get good leadership, you 
must look for the best and to keep good leadership, 
you must expect them to do their best.

It's amazing how much our 
choice of words affects our state of 
mind, and how much our state of 
mind affects every other aspect of 
our lives. 

For instance, the Journal of the 
American Geriatrics Society 
recently published a new study that 
demonstrates scientifically how the 
words used to describe older people 
can change their physical mobility 
and their health. 

Researchers asked seniors to 
play a brief computer game during 
which words associated with aging 
momentarily flashed on the screen, 
reports the Associated Press in a 
newspaper article about the study. 

"Positive images of aging -
words like 'wise' and 'astute' 
instead of downers like 'senile' or 
'diseased' - received subcon­
sciously was all it took for healthy 
older people to (later) pick up their 
walking pace," the Associated Press 
says. 'The finding suggests ttlat 
stereotypes about getting old can 
significantly affect how people 

function. 
"How well older people walk 

can predict their future health and 
independence. Falls are a huge 
health problem. and doctors recom­
mend exercise programs for even 
the very elderly to strengthen mus­
cles important for walking and bal­
ance." 

In short, older people become to 
some extent what they think they 
are. And what they think they are is 
influenced by the words they speak, 
read or hear. 

The same principle probably 
works for all of us, regardless of 
our age. 

If we talk about how healthy and 
blessed we are (and, I suspect, if 
we're thankful}, we'll be healthier 
and happier. We'll walk at a snappi­
er pace. 

If we dwell on gloom and 
despair, well, look out. 

My second point is that we 
should all become givers, to the 
Lord's work and to each other. 

Jesus said, "Give and it will be 
given to you; good measure, 

pressed down, shaken together, run­
ning over, it will pour into your lap. 
For by your standard of measure it 
will be measured to you" (Luke 
6:38). 

That's a promise from the Son of 
God. 

It's one of those cosmic laws 
God set in motion when He found­
ed the universe: Often we receive 
financial abundance and other 
kinds of rewards to about the same 
extent that we first give to others. 

I'm embarrassed by how stingy 
many of the Lord's people are. 
Then they wonder why God doesn't 
supply the answers to their prayers. 

When we give generously -
Saint Paul said, "cheerfully" - we 
touch off a heavenly cycle. 

God Himself repays us many 
times over what we've given, 
because we've proven ourselves to 
be people of faith and of concern 
for others.

Governor Patton 
announces state 
veterans'cennetery 

FRANKFORT - Governor 
Paul Patton announced Wednesday 
that the first of four state veterans' 
cemeteries would be located on 
beautiful, gently rolling farmland in 
the Hopkinsville area (Christian 
County). 

The long-range plan is to have a 
state veterans' cemetery in the west, 
north central, northeast and south­
east regions of Kentucky to supple­
ment the three open national ceme­
teries, located at Camp Nelson 
(Jessamine County), Lebanon 
(Marion County), and Mill Springs 
(Pulaski County). 

"Establishing these state ceme­
teries is long overdue and our veter­
ans and their families have earned 
this benefit as a recognition for 
their service to the nation." 
Governor Patton said. 

The U.S. Department of 
Veterans' Affairs (USDVA) pays 
100 percent of the construction 
costs and the initial equipment. The 
state is responsible for providing 

the parcel of land for the cemetery 
and the perpetual care of adminis­
tration, operation and maintenance. 
Local veterans' organizations and 
civic groups working with the 
county officials have been involved 
in acquiring potential cemetery 
sites for all the regions of the state. 

Fronting on Fort Campbell 
Boulevard (route US 41A), the 
Christian County site will serve 
over 87,000 veterans in a 75-mile 
radius and the active duty soldiers 
and families of Fort Campbell. 

"This fills a void in the western 
region for veterans and their fami­
lies for burial services," Brigadier 
General (Ret) Les Beavers, com­
mtsswner for the Kentucky 
Department of Veterans' Affairs 
said. "We want to have the cemeter­
ies within convenient driving dis­
tance for family members." 

Additionally, Fort Campbell will 
be better able to provide burial hon­
ors as a final act of respect for the 
veterans. 

School and district accountability 
indices release date changed 

FRANKFORT - The school 
and district accountability indices, 
part of the Commonwealth 
Accountability Testing System 
(CATS), will be released in mid­
I anuary, the Department of 
Education announced November 
19. 

