Just when it appeared that some 
aegree of stability had been 
Teached in the long-troubled Floyd 
County School System, the chair­
man of the board of education has 
announced his plans to resign. 

In a letter dated October 4, 
Terry Dotson told state 
Commissioner of Education 
Wilmer Cody, "I feel it is in the 
best interest of everyone involved, 

• if I tender my resignation to you 
effective December 31, 1999." 

Wednesday in a call to the 
Times, Dotson said he could not 
continue to spend the time on the 
volunteer job that he has been 
spending. "It is a simple matter of 

time," said the chief executive 
officer of Worldwide Equipment 
Enterprises. 

"It (the chairmanship) has been 
taking 30 or more hours a week. I 
just can't do it," he said. "If you do 
the job and do it right, it is 
extremely demanding." 

Dotson said his business, a 
multi-million-dollar, multi-state 
operation with headquarters in 
Prestonsburg, is growing and 
requiring more of his time. 

He said he made his resignation 
effective at the end of the year "to 
give time to get a replacement." 

According to Bill Birdwell of 
the state Department of Education, 
the replacement process includes

Trial begins in motel suit

The jury trial in a civil suit 
involving the death of Todd 
Walters and Super 8 Motel began 
Monday in Floyd Circuit Court. 

The plaintiff, Fannie Walters, 
administrator of the estate of 
Gregory Todd Walters, brought the 
suit which says that the motel 
knew of the party that Walters and 
several other teens attended and 
that motel management had 
knowledge that the teens were 
intoxicated when they were 
ordered to leave. 

This order to leave, according 
to the suit, is a breech of the duty 
to provide safety of their guests by 
forcing them to leave in what 
could be a "clearly foreseeable 

~ accident." 
The suit also claims that the 

motel had allowed on repeated 

occasions persons under the legal 
drinking age to consume alcohol 
inside the prerrilses. 

Killed in an auto accident after 
leaving the party on Febmary 16, 
1997, were Walters. 17, Thomas 
Word II, 18, Forest Howell, 17, 
and Sean Alexander, 19. The four 
teens died when their vehicle, dri­
ven by Walters, left the road, sail­
ing airborne for nearly 70 feet 
before colliding into a building. 

Prestonsburg police had been 
informed that a car similar to the 
one Walters was driving had 
forced a driver off the road in the 
area near the motel at about 2 that 
morning. The accident happened 
some four hours later. 

Testimony was heard earlier 
this week, but the trial was 
recessed on Wednesday and is 
supposed to resume on Monday.

Pennsylvania for wanton endan­
germent in the first degree. Body. 
a security guard employed by the 
hospital, allegedly tried to run 
over Perry, according to the arrest 
report at the Floyd County 
Detention Center. 

At 7:48 Wednesday morning, 
it was reported that a window had 
been broken out at HRMC. Upon 
in\<estigation, a security guard 
pointed out that two more win­
dows had been broken for a total 
of three, thus far. 

1 he guard said that marble~ 
had been found near the windows 
and that the perpetrator(s) had 
probably heen using a wrist rock­
et (a device simila1 to a sling 
shot) to break the windows.

MSU students collect coats

Optician presents 
his response to suit 

In Wednesday's edition of the 
Times, it was reported that Ann 
Rowland had filed a civil suit in 
Floyd Circuit Court against Marcus 
S. Minix, Howard Crum and Minix 
Optical. 

The suit claims that Minix 
Optical did not treat or diagnose the 
condition of glaucoma or other eye 
conditions or diseases of the eyes. 
In the response to the suit, Minix 
and his associates have answered 
the complaint with the following 
legal response: 

"None of the defendants are 
licensed under the laws of the 
Commonwealth of Kentucky to 
diagnose or treat conditions of the 
eye, including glaucoma. They 
admit that Rowland was fitted for 
eye glasses and/or contact lenses by 
them between 1989 and 1998, but 

they provided no medical care or 
treatment to her at any time. And 
they are . without knowledge or 
information concerning the nature 
or extent of the plaintiff's injury." 

