The two five-year sentences are to run 
·oncurrently.

Tax cuts hidden 

• • zn marrzage 
penalty debate 

The debate in Washington over whether to end the 
"marriage penalty" has little to do with which political 
party cares more about families and more to do about the 
merits of tax cuts. 

The Republican-backed bill that passed the House last 
week and the Senate Tuesday is touted as a way to end 
the quirk in the tax code that causes married couples to 
pay more than they would if they were single. While the 
bill would accomplish that goal. it goes further to grant 
tax cuts to people \\ho are not being penalized. which 
butts heads with the Democrats' opposition to tax cuts 
which predom10antly favor wealth1er Amencans. 

It is time to honestly trame this issue to let the 
American people arrive at a conclusion of whether to 
support it. 

The penalty affl!t'ts two-earner married couples who 
make roughly the same salary and file a joint return. who 
are put in a higher t.1x bracket than if they were two sin­
gle people making the same amount. In 1999, this affect­
ed 25 million couples, rough!) 48 percent of all joint tax 
filers. said the Treasury Department. 

It is certainly unfair to make a couple pay more in 
taxes simply because they are married. Republicans favor 
raising the standard deduction for couples to l\\ icc that of 
singles and increa);ing the income apphcahlc to the bot­
tom 15 percent tax bracket to twice that of -;ingles. 

Where the two sides differ is on the rest of the benefit. 
Not all married couples are penalized. Single-earner fam­
ilie~ or those in which one earner makes significantly 
more than the other ·1ctually receive a "marriage bonus." 

The Trcasul') Department said 52 percent of all joint 
filers. roughly 27 million couples. receive the marriage 
bonus. The GOP bill would give a tax cut not only to 
those whu me penali1ed, but abo those who already 
receive a bonu~. The House \Crsion \\ ould costS 182 bil­
lion over 10 years. the Senate \er-.ion $:!48 billion. 

Democrats baJk that this is simply a hidden tax break 
for wealthier people. many of whom are Republicans. 
The bipartisan Joint Committee on Taxation estimates 
that 44 percent of the GOP tax cut would go to the I 0 per­
cent of families that cam mo1c than $100.000 a year. 

One Democratic plan would raise the ~tandard deduc­
tion for couples to twice that for ~ingles , which would 
cost half of what the Republicans propose. President 
Clinton has a smaller plan. raising the standard deduction 
to twice that of singles only for two-earner couples. 

Few of us are experts on the tax code. which is why we 
should expect our elected leaders to avoid using sub­
terfuge. 

The government needs to end the marriage penalty, but 
it should debate the need for further tax cuts honestly.

FRANKFORT When parents 
in the Ludlow Independent School 
District visit school this month, 
they'll hear .tbout the Kentucky 
Children's Health Insurance 
Program - maybe two or thn.·e 
times. 

That's because Ludlow's l·amily 
Resource and Youth Services 
Center uses every opportunity to 
tell parents about the program that 
provides health insurance to chil­
dren at no cost. 

"We just plan to bombard them 
with infonnation about KCHIP,'' 
said Cathy Pedro, the coordinator 
for the center. 

Like last year, the center plan to 
distribute KCHIP applications at 
back to school fairs and meet-the­
teacher nights at the schools. The 
center came up with another way to 
infonn parents about KCHIP: 
whenever a child's immunization 

certiticate expires. a KCHIP appli­
cation will go home with the child. 

Pedro said the Ludlow schools, 
based in Kenton County, also 
checked free-and-reduced lunch 
forms to see what families reported 
having no insurance. Those families 
were mailed an application. She 
says after just one year. KCHIP has 
become well known. 

"Whenever I bring up KCHIP. 
people usually know what it is," 
Pedro said. 

With many students going back 
to school in August, it's an oppor­
tune time to let families know about 
KCHIP, as well as some of the 
recent changes in the program. 
Schools have become an important 
\\ ay to get the word out about 
KCHIP since a student's health is 
tied to his or her success in school. 

Schools and Family Resource 
and Youth Services Centers have 

been a key part of the Cabinet for 
Health Service's outreach campaign 
for KCHIP. As of June I, some 
49,892 children had been enrolled 
in KCHIP. 

Many schools. Family Resource 
and Youth Services Centers and 
local health departments will be dis­
tributing infonnation about KCHIP 
at back-to-school fairs this month. 

Tht! Cabinet for Health Services 
is sending flyers about KCHIP to 
more than 1,400 schools across the 
state to be handed out to students. 

More children are eligible for 
KCHIP because the income guide­
lines have changed since last 
August. A family of four with annu­
al income of $34,100 (before taxes) 
can qualify for KCHIP. 

Many families who qualified for

Long before John Rocker of the 

Atlanta Brave let his mouth get him 
into media hot water the men who 
occupy what is known as the bullpen 
in major league ba!.cball have been 
known to be a bit different from the 
rest of the ball playing br~ed. 

Back when Bohby Peller was 
blazing an intimidating high hnrd 
one past squeamish butters. the role 
of the relief pitchrr prevailed as 
<;Omething much lcs<; than is the case 
nowadays. 

