Janet Marsillett, a former worker at the center, claims
that Ronnie Patton, her direct supervisor, sexually
harassed her.

Yellowjackets bugging you?

Froyp County COOPERATIVE

Yellowjackets with a sweet tooth
often are annoying pests outdoors
this time of year.

Colonies reach peak size in late
summer and foraging activities
intensify as workers seck food for
developing queens and other mem-
bers of the colony.

Because workers want a ready
source of carbohydrates, they are
attracted to sweet foods suc as soft
drinks, fruits, ice eream and beer.

Yellowjackets will fly down into
a soft drink or beer can looking for
food; so check thése cans if you're
eating outside in late summer or
early fall.

Workers also scavenge for popu-
lar picnic items such as ham, tuna
salad and chicken.

Sometimes people mistake yel-
lowjackets for bees; but yellow-
Jjackets' behavior and food prefer-
ences distinguish them from bees.

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Yellowjackets are more annoy-
ing than honeybees and bumble-
bees. Yellowjackets have a persis-
tent habil of scavenging for food at
picnics and outdoor restaurants.
Conversely, bees gather pollen and
nectar from flowers.

The best way to reduce the
annoying presence of yellowjackets
is to minimize food sources that
attract them.

When eating outdoors, keep
food and beverages covered until
you're ready to eat. Clean up spills
and leftovers promptly. Put garbage
in a trash can with a tight-fitting lid.
If a lid isn’t available. put trash in
double plastic bags and close them
securely.

Avoidance is another way you
can eliminate a yellowjacket prob-
lem.

Yellowjackets foraging away
from the nest are seldom aggres-
sive. They usually won’t sting
unless provoked, Avoid the tempta-

Since yellowjackets are aggres-
sive when in the nest, it's a good
idea to avoid nests that are in an
out-of-the-way location such as
near the roofline of a house.
Colonies die in late autumn. The
abandoned nests are not refused and
soon disintegrate.

Some people are extremely aller-
gic to the venom from a yellow-
jacket, wasp or hornet sting. You
should see a doctor immediately if
the sting causes allergic symptoms
such as hives; difficulty breathing
or swallowing, or wheezing. Use
antihistamines and an ice pack to
help reduce itching, pain and local-
ized swelling from a sting.

departments plus a representative
from the federal Centers for Disease
Control (CDC) in Atlanta.

Leach set up one ground rule to
start the meetling — to talk about
meningitis, but not talk about indi-
vidual cases.

Juliette Morgan, and epidemiolo-
gist from CDC, said both local and
state health departments acted
according to guidelines. Both she
and Leach emphasized that they
were not trying to hide anything
from the parents, with Leach saying
“that would be the dumbest thing
we could do.”

Leach said he would send his
children to the school this fall with-
out immunization, but he added that
if his wife said to immunize. he
would. He said parents had to make
that final decision but from a health
provider’s standpoint he would not
recommend immunization.

Leach said one reason he would
be eager to send his children to the
school was the excellent scores by
last year's third graders who raised
the third grade scores by 19 points.

Despite disclaimers by the team
that said the topic should remain on
meningitis, several parents wanted
to talk about dirty bathrooms, use of
gloves and hair nets in the lunch-
room, and the sewage system at the
school.

Glyn Caldwell, state epidemiolo-
gist, said all these issues were
important but were not likely causes
of meningitis and should not be dis-

cussed in this meeting.

The new director of the Floyd
County Health Department, Thursa
Slone, acted as moderator and kepl
the question-and-answer session
moving smoothly. She asked the
parents to work with her office on
this matter, saying, “It is your health
department,”

Leach said the teachers and fac-
ulty at the school were probably
better educated about meningitis
than any school in the state. He said
they knew what to look forand how
to report their findings.

Just do it

The local board has spoken, the state board has spoken
and now it is time for the people of Floyd County to
speak.

We have made tremendous progress in the county in
terms of buildings, supplies and other resources to educate
our children. But these things are just that — things, The
most sophisticated computer in the world or the most up-
to-date textbooks are basically useless unless they are
used. [

It is time for teachers and students to get in the class-
room and follow the Nike slogan — just do it. Let’s stop
accepting mediocre work as excellent work. Let's chal-
lenge our kids and push them as far as we can. Let’s use
those curriculum guides, programs of study and other doc-
uments that help to improve student performance.

