Victims of sexual assault include

"Clearly, adult low literacy lev­
els are a crrtical problem in 
(Kentucky) and around the coun­
try,' say · Marsha L. Tait, presi­
dent ot the Literacy Volunteers of 
America (LVA) Inc. A national.

Gov. Paul Patton hns announced 
a plan for finding new ways to mar­
ket Kentucky's burley tohacco crop. 
At a press t·onf~rcn<:e in the FFA 
tobacco displa) area of the 
Kentucky State Fair. Patton 
described some effort' unden.v<l)' 
and a new tobacco marketing initia­
ti\e. 

"Our focus is on taking the steps 
necessary to link our prcsl'nt situa­
tion \vith a promising future. Burley 
tobacco sales in Kentucky have 
accounted for close to a billion dol­
lars in recent years. This year's crop 
looks better than most in recent 
memory. But looks can he deceiv­
ing, and in this case they arc," Gov 
Patton said. 

Recent drastic changes 111 the 
economics ot tobacco production 
necessitate aggressive coordination 
and collaboration among farm lead­
ers. industry representatives. and 
state and federal government offi­
cials. 

'This industry has a dtre nCL'd 
for both short and long-term solu­
tions," the governor said. 

Patton stated that more changes 
in tobacco production and market­
ing arc on the horizon. and it is ''the 
responsibility of leadership to 
ensure we do all Y.e can to best pre­
pare ourselves. to manage these 
changes and their effects on the 
pcople of Kentucky.'' 

Patton described his efforts to 
address short-lenn concems and to 
begin developing a 'iable plan for 
the future o1 Kentucky burley 
tobacco. The short-rerm help is 
coming in the form of compensa­
tion from the National Tobacco 
Growers Settlement Trust and the 
federal Tobacco Loss Assio;tanee 
Program. 

Otherwise known as Phase II. 
the Trust comp~:nsates tobacco 
quota holders and growers for 
income losses they arc incurring as 
changes 10 the tobacco industry 
occur. This year is the second year 
of the I 2-ycar Trust Fund, and the 
Governor's office will be working 
in the coming weeks to certify the 
eligibility of tobacco quota holders.

Application forms will be 
mailed. like last year. to all farm 
operator" involved in tobacco pro­
duction. The forms will go out in 
mid-September and will be due 
hack at the ertd of October. In order 
to receive compensation from the 
Phase II trust, these applications 
forms must he completed and 
returned in a timely manner. 
Applicants will lind this years form 
looks a bit different than last years. 
Its easier to understand and easier to 
complete. 

A toll-free phone help line will 
he up and running a week before 
applications are distributed. You 
can get answers to any questions 
you have about Phase II funds by 
calling 1-877-549-2537 beginning 
September I 0. 

Gov. Patlon said he expects to 
distribute somewhere around $75 
million from the Trust. These funds 
will be supplemented by an addi­
tional $40 million appropriated by 
the General Assembly from Phase I 
Tobacco Settlement Funds. The 
total for this year will roughly equal 
the amount of money distributed 
last year from the Phase II Trust. 
Payments arc expected at the end of 
December. 

In the 12-month period from 
December I 999 to December 2000. 
Kentucky's tobacco quota holden; 
and growers will have received 
about $489 million: $189 million 
from Phase II, $260 in federal 
J1.AP funds. and $40 million in 
state funds. 

"This is much needed short term 
relief. and it will help offset impacts 
in the near future." the governor 

said. "But we also have to focus on 
the long-term." 

Patton also announced that the 
University of Louisville 
International Affairs office has 
joined wlth the Governor's Office 
of Agricultural Policy and the 
Burley Tobacco Growers 
Cooperative to help spread the word 
on Kentucky tobacco to officials in 
China. 

U of L sent a delegation of offi­
cials this week to China to meet 
with the State Development 
Planning Commission and the State 
Economic and Trade Commiss1on. 
They are sharing information about 
the burley industry with these gov­
ernment groups to continue to build 
the relationships necessary for 
doing business in Asian markets. 

"It's a long, slow process to 
establish these business relation­
ships in Asian markets. There are no 
overnight answers to the questions 
involved in establishing a business 
presence in China and other 
places," stated Patton. "We'll be 
seeking to use all the tools at our 
disposal. seeking to bring together 
as many organizatiOns and institu­
tions as possible, to look for poten­
tial new markets for our tobacco.'' 

To help coordinate these and 
other approaches and to develop a 
strategic plan to guide marketing 
efforts, Patton announced his cre­
ation of the first ever Governor's 
Tobacco Marketing and Export 
Advisory Council. The governor 
will ask to develop an action plan to 
ensure the global competitiveness 
and future growth of Kentucky's 
burley tobacco industry. 

