A Floyd County grand jury returned an indictment yesterday 
against Tarah L. McCann. 21, of Spring Hill. Florida. 

McCann is charged with committing the offense of lirst­
=_..,= degree wanton endangerment and 

first-degree criminal facilitation to 
commit robbery. 

Both charges are in connection 
with an incident that occurred on 
October 24 in which an armed rob­
bery was committed at the Lee's 
Famous Recipe Restaurant on North 
Lake Drive. 

Joe Lee Wells, 27, of Miami, 
Aorida, has been charged with com­
mitting the robbery. According to

Murder 
charge 
dropped 
Collins could still face 
charge of violating EPO

four days before Christmas, a Floyd County grand jury 
1 decided that no one should be held responsible for the 

Easter Sunday shooting death of a Prestonsburg man. 
The grand jury returned a "no true bill" in the case 

against Ernest E. "Bucky" Collins, 46. of Prestonsburg, 
ordenng the dismissal of a murder charge for the shooting 

' of Henry Clifton. 49. of Prestonsburg, "irrespective of the 
fact that a death occurred by gunshots fired by Ernest E. 
Collins." 

Collins had been charged with murder following the 
incident. which took place April 23 at Jenny Wiley Village 
in Lancer. 

According to reports at the time, Collins was visiting 
the home of his estranged wife's parents across from 
Jenny Wiley Villag~ when Clifton pulled in to the gas sta­
tion. The two men became embroiled in an argument, 
~;houting at each other across the road. 

Shortly after Collins drove his truck across the road to 
Jenny Wiley Village. both men !ired shots at each other. 
Clifton teportedly tired one shot from a 9 mm handgun, 
\\hile Collins fired fi\e shots from a snub-nosed .38 spe­
cml. While Clifton's shot missed. Collins' <.hots proved 
lethal. 

An ctutopsy following the shooting revealed that 
Clifton had b\.·en shot four times - three times in the 
chest, \\ ith one bullet lodged in his collarbone. 

Following the incident, Collins left the scene. only to 
drive to the Prestonsburg Police Department to tum him­
self in. At the time, Collins told police that Clifton had 
fired first and that he shot back in self-defense. 

On Thursday. after interviewing a dozen witnesses 
identified by Clifton's family and investigating officer 
George Tussey the in eight months since the shooting, the 
grand jury apparently agreed. 

'"We belie\'e the evidence shows that the victim fired 
the first shot at the defendant ... before Ernest E. Collins 
returned fire.'' the grand jury said in a report issued in con­
junction with its findings and ~igned by the jury foreman. 
''Under these circumstances. the evidence cannot support

The Selective Service System 
has added a change of address page 
toiLs web site that will allow young 
men to update their registration 
information on-line. 

Federal law requires that young 
men. ages I R through 25. notify 
Select1ve Service within I 0 days of 
an address change. The addition of 
the new web page will make fulfill ­
ment of this legal requirement easi­
er and more convenient 

'This miahve corresponds to the 
Agency's vision of increased cus­
tomer service." said Gil Coronado, 
director of Select1vr Servic~. who 

· first initiated on-line registration, in 
1998. "For two decades. men could 
only go to the post office to obtain a 
Selective Service Change of 
Address Fom1. This new web page 
will make the process more conve­
nient for men who have Internet 
aCCC\S,

It is also expected to reduce the 
agency's printing and procc~~ing 

costs, while sa\ ing young men the 
cost of first clas" postage to mail the 
change of address form. 

Any man who is registered, and 
was born after 1959, can update his 
address information by connecting 
to the Selective Service Web site at 
www.sss.gov. He chcks on a link to 
the "change of address" page, types 
his new information, clicks the 
Submit button, and he is done. He 
can also check a box if he wants to 
receive an updated acknowledg-

scene and McCann was allegedly 
waiting for him in the getaway car. 

Off1cer Steve Little of the 
Prestonsburg Police Department 
alleges that as he was stopping vehi­
cles on Central Avenue in order to 
alert area residents and make 
inquiries, McCann drove her car 
straight toward him with no attempt 
to slow down. 

Little has testified that he had to 
jump away from the path of the car 
in order to avoid being hit. He also 
attested that he made direct eye con­
tact with McCann as he was order 
ing her to stop the whicle. 

McCann was arrested later that 
same evening and has remained 
lodged in the Floyd County 
Detention Center since her arresL 

Wells was arrested a few days 
later in West Virginia and is, report­
edly, still being detained in the 
Mingo County Jail.

Moreover, Selective Service reg­
istration is linked to many benefit!> 
such as eligibility for federal stu­
dem loans and grants. training pro­
grams under the Workforce 
lnvestment Act (WLA), federal jobs 
in the executive branch of the U.S. 
Government, and jobs with the U.S . 

