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Death toll higher over
Fourth of July weekend

The state death toll rose dramatically
for the July Fourth holiday, according to
the Kentucky State Police,

Preliminary statistics show that 16
people were killed in 11 waffic related
accidents, compared to just five in the
same period last year.

The Indepedence Day holiday weekend

mae the deadliest on Kentucky's roadways

since 1996, when 17 people were killed.
The holiday weekend was five days in
comparison to the uvsual four-day week-
end.

Of the 11 fatal crashes the KSP reports
that five were alcohol-related, contribut-
ing seven deaths, nearly half of the fatali-
ties recorded, Eight of the victims were
not wearing seatbelts, Two of the crashes
and fatalities involved motorcycles. The
victims were wearing helmets.

Seven of the fatalities involved six sin-
gle vehicle crashes. Four two-vehicle
¢rashes resulted in six fatalities and a four-

Big Sandy hurt by counties
reneging on assistance,
emphasis on Pike County

The expansion of the Big Sandy Regional Airport could
be put on hold indefinitely if the airport cannot access
funding to match incoming grants.

According to members of the airport’s board of directors
support for the airport has fallen off in the last few years.
Floyd County board member Jim Calhoun and Martin
County member John Crum

said the four county govern- *
ments made a gentlemen's wish we could
agreement to support the be put in the
airport by donating $5,000 (counties')
each annually.

With the exception of budgets
Floyd and Martin counteis, somehovs’
donations from the counties
have not come in over the — Duell Sturgill

last four years, the two said.
Floyd County treasurer David Allen reported a $4,000
donation was made last year by Floyd County and Crum
reported that Martin County has kept its commitment over
the years.
The rise in aviator fuel costs has caused recreational avi-
ators to reduce their time in the air, resulting in a loss of
fuel sales, said Calhoun.
Combined with the folding of Branham and Baker Coal,
which reserved rental space for aircraft at the airport, and
the seiling off of two airplanes and a helicopter by Marshall
Lessing, the airport is feeling a financial pinch.
Bob Momrison, former operator of the airport, recently
submitted his resignation, citing a lack of finances to keep
operations going. The board was left to run activities at the
airport until another operator was found in the person of
Gary Cox of Warfield.

According to Crum. the board of directors was able to

A computer speedily dials through a
database delivering a recorded message to
residents or even emergency service per-
sonal. The system will save time and
reduce human error in a quick calling sys-
tem that can be used 1o access residential
and business phones, personal pagers,
handheld radios, and even cell phones.

Chemical spills, tornado alerts or other

natural disaster wamings can be transmit-
ted in a hurry. May explained the system
can also be used to transmit school closings
and boil water advisories.

The system will use existing phone lines
and receive inbound calls while transmit-
ting outbound calls. It can also record who
has been contacted and the calls that have
been responded to.

The Communicator is made by Dialogic
Communications and is being provided
free by the state to Floyd County and coun-
ties throughout Area 9 of the state’s
Emergency Management offices. The com-
puter, software, printer, and five years of

on-site service are included in the package.

May said Area 9 is the first in the state
to receive the technology, which puts the
region at the forefront of emergency com-
munications. Area 9 includes the counties
of Floyd., Greenup, Boyd, Elliott,
Lawrence, Johnson, Martin, Magoffin and
Pike.

the authority to confiscate tobacco
products if minors have the prod-
ucts in plain sight.

M House Bill 619 will eliminate
the requirement that motoreyclists
have proof of health insurance in
order w ride without helmets,

B House Bill 355 will prohibit a
court from granting parental visita-
tion rights to a parent convicted of
murder or manslaughter, unless the
court determines that visitation is in
the child's best interest.

M House Bill 347 will require
that public schouls in Kentucky be
closed each third Monday in
January in observance of the birth-
day of Martin Luther King Jr. Most
schools already have a policy of
closing that day, but this law will
ensure that there are no exceptions
in honoring the slain civil rights
leader.

B House Bill 722 will put teeth
into laws against poaching by mak-
ing it illegal for poachers to shine
spotlights into fields at night while

illegally hunting. This prohibition
against “spotlighting”™ won't apply
to people legally hunting or
engaged in other lawful activities.

B House Bill 266 repeals the
statute prohibiting students from
having pagers in public schools.
The law will requiire school districts
to form their own policy on student
possession of telecommunication
devices.

M Senate Bill 52 will prevent a
parent who abandons a ¢hild in the
last year of that child's life from
sharing in' any inheritance, includ-
ing: insurance progeeds stemming
from the child's death

B House Bill 123 will make
Kentucky agate the official state
rock.

B House Bill 70 will exempt
religions nonprofit groups from
civil rights laws pertaining to their
public accommodations. Under this
new law, churches will not be
forced to let groups with different
beliefs use their accommodations,

such as campgrounds or reception
halls. Gov. Paul Patton vetoed this
bill, but the General Assembly had
the support to override that veto.

M Senate Joint Resolution 57 will
ensure that the Ten Commandments
can be displayed in Kentucky's pub-
lic schools as part of a historical dis-
play illustrating how the Bible and
the Ten Commandments have influ-
enced the faith, morals, and charac-
ter of American leaders who shaped
American law, public policy, and
institutions,

M House Bill 608 will help pro-
tect children under eight years of
age from being left unattended in
cars during dangerously hot weath-
er. Under the legislation, a person
who causes a child’s death by leav-
ing the child unattended in a vehicle
will face second-degree manslaugh-
ter charges,

M Senate Bill 68 establishes a
pledge of allegiance to the
Kentucky flag. The pledge, which
was the brainchild of Kentucky

schoolchildren, declares allegiance
to “one Commonwealth, blessed
with diversity, natural wealth, beau-
ty, and grace from on High."”

