ters, said that the city’s practice of obtaining
votes for the resolution outside of an open meet-
ing was in violation of the state’s Open
Meetings Law.

Myer said that the vote was in violation
because it amounted to taking action in a closed
meeting, and because it used a series of less-
than-quorum meetings which collectively con-
stituted a quorum without following the guide-
lines of the Open Meetings Law.

bles be well-watered while they are
heing established and during flower-
ing, «UK Horticulture Specialist,
Rigk Durham, suggests that some-
times the best quality garden pro-
duce results when water is some-
what limited.

Durham has some suggestions
for summer watering in the veg-
etable garden,

*All vegetables need a good sup-
ply of soil moisture before and dur-
ing flowering and during fruit devel-
opment,” he said. “*For crops such as
cabbage and brocceoli, this period is
during establishment and head
development.”

One to two inches of water per
week, in the form of natural rainfall
or supplemental irrigation should be
sufficient for most u,gddblﬁs dur-

ing this time.

For vegetables that are harvested
continually, like eggplant, tomatoes,
peppers, summer squash and green
beans, it’s important to keep an ade-
quate supply of water to the plant.
This ensures fairly even soil mois-
ture throughout the growing season.

“This will keep plants productive
for a longer period of time.”
Durham said. “Consistent soil mois-
ture on lomatoes will also help pre-
vent blossom end rot and cracking
of fruit.”

Durham said water should be
withheld from potatoes once the
vines have begun to die down. The
tubers under the soil are entering
dormancy at that time and excess
water or fertilizer may cause
regrowth or cracking of the pota-

toes. which makes them less suitable
for storage.

Cucumbers will become bitter
without a good supply of moisture
throughout the entire growing sea-
son. On the other hand, melons will
produce a sweeter fruit when they
are kept drier. once the fruit has
reached about half of its expected
final size.

“For melons, don’t cut off water
completely. Continue to provide half
10 one inch of water per week,”
Durham said. “Heavy rain or irriga-
tion when the melons are nearly
mature will dilute the fruits sugar.
Watermelons will reconcentrate the
sugar if left on the vine a little
longer. Muskmelons, however, are
less apt to do this.”

Okra tends to produce more

leaves than pods when it's over-
watered, so try to keep these
drought-tolerant plants on the dry
side.

A layer of mulch in the vegetable
row will help conserve moisture,
reduce weed growth, and keep pro-
duce cleaner. Using black plastic
film as a mulch has become stan-
dard in commercial vegetable pro-
duction, but most backyard growers
still prefer organic mulches such as
straw, wood chips, composted
leaves or prass clippings.

“Remember to keep most vegeta-
bles well-watered throughout the
summer.” Durham added. “But for
things like potatoes. melons and
okra, keep them a litle drier, espe-
cially late in the season to get high-
er quality products.”

‘no red light running’ pledge

AAA Blue Grass/Kentucky has
kicked off a public-awareness cam-
paign that urges drivers 1o sign a
pledge promising not to run red
lights. and then to carry that impor-
tant safety message with them on
their vehicles.

The pledge reads: "I pledge not
to run red lights. Period. | under-
stand that in doing so, I endanger
my life and the lives of other dri-
vers, passengers and pedestrians. |
urge others not to run red lights and
will place a “1 Am Not A Red Light
Runner” sticker on my car.”

The driver then signs the bottom
of the pledge. AAA will keep the

Iluminating the
environment

(NAPSA)-Shedding light on
environmental concerns is a new
type of imaging technology that
lets scientists collect vital informa-
tion-even when they can't see the
forest for the trees.

The technology, developed by
NASA, is contained in a device
called a hyperspectral imaging
spectrometer. Whereas the human
eye sees three bands of light in the
visible spectrum (red, green and
blue), a hyperspectral camera
records 128 bands.

The scrence is not new-chemists
and astronomers have used it for
decades-but only recently have sci-
entists become able to accurately
record and analyze large amounts
of spectroscopic data, giving indi-
vidual elements “fingerprints” that
can be readily interpreted.

Based on data recorded from
the air, the imaging can pick up not
only the difference between a fir
tree and a pine tree, but also the
difference between a healthy pine
and one stressed by drought or dis-
ease,

This technology can now be
used to indicate how much downed
timber there is after a storm, or
which sections of a farmer's field
need more fertilizer. Experts pre-
dict that this technology will trans-
form geology, ecosystem manage-
ment, agriculture, diamond and

It's been a long time coming. but at last the federal
government has a credible plan for cleaning up the dust
in coal mines.

