Three H'oyd County men were indicted Wednesday by 
a federal grand JUry in Ashland for activities that may have 
led to the death of a Knot! County miner. 

Jody Sammons, 39. of Minnie, Matthe\\' Hall, 44. of 
Grethel. and Rand) Carroll, 42. of Grethel all served as 
agents of the J & A Coal Corporation ncar Lacke) in Knott 
County. 

lVhat drought? 

Sammon-. is president of J&A Coal, while Hall was day 
shift section foreman and Carroll was the second shift sec· 
tion foreman in March 1999, when a roof fall k1lled James 
Sturgill, 35, of Pinetop and injured three other miners. 

The three arc accused of aiding and abetting in several 
safety violations at the mine, including: 

• Miners were allowed under unsupported mine roof. 
• The MSHA-approvcd roof control plan was not fol­

lowed in that roof bolting was conducted in areas of the

The politics of 

tax reform 
Steve Henry blamed miscommunication for the politi­

cal blunder he made Tuesday when he suggested that the 
governor is ready to take on comprehensive tax reform. 

It turns out Gov. Paul Patton is not prepared to take on 
tax reform and is far from ready to ask the 2002 General 
Assembly to take it up. as Henry suggested. 

Before doing anything like that, Patton smd he wants 
to see the outcome of the November elections. assess 
power shifts in the legislative leadership and know which 
way the political winds are blowing. 

A safe course, to be sure. Pragmatic, you bel. But not 
bold leadership. 

For while the lieutenant governor may have gouen it 
all wrong on where Patton stands. he got it right in the 
broader sense: Kentucky needs top-to-bottom tax reform 
- not the partial reform Patton raised in the last legisla­
tive session which was summarily dismissed Kentucky 
needs a leader who is willing to step up and put tax reform 
on the agenda. 

In fact, the silly c;ales tax that Henry said he want:; to 
eliminate only illustrates how arcane Kentucky's tax code 
is and how ripe the state is for tax reform. 

The tax Henry wants to ax applies to prescription drugs 
when they are administered by physicians. nursing homes 
and other providers. The cost, of course. is passed on to 
patients. 

Sure, Henry is a doctor and this tax on drugs must be a 
major pain for his fellow physicians. But, in fact, the sales 
tax makes no sense. Why should prescription drugs pur­
chased at a pharmacy be exempt from the 6 percent sales 
tax but those given to a patient by a physician not? 

Henry's blunder. undoubtedly, will cost him political 
points in his bid to be the Democratic candidate for gov­
ernor in 2003. Instead of coming across as a strong leader. 
he looks like a follower who doesn't even know what's 
going on in his own administration. 

But the greater blunder will be if true tax reform gets 
only lip service in the November elections when it shouh.l 
be a defining issue. 

That blunder will continue to cost everyone in 
Kentucky who must pay what seems to be a tax on every­
thing and continue to take parti<.:ular advantage of low­
and middle-income Kentuckians. who pay a larger c;hare 
of their income in taxes than do the rich.

USDA is addressing civil rights issues

A few months ago in thi~ column. l discussed some 
of the progress we had made to improve our ci' il 
rights performance at USDA. But I want to revisit this 
issue, because il is so important and because the pur­
suit of civil rights 1s an ongoing journey. 

On June 29, l gJthered USDA senior management. 
administrators. human resources staft, civil right' and 
other employees at the Wh1tten Building in 
Washington. where T gave a ~rcech ubout that ci' il 
right~ journey. But for those of you ~ho could nut he 
there or haven't had the chance to acces~ the ... pcech on 
USDA's website, I want to share '>orne of my thought~ 
with you. 

I'm proud of our civil rights accomplishmenh -
mcreast.'d farm lending to women and minmitie': more 
contracts awardt.'d to socially disudvantagcu and 

minority firms; a landmark legal settlement; and 
greater diversity m the USDA workforce. among other 
things. 

But this 1s no time for a victory lap. There is plen­
ty of work still to be done. and I am committed to 
pu'>hing th1s issue relentlessly during my remaining 
months in office. 

