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State schedules killer 
to die Thesday 

For the third time since the state's death penalty 
was reinstated in 1976, a death row inmate is sched­
uled to die at the Eddyville prison in western 
Kentucky. 

~" David Smith. 52. was convicted in 1983 of the 
murders of four people in Pike County. If last-ditch 
appeals are unsuccessful, he will be executed Tuesday. 

A jury found Smith guilty of the 1980 killing of his· 
girlfriend. Rebecca .Church, 17. of South Point. Oh1o: 

t her I 8-month-old daughter. Amanda Church; her 
mother, Mary Thompson. 48, also of South Point; and 
Rebecca\ sister, Betty Maynard, 27, of Canada in Pike 
County. 

Because Smith was convicted prior to the state's 
revocation of electrocution as a means of putting con­
demned felons to death, he was given the opportunity 
to choose between that methO<l and lethal injection. 
According to prison officials, Smith has chosen the 
electric chair. 

After the death penally "'as reinstated in 1976, 21 
-., years passed without an execution in Kentucky. Tn 

1997. Harold McQueen Jr. became the first modem 
execution when he dicJ in the electric chair. Eddie Lee 
Harper died by lethal injection a year ago.

What is meningitis? 
Memngllis 1s an mfecuon oft!K· fluid 

of a person's spinal ~ord and the fluid 
that surrounds the bmin. People some 
times refer to 1t as spinal meningitis. 
Meningitis is u.;u.dly caused by a viral 
or bactcnal infection. Kno\\ing whether 
mening111s 1 cnused by a virus or bac­
terium IS 1mporu1nt bccau.<;e the SC\enty 
of 1llncss and the u-catment differ. \'irnl 
meningitiS IS gencrnlly less severe and 
resolves Without specific trcalment, 
while bacterial mening.ttis can he quite 
severe und may result in brain damage. 
hearing loss, or learning disability. For 
bacterial mcningiti!'>, it is also important 
to kno\\ whkh type of bacteria is caus­
ing the meningitis because antibiotics 
can prevent some t) pes from spreading 
and infccung od~~:r people. Before the 
1990s. Hacmoph1lus lnfluenzae type b 
(Hib) \\a-; the leading C::IU.<;C of bacterial 
meningitis, but new vaccines being 
given to all children as part of their rou­
tine immuni1..atmns have reduced the 
occurrence of invasive disease due to H. 
influeru.ac. 'lbday, Streptococcus pncu­
moniac and Nei~ria mcningitidis are 
the leading cause~ of bacterial meningi­
tis. 

What are the signs and symptoms 
of meningitis? 

High fever, headache, and stiff neck 
are common symptoms of meningrtis in 
anyone over tl1c age of 2 years. TI1esc 
symptoms can develop over several 
hours, qr they may take I to 2 days. 
Other symptoms may include nausea. 
vomiting, discomfort looking into 

bright lights, confusion, and slecpmcss. 
In nc\\ boms and small infants, the clas­
sic symptoms of fever, he~ache, and 
neck stiffm:.;s may be absent or difficult 
to detect. and rhe infant may only 
aprx.w slow or inactive, or be imtable, 
have vomiting, or be feeding poorly. As 
the disease progresses, pat1enL-; of any 
age may have seizures. 

How is meningitis diagnosed? 
Early diagnosis and treatment are 

\cry mlportanL If S) mptom.-; occur, the 
patient should see a doctor immediately. 
The diagnosis is usually made by grow­
ing bactcna from a sample of spinal 
fluid. The spinal fluid is obtained by 
performing a spinal tap, in which a nee­
dle is inserted into an area in the lower 
back where fluid in the spinal canal is 
readily accessible. Identification of tl1C 
type of bacteria responsible is important 
f01 selection of correct anllb1otics. 

Can meningitis be treated? 
Bacterial meningitis can he treated 

with a numher of effective antibiotics. It 
is important, however, that trcalment be 
started carl y m the wurse of the disease. 
Appropriate antibiotic treatment of 
most common types of bacterial menin­
gitis should reduce the risk of dying 
from meningitis to below 15 percent, 
although the risk is higher among the 
elderly. 

