) Teacher colleges
face the fire with
new standards

There was much attention paid to raising standards for
teachers during the recent General Assembly, with a
lukewarm bill finally passed.

For college students who hope to become teachers,
the standards have already been raised. If we are going to
avert a teacher shortage in coming years, those students
and the colleges preparing them will have to get better.

All college graduates who want to teach must pass a
national Praxis test, which measures content knowledge
in the field a student wishes to teach. Last week, the
state's Education Professional Standards Board reviewed
test scores from 1998 and 1999 and found that failure
rates will likely increase for those taking the test this
year now that higher standards have been enacted.

Kentucky had some of the lowest certification stan-
dards in the nation for teachers, which prompted the
move Lo raise the passing level. The state will now be at
or above the average for 12 Southern states.

In the recent tests, prospectiveteachers did well in
subjects such as elementary education, in which the
average score was 173. The current passing grade is 143,
and the new level is 163,

But in more specialized fields like chemistry and
physics, the pass rates fall, and that is expected to con-
tinue unless teacher preparation programs fill the void.

“I think there's a tendency to think that programs will
improve because the pressure is there to improve.' said
Phillip Rogers. research analyst for the standards board.

That is exactly the case — and why concerns about a
teacher shortage should fall on deaf ears.

The Praxis tests do not gauge communication or
teaching strategy skills, which are also important.
Knowing the subject matter without the ability to con-
nect with children results in a poor teacher. But if we do
not demand that the people who teach our children have
a firm grasp of the content they will teach first; the best
of communication skills mean nothing.

There is evidence that raising standards does make
applicants improve. When the math' cutoff score was
raised in 1996, 55 percent of students failed it. As more
attention has been paid to what is expected, the failure
rate has fallen to 35 percent.

The legislature recognized the need for improvement
in this year's session and encouraged the Council on
Postsecondary Education to use $4 million to help the
regional universities improve their teacher education
programs.

Kentucky's children deserve the best teachers possi-
ble. And teachers need the sense of accomplishment that
comes from achieving a certification that actually signi-
fies hard-sought knowledge. Higher standards should
produce both.

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‘Epilepsy foundation issues
alert on water safety

Although a study of drowning
accidents among people with
epilepsy confirms that seizures in
the water can be deadly, the
Epilepsy Foundation says that
people with epilepsy can safely
enjoy water activities if they take a
few simple precautions.

The Foundation issued the alert
as a Memorial Day reminder, the
beginning of the peak season for
swimming and other water activi-
ties.

The study of drowning inci-
dents, conducted in Florida,
includes 2381 drowning deaths
reported in that state between 1992
and 1997 (Epilepsia, Vol. 40.
Supplement 7. December 1999).
Of these, 58 or 2.4 percenl were
reported as seizure-related. The
highest number of seizure-related
drowning fatalities occurred in the
25 to 34 age group.

To help prevent drowning and
other avoidable accidents in the
witer, the Epilepsy Foundation
offers guidelines for sate swim-
ming for people who experience
seizures.

“Contrary to whal some may
believe, most people with seizures
¢an participate in swimming, boat-

ing and other water sports. But
common sense in following a few
basic rules is important in avoid-
ing unnecessary accidents,” said
Steven C. Schachter, M.D, chair of
the Epilepsy Foundation
Professional Advisory Board.

The Epilepsy Foundation rec-
ommends the following safety
measures around water!

* Before going out in the water,
ask the doctor whether you or your
child’s seizures are under suffi-
cient control to permit swimming.

* Swim with your child or be
certain that another responsible
person is in the water with her at
all times who knows Ffirst aid for
seizures,

* A flotation device that sup-
ports your or your child's head
above water is a good idea. It is
especially important for children
and, in some cases, adults with
seizure disorders.

* Children or adults with
seizure disorders should never
swim alone. Always swim with a
buddy who's a good swimmer.

* Inform lifeguards and swim-
ming teachers that you (or your
child) have epilepsy.

* Don't get over-tired or too

» Don’t swim if you have for-
gotten to take your seizure med-
ication.

« Don't let your seizure medica-
tions get wet, Several are known
to lose their anticonvulsant effect
when exposed to the water.

« If your seizures can be
brought on by flashing light, wear
polarized sunglasses to reduce the
flicker effect of sunlight on the
water and other reflective sur-
faces.

If a seizure occurs in the water,
support the individual's head and
keep her face out of the water.
Bring her to the shore or side of
the pool and place her on her side.
Check her airway. If water has
been ingested or breathing is
labored, get medical treatment.

“In addition to swimming
pools, water presents a significant
risk in showers and especially, in

bathtubs — even if there is one
inch of water at the bottom. Never
leave a toddler or young child with
epilepsy ‘alone in the bathtub, not
even for a moment. If you leave
the bathroom for any reason, wrap
the child in a towel and take him
with you,” said Schachter.

More than two million
Americans have epilepsy, a recur-
rent disturbance of the electrical
activity in the brain which pro-
duces seizures.

