A new Jaw has been passed by 
the 2000 Kentucky General 
Assembly that requires children 
entering the public school system 
for the tirst time during the 2000-
2001 school year to have a complete 
eye examination. not just a screen­
ing, by January I. 

The eye examination must be 
conducted by a licensed optometrist 
or opthalmologist. 

The law focuses on those chil· 
dren entering pubhc Heads Start 
programs and public pre-school 
(kindergarten). for the first time thts 
year. Jt targets the 3-, 4- and 5-year­
old age groups. However, any stu­
dent coming from private schools 
and entering public schools for the 
first time this year, regardless of 
age, will also be required to have 
the eye exam and complete the nec­
essary fonn. 

An official form, the Kentucky 
Eye Examination for School Entry, 
must be completed and turned in to 
the child's school by January I. 

The law was enacted as part of 
the Governor's Early Childhood 
Initiative. 

In studying early childhood 
development. the Kentucky General 
Assembly identified problems with 
vision as an important foetor hmit· 
ing childn:n ·~ abilities to learn and 
succeed. It was found that up to 13 
percent of children birth to 5 years . 
of age, have somc type of vision 
condition. Titis increases to 25 per­
cent of children above age 5. 

The law is an effort to ensure that 
Kentucky's children have their eyes 
examined in their early years in order 
to detect and correct any vision prob­
lems that may be exhibited. 

Any complete eye exam done at 
any time prior to the child's entry 
into school will meet the require­
ment. However, the exam needs to 
be reported on the Kentucky Eye 
Examination Form for School 
Entry. If the exam was done prior to 
3 years of age, it is recommended, 
but not required, that another eye 
exam be given at 5 year~ of age in 
order to determine whether the 
child's vision has changed. 

Financial assistance is available 
to help pay for the eye examina­
tions. Medicaid and Kentucky's 
Child Health Insurance Program 
(KCHIP) will cover these services, 
if the family meets eligibility 
requirements. Also. funds have 
been set aside to assist children who 

·are neither Mcdicatd or KCHIP eli­
gible, and whose families do not 
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have the resources to pay for the 
cost of the eye exam.

In studying early childhood 
development, the Kentucky General 
Assembly identified problems with 
vision as an important factor limit­
ing children's abilities to Jearn and 
succeed. It was found that up to 13 
percent of children birth to 5 years 
of age, have some type of vision 
condition . This increases to 25 per­
cent of children above age 5. 

The law is an effort to ensure that 
Kentucky's children have their eyes 
examined in the1r early years in order 
to detect and correct any vision prob­
lems that may be exhibited. 

Any complete eye exam done at 
any time prior to the child's entry 
into school wtll meet the require­
ment. However, the exam needs to 
be reported on the Kentucky Eye 
Examination f-orm for School 
Entry. If the exam was done prior to 
3 year:. of age. it is recommended, 
but not required, that another eye 
exam be given at 5 years of age in 
order to determine whether the 
child's vision has changed.

Kentucky's 
new day 

The recruitment of William Brundage to head the 
Patton administration's "new economy initiative" 
signals a new day in Kentucky, in more ways than 
one way. 

As governor, Paul Patton has insisted on looking 
at programs strategically and selling them as part of 
a coordinated effort to make life better in the com­
monwealth over the next couple of decades. 

Just as the General Assembly asked Kentuckians 
to accept drastic change. and commit real money, to 
the KERA elementary and secondary school reform 
that offered a payoff over decades instead of over 
the weekend, Gov. Patton urged forbearance on 
expecting a payoff from his historic overhaul of 
higher education. 

Kentucky has a long history of judging politicians 
by how much blacktop they laid last week, when the 
weather was good. But Gov. Patton has promoted 
investments in education and technology that he 
knew wouldn't pay off fast enough to make good 
brags in re-election commercials. 

Now he has brought in Mr. Brundage, who has 
outstanding credentials for overseeing the new 
Kentucky Innovations Commission and who also has 
the right kind of patient approach. The Kansas City 
academic promises to make some things pop quick­
ly, but he warns. wisely, that "the real payoff is 
going to take you a decade or two.·· 

Other states already have been working hard to 
help universities, tech schools, med schools, hospi­
tals, research institutions and area industries con­
spire and cooperate. They must, if the new informa­
tion-based, high-tech economy is going to flourish. 

And it's not too late for Kentucky to have that 
kind of success, as it did not in the last century. Mr. 
Brundage knows what such progress looks like. 
because he has helped move Kansas City toward 
some of it in the life sciences. 

The challenge is broader 11nd deeper in this state, 
with its enduring rural culture that's based on tobac­
co and coal. both of which are in trouble ... and 
with its bad attitude toward things intellectual and 
academic. 

But it's a new day in the coalfields and the tobac­
co patch. The economic facts on the ground, and 
under the ground, have changed. Maybe attitudes 
will, too. 

Gov. Patton has even changed the metaphor. In 
explaining the direction of the "new economy initia­
tive," he said Kentucky must "skate where the 
puck's going to be." You know it's a new day around 
here when the Governor invokes hockey instead of 
hoops.

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Lawmakers take closer look 
at tobacco contracting 

Kentucky Tobacco Sales ~uction 
warehouse in Hor~e Cave opened 
its door~ 10 farmers, buyers and 
state legrslators yesterday as the 
opening day oftohm:co sales kicked 
off in Kentucky. 

