addict in 1998. "We didn't C\'en 
know if she'd be able to sit up," 
said her adopti\'c mother, Marilyn 
Dragoo, 50. of Louisville. 
• Today, one year after JOming her 
new family, Kntlyn runs, speaks in 
complete sentences and \'ies ~on­
stantly to he the center of nttentiOn. 
She's living proof of the value of 
finding adoptive homes for children 
in foster care-something 
Kentucky does with growing suc­
cess. 

Last month, the federal govern­
ment awarded nearly $20 milhon in 
qonus money to 44 states and teni­
tpries for boosting the number of 
£hildren moved from foster care 
·~to adoptive homes. The Kentucky 
<rabinet for Families and Children's 
$are came to $235,765 for a one­
*ar increase of 53 percent. 

Only four other states-
G:alifornia, Idaho, Maine and North 
~akota-had larger percentage 
ipcreases than Kentucky 1Wo 
~atcs-Arizona and Georgia-also 
saw increases of 53 percent. 

The bonuses are awarded under 
t~e federal Adoption and Safe 
P.amilies Act. ASFA, enacted in 
~997, uses fundtng incentives to 
epcourage states to reduce the time 
kids spend in foster care before 
oecoming part of a true home­
whether with birth families, other 
rj;:latives or adoptive parents. 
' Kentucky Cabinet for Families 

and Children Secretary Viola Miller 
shld that, while efforto; to place fos · 
t~r children in adoptive homes are 
c;1early paying off, the number of 
al:loptive placements remnms too 
low. Kentucb.)• moved 340 children 
f{om foster care to adoptive homes 
• 1999, compared to 222 in 1998. 
; "It's another one of those places 

where we're still not where we 
n~ed to be," Miller sa1d. "So there 
are no laurels here to rest on. But a 
53 percent increase is just wonder­
ftil." 
· Carey Durrett, who helps admin­

ister the cabinet's adoption pro­
grams, said the federal bonus 
money will be plowed back into 
efforts to promote adoptions. 

This is the second year the fed­
e~al Department of Health and 

Human Scrv1ces has awarded adop­
tion bonuses and the first year 
Kentucky has received one. This 
year, states had such high numbers 
that the actual awards would have 
exceeded the appropriated funds. 
The authorized bonuses-up to 
$6,000 per special-needs child and 
$4,000 for each ch1ld w1thout spe­
cial needs-thus had to be reduced 
on a pro-rated basis. 

Nationally, 46,000 foster kids 
were adopted tn fiscal year 1999. 
President Clinton's Adoption 2002 
initiative targets 56,000 adoptions 
by 2002. That's double the 1996 
figure. 

"This issue was a wake-up call 
to the states that we need to look at 
our program and how long these 
children are waiting," Durrett said. 
Child protecttve workers routinely 
treat moving an abused ch1ld to 
safety as an urgent matter; Durrett 
said Adoption 2002 and ASFA arc 
aimed at creating a similar sense of 
urgency around the next step­
placing the child in a permanent 
home. 

Gov. Paul Patton and Secretary 
Miller have embraced federal adop­
tion goals. 

Jn December 1997, Patton con­
vened the Adoption 2002 Task 
Force to decide how to meet the 
federal law's requuements. The 
group looked at barriers to adop· 
tion, listened to advocates. parents. 
social \\Orkers and waiting children 
and made several recommenda­
tions. 

The 2000 legislature heeded the 
group's call for "kinshtp care," 
which allows many relatives of 
abused or neglected children to take 
custody of them and to receive 
higher financial payments and 
social service support from the cab­
met. 

This alternative to foster care is 
considered less traumatic for chil­
dren who must be removed from 
their homes. It is also considered 
likelier to lead to prompt, perma­
nent placement, whether through a 
return to natural parents or through 
granting permanent custody to rela­
tive caregivers.

The House of Representatives oveJWhelm­
ingly pasSt.--d (with many members absent on the 
campaign tr.til) a measure that would require 90 
percent of the Social Security and Medicare 
tn1st fund surpluses be used to pay down the 
government's public debt. It also proposes to 
add $42 billion of the expected non·trust fund 
surplus to pay do\\n debt. Thi" plan is for one 
year only. Fiscal Year 2001 starting October I, J; 
2000. Senate pas-.agc is also expected. 

Is this a meaningful action or a campaign 
gimmick'! Of cou~ I 00 percent of the Social 
Security and t-.1cdicare trust funds '\hould be in a 
"lock box" and l'urrently some of these funds 
are being u..'iCd for debt reductJOn. A more 
detailed answer is a more complicated. 

