Trainer agrees to one-year suspension

An embattled jockey and horse
trainer has given up his fight and
agreed to a suspension from the
Kentucky Racing Commission,

The Racing Commission
announced Wednesday that Mormrow,
Ohio-native Jason Brewer had agreed
to suspension which will prevent him
from training horses for one year and
from driving for six months. In addi-
tion, he will be prevented from reap-
plying for his driving license for anoth-
er six months.

Brewer has been at the center of a

controversy which erupted following
the death of the horse Dark Skies at
Thunder Ridge Racewdy in July.
Shortly after the horse's death. Brewer
was suspended for tramning the horse in
an “unconventional manner” and
whipping it in-an “excessive and brutal
manner.”

Brewer had filed an appeal 1o the
suspension and was allowed to contin-
ue racing and training horses.

As recently as a month ago,
Brewer’s attomey. Rep. Greg Stumbo,
had vowed that his client would be vin-
dicated. But another attorney repre-
senting Brewer, Lexington lawyer

David Franklin, told the Lexington
Herald-Leader the jockey agreed to the
suspension in order to “get it over
with” but that he remained innocent of
the allegations against him,

Brewer’s agreement to the suspen-
sion came at the same time a local
prosecutor had decided not to get
involved in the case after being urged
by People for the Ethical Treatment of
Animals.

On Monday, Commonwealth's
Attorney Brent Tumer announced the
results of his investigation into Brewer,

Shannon synonymous with his work

Very few people are as closely iden-
tified with a church as Ted Shannon.

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Union cries
foul over
plan to
downsize

Union leaders are calling into question Kentucky
| West Virginia Gas Company s announcement last week
| that it needs to trim up 110 employees from its work-
force, saying the effort is nothing more than an attempt
to bust the union.

Last Thursday, Kentucky West told members of the
Paper, Allied Industries and Chemical Employees
Union (PACE) Local 5-512, which represents 150 of
the gas company’s workers, that it is offering an
enhanced retirement and severance package in order 1o
trim its workforce voluntarily.

A statement from the company attributed the down-
sizing to Kentucky West's largest customer, Equitable
Production, with which it had a well tending and ser-
yice contract.

But representatives of the union see the develop-
ment as a ploy.

In an interview with The Floyd County Times,
Ralph Hood, secretary/treasurer of PACE Local 5-512
and Merlin Sesco, a member of the union negotiating
team, said the loss of Equitable Production’s business
is not what il appears to be because the two companies
are actually owned by the same company, Equitable
Resources.

Hood and Sesco say that when gas wells were trans-
ferred from Kentucky West to Equitable Production,
employees were told that the change was only a for-
mality.

“When this happened. we were informed that this
was just on paper to help [Equitable Resources] with
their taxes, that it would not affect us at all.” Sesco
said.

Both Hood and Sesco say that employees are now
| being told that, even if they lose their jobs with

Kentucky West, they might still be able to work the

same jobs for Equitable Production on a contract basis.
| That appears 1o be an attempt by Equitable Resources
| to replace union workers with contract employees, the
IWo men say,

“They're wanting us to be the contractors, that’s
what they're looking for.,”” Hood said. “They want to
bring us back with no benefits as independent contrac-
tors.” ;

Tom Blake, president of Kentucky West, acknowl-
edged that Kentucky West and Equitable Production
are part of the same company — calling them “affili-
ates of the same parent company” — but denied
Hood’s and Sesco’s claims that Kentucky West's plans
to downsize were part of a scheme between the two
divisions to rid the company of union workers.

Blake, who served as a vice president and general
manager with Equitable Production before going to
Kentucky West, said the two divisions actually haye lit-
tle to do with each other.

“I"'ve been on both sides and I can tell you these
companies are definitely arms-length companies,”
Blake said. “There is very little cooperation on either
side.”

To back up their claims. however, Hood and Sesco
produced an internal company doctiment from a lawyer
representing Equitable Resources,

The memo, written March 2 by Thomas S. Giotto, a
business and labor law specialist with the Klett, Lieber,
Rooney and Schorling firm in Pittsburgh, raises seven
activities for Equitable Resources to complete “before
developing a plan for the upcoming negotiations
between Kentucky West Virginia Gas Company and
PACE™

According to the memo, Equitable Resources need-
ed to:

B “[D] ‘ermine whether there are any contractual
limitations on | Equitable Resources’] ability to cancel
the well tending service agreement with [Kentucky
West] and then contract with other well tenders to pro-
vide that service.”

B “[D]etermine whether there is any evidence that
would support an allegation by PACE that [Kentucky
West] and [Equitable Resources] are alter egos or a sin-
gle employer.”

