It's early Friday morn­
ing and J'm thinktng that 
I'll get a jump on the week 
to come by wrning ncltl 
week's column now.

-Also on my mind as the 
result of Pam's writings in 
connecuon with her week­
end treks tO local area 
cemeteries, are the annual 
pilgrimages I would make 
each spring throughout my 
childhood to my grandfa­
ther's gravesite on Alum 
lick Creek of Caney Fork . 

My grandfather died of 
a stroke In 1952. some 
years before my birth, so 1 
came to know him only 
through stones told me by 
my father, grandmother, 
and other family members. 

His name was Adam 
Prater. aod he tended land 
and swine on a small farm 
located on Pyramid. He 
dted as a result of a stroke 
he suffered as he carried 
mai I by horseback through 
his community on a cold 
winter's da) in February. I 
was told chat his horse 
returned home without 
him. and that this was che 
signal to my grandmother 
that something had gone 
vastly awry in h1s. as well 
as her. day, She set out on 
foot to find him, and did; 
but sadly, my grandfather 
did not live to mount hts 
horse another day, or to 
carry the mail or offer 
another sweet "good­
night'' kiss to his wife. 

As 1 mentioned. he ts 
buried on a htllside, ''io 
the very head of Alum 
Lick," My dad and I 
would trav~l to my grand­
mother's small mobile 
home on Pyramid, where 
she would be waitmg, 
wallnng ~tick in hand, and 
perhaps wtth a lightweight 
kerchief tied across her 
head if 11 appeared that 
the day may turn out co be 
a bit breezy. 

From there we would 
backtrack 10 Caney, dnve 
as far as possible up Alum 
Lick's dirt road. and then 
park my father's car at the 
point where the dirt road 
ended and became, instead. 
a creek. 

For me, thiS was where 
the fun began! We made 
this trek each year in early 
spring, so the creekwaters 
were always quite cold. I 
know this because I some­
how, desptte havtng "plen­
ty good sense'' and being 
adequately c~uuoned 
against it. nevertheless, 
always managed to get my 
shoes (I.e. "feet") wet. 

My father would 
become perturbed and I 
would then beg to remove 
my shoes smce they were 
now soggy and uncomfort­
able (which was what I 
was really after all along). 
lt was, after all, springtime 
and after a long winter 
indoors, I wanted badly lll 
wiggle my toes in some 
fresh running puddles. 

Allhough my grand­

As he grew older, I was his listen­

er, and he often ~femd to has love of 
the creek. He repeated. each time as if 
the ftrst. that John's Creek lacked 
only a few tenthS of a male being a 
nver. flowing from 1ts origms near 
the Vtrg'irua bocdc:r. through Pike 
County to the Floyd/Johnson county 
line. 

l was remanded of lhis recently as 
I read the new book by Da\id and 
LalieDick, "Rivers of Kentucky.'' It's 
a rich read, tracing the :SWe's major 
waterways, not only by geography 
but also by the coiMul people who 
make the waler mauer. It's a gOod 
book to add to your Kentucky eo Ike­
liOn. 

The Dicb. from lhcir farm m 
Bourbon County, pmnl oot early on 
1n the book what J had nlready 
learned from Uncle Elmer - lhal to 
be designated n river o warerway 
should be at least I 00 miles long. As 
Uncle told me many tunes. John's 
Creek barely falls short. 

Yet. had rt been in cent:ral or west· 
em Kenruclcy, 1t nught well have 
been John's River. The Dicks review 
stn:am after stream an those regKJnS 
that fall far short of the standard defi.. 
nition of nver, )et have traditionally 
carried the fllllllC. 

One. in fact JS less lhan two miles 
long, but IS Still desJgrwed Finns 
Rtver on old maps. The authors 
search for 11 m Allen County and find 
only one person who mnembers the 
waterway by Ow name. Mos& of the 
modem locals know n as Uttle 
Trammel Oeek. One local man, m 
the blunt language you nughl hear 
around these parts, as quoted as say· 
mg. "It's noc big enough to be a 
river,'' 

Blame it on the map makers. 
Others streams that we might be 

familiar with ao; rivers don't pass 
muster. The Gasper River in Logan 
County is only 2S males long. The 
beauUful Rockcastle River an south 
central Kentucky JS only lhrec­
founhs the leng1h of a nver.

minate &ength. They flow al~ al 
ground level and then ~into 
the limestone, reappearing later from 
who knows where. 

It makes you wonder why our 
ancestors didn't name more of our 
streams rivers, whether: they met the 
magic 100-mile marker or ncx. Why 
didn't we call our big aedc John's 
River? By the same token. ifs a cinch 
Beaver Creek is considc:rably longer ._ 
than Finns and Gasper riven. Why 
don't we have the Left and Rip 
forlc.s of Beaver River? Our Mud 
Creek is probably longer tHan lhc 
Mud River in western Kentucky. 
How did those folb get the tide? .. 
Maybe it says somethio& about our 
propensity to downplay eVCf)'thing. 
to be more humble than we sbould 
be. 

This is noc to say that we don't 
have many, many, honest-to-good­
ness rivers in these parts. Our pearl IS, 

of course, the Big Sandy, whose fortes 
start up in Vrrginia and meet in time 
to greet the Ohio a tittle piece nath of 
hen:. 

Our ne1ghbor, lhc Ucking River, 
fonns just over the hill, around 
Gunlock in Magoffin Counry and 
meanders northw~y for 320 
miles where 1t pours our trash in&o the 
Ohio near Cincinnab. 

Two that scan 1JI the ~ of 
Letcher County are no slouches, 
e~ther. The Kentucky River, pthering 
its vanous forks, measwu rnc:n chan 
250 miles from around WhitesbUrg to 
Carrollton. a liale nonh ofl..ouisvilJe .. 

The Cumbc:rf-s, which feeds a • 
couple of big lakes, wends its way 
from around Oven Fodc some 700 
miles to Snuthland :in rJr wcacm 
Kentucky, where n :Jives itself to &he 
Ohio, not far from wh= the Ohio 
joins the Mississippi. On ili ,tourney, 
lhe Cumberland travels into 
Tennessee and then, like so many of 
us, decides to come baclc home to 
Kcnrucky.
