Two recent burglaries, similar in' methodology and dam-
ages, in the Betsy Layne area have business owners con-
cerned about the safety and security of their investments.

This past weekend the Betsy Layne Sam an Tonio’s was
burglarized as the restaurant’s safe was taken during a dis-
turbingly sophisticated break-in.

“It wasn't & great amount of money,” Jack Absher, owner
of the Betsy Layne restaurant, said on Tuesday. "“They did
take the safe. though, so we don't keep our money in there
anymaore,

“The investigator said there had been similar burglaries
that were almost identical and that they had suspects in
mind."

The burglary was not a haphazard operation according to
Sam an Tonio’s neighbor Joe Back.

Back, a local sportseaster who leases a second-floor
apartment above the restauramt, said that the building’s
alarm system was shut down and the phone lines cut in
preparation for entry.

“We have an elite alarm system here but they were intel-
ligént enough to disconneet the phone lines and all other
access,” Back said. “They even cut my own personal line.”

According to Back, the restaurant’s one safe was “physi-

Paul Hughes of the Prestonsburg Industnial Corporation,
a nop-profit developmental company credited with paving
the way for many local busipesses to come info the area,
asked that the city consider allowing the corporation to pro-
ceed with plans to develop Toughly 20 acres of property in
the Cliffside area for commercial or industrial use,

' “We'd like to get started on this project as quickly as pos-
| sible,” said Hughes.

' The property is currently owned by the Prestonsburg
Holding Corporation.

Hughes stated that the Prestonsburg Industrial
Corpordtion’s interest in developing the property is solely to
benefit the community. He said the corporation’s job is to

Board hears suggestions
for Allen Central pool

Among items up for discus-
sion at Monday evening’s meet-
ing of the Floyd County Board
of Education were the fate of
Allen Central High School’s
swimming pool, field trip
guidelines, athletic complexes
and school volunteers.

After opening procedures
involving the roll call of board
members, .a moment of silent
reflection and the adopton of
the agenda, Sydney Jane Bailey
addressed the board as 4 parent
speaker,

Bailey expressed her con-
cerns in regard to the Allen

Central High School swimming
pool, stressing to the board
members thut she feels it would
be in the best interest of the
community to upgrade the pool
and put it to use as a communi-
ty resource,

Bailey suggested that the
pool has potential to be used in
the community as a source of
revenue and also as a site for
physical therapy sessions.

Bailey suggested opening
the pool for summer activity
and collecting revenue to be
used for maintenance and other
activities. She stressed that the
facility could be utilized by
Right and Left Beaver Creck
youths as well as the communi-

ly at large.

“With the installation of a
handicap lift. like the one at the
state park, even students with
handicaps, like my daughter,
could have the pool accessible
to them,” she said.

Bailey went on to say that
the pool could serve as a site to
coordinate student physical
therapy sessions, as'well as per-
haps even allowing the commu-
nity to access the facility for
therapy sessions also.

“I'm not advocating becoms-
g a hospital,” Bailey said,
“but this is the closest thing
we've got to a YMCA in this

Board chairman Johnnie
Ross asked Bailey if she could
wrilé & proposal of this program
to present to the board, to which
she agreed .

Bailey then went on o say
that she would like to see it
become u vegular practice for
the county school system to
arrange rnsportation each year
for students to attend the gover-
nor’s Derby Breakfast.

“Each year, on Derby Day,
take all high school seniors and
eighth-graders 1o the governor's
breakfust. Present them, all
dressed up, to the rest of the
state; let them know that they
can dress up and attend these
things too.”

Board member Carol Stumbo
commented that she believes
steps toward that goal were
already being taken, that several
students she knew of were plan-
ning to attend, and thar perhaps
in time {o come a plan similar to
Bailey's could be put in place.

Nadine  Hicks,  parent
involvement coordinator, was
next to approach the board, fol-
lowing an introduction by

Beverly Crisman, stodent
achievement coordinator,

In_observance of Public
School Voluiifeer Week, April
15-20, Hicks comumented that
school volunteers help meet the
need of ong-on-one teaching and
learning, which she deseribed an
invaluable contribution; to' both
students and teachers alike.

Hicks presented a fucsimile
check to the board m the amount
of $146,641,02 in recognition of
the comparable cost ol volunteer
hours to the sehool system.

