News of disaster brings aid

Deadly flash floods ook Eastern Kentucky by surprise
Friday night, as five inches of rain fell in less than six hours,
leaving portions of the southern end of the county, most
notably in the Mud Creek area, without water or electricity,
and some residents trapped in their homes, covered in water

and mud.

Floyd County Judge-Executive Paul Hunt Thompson
signed an order declaring a state of emergency at 12:07 a.m.

Saturday morming.

Following that lead, Gov, Panl Patton signed an execu-
tive order on Monday declaring a state of emergency and
authorized the state to respond to'a wide range of assistance
requests from local governments dealing with the aftermath
of Friday's flooding, stating that he hoped the declaration
would help to provide relief for those who were impacted.

Thompson said during a press conference Monday after-
noon that 49 county roads had been affected, some of them,
such as in Red Morg Branch on Mud Creek, have become
nothing more than piled mud, dirt and rock as rushing water
tore away the pavement and carried it downstream,

Homeowners, PVA

The flood waters are gone.

Matthew Christopher Hall,
20, on the advice of His attor-
ney. Vicki Howard, entered a
formal guilty plea to Circuit
Judge Danny P. Caudill to
charges that spanned three
separate cases following an
agreement with the common-
wealth's attorney's office.

The written charges against
Hall began on July 20, 1999,
when he was charged with
third-degree arson and first-
degree criminal mischief in
connection to a fire he said
during a taped confession he
set that went out of control and
damaged a Wayland woman's
vehicle.

According to reports, Hall
apparently set fire to a build-
ing being used as a school bus
stop in Wayland. The fire

On February 27 the follow-
ing year, Hall continued his
crime spree by burglarizing
the Wayland Quick Mart.

Hall broke a front window
and, while engaging a minor 1o
help him, entered the business
and stole unspecified items as

Roberts and his wife, Lola,
had been up two nights tearing
the flooring up in the entire bot-
tom story of their home when
Hancock arrived Monday.

To get to the flooring, the
family had to first wait until the
10 inches of accumulated flood-
waler dissipated and then shovel
four inches of mud that had rest-
ed on the floor of the home,

“T've never seen the water get
up this high,” Lola Roberts said,
wiping sweat from her forehead,
“We've been here 30 years and
this is the first time we've ever
beea flooded,”

Hancock explained to Bobby
Roberts that he should make a
list of damages to his home and
bring them in to her office in
Prestonsburg.

The next stop for Hancock
was Donald “Bunker” Tackett,
another Branham's Creek resi-
dent, who met Hancock amid the
stacked furniture along his front
lawn.

Tackett, who said he was
stranded outside his home after
going to move his car during the
heavy downpour, pointed to the
mud line along the wall in his
living room to show where water
had risen to nearly 20 inches.

“I stayed across the road
because I couldn’t get in my
house,” Tackett said. “My wife
was inside the house unplugging
things and getting upstairs.”

Tackett’s wife, Rosena,
described a water-soaked scene
within the house,

“l couldn’t even open the
front door,” Rosena Tackett said,
*1 was surprised the windows
didn’t give in. If they had 1
would'have been in real trouble.”

Hancock explained to the
Tacketts the instructions she had
given other residents, in hopes
these accumulated and detailed
personal accounts could help her
better prepare to present the evi-
dence of damages to Lang.

“The first step is to get the
Revenue Cabinet to agree to
help,” said Hancock. “If I can,

then it could mean hundreds of

dollars in savings for people.”

Hancock explained if some-
one's home were valued in the
$100.000 range and that home
received $20,000 in damage,
they could receive a break of
approximately $200.

Anyone who has flood-relat-
ed damages to report should
gather documentation and/or pic-
tures and take them to Hancock
at the PVA office in
Prestonsburg. For more informa-
tion call 606-886-9622,

In what disaster specialist Lon
May described as a “miracle”
there were no deaths in Floyd
County reported in copnection 10
the flooding. However, severl
families were left Monday after-
noon with their yards piled high
with destroyed furniture, the
insides of their homes stripped of
flooring, walls warped from
floodwaters that climbed three
and four feet high in some areas.

The news was even more
bleak in Pike County, where one
man was killed during the flood
and a woman remains missing.

As of Monday, utility workers
had restored power to the affected
areas, but Southern Water and
Sewer District workers remained
al work to restore water services
to the areas of Ligon, including
Clear Creek.

According o Southemn Waer,
200 residents were without water
as of Monday afternoon, although
workers persisted throughout the
night, working by spotlights, to
replace the water lines.

