After Vicky Rldgeway withdrew as 
attorney for Dwayne Bishop, who is 
accused of the murder of his estranged 
wife, yesterday during a hearing regard­
ing the admissibility of previous "bad 
acts" of Bishop. the commonwealth 
attomey's office presented allegations 
that Bishop, was not only a drug user. 
but also a drug dealer. 

Asststant Commonwealth's Attorney 
Wayne Taylor explained to the court that 
Bishop believed that Carolyn Blshop 

1 was a police informant, leaving Bishop 
extremely "paranoid" and thereby pre­
senting a possible motive in her death.

"This is exuemely suong evidence 
regarding motive in this case. especially 
wheo you look at photographs of the 
crime scene," said Taylor ''Her 
(Carolyn Bishop's) bra had been pulled 
up as if someone was looking for a 
wire:· 

Taylor told the court that several wit­
nesses are willing to testify regarding 
the allegations. The prosecution ha~ 
statements from at least four witnesses 
that claim Bishop was using and selling 
cocaine. 

One of ~hose potential witnesses is 
Bishop's brother, Robert Wendell 
Bishop, who claims. according to

A Prestonsburg business and its 
I Wisconsin manufacturer are lhe tar­

gets of a lawsuit flied last week in 
Floyd Circuil Coun claiming negli­
gent manufacturing and marketing 
practices. 

Acting as administrator of the 
estate of the late Vernon Todd 
Spurlock, 32, of Hazard. Travis 
Spurlock, also of Hazard, is seeking 
compensation for damages which 

followed lhe alleged wrongful death 
of his brother. 

Travis Spurlock was traveling to 
a motorcycle convention witb his 
brother in McCook County. S.D., on 
A.ugust 4, 2000. when. according to 
the complaint, Spurlock ·s 2000 
model Harley-Davidson motorcycle 
"became unstable" and went "out of 
control.'' 

The complaint, filed by Pikeville 
attorney William C. Johnson. 
alleges that tJ1e motorcycle, manu­
factured by Wisconsm~based 

Harley-Davidson Inc.. and sold to 
Spurlock at Prestonsburg Harley 
Da\iclson. was "unreasonablv dan­
gerous" for its foreseeable usl!s 
because of design and munufactur­
mg defects. 

Because of these defects, says 
the complainl. the motorcycle left 
the roadway. hegan to roll, and 
ejected Spurlock, causing severe 
bodily injury to htm which conse­
quently led to hi:- dearh on

The court, however. will not 
hear testimony regarding any of

Following a rulmg 
made by Judge John Dav1d 
Caudill yesterday. additional eva­
dence linking Bishop & a drug 
dealer not found 10 the mitial 
investigation will not be admi<>sr­
ble. The Commonwealth will not 
be allowed to presem evidence to 
l>Upport Bishop s alleged drug 
dealing as a motive fm the killing 
unless they are prompted to do so 
while cross-examining witnesses.

dreds" of drug dealers throughout 
Aoyd County with reason to kill 
her. Howard also argued if Bi!>hop 
abused drugs. that fact 1n itself 
was not relevant to the case. 
Howard further noted that state­
ments made by witnes~es for lhc 
prosecution did not specifically 
state cyewime~s accounts that 
Bishop was indeed "selling:• 

''Nothing in any of those state­
menl'i prove that those muividu­
als bought drugs from Bishop." 
said Howard. as sht: requested the 
commonwealth to submit a time 
and place tor each alleged occur­
rence. "The statement that 'he 
was selling and J was buying' 
does not mean that Perry actually 
bought the drugs from Dwayne 
Bishop. Therefore. it is complete­
ly Irrelevant to this case." 

The commonwealth presented 
over 20 add1t.Jonal cases for con­
sideration regarding prior crimes 
or acL'> allegedly committed by 
Bishop. beginning in 1990. Some 
of the charges brought against 
Bishop were dismissed for vari­
ous rca~ons. but in most cases 
were ruled admtssible.

December 3 1, 2000. 
After the accid~:nt, said 

Johnson. Spurlock, who suffered 
multiple injuries including a 
closed head injury. was comatose 
for a while before reviving short­
ly before his death. 

"1 feel 1L's a terrible tragedy," 
said Johnson. ·'That motorcycle 
was defective and I feel it shoukl 
have never been put on the road. 
This young man 1s gone now." 

The accident. according to th~ 
complaim. occurred suddenly. 
without warning and without dri­
ver error. Johnson said that 
Spurlock had ridden motorcycles 
his enure life. 

