SadJy, the two kirtens with 
deformities will most likely 
have to be "put down" because 
their medical conditions usually 
result in an inability to thrive. 
The two kittens will remain in 
the care of the shelter, while the 
other three are scheduled to be 
transferred into the care of two 
tender-hearted local women.

Salow wem on to say that 
spaying and neutering ts the 11rst 
o,;tep in allevtating this ~on of 
problem . 

..We have entered into an 
agreement with each vet in 
Floyd county to participate in a 
program where we issue certifi­
cates through our org.antzation 
that can be redeemed at the vet's 
office of the owner's choice for 
a signtficantly reduced surgery 
fee for animals who need to be 
spayed or neutered. The pro­
gram is geared mainly toward 
fixed-tncome individuals, or 
those on low incomes. or those 
who frequently harbor and take 
stray animals into their care. 
The certificate can be presented 
at the vet's office and for $10 
the animal can receive a spay or 
neuter surgl!ry. We hope tu 
improve the :.ituation involving 
unwanted births of atlimals in 
this county through this pro­
gr.un." 

Dr. Carol Combs-Morris. 
who operates the Beaver Animal 
Clinic, in Wayland, recently par­
ticipated in a traveling spay and 
neuter clinic - she agrees that 
thh is the first step in solving 
the problem of animal overpop­
ulation. She is also an avid pro­
ponent of locating persons who 
abandon animals and prosecut­
ing them for thc1 r actions.

animals in the second degree ...

The search for 
research 

It JS always disquieting to see public funds spent to lobby 
public officials for public funds. 

That. after all, is why we have a representative democra­
cy. Pan of the job description for Kentucky's six U.S. 
House members and Sens. Mitch McConnell anJ Jim 
Bunning is to bring back. a fair .share of the taxes its citizens 
and businesses send to Washington. 

But with that caveat. there\ a lot to be said for Gov. Paul 
Patton's decision to step up Kentucky's effort to do a better 
job of atlracting federa l research dollars. 

Equally laudable 1s the fact that the University of 
Kentucky and the University of Louisville. rivals in so 
many respects, are jointly supporting this effort. In this 
arena, the question isn't whether UK or the U of L gets 
more research money, but rather ""hether Kentucky can nur­
ture an intellectual and business environment that will pro­
duce jobs in the emerging high tech and medical fields. 

Between them. the two universities now mtract about 
$200 milllon a year in federal research grants. Bill 
Brundage. who holds the improbable title of Commissioner 
of the New Economy, wants to boost federal research 
spending in Kentucky to at least $500 miLlion. 

To that end. the state is preparing to open a permanent 
office in Washington. (''Reopen" might be a more apt verb, 
since Kentucky had a D.C. office until Patton closed it 
shortly after he was elected governor.) 

The new office will be headed by Audrey Haynes, a for­
mer chief of staff for Tipper Gore who once worked briefly 
for Patton. Kentucky will also hire the services of a consull­
ing finn reputed to have ties to the Bush administration. 

It won ·t be cheap: estimated annual cost of the office is 
$700,000: UK and the U of L will each contribute $50,000, 
the state will pay the rest. 

Kentucky isn't alone in trying to land federal research 
dollars; in fact, it's somewhat late in the game. Ever since 
Congress expanded funding for the National Institutes of 
Health and other research-sponsoring agencies, states. foun­
dations and pri\ale institutions haYe been scrambling to get 
in on the action. 

The folks in Frankfort are quick to note that the research 
initiative isn't limited to Uif and the U of L. It has a 
statewide reach. ranging from workforce development to 
nurturing high tech business corridors in key areas. 

The research push should also extend t<> Kentucky's 
regional campuses. T hough they are mamly. and properly. 
undergraduate teaching institutions, NorlhcJO Kentucky 
University and lhe commonwealth·s other regional universi­
ties do sustain selective. and significant, research efforts. 
T hese deserve more attention. 

All thi" matters, because this is where the jobs of tomor­
row will JJe_generated. The revolutions now underway in 
genetics, computing. imaging and the basic sciences will 
eventuall) have commercial applications. 

Kentucky needs to make sure it's in a position to support 
basic and applied research. and to prepare an environment 
that nurtures the development of commercial applications of 
that research.