The data was originally sched­
uled to be released in mid­
December, but the National 
Technical Advisory Panel on 
Assessment and Accountability 
(NTAPAA) is not able to complete 
its review of the data by that time. 
The change will allow NTAPAA to 
make sure the interim accountabil­
ity model works properly. 

"It's important that we seek the 
input of our technical advisors 
before midpoint results are 
released to the schools," said 
Education Commissioner Wilmer 
S. Cody. 

Schools already have all the 
data that will be used to calculate 
the accountability indices. In 

September, data from the first 
CATS assessment was released to 
schools, districts and the public. 
Teachers and administrators have 
been using the data to determine 
how to improve student achieve­
ment in specific subjects. 

The accountability indices 
include results from the state's per­
formance-based testing system, the 
Comprehensive Test of Basic 
Skills (CTBS) and non-academic 
indicators such as dropout, reten­
tion, attendance and successful 
transition to adult life rates. These 
indices, averaged with the indices 
from the 2000 tests and non-acad­
emic indicators, will serve as base­
lines for schools to use when deter­
mining goals in the CATS account­
ability model. 

The accountability indices from 
2001 and 2002 also will be aver­
aged, and the progress schools 
make from their baselines will 
determine their eligibility for 
reward money.

Gov. supports budget boost 
for mental health services 

FRANKFORT- Calling it a 
great day for people in the 
Commonwealth with mental retar­
dation and developmental disabili­
ties and the biggest step ever for 
state government on the issue, 
Governor Paul Patton announced 
November 17 his support for a 
comprehensive plan to boost men­
tal health services in Kentucky. 

"We're going to do this because 
we're a compassionate people . 
We're going to do this because it's 
the right thing to do," the governor 
said to cheers and applause from 
the group of legislators and mental 
health advocates gathered in the 
Capitol Rotunda. "We simply 
must make the commitment to 
care for the most vulnerable of our 
citizens. And, I'm here to tell you 
that I'll find the money and it' ll be 
in my budget when that budget is 
submitted to the General 
Assembly." 

The proposed legislation, 
sponsored jointly by 
Representatives Jimmie Lee and 
Steve Nunn would create the 
Kentucky Commission on 
Services and Supports for 
Individuals with Mental 
Retardation and Other 
Developmental Disabilities. 

The commission would advise 
the governor and the General 
Assembly concerning the needs of 

persons with mental retardation; 
develop a statewide strategy for 
the regionalization of those on the 
waiting list for services, assuring 
equal access in every region of the 
state; assess the need for special­
ized out-patient clinics; evaluate 
the effectiveness of the service 
delivery system; and develop and 
recommend a comprehensive ten­
year plan with funding in the next 
biennium to begin to address the 
plan. 

In the first year, Gov. Patton 
proposes approximately $4 mil­
lion in state general funds, which, 
when matched with federal funds, 
wi ll create more than $13 million 
for community based services. $8 
million would be set aside in the 
second year of the biennium, when 
providers have had an opportunity 
to build upon their existing capac­
ity. 

When combined with the feder­
al share, the funding over the two 
years will create over $40-million 
in new services. 

Governor Patton told the group 
that the increased funding and ser­
vices won't eliminate the waiting" 
list, "But it' ll serve everyone on 
the emergency waiting list and 
hundreds more and give us the 
resources we need to respond to 
new emergencies when they occur, 
instead of months or years later."

The driving route replace the old Jenny 
Wiley hiking trail. A tate task force e tab­
lished in 1996 examined maintenance and 
land-use issues that had led to the trail's 
deterioration.

Soak up a little of 
Puppy's next puddle on a piece 
of paper towel or newspaper, 
and place it in the area you want 
him to use, to encourage him to 
eliminate there. 
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(By the way, for thi. same rca­
son, don't use ammonia-ba ed 
cleaner ; they have a chemical 
makeup omewhat similar to 
urine). 

Fix the puppy up a little 
''home-within-a-home." It seems 
to turn people off when we call it 
"crate training," probably 
because it conjures up images of 
a dark, cramped airline crate. 
Actually, a roomy, airy, wire cage 
i more the ticket. 