The response, signed by Minix's 
attorney, D.C. Offutt Jr. of 
Huntington, also says that the com­
plaint is barred by the statute of 
limitations and/or "equitable doc­
trine of latches." 

And, finally, the response says 
that Marcus Minix is licensed as an 
ophthalmic dispenser or "optician," 
meaning he can fill prescriptions 
for eyeglasses or contact lenses. He 
is not an optometrist or ophthalmol­
ogist. An optician cannot diagnose 
or treat any eye disease, including 
glaucoma, and neither Minix, nor 
any of his associate , had a legal 
duty to do so.

advertising for applications and 
putting together a screening com­
mittee to interview and make the 
selection. 

Birdwell, who has been through 
the process "at least five times" in 
this decade with Floyd County, will 
head the screening committee and 
will recruit two others to help him. 

The other members, he said, will 
be from outside the local district to 
include board members from other 
school systems and/or members of 
the Prichard Committee for 
Academic Excellence. 

Dotson's replacement on the 
board will be appointed until 
November 2000, when an election 
will be held to determine the elect­
ed board member. The present 
board will have to elect a chairper­
son from among themselves and the 
new appointee when Dotson leaves 
and the replacement is named. 

Birdwell expressed disappoint-

ment that Dotson is resigning. The 
state official said he helped select 
Dotson two years ago, after which 
Dotson was elected last November 
for a term to end in 2002. Birdwell 
called the board chairman "one of 
the top" school board members in 
the state. 

Birdwell said his office will send 
a packet of information to the local 
school system with instructions on 
advertising for potential board 
members locally. "We want to 
encourage good people to apply," 
he said. 

He added that the process will 
take at least a month. 

"The last 21 months have been 
some of the most rewarding and 
frustrating challenges of my profes­
sional life," Dotson said in his two­
paragraph resignation letter. 

"I feel it is in the best interest for 
everyone involved if I tender my 
resignation ... ," he said, adding,

"The time requirements are just too • 
great with my present family and 
business situation." 

Citing pride in the present ' 
board's achievements, Dotson said 
in an interview that he is leaving the 
school system "with some positives 
now." 

He pointed to "three balanced 
budgets in a row," a significant , 
accomplishment for a system that 
has been plagued with financial 
problems.

Although volumes have been written about school 

crime and many schools have taken proactive, some­
times drastic, steps to discourage violence, little has 
been known about just how serious the crime problem is 
in Kentucky's schools. 

But that's changing. Eastern Kentucky University's 
Center for School Safety - created by a mandate from 
the 1998 General Assembly - has issued the first statis­
tics on crime in Kentucky's public schools. While it is 
difficult to draw conclusions from those first statistics, 
the figures will provide a benchmark for future reports 
on school crime. That way schools will be able to deter­
mine whether the crime problem is increasing or 
decreasing. 

No one should be surprised by one aspect of the 
school crime report: Fights are the most common acts of 
violence in Kentucky's public schools, and boys are far 
more likely than girls to be involved in the fisticuffs. 

The center reports that more than 4,000 assaults 
occurred in or around Kentucky schools during the 
1998-99 academic year. That includes not only physical 
attacks during school hours, but also fights at school 
activities such as sporting events and dances. 

But fighting is hardly a new development in schools. 
Most of us who have been out of the classroom for 
decades can remember fist fights occasionally breaking 
out in the hallways or on the playgrountls - and boys 
were involved in the vast majority of those incidents. 
However, few of us thought of those scuffles as serious 
offenses. 

Well, most fights in Kentucky schools still are rela­
tively minor, but 875 of them were considered serious 
enough to be classified as "aggravated assaults," which 
the FBI terms as felonies. 

The center also reports 664 larceny-thefts and 151 
arsons in Kentucky's schools. Not surprisingly, drugs 
also are a problem in our public schools. There were 
2,237 drug-related violations reported on school cam­
puses. 

As for weapons, there were 36 incidents with hand­
guns, seven with shotguns or rifles, 17 described as 
"other firearm" and 394 with "other weapons." 
Obviously, any incidents involving firearms in the 
schools should be considered serious and merit the most 
severe punishment. 