"ln Cleveland's Municipal 
Stadium the bullpcns bordered the 
far reaches of the foul lines," Feller 
recalled. "The regular player!> mrely 
ventured out there. Sometimes when 
doing wind sprints I'd look into the 
place~>. They were small and resem­
bled a kind of large bird cage. I 
couldn't imagine spending a whole 
afternoon in there. We had good 
relief pitchers in my day but they 
didn't work anywhere ncar ao; much 
as the bullpen guys du currently. 
Most of the time they just sat around 
reading comic books or sending 
messages to good looking women in 
the stands." 

According to Feller, pitchers in 
the regular rotation of his era wen.: 
expected to finish games. 

''During the 1946 season I started 
39 games," he said, "and tinished 36 
of them. And in 1954, when I was 36 
years old. I had a 13·3 record and 
finished 15 of 19 gumes." 
• Relief pitchers routinely rated 
only agate type in a box score until 
Joe Page of the New York Yankee' 
changed things. In 1949 he became 
the.first of his ilk to be voted World 
Series most valuable player honol3. 
During that fall classic he climbed 
over the bullpen fence three times to 
quell Brooklyn Dodgers bats, getting 
credit for a win and a save. 

Off the field and frequently when 
lazing away the innings in his 
obscure Yankee Stadium worksta­
tion, he amused himself memorizing 
the small type on the whiskey bottles 
that were always close at hand. He 
had the disposition of a crosscut saw 
(alcohol induced) and was known to 
favor keeping hitters loose. 

With the advent of the 1970s and 
the particular success of the Oakland 
Athletics, the Jchef pttchf!r came to 
the forefront in the pe13ona of one 
Rollie Fingers. Gi\cn his A's 
"Micke) Mou,e" uniform. handle­
bar mustache and pttching skills. he 
put the "second stand' at the fore-

front of the national pastime. 
Not only did the pay scale for 

rdier pitchers experience a decided 
upturn, so did their exposure to the 
public. Thus it was the fan in the 
scats learned that the ·•guys iu the 
pen" were more often than not char­
acters of a strange stripe. 

Bob Stanley. now a pitching 
coach. uncc tolled in the bullpen and 
told this <;tory, on himself: 

"It was toward the end or the sea­
son." he 'iaid, ··and I wasn't getting 
on with the manager all that well. So 
one day when we were getting our 
clock cleaned a call comes down for 
me to go on in relief I answered the 
phone. replying. Tm either on 
another line or away from my desk. 
Rut just leave your name and num­
ber and I'll get back to you as soon 
as possible.' Needless to say. I got 
tmded." 

Pedro Ramos. a much traveled 
"fill-in" moundsman. frequently 
brought a pellet gun with him to 
work and passed the seemingly end­
less innings potting pigeons. empty 
beer cups and some that weren't so 
empty. On other occasions he simply 
took a nap, his wam1-up jacket suf­
ficing as a pillow. 

Derek Lowe made frequent trips 
to the conce-;~;ion stands. Jim 
Bouton. author of the infamous 
"Ball Four" hook which cxpoc;cd the 
mllic~ of his tcllow players. remem­
bered that card playing was quite 
common in the Yankees pen and the 
non-stop conwrsations treated such 
topics as "women, food, guns and 
fishing. in that order." 

Robert Ventura told of a fellow 
reliever who would strip down to his 
shorts and work on a tan. 

"One time we bet him he would­
n't go buck naked," Ventura said. 
"The guy did And wouldn't you 
know right then he got a call to start 
throwing." 

Bob Wickman. a denizen of the 
Milwaukee Rrc\\cl3 bullpen. said. 
"10day a relief pitcher has to stay 
more focused out there. No more fun 
and games."

The irony of the July 23 Pennsyl­
vania 500 was not lost on Jeremy 
Mayfield.

When the.) tu,slcd O\er their 
PI) mouth Fury's stccnng \vheel, 
the car o;wer vcd into the path of the 
car occupied by Jcnn Muhs and her 
hushand Floyd, hitting them head­
on. 

Ho)d wa ... killed and Jean was 
st~riousl) injured. Bolb, the driver 
of th~ Fury. \\as charged with 
man laughter and vehicular homi­
cide. hut he disappL·art'd h.:-forc the 
case could be hrought to trial. 
Bt)ll · girlfriend Walker \\ m. sen­
tenced tu 30 years in p1ison. Wayne 
Johnson was never charged ~rimi­
nally for pro\ iding the drugs that 
contributed to the accident.

Georgia, lfawaii, 
Illinois, Indiana, Louisiana. 
Oklahoma. Utah. and South 
Carolina arc among thost~ that 
aiiO\\ tlrug deakrs to bl' sued for 
monetary. non·economic and phys­
icalJn,seo; incurred as a result ol an 
indi\'idual's usc of a ~ontrollcd 
sub:-.tance. 