Come to board meetings and demand that quality
teaching take place in your child’s classroom. You deserve
it and, more importantly, your child cannot do without it,
or run the risk of being forced into a substandard lifestyle
the rest of his or her life.

Parents, don't quote grades as a sign that your child is
getting a good education. Sometimes good grades indicate
a quality education and sometimes they don't. Follow the
progress of your child. Ask him or her what took place in
class. If the answer is “not much” or “nothing,” find out
why. If you are told it is none of your business, politely let
the person know that it is, in fact, some of your business:
it's your child’s life.

If you see instances where hiring is done based on per-
sonality or favors rather than qualifications, ask about it.
You won't be popular, far from it. But do you want to be
popular or do you want to improve the chances that your
child will get a good education?

Don't be guilty of rationalizing by saying, “Our kids
are just as good as kids in Lexington and Louisville.,”
They are just as smart and capable as those students, but
we know they are not being educated to the level that stu-
dents elsewhere are. If you doubt my word on that, just
watch what happens to our kids when we send them off to
college — many times remediation is part of the student’s
course work.

Do these things in a calm, civil manner and your
chances are better that improvements will be made. Work
with teachers, principals and board members, but don't be
put off.

Short-circuit the internet tax

The wish to tax sales over the Internet has only
one explanation: greed. | use that word advisedly. It
is typically thrown around promiscuously to smear
business people who earn fortunes by making con-
sumers better off. That's a bad use of the term.

But if by “greed™ we mean the relentless grasping
for other people’s money without giving value in
exchange, then that’s the point of any tax on the
Internet. This sense of greed describes government
waT.

Do state and local governments need revenue?
They are awash in it, thanks to the robust economy
in which private citizens are producing record
amounts of wealth. State and local sales and income
taxes are raking in windfalls because of this produc-
tivity. But governments need revenue as drunks need
a drink. They can never have enough. Taxation, the

forcible appropriation of private wealth, stifles pro-
duction, The economic novice might point to the
boom and wonder how anyone could believe that
production is stifled. This is the fallacy of ignoring
the unseen effects of government policy. We would
be even more prosperous if governments at all levels
were not siphoning capital out of the hands of con-
sumer, producers, and innovators.

Some people favor a moratorium on taxes on the
Internet for a few years until it matures commercial-
ly. After three or four years, taxes would be
imposed. That's like taking time to fatten the pig

fore the slaughter. If taxes are a bad idea now,
they're a bad idea later.

Inevitably, the fairness issue has entered the
debate. Is it fair, we are asked, that traditional busi-
nesses have to charge sales taxes while online busi-

As to be expected, someone has
even ¢laimed that the tax disparity
hurts the poor because they shap
online far less than wealthier peo-
ple do.

To be eligible, a school must
have a full-time media specialist
staffing the media center and a
schedule that allows open-access
to the library resources.

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The Brickyard beckons

When Bill France Jr. and Tony George decid-
ed that it was finally time to put Indianapolis
Motor Speedway on the schedule, 1 doubt if
either one dreamed that the race would become
as big as it is in such a short time. The Brickyard
400 is now considered one of the crown jewels
that makes up the Winston Cup schedule each
season.

Depending on who you talk to, Indianapolis
is considered the most famous speedway in the
world. It has that nostalgic past when it was
paved with bricks, and it has the rich history of
the Indianapolis 500 which is held each
Memorial Day.

For years NASCAR didn't want to try to butt
heads with the Indy car following in that area,
but all of that thinking came to an end when in
1993 a dozen Winston Cup drivers showed up at
the 2.5-mile track to get a glimpse of a stock
car’s first laps on a track that was considered the
sole property of open wheel racing.

As you know, the fest went according to plan
and the following year Indianapolis Motor
Speedway appeared on the Winston Cup sched-
ule. It was a record crowd for a Winston Cup
race that showed up w watch local favorite Jeff
Gordon win the first-ever Brickyard 400.