"I am asking them to explore all 
marketing opportunities for 
Kentucky burley: to assess our cur-

rent marketing infrastructure and to 
identify the systems as,ets. needs 
and opportunities for change." the 
governor said. 

Patton said the plan developed 
should address grower concerns. 
industry needs, and should identify • 
opportunities in conventional, 
emerging and new markets. and the 
steps necessary to take full advan­
tage of these opportunitie~. A broad 
consensus among farmers. indu~try 
representati~es and govcmment 
officials is necessary to make the 
hard decisions faced by tobacco 
growers in Kentucky. 

The Governnr's Offit:e will facil­
itate a broad-based discussion or 
tobacco's future in Kentucky. rely­
ing on the expertise of farm group 
representatives. state and federal 
governmental officials. 

The governor asked State Sen. 
Joey Pendleton to serve as an ex 
officio non-voting chair of this 
group. Pendleton bring~ years of 
experience to these issues as both a 
tobacco farmer and longtime chair 
of the legislature's Tobacco Task 
Force. 

Other members of the nev. group 
are Marshall Coyle. Kentucky Farm 
Bureau. Fred Edwards, Ridgeway 
Brands Inc. and member of the 
Burley Auction Warehouse 
Association; John-Mark Hack.

1 Burley Growers' Cooperative CEO 
Danny McKinney told the Tobacco 
Task Force yesterday. 

"Does contracting need to be 
regulated'! l think you've answered 
that with all the good questions 
you· ve asked here today." 
McKinney said during a Monday 
meeting 111 wh1ch Kentucky law­
makers questioned a Philip Morris 
executive about the cigarette 
maker"s pilot contracting program. 

Philip Morris. one of the 
nation's four largest cigarette man­
ufacturers, ts entering into one­
and three-year purchasing agree­
ments with growers in seven 
states, including Kentucky. 
through its Tobacco Farmer 
Partnering Program. The company 
will buy more than 60 million 
pounds of burley directly from 
growers thmugh the pilot program. 
Philip Morris USA Vice President 
of Leaf Mike Farriss told the task 
force. 

,Some lawmakers said they were 
uneasy about the effect contracting 
will have on the farm economy. 

Rep. Royce Adams, D-Ory 
R1dge. said he opposes contracting 
because it would undercut the fed­
eral tobacco program. 

"I met with representatives 
from Philip Morris and was told 
they need contracting because, 
·we cannot get what we need 
through the auction system."' 

Adams said he disagrees. 
"They can't get that because 

they won't pay premium price for 
that (auction tobacco)." he said, 
later agreeing with McKinney that 
some regulation of contracting is 
needed. "We've got to have some 
standards to go by." 

Other legislators said they 
expect an increase in offshore 
tobacco imports as U.S. growers 
leave the auction system for con­
tracting. Imported tobacco. they 
said, hurts U.S. growers financial­
ly and may carry pesticides and 
other chemicals that arc unsafe to 
American smoker:.. 

Other legislators pointed out 
that farmers who contract with 
Philip ~lorris may be hable undt:r 
lawsuits broughr against the com­
panics. Should that happen. said 
Rep. Brent Yonts. D-Grcenvillc, 
farmer~ may have to look outside 
Kentucky for an attorney o.;incc the 
contracto; are written under 
Virginia law. 

b'arriss said contracting will 
provide Philip Morris with "supply 
security," meaning it will nllow the 
company to bu) better quality leaf 
than it can buy through the aucllon 

system. 
Many legislators. defending the 

quality of leaf in the warehouses, 
'>aid the issue is not supply secun­
ty as much as security of small 
farmers. 

"My concern is secunty of that 
farm," said Rep. Robin Webb, D­
Grayson.

Paul Patton ha~ announced 
that Kentucky is ahead of the 
national average in detecting hear­
ing los~ in newborn babies and that 
his Early Childhood Initiative. 
KIDS ~OW. is expanding that 
l'ffort. 

According to the National 
Campaign for Hearing Health. 55 
percent of Kentucky infants were 
tested this ) ear. higher than the 46 
percent of infants tc~ted nationally. 

Patton joined seven-week-old 
Hannah Wilbert of Louisville at 
the Cabinet for Hcallh Services· 
booth at the ~tate fair on August 24 
to demonstrate one of the proce­
dures that Kentucky hospitals will 
U\C to tc~t newbom babies for 
hearing lo~s. 