Postal Service. 
.'v1orc than half of the states have 

enacted legislation that links bene­
fits ~uch as state tuition assistance 
and eligihility for state jobs to reg­
istration. Also, Delaware and 
Olkahoma have legislation which 
connects Selective Service registra­
tion with a man' s application for a 
driver's license. Additionally. male~ 
immigrant~ who arc in the U.S. 
when they ure 18 through 25 years 
old may be denied U.S. citizenship 
if they fall to rcgi~ter. 

Although the U.S. relies on an 
all-volunteer military today, the 
Selective Service System and the 
registration program help America 
remain prepared to reinstate a time­
ly and fair draft in a future crisis.

"However. the grand jury views 
this homicide as having been avoid­
able," the report reads. " I f the 
defendant, Ernest E. Collins had fol­
lowed the then-existing orders of 
the court directing him to not be 
ncar his wife's residence or to have 
a gun in his possession. this event 
would not have occurred. 

"This shooting happened in part 
because the defendant violated both 
of these portions of the court order. 
The grand ju£) recommends the 
investigating officer or the appropri ­
ate court take all steps necessary to 
hold the defendant accountable for 
any violation of the court's domestic 
violence order, both in local court 
and at the federal level."

was unfortunate, he believes the 
grand jury came to the correct con­
clusion. 

" ... I strc!oos to our citizens that a 
terrible incident has happened in our 
county." Turner <oaid in the state­
ment. "A man was killed by gunfue 
in a public area. The refusal of the 
grand jury to indict in such a situa~ 
tion ~hould only occur when there is 
clear, strong and independent evi­
dence of self-defense. In this partic­
ular situation, such evidence exist­
ed." 

Turner also justified the lengthy 
grand jury investigation as appropri­
ate to the case at hand. 

''Because this case involved a 
claim of self defense by the defen­
dant. supported by eye witnesses, I 
have done everything possible to 
sec that this matter was fu!Jy inves­
tigated," Turner said. "Any time -
someone dies at the hands of anoth-~ 
er, the grand jury must thoroughly 
revie\\ the e\ idence and determine 
\\ hether an indictment is warranted. 
We met with members of the vic­
tim's family and then subpoenaed 
and questioned under oath every 
witness the family identified. We 
also did this with all other persons 
identified by the investigating offi­
cer.''

Too many? 

While Kentucky's modem system of electronic voting 
cast the state in a positive light during the controversy 
over archaic methods of voting still common in Florida 
and most other states, that does not mean this state is free 
of election-related problems. 

Indeed, in 12 Kentucky counties- eight of them in 
Eastern Kentucky -- the number of registered voters 
exceeds the number of adults of voting age counted in 
those counties by the U.S. Census Bureau. 

This apparent discrepancy is e• idence of voter fraud 
being "deeply embedded in some pans of Kentucky," 
said Secretary of State John Y. Brown III, the state's top 
election official. 

"If you keep deceased people on the rolls, or people 
who move away, you suddenly have them voting or ask­
ing for an absentee ballot," said Brown. 

But the problem is far less scandalous than that, said 
Jim Elmore, county clerk in Clinton County, where regis­
tered voters outnumbered adult residents 7,546 to 7, 128. 

"The census is wrong," said Elmore. " ... So many 
people living out here will not fill out their census forms 
because they don't want to be counted." But those same 
people will register to vote. 

Who's right? Probably both of them. but regardless of 
the reasons, discrepancies in census and voter registration 
records uncovered by Scripps Howard News Service 
point to a need for Kentucky to pare its voter registration 
lists to remove the names of voters who have died, who 
no longer live in the county and who are registered in 
more than one precinct. 

That won't be easy, Brown said. Under the federal 
Motor Voter Law. individuals can now register to vote 
when signing up for welfare, picking up food stamps, 
renewing their driver's licenses, or utilizing any of a 
number of other government services. 

On the positive side, the law has greatly increased the 
number of registered voters in Kentucky. But Brown says 
it has also increased the number of Kentuckians who­
perhaps unknowingly, perhaps purposely- are regis­
tered more than once. 

Changes in the Jaw also have made it more difficult to 
purge a voter's name. No longer can the names of those 
who have not voted for a specified period simply be 
purged. An attempt now must be made to notify those 
voters, and Brown said that is time consuming and sel­
dom done. 

Before doing any widespread purging of the voter reg­
istration list, Kentucky would be wise to look at the 
problems in Florida. It appears that some Florida resi­
dents were incorrectly purged from voter rolls on the sus­
picion that they were felons, representing themselves as 
someone who had died or was mentally incapacitated. 