B House Bill 52 will prevent dri-
vers from driving too fast or too
close when passing police cars
parked along the side of the road
with emergency lights flashing.
According to the legislation, drivers &
approaching an emergency vehicle
with flashing lights will have to
move to a lane away ‘from the
parked vehicle. If there aren't
enough lanes on the road to do that,
drivers must slow down to a safe
speed while passing the vehicle,

B House Bill 465 will require
children under 12 to wear life jack-
ets on most boats in Kentucky. This
law won’t apply to children on large
passenger boats, such as one of
Kentucky's historic steamboats.

B Senate Bill 332 will allow a
sentencing court to order prisonerswy
to reimburse the expenses incurred
while being held in county jails.

Eariler this year, Congress
included money for a new instru-
ment landing system at the Pike
County Airport in the federal bud-
gel, The new ILS will allow planes
to make an instrument approach
into the airport within 200 feet of

the runway in any kind of weather.

Both Pike County and Big Sandy
are currently using Global Satellite
Positioning and a YOR system that
allow aircraft to homé in on the air-
port and land, but pilots must stll
rely heavily on their sense of sight,
hampering airport traffic in overcast
ar rainy weather.

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fic to land in Pikeville that would
have probably landed at Big Sandy,
Crum said. The Pike County Airport
reports that 10 to 12 planes frequent
the airport daily.

The airport boasts a recently
extended runway that is 5,500 feet
in length but the tarmac cannot han-
dle heavyweight planes.

Big Sandy cumently accompa-
nies planes at 30,000 pounds in
weight and is scheduled to double
that capacity soon if it can match
government funds.

The strengthening of the ninway
is expected to cost $1.1 million to
overlay. Ninety-five percent of the
funding will be appropriated by the
federal government while the
remaining 10 percent is equally
split by state and local govern-
ments, Crum reported the project
has been in planning for the last five
years.

Johnson County member Duell
Sturgill said the advantage Big
Sandy has over Pikeville is room to
expand. While Pikeville has
reached or is at its runway expan-
gion limits, Sturgill said the rnidge
Big Sandy is on could allow a run-
way growth to 7,000 feet if needed.

“The best thing we have going
for us is that there is more than
enough property,” Sturgill said.

The existing runway is 5,000
feet in length the airport is a fre-
quent landing area for Hustler pub-
lisher and Magoffin County native
Larry Flynt, who arrives via a Gulf
Stream jet. A project to expand the

runway by 1,500 feet in length was
previously on the agenda.

Big Sandy Airport officials are
hoping to gain further traffic with
the influx of future prison traffic but
Sturgill said further industrial
development in the area would help.

“We are working with the Big &
Sandy Industrial Development
Authority,” said Sturgill. “We have
been talking with them in regards to
the use of the airport to allow indus-
trial companies to come into the
area.”

Sturgill said it is almost like the
age-old question of which comes
first, the chicken or the egg — the
airport’s growth because of indus-
trial development or industrial
development because the airport's
growth. Ashland Oil recently left
Ashland to get closer to a major air-
port, Sturgill said.

Sturgill said he has been trying "
to get an ILS system lor Big Sandy
for a number of years. He has been
checking with the Federal Aviation
Administration over the years fry-
ing to get an ILS from a closed mil-
itary base.

The disadvantage to an older ILS
is it would have to be maintained by
the airport, he said. A new ILS pur-
chased by the FAA would be main-
tained by the FAA.

The funding of the two airports
represents future growth of the
region, Sturgill said.

“1 wish we could be put in the
(counties’) budgets somehow,” said &
Sturgill,

Area fire departments, law
enforcement agencies, and rescue
squads can add to the speed and
efficiency of the program by
adding phone lines dedicated to
the program.

Priority on

children

While Democrats and Republicans fall all over themselves
promising to sweeten and protect the pot for Americans in
their golden years, the needs of millions of Americans in their
formative years are still being given short shrift.

That's the conclusion -of the Children's Defense Fund
Action Council, and it's hard to argue with.

In a new report, the council rated members of Congress on
15 votes last year on children’s issues — everything from edu-
cation and media violence to juvenile crime and gun control.

With just 32.6 percent of “right” votes overall, Kentucky's
delegation had one of the lowest ratings — 46th out of the 50
states.

(Sens. Bunning and McConnell voted “right” 13 percent
and 20 percent of the time, respectively. In the House, Reps.
Ernie Fletcher and Ron Lewis had the lowest score, 40 percent
gach, and Reps. Anne Northup and Ken Lucas had the high-
est. at 60 percent.)

Such scorecards, of course, are anything but objective,
They are advocacy and fund-maising tools. Though uvsually
labeled non-partisan, they're obviously intended to push an
agenda and call voters to the phones, faxes and voting booths,

Still, the poor showing of Kentucky lawmakers on chil-
dren’s issues is beyond dispute, and should be a major con-
cern. Kentucky, after all, has 253,000 children in poverty.

If not now, when the Congressional Budget Office projects
huge surpluses over the next 10 years, then when will be the
right time for lawmakers to make a priority of improving the
prospects of the nation’s 13.5 million poor Kids?