If U.S. Mine Safety and Health Administration head
Davitt McAteer is right, coal miner's pneumoconiosis,
the debilitating disease known as black lung, could be
eliminated in 15 years,

The most crucial feature of the proposal that was
unveiled last week moyes the résponsibility for air sam-
pling in mines from mine operators o0 government
inspectors. ;

This should finally relieve the widespread perception
that the industry has cheated to comply with federal dust
limits.

Miners will have more confidence in the testing pro-
gram, and the industry can shed a responsibility that's
become a public relations liability.

Congress wisely provided money over the last three
years to hire an additional 120 inspectors to carry out the
new testing program. The cost to taxpayers will be more
than offset by savings from having to care for fewer vic-
tims of black lung and their survivors.

The disease Kills an estimated 1,400 miners and retired
miners annually. Mine operators in 1998 reported 238
new cases of black lung, which is caused by inhaling coal
dust, and silicosis, which is caused by inhaling quartz
dust.

X-ray programs have found signs of black lung in
more than 9 percent of participating underground miners
and more than 4 percent of surface miners.

Highly mechanized longwall mining creates a greater
dust hazard than underground methods that require more
workers. One of the proposals would let mine operators
use air-cleaning helmets and worker rotations to supple-
ment other dust-fighting measures in longwall mines
where engineering controls are insufficient to reach
acceptable dust levels. MSHA says this would be allowed
on an interim basis.

The proposed changes also require verification of the
effectiveness of mine-ventilation plans before they are
appraved by MSHA, as well as allow a mine to be cited
for a violation if dust exceeds allowed limits in a single
shift.

Now enforcement is based on an average of several
shifts, which means miners can be breathing excessive
dust with no penalty for the mine operator.

The proposals will be the subject of three public hear-
ings next month, including one Aug. 10 at the Holiday
Inn in Prestonsburg. After considering public comments,
the agency will work to issue the rules in final form by
year's end.

Will they really fight to save Social Security?

Editor;

In this election year we hear many politicians pro-
claiming their intent to fight to save Social Securily.

A careful study of their motivation shows that
they will fiddle with the program to make it survive
in the short-term to prevent alienation of the baby
boomer constituency, but long-term survival of the
program requires implementation of major structural
changes that requires political wisdom and courage.

Population projections show that by 2065 the
number of people in the United States over the age of
64 will range between 75 and 90 million. The viabil-
ity of the Social Security program as presently struc-
tured can be ensured if the work/retiree radio is 4 or
above.

Current statistical data shows that 75 percent of all
adults are employed with 60 percent of women being
employed and 90 percent of men in the same catego-
ry. Given the current employment rate among adults,

the required worker/retiree ratio can be achieved if
the number of live births in this country is 8.7 to 10.4
million per year, far above the current rate of four
million per year.

Let’s be realistic, we are nol going 1o sustain a
baby boom no matter how severe our electrical
blackouts become. Social Security must be restruc-
tured from a pay-as-you-work plan covering current
expenses into a savings plan for the future.

Using the Rule of 72 as a guide, if the stock mar-
ket indices increase by 12 percent per vear, the
amount in an indexed stock account will double
every six years. If a person is allowed to invest
$2.000 of his or her Social Security contribution for
seven years starting at the age of 21, that investment
will grow to $1.2 million at the age of 65. This is how
we will save Social Security.

the trucks. They stopped the trucks, much in the fash-
ion of Sheriff Roscoe P. Coaltrain and Boss Hogg on
“The Dukes of Hazzard," for speeding, running red
lights, running stop signs, anything. They would
arrest the driver and impound the tanker truck until
the home office in Florida wired the cash for the fine.
And all this time, the clock was ticking on the fresh
orange juice in the tanker. The driver might well be
arrested and have his truck impounded half a dozen
times before he gol across the Mason-Dixon Line,
And when he did get free, his fines and impoundment
fees often cost more than the value of his fresh orange
juice.

Visitors 1o the Institule meet
with a genetic specialist and physi-
cian to discuss their fanily medical
history, DNA testing, possible sce-
narios that could result from the
testing and how that information
could affect their healthcare ‘man-
agement.

*We also discuss tamily and job
concerns,” Neibergs said. “Having
hereditary. cancer means your
brothers, sisters and children also
may be at high risk for cancer, This!
can pose special concerns. if not alit
members of the family want this
type of mformation. People wolrry
about whether genetic ‘testing wall
affect their insurance eligibility or
rates or that they could encounter
employment diserimination.”