I have announced several new steps that will fur­
ther ad\ am:e the cause of civil rights at USDA. We are 
going to increase accountability, making it more diffi­
cult for people to usc the civil rights settlement 
procc"s to avoid disciplinary action. We will be hiring 
outside contractors to help us manage the overwhelm­
ing backlog of civil rights complaints. 

We will be sending outside investigation teams into 
sekcted areas to closely evaluate civil rights compli-

Trading stocks on-line 
is straight-forward, 
but has pitfalls • 

frading stocks on-line IS as rela­
tively straightforward as the televi­
Sion commcrc1als depict, but there 
are pittalls that potential e-traders 
should :l\ 01d, advises University of 
Kcntuck) finance expert Paul 
Cluld-.. 

For instance. the professor sa1d 
e-tradmg is so ea..<>) and provides so 
much informat1on, stock buyers and 
sellers might gel carried away, 
linanciall} speaking. 

"Somctnnes more information IS 

good and sometimes 11 can rattle the 
Investor's cage," Childs sa1d. 
''People can g~t caught up in the 
shorl·term market fluctuations and 
can make decisions that arc not 
gllod for their long-term financial 
health." 

Expectations about 111vestment 
returns can lead investors astray. 
too, he said. People who arc just 
getting into the market and are 
nnticipating returns of 20 to 30 per­
cent on their investments as have 
been seen in recent years are apt to 
reap more disappointment than 
double-digit profits, Childes 
obscn ed. Historically, long-tenn 
stock market returns fall in the 8-12 
percent a\ crage. 

A ,·cry good usc of computer­
llCd financial -.en·iccs, Childs said, 
1S the ability to track and maneuver 
mone\ held m mutual funds such as 
retirement accounts. \1ost mutual 
fund companies t such as Vanguard, 
Fidelity, American Century and 
most others) have Web sites where 
an mveo;tor can regularly check 
their investment growth and move 
funJs from one area to another, 
:>lll:h as from value to growth stocks 
or overseas investments. 

But whether the investor is mon­
Honng retirement funds or invest· 

ing for fun and profit, there are 
some decisions they should make 
before hiuing that "send" button. 
Childs suggests the following: 

• Decide what package of ser­
' 1ccs best suits your needs and shop 
the best price among the dozens of 
<;t>mp:1nies offering the service. For 
instance, is the buyer looking for in­
depth stock analysis or just a cheap 
service for buying and selling. Fees 
vary w1th the services offered. 

• Set limits on the amount of 
money you want to spend on 
stocks. • 

• Determine if you want to have 
funds withdrawn from checking 
accounts for regular mutual fund 
investments. (Childs said he has 
such an arrangement that is quite 
co'nvcnient, but requires close 
attention when balancing the check­
book). 

• If you're trading often, check 
the companies' records for staying 
on-line. Computer glitches and 
electrJcal outages can take a compa­
ny out for a time, but most take 
extr:1ordinary efforts to assure ser-
vice is unintenupted. 4111

I remember when the facility first 
opened and the excitement that was in 
the air over such a facility being part of 
the entertainment grid in our county. 

Chris Blair was the track's first pro­
moter and what a job he did. Chris 
made sure the media was informed 
about ""hat was going on at the track 
and even wrote the stories himself. He 
''as a good track writer He furnished 
us \\ ith pictures and driver profiles. 

Chris left for bigger grounds as he 
was snatched up by a bigger track. 
Others ha' e held the job at Thunder 
Ridge as track promoter.

Ridge. Now, I 
don't have a car 
running there but 
I enjoy (when I 
can make it) 
going there and 
just visiting with the drivers, looking at 
their cars and watching them race. 

I have to admit. I am not an all­
nighter. I cannot rematn at the track 
until the wee hours of the morning. 
Way back. there was a time I could. But 
that has been several years ago. 

I wish I could go and remain 
through all the features. I reall)' do. 
Now, of late, Brad has had the order 
running through pretty good and fans 
are getting home quicker. That is good. 

1 look forward to being part of the 
mixture this Saturday night (weather 
permitting). 1 hope to get some inter­
views with drivers and just rub elbows 
with the big name drivers as weU as 
those whose names are not so well­
known. 