Is meningitis contagious? 
Yes, some fonns arc bactcnal 

meningitis are contagious. The bacteria 
arc spread through the exchange of res· 
piratory and throat secretions (i.e., 
coughmg, kissing). Fortunately, none of 
the bacteria that cause meningitis arc as 

contagious as things like the common 
cold or the flu, and they nrc not spread 
by casual contact or by s1mply breath­

A tiny step 

forward 
A J 998 law regulating Jogging in Kentucky will take 

full effect on July 15. 
However, it is naive to hope that the Kentucky Forest 

Conservation Act will have any more than a minimal 
impact on the harvesting of trees on private land in this 
state. By the time members of the 1998 General 
Assembly got through with the state's first attempt at log­
ging regulations. they had gutted the bill of some of its 
most significant provisions and made effective enforce­
ment of the remaining provisions almost impossible. 

On the positive side, lhe law will require that after July 
15 all logging operations -except when horses or mules 
are used exclusively - must have a certified master log­
ger on site. The law also says •·best management prac­
tices" must be used so that ~elliment from logging does­
n't foul waterways. 

So far so good. However. the law only restricts Jog­
ging near streams, does not dictate the method of tog­
ging, and puts no limits on how much is cut. 

Inspectors do have the authority to shut down a Jog­
ging site where a master logger is not present or where 
severe environmental damage has occurred. That is if the 
inspectors can find the site. 

Legislators stripped from the law a requirement that 
loggers file with the state a notice of intent to cut trees. 
Thus, the Division of Forestry -given the responsibili­
ty for enforcing the law- will not know a logging oper­
ation exists unless its employees come across it or it is 
reported by a citizen. 

Not only was the notification requirement for all log­
ging operations needed for effective enforcement of the 
law, it was needed to better protect absentee landowners 
from having trees harvested on their land without their 
knowledge. That's already a problem in this region. and 
it promises only to get worse as logging increases in the 
state. 

As we said at the time of its passage in 1998. the 
Kentucky Forest Conservation Act is better than no regu­
lations at all - but not much. If legislators are serious 
about promoting responsible timber harvesting in this 
state and assuring that logging becomes a su~>tainablc 
industry, they need to take much more than thi<> baby step 
forward.

Postmaster presents Postal Service view 
Editor: 
Regarding the article titled .. Back from the grave: 

annual. automatic po~tagc hikes," in your May 3 I. 
2000, issue, I offer the following i11fonnation. 

First, the group (Coalition to Make Our First 
Class Mad FJRST CLASS), which Mr. MacDonald 
quotes or refers to in the article. is nothing more than 
a front organization for United Parcel Service (UPS). 

It b almost enti rely funded by UPS. according to 
our National Postmasters of the United States 
(NAPUS) group. UPS has one interest in this and 
only one- their bottom line. If they can eliminate or 
reduce the competition that your Postal Service pro­
vides, then they have a wide open field to charge 
whatever they want for their :services. 

UPS doe~>. in fact, raise their rates often, but with 
no alann bell'> bemg rung by the media. They also 
can reduce service in areas with sparse populations. 
such as eastern Kentucky, and they can charge sur· 
charges for service in such rural areas as ours. I sup 
pose we ~hould routinely accept those and .. grin and 
bear it.'' 

Secondly, it's not as though the Postal Service is 
exempt from inflation. The vast majority of our facil-

ities are leased. Landlords charge more as time pass­
es, not less. Fuel to nm our delivery fleet costs more 
each succeeding year, if you haven' t noticed. Our 
workers' wages have to somewhat keep pace with 
these inflationary times just to provide for their fam­
ilies. Our last two rate increases (1995 and 1999) 
were less than inflation and that is a tribute to hard 
work and good management by postal employees and 
managers. These are verifiable facts. not propaganda 
such as the article you reprinted. 

I'm certain you picked the article off :>orne wire 
service or "news" provider without looking into the 
facts. A simple phone call to your local postmaster 
could easily have given a much better basis to make 
such a decision. 

In the future. we would appreciate more thought­
fulness before jumping to conclusions that such driv­
el (as 90 per cent of this article was) is actually fac­
tual and newsworthy. 

The only thing which was truly accurate in the 
article concerned the two executives who were paid 
much too much for moving expenses.