The Epilepsy Foundation is a
nationwide consumer organization
leading the fight against eilepsy
through research, education, advo-
cacy and service programs for
individuals affected by seizure
disorders and their families.

Cuomo announces
housing advisory

Housing and Urban
Development Secretary Andrew
Cuomo has announced the avail-
ability of up to $1 million worth of
advisory services to help communi-
ties in the distressed counties of
Appalachia with the design, build-
ing and expansion of affordable
housing,

The advisory services, known as
technical assistance, will be made
available to local governments and
affordable housing providers, as
well as organizations participating
in HUD's Home Investment
Partnerships (HOME) Program.

Training opportunities include
assistance with the Community
Housing Development
Organization certification, con-
struction management, architectural
consulting, and other forms of
assistance,

“Despite the nation's booming
economy, 5.4 million American
families are in desperate need of
safe, affordable housing,” Cuomo
said. “This new assistance to com-
munities in Appalachia will help
them find ways to address this
need.”

The new technical assistance is a
direct response to the input recejved
from government and community
leaders during the Appalachian
Summit, held last August in
Ashland, Kentucky and
Huntington, West Virginia,

The first-of-its-kind intergovem-
mental Summit convened by HUD
brought together more than 800
political, business, and non-profit
leaders from the federal, state, and
local levels to intensify efforts to
address regional problems,

Co-sponsors of the event includ-
ed the Departments of Agniculture,
Labor and Transportation; the
Appalachian Regional Commission
(ARC); Gov, Cecil Underwood of
West Virginia; and Gov, Paul Patton
of Kentucky.

“This assistance will be instru-
mental in building the capacity of
community and faith-based organi-
zation in the region, and in empow-
ering them to move from a vision to
actual implementation in the provi-

sion of affordable housing,” said
Underwood, who is also federal Co-
chair of the ARC.

“Last summer's summil was an
important first step to outline the
problems facing the region and to
identify strategies to address those
problems.” Gov. Patton said. “This
new assistance represents targeted
follow-up to that Summit which
will produce tangible results for our
state in the form of new affordable
housing.”

In implementing this techmical
assistance. HUD plans to work
closely in collaboration with the
Appalachian Regional
Commission, state and local gov-
emments in the region, community
and faith-based non-profits and
housing providers.

According to Jesse L. White Jr.,
ARC Federal Co-Chairman: “The
ARC is currently developing a
broad-based program, for our dis-
tressed counties that will lead to
greater self-sufficiency and an
improved quality of life. We wel-
come this opportunity to partner
with HUD in working specifically
to help meet the critical housing

services for Appalachia

needs tn our region,”

The initiative will have four
basic components: outreach, direct
assistance and training, a summit,
and the ongoing provision of fol-
low-up materials. The outreach will
take place through community
forums and other targeted efforts to
educate the affordable housing
community and local governments
regarding the new resources avail-
able and to encourage participation
by new groups,

The majority of the money will
be spent on direct one-on-one assis-
tance o participating organizations
to. assist them in developing and
implementing their programs,

There will also be a Summit to
convene participating organizations
and others providing affordable
housing and further provide them
with the information, tools, and net-
working opportunities necessary o
produce results,

Finally, materials will be devel-
oped and distributed to keep partic-
ipating organizations abreast of new
designs, resources, strategies, best
practices and partnership opportu-
nities.

to get involved in protecting chil-
dren from one of the leading risks
they face — riding unrestrained in a
vehicle,” said Jerry Scannell, presi-
dent of the National Safety Council.

He pointed out that it's the law in
every state, that children ride buck-
led up.

During the Mobilization, officers
in all 50 states will intensify
enforcement of child passenger
safety laws through checkpoints,
saturation patrols, and increased
patrols. Citizens can help by dialing
1-800-764-5755 and identifying
vehicles transporting an unbuckled
child in violation of the law.

The National Safety Council will
send a letter to vehicle owners
reminding them that permitting a
child to ride unbuckled is danger-

ous.

The letter -also states that
because it's the law that children be
buckled, if they are stopped by the
police, they could be ticketed and
fined. Once letters are sent, no
records are kept and there i§ no fur-
ther follow-up.

The hotline is patterned after
similar existing programs in more
than a dozen states and localities. In
addition, there are numerous other
state and local programs that enable
citizens to report drunk. aggressive
and unsafe drivers.

The Mobilization has grown
from 1,000 agencies when it began
in 1997, to more than 7,000 agen-
cies this year. “Officers everywhere
will be writing tickets during the
Mobilization, because they know

that's what it takes to protect chil-
dren,” said Chief Robert Redfern,
president of the New England
Chiefs of Police. “You see kids rid-
ing unbuckled, but we unfortunate-
ly. see firsthand the tragedies that
result.”

“Redform has taken a lead role
in the crackdown, because he and
his family experienced the tragedy
of losing a child in a crash several
years ago.

The last three years of Operation
ABC Mobilizations have signifi-
cantly contributed to an increase in
child restraint use and a decline in
child fatalities. But there is more
work to do. One out of four kids
still ride unrestrained, meaning 15
million children are at deadly risk.