Growers rccervcd a market aver 
age of $1.95 per pouml for burley 
on opening day, compared to the 
$2.02 per pound average that grow­
ers have reccrved from Philip 
Morns's pilot contracting program 
since early November. 

The legi$l~tivc Tob.Kco Task 
Force met in Cave City after visit­
mg the auction warehouse to dis­
cuss the pros and cons of contract-

• mg with farmers and industry lead­
ers. 

Tobacco groups like Kentucky 
Farm Bureau and the Council on 
Burley Tobacco told lawmakers 

they would like to see federal legis­
lation passed that would make 
tobacco contracts more user-friend· 
ly The proposed legislation, sup· 
ported by 16 states' attorneys gener­
al, would require that the contracts 
be written in plain language, not 
legalese, and disclose financial risk. 
Another provision, said Council on 
Burley Tobacco President Wilham 
fntz, would make it an unfair prac­
tice for companies to retaliate 
against producers for their market­
ing choice. 

Some legislators were surprised 
to hear Kentucky Farm Bureau 
Public Affairs director Patrick 
Jennings say that KFB supports 
contracting legislation for all 
Kentucky's agriculture commodi­
ties. 

"A framework protects the pro-

ducer and the company as well." 
said Jennings. "We want a umficd 
message for all agricultural prod­
ucts.'' 

Task I·orce Chairman Sen. 
Venue McGahn, R-Russcll Springs, 
smd tcstunony from the meeting 
would be used to cmnplctc the task 
force's report on contracting due by 
Dec. 15. The report, not a recom­
mendation, is required by 2000 
Senate Bill 49 which directs the 
task force to study tobacco contract­
rng and purchasing. SB 49 also 
rcquucs the task force to study the 
eflcct of contracung on the federal 
Tobacco Pnce Support Program and 
small farmers.

Patton orders heating assistance 
In anticipation of higher prices for 

natural gas and heating oil in the winter 
season, Gov. Paul Patton has caiied on 
public utilities and the public to work 
together to provide some safeguards 
against undue utility cutoffs. 

"As gas prices have risen, public 
concerns have been voiced nauonwide 

~ about how long these higher prices wlll 
last, if there is enough gas supply to 
meet the demand, and the impact these 
increase.-; will have on winter heating 
bills," the governor said. 

"With the cooperation I· rn calling for 
tcxlay, no Kentuckian should have to 
make the choice between food or heat. 
medication or heat, suffering disconnec­
tion because the bill was too high. With 
everyone's cooperation, no Kentucky 
home should be cold this winter." 

Several months ago, Patton asked 
the Public Service Commission, the 
Cabinet for Families and Children, and 
tpe Natural Resources Cabinet to hold 

hearings and identify the needs and the 
programs available in Kentucky to help 
families with the expected increa-;e in 
their winter heating bills. 

Patton said, "Out of these hearings, 
we found a willingness among all of our 
natural gas utilities to work with cus­
tomers who are having trouble paying 
their bills. These utilities understand that 
with prices as high as they are, many 
customers will be having trouble ttus 
season paying the higher bills.'' 

But. the governor emphasized, ''no 
utility can help you if you do not contact 
them. If you're having trouble with your 
bill. contact your utility and set up a pay­
ment plan that will keep your gas ser­
vice on, while allowing you to pay 
mstallments on the bill that work within 
your budgeL'' 

The governor also issued an 
Executive Order giving utilities more 
responsibility in ensuring low-income 
households qualifying for assistance

Under the 
order, utilities are to work WJth state 
agencies to develop a procedure to 
ascertain whether a customer near cutoff 
for nonpayment qualifies for any low­
income winter assistance. 

Additionally, the governor said he 
wrote President Clinton in September 
n..'<}ucsting early release of Low Income 
Home Energy Assistance Program 
(LIHEAP) funds to allow the Cabinet 
for Families and Children to increase the 
benefit to each household. 

As a result of that request, Kentucky 
did recctvc about $4.7-million of early 
released funds that will allow CFC to 
increase the benetit by 25 percent to 
low-income households that use natura1 
gas, propane. fuel oil and kerosene for 
heating. 

Gov. Patton also outlined a number 
of steps that people can take to avotd a 
utility cutoff and prepare for the winter 
hcatmg bills ahead.

• Seal air leaks in windows or 

doors with caulk or plastic. 
• Wrap your water heater with 

insulation. 
• Lower the temperature setting on 

your water heater. 
• Add insulation, especially in the 

attic.

• Heat only occupied spaces. •rr you have a manufactured 

home, usc skirting around the base. 
• COO.:k to make sure ductwork is 

scaled and does not leak. 
• Make sure you gas heating sys­

tems are adjusted correctly, caJI a ser­
vice ta:hnician if then! is a concern.

Four weeks into the state football 
playon:., and finally we get a state 
champion Boyk County - to 
come to town. 

The Bobcats. winners of 28 
straight games and defending Class 
2A champion from last year, will 
bring their talented team to 
Prestonsburg for a date with the 
Blackcats at The Pit. 

Game time is set tor7:30 p.m. and 
a large crowd is expected to fill the 
Prestonsburg football stadium. 
Cable Vision wtll carry the game on a 
delay basis on Saturday morning. 

Being used to plush carpet on 
thdr football facility. the Bobcat' 
may find the home turf a little harder 
with no cushioning when the tackles 
are made. But for Pre..,tonsburg it has 
become a way of life. 

How have the Blackcats found the 
success they are enjoying right now'!