We need to revtew government finances and 
accounting for rea.l understanding of what is 
happening. The public debt, using the term as it 
is defined by the U.S. Bureau of the Public Debt 
(Readers wishing to get more detail can visit 
Bureau of Public Debt online at wwv..pul>­
licdebt.treas.gov/opdlopddload.htm). is $5.6778 • 
trillion. ? 

This total public debt c·onsists of two compcr 
nent-., marketable debt of$3.0565 trillion (this is 
the debt that is traded Md is currently being paid 
down), and nonmarketable debt, which is gov­
cmmcntlOUs of $2.6115 trillion (held in vari­
ous govemment trusts). A $9.8 billion non-inter­
c"t bearing debt is abo outstanding. All figures 
are for August 3 l, 2000. 

'Inc avemgc interest mtc on all the total pub­
lic debt is 6.47 percent (adding annual interest 
expense of some $360 billion. the third largest 
federal expense. after Social Security and 
Defense). 

When Congress or the media media Ul.lk • 
about "pa) ing down the debt" or "paying do\\n 
the public debt .. what they mean is ''paying 
down the marketable debt" The fund.; used to 
pay down the marketable debt are borrowed 
from the Social Security surplus trust fund'>, and 
IOUs of equal amount are then put in the non­
marketable debt. 

ls thb a campaign gimmick'? YES! The 
How.e bill calls for using 90 percent of the 
Social Security and .Medicare trust fund surplus­
es to pay down marketable debt, increasing the 
IOUs in the tru~t funds by the same amount; 
total public debt would not c:hange. 

But the I 0 pcrt·cnt balance also belongs to 
these trust funds; it would he used in the operat- f 
ing budget putting equal IOUs in nonnarketable 
debt. thu' in<:rea:;ing total public debt. 

Finally the House bills requires $42 billion of 
the projected real surplus (surplu~ above that of 
Social Security and Medicare) be used to pay 
do\\n marketable debt, \\hich would decrease 
total public debt. 

The $2.6 trillion nonmarketable debt consists 
of 158 trust funds, m.wy with billions and others 
with only a fc" millions. Some of the larger are: 
Airport and Airwn) Trust; Civil Service 
Retirement and Disability Fund; Department of 
Defense Military Retirement Fund; Medicare 
Trust; Social Security (Social Security) Trust; 
Highway Tru:.t: National Service Life In:.urance 
Fund (Veterans); Nuclear Waste Disposal Fund;~ 
Railroad Retirement A~:count; Unemployment 
Tru.,t; and 148 more. 

Ine~c trust funds, now invested in interest 
bearing government ~uritics, are obligations 
of the U.S. govcmment. The Social Security 
Trust fund has been growing because current 
Social Seclllity taxes exceed expenditures. In 15 
years this excess "ill cease (because of the 
aging population) and the trust fund will then 
stan to be dro.1wn down with the tru-.t becoming 
zero in about 35 ) cars. 

Medicare costs are going up, compounded 
by an aging population: that trust will be 
exhausted and additional funding \\ill be 
required. 

As nuclear energ) plants age they are ~ 
required to be closed and the Nuclear Waste ~ 
Disposal Fund will be expended. Airports are 
overcrowded and increasmgly unsafe: solving 
these problem requires use of the Airport and 
AiJWuys Trust funds An economic downturn 
will require more use of the Unemployment 
Trust funds: and ~o on' d<.)\\ n the list of all 158 
funds. 

The currem federal fi<;cal Year, ending 
September 30, will be the first one in decades 
that catl rcpon a real ~urplus. 'Ibe future is quite 
uncertain bur current forecasts indicate growing 
real surpluses over the next 10 years. 

As \\e listen to ltnd ask quc~tiono; of political 
candidates about their plans for these surpluses 
we should require them to discus .. ho\\ they will 
find the resources to pay for redemption of all 
nust fund lOt.: ; \\e will need them to meet the 
needs for which they \\ere e tablished.

I don't know if my dad felt 

there was some sort of stigma 
attached to persons of obesity, 
but for some rea~on he would 
never refer to anyone as being 
fat. He'd often scold little broth­
er Joe and rne if we described 
someone in those terms, espe­
cially women. To him. if you 
were overweight. you were 
either ··ncshy. big boned, or 
heavy set." 

I think he might have been 
interested in a recent report that 
ran on TV a while back. It seems 
that a group of scientists have 
concluded that being "fleshy. big 
boned or heavy set," at least in 
some cases, might possibly have 
nothing to do with water reten­
tion, fudge brownies or pepper­
oni pina. Instead, they've decid­
ed that thunder thighs and "dun­
lap'' disease might be caused by 
a virus. You kno\\, kind of like 
you get when you have a nasty 
old head cold or the flu. 

The main difference. of 
course, is that a cold only hangs 
on for about a week or ten days, 
and "heavy set" might last for 
years ... or as it appears to be 
doing in my case, forever. 

The bright side of this new