B “(Clonsider when, after the six month termination
notice is given to [Kentucky West], it would be appro-

Results ol the first phase of an envi-
ronmental study of the Tri-State area
will be presented at a public meeting at
7 p.o. on Tuesday, September 26, at
the Spring Valley High School, |
Timber Wolf Drive, Huntington, West
Virginia,

The U1.S. Environmental Protection
Agency, together with the Kentucky

partment  for  Envitonmental
Protection and the West Virginia
Division of Environmental Protection,
have partnered to conduct this complex
study. Representatives will be available
10 answer guestions following presen-
tation of the swdy's results,

The Tn-State Geographic Initative
is one of the first studies of its kind in
America. The project goal was o look
at a varety of environmental issues,
including air quality, drinking water
quality and the levels of pollutants con-
tained in Ohio River fish, to determine
the presence and levels of pollution that
could cause health problems for the

Sirea's residents.

In 1995, the study area, composed
of Bovd and Greenup counties in
Kentucky, Scioto and Lawrence coun-
ties m Ohio, and Wayne and Cabell
counties in West Virginia, was priori-
tized into six smaller areas called clus-

ters,

Each cluster was identified, based
on the presence of a concentration of
large industries. In 1996, the Inititiative
began work on the first cluster, named
the Kenova cluster because of its prox-
imity to Kenova, West Virginia. This
cluster also includes the community of
Catlettsburg,

Studies that the Initiative performed
for this cluster included air pollution
monitoring, air pollution modeling, a
drinking water evaluation and a fish
consumption study.

Over the years, area residents have
been concemed about air pollation; The
Initiative spent a large amount of time
and money evaluating the area’s air
quality.

During 1996 and 1997, seven mon-
itoring stations were placed in the
Kenova cluster. including a reference
location, to collect air samples. Over
the one-year period. more than 900 air
samples were collected at these stations
and analyzed to determine the type and
amount of pollutants present.

A mobile laboratory was also placed
at four locations within the cluster over
a 15-week period, during which it col-
lected more than 1,500 additional sam-
ples. Results of analyses indicated the

County sheriff, John K. Blackburn,
of this case, and requesting that the
enclosed materials be reviewed to
determine whether or not charges
will be pursued,” Turner wrote. “As
you know, the Floyd County sheriff
is the chief law enforcement officer
in the county and has the authority
to initiate misdemeanor charges in
district court.”

The separation of church and state is a remarkable politi-
cal invention that protects every American’s religious free- =
dom, It guarantees that the government won’t tell anyone
when or what or how to worship. But it is not a muzzle on free
religious expression,

Some strict separationists seem to have forgotten that in
| their criticism of voluntary prayers at school football games
and of Sen. Joseph Lieberman's professions of faith during
. stump speeches. The football prayers and Lieberman’s
speeches are examples of the vibrancy of the First
* Amendment.

The Founding Fathers knew a lot about religious persecu-
tion. That's why they came here and prohibited an establish-
ment of religion. The Establishment Clause means that the
government can't endorse one religion over another or reli-
gion over nonreligion. Earlier this year, the U.S. Supreme
Court said it also meant that public schools could not orches-
trate a student prayer before a football game.

This didn't go over well in the South, where there is no
separation between church and football. In response, fans at
some games have begun rising to pray.

Some separationists complain that this violates the
Establishment Clause. But they are shortchanging the First
Amendment. Just as it protects the right of people against the
government telling them how to pray, it also protects the right
of people to pray. It may not be sensitive for Christians to
recite the Lord's Prayer when Jews and Muslims are part of
the crowd. But as long as the school isn't involved, they haye
every right to pray in public — as do the Jews and Muslims.

The same values are at stake in Lieberman’s campaign
speeches in which he said that “there must be a place for faith
in America’s public life.” The Anti-Defamation League called
on Lieberman to stop making overt expressions of religious
" belief, saying they are contrary to the American ideal. The
league sent similar letters earlier this year to other candidates
after George W, Bush identified Jesus as his favorite philoso-
L pher and Al Gore talked about being born-again.

" The league says there is a point where religious speech |
| “becomes inappropriate and even unsettling.” Some of
Lieberman’s statements may have seemed unsettling to some
voters, such as when he said, “As a people, we need to reaf-
firm our faith and renew the dedication of our nation and our-
selves to God and God's purpose.” But these voters can vote
against him if they don’t like what he says.

Granted, politicians often seem like religious exhibition-
ists — showing off their piety to gamer votes. But Lieberman
| and all of the other candidates have every right to invoke their
religious faith in their political speeches and to describe how
their prescriptions for America stem from their beliefs —
| whether they be secular or religious.

American presidents have sought God's help for centuries.
Religious faith has fueled the civil rights movement, just as it
fuels the Religious Right. Only by maintaining the ingenious
balance of the First Amendment can America remain the mosl
free country in which to speak and worship.

Who's
negative?

Why is it considered negative campaign-
ing to say, “My opponent has a credibility
problem,” but it is not negative to say,
“We're for the people: they're for the pow-
erful™?

According to virtually all mainstream
observers, the first is a vicious accusation,
while the second is a constructive discus-
sion of the issues. But the second is as
much an attack on credibility as the first.
It"s just more subtle.

When Vice President Al Gore says Gov.
| George W. Bush favors the rich and power-
ful over the people, he perforce is calling
him a scoundrel and a liar.