Field trip guidelines were
also a primary focus for consid-
eration, as Carol Stumbo com-
mented that she feels the board
needs o more cléarly define
what exactly constitutes a field,
or instructional. trip. In addition.
she said, “We need to define
what number of chaperones it
takes lor a feld tnip," inorder o
assure adeqimte supervision.

“1 feel that the academic
value ol some of these trips
needs to be stronger,” Stumbo
said.

Chairman Ross clarified, Do
you propose a motion to set cri-
teria for field trips?,” to which
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Stumbo answered, “Yes."

Ross then moved to second
the motion and approval was
given to Prestonsburg High
School's Future  Business
Leaders of America’s trip to
Cincinnati, Ohio, Betsy Layne
High School's physics class trip
to Cincinnati, Ohio, and Stumbo
Elementary's trip to Pigeon
Fotge, Tenn., pending approval
of criteria provisions.

The board then moved o
retreat into executive session for
disciplinary hearings in which
they concluded that one of the
students in question wounld be
placed in the alternative school,
Opportunities Unlimited, for the
remainder of the 2001 spring
semester school term. At the end
of the term, a decision would be
made as to whether or not the
student would be re-admitted to
his former school, or remain at
Opportunities Unlimited.

[t was decided in regard 10 &
second student that he or she
would either resign or be
expelled for the remainder of
this 2001 spring term. Home
schooling or visits will be an
option for the student.

Next, the board heard from
Joe Jones, board architect, who
reported on the progress of the
Prestonsburg High School and
South Floyd High School athler-
ic complexes, as well as con-
struction taking place at John
M. Stumbo Elementary and
Osborme Elementary.

According to Jones, con-
struction on the Prestonsburg
High School facility is slightly
behind schedule, due to wet
weather experienced earlier in
the month. However, the irmiga-
tion system is progressing, the
lighting conduit has been
installed, power linés have been
removed, and grade work is

complete. Additionally, the
entrance to the substation is also
complete.

Jones reported that the pro-
ject will be ready for sod within
the next two weeks. Originally,
bluegrass had been specified for
the field, but Jones said that a
new request had been made
specifying Bermuda grass,
which would involve a cost of

approximately $2,000 more
than originally budgeted.

To offset the cost, according
to Jones, Coach John DeRossett
has offered to organize a fund-
raiser.

Jones also reported that bid-
ding hus taken place on the
South Floyd High School athlet-
ic complex. Patriot Construction
was the low bidder on a package
combining irmgation systems,
site improvements, and field
house for a cost of $469,000.

Warco Land Improvement
was the low bidder on earth-
work costs with a bid of
$234,000, after a bid withdraw-
al from Hawkeye Construction.

Jones made a recommenda-
tion to the board to approve the
bids, which would then open up
the sale of bonds on the project.

The board then made a
motion 10 convene as the Floyd
County School District Finance
Corporation and voted to
approve low bids on the follow-
ing:

area. Additionally, sampling had
been done ensuring the safety of
all those present in the building
throughout this construction.

Al the conclusion of Jones’
report, Patricia Maynard, pno-
cipal of Allen Central High
School, and Pam Frasure, assis-
tant principal, presented the
board with their response (o the
year's scholastic audit by the
Kentucky  Department  of
Education.

Maynard reported that the
school is still working to devel-
op a vision statement; that they
had mmplemented a “School to
Work™ program that several stu-
dents were currently participat-
ing in: that they had done
exceptionally well in the
Science Olympiad competition,
placing third overall regionally,
and second in astronomy; and
that the school was in need of an
office manager to assist with
clerical duties.

At the conclusion of
Maynard’s presentation, Carol
Stumbo inquired as (o whether
or not the statements that
Sydney Jane Bailey had made in
regard fo the swimming pool
affected the presentation she
had just given in any way, or if
her feelings in regard to the sit-
uation had been altered.

Answering, Maynard
replied, “1 don't think so. We
tend to think tn terms of the
whole student body and what is
best, not just for an isolated
group.”

Aguin, Glenna Slone reiterat-
ed that “parents and stodents
want to keep it (swimming
pool). It’s like a source of pride
for Allen Central High School,
but, they don't want just & big,
empty hole.”