The enormous amount of rain-
fall resulted in the Mud Creck
area losing all water storage, and
areas such as Hen Pen in the
Weeksbury area have been with-
out water since the initial rains
late Friday evening.

The job of repainng water
lines newly-placed during the
water extension project which
floodwaters left exposed along
such places as Abner Mountain at
the Floyd-Pike county line will
now get underway.

State help will be amiving 1o
help assess damages and prepare,
if the need should arise, 1o ask for
federal help 1o assist the victims
of the floodwaters

But help is here now, sccond-
ing 10 Harold Moore, who is the
head of the Southern Bapusts
Disaster Rehief and  currently
positoned at the Wheelwright
Gymnasium, at least for those
who need assistance 18 cleaning
their broken homes and picking
up the pieces.

“We're poing to take those
who need help in the order they
come 1o us," said Moore. "We'll
take the carpet out, we'll ke the
floors up and sanitize, Sometimes
all we can leave 15 a shell because
that's what needed 1o be done.”

Moore explamed if the num-
ber of requesis grow, he would
then cill help from fellow agen-
cies to come into the area and
provide relief as well.

Also on hand in the area 10
provide help is the Amencan Red
Cross, which responded immedi-
ately providing emergency ser-
vices 1o individuals and families
affected by the flooding. The Red
Cross has established a disaster
headquarters in Prostonsburg to
serve the entire région, As well as
having set up a headquarters,
emergency response vehicles are
serving medls in the affected
areas and also proyiding bulk dis-
tribution of cleanup kits and com-
fort kits,

“We will be sending outreach
teams into each of the five coun-
ties,” said Carol Grider of the
American Red Cross disaster ser-
vices in Louisville,

May. who was also on hand
for the aftemoon press confer-
ence at the Southern Water Tacili-

ty at McDowell, said that as of

* Monday ne one remamned shel
tered. refermng o the 50 or so
shelters that quickly developed
along the Mud Creek area 10
house those whe could not reach
their homes.

May said that those victims
were now either back in their
homes or staying with families.

Many of those people have
been keeping local health care
agencies busy with distributing
tetanus shots as exposure to flood
waters and mud put them at risk
However. authorities say the 160

shots reserved to be administencd
for beginning school children
have been depleied due 1o 2
national shortage of tetanus shots
which will result in deferments
until more can be supplied.

“The process we had 1o go
through to get storm ready served
us tremendously in dealing with
this,”" May said on Monday. “The
warning helped save lives.”

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Explanation needed
for jailing writer

“I am not a martyr,” said Vanessa Leggett, from the bow-
els of a federal jail in Houston. “I want to see justice done.
But I am doing what I must to protect the public’s interest in
a free press.”

The free-lance writer, an adjunct lecturer in the University
of Houston’s professional writing program, was ordered to
jail after refusing to turn over to a federal grand jury infor-
mation she had gathered for a book about a society murder.

The victim, Doris Angleton, was the wife of a millionaire
Houston bookie. Her husband, Robert, was acquitted of state
charges of capital murder in 1998. His brother, Roger, also
implicated in the slaying, committed suicide in jail before he
could go to trial. He left a note saying he had killed his sis-
ter-in-law in order to frame his brother in a shakedown plot.

Leggett taped an interview with Roger Angleton before he
took his own life. The Justice Department not only demand-
ed that the 33-year-old writer turn over those tapes, but also
all her other tapes and notes pertaining to the high-profile
case.

When Leggett refused, as most journalists would under
similar circumstances, the Justice Department hauled her into
federal court. U.S. District Judge Melinda Harmon found the
writer in contempt of court at a closed hearing on July 20.
And she ordered Leggett jailed without bail.

So, Leggett remains behind bars as she appeals her con-
tempt of court citation. If a federal appeals judge refuses to
free the writer, and she continues to withhold her reporting
material from the Justice Department, she could face 18
months of incarceration.

One need not be a journalist to find the Justice
Department’s tactics chilling. For federal prosecutors are
essentially demanding that a writer become a tool of law
enforcement, to betray the confidence of a source.

If a writer’s tapes and notes are sought to exonerate a
criminal defendant, particularly in cases in which the accused
could face the death penalty, a legal argument could be made
that the defendant’s Sixth Amendment right to a fair trial
should take precedence over a writer’s First Amendment pro-
tection.

But that is not the issue in Houston. There is no criminal
defendant on frial for his life. The Justice Department is sim-
- ply trying to build a federal murder case against Robert
Angleton. Prosecutors want Leggett to help them make their
case.