The complaint states that both 
companies, responsible for the 
assembly, inspection, mainte­
nance. and repair of Harley­
Da\oidson motorcycles. knew or 
should have known through 
appropriate inspe~tion that the 
motorcycle was defective at the 
time of purchase. It also alleges 
that Prestonsburg Harley­
Davidson represented the motor­
cycle to be safe and free of latent 
defects to both Spurlock and the 
general public and further failed 
to adequately warn Spurlock of 
these defects or instruct him in 
th~ safe use of the motorcycle. 

Stating that the alleged 
'·gross'' negligence of both com­
panies was "more than momen­
tary thoughtlessness, inadver­
tence or error in judgment," 
Johnson further noted in the 
complaint that both companies 
are "strictly" liable for 
Spurlock's subsequent death. 

Johnson a:sked on behalf the 
the Spurlock estate for compen­
sation of expenses incurred as a 
result of the accident and 
Spurlock's ultimate death. These 
expenses. said Johnson, include 
past mental and physical pain. 
suffering and inconvenience, 
wrongful death. destruction of 
his ability to cam money. past 
medical expenses. funeral 
expense<., punitive damages. and 
miscellaneous expenses incurred 
prior to h1s death such as neces­
sary travel expense~.

In 1996, their daughter, who

Many of these violations, 
which included statements from 
police officers. social service 
workers, medical service 
providers or others, included evi­
dence of domestic violence which 
OC\:urred between Dwayne and 
Carolyn Bishop and were ruled 
admissible by Caudill. with spe­
cific conditions 

In cases where the common­
wealth ''as prepared to pro-. ide 
tesumon) for domestic violence 
cases from both social service 
workers and police officers famil­
iar with the particular mcident. 
Caudill advised that il would be 
prejudicial to use both the polrcc 
officer and social service worker 
for testimony on the same domes­
tic dispute. and theretore asked 
the commonwealth to choose 
only one of those individuals as a 
wttness. 

she witnessed Bishop charge 
Carolyn Bishop with a fork, 
threatening to kill her until the 
child "jurilped in the middle to 
break it up." The commonwealth • 
said the child can also testify that 
Bishop thi'C<Itened to kill Carolyn 
Btshop just days before the actual 
murder. 

Caudill ruled that a competen­
cy hearing for the child will be 
heard at a later date. 

One case presented by the 
Commonwealth mvolved an mci­
dent which occurred in April 
2000. Two witnesses are ready to 
testify that they received a call 
from Carolyn Bishop at that time 

Several cases where Bishop 
allegedly !.hreatened to hann or 
kill hb wife while in the presence 
of other individuals were also 
ruled admissible. 

in which she told them that • 
Bishop kidnapped her and impris­
oned her for several days at a 
remote location while beating and 
torturing her. The wimesses say 
that Bishop dug a grave for her. 
attacked her with a screwdriver 
and tried to kill her. 

When presenting this to the 
court, Taylor said the incident was 
similar to the \\a) Carolyn 
Bishop was eventually murdered. 
showing a pattern certainly exist· 
ed between the allegations made 
and the way she was tound at the 

One such incident. according 
to district court records. occurred 
in April 1996, when Bishop 
allegedly broke into Carolyn 
Bishop's residence and beat her 
and her brother with a gun and his 
fist. During !.his altercation, 
Bishop threatened to ''kill 
Carolyn Bishop and her family.'' 

scene. • 
The murder also toOk place at 

a remote location and a screw­
driver was found at the scene, 
satd Taylor. and this incident 
occurred on! y months before the 
murder. 

Howard. however, didn't quite 
agree. 

"No charges were ever filed in 
this case.'' argued Howard "If 
this did happen, and she was so 
terrifiecl T believe ~he would have 
fi led charges. She certainly filed 
charges for mucb less.'' 

Another such incident ruled 
admissible occurred in April or 
May 2000. a few months before 
Cnrol)n Bishop was murdered. In 
that case. lhe commonweaJLb wiU 
provide testimony that Bishop 
chased, stalked and threatened 
Tiffany Tackett and Davina Reed. 
It will be alleged through their 
testimomes that Bishop subse­
quently told them that he was 
chasing them because he thought 
one of them was Carolyn Bishop, 
and that also threatened to kill her. 

The commonwealth also pre­
sented two specific occas10ns 
where Bishop's daughter wit­
nessed alleged threats made by 

Carolyn Bishop's "excited 
utterance" is not admissible. ~ 
Caudill ruled against allowing !.he 
testimony to be heard in regular 
court proceedings.

We have an opinion we would really like to share with our read­
ers in this space today. but unfortunately a judge has ruled we can­
not. 