The) ~hare some basic premis­
es: that the seller. as the owner. is justi­
fied in asking to be patd for his property. 
and that the buyer doe" not have a right 
to the property except on tenn-. agree­
able to the owner_ 

NoW> 1magine a "negotiating" -.el>sion 
in which the pan} seeking the propcny 
does not share the premise that the other 
pany is the owner with a right to 
demand payment ror his property. Is any 
compromise possible'! No. Is it not the 
case that one or the other must capitu­
late'? If the landowner senles for the 
tbeft of only half his property, one 
would hardly be tempted to call that a 
compromise. It would be capitulation. 

NO\\ let's move to Congrcl>S. Mr. 
Daschle hopes for compromise with 
Republicans on education. energy. the 
environment, health care, and Social 
Security. He's proud of the bipartisan 
compromise on campaign-finance 
reform. In each of these case~. Mr. 
Daschle's party favors govemmem use 
of physical force to accomplish ends 
they favor. Is that too an extreme a for­
mulation - or simply too frank for 
polite company? 

As George Washington reputed!) 
said. ··Government is not reason. It is 
not eloquence- it is force!"' That ha" 
not changed in 200 years. Government 
linngs ont' thing- and one thing only 
- to an) proJect: the legal authority to 
use violence against people \\ ho them­
selves have committed no violence 
agamst an) one. 

Take campaign-finan.c~ refonn. It is a 
euphem1sm for governm<!nl power to 
punish people who give tueir own 
money to candtdates or political parties 
above an amount limned b) the Ia\\. or 
who place television ads at the \\ rong 
time saying the \\ rong lhings as defined 
hy the law. Note that offenders need not 
commit violence against anyone before 
they are subJect to government violence 
(Tf) not pa)ing a fine and see what the 
government does.) 

And so it IS for all the issues Mr. 
Daschle fervent!) wishes to compromise 
on. Government would forcibly take 
mont:y from the taxpayers (taxation 
equals fiscaJ force) and give it to gov­
ernment schools. energ) -related pro­
jects. health-care providers. and retirees. 
It would also forbid cenam peaceful 
activities. such as drilling for oil m 
Alaska on land the governmem ha<; 
forc1bl) kept from becoming private 
propeny. 

Notice that the Republicans accept 
the prem1ses of every program on

Owing lbe last year. the labora­
tory has been overseeing tht' 
Laboratory Certi.ficanon Progmm 
for the Natural Reso~ and 
Em ironmental Protection Cabinet 

"The cabinet is required by fed­
ernl regulations 1.0 maintain a certi.­
fication program for all pubhc 
water systems or commercial labo­
ratories perfonning microbiological 
analysis of drinking water." said Dr 
Ted Pas.c;. laboratory director. 

Within the state. there are 38 
laboratories in 23 counties with 
approximately 60 analysts that are 
certified Dr. Pass noted. He. along 
with laboratory manager Rita 
Wright, act as certification progral1'1 
managers. completing annual 
audits and ensuring that all labora­
tories are adhering to 
En" lJ'Onmental Protection Agency 
regulations. Assisting them for lbe 
next year will be Peggy Ryker of 
Frankfort. a retiree of !he Keotud..-y 
Division ofWater who has 25 yean; 
e.xperience as a certification officer. 

Public water systems are 
required to submit month!) water 
samples for bacteriological analysis 
to a certified laboratory to ensure 
their customers are receiving safe 
dnnk,ng water. 

"TI1e number of samples has 
grown rremendously in the last 10 
years."

INDIANAPOLIS 'D1e 
NCAA Dtvision r Board of 
Directors bas reaffirmed its 
commitment to addressing con­
cerns and ongoing reform 111 

intercollegiate athletics. As part 
of that commitment, the Board 
agreed at its August 9 meeting to 
appoint a task force that will 
focus on the Association's 
reform agenda. 

"The Board had a very good 
discussion about ts:.ues of con· 
cern m intercollegiate athletiC!> 
at the Division I le"cl." said 
William "Brit" Kirwan, chair of 
the Board and president at Ohio 
State University. "Those con­
cerns have come from a number 
of sources internally and exter­
nally. including the recent 
Knight Foundation Commission 
report. It is clear to us that the 
Board is the appropriate body to 
drive the reform efforts." 

The task force, which will be 
appointed in the next few 
weeks. will focus on issues of 
academic and fiscal integrity. 
Kirwan noted that the group will 
consist largely of Board mem­
bers, but it may be augmented 
by other indio,;iduals with partic­
ular expertise. 

Kirwan said the task force 
will be asked to make 1ts initial 
report at the Board's next meet­
ing, November I, 2001. At that 

time, it wi ll pro' ide a ~ense ot 
priority for the major issurs that 
the Board and Division I need to 
address. 