A blanket draped over one end 
of the cage will give him a nice 
place to sleep. Remember that 
dogs are den animal , o a crate is 
not cruel; in fact it becomes his 
" afe pot.''

The selected area 
should ideally be outdoors. 

It should be clo e enough to be 
convenient for you and him while 
he is till little, but far enough 
away so it won't be a problem 
when he weighs 80 lbs. and has to 
get rid of all that kibble he packs 
away in a day's time. 

Carry that soggy little paper 
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towel you prepared earlier out 
with you in a sandwich bag, you 
can then pick up the whole mess 

in the bag and di pose of it. 
How often should 

you take him out? I 
can give you a rule of 
thumb, but the exact 

timing will depend on 
the individual pup. 

Older puppies have more 
control, female some­
times take longer to devel­
op bladder control, diges-

tive up ets and recent 
deworming may affect the 

need to eliminate. 
In general, take the pup out 

first thing in the morning, last 
thing at night, after every meal, 
after every play session. any time 
he seem restle s, and especially 
if you ee him starting to walk in 
circle . 

Initially, I would get up at least 
once during the night until I was 
ure he had enough control to Ia t 

't1l morning. This goe for week­
ends and holiday too. 

And notice I said take him out, 
not let him out. You are to go with 
him and see that he eliminates. 

I am running out of room, but 
since this is such an important 
topic I don't want to shortchange 
it.

Amaz·ng stories about Kentuc y peop e 
by Kelli Summer 
Kentucky Historical 

Society 
Often people do the most 

amazing thing and we 
never recognize them or 
give credit for them. Ju. t a 
quick glance through the 
Kentucky Encyclopedia will 
refer you to everal torie 
that eem unremarkable at 
face value but are really 
something when you think 
about it. 

For example, in 1884, 
Daviess County jailer, W.J. 
Lucas was killed when try­
ing to defend a black pri on­
er. Even though this wa just 
after the Civil War, the 
Daviess County Court 

appointed Luca · wife. 
Mildred to . erve as jailer 
until an election could be 
held. 

Mildred Summer Luca 
wa · one tough lady. She 
won the election fair and 
square even though women 
didn't have the right to vote. 
Still, the atte ting board 
named her male opponent as 
jailer. 

Mildred Lucas refused to 
vacate the office, appealed 
the board's decision and 
served a jailer for 16 
month until the Kentucky 
Supreme Court in Atchi on 
vs. Lucas ruled that he 
could not serve as jailer 
because she couldn't vote. 

Nevertheless. the all-male 
electorate in Owensboro had 
affirm d her for the office. 
She mu t have been quite a 
woman. 

Another fascinating story 
took place at Camp elson, 
ju t outh of Nicholasville. 
By 1864, Camp Nel on had 
become the mo t important 
recruiting and training camp 
for African-Americans dur­
ing the Civil War. Many of 
the wives and children of the 
volunteers followed them to 
Camp Nel on as refugees 
from lavery. 

In the midst of the chaos 
that was America in the 
1860s, one of the nameless 
and all but forgotten 

tragedies of wartime 
occurred. 

In November of 1864, 
armed oldiers drove 400 
women and children from 
the camp. In the freezing 
cold, many died of exposure 
and the soldiers left behind 
were given no word as to 
where their families were 
being taken. 

The Kentucky 
Encylopedia reports that 
within a few weeks the deci­
sion wa rever ed but not 
soon enough for the I 02 
who died as a result. In a 
strange twist of fate, it was 
Camp Nelson that became 
the major point at which for­
mer slaves could get their 

emancipation papers. 
AI o it is well known that 

Ephraim McDowell per­
formed the first abdominal 
urgery in Danville in 1809. 

What mo t people don't 
know IS that his less well­
known patient, Jane Todd 
Crawford, traveled on 
horseback for 60 miles with 
a huge ovarian cy tic tumor 
that McDowell later 
removed. 

After a short convales­
cence, Crawford rode her 
back home and lived anoth­
er 32 years. 

The fortitude of Jane 
Todd Crawford is unbeliev­
able. She must have been in 
agony riding that horse from 

her home on the Blue 
Spring Branch of the Caney 
Fork of Rus ell Creek 
toward Danville. 

Then. he went under the 
knife for totally experimen­
tal surgery. then got up and 
rode the horse back to 
Russell Creek.