One only has to recall the horrible shooting deaths at 
Grayson's East Carter High School and West Paducah's 
Heath High School to realize that Kentucky's schools 
are not immune to violence, but the statistics show that 
our schools remain relatively safe. 

The center's analysis of victims reveals 377 male stu­
dent victims of crimes and 180 female student victims 
per 10,000 students. While those numbers provide little 
comfort to those who have been victims of school crime, 
they help put the overall problem into perspective. 

The first school crime report helps identify the extent 
of the problem: future reports will help evaluate how 
effective schools are in reducing the problem.

Not a pretty 
picture 

On October 14, people throughout the 
Big Sandy watershed, from the source in 
Virginia and along the two forks -
Levisa and Tug - in West Virginia and 
Kentucky, will take a "snapshot" of our 
area's major river. 

They're not literally taking cameras 
and snapping pictures - although there 
probably will be some of that. Rather, 
they are sampling the water to get an 
environmental picture. 

They will dip sampling bottles into 
the streams that feed the river, forming 
the Big Sandy watershed. Then, they'll 
rush the samples to central collection 
centers, where they'll be gathered and 
rushed, again, to laboratories for testing. 

It's a kind of "day in the life of' sce­
nario. 

There's reason to believe the picture 
will not be a pretty one. 

Some of us have been regularly test­
ing streams in this area since early sum­
mer, and we had a kind of rehearsal for 
this snapshot day in late August. 

The results of our testing provides a 
tremendously ugly, even frightening, 
picture of our precious resource. 

In fact, the results for the presence of 
fecal coliform are so dire that Dr. Tom 
Vierheller, one of the leaders of our local 
Water Watch group, warned in a letter, 
"(B)e SURE to wear gloves and boots 
when collecting." 

The evidence of straight pipes is 
clear. When I saw the count on the 
stream I watch, I was revolted. I felt as if 
1 had been running my hands around in 
the toilet - without flushing.

ravaged the landscape and personal 
property along the East Coast, and 
that means buyers need to take extra 
caution when considering used car 
purchases. 

Flood-damaged cars are often 
sold at auctions and can tum up 
anywhere," said Jerry Rett, 
Progressive's Kentucky General 
Manager. "Hundreds, maybe even 
thousands of cars already have been 
damaged by the recent floods. Soon 
they'll be showing up for sale all 
over the country, including many 
Kentucky markets." 

That means buyers need to look 
carefully for telltale signs of water 
damage before purchasing a used 
car. A flood-damaged car can be 
cleaned making the damage hard to 
detect, and electrical and mechani­
cal damage often is hidden. 

The automobile may operate 
normally at first, but buyers could 
encounter costly repairs to comput­
ers, sensors and other electrical 
components later due to water dam­
age. 

"Buyers can protect themselves 
by looking for clues that the car has 

been salvaged from a flood," said 
Rett. "It's all in knowing where to 
look, what to look for and what 
questions to ask." 

Rett offers consumers the fol­
lowing tips when buying a used car: 

• Remember to ask if the car 
has been flood-damaged. 

• Look at the car's title to 
see if the place of transfer is in a 
state that has experienced floods, 
and if the title has been stamped 
with the word salvage. 

• Look in the glove com-
partment, trunk and under the seats 
and dash for water damage, dried 
mud or rust. 

• Check to see if the elec-
tronics work, and take a close look 
at the wiring for warning signs. 

• Check the instrument 
panel to be sure all gauges are 
working properly. 

• Look for discoloration of 
the paint and upholstery. 

"Get a certified inspector or reli­
able mechanic to examine any used 
car before you buy it," Rett added. 
"Having a used car inspected is 
always a wise choice. The expense 
can save you a great deal of money

The 1997 bylaws of SEIU/District 1199 state in Article VII-Section 5-Rights and 
Privileges of Members: "Every member of the District in good standing shall have the 
right to enjoy the full benefits of the District without discrimination of any kind, as 
follows: 

(a) To vote on contracts directly affecting the member as an employee by 
secret ballot. 

(b) To vote on all strike call and strike settlements directly affecting the 
member as an employee, by secret ballot." 