Supporters of these laws argue 
that without civil laws holding drug 
dealers directly accountable, vic­
tims suffering from drug related 
injuri~s are left with virtually no 
recourse. Although stntes mny 
chose to pro,ecute drug dealers, it 
is often diflicult to obtain guilty 
\'erdict-. against them, becau e 
thre-.hold-. of proof for criminal 
matters arc o;o high. 

Threshold~ of proof for civil 
matters arc lower. however. :vtuny 
states allow defendants to be found 
civilly liable if a jury finds that the 
'prepl>nderanc~ of the evidcncc'­
not evidence 'beyond a reasonable 
doubt,' as in crminal cases-prove~ 
that they should pay. 

Law:-. that make dntg dealers 
liable for the harm they cause arc a 
good idea for all of us. They act as 
effective weapon" in the war on 
crime. holding drug dealers 
accountable. and sending a strong 
mes ... age to thosl' "ho choose to 
profit from drugs-that their 
crimes won't pay.

At a time when fanners through· 
out the countr) arc abandoning their 
plows, two l•loyd Countian~ arc try­
ing to prove that rnonl')' can be made 
here in the hills in agriculture. 

But it 's not just about money for 
Kathy Friend and Otis Slone. 

1 "This i~ a labor of love,'' said 
, Friend, who'-. a partner in Big O's 

Vcggics To Go. with Slone (AKA 
BigO). 

On a piece of bottom-land, abut­
ting Middle Creek, off the Mountain 
Parkway, they are growing tornatoe!> 
(lots and lots of tomatoes). green 
beans, cucumbers, beU peppers. 
squa~hes and other delectables. 

Unlike most gardeners in these 
parts, however, Friend and Slone arc 
not growing crops for their own con­
sumption. but for sale - seriouc;ly. 

Friend is a long-time gardener. 
producing \cgetables for her family 
and friends. Slone has farmed all of 
his life, selling produce on a limited 
scale, ncar his home at Blue River. 

Using the latest in agricultural 
technology and research. they've 
combined their ~kills and interest' to 
grow produce exclusively for the 
retail trade. 

Last week, they were boxing 
freshly picked, ripe tomatoes for the 
restaurant at Jenny Wiley State 
Re~ort Park's May Lodge, which 
also buys Big O's green beans. 

Getting a jump on the season, 
Around the Clock Waffle House on 
US 23 has been buying Big O's 
brrcen tomatoes for the last several 
weeks for n new menu itt:m - that 
old, down· horne lltvorite, fried green 
tomatoes. 

Fresh-picked vegetables from 
Big O's Veggie-; li.) Go arc also ~old 
at a stand on South Lake D1ive in 
Prestonsburg at Gold Slone's 
Storage llll Friday~. Saturday" and 
Sundays from 9 a.m. to 4 p.m. 
Slone's wife Nancy generally runs 
the sales at that location. 

(One evening last week. she and 
Friend spent hours breaking up 
beans for some customers whose 
arthritis make<. that task difficult.) 

Starting today, the field on the 
Sam Fiupatrick farm un Fiupatrick 
Lane is open to public pickers 
Through the month of August - or 
as long as ~upplics last - those who 
like the taste. smell and feel of veg­
etables straight from the vine can 
pick their O\\ n on Wednesda) s, 
Saturdays and Sundays from 6 a.m. 
to 6 p.m. 

Friend said the you-pick slogan is 
"twice the tla\or, half the price." 
There's even a number to call for a 
recorded me,sage concerning 
weather and availability - 886-
1066. 

Deciding to take up farming as a 
business was not a whim. Friend and 
Slone have studied the pro!>pl'Ct from 
all angles and have sought advice 
from Ray Jackett of the Flo) d 
County Coopemtive Extcns10n 
Service. 

They'' e made trips to the 
University of Kemucl>.-y's Robinson 
Forest Agncultural Station in 
Breathitt County and have picked up 
pointers from Terry Jones. one of the 
station's resident experts on gnw.mg 
crops suitable to the mountains. 

Jones has advbed the duo on 
everything from irrigation to how to 
pack the tomatoes (first layer up:-,idc 
down, second layer with the stem 
still attached and up). 

Although Slone has decades ol 
experience in fanning, this venture i~ 
the first in which he has used tech 
niqucs different from those U!-.ed hy 
hi~; ancestors much like everyone 
else in the area. 

To choke out the Johnson grass 
that had rendered the tield useless, 
the partners laid out lung ridges and 
covered them with black pla<.tic. 

They set out the 4,280 tomato 
plants much like toba1."Co famJels set 
out tobacco, with two people on the 
back of the tractor dropping plant~ 
into holes in the plastic. whil:h have 
already been drilled. watered and 
fertilized. 

They also rigged an irngation 
system, using water from Middle 
Creek, nnd a ga~ pump. Gauges 
placed throughout the tomato patch 
ndicate when water rs needed. 

The :-.ystem allows for regular 
hoots of fertilizer to hook up wuh 

and travel through the irrigation 
pipes with the water.

When you set up a trust, you 
will choo~e a trustee whose func­
twn it will be to oversee and 
admini~ter property and assets in 
the tru~t according to your specif­