Gordon grew up in the shadows of the speed-
way al nearby Pittshoro and admitted that he
dreamed of the day that he would get to race at
the historic venue. He not only got his wish of
racing 4t Indy, he seems to have found the secret
in getting around the track. The driver of the
DuPont Chevrolet has two victories, three poles,
four top-fives and five top-10s in six stasts,

Joining Gordon as the only two-time winner

of the event is Dale Jarrett. The Robert Yates dri-

ver has finished third or better. including two
victories in 1996 and 1999, in five of the six pre-
vious Indy races,

Jarrett labels Indy as a handling race track
where you need & lot of horsepower. Yates' cars
are known for their handling ability and his
horsepower is second to none in the series,
which has to make Jarrett one of the favorites to
make his way to victory lane this Saturday.

Although he has only competed in one
Winston Cup race at Indianapolis. Tony Stewart
has a successful history at the speedway. He
started 1lth and finished 7th n the 1999
Brickyard 400. Stewart started on the pole and
finished 24th in the 1996 Indianapolis en route to
winning the rookie title for the race. He has
competed in three other Indy Racing League
races there, starting fourth or better twice and
finishing in the top 10 twice, including a Sth-

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School’s first day need not be traumatic

It’s the first day of school. You're
pervous, your stomach hurts, your
palms are sweaty, your eyes have
swollen with tears, and you want a
hug. But are you the parent or the
child?

“That first day of school is such a

transition for everybody.” said
Katherine McCormick, an early
education specialist with the
University of Kentucky College ol
Education. "It marks the end of the
time when you as the parent are your
child’s primary leachers, and it is a

milestone in the child’s life. But it is
i regular part of the family life
cycle.”

McCormick said it is OK and
natural for both child and parent to
gxpenence some anxiety when the
schoal bell rings [or the first time

She suggested that everyone should
keep in mind not what ends, but
what begins at this point.

“This is a new beginning that
holds even greater chances for the
two of you to share life,” she said.
“Someone else will introduce your
children to an idea, and they will
want to share that with you. That's a
new bond and a new way for you to
grow together,”

Parents should prepare the way
by talking to as many people as they
can, especially teachers,
McCormick said. They can tell you
what the child will be doing in class
and how you cun help, at home and
at school.

Teachers also can give you valu-
able information on school palicy,
from clothing 1o. needed supplies.
You also should talk to the teacher
about any health or other needs,
likes or dislikes and food prefer-
ences of your child.

Other parents can give vital
information about schedules, £xpec-
tations and how to deal with what
will come up, They also can be trea-
sure troves of tips for dealing with
your child's, and your own, separa-
ton anxiety.

“Early school is about how to
function m a group and in class,”
MeCormick said. *Itis important for
these years to be as good as they can
be.”

Here are some additional tips for
easing the transition into that first
day of school.

W Visit the school with the child
before the first day and meet the
people. Talk about the things the
child will do at school, and have
some fun on the playground. It will
be more comfortable for the child if
she sees on that first day faces and
places she recognizes and looks for-
ward to something that was men-
tioned during the visit.

B Give children the opportunity
to interact with other children before
school. These can be at libraries,
churches or community playgroups.
This will help them build necessary
social skills.

B [nvolve siblings in the process
before and after school begins.
Older siblings especially can help
by sharing their experiences, in

child speak.

M Get children used to the cul-
ture of school. A few months before
school begins, start doing activities
at home that the child will do in
school. Read books you've gotten
from the library, make crafts, do art-
work, and even have lunch on a tray.
This will create behaviors that will
transfer to school and make it seem
more natural,

W A week or so before the first
day, begin to practice getting up
early. Set a schedule, get the child
up and go somewhere. Be sure to
think this through the night before
and do any preparation you can,
such as ironing and gathering mate-
rials,

B Make sure your child eats.
Many children will get too excited
or anxious to eat, but young bodies
need a lot of nutrition. You may
have to keep a healthy snack on
hand at all times; especially right
after school in case they didn’t eat
lunch. Mention your concern to the
teacher, if the problem persists 100
long. As the newness and anxiety
wear off, eating habits should return
to normal.

M Get lots of rest. The average
preschool/kindergarten-aged child
will need at least 10 hours of sleep
each night. This is where a good
routine really counts.