"The earlier we can detect hear­
ing loss in chi ldren. the more 
promptly we can treat and manage 
the problem." said GO\·. Patton. 
''E\ en small babies can be fitted 
with hearing aids. Left undetected 
and untreated. hearing Joss can 
cause -;erious learning diftlculties 
for children. 

"We know that nationally about 
12.000 babies bom each year have 
permanent hearing loss. That 
makes hearing loss the most fre­
quently occurring birth defect:· he 
smd. "But with this five- mmute 
test conducted shortly after birth 
we can identify the children who 
ha' e problems and prO\ ide the 

treatment that will help them 
develop to their full potential." 

The g<" ernor said that early 
intenention also result~ in cost 
savings Research shows that by 
the time a child with hearing loss 
gmduatcs from high school, as 
much as $421.000 pt:r <:hih.l can be 
sa\cd in special education costs if 
the hearing loss is identifit:d and 
trcatl'd early. 

The cost of educating a child in 
a residential program for the deaf 
or hard of hearing is about $27.000 
per child annually. while the cost 
of educating a child, who is diag­
nosed early, in an average class­
room setting is $6.000 per chtld 
annually. 

Patton's landmark early child­
hood program passed by the 2000 
Gl'neral Assembl) mandates that 
ever} Kentucky hospital\\ ith 40 or 
more births a ) ear will implement 
Universal 1'\e\\'born Hearing 
Screening (U~HS) program. 

The procedure to test hearing 
introduces a sound into the baby's 
ear and then measur~;.s e1ther the 
response of the ear\. internal 
mechanism (the otoacousttc emis­
sion~ test). or the electrical activity 
of the auditory portion of the brain 
(the auditory brain stem response 
test).

A: The shaft is the engine of the club.

If the shaft is too whippy, it's hard to 
square your dubface at impact, resulting 
in a unpredictable shot pattern - some 
to the left. some to the right. If your 
shafls are too stiff. your shots will go 
low and to the nght.

IT'S GOOD FOR YOUR GAME 

One of the best putters ever, Horton Smith, pioneered the technique of toe-putting, where you 
contact the ball on the toe of your putter to deaden the hit so your putt doesn't run way past 
the cup. Start by addressing the ball off the toe of your putter (left photo), and remember to 
limit your backswlng to an Inch or two (right photo) for more control. 

Toe-Putting Technique Takes 
Fear out of Downhill Breaks 

here's nothing more heart 
stopping then an ultra-fast 
downhill putt. It seems 
impossible to hit the ball 
softly enough to stop it near 
the hole, especially if the 

putt has a big break. 
One technique you should put in your 

arsenal involves ustng the 

eliminating the follov, -through portion of 
the stroke. This causes the cluhhcad to slow 
down as it approaches the hall. and almost 
always leads to the clubface opening and 
pushing the ball wide of the target. 

The toe-putting technique diminates both 
of these errors. A ball played otT the toe-end 
of the clubface rolls very slowly. This 
deadening effect is magnified the farther 

toe-end of the putter. For 
most putts you want to 
contact the ball in the center 
of the cluhfacc, i.e. the sweet 
spot. But this presents a 
problem on very fast. 
breaking. downhill putts 
because the center of the 
putter face is designed to 
produce maximum velocity 
with minimal effort. 

Toe-putting allows 
you to follow 

through without 
generating too 

toward the toe (and farther 
from the S\\ eet spot) the 
hall is struck. 

Toe-putting also allow"

end result: a slow-moving 
putt that starts on line and 
takes just the right amount 
of break because the speed 
is correct.

Playing Potential 
Does it seem like you often play a couple 
of strokes over your handicap? Don't take this 
as an excuse to sandbag, but the 
USGA says that's normal given the way 
the handicap system is constructed. Here's 
how they explain it: 

"The USGA Handicap System is based upon 
the potential ability of a player rather than the 
average of all his scores .... A player's 
Handicap Index reflects his potential because 
it is based upon his 
best scores posted for a given number of 
rounds, ideally the best 10 of his last 20 
rounds. Since the USGA has his worst 10 
scores tossed out, hts Handicap Index reflects 
his best days."

~pears Collins Burchell Copeland 
was the center of attention at a 
tWo-day celebrnuon held at her 
home in Ver-.ailles. to mark her 
99th birthday on January 9. 

One of her favorite pastimes is 
recounting her years on the farm 
were she was born (now Jenny 
Wiley State Resort Park at 
Prestonsburg), and settling in the 
eastern Kentucky coalfields fol­
lowing her first marriage at an 
early age. 

The farm had fruit trees. and 
the hill!> yielded berries and nuts. 
Food in those days was dried and 
pickled. Some root food could be 
stored in the ground or cellar. The 
cows gave milk and butter. 