The problems were so widespread that some critics are 
suggesting that it was some sort of nefarious Republican 
plot to keep blacks from voting. Yet, they offer no evi­
dence to suggest that it was anything more than a blunder.

He said that during the time of 
Christ's binh, that the people of the 
world were very avid and careful sky­
watchers. They were quite aware that 
during certain periods. the nights 
became longer and the days colder. and 
vice-versa for the summer months. 

They also took notice of comets and 
shooting stars and actually believed that 
comets wen! to be feared, that they 
brought with them destruction in some 
form or another.

A new moon will glide in fron·t 
of the sun on December 25 and pro­
duce a rare Christmas event - a 
partial solar ecl1pse. 

Ra} Shubinski. director of the 
East Kentucky Center for Science, 
Mathematics & Technology (EKC­
SMT) in Prestonsburg. has no idea 
when a solar eclipse has happened 
on Christmas Day. "It's an extreme-

' ly rare occurrence. It just doesn't 
happen very often. It may never 
have happened. Nobody's 
checked." he says. 

The eclipse 1s also the last to 
occur in this mille nnium. according 
to Shubinski. "Astronomer:-. univer­
sally agree that December 31, 2000. 
is the official last day of the old 
millennium," he explains. 

A solar eclipse occurs when a 
new moon passes in front of the 
sun. A ne\\ moon occurs on 
Dece mber 25 this year. and that's 
when part of 1ts shadow will fall 
across the Earth. 

" If the geometry is just right. 
you can see a total eclipse, when 
the moon completely blocks the 
sun. Most of the time, however. 
only a partial eclipse will occur. 
This time. 72 percent of the sun's 
diameter will be obscured by the 
new moon as seen from Canada." 
the EKCSMT director says. 

> NEW MOON RISING 
During a new moon phase. the 

moon and sun are in the same part 
of the sky and the moon can't be 
seen for the glare of the sun.

$26.800 o( a property's assessed value. This is aS I .400 increase over 
the 1999-2000 exemption. which presently stands at $25,400. 

The Homestead Exemption will prO\ ide property tax savings of 
approximate)) $90 million dollars to more than 325,000 elderl) or 
disabled Kentuckians during the 2000 tax year. 

To qualify for the Homestead Exemption. a person must be at least 
65 years of age during the tax. year O" have been classified as totally 
disabled by any puhlic or private retirement system. Totally disabled 
homeo\\ners must also be receiving payments connected to their dis­
ability. Eligible property must also be owned, occupied and main­
tained hy the taxpayer as a permanent residence on the January I 
assessment date. 

Any qualified person wishing to apply for a Homestead Exemption 
should contact the Property Valuation Administrator of his or her 
county.

says Shubinski, is that it could have 
been an aligning of planets that cre­
ated the brilliance seen in the sky.

But, I'm not clear on why 
only certain wise men would have 
noticed this occun·ence - what 
about the other sky-watchers? 

I am clear on one thing, though, 
and that thing is that if we can put 
aside what is clearly evident and 
tangible to us. which we must do in 
order to believe in God, so. then, we 
can believe that God exists anti that 
He parted the Red Sea and that He 
set the sun. the moon and the stars 
in the Heavens and that He brought 
forth His Only Son into the world

Shubinski advises that viewing 

the partial eclipse can be harmfu l.

will it be safe to look directly at the 
sun." he warns. "If you look direct­
ly at the sun. it can damage your 
eye:., but you may not notice any 
changes for several days or weeks. 
I ooking at an eclipse can cause 
both partial and total blindness. It's 
not something to mess around 
with." 

He also cautions about getting a 
close-up vtew of the eclipse. 

" If you own a telescope or 
received one for Christmas, under 
no circumstances look through the 
telescope at the <>un. It will immedi­
ately blind you. 

"The only thing 1 can recom­
mend is a No. 14 welder's glass. 
The g lass will safely block the sun 
so you can view it directly." 

The welder's glass will screen 
the sun's strong rays. according to

Look inside the box and you 
will sec the projected image of the 
sun. You can sec the entire eclipse 
that way.''

Every sport has rules: 

they' rc necessary for fair 
competition. But not all 
contests arc the same, and 
under different circum­
stances, the rules of a game 
can change. For example. 
the rules of nag football 
differ from those of the 
NFL. Olympic ski racers 

Why can't we do the same 
with golf? I propose three 
sets of rules for playing in 
different circumstances. All 
you have to do is make sure 
you announce beforehand, 
as 007 did, which set you 
intend to abide by: 

I. Stri~t Rules of Golf, as 
laid out in the USGA 
rulebook. These are for 
formal competitions. 

3. Field Rules, where you 
agree to play by the same 
rules as the field you're 
playing in.

Field rules are great for 
friendly competition, and

Staying Behind the Ball 
Is Key to Power off Tee 

PGA star Juli Inkster gets 
maximum power out of 
every drive. A close exami­
nation of her swing at . 
impact and in her follow­
through can help us under­

stand how she does it. 
In the left-hand photo above. just before 

impact, she's on the inside rim of her back 

Inkster fully releases the leverage in her 
wrists and slings the club past her neck, 
which is in a rock-solid position behind 
the ball. Throughout her swing, she turns 
her shoulders around the axis of her 
inclined spine. Her shoulders come level to 
the ground only after her spine straightens 
at the finish of her swing. 