That budget surplus is the result of an economic boom
whose bléssings have not been distributed equally. The poor
have gotten poorer, and the number of children being raised in
poverty has increased. In Jefféerson County, for instance, the
fastest growing category of students is homeless ones.

Putting more welfare mothers to work, putting more chil-
dren in adult jails, and putting more breaks in the tax code for
the middle class are not going to reverse those trends.

The political emphasis on “saving Social Security” needs
to be matched by a similar urgency to save our real social
security by investing in and protecting our children.

Suggests AIDS

Editor:

As the 13th annual World AIDS Conference gets
underway in Durban, South Africa, this month (July
9-14), it is important that we dwell on some cold,
hard facts.

Before we do, however, it is necessary for us (o
realize that AIDS, as defined by the Centers for
Disease Control (CDC), is not a single disease, as
you might think: There are at least 29 diseases that
fall under the term “AlDS,” each caused by a differ-
ent organism.,

If a person has one of these diseases and is tested
HIV-positive, then he or she Is said to have AIDS.
But, without HIV antibodies in the blood, it is nal
AIDS. Confusing, isn't it?

The first fact is thal, despite everything we hear (0
scare us into believing “anyone can get AIDS,” the
majority (78 percent) of those who get it in this coun-
try still fall within the same risk group as 17 years
ago, i.e., homosexual men and/or intravenous drug
users.

Only 10 percent of all American AIDS cases over
this time have been among heterosexuals,

Secondly, AIDS is not epidemic in the US, nor has
it ever been, Over the past 17 years, 733,374 people
here have been reported to have AIDS. That is about
43,000 cases per year.

In & country with more than 250 million people,
such figures cannot be considered epidemic in pro-
portion.

To bring the issue closer to home, over the same
17 years, Kentucky has had about 3,000 cases of
AIDS. That averages to about 176 cases per year in a
state with about four million people.

In the Big Sandy region, from 1983 to 1997 (a 14-
year span), Johnson County had four cases, Floyd
County had eight, Pike County had 15, Magoffin
County had one, Martin County had one, and
Lawrence County had one case of AIDS,

Think about it. Does this sound like an epidemic
1o you? And, if you doubt these figures, just look at
Kentucky's annual HIV/AIDS report, available
through your local health department,

HIV/AIDS Surveillance Report from the CDC in
Atlanta, Georgia 30333, or log in al

explain to the hundreds gathered to complete lack of
evidence of a supreme being?

The third Fact is that, in spite of the billions of dol-
lars spent on AIDS research every year (millions
more than on cancer or heart disease, both of which
are far more common than AIDS), we are no closer
to a cure than we were 17 years ago.

Nor is there any treatment for it, which is not very
dangerous (e.g.. AZT and various lethal “cocktails™).
Could it be that our researchers are looking in the
wrong places?

Given that many people (tens of thousands) have
tested positive for HIV antibodies and never devel-
oped AIDS is one indication that maybe — just
maybe — something else is responsible for this
dreaded “disease.”

Ten years ago or so, one virologist insisted that
HIV had harmlessly existed in the human for, per-
haps, centuries. A group of scientists from Australia,
after extensive work, believes that HIV may not exist
at all, that it is just an artifact in electron microscopy.

There is a school of thought that attributes AIDS
o a combination of factors, such as excessive drug
use (not only intravenous, but others, like recreation-
al drugs and antibiotics), poor diet, squalid living
conditions, multiple major surgeries, the presence of
parasites such as worms (e.g., tupeworms, round-
worms), etc., which together or separately, they say,
can compromise the immune system,

Look at Africa, for instance, A lot of press has
been given the AIDS “epidemic™ there, but we must
remember that several diseases which weaken the
immune system have been historically rampant there
for several decades, due to some of the above factors
(i.e., malnutrition, parasites, unsanitary living condi-
tions).

All of us are familiar with malaria, African sleep-
ing sickness, river blindness, STDs, ete. They were
occurring on that continent long before HIV had even
been talked about.

So; why the sudden concentration on Africa?
Could it be that it is an ideal “testing ground™ for

experimental, not-yet-FDA-approved pharmaceuti- '

cal vaccines? Or, is it truly an effort to cure Africans

Sometimes, 1 have to see a story from
another perspective before I see its rela-
tion to me. When I attended the Pike
County Chamber of Commerce Annual
Awards Banquet, I felt blessed to hear
the message of Miss America 2000
Heather French.

The genuine concern of her platform
gave me something to think about.

Within 43 years America was at war
again fighting in the Spanish-American
War.

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New labels on children’s sleepwear
alert parents to fire dangers

WASHINGTON, D.C. — To
prevent burn injuries, the U.S.
Consumer  Producf  Safety
Commission (CPSC) urges parents
to make sure their children's
sleepwear is either flame-resistant
or snug-fitting. Loose-fiting T
shirts and other loose-fitting cloth-
ing made of cotton or cotton
blends should not be used for chil-
dren's sleepwear. These garments
can catch fire easily, burn rapidly,
and are associated with nearly 300
emergency-room-treated burn
injuries to children ecach year.
Children are most at risk from
burn injuries that result from play-
ing with fire (matches, lighters,
candles, burners on stoves) just
before bedtime and just after ris-
ing in the morning.