Test results are given in person
and kept confidential and separate
from the patient's medical file
Physicians advise high-risk patients
an preventive measures, treatment
options and ¢linical trials that are
available.

“Genetic testing resulls give
physicians and their patients anoth-
er piece of information,” Neibergs
said, “so they can more effectively
manage their care,”

Lifesaviﬁg legislation
effective this month

When Gow, Paul Patton signed
HB 49 nto law on Friday, February
18, Kentucky became the 45th stale
to pass AED legisiation. On Fnday,
July 14, that law becomes effective

The legislation establishes guide-
lines for companies and individuals
acquiring automated external defib-
rillators (AEDs) and also provides
limited liability protection under the
state’s Good Samaritan statute 1o
those involved in AED programs.

According to the American Heart
Association, the nation’s longest and
loudest advocate for increased use of
AEDs, the devices are small,
ponable versions of the larger defib-
rillators many paramedics and emer-
gency rooms use.

AED's are safe. reasonably
priced, and require very little train-
ing. It is estimated that thousands of
cardiac arrest victims could be saved
cach year if AEDs were accessible in
malls, sports stadiums, workplaces,
airplanes, and other public places.

Although HB 49 is not yet in
effect; Kentuckians have already
seen the results of public access
defibrillation. On June 12, an
Ashland Town Center mall employ-
ees saved the life of a cardiac arrest
victim using the mall’s new automat-
ed external defibrillator, which had
been purchased only a few months
earlier. The employee was able to
establish a heartbeat with only one
shock of the defibrillator.

Kentuckians have Rep. Jack

Coleman (D-Burgin) to thank for the |

passage of this lifesaving legislation.
As the bill’'s sponsor, Coleman
worked with the American Heart
Association for more than a year to
draft the bill and overcome objec-
tions from several groups before see-
ing It passed unanimously by both
the House and Senate.

The Ohio Valley Affiliate of the
American Heart Association recently
honored Rep. Coleman with its pres-
tigious Public Advocacy Award for
his commitment to making public
access defibrillation’ a reality in
Kentucky.

There are 14 regional offices
located across the state that serve
the special needs population of
Kentucky.

In the Salyersville Regional
office, three clinics are available.

This office provides specialty care
to individuals who have needs in
the following areas: cardiovascular,
otology and orthopedic.

An otology (ear) clinic is held
monthly in Salyersville. Patients
who suffer chronic ear infections,
draining cars or hearing loss, are
eligible for this clinic. Dr. Frank
Jenkins, an ear, nose and throat spe-
cialist from Lexington, performs
the ear examinations. Also, Angela
Rigby, audiologist, conducts hear-
ing evaluations during chnic,

Orthopedic clinic is held in
Salyersville every three months.
Patients who have problems with
bones, muscles, cartilage and diffi-
culty walking, are eligible for this
clinic. Dr. Henry Iwinski, an ortho-
pedic surgeon from Shriners’

Hospital in Lexington, performs the
examinations.

The cardiology clinic is held
annually in Salyersville. Patients
with known or suspected cardiac
disease are eligible for this clinic.
Pediatric  cardiologists  from
University of Kentucky Medical
Center in Lexington conduct the
examinalions.

Anyone can make a referral o
one of these clinics. To make a
referral or obtain information on
how to apply for services, call
Monday through Friday, 8 a.m.-
4:30 p.m., at 349-7411 or toll-free

Fees are based on a sliding fee
scale, according 1o income and fam-
ily size.

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‘Federal agency issues proposals on coal mine dust

The U.S. Department of Labor’s
Mine  Safety and  Health
Administration is proposing 1o
change the system for sampling,
detecting and controlling dust in
coal mines and will hold three pub-
lic hearings in August 1o receive
comments on the proposal.

In the first comprehensive
change in 30 years, the agency pro-

poses to take over all sampling in
# underground coal mines to check
for compliance with dust limits set
1o prevent lung disease. Mine oper-
ators have performed most of this
sampling for the past 30 years.

“Under our proposals, federal
mine inspectors would do all the
sampling to find out if underground
coal miners are overexposed 10 res-
pirable dust that can cause black
lung and silicosis,” said Daviu
McAteer, assistant secretary of
labor for mine safety and health.

“Consistent with this decision,
. the agency would also rely only on
® MSHA inspector samples as the
basis for setting the applicable dust
standard when quartz is present.
These changes will restore miners’
confidence in the sampling pro-

Second, the agency would verify
the effectiveness of the operator’s
dust control measures specified in
the mine ventilation plan under
more typical production levels
before these plans are approved.