1 hope the track is packed with excit­
ed fans and that the rest of the year will 
be an exciting time.

This 
is a fairly common problem 
among older cat~. and I am sure 
she is not the onl) reader faced 
with this problem. 

Let"s revie\\ some of the kid­
neys· ba~ic functions. I' II try not 
to make this 100 boring. but I con­
fess that renal ph> siology was one 
of the classes where I had to fight 
hardest to stay awake. (Renal. by 
the way, is one (lf the I\\ o medical 
terms that refer to the kidney. The 
other is the prefix nephro-. which 
you sec used in terms c;uch as 
nephri tis and nephrologist) 

Basically. the kidneys arc fil­
ters. All sorts of waste products 
build up in the blood as a result of 
normal metabolism. The kidneys. 
along with the liver, have the job 
of removing these unwanted com­
pounds. 

A second impor!ant function of 
the kidneys i~ the ability to con­
centrate urine 1f !he body needs to 

consen e water. and to dilute it in 
in~tances where there is exec's 
tluid in the bod) or\\ hen there are 
lots of impurilie' that need to be 
flushed out fhis is also Important 
tn regulating blood pres:;ure.

Cats in general appear 10 get 
sick faster and more severely than 
dogs. and many owners (including 
my cousin) beat themsel\cs up 
because they didn'! notice 
the signs sooner. 
Sometimes this is because 
the person doesn· t know 
what to look for. but it is 
often due to the nature of 
cats tbemsel ves. 

Dogs arc pack hunters, 
and if a dog is «tarling 
to get sick (not really ill, 
but not feeling well either), 
he can depend on the rest of the 
pack to ~orne extent for protection 
and food. 

Cats. on the o1her hand. arc 
solitary hunters. A sick cat not 
only can't catch his O\\ n dinner; 
he is likely to become someone 
else ·s. For this rca~on. cats hide 
illnesses as long as they can, and 
once a cat is ob' iously sick. it is 
Ukel) to be much worse !han a 
dog ~howing the !>arne signs. 

So. what do you look for that 
m1ght tip you off that your cat is 
suffering from kidney failure'! 
Remember that these signs may 

be very subtle, and in an older

regulate the electrolyte balance. 
iO\ olving chemical ions such as 
sodium, potassium and 
phosphorous.

\\ hich is remO\ ed through the kid­
neys. taking some more of the 
Impurities with it. 

• Dt•hydration. The body is 
using the fluid!> it has available 
mostly to flush through the kid­
neys. often at the expense of the 
rest of the body. Lift the skin or a 
normal car or dog (or person), and 
it will snap back into place imme­
diately (it may be a little slower in 
oldl•r animals because the skin is 
lc!><. e las!ic), In a deh)drated ani­
mal. however, the skin forms a 
"tent" that may take. several sec­
onds to return to position. The 
lcngrh of time this takes can gh e 
you an e:stimate of se,ere the 
de h) drat ion is.

Severe levels of 
these toxins can even cause neu­
rologic problems <;uch as disorien­
tation or seizures The animal's 
appetite is usually poor, and he 
may be anemic due to poor red 
blood cell production. 

A"o, the electrolyte imbal­
ances as ... ociated \\ ith kidney fail­
un.· usually result in low potao;si­
um levels. Anyone who has over­
done their blood pressure medi­
cine and forgotten their potassium 
supplement can tell you how weak 
thi~ makes you feel. A cat whose 
blood potassiUm is way too low 
may stand with its neck flexed 
down and its head almost agent its 
chest. The medical term for low 
potassium is hypokalemia. 

• Weight loss. This is seen in 
chronic kidney disease, and 
becomes more obvious with time. 

• Bad breath. Not your normal 
"tuna breath." This is a different 
smell. peculiar to uremic animals. 
and it's almost impossible for me 
to describe. I'm not good at dis­
cerning different odors (which 
can be a blessing in this profes­
sion), hut once you've smelled 
this you will recognize iL 

If you notice any of these 
signs. take your pel in for a vet­
erinary exam immediately. Next 
time, we 'II discuss how kidney 
failure is diagnosed and treated.