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K trustees answer questions about closed session

Seven members of the 
University of Kentucky Board of 
Trustees met with media represen­
tatives Tuesday as part of a settle­
ment to end the year-long legal 
dispute over a closed session of 
the board. 

Board Chairman Billy Joe 
Miles issued a statement that said 
he believed that the executive ses­
sion "did not comply with the spir­
it, if not the letter, of the Open 
Meetings Act, and did not comply 
with the requirements of KRS 
164.170." 

In addition to the Open 
Meetings Law (KRS 61.870 to 
61.884 ). there is a separate statute 
( 164.170) that deals specifically 
with the UK Board of Trustees. 
llnd predates the open meeting law. 
that says all meetings of the board 
are to be open to the public. 

The controversial executive 
SC$sion was held May 4. 1999. to 

tscuss extending UK President 
aries Wethington 's contract. 
llowing the closed door session. 

e board extended Wethington's 
ntract for two years, putting him 

in the university's top spot until 
2003. An uproar within the univer­
sity's faculty, student body and 
media organizations followed the 
losed session. 

The Lexington Herald-Leader, 
ouisville Courier-Journal and 

Kentucky Press Association sued 
the university. The lawsuit's 
alleged violations included: failure 
to include the contract extension 
on the agenda; failure to make a 
transcript of the session; and tak­
ing the vote in open session by 
voice vote only. The suit alleged 
the board's actions were deliberate 
to avoid public debate, scrutiny 
and comment by university facul­
ty. 

Six weeks after the closed door 
session, the board rescinded its 
decision to extend Wethington's 
contract as president - and 
instead hired him as a fundraiscr 
for the university after his retire­
ment - but the lawsuit proceeded 
through Fayette Circuit Court. 

Papers are expected to be filed 
this week dismissing the litigation. 
Tuesday's press conference was 
beld for trustees to answer ques­
tions regarding the executive ses­
sion. 

"This press conference and 

Miles' statement is the wny that all 
the parties came together to try 
and figure out a way to resolve the 
lawsuit," said KPA General 
Counsel Jon Fleischaker. "It 
appeared evident to everybody. 
that it was not worth pursuing the 
lawsuit in regards to time and 
expense. once the Wethington 
matter was resolved. r certainly 
hope and expect UK will do a bet­
ter job in regard to following the 
open meetings laws. The lawsuit 
will have served its purpose if it 
reminds UK to abide with what the 
law requires on open meetings." 

Former governor Edward T. 
"Ned'' Breathitt. then chairman of 
the board. said Tuesday he called 
the executive session to avoid pos­
sible embarrassment for 
Wethington, in the event there 
wasn't enough support to extend 
the contract. He said he also feared 
placing the item on the board's 
agenda would restrict trustees 
from having a '·full and frank dis­
cussion·· about the contract exten­
sion. 

Breathitt said he was initially 
approached with the contract 
extension idea by Billy 
Wilcoxson. chairman of the 
board's investment committee. He 
said Wilcoxson was concerned 
that a presidential search and 
change in leadership would hinder 
the university's very successful 
fundraising efforts and suggested 
Wethington's contract be extended 
by three years. 

UK is in the middle of a five­
year capital campaign and 
Wethington has been credited as 
being responsible for the fundrais­
ing success. That ability was cited 
as the prime reason the board 
wanted to extend his contract. 

Breathitt said he received legal 
advice from the university's 
lawyer before calling the execu­
tive session. 

" I asked the university's 
lawyers to advise me as chairman, 
so that I could advise the board, 
and Mr. Wilcoxson. what were the 
proper steps to legally have a 
closed session," he said. "[ 
received that material from Paul 
VanBoovcn, the university's 
lawyer. He prepared a motion for 
Mr. Wilcoxson and on the strength 
of that legal optnton. he 
(Wilcox-.on) made a motion to go 
into executive session. I felt that it 
was important rhat we have 'an 
executive session because we 

' 

needed to get the 'sense' of the 
board as to whether there would be 
any interest in extending the con­
tract. If there wasn't, there would 
be no motion made to extend it.'' 

Breathitt denied that any type 
of showing of hands or straw vote 
was taken during the closed ses­
sion. He said only four members 
of the board of tru-.tces had 
advance knowledge the contract 
extension would be discussed at 
the May 4 meeting: he, Wilcoxson, 
James F. Hardyman and Robert P. 
Meriwether. 