Traffic crashes are the number

one killer of children, and 60 per-
cent of the kids killed in crashes are
totally unrestrained. Because seat
belts and child restraint systems are
so effective, nearly half of those
who die unbuckled in crashes
would be alive today if the driver
had made sure they were restrained.

In partnership with law enforce-
ment and state highway safety
offices, the Operation ABC
Mobilization is sponsored by the
Air Bag & Seat Belt Safety
Campaign, the National Highway
Traffic Safety Administration and
the National Transportation Safety
Board. The Mobilization is a part of
Buckle Up America, an ongoing
national initiative to increase seat
belt use and save the lives of
Anlermdn\

Landmark conservation bill passes House

The u.s. House of
Representatives recently passed
the most comprehensive conserva-
tion legislation in the nation’s his-
tory. The Conservation and
Reinvestment Act (CARA, HR
701) passed the U.S. House by a
vote of 315-102 and will provide
$44 billion in funding over the next
15 years.

The money will fund projects to
conserve wildlife, improve and
expand parks and recreation ser-
vices. save threatened historic
properties and protect America’s
coastlines.

Kentucky Congressmen Hal
Rogers, Ed Whitfield, Ron Lewis,
Ken Lucas and Ernie Fletcher were
co-sponsors of HR 701. All of
them and Congresswoman Anne
Northrup voted for the bill.

“Kentucky’s entire delegation
stepped up and made a great vote
for Kentucky,” said Kentucky
Department of Fish and Wildlife
Resources Commissioner Tom
Bennett,

“This legislation is historic in
its implication for Kentucky. It will
allow us to create comprehensive
wildlife programs for all Kentucky
wildlife species in rural and urban
Kentucky. Conservation education

can be developed for all
Kentuckians. Our delegation
showed national leadership.

Thanks to all of them.”
“I think it 1s the most important
legislation passed in my 30 years

in the parks and recreation busi-
ness,” said Steve Brooks, director
of Parks and Recreation for
Frankfort and Legislative
Chairman of the Kentucky
Recreation and Parks Society.
“The real important part was that it
pulled everybody together.”
Kentucky’s rich outdoor her-
itage was reflected by our
Congressmen's enthusiasm toward
CARA legislation. “By voting to
pass the Consérvation and
Reinvestment Act,” said 6th dis-
trict U.S. Rep. Ernie Fletcher, “we
are providing significant opportu-
nities to start new parks, build new
athletic fields, and most important-
ly provide the quality of outdoor

life we all desire.”

Kentucky's portion of the fund-
ing could be more than $21 mil-
lion. A little more than $8 million
will fund land and water conserva-
tion efforts and just under $5 mil-
lion will fund wildlife conserva-
tion efforts.

The money provided for
wildlife conservation is extremely
important, More than 85 percent of
America’s fish and wildlife have
no dedicated funding to help detect
signs of population decline and
prevent species from becoming
threatened or endangered.
Unfortunately, the vitality of many
species goes unnoticed until they
are at critically low numbers.

The funding provided by CARA
will help wildlife agencies here m
Kentucky and across the nation
prevent species from reaching the
critical stage in their population
numbers at a lower cost than
restoring threatened or endangered
species. The funding will also
save wildlife habitat from being
developed.

“It's for our grandchildren.”
Brooks said. “*All the money and
the resources in the world can't
make more land, The great thing
about this legislation is it allows
for some land acquisition but
requires that the funding could be
used only for purchases from will-
ing sellers.”

“I was still looking for a job; that
was on a Thursday and school was
to start the following Monday, and
while helping Muggsy, I got a call
from my dad who told me T needed
o call Charles Clark (then superin-
tendent of Floyd County schools),”
gaid Turner. “He asked me if 1 was
certified to teach driver’s education
and I told him I was."

Salyersville High School was in
need of a driver’s education teacher,
as well as a basketball coach.

“I thought, ‘Basketball?’ That"
was the farthest thing from my
mind,” he said, “I went over and
saw Creed Arnette, superintendent
of Magoffin County schools. He
was a very nice person and he gave
me the job of coaching basketball
and teaching driver's education."”

Little did Coach Turner know
that the road he was about lo travel
would be a good one for him.

While at Salyersville, the high
school had no gymnasium because
it was lost in a fire. With no gym of
their own to practice in, Coach
Turner and his team had 1o use the
elementary gyms.

*1 was there two years,” recalled
Coach Turner. “We had to practice
in very small gyms. The ceilings
were low and because of that when
we got' in the big gyms we didn't
have any arch and the ball would

bounce back to the top of the cir-
cle.”

Salyersville and Coach Turner
faced Wolfe County in their very
first game together

“I remember we would shoot the
ball and people getting position to
rebound,” he said. "It would bounce
over their heads because we're
shooting line drives. Wolfe County
beat us pretty bad and the next
night, Prestonsburg did the same.”

Coach Turner knew he had to
solve the problem of gym space and
searched for a facility with higher
ceilings,

“I found one at Middle Fork that
had cathedral ceilings. It was tiled
floor but it helped a lot,"” he said.