Take taxes. Bush proposes to reduce tax
rates across the board, giving every taxpay-
er a tax cut. Gore says this is a “giveaway”
to the rich at the expense of working fami-
lies. That's a serious charge. The implica-
tion is that Bush wants to take something
that belongs to working families and give it
to rich people. That’s not quite what he
would do.
| First, as the Wall Street Journal points
‘ out, the tax cut would give a bigger cut, in

percentage terms, to lower-income people
‘ than to high-income people. The taxes of a

family of four making $35,000 would drop
100 percent, while people with incomes
over $100,000 would see their taxes fall by
only 10 percent.

But let's assume Gore is right that the
tax cul is mainly for the rich. Is something
unseemly going on? No, because the rich
pay most of the income taxes. A recent
Statistics of Income Bulletin points out that
| in 1997 the top | percent paid more than 33
percent of the revenue hauled in by the per-
sonal income tax. The top 5 percent paid
more than half! The bottom 50 percent of
earners paid a mere 4 percent,

In what way could a tax cut for the rich
come at the expense of others? Money
belongs to those who eam it, and a tax cut
simply leaves money in the hands of its ®
| producers. It is taxes, not tax cuts, that
deprive people of money to which they are
entitled.

Perhaps Gore means that working fami-
lies would be better off if the government
had the rich people’s money. But we know
that is nonsense.

The rich do most of the saving and
investing. That raises everyone’s standard
of living by providing better and cheaper
goods and services, and more productive
jobs. The rich consume only a tiny percent-
age of their income. But even their con-
sumption makes others better off. @

Back in 1990, Congress, in a fit of class
envy, passed a tax on yachts and jewelry.
Guess what happened. The rich bought
fewer luxuries or bought imports. This put
American workers out of jobs, so the
Democrats repealed the tax — a tacit con-
fession that “trickle-down" economics
(more like cascade-down economics) is
valid,

Good things happen when the rich (and
everyone else) keep their money. The same
cannot be said when the government gets it.

Government is big on promises and big-
ger on not fulfilling them. The history of
the federal government is a chronicle of ~ ®
' boondoggles, corruption, and the destruc-

tion of wealth, As Henry David Thoreau
once said, “This government never fur-
thered any enterprise but by the alacrity
with which it got out of the way."

If Bush wanted to get really negative, he
could say that Gore apparently wants peo-
ple to die, because his prescription drug
plan will inevitably impose price controls,
which will prevent development of lifesav-
ing medicines. It would be a nasty thing to
say, but the underlying logic would be
valid. That's exactly what the Gore plan
would do, Bush, alas, has disarmed himself o
by embracing his own brand of prescrip-
tion-drug socialism.

Since wealthier people tend to be health-
ier and live longer, Bush might further
point out that by impeding the creation of
wealth, Gore's policies would condemn the
poor to poor health and shorter lives. I'm
sure Gore is not motivated by a wish to see
people suffer. No, he’s motivated by a con-
descending desire for power and is just too
busy to figure out what the consequences
| would be.

Don’t hold
your breath

In this past Sunday's Parade
Magazine, Dr. Isadore Rosenfeld sug-
gested 12 ways to stop hiccups. And
while hiccups may be an aggravating
and oftentimes embarrassing malady, 1
personally fail to recognize the impor-
tance of devoting a third of a page to a
condition that can be easily relieved
without benefit of medical science.

The article stated that while doctors
can explain almost every bodily func-
tion, the reason for hiccups remains a
mystery. And while there are many
medical interventions that are used in
order 1o stop them, none work pre-
dictably.

strategies.

Based on the book by Betty and Michael
Paraskevas, “Marvin the Tap Dancing

Horse” follows friends from a carnival—
Marvin, Diamonds the elephant, Elizabeth
the pig, Stripes the Tiger and Eddy Largo, a
nine-year-old boy—as they overcome chal-
lenges while reveling in the excitement of
carnival life.

The program highlights the importance of
true friendship, focusing on caring, under-
standing, loyalty, cooperation and helpful-
ness.

“Seven Little Monsters,” based on the
work of author Maurice Sendak, details a

family of siblings who are each 10 feet tall.
Like all kids, these “children™ live in a comn-
munity, go to school and are expected to do
their chores. Like any family, they bicker,
support, nurture and love each other. The
program encourages ethical behavior and
effective co-existence.

"Timothy,” based on the book by
Rosemary Wells, details the discoveries of a
bashful, five-year-old boy as he faces new
challenges—such as the first day of school
and meeting new friends. The program

teaches children about social diversity while
deyeloping their social; emotional and
school readiness skills.

‘Debating our destiny’ on KET documents
40 years of US presidential debates

As Al Gore and George W. Bush gear up
for a series of debates to clarify their
stances on key issues of the 2000 US pres-
idential race. “Debating Our Destiny: 40
Years of Presidential Debates” documents
some of the most memorable moments in
four decades of face-offs between US pres-
idential and vice-presidential candidates.