With this, Chairman Ross
noted that “the clock on the wall
says that it is 9:30. 1 am net
willing 1o stand in violation of a
board order. I would not let any-
one else do that, This meefing is
now adjourned.™

All items remaining on the
agenda for discussion that were
not addressed will be held over
for the next regularly scheduled
meeting.

“We came n the first day and
got the foundation ready,” Hall
said. “By the end of the day we
had the foundation and had the
sides up. 1 worked about 10
hours that day and some stayed
after I left”

Hall, a former coal miner and
mine inspector, retired after 30
years of service and now
donates his time and energy to
these and other projects that
serve those in need.

Lilburn Compton was anoth-
er velunteer on site yesterday
and can boast s0me expenence
with Habitat's efforts, Compton,
who has worked as a carpenter
for several years, was & member
of the 1997 Habitat team, which
included former President
Jimmy Carter. That effort result-
ed in 11 homes being built on
Indian Creek in Pike County,

These and other yolunteers

have joined Big Sandy Valley's
President Carolyn Rasnick on
site nearly every day of the pro-
ject.

“We have many volunteers,
about S0 I think, who have
worked on this project.”
Rasnick said. “Many of them
have volunteered and spent
repeated days out here. This is
our frst-ever project in Floyd
County and most of the volun-
teers are from Pike and Floyd
counties."

Bingham turned out to be a fierce com-
petitor in the game, but he never lost his humility or his respect
and concern for those playing the game with him.

As it turns out, there is another “Survivor™ in our midst, right
here in Floyd County, who is not out of his game yet.

That man is House Majority Floor Leader Greg Stumbo, who
this past week was honored by the state Environmental Quality
Commission, which awarded him its 2001 Public Servant
Award

Of course, Stumbo is not on a television game show compet-
ing to win a million dollars. Instead, he has spent the past few
years standing up to the state’s “litter lobby™ in an attempt to
pass meaningful legislation to combat our state’s litter and
dumping problems,

No, Stumbo is not locked in a life-or-death struggle. It's
more a quality of life struggle. And while his attempts have
been thus far unsuccessful, he shows by his refusal to let the
issue die the same grit and determination Bingham displayed on
television.

Stumbo has been the staunchest environmental defender the
General Assembly has seen in years, and for that reason alone
he is deserving of the honor awarded to him. But it has been his
approach to the issue — one which abandons neither common
sense nor his principles — which makes him truly worthy of
praise.

Stumbo has fought the battle against illegal dumps and road-
side litter on a number of fronts. He first proposed a bottle bill
which would have placed a deposit on most beverage contain-
ers, but when opposition to that idea proved strong, he agreed
for the issue to be studied more closely before putting it to a
vote, After a committee looked at the state’s trash woes and
concluded the bottle bill was the way to go, he pushed it again.
When it still didn’t pass, he switched to a half-cent fee on fast-
food and beverage packaging. Still thwarted, he even proposed
amending the state’s constitution to allow voters to decide the
Issue, again (o no avail,

That Stumbo has been blocked at all tumns 15 not his fault. He
has shown that he is willing to make compromises in order to
achieve the goal of a cleaner Kentucky. but he has also proved
that he will not compromise his belief that in order for any
assault on litter and dumping (0 be successful, it must be
accompanied by incentives to keep litterbugs at bay and a fund-
ing mechanism to pick up the trash which already clutters our
landscape,

With Stumbo being the survivor that he is, it seems almost
predetermined that at some point he will ultimately be success-
ful in pushing through some meaningful form of solid waste
legislation, if for no other reason than sheer will alone.

The lower class society is one that
perceives itself 1o be such. 1 think it has
nothing to do with money, although
money lies beneath it as the basis of their
classification. When you think of some-
one 10 the lower class, what do you see?

Adolph Hitler was an exiremely pow-
erful person. He influenced an entire
nationy o Kill for him, Their goal was to
destroy (hese people divided into a dif-

it category. The pain and suffering
‘reated by one man's life paralyzed an
entire world.

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Kentucky farms battle to
clean up state’s air, water

Kentucky farms are the new
front ling in the battle to clean
up the state's air and water, and
the good news is that real
progress is being made in both
areqs;

As Earth Day 2001 ‘was
observed this month, calling
attention  to environmental
themes, farmers are quictly
moving to embrace new tech-
nologics and practices that wre
reducing soil erosion, minimiz:
ing the use of inputs, and
increasimg wildlife habitut

“It's the right thing to do,”
says Neil Allen, who heads vp
Kentucky Farm  Bureau's
Natural Resources Advisory
Commiltee. “Bul in many cases,
farmers are actually improving
their production and their bot-
tom line by making these
changes,”

profits, according to the
Conservation Technology
Informaiton Center, headquar-
tered at Purdue University.