The Nixon-era Justice Department established the policy
that the attorney general must approve each federal subpoena
issued to a journalist and every request by federal prosecu-
tors to have a journalist jailed.

Not since 1991 has the attorney general seen fit to go to
the extreme of having a reporter imprisoned. Attorney
General John Ashcroft owes the American public an explana-
tion of why he deemed it so necessary in this particular case.

But that was the case during a
7 pm special hearing held at
Wheelwright on Monday night.

The Wheelwright Utilities
Commission met Monday and
came to order by explaining to
the citizens in atlendance that a
disciplinary hearing was o be
held that evening concerning a
city employee. Then; at the
prompting of ntility chairman
James Branham, the commission
prepared 10 go into closed ses-
sion to discoss the charges
against the employee.

The commission would not
retire, however, as Prestonsburg
_ attorney Ned Pillersdorf spoke
up from the front row, requesting
the hearing concerning his client,
Audrey Yates, be held openly
and at the convienence of the
public.

Wheelwright city attorney,
Tim Parker, urged Branham and
the other commission members
to accept Pillersdorf’s request
and began the hearing by asking
that Branham read the charges
against Yates on behalf of the
commission.

Aceording 1o that reading, the
commission claimed that Yates, a
fl longtime: clerk for the city of
Wheelwright, brought a tape
recorder into a closed meeting in
lanuary or February earher this
year and also charged that she
failed to advertise a meeting on
July 17 thatresulted in the meet-
ing being canceled for lack of a
(uorum.

After reading the two charges
against Yates, Branham then
approached Yates about the
alleged tape recorder incident.

*Yes, | had a tape recorder
during the meeting,” said Yates.
“But it was on top of my purse. It
wasn't concealed.”

Branham, apparently not
pleased with the statement, stat-
ed he remembered the incident
differently, at which time Parker
interceded and explained that the
commissioners themselves were
the wilnesses to the supposed
event.

“As | understand it,” Parker
said, addressing Yates. “When
the recorder was noticed you
were asked to tum it off and you
did. Ts that right?”

Yates explained that she did
turn the recorder off and then
further explained that then-utility
chairman Lowell Dean Parker
took the tape from the recorder
and destroyed it in front of her
and the other members.

After these initial questions.
Pillersdorf, on Yates’ behaif,
questioned Branham.

“Do you think you have a
right to go into a secretive ses-
sion without 1t being recorded?”
Pillersdorf asked, admitting he
couldn’t see the legal problem
with the incident as long as one
person knew the recording was
taking place.

Discussion moved then to the
missed meeting notice, but only
briefly  before  Pillersdorf
requested to issue more ques-
tions to Branham,

“Miss Yates first learned of
some check cashing around the
time these charges were brought
against her,” Pillersdorf asked
Branham. “Have you withdrawn
any money that is the property of
Wheelwright Utilities?"

Branham returned that he had
cashed three checks, for which

he had receipts.

Pillersdorf finished by stating
that Yates had complained to
Wheelwright Mayor Marlee
Sammons about the check cash-
ing and also asked Branham if
the complaints had come during
the same time the charges against
his client were brought up,

Branham said the charges
were not initiated during the
same time period mentioned and
when Pillersdorf said he had no
more guestions, the commission
then went into closed session,
along with Parker, to discuss the
findings of the hearing.

After approximately 30 min-
utes, the commission returned to
take no action against Yates, but
detailed certain aspects of their
decision.

“The city clerk knew the
meetings weren't supposed to be
taped,” said Parker. “But we're
not inclined to take any action.”

Parker went on to explain
that, although the commission
would hope Yates would make
an effort to better advise mem-
bers in the future, especially new
members, of all meetings,
including regular meetings, they
would not take action against
her.

As Branham called for an
adjournment; Pillersdorf inter-
rupted with a final question,

[ take it from your comments
the allegations against my client
have been dismissed?” asked
Pillersdorf.

Parker assured him this was
the case and the commission
adjourned without further com-
ment.

“We're just glad to have this
settled and behind us,” Parker
said afterward, “Now we can get

*“These scores reflect some
of the changes brought about by
the Commonwealth
Accountability Testing System
(CATS) in 1998," said

above basic, and from profi-
cient to advanced, also showed
significant increases.”

NAEP mathematics assess-
ments were given to samples of
8th-graders in 40 states in 2000.
The NAEP is generally consid-
ered to be the only test given in
the U.S. that provides valid
results that can be compared
from state 1o state.

by pre-filing another “sales
tax holiday™ bill for lawmak-
ers 1o consider during the
General Assembly's 2002 ses-
sion.