Our front page wa!:> suppo~ed to have a story on it concerning 
an issue we certain!) feel i~; weU within the public's right to know. 
but we are also pre\'ented from running 1t because of that same 
order. 

We are not allowed to share with you any details of th1s order. 
or else we would tell you exactly what we think about aU of this. 

Suffice it to say. we're fuming. 
But the time to express that opinion ow ill come. We are currently 

working with a local lawyer, and we have spoken with attorneys 
for the Kentucky Press Association and the Reporters' Committee 
for Freedom of the Press, and all of them assure us that this order 
is a blatantly unconstitutional prior restraint on this newspaper 's 
First Amendment guarantee of freed9m of the press. 

We are working with our legal counsel to have this order 
rescinded , and if and when that happens we will be back to tell 
you everything we know. If you wish to lend a hand. we have 
begun a petition which is at the front desk in our office. We ask 
that you sign it, not in order to support us. but to support the con­
cepts of freedom of speech and freedom of the press. 

Until that time. we'"' ill talk about another issue which is near 
and dear to our hearts, and that is censor:>hip. 

We have noticed a disn1rbing trend lately. and that is a desire on 
the part of some local officials and attorneys to muzzle us. We 
have been told we shouldn't print certain information because it is 
''illegal." Never mind that there ts no such thing. 

We have had members of certnin local government bodies ask 
us, after the fact, not to print statements made in open meetings. 
We've had to give them our regrets. as well as our advice that if 
they don't want something in tpe paper, they'd best just not say it 
before God and the whole world in an open meeting. 

All of this leaves us wondering. how these attorneys ever made 
it through law school without encountering rhe U.S. Constitution. 
We wonder if these local officials ever attended a h1gh school 
civics class 

Let us be clear about one thing: 
The First Amendment of the U nited States Constitution is very 

direct in its mandate that the freedom of the press is not to be 
infringed. W hat that means is.. quite simply, no one can tell a 
newspaper what it can or cannot print. They can tell sources not to 
speak to the media. or the) can keep a \'ery few records out of the 
public eye, but no one has the authority in any circumstance to tell 
the media that it cannot report a story. 

Of course. most of our readers are not members of the media, 
so why should they care? Quite simply. it is their rights which are 
being infringed. Those who would try to silence the media do not 
j ust step on the media's rights. but also on the public's rig ht to 
know. 

That is why the First Amendment is so important, and why it is 
so important that we fight to preserve it. We hope you will join 
that fight. not just today. but every <.la).

In learning to identify disabled readers. reading was found to be 
more a language-based than v1sual perceptual process. I thought it 
was interesting that blind individual., are genercilly good readers 
versus deaf individuals who are usuall) severely impaired read­
ing-wise. Presently, reading disahility has been labeled as a specif­
ic learning disabilit) by the Individuals With D1sabilitie~ Education 
Act and creates a legal category not a medical one. The legal guide­
lines for the determination are a significant difference between vari­
ous established points of IQ and re.ading achievement score::.. 
Sometimes, legal definitions of a reading disability also require evi­
dence of a processing disorder: i.e., problems being aware of differ­
ences in phonics. auditory processing problems, or c;hon-tenn mem­
ory difficulties. In these case:., the reading score hac; to be signifi­
cantly impaired with the child having at least an average IQ. 
Additionally, the reading problems can be related to mental retarda­
tion, sensory deficitl>, and severe emononal problems. Some author­
ities view the definitions for identifying reading problems as biased, 
not accounting for other factors that Y..iU intluence reading failure­
inadequate experience, assessment being affected by cultural differ­
ences, poor school perfonnance. and lower IQ. Typically. two or 
three as many boys as grrls are considered reading disabled. 

The risks that were reponed for affecting the individual for read­
ing problems: family history; preschool .skill and knowledge 
deficits; phonological awareness \\oeakncsses; early language 
impairment; hearing intpairment; developmental disability; individ­
ual socioeconomic status (SES); and limited English proficiency. 
According to group. the high risks were loY.-perfonning school, 
low-income families and neighborhoods. school SES. preschool 
quality; and cuniculum. 

Please be aware of the reading lc\ el of the children m your life. 
Remember that 5 to 10 percent of children have reading disabilities. 
Is a child you know having ... igniticant reading difficulties? I think 
we would all agree With the concept thut reaJing deficits are a com­
mon source of -;chool failure. and is even more severe when com­
bined with ADHD, depression. anxiety disorders. substance abuse. 
and conduct disorders. Talk to your baby. talk with and read to your 
toddler, listen and respond at evel) stage. Umguage is mad up of 
sounds: reading is decoding the pictures of these sounds.