Part of the task force's charge 
will include oversight of a pro­
posed baseline study of econom­
ic and other forces that drive the 
behavior of member institutions 
and participating ~tudent-ath­
letes. The study, which i~ 

expected to be completed b) 
October 2003. IS destgned to 
help guide future reform initia­
tives. 

Also on the Board's agenda 
was a discussion of the 
Association's event-certification 
process. especially as related to 
events with ties to sites where 
sports wagering on intercolle­
giate athletics competition is 
conducted. The Board discussed 
three basketball events certified 
by the NCAA and that initial!) 
were scheduled to be conducted 
in a casino in Las Vegas. 
Nevada. where :,ports wagering 
on intercollegiate events is con­
ducted. 

"Clearly. conducting these 
events in such a venue is incon­
sistent with the position the 
NCAA has taken regarding 
sports wagering," Kirwan said. 
·'But there is no criteria in place 
at the moment that permits the 
Association co deny certification 
of such events." 

The Board directed the

policies, and ~ubmit a report lor 
the Board's constderation by 
November 200 I. In addition. the

Cobbies are more laid-hack. Most 
domest1c mix breed cats fall some­
where 10 the spectrum between these 
tv..o extremes. so predicnng behav10r 
1s not always easy. 

Dog breed<>. however. offer more 
predtctabtlity. Most breeds of dogs 
were developed with a specific pur­
pose in mind, and their behavior 
reflects this genetic selection. It is 
always important, when selecung a 
dog. to do a link research on h1s 
breed. In the case of mi :<ed-breeds. 
getting a good educated guess from 
an experienced "dog person" about 
the breeds involved can help you 
prepare for the type of personality 
the dog ts likely to have. 

The American Kennel Club 
divides dogs into seven groups, 
de~ndmg on !he purpose for which 
the) were developed Even if you 
are comideling a breed not recog­
nized by the AKC. you should be 
able to lit it into one of the seven cat­
egones. and this \Viii help you under­
<;tand the genetically programmed 
behavior Qf that breed. The seven 
groups are: 

The Sponing Group. These dogs 
were primaril) developed to hunt 
htrds. both watetfowl and upland

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game birds. The group includes the 
retnevers, seners. spaniels and point­
ers. Dogs who fit in this group tend 
to be fascinated by anythmg that 
moves. from birds to tennis balls. 
and can spend hours pottering 
around in Uie hills, distracted by 
every blowing leaf They are not 
necessarily concentrating on remem­
bering the way back home or listen­
ing for their owner to call. 
Retrievers especially, are very 
mouth-oriented because they have 
been bred for this very trail. People 
call to ask me when their Labrador 
puppy is going to stop carrying off 
everything left lying on the back 
porch! You can't teach a retriever 
NOT to put things in his mouth. 
because every instinct he has teUs 
him 10 do n. It·s a matter of letting 
him know WHICH things are 
acceptable to carry around 

The Hound Group. Also hunting 
dogs. this group focuses on furry 
critters rather than birds. There are 
two broad dt\<JStons within this 
group. the Scenthounds and the 
Sighthounds. named for their 
method of hunting. We are more 
familiar with the Scenthounds. 
which include Beagles. 
Coonhounds. Bassets and 
Dachshunds. These are tndependent 
dogs. bred to make their own deci­
sions and ignore distractions. This 
can make them a tittle difficult to 
train in a household setting, since 
they don't always agree with their 
owner's ideas. If they are 10 live 
with cats or other small pets, they 
should be introduced to them early, 
and some will always regard these 
other spec1es as prey animals. The 
same princrpJes apply to the other 
half of this group, the Sighthounds. 
This includes the Greyhound, 
Afghan Hound. and Whippet. In 
addition, the fact that these dogs can 
move extremely fast and don't 
depend on their noses as much 
means that they can become lost 
very easily and may not be able to 
ftnd their way home. A fenced yard 
is a requirement for these dogs 

The Terrier Group. This group 
contains most of the remaining hunt­
ing breeds. The word "Terrier" 
comes from the Latin terr.t, meaning 
"earth". These dogs were bred to 
.. go to ground" in search of burrow­
ing animals. such as rats. foxes and 
other vennin. These dogs needed to 
be o;maJJ enough to fit in a burrow, 
determined enough 10 dig down 10 

their prey. and brave enough to con­
front il face-ID-face in a dark con· 
fined space. This has resulted in 
tough. independent (read "stub-

• 

born"), tenacious dogs that can 
sometimes be fearless to the point of 
stupidity. They are alert 10 every 
movement, and I have heard it said 
that they ··bark at dust settling''. 
Unfonunately. most of them are also 
so dam cute that they are hard to 
resist. I love terriers. but they are not 
for everyone. The popularity of 
.. Eddie" and "Wishbone" on televi­
sion ha:. resulted in a great many 
Jack Ru!lsell Terriers landing in 
homes that were not prepared for the 
activity, digging, and battles of will 
that come with owning a terrier. 