Modem electronic war-gaming has a 
venerable history, its root traceable to the 
sophisticated "board" wargames of the 
'60's. The genre's standard-bearer -
Gettysburg - was Avalon Hill Co.'s flag­
ship. It set new standards in authenticity and 
historical accuracy but really wasn't fun. 
Today's wargames, designed for PC's of 
course, remedy that single "flaw." 
Westwood Studio's futuristic Command and 
Conquer, Tiberian Sun (CCTS) is one of the 

best! 
CCTS- a two CD set- i n't a true sequel 

but owes ubstantial lineage to Command 
and Conquer, Red Alert. Published three 
years ago, that "real time strategy game" 
became the measure by which all other 
were judged. Red Alert is CCTS's spring­
board: it offers more advanced feature , 
improved "artificial intelligence," and more 
"administrative duties" than its competing 
classic, StarCraft. 

Sadly, it al o offer orne of the same 
annoyances, things the entire genres' sad­
dled with. They include virtually no play 
instructions (despite a 55-page strategy and 
explanatory manual) and the inexplicable 
"use" of only part of your monitor. That 

great 19" inch VDT is u eles if the game 
confines itself to a "window!" Though 
CCTS installs easily and quickly, has gor­
geou third-person perspective graphics 
(but only in 16 colors!), and runs well on 
midrange speed computers with 64 megs of 
RAM, learning how to play and game 
option setup itself is trial and error. CCTS 
and the "mechanized future warfare" genre 
are complicated: the "learning curve" i 
hours upon hours. There's no such thing as 
sitting down to play and initially having a 
fine time! Unit maneuvers, learning to con­
struct buildings, money management, and a 
plethora of other issues - such as what to do 
when the game's "artificial intelligence" 
inexplicably overlooks an enemy unit it 

MUST attack or otherwi e deal with - mu t 
be tackled. 

Set on a scrolling battlefield and with 
"cut cene " of actor with the prominence 
of Jame Earl Jones, CCTS' . Jump Jet 
Infantry, Burrowing Tanks, "Cloaked Units" 
and Firestorrn Defen e Setups is highly 
entertaining ... once you learn how to play. 
But becau e of strong language and realistic 
violence, it can't be recommended for 
youths under 12.

When standard for 
teacher training program 
began to fall in the 1960 , 
so did respect for the teach­
er who were turned out 
into the nation's primary 
and high schools poorly 
trained and poorly prepared 
to deal with the challenge of 
educating the nation's 
young people. (Respect al o 
fell for school admini tra­
tors· who were becoming a 
national joke. Many of 
them were appointed by 
politically-driven local 
·chool board who hired, 
not on the basis of excel­
lence, but for political and 
often ethnic expediency. 
But that's for another col­
umn.) 

It got so bad. that in the 
late 1980s, the few good 
teachers till in the system 
admitted they were hanging 
on until they qualified for 
their pensions and would 
leave right after they got 

their first checks. 
Now, thing are turning 

around. Higher standard 
are being required in the 
colleges for teacher train­
ing. One of the new require­
ments expected to be put in 
place in the next few years 
i increased time for actual 
classroom experience for 
tudent teachers. 

Senator Jack Reed 
-(0-R.I.), a member of the 
Senate committee that 
craft federal education law, 
. aid, "Too often the experi­
ence (of tudents) in college 
is a few week of poorly 
supervised se. sion in a 
classroom. Then, upon 
graduation, they are thrown 
into a cia ·sroom alone."' 

The National Center for 
Education InformatiOn, a 
private education re ·earch 
group currently surveying 
teacher preparation pro­
grams, finds only about five 
percent of the country 's 356 
colleges require more than 
four month of tudent 

teaching. For many of these 
new teachers, it' a sink-or­
swim situation when they 
get their new appointments. 
Some have no idea how to 
deal with immigrant or spe­
cial education students. 
With a growing immigrant 
population and an increas­
ing trend to " treamline" 
phy ically or mentally di -
abled youngster into regu­
lar classe , the problem 
can only get wor e. 

Like medical student 
who are required to get con­
tinuing hands-on training in 
hospitals, students in teach­
ing program. need more 
"hands-on" clas. room 
training o they can come 
into the chool ystem bet­
ter prepared to deal with it. 
realities.