The Union members of Highlands Regional Medical Center have 
paid over $385,000 in membership dues since 1996, they have lost 
over $885,000 in wages since September ·2, 1999. All this for a 
Union that will not allow them to vote on ·a contract. 

The Union's Columbus, Ohio, leadership is prolonging this strike, destroying the 
Medical Center.'s reputation, and denying the community needed health services over 
two issues: 

• Mandatory membership in the Union for all Registered Nurses, and 

• Simultaneous contract expiration dates for the Service, Technical and 
Clerical workers, and Registered Nurses

Ancestry.com helps you 
discover family history 

(NUE) - As cttizens of the 
world's most ethnically diverse 
country, Americans are naturally 
curious about thetr past.

Remember that it is a 
narrative - let the interviewee tell 
the story to ensure .a clearer picture 
of the past. 

• Videotape your relatives. Video 
cameras can move interviewees 
from formal environments to more 
casual ones For example, ask your 
grandmother to bake bread as she 
always has, without a cookbook. 
Also, use a video camera to record 
visits to old schools or the family's 
first home. 

• Look for home sources. A 
home source can be a wedding band 

etched with a date of marriage, a 
quilt wrth the name of the quilter 
and the date of completion on it, or 
an old family letter documenting 
events. 

• Record your progress. Begin 
by writing down what you remem­
ber and what you've learned. 
Maintainmg a log of activities and 
citing all sources of information 
will enable you to use your research 
time more productively. 

• Go online. After learning basic 
information, visit a family history 
Web site and type in names of your 
ancestors. Databases, such as the 
Social Security Death Index and 
obituaries, can help. Once you have 
some of the pieces, create your fam­
ily tree online, so everyone can 
share the family history.

Federal highway funding 
measure brings good news 

U.S. Representative Harold "Hal" 
• Rogers (KY-5) says the final version 

of the FY 2000 Transportation 
Appropriations Bill includes $400.6 
million in federal funding for 
Kentucky's highways, reflecting an 
increase of $27 million from current 
levels. 

The measure, approved by the 
House of Representatives late last 
week, also provides $5 million for 
the development of a segment of 
Interstate 66 between Somerset and 
London, safety improvements on the 
Daniel Boone Parkway and other 
projects that will enhance transporta-

• tion services in southern and eastern 
Kentucky. 

"When we invest in our region's 
transportation system we also invest 
in the safety of our people and the 
promotion of jobs," Rogers said 
recently. "I fought to include several 
projects in this year's Transportation 
Appropnation Bill- projects that are 
vital to the future of our region." 

The 1egislation includes $5 mil­
lion to be used for engineering, 
design and environmental review of 
the Somerset-to-London segment of 

~ I-66. Congress provided $11 million 
for this segment in 1998 Rogers and 
Gov. Paul Patton worked together 
earlier this year to obtain a $4.5 mil­
lion grant from the U.S. Department 
of Transportation for the other prior­
ity segment of the I-66 project, locat­
ed in eastern Kentucky between U.S 
23 and the state's eastern border. 

Rogers has also successfully 
obtained $2 million to improve the 
condition of the Daniel Boone 
Parkway. The funding will be used to 
design safety improvements in Leslie 

~ County, on a stretch being identified 

by state transportation officials as 
having the highest concentration of 
traffic fatmties on the Parkway. 

The final version of the legislation 
also includes $1 million to replace 
transit vehicles in southern and east­
ern Kentucky. The vehicles will be 
used to support various programs in 
the region that arc moving people 
from welfare to work and to help iso­
lated seniors obtain health care ser­
vices. 

The measure also includes $393 
million for the Appalachian Highway 
Development System that is targeted 
to improve the distressed region's 
highways. Kentucky will receive 
$39.7 million of the funds. 

Rogers, a senior member of the 
House Appropriations Committee, 
helped negotiate the final version of 
the Transportation Appropriations 
:Sill and fought to include the south­
ern and eastern Kentucky projects.