B To help ease separation anxi-
ety for all involved, give your child
a clear signal about when you will

see her next. Don’t say things like
“Daddy loves you and will see you
later.”” First, this stirs already high
emotions and gives no definite indi-
cation of when vou will be reunited.
Make the parting positive and reas-
suring. “You're going to have a
great day, sweetie. Mommy will see
you at 3:30 p.m."” is more like it.

B If it will help and not be dis-
ruptive, let the child take a special
object with him to school. It will
help him transfer feelings of home
to school, and eventually he won't
need it anymore.

B Parents must come to terms
with a teacher’s authority over their
child. This is often the most difficult
thing to do, but it is critical. Because
children will emulate parents’ feel-
ings, the child must see that you
respect and support the teacher.

W Don't worry if the child does-
n't come home chattering constantly
about what she did that day. Shc.
may not yet have the words or emo-*
tions to explain. You may have to
prompt her with questions or activi-
ties. Avoid being intrusive and nag-
ging, however. That may make her
anxious about talking to you.

W If it will help you, don't be
afraid to have a good cry after
you've retreated—with a big smile
on your face—from the school. You
may even want to watch them play
at a distance for a bit until you're
more composed and better able to
drive.

PRIDE develops new
education intitiative

As another school year quickly
approaches, PRIDE is busily prepar-
ing for a new education inititiative for
teachers and students this fall. In
October PRIDE plans to kickoff
Project Clean Streams, a program
aimed at getting students interested in
the quality of water around them.

Karen Engle, PRIDE executive
director says “We are looking for stu-
dents in grades 4 through 12. from 100
schools across the 40-county PRIDE
region to become involved with
Project Clean Streams.

Engle said PRIDE will partner with
the Kentucky Water Watch Program to
provide training for the teachers, all of
the necessary testing equipment, as
well as KERA-based curriculum. All
that is required is that there is a creek
or stream within walking distance
from the school.

The program is open to teachers,
but also to 4-H Leaders, Extension
Offices and Kentucky Water Watch
Volunteers. PRIDE is working to
establish a database on the web site so
that information gathered by the stu-
dents can be reported and shared with
other schools outside the county and
state.

Training for the teachers is planned
for mid September.

“Many educators have already
expressed an interest in the program

and we are looking forward to hearing
from many more. This is an opportu-
nity that promises not only to be very
educational, but fun as well." Engle
said.

The Project Clean Stréams initia-
tive is in addition to the PRIDE@g
Environmental Education grants that
were mailed out to formal and non-
formal educators this summer.

What to do if your child
comes home with head lice

Don't panic. Anyone—adult or
youngster—can get head lice. Head
lice are passed from person to per-
son by direct contact on shared
objects (combs, towels, head-
phones, etc.).

It has nothing to do with cleanli-
ness and does not reflect poorly on
you as a parent.

The problem is easily managed.
Just follow the instructions below:

Check every member of
the family.

1. Look for tiny white eggs (nits)
on hair shafts, near the scalp, espe-
cially at the nape of the neck and
behind the ears. Head lice are small
grayish-tan insects without wings.
Any family member with lice or
nits—must be treated.

Use an effective head lice
treatment.

2. Several are available without
a prescription, The creme rinse
requires just one application and
protects against reinfestation for up
to two weeks. Shampoo treatments
require a second application 7-10
days after the first, are less effec-
tive, and offer no extended protec-
tion. Ask your pharmacist for more
information.

Remove all nits.
3. Gently comb the child's hair

with the special nit removal comb.
These combs are usually provided
with the lice treatment products.

Wash clothes, bed linens, and
towels.

4. Use hot water and dry on hot
cycle for at least 20 minutes.
[tems not machine washable must
be dry cleaned or stored at room
temperature in a tightly sealed
plastic bag for at least two weeks,
Items such as headphones and
helmets should be similarly
bagged and stored.

Soak combs, brushes, etc.
in hot water
5. The hotter the better, but at
least 130°F. Items should be
allowed to soak for 5-10 minutes.

Vacuum everywhere.