Medicines were prepared from 
roots and bark. and a doctor was 
called in for critic"al illnesses­
when he4could get to them. The 
doctor traveled by horseback or 
buggy and often stayed the night. 

This talented lady has led an 
interesting life. Her biography has 
been recorded by a granddaugh 
ter. Holly Travis, and is now in 
the archives of Western Kentucky 
University at Bowling Gn:cn. 

Ill health the past year has cur­
tailed her acth ities but she still 
enjoys visits from family and 

- friends. 
~ She is the mother of seven 
children: Celestial Collins 'Titus

She participated 
in clinical trials for beta blockers, 
drugs which work to counter the 
excitatory effects of norepineph­
rine released from certain nerve 
endings in the body. Beta block­
ers are used to treat angina, 
hypertension, arrhythmia, and 
migraine. 

"I was the first doctor with 
children on beta blocking drugs,'' 
Dr. Courill said. 

Dr. Cottrill also worked to 
study high blood pressure in the 
arteries going to the lungs, devel­
oping a lab model for the contin­
ued study of pulmonary hyper­
tension. She developed a special­
il.cd type of stint for use in cer­
tain bronchial procedures. 

She is currently finishing up 
work on her Ph.D. in experimen­
tal biology. She uses all of this 
experience and expertise in edu­
cating her medical students and 
the families of her patients. 

"I try to make it a learning 
experience for the parents and a 
good experience for the chil­
dren,'' Dr. Cottrill said. Dr. 
Cottrill said she was impressed 
with the facilities offered by 
Pikeville Methodist Hospital for 
u<oe by the clinic. "The hospital 
provides a place to work, and the 
equipment. I'm pleased. It's just 
so up to date and modem. The 
physical plant is state-of-the-art.

PART 1: The Definition of Stress. 

Stress is more common than the cold. Stress may not 
be a physical illness like a broken arm, but, instead, a 
chemical operation of the body. The~e electrical pulses 
sltmulate brain activity ending your body an emotion­
al jolt. 

Although stress itself lloe~ not have physical charac­
teristics. our stress response docs react to physical 
issues. such as cold or heat. 

Stress is more than a !'.late of mind. Often our bodies 
feel like a time bomb because we arc creatures of emo­
tion. We've all been there before - feeling like we 
could climb a tree with our fingernai ls, wanting to 
choke someone to death or wishing we could shrink to 
the size of an ant. Emotions build up and, if not 
released, could surely k1ll us. 

Arc there stress-related illnesses'! Can stress kill 
you? Sure, there are some strcss·rclatcd illnesses like 
depression. which has a debilitating cJTect on your 
emotions. A stress response :-.uch as shock can kill you. 

Stress is also a contributing factor to illnesses. The 
heart atUlck victim was not killl·d by stress, hut a stress­
ful environment coupled with poor eating habits, and 
lack of exercbe can make a heart beat very fast. 

People seldom reveal the tme cause of their emo­
ttons. The outburst at v.ork, we like to ~all stress, may 
center on h~aring some bad new) about a family mem­
ber. The true picture of stress differs for everyone - it 
is all in ho\\ you read a situation. 

What if I told you stress could be good for you'? In 
our socict). stress is like the plague. but in other soci­
ctie:. stress is viewed differently. The Chinese \iew a 
lot of things differently than we do. but their under­
standing of stre:.s could change the health of America. 

The Chinese acknowledge stress, but. on their 
charts, stress is a degree in a good or bad direction. 
Stress can be negative. with all of the same situations 
attributed to working and living. But they also see 
stress as positive. You can be working in a fast-paced. 
busy and time-consuming position, but truly love what 
you do. That is an example of positive stress. 

You can race after your small children all day, feel 
like you were tied up by Indians and still land on the 
couch at the end of the day with a smile on your face. 

Your underlying approach to stress can determine 
your outcome. That moment to view a situation from a 
new perspective could lower your emotional response. 
You know that stack of work is not going an) where. but 
it's not difficult work, just time-consuming. Taking the 
difficult out of the task makes the problem a lot small­
er. 

Working with people is a difficult stress to over­
come, but we sometimes need to view the person. not 
their response. If you work with someone you do not 
like, it is probably not the person you do not like, but 
something that person did. Your co·worker has family 
and responsibilities just like you; we are not identical in 
life, but we share a similar love for self and family. 

So the next time you feel overwhelmed with a situ­
ation or life. take a walk and view the world through 
different eyes. Smelling the roses could be good med­
ical advice. ... • At the Floyd County Chamber of Commerce, we are 
excited about our upcoming seminar.