Note in the right-hand photo that 
Inkster has marvelous foot, but her back heel 

hasn't flipped over yet. If 
you were directly behind 
her, looking down the target 
line, you couldn't see all of 
the spikes on her back shoe 
at this point. That's a sign 
that she didn · t push off 
with her back foot. a 
mistake that would cause 
her to slide ahead of the 
ball. Instead, she lets her 
back foot be pulled up and 

Classic finishing 
position of a

back ~eg bent at the 
knee and the back 

extension after hitting the 
ball. with her arms 
straight. showing the 
velocity of the club down 
the target line. It's th1s 
velocity that pulls her up 
into her follow-through 
position. Her arms swing 
through and she finishes 
in an upright position with 
her hands and arms over 

foot on its toe. 

around by her swing 
momentum. 

The triangle formed by her arms and 
shoulders is back in front of her body, 
allowing her to square the clubface to the 
ball at impact. Note that her chest has not 
swiveled to the left very much; she meets 
the impact requirement Jack Nicklaus 
calls, "shirt buttons to the ball." 

her shoulders. 
This is the classic finishing 

position of a great player: facing the target 
with her back leg bent at the knee and her 
back foot on its toe, used as a rudder for 
perfect balance. If you were standing 
behind her now. you could see all the 
spikes on her back shoe because it's only at 
this point that her heel is pulled around 
into its '"rudder" position.

Choose Your Bounce 
ere's a surprise from the year-end PGA Tour 
stats: Steve Elkington, even though he played in 

17 events, won only $232,785 and finished 157th on 
money list. 

Owner of one of the best swings on tour, Elkington 
had poor health for the Last two years (he's had 

~u-.,uu,5,tis three times in his career), and it shows up 
in his putting where he averaged 30.22 putts a 

(192nd on tour) with 1.826 putts per hole, 
placed him a horrible I 88th. 

Elkington is a world-class player and certainJy not 
another pretty swing. He's won I 0 times on the 

Tour. incJuding the prestigious Players 
pionship (1991, 1997), the 1992 Infiniti 

of Champions and the 1995 PGA 
pionship. If he's healthy, look for him to have a 

big year in 200 I. 
One of the most unexplainable slumps belongs to 

Sandy Lyle. who played in 18 events in 2000 and 
finished 164th on the money list. His best year on the 
PGATour came in 1988 "hen he won three times 
and finished seventh on the money list with 
$726.934. 

But now everything is off for this former Masters 
champion. and he's been off-form for years. He's 
paying the price for tinkering with his swing!Last 
year he went so far as to actually stop for three or 
four seconds at the top of his swing before 
continuing! What he needs is a rest. Lyle is 42. and if 
he relaxed for five years and got rid of all his wacky 
swing thoughts. he could be reborn on the Senior 
Tour.

The volcano's image is indelible: hot, 

orange-red lava bursting out of the earth 
with an explosion, then oozing slowly and 
ominously down the mountain slope, sear­
ing everything in its path. The natural 
forces behind these disasters, however, 
often remain a mystery. 

The World of National Geographic goes 
inside live volcanoes to discover the truth 
about these powerful and deadly natural 
phenomena. "Volcano!" airs Tuesday, 
December 26. at 8 p.m .• on KET. Stacy 
Keach narrates. 

Some volcanoes, like Hawaij's Mount

Hawaii would 
not exist, nor would the Caribbean Islands. 
In fact there would be little land mass at 
all, as volcanoes build new land yearly. 

As the program looks at what scientists 
know about the cause of volcanic erup­
tions. it also pays tJ·ibute to the volcanolo­
gists and other researchers who have lost 
their lives attempting to unravel the mys­
teries behind these deadly, unpredictable 
blasts.

In a September hearing before an 

employee appeals panel in Droghcda. 
Ireland, Paula Levins. 36, claimed her dis­
missal by the accounting firm M.A. 
Whately was retaliation for her unwilling­
ness to share an office with an excessive!) 
flatulent co-worker and that she should get 
her job back. Levins said she was pregnant 
at the time and that the man's gas exacer­
bated her nausea. especially in the winter 
when windows were closed. 

In arguments to a federal appeals court.