As of June 28, 2000, CPSC will
require hangtage and permanent
labels on spug-fiing children’s
sleepwear, made of cotton or cot-
ton blends, to remind consumers
that because the garment is not
flame- resistant, it must fit snugly
for safety. The new yellow hang-
tag for snug-fitting garments says:
“For child’s safety, garment
should fit snugly. This garment is
not flame resistant. Loose-fitting
garment is more likely to catch
fire.” The permanent label says
“Wear snug- fitting. Noi flame
resistant” and 1s sewn into the
neck of the garment. Parents

should look for tags that say the
garment is flame-resistant or snug-
filting.

Flame-resistant garments are
made from inherently flame-resis-
tant fabrics or are treated with
flame retardants and do not contin-
ue 1o burn when removed from a
small flame. Snug-fitting sleep-
wear is made of stretchy cotton or
cotton blends that fit closely
against a child’s body. Snug-fitung
sleepwear 1s less likely than loose
T-shirts to come into contact with
a flame and does not ignite as eas-
ily or burn as rapidly because
there is little air under the garment
to feed a fire.

CPSC Vice Chatrman Thomas
Moore said, “It's safer to put your
children in flame-resistant or
snug-fitting sleepwear, not in
other types of loose-fitting cotton

or  cotton-blend  garments.”
Describing the new CPSC labels,
Moore added, “Look for the new
yellow hangtags. They tell vou
that the garment should fit snugly
and they warn that a loose-fitting
garment is more likely to catch
fire." CPSC sets national safety
standards for children’s sleepwear
flammability. These standards
protect children from serious burn
injuries if they come in contact
with a small {lame. Under federal
safety rules, garments sold as chil-
dren’s sleepwear for sizes larger
than nine months must be either
flame-resistant or snug-fitting

The U.S. Consumer Product
Safety Commission protects the
public from unreasonable risks of
injury or death from 15,000 types
of consumer products under the
agency’s junsdscu(m To report a

More protection for
seniors takes effect July 15

FRANKFORT — On July 15,
there will be more consumer pro-
tection for Kentucky seniors thanks
1o House Bill 148, the assisted liv-
ing certification law, passed by the
2000 General Assembly.

The law assures consumers qual-
ity and consistency of services in
facilities that markel themselves as
assisted living communities

“Assisted living communities
are another choice for seniors and
the assisted ' living regulation I8 just
another step in the continuum of
consumer protection services avail-
able 1o semiors in Kentucky,” said
Jerry Whitley, executive director of
the Office of Aging Services in the
Cabinet for Health Services.

Assisted living certification
requires that the size of the living
unit be at least 200 square feet, have
a private bathroom with a wb or
shower, and individual thermostal
controls if the community offers

services to more than 20 individu-
als.

Exceptions to these new require-
ments are facilities that were built
before July 15, 2000.

The new law defines specific
services that the community must
offer, such as three meals daily, a
snack and assistance with dressing,
grooming, bathing, self-administra-
tion of medication and other activi-
ties of daily living.

These services must be
addressed in the lease agreement
that is signed before the residemt
moves into the facility.

The lease -agreement must
inform the chent in writing what
can be expected from the facility.
The lease must also inform clients
of special programming that the
facility offers and the cost of addi-
tional services that they might
reguire,

Staff must be sufficient in num-

ber and have the qualifications to
meet a 24-hour schedule. Staff ori-
entation and training in areas like
CPR, client rights, the aging
process and assistance with self-
admimstration of medication 1s
mandatory.

Under the new law, assisted liv-
ing homes are charged a $20 per
living unit certification fee to cover
state administrative costs.
Mandatory certification should be
fully implemented by the end of the
year and replaces the veluniary
process that has been in place since
the early 1990s.

Assisted living communities that
market their services as such but do
not meet the requirements are sub-
ject to a fine levied by the Office of
Aging Services.

of the chronic diseases that have
plagued them for decades, that the
world has previously failed to con-
trol?

In 1992, several brilliant, well-
respected scientists (some Nobel
laureates), concerned profession-
als, and private citizens formed a
group protesting the unilateral path
AIDS research was taking.

ings are made be published so other
scientists can duplicate the process
to confirm the results.)

Hence, they insist that other the-
ories as to what causes AIDS must
be encouraged and investigated.

This sounds reasonable, but the
AIDS research establishment has
been so fully absorbed with the
HIV model (Who wouldn't be, with
all those billions of dollars in fund-
ing?), that it refuses to entertain
ideas which threaten lo discredit it.

In fact, they dearly wish this
group ol intelligent dissentérs
would go away. But it won't. Its
membership is growing, and they
are determined o see that all scien-
tists with plausible theories as to
what causes AIDS be heard and
considered for research funding,

R State receives grant

for advanced classes

FRANKFORT — A three-year,
$1.1 million federal grant will help
Kenwcky high schools expand their
Advanced Placement (AP) course
offerings, the Department of
Education has announced.

The grant is designed (o increase
access to AP courses for high-
poverty and minority students.
Funds will be used primanly to
expand offerings and services
through the Kentucky Virtual High
School (KVHS). which will offer
nine AP courses this fall

Part of the grant monies will be
used to pay for AP course wition at
KVHS for 100 students per year for
the three-year funding cycle. AP
examination fees also will be paid
for eligible students.