Currently each underground coal
mine operator must have an
MSHA-approved ventilation plan
but its effectiveness in controlling
respirable dust is not verified prior
to approval. Samples must reflect
the quality of the air that the miners
are breathing.

Miners’ representatives would
have the right to observe the sam-
pling for plan verification as well as
compliance sampling by MSHA
inspectors.

Third, these proposals would
also allow MSHA inspectors to
issue citations for non-compliance
when a full-shift sample demon-
strates, at a high level of confi-
dence, that the applicable standard
has been exceeded on an individual
shift.

Currently, MSHA averages the
dust concentration obtained from
several full-shift samples (eight
hours or less in duration) 1o deter-

mine noncompliance; a procedure
that can mask significant single-
shift overexposures by diluting a
measurement of high dust exposure
with one of lower dust concentra-
tion.

“This change in MSHA enforce-
ment strategy will allow for more
rapid detection of excessive dust
conditions and response to improve
the quality of the mine air to which
miners are exposed,” McAteer said.

MSHA and the National Institute
for Occupational Safety and Health
in the Department of Health and
Human Services have determined
that a single, full-shift sample, the
standard practice in other industrial
sampling programs, provides an
accurate measurement of the aver-
age dust concentration to which
miners are exposed during that
shiflt,

Fourth, the proposals also would
allow interim use of loose-fitting,
powered air-purifying respirators
(Airstream helmets) and adminis-
trative controls. such as worker
rotation, 1o supplement engineering
controls in some longwall opera-
tions where all feasible engineering
controls are not enough to achieve
compliance.

Longwall mining has generally
posed the greatest challenge of all
types of coal mining in the control
of respirable coal mine dust.

The agency also is requesting
comments on the possible future
use of personal, continuous, dusl
exposure monitoring as an alterna-
tive to plan verificanon, as well as
any information which may be
available concerning developing
(:tpmun assessment technology.

“Together the changes we are
proposing would act as the corner-
stone of a restructured system to
prevent black lung and silicosis,”
said McAteer. “When we are able
to set these changes in place, coal
miners can have greater confidence
in the system to momior — and
most importantly, control — dust
that can harm their health.”

The proposals adopt recommen-
dations by the Advisory Committee
on the Elimination of
Pneumoconiosis Among Coal Mine
Workers, which held several public
hearings and reviewed extensive
scientific information

McAteer also said,

“Through

our reyised sampling program. we
would determine the effectiveness
of the dust control parameters in
ventilation plans over the actual
length of the production shift,
whether 1t is eight hours, 10 hours,
12 hours or longer,”

Black lung and silicosis are irre-
versible, disabling and often lawal
lung diseases. In 1998, mine oper-
ators reported 238 new cases of
black lung and silicosis among coal
miners, Some X-ray surveillance
programs in the 1990s detected
signs of black lung i more than
nine percent of participating under-
ground coal mines and more than
four percent of participating surface
coal miners.

MSHA 15 now offering a pilot
program of free, confidential chest
X-rays to determine the rate of
black lung disease aeross the entire
industry.

“Too many coal miners are still
getting black lung,” McAlteer said.
“We have the knowledge 1o end this
disease, and these proposals will
help to make that possible.”

MSHA is asking the mining
community for comments on the
respirable dust proposals.  The

Study shows insect sting

4 The findings of a new study,
published in the Journal of Allergy
and Clinical Immunology, show
that most people who are allergic
to insect stings who undergo a
LWOo-year vaccination program,
will have a prolonged benefit and
a permanent loss of allergy.

Only two patients reported a reac-
tion upon re-sting and it was later
discovered that these two palients
had not followed the proper treat-
ment regimen,

cine is a highly effective treat-

ment, providing almost 100 per-
cent protection against future sting
reactions, This is the first study 1o
show that following discontinua-
tion of the vaccination program,
protection upon re-s§ting appears to
last indefinitely, This 15 good news
far the two million Americans who
suffer from potentially life-threat-
ening allergic reactions and the
crippling fear associated with
them.

Railroad safety: Off track

Earlier this year in Tennessee, &
freight train slammed into a school
bus that was carrying children to
school. The railroad crossing was
marked only with “crossbucks”
signs—there were no electric devices
such as bells, signals, lights, or gates,
Three children died in the March 28
crash.