In addition to Breathitt and 
Chairman Miles, five other 
trustees attended Tuesday's press 
conference: Paul Chellgren, Billy 
B. Wilcoxson, Frank Shoop. 
Steven S. Reed and Daniel R. 
Reedy. 

Reedy, a Spanish and Italian 
professor at UK and one of the two 
votes against the contract exten­
sion in the original meeting, said 
he raised the issue or exempting 
Wethington from the mandatory 
retirement age of 65 during the 
executive session and the possible 
fallout from such a decision. 

"There was a general discus­
sion of it, both pro and con." said 
Reedy. 

Chellgren said he and another 
trustee offered a compromise plan 
during the executive session to 
extend Wethington's contract by 
18 months, instead of three years 
as originally proposed by 
Wilcoxson. 

Reedy said he was asked during 
the executive session if he could 
support a three-. two-. or one-year 
extension - to each of which he 
replied, "no.'' 

Wethington, a former chancellor 
of the community college system, 
vehemently opposed Patton's plan 
that removed the colleges from the 
umbrella of' UK. 

A contract extension would 
have placed Wethington in the 
president's seat through most of 
Patton's second term. Another 
factor deemed 'uspcct hy some 
was the timing of the May 1999 
meeting. It was the end of the 
school yca1', graduation, final 
exams and summer break were on 
the front burner for many UK fac 
ulty and its ~tudcnt body. Also, 
terms of office of two of 
Wethington's mo>t loyal support­
ers on the board \\ere set to expire 
in a month. 

"In preparing the lawsuit and 
researching the i!'.sues. we heard 
speculation and comment about 
the possihility that Gov. Patton's 
role in in choosing the new presi­
dent may have been discussed by 
members of the board as part of 
the closed meeting," said 
Fleischaker. 

When asked about an) discus­
sion during the closed session 
involving the governor, Shoop 
said he stated there wusn 't a con­
flict between Patton and 
Wethington. 

Herald-Leader editor Pam 
Luecke said she was glad the liti­
gation was over. 

''I'm glad it's behind us. A year 
after the fact i~n · t the same as hav­
ing an open meeting, but it's better 
than nothing." said Luecke.

FRANKFORT - Several nev. 
photograph' of illegal dumpers can 
now be v1e\\ed on the Web site of 
the Natural Resources and 
Environmental Protection Cabinet. 
The cabinet's imestigators hope 
the pubhc can help identify the fea· 
tured dumper:-. 

The images came from hidden 
cameras the cabinet places at ille­
gal dump~ites across the state. 
Web site \ i.,itors who have infor­
mation t~hout the people or vehicles 
in the photo arc asked to call 1-
888-NO-DUMPS, the cabmet's 

toll-free hotline to report illegal 
dumpers and dumpsites. 

Normally. cabinet investigator!\ 
are able to question people in the 
community ncar a dumpsite and 
determine the identities of those 
caught on tape. But sometimes. 
despite numerous efforts, the iden· 
tities of dumper:. cannot be deter­
mined. 

That's \\here the cabinet Vvcb 
site comes in. Investigators hope it 
will help them solve the cases that 
have been stopped by dead ends.

Governor, First Lady 
provide funds to open 
advocacy center 

Morehead · · "'Judi and I made 
a commttrnent when we began our 
term that we would address child 
abuse and what this terrible cnme 
does to Kentucky children. Today 
we are here to continue that com­
mument with a $228,000 check to 
establish a new children's advoca­
cy center tn the Gateway Region," 
Gov. Paul Patton said recently as 
he presented a check to Bonnie 
Eaglin, prestdent of the board of 
the newly established center. 

The Gateway Children's 
Advocacy Center will be located 
in the Louise Caudill Medical 
Building in Morehead, which will 
be purchased and renovated with 
the funds provided by the 
Governor and First Lady. 

First Lady Judi Patton, who in 
April of 1999 established 
Kentucky's first statewide associa-

tion of Children's Advocacy 
Centers, JOtncd the governor in 
giving the ~heck to the Gateway 
CAC representatives. 