Coach Tumer and the Homets
won only eight games in his first
year as head coach. The following
year they improved to 13 wins, los-
ing to Johnson Central in the district
tournament,

While enjoying his stay ai
Salyersville High School, rumors
began to surface. A Salyersville
High School coach is never allowed
to become tenured and two or three
years was the best a coach could
expect.

“I thought I had better go and
ask,” said Coach Turner. Al that
time they had changed superinten-
dents and Harold Whitaker was

there."

Armed with another job offer,
Turner moved on the board of edu-
cation in search for some answers.

“I was curious. I heard the
rumors,” he said. *'I went up to Mr.
Whitaker and told him 1 had been
offered a job by Coach (Pete)
Grigsby to come back to McDowell
and coach the girls” basketball team.
But I really liked it at Salyersville
and was not looking to move. The
rumors going around is that coaches
don’t tenured here. | have been
offered another job, but [ really like
it here and would like to stay. What
do you think? He told me, “Well, I
would advise you to go ahead and
take that other job."”

The following year, Turner
moved back to McDowell and
became the girls’ basketball coach,
replacing Bobbi Lynn Moore at the
helm. The program was new and
still in the infant stages. But Geri
Grigsby had a way of putting little
McDowell on the map.

“I took the job and coached the
girls, which was a good move for
me,” said Coach Turner. “I had an
outstanding team, that was in 1975.
I was assistant boys' coach and
head girls' coach.

“I was fortunate enough to coach
Miss Basketball, Geri Grigsby, I
had a lot of good players on that

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While girls' basketball was’f
rather new, still Coach Turners
admitted it was one of the best |
things to happen to him as far as
coaching goes. It sort of launched |

“I had to start from the ground |
up,” he said with a smile. “T would ®

Turner coached the McDowell
girls program and built it into one of |
the powerhouses in the 15th Region |
and the state.

1 wasn’t
involved at all, just going to the

'games,”

Then in 1987 Turner’s fortunes -
turned around as he was named
head boys' basketball coach at]
McDowell High School. His dream |
had become a reality, :

“I had some outstanding players @
at McDowell,” said Turner. “From ¢
that point my career started on the !
upswing. It was because of the |
young men I had.”

Turner's 1988-89 team was the
top team in the 15th Region with’
such young men as Dickie Joe
Shannon, Henry Webb, Rady
Martin, Brent Rose and others.!
Perhaps the most disappointing loss |
of his career was a loss to!
Prestonsburg in the 1989 regional |
finals. :

For the next six years, Coach.
Turner would head wup the :
McDowell program with consis-!
tently competitive teams. But word
was McDowell and Wheelwright
High Schools were to merge, creat-
ing South Floyd High School.
Coach Turner was to take the helm
of the new school’s basketball pro-
gram. But there were problems with
that. ,

“1 was offered the job at Johnson
Central. 1 was hired to go to South,
Floyd. T began to lodk back and’
compared going to South Floyd as: W
the same as going to Salyersville.”

" Informed that South Floyd
would be without a gymnasium for,
at least two years, the thoughts of
practicing elsewhere did not appeal
to Coach Turner. It was decision|
time for the coach.

“One of the hardest decisions I
had to make in my life was to leave
that group of young men,” said
Coach Turner. “To go to Johnson
Central was a big decision. But
looking at the situation and not hav-
ing a gym for two years, 1 didn’t
like that. I began to remember the
times at Salyersville.”

Saying goodbye to McDowell
High School, where he coached for
six seasons, Tumer moved on to
Johnson Central, a program that had
seen some hard times in basketball.
The year 1993 was his first at the
helm of the Eagle program and it
was time to rebuild the Eagles Nest.

“The first year here we went to
the regional tournament but the next
four we ran up against JR.
Vanhoose and Todd Tackett and the
Paintsville Tigers,” said Coach
Turner. “For four years they were a
dominating team. No one in the
region and hardly anyone in the ¥
state could beat them those four
years,”

Patience was the order for
Johnson Central fans because
Coach Turner knew on the horizon
Johnson Central would return to the
top of the pack, With a group of
freshmen players led by Tommy
McKenzie and Mitchell Coleman,
the future looked good for the
Eagles.

“The last couple of years have
been awful good years here at
Johnson Central,” said Coach
Turner, *“This group of nine seniors
(led by McKenzie and Coleman)
started out together as freshmen and

The only caution of the race, for
debris, would narrow Thornsberry’s
lead and on the restart the race got
interesting. Dowdy managed to
draw beside Shannon's racer, yet as
they entered the corners,
Thomsberry would check up just
enough tn turn two on the white flag
lap 1o allow Thornsberry to drive to
the checkered flag. Dowdy finished
second, followed by Littleton.

Fast qualifier Jason Dempsey
shared front row with the 1998
track champion, Scott McCloud at
the onset of the Super Bombers
class, Going into turn one,
Dempsey would take the hrst lead
coming out of turn Iwo with
McCloud close by. Out of trn four,
Dempsey would widen his lead
over McCloud driving high off the
fourth turm.