The so-called “Core 4"
include conservation tillage,
nutrient management, weed and
pest management and conserva-
tion buffers. Taken together, the
four practices reduce soil tillage
and the resulting erosion, make
more efficient use of ferilizer
applications, minimize the use
of herbicides and msecticides,
and reduce soil and nutrient
runoff by planting strips of veg-
clation along streambanks.

Allen, who produces tobac-
co, gmin, forage and livestock
on his Barren County farm, says
conservation tillage, more com-
monly referred to as no-till, is
the most important factor in
reducing environmental damage
by farms in his area.

“There’s a lot more com,
soybeans and alfalfa grown no-
tll now than just four or five
years ago,” Allen said. “The
majority of pastures are reno-
vated now with no-till seeders.
It’s pretty much become a stan-
dard practice.”

On his own farm, Allen says
an experiment he conducted
about five years ago drove
home the advantages of no-till
forage production.

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“] sowed three different
alfalfa felds, and | used no-till
on one, minimum till on one
and conventional plowing and
disking on the third.” he said.
*The no-till field has performed
the best consistently since that
time, while the fully tilled field
played our first. That really
opencd my eyes.”

But the economic benefits of
sound conservation pracltices
aren’t always so direct. That's
where a bevy of new cost-share
programs have provided an
important boost to farmers who
want to do a better job with
their operations, but face expen-
sive modifications to their pruc-
tices.

Livestock producers are
among the chief beneficianes of
the funding sources. A vanety
of animal waste handling 8ys-
tems are being installed on
Kentucky farms, with part of
the cost underwrnitien by state or
federal conservation funds.

“These programs are having
a tremedous impact,” Allen
agrees. “It's hard for a small-
scale producer to afford making
these changes on his own.”

Allen, whao is active with his
local conservation board, says
demand for the new system is
putting a strain on the agency
personnel that oversee the
work.

“Our agency people are
being worked hard,” he
explained. “They have w0 be
involved in choosing siles,
designing the systems and
supervising a lot of the con-
struction work. They're going
to be very busy over the next
few years."

That level of interest by
farmers 1s muosic (o the ears of

In: recent years the rices af
Talladega have become twa of the
more anticipated stops on the
schedule. This year there wis more
interest than usual with Talladega's
first race because of the eurcuny
stances that surrounded the season
opening race at Daytona, Saddled
with the same rules that the
Daytona 500 was ran under,
Talladega was expected o become
a crash filled event with the winner
being more of a survivor than actu-
ally winning the mee out right.

To the credit of 43 of the best
drivers in the world, the Talladega
500 was a caution free race with29
lead changes with the final lead
change courtesy of Square D dni-
ver Bobby Hamilton. The win
guve his owner, Andy Petree his
first ever Winstort Cup victory
since becorming an owner in 1996,

Even though it was his first trip
to victory lane with his own tean,
Petree’s resumé in the sport is ong
that shows he has one of the best
mechanical minds in the garage
area; His first taste of winning in
the series came back in 1981 when
he changed tires for Drrell
Waltrip who won the senies cham-

pronship that year.

Five years later at the age of 28
he became crew chief for Leo
Jackson's operation which fielded
cary with the Skoal Bandit spon-
sorship. Between 1989 and 1992,
Petree eamed with Harry Gant o
win nine races including an out-
standing streteh of four consecu-
five wins in September of 1991,

His success with Jackson
caught the eye of Richard
Childress who needed a replace-
menl for Dale Banhardt's crew
chief, Kirk Shelmerdine who lefi
after the ‘92 season. The union
between Petree and Eambardt
wasn'l an instant success as
Childress had to play the role of
mafchmaker between the two dur-
ing thar first season. Childress
miade the twa go to dinner togeth-
er one night to seitle their differ-
ences of opinion. Looking back,
Patree suys that was the tuming
point of his relationship with
Eambardt,

Eamhardt went on 1o capture
his sixth championship in 1993
tollowed by'a seventh fitle in 1994,
The Goodwrench driver fell just
35 points short of scoring an
unprecedented eighth ¢crown when
Jeff Gordon beat himi in 1995. In
three seasons, Petiee and

UK

Eamhardt won |5 races, two
championships and just under $10
million.