"People shopping right now
for school supplies are paying
six percent more than they
would have if the Legislature
had passed my bill eariier this
year,” said Damron, who
sponsored “tax holiday™ legis-
lation along with 53 cospon-
sors in the 2001 legislative
session, "My goal is o make
this the last year families have
this tax burden when they're
preparing for the start of o
new school vear,”

Damron's new legisiation.
BR 189, would exempt cloth-
ing, books, backpacks and
other school supplies from the
state's six percent sules tax
each year during the first week
of August. a time when many
family budgets are strained by
back-to-schoal costs,

The legislation also would
remove the sales tax from
computer purchases during the
antudl tax holiday, That
should help the state ¢lose the
“digital divide™ and get more
computers into  Kentucky
households, Damron said.

“If we're serious aboul try-
mg to ger a computer into
every child’s home, this would
be a great first step,” Damron
said. “A tax Holiday that low-
ers the cost of a computer by
$50 would help put computer

purchases within reach of
many middle- and lower-
inpcome families throughout
the state;™

Well aver half of Kentucky
households don’t have a home
computer, plucing Kentucky
in the bottom 20 percent of the
nation.

But a tax holiday that
includes computers could help
change that. According to a
strvey by the Consumer
Electronics Associution, 27
percent. of families with
household incomes of less
than $25.000 would be more
likely to buy a home computer
if they did not have (o pay
sales tax. In addition, slmosi
half of all households who do
not own & computer, but pian
o buy one in the next year,
say that a sales tax holiday
would improve the likelthood
of such a purchase.

Retailers would also bene-
fit from the tax holiday. When
South Carolina implemented a
sales tax holiday on back-to-
school purchases last year
retailers saw their business
jump by $200 million over the
course of their three-day break
from the state sales tax,

But the biggest winners
from a sales tax holiday in
Kentucky would be con-
sumers: They'd save an est-
mated $4.5 1o $6 million each
year during a one-week sales
tax holiday on back-to-school
iems.

BPodge came buack 1o Winston

Cup this year with Ray
Evernham, the former chief of
Jeff Gordon's Rainbow

Warriors, as the head honcho for
the Dodge program. Upon ils
return, Dodge lured away
NASCAR’s most popular dn-
ver, Bill Elliott, hooked Sterling
Marlin and reclaimed Petty
Entérprises as Chrysler territory.

But the manufacturer has yet
to reclaim Victory Lane — and
that was what some figured
would be changing this week-
end at NASCAR's highest pro-
file race of the summer.

This supposed conspiracy
didn't tug at the heanstrings like
the one invelving Dale
Earnhardt Jr. winning at
Daytona in July. But, if success-
ful, it would bring Dodge into
the spotlight after the company
spent millions to develop race
teams for competition in 2001,

In highly techaical terms,
NASCAR officials gave Dodge
an extra 2 inches of “gerody-
namic stuff” on the cars’ front
ends to stop the dreaded “aero-
push™ that became infamous this
week at the Indianapolis Motor
Speedway. With added “down-
force," Dodge was a shoo-in to
win this race — a faet offered up
loudly by the wronged persans
unlucky enough 10 be driving,
working on or backing Fords,
Chevys and Pontiacs.

This, of course, is NASCAR
custom, NASCAR changes a
rule for one rmanufacturer in the
pame of equality and fair play

and the others scream as if they
sat on an air wrench. Other than,
“Gentlemen, start your
engines,” the most heard phrase
in NASCAR is, “Wait a minute,
that's not faie!™

But amidst the yelping, the
plot thickened and the ¢conspira-
gy theorists among us pointed at
this rule change as if it were an
Bamhardt restrictor plate,

“See?” they said.

And. sure enough, Elliont was
on the outside of Row . Rookie
Casey Atwood qualified third —
the highest of any Brickyard
400 rookie. Marlin wasn't far
behind. Neither was Ward
Burton. Dodges all.

Indeed, things were looking
good for a Daimler-Chrysler-
authored coup. Talks of an
Oliver Stone film project began
as ‘Marlin, a close friend of
Indianapolis Colts quarterback
Peyton Manning (a subplot?),
took the lead, staving out on the
track during a caution caused by
dlleged debris at Lap 131.

“A likely story.” the conspir-
acy theorists thought.

Funny how a guy like Jeff
Gordon can get in the way of a
good, juicy conspiracy theory,
though. Gordon blistered Marlin
on consecutive re-starts on his
way to his record third
Brickyard 400 victory.