Each breed presents its own 
unique qualities. We will continue 
the discussion next week with the 
four remaining groups - Working. 
Herding, Toy and Non-Sporting. 

Th1s \\eek. we continue the dis­
cussion of dog breeds. and how they 
relate to the behavior of indiv1dual 
dogs. We are looking at the seven 
groups recogmzed by the Amencan 
Kennel Club. which places each 
breed in a categol) bao;ed on the pur­
pose tor which it wa.., developed. So 
far. we have covered the Sponing. 
Hound and Terrier Groups. 

The Working Group. ·n,ese dogs 
have a genetically programmed job 
to do. Breeds in this group include 
the Doberman, Rouweikr. and 
Siberian Husky. These dogs can 
make tremendous companions IF 
they are given lots of attention and 
trairung. and their minds are kept 
busy. They do not have 10 have their 
original assignments of guard duty 
or sled pumng. but lots of socializa­
tion and quality lime with their 
owner, along with some degree of 
obedience ttaini.og will help keep 
them alen and happy. On the other 
hand, these are large, powerful dogs 
with lots of energy. Boredom, isola­
tion and confinement can have tragic 
consequences. 

The Herding Group. A spin­
off of the Working Group, these are 
the true workaholics of the dog 
world. Working Dogs need a job; 
Herding Dogs MUST have a job. 
Popular herdmg breeds mclude 
Border Collies, Australian 
Shepherds and Shetland Sheepdogs. 
My rescued stray German Shepherd. 
Britta. ha .. the neurotic habit of run­
ning in circles whenever she is the 
least btt stressed. I suspect she was 
kept confined in a small pen when 
she was young, and became 
obsessed with following her own 
tail. My friend Trish recently adopt­
ed an Australian Shepherd, and 
Sheridan i.s only happy when she has 
the entire family together in one 
room. She regards someone going to 

the kitchen for a snack as a straying 
sheep that she ts responsible for 
returning to the fold. She collapses 
with a sigh in the living room floor 
when everyone sertles down to 
watch television. her job done for the 
timt! being. 1 received a call from a 
lady who was very distressed 
bec.:auc;e she had purcha<;ed a Border 
Collie and was unhappy wtth her 
dogfs behavior6she had wanted a lap 
dog! 

The Toy Group. These dogs 
were developed to be companions, 
so they generally excel at their jobs! 
1bere is so much variation among 
these dogsf individual personalities. 
that a prospective owner should take 
a close look at the particular breed. 
Chihuahuas. Pugs and Pomeranians 
are examples of Toy breeds that are 
very different both in appearance and 
personality In general, the Toys are 
fragile little things that may not be 
suited to home.~ with young. active 
children. 

The Nun-Sporting Group. 
lhis is another group of very dissim­
ilar breeds These are the dogs that 
canit be easily pigeonholed any­
where else. M<?mbe~ of this group 
include the Dalmatian, The Bichon 
Frise. and lhe Chow C'how. Again. 
itis almost impossible to make gen­
eralized statements here. so individ­
uaJ breed characteristics need 10 be 
examined. 

Breeds that are currently very 
popular include the Labrador 
Retriever. Border Collie, and Jack 
Russell Terrier. It is not difficult to 
see that these are dogs that could eas­
ily cause problems in homes that 
were not prepared for their particular 
characteristics. Evidence of this is 
seen in the growing numbers of these 
breeds showing up in animal shelters 
across the United States. Dog 
fanciers generally donft regard a rise 
in popularity of their favored breed 
as a good thing. Dalmatians. 
Rottweilers and Saint Bernards are 
recent examples of breeds that suf­
fered from being the fad of the 
moment 

For your own best interest as 
an owner, and for the benefit of dogs 
in general, do some research on that 
beautiful breed you saw on televi­
sion before you rush out and huy 
one. If you already have a dog, 
check out hts roots6it may give you 
a lot of insight into why he behaves 
the way he does.