The 15-cent increase in the wholesale rate was 
agreed on by city and county officials to help offset the 
cost of a new two million gallons per day treatment 
plant the city intends to build at Cave Run Lake. 

Based on a monthly usage of 5,000 gallons, the 
average water bill for county water district customers 
will go up $1, from $30.25 to $31.25, a 3.3 percent 
increase.

They're someone to lean on, 
someone to shoulder a burden, and 
they'll soon be available to children 
in the Big Sandy area.

Comprehensive Care. Bliss is mak­
ing tnroads into completmg the 11 
steps outlined in Big Brothers and 
Big Sisters guidelines to get the 
chapter up and running. 

Those guidelines include form­
ing a steering committee, doing a 
feasibility study, developing 
bylaws, selecting a site for an 
office, hiring an executive director

and support staff, and raising funds. 
Bliss said the local agency has a 

"firm commitment" from 
Community Connections for 
Children, a state program, for 
$20,000 and $10,000 from another 
source. 

Bliss is working with Eileen 
Recktenwald and Patsy Lester to 
get the program organized. A steer­
ing committee has been formed 
consisting of people from the six 
counties the agency serves -
Floyd, Johnson, Martin, Magoffin, 
Pike, and Knott - Bliss said. 

The Big Brothers, Big Sisters of 
America provide an array of ser­
vices to children and their families, 
according to Bliss. The program is 
based on the concept of a friendship 
between a caring adult volunteer 
and a child at risk, according to a 
development plan at the agency. 

"Big Brothers and Big Sisters 
service is the matching of a caring 
adult with a child who needs stabil­
ity and companionship," the plan 
states. 

"Kids get a relationship with a 

caring, responsible adult, they get a 
role model, they get to go out and 
explore some activities they have 
never experienced before, and they 
get to learn some new skills," Bliss 
said. 

"Big Brothers and Big Sisters 
may play baseball or football with 
them. Yeah, an ice cream cone is 
great, but it's the attention that 
counts. 

"Even helping their Big Brother 
or Big Sister wash a car is an expe­
rience for some children. Someone 
who seems to just enjoy being with 
you can be a totally new experience 
for some of these kids," he said. 

School-age children can partici­
pate in the program and can be 
referred through counseling ser­
vices, a physician, or parents. The 
majority of the children who use the 
program will come from si gle par­
ent families, where it's difficult for 
one parent to provide the attention 
of two parents, according tb Bliss. 

"If mom and dad divorce, and 
dad moves to Florida and can't visit 
with his son, if there's no sign of a

male family member around, mom 
could think her son needs a really 
good male role model. In that case, 
Big Brothers could be wonderful," 
he said. 

The Big Brother, Big Sister 
agency is a prevention program, 
Bliss said. 

"Normally, you hear about a 
child's needs after problems have 
started, but this program takes care 
of those needs before problems 
start," he said. 

Statistics compiled by 
Public/Private Ventures, a national 
research organization based in 
Philadelphia, indicate that children 
who have participated in the Big 
Brothers, Big Sisters program get 
along better with their families and 
are less likely to be referred to juve­
nile justice. 

The children are more confident 
of their performance in schoolwork, 
46 percent less likely to begin using 
illegal drugs, 27 percent less likely 
to begin using alcohol and one-third 
less likely to hit someone. 

Big Brothers, Big Sisters volun­
teers will receive special training 
from psychologists and social ser­
vices workers before they can par-

ticipate in the program, Bliss said. 
Volunteers will also receive profes­
sional support from staff at the 
agency. 

"I can't imagine any other Big 
Brother chapter tied to so many pro­
fessionals," Bliss said. 

Busines es and organizations in 
the area can also participate in the 
program through donations, such as 
movie theater tickets or meal dis­
counts at local restaurants, Bliss 
said. 

"Big Brothers, Big Sisters aren't 
paid. Typically, their expenses are 
paicj out of their own pockets," he 
added. 

Although Mountain Comp Care 
is helping to sponsor the local chap­
ter, the goal of the local Big 
Brothers, Big Sisters is to become 
an independent organization, Bliss 
said. 

"It will truly be a community­
owned and supported organization," 
he added.