6. To make sure the rest of
your home is louse free, you
should vacuum, carpets, pillows,
mattresses, upholstered furniture,
and even the car seats,

Head lice cannot survive with-
out a human host. They cannot
survive on family pets. Choose an
effective treatment, use as direct-
ed, and perform the steps listed
above to eliminate head lice from
your home and to help prevent
their spread in the community,

1o college this fall, moms shed tears, fathers-clutch their
wallets, and students juggle excitement and fear. Even
though leaving for college is one of life’s expected tran--
sitions, parents and students need to prepare (o ensure a
positive experience.

Monica Groves, dean of student development at
Northwester College in Saint Paul, Minnesota, advises
incoming freshmen to look at the college experience as a
big move, “Afier living in the routine of your parents,
you are now living in the routine of the college commu-
nity. It's a whole mindset move. Research the location,
community services, even the living space.”

1t's also 4 move into the relative unknown that chal-
lenges comfort zones, “Don't be ashamed or embar-
rassed if you feel totally clueless,” she continues. “It’s
like walking into a 14-story building for the first ime
and someone asks you for a list of what is on each
floor.”

The key is to remember that there are people at the
college readily available who understand your feelings
and are there (o help. “Use these resources, ask ques-
tions, and seek information. it’s not a sign of weakness,
but a sign of maturity to séek help,” Groves stresses.

PRACTICALADVICE

The college transition will be smoother when fresh-
men consider the following:

B Leam laundry basics BEFORE going to college.

B Open a checking account at a local bank, A local
address is wise for doing business in the commumity, and
the bank can be a source for fumre college or car loans.

B Check with other students or do research on trans-
portation to grocery stores, malls, restaurants, entertain-
ment, elc.

B Don't skimp on nutrition to cut costs. Food service
participation is essential for good nutrition. A steady diet
of cheap junk food only results in illness, missed classes
and wasted wigon, ]

B The amount of reading 15 one of the biggest shocks
to freshmen. Leam basic speed-reading and note-taking
skills.

Even though it appears many students go to college
for the social life, the academic perspective eventually
takes precedence. Groves says the college experience
needs (0 be considered a full-time job, Most colleges use
the ratio of two hours of study to one hour in class,
which avemmges out (o an eight-hour day. When eating,
sleeping and recreation are factored in as necessary con-
stants. not much tme s lefi.

While many students peed a part-time job to pay for
their education, Groves recommends working not more
than 10 hours a week. “Tf vou can handle both the full-
time college experience and part-time work, a job is

“T would encourage her to take as many
courses as she can in history and English,”
Woodruff said. “She should develop strong
writing skills. I would also urge her to expand
her interests and learn as much as she can about,
well, everything. You can never tell when you'll
need to rely on some piece of information you
leamed at some point.”

OMERTA,
by Mario Puzo
(Random House; $25.95)

“Omerta” is the last in the late Mario
Puzo's mafia trilogy which so far has
included “The Godfather” and “The Last
Don.” “The Godfather” shocked readers
with its exposé of a criminal underclass
that controlled illegitimate enterprises and
corrupted public and private officials to
maintain control. In fact, Puzo probably
spotlighted the so-called Mafia more than
any investigative agency or form of
media, yet questions have remained
regarding the validity behind Puzo’s fic-
tron.

However, there never was doubt about
Puzo’s compelling power as a storyteller.
“The Geodfather,” a runaway bestseller,
when ransposed to the screen won anum-
ber of Academy Awards (Oscars). Though
“Omerta” hardly rivdls “The Godfather,”
it has thal page-turner appeal that makes

Puzo such a rousing read.

Don Raymonde Aprile, focus of
“Omerta” in life and death, has survived
the pressures from law enforcement and
rival crime families to reach an old age in
which he divests himself of all holdings
except a number of banks. Aprile’s two
sons and a daughter were reared little
aware of his activities.

That is not the case with Astorre Viola,
the infant son of an elderly Sicilian Don
raised by Don Raymonde. Astorre
becomes the heir to Aprile’s banks and his
avenger when Don Raymonde is gunned
down on the steps of New York's St
Patrick’s cathedral.

Puzo was a master of plol and there are
times when a blotter list would help in

(omerta) leads to the identity and eradica-
tion of Don Aprile's assassing.