“This grant will benefit many
Kentucky high school students;”
said Renee Murray, Special
Projects Branch manager for the
department. “We know that some
high schools can't offer enough AP
courses to meet the requirements
for the Commonwealth Diploma
This funding will provide profes-
sional development for leachers,

give students greater access (o
those upper-level courses and help

prepare them for success in the AP
program.”
The Advanced Placement

Program is designed to provide
high school students with advanced
placement in college courses, as if
they had taken that course in col-
lege. Advanced Placement courses
and examinations are administered
by the College Board.

In 1987, the Kentucky Board of
Education established the
Commonwealth Diploma Program,
encouraging Kentucky's high
gchool students to take demanding
and rigorous courses that would
prepare them for college. High
school students who successfully
complete the required course work
and examinations receive
Commonwealth Diplomas at their
high school graduation.

The criteria for the
Commonwealth Diploma includes:
. completion of the state's

minimum graduation requirements
and/or local graduation require-
ments

v campletion of the state's
pre-college preparatory curriculum
. a grade of “C" or better in
four Advanced Placement or

International Baccalaureate courses
in the specific subject areas of
English, foreign language, an elec-
tive and mathematics or science

. completion of Advanced
Placement examinations or
International Baccalaureate exami-
nations in three of the four subject
arcas specified above, without
regard to score

The federal grant also will fund
middle school foreign language
teacher academies, a parent pro-
gram, professional development
and statewide and regional meet-
ings.

During the first.year of the pro-
gram, eight high schools will
receive funds 1o help teachers deliv-
er AP courses and strengthen the
curriculum and instruction leading
to the AP courses,

Those eight schools will then
serve as mentors to eight schools in
the second year and 16 in the third
year of the program.

More than once upon a mattress:
Used bedding labeling rules

Buying a mattress? Factors (o
consider may include soft or firm,
innerspring or foam; new or used.
Used? Yes. in most parts of the
country, used mattresses can be
resold as long as they meet certain
labeling and processing require-
ments.

Bedding can be expensive. IU's
important L0 know what you're
buying. The easiest way to tell if
you're buying new or used is to
look at the label attached to the
mattress,

In most cases, new mattresses
will include a white tag or label
that indicates that the mattress
contains “all new materials, con-
sisting of..."

Depending on the state,, used
mattresses may contain A lag,
sometimes red or yellow in color,
that warns that the maltress con-
tains used matenals. Federal law
requires that any mattress that
contains used stuffing bear a tag or
label with that information.

If' you don't see any tag, con-
sider doing business with another
retailer. Otherwise, you simply
don't know whal you're buying,

Not all states have labeling
requirements for the sale of used
mattresses, and for those that do,
the requirgments can vary.

For example, in many places,
old mattresses that have been
recovered with new licking
(strong, tightly woven colton or
linen fabric) can be sold as long as
they are sanitized or disinfected in
some way before sale.

In other states, only ceftain
parts of mattresses, such as the
springs, can be reused. These rules

apply to traditional retailers as
well as to thrift, secondhand and
consignment shops.

MATTRESS SHOPPING TIPS:

+ Shop around. Maltress prices
and quality vary greatly.

« Ask 1f the retailer sells used
bedding, If so, and you want a new
matiress, make sure your mattress
has a “new"” matlress tag,

* Make sure you look at the tag
on the actual mattress you're buy-
ing, either before you leave the
store or before the delivery person
leaves your house. Don't let the
heavy plastic wrapping stop you
from looking for—and at—the
tag.

= Ask the retailer to write “new”
on your sales receipt if you've
been told you're buying a new
mattress. If 1t turns out that the
mattress is used, you'll have
stronger recourse,

* Avoid retailers with mattress-
es that don't carry tags. You sim-
ply don’t know what you're get-
ting, regardless of what the sales-
person claims, It's what in writing
that counts,

* Ask about the retailer’s return
and refund policies, and get copies
1n wriling,

The agency that regulates mat-
tress labeling varies by state. To
find out what the bedding laws are
in vour state, you may have to
contact the State Department of
Health, Consumer  Affairs,
Agriculture or Licensing.

Two more guilty pleas in drug pipeline

The total of guilty pleas in the Mexican marijuana ring
has now reached nine, after Rondal Endicott and Bill
Chapman both entered pleas on June 27 in U.S. District
Court in Pikeville.

Like the seven others involved in the $34 million four-
year venture, Endicott reached a plea agreement on
Count 1 of the 18-count indictment, while
Chapman copped a guilty plea on Count 17.

Endicott, who was named in seven counts,
negotiated a deal for pleading guilty to Count
I, as did James Wellman, David Wellman,
Ermil Hinkle, Thomas Muncy and Mark
Wilson.

U.S. District Judge Joseph Hood went over
the plea agreements, stating Endicott conspired with other
defendants to purchase, transport and distribute large
quantities of marjuana from Texas to eastern Kentucky
on (or about) January 1, 1996, through (or about) April
19, 2000.—Mountain Citizen

Miner’s widow files suit against Mapco

The widow of a coal mner killed in September 3.
1999, at Excel Mining's prep plant filed suit Friday in
Martin Circuit Court against seven Mapco subsidiaries.

The suit claims the company failed to “exercise ordinary
and reasonable care,” which allegedly caused the death of
Harry Delong, an Excel Mining mechanic.

Delong fell 54 feet 1o his death when a metal railing
gave way. According to an accident report from the Mine
Safety and Health Administration, he and three others
were working on the third floor of the prep plant around
noon when Delong, attempting to brace himself
against a railing, fell when a section of the railing
gave way.—Mountain Citizen

Cyrus’ first four albums for Mercury Nashville
have sold more than 13 million copies.