There are about 160,000 public
crossings nationwide. According to
the Federal Railroad Admmistration
(FRA), more than 80 percent of these
crossings do not have lights and
gates. According 1o the National
Transportation  Safety | Board
(NTSB), 60 percent of all fatalites
nationwide—399 in 1999 alone—
occur at these virtually unprotected
CTOSSINgS.

Just a day after the school bus
accident, a Tennessee Department ol
Transportation spokeswoman
explained that Tennessee law
requires that electronic devices be
installed at railroad crossings where
more than 100 cars cross the inter-
section daily, where there is regular
school bus and train traffic. where
there are only passive warning signs,
and where a fatal accident has
occurred,

Tragically, the March crash wng-
gered qualification for an electronic
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waming systern 'at the Tennessee
crossing: Even worse is that the
state—nol the railroad company—
will pay for the crossing upgrade,

States pay for crossing safety
upgrades with funding they receive
from the federal government. In the
early 1970s the federal government
was concerned with the number of
railroad fataliies and stepped in to
help the railroad indusiry which was
virtually bankrupt and couldn’t pay
for needed safety improvements, To
date, the federal government has
spent more than 54 billion on this
safely initiative.

Since the federal funding program
started. the railroad ndustry has
rned isell around, becoming effi-
cient and profitable.

In fact, the nation’s largest rail-
road, the Union Pacific, could install
automated gates at all of its crossings
at an annualized cost of about $13
million—Iless than the annual cash
bonuses given 1o 1S tOp executives.

Over ume, railroads have taken
advantage of the federal assistance—
corporate welfare, iIf you will—and
have cut down on their own invest-
ments in safety. Now, a recent U.S.
Supreme Court ruling further shields
railroad companies from responsibil-
ity in the communities where they
have crossings.

The Supreme Court ruled in
Norfolk Southern Ry. v. Shanklin
that whenever even a penny of feder-
al money has been used 10 improve
safety at arailroad crossing, adequate
safety at that crossing becomes sole-
ly a matter for the federal govern-
ment.

put up a crossbucks sign many years
ago, injured victims cannot hold the
railroad responsible for ignoring
obvious dangers where the railroad’s
tracks pass over a public roadway.
Nor can the state require the railroad
to install any additional safety
devices, even after a fatal crash indi-
cates they are needed.

The only incentive for a railroad
1o install gates or take other safety
measures has been their potential lia-
bility for deaths and injuries at par-
ticularly dangerous railroad cross-
ings. With the Court’s decision, rail-
roads have little incentive to make
any safety improvements.

It is clear something needs to be
done. Congress intended its funding
to improve railroad safety, and the
safety record is now much improved.

However, Congress could not
have intended for the provision of
federal money to erase the railroads’
duty to take those extra steps needed
to-make crossings of our public road-
ways safe. Good corporate citizens
have a moral obligation to the safety
of all Americans.

Fundamentals and Valuation are
two basic methods of stock analysis -

When professional security analysts evaluate
a stock, they usually focus on a number of con-
siderations, two of which are fundamentals and
underlying valuation. You may wish to take into
account these evaluation methods when consid-
ering a stock for your portfolio.

You can find the information you need from
annual or quarterly company earnings reports,
from reading the newspapers or by asking your
financial advisor for more information.

Fundamentals include the outlook for the
company and for its industry. In looking at a
company’s fundamentals, some of the criteria
you will want to consider are:

« Earnings growth history and outlook

« Strengths in products or services versus the
competition

« Management's track record

« Industry conditions in general

» The company's balance sheet (cash and
debt levels).

Valuation refers to the market price of the
company’s stock in relation to its fundamentals,
Even if you locate a company with solid funda-

market in general or of comparable companies.
For high-growth stocks, the P/E is often mea-
sured against the projected earnings growth
rate. In such a case, a company with hypotheti-
cal earnings growth potential of 30 per vear
might have a P/E ratio of 30 times earnings or
more. When this ratio falls below that of the
market or a peer company, a stock may be
attractive for purchase.

On the other hand, sometimes there are rea-
sons for a stock’s P/E ratio to be depressed,
such as deteriorating company fundamentals.

Fundameéntals and valuation are just two of a
number of considerations on which profession-

al analysts focus. You can use these two basics
to help identify stocks that may be suvitable for
your portfolio.

* Fruits and vegetables on farms
participating in the seven-year
Production Flexibility Contracts,

Acreage reports for corn, wheat,
oats, soybeans, and other commodity
crops on farms without a Production
Flexibility Contract are especially
important this year.