"While Paul and I are provtding 
funds to create a children's ad\o­
cacy center in each region of the 
state, we are working toward the 
day when child abuse ends and no 
region needs a center of this kind.'' 
she said. 

The $228,000 is comprised of 
$118,000 in capital construction 
funds to as~ist in purchasing the 
new facility and $65.000 tn state 
general funds, whtch WJII used to 
operate the new center. 

sexual assault and domestic vto­
lence. The legislative champion 
award for Stivers is one of 10 such 
awards the First Lady will distrib­
ute over the next few months. 

The Pattons are championing 
the cause of children's advocacy 
centers as a way to ensure that the 
investigation and prosecution of 
child sexual abuse cases are well 
coordinated in local communities. 

Advocacy centers are locations 
where forensic interviewing by 
Jaw enforcement and staff of the 
Department of Community Based 
Services are conducted, forensic 
medical examinations are complet­
ed, and where therapy and other 
support services are provided to 
children and their families. 

KCTCS, Cisco partner to educate 
computer network specialists 

These funds were included in 
Gov. Patton's budget request to the 
2000 General Assembly. In addi· 
tion, $45,000 in capital construc­
tion funding was added to the gov­
ernor's budget during the legisla­
tive session by State Sen. Robert 
Stivers to assist the Gateway 
Center in completing purchase of 
their new facility. 

Following the check presenta­
tion, Mrs. Patton was josned by 
officials from the Governor's 
Office of Child Abuse and 
Domesttc Violence Serv1ces, 
Kentucky Association of Sexual 
Assault Programs, and Kentucky 
Domesttc Violence Association in 
presenting a legislative champion 
award to Scn Stivers. 

The governor's biennium bud­
get in total included more than 
$1,650,000 for centers statewide, 
which will result in one CAC 
being funded in each Area 
Development District. At present, 
centers in Paducah, Henderson, 
Bowling Green, Louisville, 
Northern Kentucky, Ashland, 
London and Lexington are opera­
tional. 

Funding has also been provided 
to open centers in Elizabethtown, 
Pikevtlle and Hazard. The Pattons 
also proposed legislation to the 
2000 General Assembly which 
was sponsored by Speaker Jody 
Richards to make Kentucky one of 
only a handful of states to create 
children's advocacy centers in 
state law.

McCall announced the 
Cisco/KCTCS partnership in 
Louisville alongside John P. 
Morgndge, chairman of the board 
of Cisco Systems Inc. Under the 
leadership of Morgridge, Cisco has 
become the fastest-growing compa­
ny in the history of the computer 
industry.

what is newsworthy is the evidence that 
supports this long-held observation. 

Men tend to usc the "flight or fight" 
reflex in respon~ to stressful situations. 
They'll either take the chaJicnge head 
on. or nee if the odd~; against them 
seem too high. 

On the other hand, women use the 
tcnd·and·bcfri~nd" reactron. Under 

sires~. tl1cy'll ~<Ue for their children or 
utlk out the problem wrth their women 
fncnds. 

'Iltc UCJ..A n•scarchers suggest this 
"tcnd·iUld·lx:friend" pattern not only 
keep~ WOIIK'Il calmer in ~tresslul situa­
ti(ln' - this, de,pit~ the stereotype of 
tlle ''h) stcncal'' lcmale gomg to pi~ 
in tl1c fan· of danger hut may also 
c.xplain \\hy \\omen appear to he less 
vulnerable than men tu drug and aJco­
hol abuse ond other '-"tress-related di~r­
dcrs such as hypc11cnsion. The 
researchers set) this may alo;o cxplarn 
why women "til osk for dul.'ctions -
tum to a "'friend," as it were, for help ­
ru1d men don't. 

The "tend w1d-hcfricnd" pattern is 
shm\ n in another study involving male 
ancl female pohce officers. When fac­
mg a threatening situation, women will 
try to talk ntther than shoot their way 

out of it 
The "tend-and-befriend'' pattern 

may be linked to oxytocin, a hormone 
which tS released during stress. It's 
been shown to make both rate; and 
humans calmer, less fearful and more 
social. While both sexes secret.e oxy­
tocin. its effect may be diminished by 
male hormones. On the other hand. the 
female hormone, estrogen. appear; to 
amplify it 

As I noted in the fir.;t paragrJph. the 
'iend-and-bcfricnd" paUem comes as 
no big "wprisc to rno,.;t \\OITlCn who 

know how vaJuable friends and family 
are in times of stress. So, why hasn't it 
been reported in scientific literarure 
before? 