By lap 17, McCloud would exit
to the pit area with mechanical
problems allowing Ronnie Conley
to take the runner-up slot with only
eight laps remaining.

At the checkered flag, it would
be Dempsey winning his second
feature of the season followed by
Conley and Dempsey

The Bomber feature saw a con-

Potter held the lead through turn
one but down the back stretch
Puckett was setting up a run for the
fourth turn which would power him
around Potter with a strong run to
the outside.

fan and you follow recruiting
closely, all 1 can say is that ]
hope you picked the Derby win-
ner, because there's been more
bad news than good for the Big
Blue.

Darius Rice and John Grice
turned the Cats’ basketball pro-
gram down while one player that
did sign, 6-10 Mike Southall,
ﬂ'lZl'\r' not ever make 1t o campus
because of his alleged involve-
ment in a drug case in his home-
town.

And now comes disappointing
news on the football front. The
leading contender for
Kentucky's Mr. Football award
next season, Eric Shelton of
Bryan Station, 1s sending out
discouraging signals about the
prospect of  joining  Hal
Mumme’s program.

But at least this one s more
understandable than Rice's deci-
sion to sign with Miami,

If you could feed the informa-
tion about the classic running
back into a computer, a picture
of Shelton might be spit out.
He's big and he's fast and he
could play for any team in the
country

Remember, though, that he's a
running back. And Mumme
runs a pass-oriented system, one
that has served him and the

Wildeats quite well thank you.

It’s hard for teams that run the
option to lure classic dropback
passers to their program and it's
a hard sell to convince a running
back like Shelton to come o a
system like the one Kentucky
Uscs.

On one hand, a running back
for UK gets the ideal traiming
program for the NFL — having
to master pass-catching and
blocking skills to complement
his running prowess.

But a running back at
Kentucky is never going to be
featured in the same way that a
tailback is in an I-formation-type
attack, where he might get to
carry the ball 30 or more mes
per game and be the focal point
of the offense,

It would be silly for Mumme
to change to something like the
“I" just to land one player, no
matter how good he might be.
This system, like any good one,
is bigger than a single player.

Would Kentucky run the hall
more with a player like Shelton?
Probably sa. The pitch from UK
will emphasize that poinl, along
with the varicty of skills a run
ning back learns to master in this
system, and how that package
best prepares one for the NFL
draft.

It'll be a hard sell, so
Kentucky's chances of landing
Shelton probably are not very
good. But don’t underestimate
the abilities of Mumme and
recruiting coordinator Claude
Bassetl. And don't discount whal
something like an eight-win sea-
son might do to enhance the
chances of the school in
Shelton’s hometown.

Landing Tim Couch was a
“must” for Kentucky — and so
was Dennis Johnson. Shelton
may well be 1n their category in
terms of ability, but he's not as

important to the perception of

UK’s recruiling efforts because
of Kentucky's system and the
fact that Shelton is a star “run-
ner.” It's actually the ideal situ-
ation for the Wildcats — a
tremendous sales job if they get
him versus “they never had a
chance anyway" feeling if he
leaves the state.

PREAKNESS PREVIEW

In picking against horses like
Fusaichi Pegasus and The
Deputy in the Kentucky Derby, 1
reasoned that their pattern of
steadily climbing Beyer speed
figures was due for a regression.

It turns out that such a line of
thinking was sound, but it only
gerves lo point out two things:
the favorite is truly a special
horse and almost none of this
year's Derby starters was bred to
excel at a mile and a quarter.

In 1998, Victory Gallop's win
in the Arkansas Derby was dis-
missed in the discussion of the
leading Derby contenders but it
was in fact a sensational perfor-
mance, Alter a season-opening
105 Beyer in his first race,
Victory Gallop quite naturally
regressed in his next start and
the fact that he won the Arkansas

Derby anyway made him X«
tremendous overlay in the
Derby, one that barely missed

winning the roses.

In this year's Derby, Fusaichi
Pegasus took a step back on the
Beyer scale, carning a 108 to fol-
low his 111 in the Wood
Memorial. The fact that he did
that and still won the race in
such an effortless manner leads
me to believe he's ready to run
the race of his young life this
Saturday in the Preakness.

If you want to try to do more
than win 40 or so cents on the
dollar with your Preakness
wagers, then the exotics are the
way 10 go. Red Bullet will be a

strong second choice off his run-
nerup effort to Fu-Peg in the
Wood Memorial last month, but
this colt, while classy, has not
yet demonstrated that he's any
better than the rest of the group
on the tier below the favorite:

With a good post position
draw, High Yield might just
catch another favorable scenario
at Pimlico, a track that often
favors speed horses on the
inside. =~ The Wayne Lukas-
trained colt was 16th in the
Derby, but remember the dramat-
ic form reversals of horses like
Louis Quatorze and Skip Away
in ‘96 when they got away from
Churchill Downs.