When the '95 season ended,
Jackson peérsuaded Petree 10 retum
to the team that gave him His first
crew chiefl’s job. Part'of the dealin
his return was that Petree would
end up with ownership of the team.

When the ‘96 season began,
Petree filled the role of both-owner
and crew chief with Robert
Pressley as his driver. The follow-
ing year Ken Schrader became the
driver of his Skoal Bandit
Chevrolet. He hired Kenny
Wallace to drive a second car for
hig opération and in the process,
Wallace brought Square D with
him for his old team to become the
Sponsor.

Wallace announced last season
that he would be leaving for anoth-
er ride in 2001, but Squar¢ D
staved put with Petree. Bobby
Hamilton was hired (o replace
Wallace in his #55 Square D
Monte Carlo and become the
teammate of Joe Nemecheck who
was now in Petree's #33 Oakwood
Homes Chevrolet.

Going into Sunday's race,
Hamilton was in seventh place in
the points standings proving that
Pemree made the right decision m

time.

A time “*budget™
that works

The same basic process of
setting up a financial budget can
be wsed tw set up a “time bud-
get” Just as & spending and sav-
ings plan affécts and is affected

by all family members, a4 time

budgot relies on the input and
cooperation of all f.im;ly memnm-
bers.

Step 1. Setting
(zoals

What are your individual and
family ponls? It's easy (o set lan-
gible or financial goals, such as
g vacation or a child’s collepe
education, You can plan for
these goals, and you know
you've achieved them when
vou're lounging on the beach, or
atending the graduation cere-
THOMY.

But many family goals are
iftangible. You probably have a
goal to raise happy. well-adjust-
ed children. But by what date?
How will you know you've
reached your goal? Budgeting
ume for “childhood happiness”
is important. but knowing when
orif you've reached your goal is
difhicult.

Experts agree you should
write down your goals. When
you are 75, what would you like
to feel you have accomplished?
Take afew mnutes w write the
goals you have for yourself and

family life, consider unplugging
the telephone during dinner.
Even though salespeople, neigh-
bors, and relatives may find it
harder to reach you, your family
will be able to eat and talk with-
oul interruption. Review what
you bought during the past
month—how much of it con-
tributed toward farmly goals?
Everything brought into your
home—toys, housew:ires, cloth-
ing—requires time for mainie-
nance and cleaning.

Step 2. Slices of
Time

In money management, peo-
ple are encouraged to keep a
financial diary to get uan idea
where their money goes. You
can’t change spending pattemns
until you knew what they are!
The same holds true for time.
You may want to keep a time
diary to see how you spend your
time. Try keeping Irack for a
few days this week, a few days
next week, and maybe the week-
end.

Once you have your lime
diary, examine your activities
gnd compare them with the
goals listed in Step 1. IF there
are activities in your diary that
don’t fit with your goals, ask
yoursell why you spent time in
those ways, Family activities

~can be goal oriented (planning a

vacation) or “maintenance” ori-
ented (mowing the lawn—
although having a nice lawn
may be one of your goals). You
need to budget time for both
goal and maintenance activities.

Next, think aboul activities
you usually do that were not
included in your diary or on
your goal list. For example, you
may volunteer once a month at 4
food pantry or attend a monthly
church commitice meeting.
You'll want to plan time for
those activities.

Step 3.

divide time into paid work, fam-
ily work, and leisure time.
Family work includes time
spent in meal preparation;
home, yard, clothing, and car
care; and care of family mem-
bers.

Recent research points out
that a person’s total work load
(in joh and home combined) is a
greater determinant of stress
than the number of roles he or
she fills. Filling many different
roles may actually benefita par-
ent's well-being, especially if he
or she has some choice in the
roles. A parent who enjoys his or
her job feels less stressed than
one who must work ata dull job
Just o make ends meet.

Dividing the work. Men are

spending more time in family
work than in the past, and
women are spending less. It
appears that two-eamer house-
holds adjust work loads by shar-
ing work, changing standards,
and using other resources. You
can use a variety of methods fo
divide household work.