“I thought I could run him
down, and I gave it all | had for
the last 20 laps," said Marlin,
“But I came up a little short.

"I wanted to try and get close
enough to put some pressure on
him and try to make him make a
mustake, but | couldn't get close
enough.”

Marlin, who produced
Dodge’s second runner-up fin-
ish of the season, said the only

“Sometimes, things just work
in your favor,” Gordon said.
“And today, for us, they did.”

The phone rang the other
night and after a little voice
from the kitchen yelled,
“Get that. It's not for me,” |
answered it. But instead of
the usual “hello,” for some
unknown reason, I said
“Howdy.” As soon as it
came out, I realized what
I'd done, but of course, it
was too late to correct il.

Fortunately, it was a
friend on the other end, and |
he merely answered,
“Howdy” back. When |
hung up, Wilma, who had
heard my slip-of-the-tongue
greeting, jumped my case
pretty good.

“Boy,” she said, “you'd
have really been
embarassed if it'd been
somebody important.”

Not that our friends are
not important, but | knew
what she meant, and | knew
that she was right,

“Howdy™ is what Roy
Rogers or Tex Ritter would
have said to the new school
marm at the Saturday mati-
nee when I was a kid.
However, it is not an appro-
priate greeting to use on the
telephone in 2001.

But it might have been,
had it not been for Thomas
A, Edison.

That's right. the same
man who gave us the light
bulb, the motion picture
machine, the phonograph,
and dozens of other little
things that have made our
lives better, also invented
the word “hello.”

According to an article
in The New York Times,
when the telephone began
to be used on a regular
basis, along around the
1870s, there was a bit of
confusion, and even more
discussion, as to what folks
ought to say when they
answered it.

There were tans of sug-
gestions, and even
Alexander Graham Bell, the
guy who is credited with
inventing the phone in the ‘
first place, suggested we
say “ahoy,” like they do in
the Navy, “"Ahoy” didn't
catch on, however, and for a
long time, people apparent-
ly just said whatever came
to mind whenever it rang
and they picked it up. Like.
“Who's there?” or “Whadda
ya want?" or something
really dumb, like “"Howdy.”

Then, in 1877, Edison,
who was probably on a
break from one of his other
inventions, suggested that
people simply say “hello.”
For some reason, telephone
company operators started
using it, and the word soon
became a common greeting,
even out on the streel,

So, according to the
Times story, “hello” wasn’t
even a word before the
phone was invented,

“Hallow” was a word
which was the call used by
fox hunters when they
wanted to urge their dogs in
the chase. (That was obvi-
ously replaced by "Go get
‘em Blue" here in eastern
Kentucky).

“Hilla, *hillo,” and “hal-
loa™ were all words which
were used to hail from a
distance. And, the British
used “hulloe,” which was an
exclamation of surprise, as
in “Hullo, there young lady.
Is that a wart on your nose,
or what?"

But, there was no
“hello,”

Anyway, from now on,
when the phone rings, |
suppose we ought to thank
Thomas A. for inventing a

Doing an
Internet search on breastfeeding brings up hundreds of
sites, These include the personal testimonials of mothers,
research-based medical information, Support groups, pro-
fessional organizations and commercial sites selling
breastfeeding accessories,

Some of the better Internet sites are those targeted
specifically to breastfeeding and developed by profession-
al and non-profit organizations. The La Leche League web-
site has a host of topics ranging from the basics of breast-
feeding to special situations like premature babies. The
website for the World Alliance for Breastfeeding Action
has a long listing of links to other websites with guality
information on a range of topics fram advocacy to breast
reduction surgery,

Sorting through all of this information can be tough and
confusing. That's when 1o turn (o the breastfeeding profes-
sional or the International Board Certified Lactation
Consultant (IBCLC),

“It is the IBCLC's job to be aware of the most current
information regarding lactation and evidence-based breast-
feeding management strategies,” noted Sallie Page-Goetz,
president of the Internationa! Lactation Consultant
Association. "Therefore, IBCLC's are able to provide fam-
ilies and their health care providers with care and informa-
tion that supports their breastfeeding needs.”

For health professionals, the Web also has good
resources. The American Academy of Pediatrics website
hosts information on their Breastfeeding Promotion in
Pediatric Office Practice program, which includes steps for
making offices supportive for breastfeeding families. The
website for the International Lactation Consultant
Association provides information on continuing education,
professional resources, and breastfeeding advocacy.