After “Achy Breaky Heart,” Cyrus has recorded
more serious tunes that reflect the lives of everyday
people. “Busy Man™ is addressed to fathers who
neglect their families in pursuit of financial success.
“Give My Heart To You™ is the story of a hard-
working man with little to show for his life except a
loving soul.

“The American Dream,” Cyrus’ first recording
with a string section, is an anthem for the nation, a
plea that we never stop striving for peace and pros-
perity.

Things I never
learned in
high school

When 1 was in high school Home
Economics was a waste of time because I
was never going to get married and have
children,

Thirty-two yedrs, three marriages, (wo
children, and three grandchildren later, |
should have been more prepared because
according 1o a 1950s Home Economics
textbook; | might have avoided some of
the pitfalls which read as follows:

1. Have dinner ready: Plan ahead, even

They are
little treasures and he would like to see
them playing the part.

5. Minimize the noise: At the time of his
arrival, eliminate all noise of washer,
dryer, dishwasher, or vacuum. Try to
encourage the children to be quiet.

Greel him with 4 warm
smile and be glad to see him,

6. Some DON'TS: Don’t greet him with
problems or eomplaints, Don’t complain if
he’s late for dinner.

9, Make the evening his: Never com-
plain if he does not take you out to dinner
or to ather places of entertainment; instead
try (o understand his world of strain and
pressure and his need to be home and
relax.

10. The Goal: Try to make your home a

place of peace and vrder where your hus-

band can relax.

Yeah! Now an updated version for the
"00s:

I. Have dinner ready: Make reserva-
tions ahead of time. If your day becomes
too hectic just leave him a voice mail mes-
sage regarding where you'd like to eat and
what time. This lets him know that your
day has been crappy and gives him an
opportunity to change your mood.

2. Prepare yourself: A quick stop at the
Lancome counter on your way home will
do wonders for your outlook and will keep
you from becoming irritated every time he
belches at the table.

3. Clear away the clutter: Call the
housekeeper and let her know you'll need
her an extra day this week. Tell her that
any miscellaneous items left on the floor
by the children can be placed in the
Goodwill box in the garage.

4. Prepare the children: Drop them off
at Grandma's.

5. Minimize the noise; When he arrives

O.R. Surprises

Orthopedic surgeon Nicholas Cappello
had his license lifted in April by the
Arkansas Medical Board for as many as 20
botched surgeries featuring such errors as
metal plates screwed to the wrong bones or
screws missing the bone altogether. And
patient Robert Banks sued the Earl K. Long
Medical Center in Baton Rouge, Louisiana,
in March, complaining that he went in for a
heart bypass in 1995 but came out merely
circumcised (which doctors said was a nec-
essary antecedent to the surgery because he
required kidney-monitoring equipment),
(For unrelated reasons, the surgeons decid-
ed, after setting Banks up, not 1o do the

bypass.)

Compelling Explanations

In March, in the heat of a battle in the
Mexican legislature over adopting daylight
savings time, opponent Sen. Felix Salgado
put forth his strongest argument: Advancing
the clocks an hour will reduce daylight time
in the morning, curtailing many “man-
aneros,” or couples’ moming sex. “(N)ow
when you wake up,” said Salgado, “your
partner is no longer there because she had to
take the kids to school.”

In a Norfolk County, Massachusetts,
court in March, Andrew Clary, 36, pleaded
not guilty to murdering his girlfriend, a
death that occurred when his car rammed
hers twice after an argument and forced her
into the path of an oncoming car. However,
Clary told the judge that he really only
“tapped” the woman's car in order to get her
to turn around and head to a hospital so she
could be treated for having ingested illegal
drugs.

In 1999, James Weber of Calgary,

When does History begm"

When does history begin?
Does it begin the instant an event
is over? Our generation has
become accustomed to watching
history “happen,” to watching
people “make” history.

But isn’t that a contradiction
in terms? Has our world gotten
so small, our sense of time so
laser-specific that we have nar-
rowed the divide between current
events and the past into the split-
ting of a hair or the splitting of
an atom?

Taking this definition into
account, we can see two things.
History is defined as being a

chronology and the explanation _

of that chronology. Or as we say
in the museum world, the inter-
pretation of the chronology. And
it is the interpretation or the sto-
ries that make history mean so
much.

Let me tell you how this
thought process started. 1 was
driving down the Georgetown
by-pass when | heard a song |
had never heard before. The
singer was Susan Warner and the
lyrics to the song. or the part that
grabbed my heart and threw it up
against the wall were “the grave-
yard of St. Mary's of regret.”

What an incredibly poignant
image,

We all have left pieces of our-
selves behind in that graveyard,
sections of our hearts that we
weren’t ready to be separated
from, and yet;, because of cir-
cumstances beyond our control,
we had no other choice. The pre-
sent becomes the past when we
must leave those pieces of our
hearts behind.

Last week, [ watched the
funeral procession of a young
man who died tragically, way.
way (oo soon. As the hundreds of
police cars, fire engines and pri-
vate automobiles passed by the
Old Capitol, I thought of all the
funeral processions that have
passed by for governors and
statesmen. pioneers and politi-
cians, mothers and sons.

In our, oh, so human hearts we
cry, “Too fast, too fast. It's over
way to fast.” For all of us who
have ever regretted losing, it is
always too soon when all we are
left with are memories of the
heart. And sometimes we bury
those meinorics so deep that it
takes the evocative pull of musie
or an unexpectedly familiar turn
of phrase or discovering some-
thing, an artifact, that can make
those memories come achingly,
wonderfully rushing back.