The answer is that before the 
Admimstration called for a change in 
govei'TUTlCflt grants policies in 1995, 
women were simply ignored or under­
represented in studies on stress.

The 
box, which measures in at 14 inches by 3 

inches and sells for $449, promises easy 
"plug and play" installation. but that tends 
to be an oversimplification. For example, 
you will need to purchase network cards for 
each computer ($20 each) plus cabling (one 
short one is supplied). That's it as far as 
hardware goes. After that, everything just 
plugs in. On the other hand, when it comes 
to the software - something Watchguard 
doesn't conlrol- the process becomes a bit 
more convoluted. 

The problem: One needs to make so 
many detailed changes to their operating 
system and browo;er - and possibly lose 

Watchguard has an excellent Technical 
Support Department, and they promise to 
help you wade through the installation's 
quirks. You wiJI, however, need a s1rong 
constitution and of computer operators who 
can afford the luxury of time before attempl­
ing such basic configuration system 
chan_ges. 

So, considering the possible advantages, 
i~> Watchguard worth the hassle? Absolutely. 
But be cognizant of the tisks.

The series, airing Mondays, at 9 
p.m. BACK on KET, beginning 
June 12, clearly evinces the radical 
changes in domestic life wrought 
by the scientific and technological 
innovations of the last 100 years. 

The Bowler family-parents 
Joyce and Paul, 17-year-old 
Kathryn, 11-year-old twins Hilary 
and Ruth, and nine-year-old Joe­
are taken back in time to the spring 
of 1900 m Greenwich, a suburb of 
London, England. 

For three months, they Jive in a 
charming late-Victorian terraced 
house, dressing in period clothing 
and living as a family in 1990 
would have lived. But the experi­
ment proves far from fun and 
games for the Bowlers. 

As "The 1900 House" shows, 
the harsh reality of tum-of-the-cen­
tury life is something the Bowlers 
are not prepared for. 

The cameras capture the misery 
of wash day (an all-day laundry 
affair), the frustrations prompted 
by a coal-burning range that stub­
bornly refuses to provide enough 
hot water. lhe indignity of being 
routinely "dirty, greasy and 

smelly'' (as daughter Kathryn com­
plains) and the sobering fact that 
life. especially for women. is high­
ly restrictive and aclllngly duiJ. 

Throughout this living experi­
ment, the Bowlers help take mod­
em viewers behind "ye olde'' 
veneer that time has shellacked 
upon the past. The series strives to 
prompt thought, elicit laughter and 
create a visceral understanding of 
how much change has occurred 
becuase of a dynamite meeting of 
science and society.

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Writer, Holocaust survivor Elie Wiesel is

Elic Wiesel was a bookish young man 
growing up in the sleepy Romanian vil­
lage of Sighet in the 1930s and 40s. He 
might have become a scholar or a rabbi. 
someone who passed his days reading 
and teaching ancient books of wisdom. 

Instead, history made Wiesel a witness 
to the Holocaust. and he has spent his Jife 
trying to describe and explain the horror 
that killed his father. mother and younger 
sister. 

Wiesel talks about his life and career 
on ''Kentucky Author Forum Presents: A 
Conversation with Elie Wiesel." The one-

hour program airs Monday, June 12 at 10 
p.m., on KET. and repeats Thursday, June 
15, at 8 p.m., on KET2. Wiesel is inter­
viewed by Gustav Niebuhr, religion cor­
respondent of The New York Times. 

Wiesel is the author of 40 books, 
including both non-fiction and novels. 
His body of work includes "Night," ''A 
Beggar in Jerusalem,'' "The Forgotten,'' 
"Souls on Fire" and a memoir, "All 
Rivers Run to the Sea.''

The conversation with Niebuhr 
reflects the path of Wiesel's life-from 
his native village to the Buchenwald 
death camp to his early work as a jour­
nalist in Paris and his move to the United 
States in 1956. Wiesel also talks about 
his often-tortured relationships with 
powerful leaders, but he describes his 

role as a public figure with humility and 
warmth.