But the best prospect for the
runnerup spot in the Preakness is
Wheelaway. For a brief moment,
[ thought this gray son of
Unbridled was going to win the
Derby, but he came up short. 1
think it was more a case of sea-
soning than pedigree that caused
his tank to hit empty. Trainer
John Kimmel, who is as sharp as
they come, said before the race
that he feared his horse might be
one race away from his best per-
formance.

And the fact that Kimmel
changed his original plan that
called for skipping the Preakness
tells me that this horse is sending
a message to his trainer that the
iron is hot and it's time to strike.
Remember back in ‘91, when
trainer Frankie Brothers was
going to forego the Preakness
with Hansel but changed his
mind after the horse indicated in
his training that he was ready to
run a winning race?

[ don’t think the Belmont is a
lock for Fusaichi Pegasus, but
the Preakness is pretty close to
being one. | like the favorite on
top this  Saturday, with
Wheelaway a second and Red
Bullet third.

With a
twinkle in
his eyes

Isn't it ironic that only through
hindsight do we who grew up in the
forties and fifties now realize just
how fortunate we were to have
been exposed to so many good role
models? Looking back, it just
seems there were far more good
guys than bad.

I'm not necessarily talking about
those Saturday morning-movie
cowboys, either. (However, there is
a lot to be said for the likes of Roy
and Gene and the Durango Kid.
After all, they did teach us that
right is right and wrong is wrong,
and to drink our milk...and not to
cuss).

Even better than our heroes from
the silver screen, though, were the
real-life, flesh-and-blood individu-
als of excellent moral character to
whom we were exposed. Folks like
our parents, for example; people
who weren't paid millions of dol-
lars to dunk a basketball or sing
vulgar lyrics into TV cameras; peo-
ple who were kind and good and
honest.

Even though at the time neither
they nor [ knew about role models
and such, having been reared amid
mountain folk, I must have
undoubtedly known dozens of such
men and women. But one in partic-
ular who comes to mind is Ulysses
S. Baldridge.

To everybody who lived in the
Johnson County communities of
White House and Hammond, he
was Uncle Liss. He was my moth-
er's father, so to me, he was simply
Papaw. (We pronounced it “pal-
paw.”) Even though I spent very lit-
tle time with him as I grew up, I
think even then I somehow knew
that just being around him was
important (o me.

He lived on a little knoll in a lit-
tle brown, weather-beaten house on
the right side of the road as you
came off Hammond Hill. We lived
at Muddy Branch, which was on
the other side of the county, maybe
12 or 15 miles away. In the 1940s,
however, especially since neither he
nor Dad owned a car, those 15
miles could just as easily have been
4 hundred, even a thousand.

We'd go “down home to see
Poppy,” as Mom would put it, per-
haps twice or three times a year,
never for more than three hours at a
time.

Papaw always looked the same. .
He wore bibbed overalls, a blue
work shirt with the sleeves rolled
up to about his elbows, and he
always wore long underwear, even
in the summertime. Everybody else
would be burning up and he’d be
sitting, as cool, as a cucumber, in
the shade of the front porch, smok-
ing his ever-present pipe.

I was fascinated with him, a fas-
cination that went far beyond the
fact that he had ducks and geese
and.goats and guineas and a mule
that stood with his head stuck over
the draw bars next to the barn. He
must have had that mule for years
and every time we'd go down there,
it'd be standing in the same place.

Papaw wasn't really a great sto-
ryteller, at least not in the sense of,
“Why, I remember back when I was
a boy,"” storytelling. Nevertheless,
when he'd talk, I'd listen.

Mostly, he'd talk about his gar-
den, about how he'd hoed 12 rows
of beans that morning before the
sun got hot. He'd talk about walk-
ing down to Fred Meade's store to
get a can of Half and Half pipe
tobacco or a five-pound bag of
sugar. He'd talk about how big the
blacksnake was he'd seen down by
the creek last week.

He was intelligent and soft spo-
ken and the twinkle in his eyes told
the world that he loved the land and
the people who inhabited it; that he
respected the rights of others and
that he had the right to expect them
to respect his rights, too, He was a
gentleman, and he was a gentle
man.

Wouldn't it be great if, instead
of those, “Hey, Dude, if it feels

with her hosts at David Crafts and
Christian  Service Ministry at
Drift, none of whom speak her
native language of Spanish.

Through translator Leslie
Heywood, Delgado explained
recently that she was a secretary
before she joined the staff of
Cantera, the project she describes
as “like a school,” where children
learn crafts, guitar, dance, sports
and self-defense and where very
young children attend preschool.

“The project has benefited the
community tremendously because
the people are very poor,” she said,
with Heywood translating. “Since
starting to work with the sisters, |
have taken courses and have
learned to do post cards and to
work with metals.”

Members of the religious order
that runs the Cantera chose
Delgado to come to the United
States to learn more about crafts,
particularly ones that could be
done with materials available in
Nicaragua — of which comn is one.

Floyd County was chosen as the
site of the training through the urg-
ing of a member of the religious

order who used to serve in this
area, St. Bridget Layden.