In the resource method, the
people who have the resources
(skills, strength, and time) do
the tasks that require those
resources. The mathematics
whiz  handles  houschold
accounts, the stronger person
shovels snow. The resource
method perpetuates some sex-
role stereotypes (he does yard
work, she cleans the house), and
it deprives other family mem-

bers of the chance to learn
household maintenance skills,

In the rotating chores
method, household tasks are
identified and a routine for rotat-
ing chores is developed. For
example, this week you cook, |
do laundry, John cleans, and Sue
mows the lawn. Next week we
rotate: 1 cook, John does laun-
dry, Sue cleans. and you mow
the lawn, Everyone gets to fry
his/her hand ut all the tasks and
to learn necessary household
skills, It takes time to develop
some sKills—you may have to
invest time teaching John how
the washer and dryer work and
how (o sort laundry.

The each-person-for-himself
method 15 often used in families
whose after-school and evening
activities make it difficolt to
coordinate schedules. In this
method, each person in the
household is responsible for
his/her own meals, laundry, and
clean-up. Some economies of
scale are lost (it takes less ener-
gy to cook four hamburgers at
once than one at a time) and
some “family"” tasks still need
attention (such as household
repairs and yard work).

In the substitute method, one
resource (money) is substituted
for apother (time). Goods and
services are purchased in the
market and substituted for
home-produced goods and ser-
vices. For example, you could
buy convenience food. eat out,
pay for child care services, hire
a cleaning person, or hire a
handyperson to do houschold
repairs. You would then have
more free time for leisure activ-
ities.

Gaining cooperation. One
way to gain cooperation is
through negotiation. Teaching
your children to see others’
points of view and 1o work out
compromises will help them be
successful in life. Successful
negotiation begins by stating
needs clearly and in & way that
respects others. Contrast the fol-
lowing statements:

We all like to eat. We're all
busy at the end of the day, Now
that I'm going to be working
full ime 1'd like to rethink how
supper gets cooked.

Nobody ever helps around
here. You all want supper, but
you don't want to help. 1 can’t
do everything.

Once you've stated a need,
ask other family members what
is unportant to them and what
solutions they suggest. Be will-
ing to try even the most creative
idea. Give others a chance (o do
household work their way.

‘Using the basics. Basic lime
management principles and
tools can help yvou allocate tnd
use your fime effectively and
efficiently.

There is no substitute for a
good set of plans. Plans are like

road maps that chart your course
and help youn stay on track,
Planning means taking time
list goals, formulate strategies,
and plan a schedule for accom-
plishing tasks. You'll find that a
calendar with spaces (0 write 1n
is helpful for planning. Good
plans are flexible, to allow for
emergencies and unexpected
events.

What you don't do is as
important as what you do.
Identify time wasters and elimi-
nate them. Delegate tasks to oth-
ers. Leamn to say “no" without
feeling guilty.

Effective use of time requires
that you establish priorities.
Prigrities can be set according to
urgency (you've got to pay the
mortgage or rent today) or
importance (reading to Sarah is
more important than cleaning
the living room).

Use the salami technique:
slice big jobs into small, easier-
to-accomplish tasks. List steps
and cross off each as it is com-
pleted. If your goal is to clean
the garage, you may be able to
break (he job into small ones
(this weekend we organize gar-
den equipment, next weekend
We organize car maintenance
tools.)

Allocate blocks of time for
activities that are important to
you and your family Thursday
evening may be family movie
night—everyone knows it and

plans it.

Know your prime time and
use it to your advantage. Some
people function best in the
morning, some in the afternoon,
and some at night. At work and
at home, schedule your highest-
priority activities for your
primetime.

Remember the 80-20 Rule:
80 percent of the work gets done
in 20 percent of the time. Find
the 20 percent (probably a block
of prime lime) when you can get
80 percent of your work accom-
plished.

Identify altemative resources
that could do the job. Can you
substitute money for time” Can
someone else (another family
member or someone you hire)
do it?

Reconsider your standards:
don’texpect or demand perfec-
tion. Do you expect to rake up
every leaf in the fall? How neat-
ly pressed must your clothes be?

Habits die hard. Just as it's
difficult to change your eating
and spending patterns, it's diffi-
cull to change the way you use
your time.

M Avoid procrastination by
using the salami technique or
promising yourself a special
reward after completing a task.