The artifacts that we display
and collect here at the Historical
Society sometimes seem 1o have
been sterilized by time and sepa-
ration from their provenance,
But they all have a story to tell,
and they all have a lesson to
teach.

That’s where the accession
files come in. Back in the
Registrar's office are the files
that tell us where each artifact or
painting originated, who donated
it and what the story behind it is.
Occasionally, I go back to look
up something and | am constant-
ly amazed at the wealth and vari-

ety of those files. In a set of
innocuous looking filing cabi-
nets are some of the real trea-
sures of the Kentucky Historical
Society.

So what is the moral to this
story? It's the age old moral that
our ancestors. our grandparents
and parents have told us over and
over again. Take a deep breath
and listen to the people around
you talking. Really hear what
they are saying. Slow down. Hug
your kids. Tell the people around
you that you appreciate them.
Life IS too short and there’s pot
one thing we can do to extend the

days we've been allotted.

By association with the events
of our lives, the artifacts, the
things we save remind us of the
stories. To our children and their
children those artifacts will rep-
resent the things that we thought
were important and worth pre-
serving. Our world, our days are
moving quickly.

Perhaps they always have and
it is just my advancing age that
makes things seem to go rushing
past. But yesterday is gone, we
are not permitted tomorrow, we
only have today. That's why it's
called the present.

A Kentucky Master:
John James Audubon

A new exhibit, “A Kentucky
Master,” which focuses on the works
of famed artist and naturalist John
James Auvdubon (1785-1851), runs
July 15-September 24, at the
Kentucky History Center.

Audubon is best known for pro-
ducing colorful, lifelike illustrations
of birds for his “Birds of America”
folio. During his time in Kentucky
(1807-1819), Audubon worked as a
storekeeper, but his avocation was
drawing birds.

The 27 chromolithographs in the
exhibit are from the 1858-60 Julius

Bien edition of “Birds of America”
which consists of 106 double-ele-
phant folio prints.

Complemented by 10 bird mounts
from the Cincinnati Museum Center,
the chromolithographs portray birds
found in Kentucky in the first quarter
of the 19th century.

Enhancing the exhibit will be visi-
tor-activated sound components,
labels that address common miscon-
ceptions about Kentucky bird life and
a children’s souvenir booklet with
activities for both the exhibit gallery
and at home.

Running concurrently with this
exhibit will be *“The Weapon As Art,”
Hours for the exhibits and museums
of the Kentucky Historical Society
are: Monday, Closed: Tuesday and
Wednesday, 10 am.-5 pm;
Thursday, 10 a.m.-8 p.m.; Friday and
Saturday, 10 a.m.-5 p.m.; Sunday, 1-
S p.m.

‘The weapons as art’ at the KHC

“The Weapon as Art,” exhibit of
firearms and knives, will be featured at
the Kentucky History Center in
Frankfort, July 15-September 24.

The exhibit will feature such his-
toric firearms as pistols belonging to
Gen. George Armstrong Custer, a
Winchester rifle belonging to Buffalo
Bill Cody, a Colt revolver that once
belonged to J. Edgar Hoover, a
Winchester rifle that was owned by
President Theodore Roosevelt, and a
Mauser 98 rifle made especially for
President Dwight D. Eisenhower.

“The Weapon as Art” presents a
rare glimpse of these extraordinary and
famous weapons as well as other beau-
tiful examples of firearms, including a

mint-condition Model 1866
Winchester; a Model 1873 Winchester
deluxe, engraved rifle with color case-
hardened receiver and nickel-plated
side plates; a Henry rifle used by Civil
War soldier Henry Doerge; a first-gen-
eration Colt single-action army
revolver in mint condition; and a
Model 1893 Marin deluxe, factory-
engraved rifle with gold inlay.

Also showcased is a collection of
beautifully detailed knives made by
Lloyd Hale from Tennessee represent-
ing the craftsmanship of knife-making
that still exists in America.

This displays includes Bowle
knives, Arkansas Toothpicks, and push
daggers created by Hale using the

finest materials, such as Damascus
steel, turquoise, rosewood, ivory, sil-
ver and mother-of-pearl. His elegant
designs feature detailed engraving,
highly crafted inlays and superb
blades.

“The Weapon as Art” exhibition
highlights the private collection of
Louisville collector Owsley Brown
Frazier. It will be presented in the
Changing Exhibits Gallery at the
Kentucky History Center.

The Kentucky History Center is
located at 100 W. Broadway,
Frankfort. Admission is free. Hours are
10 a.m.-5 p.m., Tuesday, Wednesday,
Friday and Saturday; 10 am.-8 p.m.,
Thursday: and 1 p.m.-5 p.m..

Radio broadcasting as we
know it today started in
1920, probably with the
report by KDKA of
Pittsburgh on the Harding-
Cox presidential election
returns. The first receiving
radios were made under an
agreement with Howard
Armstrong, who held
patents related to the new
technology. The early bat-
tery-operated radios were
large and unattractive. By

1928, radios were being
offered in attractive cabinets
made to resemble the fumi-
ture of the day. The first fig-
ural radio was “Monte
Blue,” a 1920s crystal set
showing a man in an over-
stuffed chair. Vacuum-tube
radio sets were also made in
novelty shapes by the
1930s. Mickey Mouse was
one of the earliest. But the
era of novelty radios
favored by today’s collector
started with the transistor
radios of the 1950s. Today’s
radios use the newest elec-

tronic methods and often
have added features, like
headphones.