Delgado splits her time
between the Drift ministry, headed
by Doreen Martin, and David
Crafts and St. Vincent's Mission,
headed by Sr. Kathleen Weigand.

The craftswoman has learned to
use an eleetric sewing machine
while here. Back home, she uses a
treadle model.

“She’s a quick learner,” notes
Sr. Kathleen, who is giving her a
portable electric machine that was
donated to the mission.

“The Drift ladies have loved
Maria,” said Martin, whose min-
istry is connected to the Drift
Presbyterian Church. “We have
noticed how fast she picks things
up, even without language. We all
seem to understand some things.”

Both point out that the teacher,
who is in the role of a student this
month, 1s filling a notebook with
instructions and impressions to
take back with her.

The trip is Delgado’s first time
outside her homeland, which is
only slightly larger than the state
of Kentucky and which borders

both the Atlantic and Pacific
oceans, The flight north was also
her first airplane ride.

“How brave of her to come so
far away from home." Sr. Kathleen
said.

Delgado has provided some
valuable lessons to young people
here. She has spoken to students in
Heywood's Spanish classes at
Mountain Christian Academy.

“It has worked great for me,”
said Heywood. who is originally
from Mexico, “because they (the
students) could see another person
speaking Spanish and they could
understand it.”

In addition, Heywood said the
guest has been “able to tell our
children how good they have it.”

According to the Nicaraguan,
the poverty she has seen here 1§
not poverty compared to what 1
have seen in my country.” She said
the schools are overcrowded, with
few materials and broken equip-
ment and furniture,

“You have to pay for public
school,” she said, with Heywood
translating. “There is no free
lunch. You have to go home to eat,

you don't eat.”

" Some children. she said, have
to begin working to support their
families when they are as young as
six years old.

While most people injured by
chainsaws are treated and released
from hospitals, the worst injunes

if not fatal—can be gruesome
Many injuries involve facial lacera-
tions. loss of eyesight, and broken

bones

Many of the most severe lacera-
nons and amputations result from
people falling from ladders or
trees—where they've been work-
ing with the saw—onto their chain
SaWS

Seventy-seven people have died
as a result of chain saw injuries in
the last 10 years, according to the
Consumer Product Safety
Commission,

Years ago, the nsk of chain saw
injury was evenr higher because of a
phenomenon called “kick back,” an
incident in which the saw encoun-
ters a knot (or other ebstruction) in
or beneath the wood surface and
suddenly jerks back onto the user.

Due in part 1o the efforts of con-
sumer advocates, chain saws can
come equipped with features that
munimize this hazard. Safety tips,
which cover the chain as it passes
around the nose of the guide bar,
and specially made guide bars and
anti-Kick back chains are making
yard work safer,

Other safety features include
hand guards, vibration reduction
systems (o reduce repetitive vibra-
tion injuries to hands), spark
arrestors (on gasoline models), and
trigger or throttle lockouts (1o pre-

Houston sets
standard for
new century

Woolpert selected for
KY Prison project

Woolpert LLP, as a member of a
design-build team including KZF
Architects and PJ. Dick
Construction, was recently awarded
a $140-million U.S. Penitentiary
(USP) and Federal Prison Camp
(FPC) project for the Federal
Bureau of Prisons (FBOP) on a
300-acre site in Martin County.

Woolpert formed a Kentucky-
based joint venture with KZF
Architects to pursue this project in
early 1998. Woolpert/KZF then
teamed with P.J. Dick Construction,
to form a design-build team to take
on the project.

The prison is being built 1o
address overcrowding in the
FBOP's prison system. The USP
will be a high-security institution
with living units and support facili-
ties to house 996 inmates.

It will have a total building area
ol about 50,000 square meters, con-
sisting of several one- and two-
story buildings, a Federal Prison
Industries factory, and three general
housing buildings of four stories
each, all within a secure compound.

The FPC will be a minimum-
security facility and consist of liv-
ing units and support facilities to
house 128 inmates, The total build-
ing area of the FPC will be about
2,500 square meters.

Numerous  site  constraints
include steep mountainous topogra-
phy, sandstone, abandoned coal
mines, and mine spoils. The site has
been previously mined for coal both
by stripping and deep underground
methods,

Numerous abandoned mines still
exist on the site. Due to the moun-
tainous terrain and previous mining

activities, the site will require an
extensive amount of earthwork to
support the proposed facility.

Once the project was awarded,
work began immediately. Aerial
mapping and site planning have
been completed. The Design-Build
team is now in the process of final-
izing a rough-grading package to
allow the contractor to begin the
major task of moving about four
million cubic yards of earth.

Onee rough-grading plans have
been completed, final site and
building design will follow.
Construction is scheduled to be
complete in August of 2002,

The Floyd County Fiscal Court
has applied for funding friom the
Appalachian Regional Comnission
to fund the New Century
Aquaponics Project.

Members of the project steering
committee discussed the application
at the quarterly meeting May 5 at
South Floyd High School, where
the business and education project
will be based,

A cooperative venture of the
county and the Board of Education,
the agricultural project proposes to
raise fish and plants together for
learning and economic purposes,

The ARC application asks for
$86,736 to be matched by more
than $68,000 from the state and
$31,000 from local government.