Since 1 am still under doctor’s
orders to spend as little time sitting
upright as possible, | am writing
this while reclining in a chaise lawn
chair pushed under my desk, with
the keyboard in my lap.

It beats lying on the sofa at
home, worrying about how much
dust is on the cetling fan.

I will do an article later about
Gunner's adventures in becoming
an assistance dog. Since [ have
some nerve damage in one leg, he is
learning to help me go up and down
steps and how to steady me as [
walk,

I know 1 just did an article on
dog bite prevention, but I think it
bears a follow-up, in light of recent
events. | caught a couple of news
reports about dog attacks in the last
couple of weeks.

I honestly don't know the details
of either of these incidents, since
both of them occurred while I was
hospitalized. 1 either heard only
partial news stories and/or was in a
Demerol haze at the time, but they
got my attention.

One story was about a young girl
who was attacked while riding her
bicycle, and the other was an older
lady who apparently died as a result
of an attack by a pack of dogs. I
don’t think they were sure at the
time whether the dogs actually had
killed her or whether she had died
from a head injury resulting from
talling or being knocked down, or
from a heart attack during the
incident.

What strikes me about both
of these incidents is that they
both involved packs of dogs. 1
can't help but see the similar-
ity between these incidents
and the assaults On women in
Central Park. Whether dogs or
people. the behavior of a group
can be radically different from
the behavior of an individual. §
Owners seldom think about their
pet dogs being the predators that
they are.

The predatory drive 18 not a bad
thing, in and of itself, It has
allowed us to develop good hunt-
ing, herding and tracking breeds.

Predation involves
several phases,
including tracking,
stalking, holding,
killing and devour-
ing of prey. The
entire sequence is sel-
dom seen in domestic
dogs, except for the
occasional rogue
sheep- or chicken-killer.
Even these dogs seldom
devour their victims.
Examples of positive
use of predatory instincis
include the training of

search and rescue dogs,
which emphasizes the very early
portion of the prey drive. Herding
dogs use the stalk and sometimes
the hold bite; protection training of
police dogs involves fine control of
the entire sequence up to the hold
bite and threat of further aggres-
sion.

It is when this very basic instinct
is expressed in an inappropriate
manner that we have prob-
lems. Although dogs occa-
sionally hunt alone, they are
much more effective as a
group and may go after prey
they would not attempt on
their own.

Not all dog bites are the
result of a predatory
mindset, but there are
aspects of both the previously
mentioned attacks that make me
suspect that these two were.

In the case of the child on the
bicycle, there would obviously be
fairly rapid movement that would
trigger the chase instinct. The elder-
ly lady, | would venture to guess,
also tried to run and probably also
screamed, adding the high-pitched
vocalizations of a prey animal to
the equation.

Could either of these incidents
have been prevented? From the
slandpoint of responsible dog own-
ership, probably so. Roaming dog
packs result from failure to ade-
quately confine pet animals and
from the existence of semi-feral

dogs, which are all too often the
offspring of pets that were
not spayed or neutered,

Since packs of
dogs do exist,
could' the victims
have done anything
to avoid or mini-

mize damage
from these
altacks?
Maybe.
When
confront-
ed with a
group of
dogs, the
Wworst pos-
sible things
to do are to

flee and/or scream. This sounds
good in theory, but it is a very diffi-
cult thing to do, especially for a ter-
rified child or older adult.

This is why it is important to talk
to children about dog bite preven-
tion, just as you would stage home
fire drills or caution théem about
what to do if approached by a
stranger. It has made me think that
we may need to take our dog safety
talks to senior citizens centers. as
well as schools.

Instead of just dwelling on
“don't run, don't scream,” it's
important to give children a posi-
tive action to take. | think that “Be
a tree, be a4 rock” — stand or lie still
and protect your face and fingers —
should be as familiar advice as
“Stop, Drop and Roll.”

In emergencies, kids (and the
rest of us) remember short sayings
that prompt what you should do
much better than a long list of what
not to do. This won’t stop injuries

from dog attacks any
more than “Stop,

Drop and
Roll” elimi-
nates burn

injuries, but
it could go a
long way toward,
preventing many
bad situations
from becoming
tragedies.

We also need 1o

realize that free-
roaming dogs are not the only ones
who form packs. Those of us with
multiples pets see pack behavior in
action every day. I heard a saying
once that with dogs, “two’s compa-
ny, three's a pack.” In one way,
that's true, but even one dog per-
ceives the human family in terms of
a pack structure.

The more dogs you have, the
more important it is to make sure
you are viewed as the “alpha” pack
member, the ultimate leader to
whom everyone must defer.

Good leaders are rarely, if every,
violent, and often are not even par-
ticularly physical. They set the
rules and enforce them fairly in a
way that all pack members under-
stand.

This is where obedience training
is invaluable for both you and your
dog(s). It establishes the communi-
cation lines necessary to maintain
good pack order.

Don't wait for a tragedy. Make
sure your dogs don’t roam free. and
confine them any time children or
other vulnerable people ure present,
if strict supervision is impossible.
Get some basic training for both
you and your dogs, and include dog
bite prevenuon in the routine safety
precautions you teach your chil-
dren.