Steering committe¢ chairman
Clark Allison announced the assign-
ment of subcommittees with com-
munity people working with differ-
ent elements of the project, includ-
ing finance, curriculum, marketing,
greenhouse operations, greenhouse
installation, community outreach
and history.

The curriculum for use at SFHS
is well underway, according to
Joyce Watson of the school system
administration. Having already met
with the curriculum committee, she
and Ray Tackett of the Cooperative
Extension Service have been

exploring websites on other
aquaponics projects.
- Chuck Stamper, glso of

Cooperative Extension, has looked
into Department of Agriculture
training for teachers, SFHS instruc-
tor James Staggs is working on
what students will be expected to
learn as the project develops.

Watson said a goal is to have the
curriculum in place before the
aquaponics greenhouse is installed.

Stamper said “transferability”
will be an important part of the cur-
riculum, so other students can learn
the elements of the project and so it
can be adapted for training adults
with an interest in starting their own
businesses,

According to Eddie Patton,
administrative assistant to Judge-
Executive Paul Hunt Thompson,
young people in lower grades need
to get involved in the project. He
said schools can apply for PRIDE
grants to develop similar projects
on smaller scales,

Watson said this is particularly
appropriate for McDowell and
Osbormne elementary schools which
are feeders for South Floyd.

Staggs was assured by Patton
that he should plan to begin the pro-
Ject this fall. If the project is funded
by ARC, the money should be avail-
able in October,

chemical dependency as a compo-
nent in their bottom lines, the
overwhelming evidence shows
that the cost of chemical depen-
dency to American business is
astronomical. And that cost is
growing. The seriousness of the
sickness is reflected in health care
costs alone — it's many times
more than the cost of maintaining
a healthy work force. In many
cases, family and co-workers are
directly and tragically affected.
Yet, when alcoholism 1s diag-
nosed and treated properly, work-
ers can recover their health, their
sense of self, and their productiv-
ity. Studies show. in fact, that
employment itself can be an
impertant component of recovery.
It is tempting for managers to
conclude that dealing with a
chemical dependent employee is
too complex and time-consuming.
However, today it is not enough
to simply follow a fire and
replace policy because the
replacement offers no guarantees,
not to mention the expenses
incurred to recruit and retrain,

What's needed is a concerted
effort to find solutions that pre-
vent dependency rather than to
solely rely on the current course
of treatment undertaken after sub-
stance abuse has done its damage.

We
can no longer afford the growing
cost of doing nothing.

Paul Hitcheock, music and production
director for WMKY 90.3 FM, Morehead State
University’s public radio station, has received
national recognition for his efforts: in local
music programming.

The National Federation of Community
Broadeasters awarded Hitcheock the Golden
Reel award for best local entertainment/music
series at the organization's 25th Annual
Community Radio Conference, April 13-16 in
New Orleans.

The award-winning series, “U.S. 23
Showease,” features Hitchcoek's recordings of
performances by regional musicians at the
Mountain Arts Center in Prestonsburg.

Telecommuting:

We live in an amazing time.
Technology has changed our lives
in ways that people one generation
ago could not have imagined.

And one of the many advantages
of the Internet (as well as plain old
telephones and fax machines) is
that more and more people are able
to work out of their homes. The
benefits include more time with
family and less time commuting
(and thus less traffic), just to name a
few,

Considering all the benefits, 1
was disappointed to see that the
Occupational Safety and Health
Administration (OSHA) looks at
American homes as being haz-
ardous to workers' health. And
OSHA bureaucrats - always eager

to extend the ever-heavier hand of

government - are licking their
chops to put their imprint on our
homes,

Earlier, OSHA decreed that
employers who let their employees
work at home are liable for making
sure the home workplaces comply
with all federal health and safety
labor regulations

If you think about it, it’s not only
unfair, it's nearly impossible. What
happens when a parent accidentally
trips on a child’s toy fire engine and

sprains an ankle while walking to
his bedroom computer io work on a
business project? According to the
OSHA decision, the employer is
responsible for the injury.

It's a ridiculous idea. The
increased liability for employers
would surely serve as a disincentive
to allow employees to work in their
home. And who wants to live and
work in a home that has been
changed to meet industrial stan-
dards, anyway? (Imagine lighted
exil signs at your doorways, fire
extinguisher next to your desk.)

The good news is that OSHA
backpedaled on this decision jusl
one day after they announced it
Public outery, particularly from the
small business community, came
fast and loud. Laber Secretary
Alexis Herman quickly rescinded
the decision, but left OSHA's policy
on home workplace safety unclear.

It looks like the home office is
safe from the hand of government
for today, but we should still stay
tuned for the next episode: OSHA
will come up with some sort of pol-

icy at some point, Once this kind of

ball starts rolling, it's hard 1o stop.
All of this is a symptom of a
much larger problem, which is that
Washington, DC, still has plenty of
people who think that they can —
and should — use the power of gov-
