Teachers took cenler stage at
Monday evening’s Floyd County
Board of Education meeting.
Donna Collins, president of the
Floyd County Education
Association, addressed the board,
delivering what some could con-
sider (o be a veiled threat of a
teacher's strike.

Collins read a letter detailing

points of contention concerning
the board’s recent enforcement of
a policy that has effectively
extended the school instructional
day by 15 minutes,

After first assuring the board
that the district’s teachers
approached ‘them with “dismay,
disappointment and disillusion,”
Collins went on to remind the
board’s members that theéy had
“engaged in one of the longest
teacher strikes in Kentucky” in

1990, a strike that ended with a
salary increase of 30 percent,
implemented over a [wo-year
period, for district teachers,
Stating that even with this
salary increase teachers are still
not adequately meeting cost-of-
living increases, Collins went on
to remark that the 15-minute
increase in the school instruction-
al day was “additional unpaid

“These¢ minutes have been
added to the end of the day —
as we know, optimal learning
is accomplished at the begin-
ning of the day,” Collins said.

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Universal pickup hits snags

With universal garbage pick-
up well underway, employees at
the Floyd County Solid Waste
Board, Prestonsburg Utilities, as
well as privately-owned water
companies in the area have been
working to make the transfer of
garbage collection service go
over smoothly,

At the implementation of the
universal  service, Judge-
Executive Paul Hunt Thompson
said that there would be prob-
lems — problems which would
take two to three months to “sort
out.”

Thompson reiterated that
statement at a Floyd County
Solid Waste Board meeting on

Monday.

“When the flood hit, it
knocked two or three of us out
of commission as far as doing
the billing for this service,” said
Thompson. “We're three weeks
behind on that and at least three
months behind on our set water
projects.”

Although garbage pickup for
homes in the Floyd County area
continues as before, there are
problems in creating an accurate
billing system for the service.

Floyd County Solid Waste
Coordinator Lon May said that
out of 3,332 bills mailed to
households  throughout the
county, 1,157 bills sent to “bad”
addresses were returned. Of
those, the board was able, said
May, to find and correct 229 of

those addresses, Stll, other
homes in the area are yet to
receive bills for their accounts,
and others are billed for vacant
addresses or lots, Roughly, said
May, 904 physical addresses
don’t have the correct mailing
address listed.

Thompson said one of the
problems associated with billing
issues is that Waste
Management has yet to provide
the Floyd County Solid Waste
Board with a complete and
accurate commercial database,
which contains the addresses of
previous customers.

Many of the employees with
the board, at the judge-execu-
tive’s office and DES have been
working over 90 hours each
week since the flood, dealing

such as unplanned pregnancy,
diet and exercise, and budgeting
expenses,

Service.

*You wouldn't believe what
some of these people say,” said
May, “One guy called me and
said he transported his garbage
to a dumpster in Lexington
where he works."

According to May. 70 per-
cent of the households which
received services through Waste
Management actually paid for
services. According to rough
estimates given during the meet-
ing, at least 53 families now
refuse to pay for service.

Those families will receive a
citation immediately, agreed the
members of the board, unless
they decide to pay for services.

Members of the board also
passed a motion to “marry” the
billing for both water and

Those who are thrilled with the new athletic complex may feel
that both men deserve such a booest to their campaigns as a reward
for their efforts. That's fine as long as we're talking about using
private money on private time, but it's an entirely different matter
when we're talking about using a public facility paid for with tax-
payer money.

Those who wish 1o show their appreciation to Stumbo and
Fannin — or any other public figure currently serving in office —
can do 50 in countless other ways. They can lobby their friends,
neighbors and relatives to vote for the two men at election time.
They can contribute 1o their campaigns. They can even solicit pri- |
vate donations (o erect a mopument thanking them for contribu-
Hons.

We have no desire to hamper the public futures of either Stumbo
or Fannin, and our words are not meant to diminish their contribu-
tions in making the new field a reality, We also do not mean to
suggest that either man has ever actively sought such recognition.

However, it is not fair to ask taxpayers to transform a public
facility into what would essentially become. intended or not, an
endorsement of two men's political careers.

[1 is much more prudent to name public works generically or, at
the most, for those who have ended their political careers and stand
nothing to gain except a well-deserved thanks.

he continued to reassure

Bus scheduling was another
matier brought to the board’s

(FEMA) announced recently,

FEMA Director Joe M.
Allbaugh said the additional
assistance was based on a review
of damage data gathered by fed-
eral and state disaster recovery
officials. The five counties previ-
ously designated for public assis-
tance under the original disaster
declaration issued by President
Bush on August 15, are Floyd,
Knott, Letcher, Perry and Pike.

“We remain committed to
delivering assistance wherever
it's needed, and to making sure
that every qualified individual
and family receives the help they
need to get back on the road to
recovery, Allbaugh said.

Affected residents and busi-
ness owners in the five counties
may apply for assistance immedi-
ately by calling the toll-free regis-
tration number, 1-800-462-9029
(or 1-800-462-7585 for speech
and hearing impaired), between 8
am. and 6 p.m., seven days a
week, until further notice.

Allbaugh said calling these
numbers is the only way to apply
for a wide range of state and fed-
eral disaster assistance programs,
that can include funding for tem-
porary housing, U.S. Small
Business Administration (SBA)
low-interest loans for mdividuals,
and businesses to repair or
replace damaged property, disas-
ter unemployment assistance, and
grants for serious needs and nec-
essary expenses not met by other
programs.

Checks are in hand, and in the
mail, for residents of Floyd
County who suffered flood dam-
ages earlier this month,

According 1o FEMA
spokesperson Wayne Goodson,
$100,000 has been received for
rental assistance to the affected
counties and a total of 549 regis-
trations for assistance have been
recorded in the five-county area
that was declared last week.

The numbers will increase as
FEMA personnel complete their
inspections of damaged homes,
federal coordinating officer
Michael Bolen said.

“Expect (o hear from a FEMA
inspector in about five days mak-
ing an appointment o survey
your damages.” said Bolch.
“Following that visit, and your
claim is verified, you can antici-
pate that a check will arrive in the
mail in about seyen to 10 days.”

Now that federal efforts for
recovery are fully underway,
flood victims may soon find their
lives pieced back together with-
out suffering the financial strain
that doing so without assistance
may have caused.

But questions remain for
those who ‘were hit by the flash
floods and suffered damage with-
out the comfort and benefit of
flood insurance to rely upon.

FEMA spokesperson Wayne
Goodson, who has been in the

ared 1o assist the state in speeding

flood victims [0 recovery,
expressed concemn Monday, say-

ing that many residents who were
affected by ‘the flooding com-
plained about not having flood
insurance as an available option,

“The only way flood insur-
ance would not be available is
because the county: or communi-
Ly 1§ not a participant in the flood
program,” saild  Goodson.
“Otherwise, you could be on the
highest mountain or in the deep-
est hollow,”

The National Flood Insurance
Program (NFIP) is a program
offered through FEMA and can,
if utilized, enable homeowners to
receive a4 lower premium on
flood insurance through a local
INSUrdnee agency.

A requirement, however, 1S
that the community or county
adopt a flood management ordi-
nance which would set forth cer-
tain conditions that would be fol-
lowed to minimize the effect of
flooding.

Floyd County adopted a flood
management ordinance on
September 5. 1984, a decision
which played some part in the
federal assistance dvailable fo
flood victims this week.

“Normally they won’t be
asked about flood insurance
unless they live in a floodplain,”
said Judge-Executive Paul Hunt
Thompson. “But, of course, they
can buy flood insurance if they
live outside a floodplain. I
believe the only county that did-
n't have this program was
Letcher, I'm not sure that FEMA
allowed them, not having the
ordinance in place, to receive the
full assistance,”

Martin Mayor Thomasine
Robinson explained on Monday
that there had been an ordinance
in Martin for years.

The ordinance, known as the
flood damage prevention ordi-
nance, was passed on November
6, 1986. when Robinson’s father,
Raymond Griffith, was mayor.

“The city of Martin has had
that for years,” said Robinson.
“As a matter of fact, that has
been discussed time and again at
meetings ... Most of the people
here that are in the floodplain
either have flood insurance, or
know that they could have it."

According to  Maynard
Insurance agent Billy R.
Maynard, someone affected by
flooding could go to an indepen-
dent agent but that participating
in the NFIP is an intelligent move
on the part of a community as he
explained the NFIP take all the
risk involved.

“It's been my understanding
that if the area doesn't participate
in the ftlood program, then they
can’t buy it," said Maynard. “If it
hadn’t been for the president’s
declaration, a lot of people would
be hurting. people without per-
sonal insurance would’ve had to
clean up their own messes.”

Even if a county participates
in the national program — just as
Floyd County has, as well as the
city of Martin — there can be
abstacles for flood victims who
may be seeking help.

According to Maynard, if a
home was placed in a floodplain
after 1980, additional steps
would be required.

“They could go to an indepen-
dent agent and the agent would
take down the basic informa-
tion,” said Maynard. “But after
1980 any property placed was
supposed to have been put in a
non-floodplain area. What they
would have to do is obtain a
flood elevation certificate.”

Maynard explained a certifi-
cate could be obtained through a
surveyor or engineer and if the
lowest floor elevation revealed
the area to be above the flood-
plain, the rate would be much
more favorable,

Goodson stressed that FEMA
doesn’t want residents to exist
under the misconception that
tlood insurance was out of reach.

*There’s a lot of runoffs and a

lot of streams come rushing
down and anyone who is in close
proximity to these should consid-
er flood insurance,” said
Goodson. “Unless they live in a
floodplain that would be deter-
mined by a flood insurance map
that the county has which would
map out their location.”

Thompson was quick to
explain that Floyd County was a
participant in the flood program,
and that, beyond that, there are
plans for future adjustments.

“We're working on a program
to reduce the premium 5 percent
hopefully next year, possibly
even 10  percent,” said
Thompson. “There are certain
guidelines we have to be in com-
pliance with to get this reduction
and we are very close to being
there.”

The phone lines are still open
to those who have nol called to
provide damage reports to feder-

al agents, and the Small Business

Administration is opening a tem-
porary office in McDowell to
screen applicants.

The SBA office will be locat-
ed at the Left Beaver Creek Fire
Station #2 on Route 680. The
office is expected to be open
today from 1 p.m. to 6 p.m. After
today, the office will be open
from 9 am. t0 6 p.m., Thursday
through Saturday, and the fol-
lowing  Tuesday through
Saturday from 9 am. to 6 pm
After that, the office wijll be open
from 9 am. 0 6 p.n. Monday
through Friday until further
notice.

“If you're a homeowner,
renter, landlord or business
owner, and had any damages
from the severe storms and flood
that began on July 27, 1 hope
you'll come in to speak with one
of our loan officer,” said SBA
Disaster Area Director Michael
C. Allen. *You need to do this
even if you had some insurance
for your damages. We can
process an application without
insurance settiement informa-
tion. By waiting, to settle your
insurance claim, you risk missing
the October 15 deadline,”

POP GOES THE
DRYWALL NAIL

If you live in-a new home, you may be
tamiliar with drywall nall pops that oceur
when the lumber shrinks to expose the
shank of a nail or screw, Pressure on
the loose drywall panel causes the
head of the fastener to pop through.
Repair involves driving a drywall screw
about 1-1/2 inches above or below the
pop on the same stud, whils pressing
the panel firmly against the lraming.
Next, remove or reset the popped fas-
lener, and repair with paper or mesh
tape. To avoid fulure problems, bear in
mind that Improger fastener length can
contribute 1o the problem, When
installing drywall, make sure the screws
penetrate the stud by at leas! 5/8 inch-
es, 7/8 inches lor nails.

been busted open, and, as ol
Tuesday, some of the uees that
had been used for the roadblock
remained piled alongside the road
outside the school.

The passengers of one of the
vehicles which was stopped in the
roadblock early Sunday moming
stepped out of the vehicle, appar-
ently to remove the trees from the
roadway, when a group of individ-
uals began to throw rocks at them,
according to Combs.

Combs. said the passenger
chased the youths across the
school grounds and onto the hill
Just behind the school.

At that point the vandals pro-
ceeded ‘again to throw rocks at
their followers, who left the scene
and contacted authorities,

Martin City Police Officer
Steve Toy was called to the scene
and filed a report along with
Kentacky State Police Trooper
Joey Howard.

An investigation is underway
to reveal the identity of the group
of vandals.

“There have been unsubstanti-
ated reports that this incident was
discussed by a group of students at
a nearby high school on Friday,”
said Combs.

The recent incident reminded
Combs of a similar incident which
she said occurred approximately
three months ago, which also
resulted in the sghool sign being
stripped of its lettering.

“There have been other inci-
dents besides these two, Combs
said. “Around six months ago our
flag was stolen,from the pole ont-
side the school.”

Combs said that the flag was
stolen once and replaced, only 1o
be taken again. There hasnt been
a flag replaced since the last inei-
dent.

“This i just the most shameful
thing,” said Combs. “All of the
people here take pride in our
school. We wouldn’t even have
these beautiful grounds if 1t
weren't for the parents and chil-
dren taking such an interest and
working so hard. IU's just a shame-
ful thing to have to deal with.”

An old fisherman
remembered

From the time Dewey Lake was
established, there has been no
shortage of local fishermen anx-

ious 1o try their luck in this body

of water so close to home. On
almost any given day, there
would be boats going out with
optimistic anglers who expected
each venture to bring about the
big catch that would break
somebody else'sirecord.

Among these individuals was
our former editor and publisher,
Norman Allen. who often wrote
aboul the ups and downs of his
efforts and about the proverbial
fisherman's luck. He was in
company with many friends that
included Red Osborne, Russell
Hagewood, Red Moore, Cecil
Ricz, Russell Stratton, Jack

Branham, Walter Hall, Beecher
Hardwick and others.

Beecher Hardwick lived in
Betsy Layne and was accus-
tomed to fishing the Big Sandy
River where he had a knack for
calching big catfish. Bul he, 100,
enjoyed the lake and was often
joined by his favorite fishing
partner, John P. Sammons of
Martin,

Beecher enjoyed the local
fishing but once his son, Tom,
and grandsons. Bret and Brad,
who lived in Michigan, planned
a trip into Canada and convineed
him he should come along. It
was an adventure where a plane
flew you into wilderness country
with all your fishing gear and
supplies. Then as the plane
would leave, the pilot would call
out, “I'll be back for you in a
week.” If you forgot to bring
salt or any such supplies, that
would just be tough. Whatever

of a grant partially funded by the
Kentueky Arts Council as part of the
state's Teacher Incentive Program
(TIP),

The program places artists with
varying fields of specialties in state
schools for ten-day residency pro-
grams.

Prestonsburg Elementary was able
1o secure Daniels, an eastern
Kentucky native, 1o participate in this
program, bringing a wealth of experi-
ence in the theater arts to their fourth
and fifth grade students.

Daniels grew up in Pikeville,
where she said a friend of hers was
planning to audition for a part in a
Jenny Wiley Theatre production, *]
was about 14 years old, * said
Daniels, “basically, my friend was
auditioning, and so | wanted to do it
too. Idid, and | got the part, and so,
Just went on from there. But Jenny
Wiley is where it all started for me,
and now, even in New York, 1 meet
people who have performed at lenny
Wiley, You'd be surprised how many,
and actually, the New York theater
community is really quite small - in
proportion - 50 you get to meet 4 lot
of people,”

Daniels’ role at Prestonsburg
Elementary is to introduce the chil-
dren 1o theater arts and to provide
them with a basic knowledge of the
many different fields of work avail-
able in a career in the theater. Daniels
15 quiek to point out that not-all the-
ater workers are gelors and actresses,
there are many more people working
behind the scenes in costume design,
set design, make-up, lighting and
sound, and directors, to name only a

with the students by hawng them cri-
tique her performance of a "book
report,” Daniels gave her report with
hands in pockets, slumping and gig-
gling, with ber attention wandering to
various focal points ‘around the room
and making sure that in no way would
she make direct eye contact with any
member of her audience,

As the children’s hands {lew into
the air and they prepared to offer their
critiques, Daniels explained to them

how we communicate with our bodies,

that even though the words we speak
may offer one message, our body lan-
guage can offer a conflicting message.

In the same vein, Daniels informed
the students that different inflections
of our voices can convey varying
meanings, though the words spoken
can be exactly the same. The children
were instructed to perform a drill in
which they had to say the words,
“Blue bugs have black blood,” in
manners denoting excitement and
embarrassment. The children were
able 1o see how the same words ook
on entirely different meanings
depending on the tone in which the
words were spoken.

The children also did what Daniels
termed, “mirroring exercises.” in
which they sat across from each other
and attempted to mirror one anothers
actions so well that an observer would
have difficulty determining who was
following who, The key, Daniels
explained to the children was to move
slowly and to pay close altention to
your partner. This exercise is a first
step in learning how to follow fellow
actors on stage. “You don't just get
on the stage and worry only about
your lines - you have to pay attention

to the others on stage. Whai are they
doing, what are they saying - you

have to learn to follow leads and
make it all look natural as vou're
doing it. * she went on to say.

Obviously, there is much to this
business of the performing arts than
readily meets the eye. As one child
observed, I didn't know acting was
such hard work.” Another student
commented quite astutely, “I used 1o
think that acting was just getting up
and saying words, but now | know
that it is very emotional, t00."”

“Yeah, it's more than it looks like,”
added her mirroring partner, “you
have to let it come from your heart,”

All the children were in general
agreement that “Misty makes it fun"
to learn about acting. “I thought this
class was going to be boring, just
reading stories or something, but it
isn’t boring, it's fun,” said one little
girl.

Daniels is very appreciative to
have the opportunity to work with our
area’s children in a realm that she her-
self loves so much. Not a newcomer
to the field of education, holding a
degree in secondary English education
and having taught kindergarten at one
point, Daniels is, nonetheless, excited
to be working with children again and
to be reaching them the busics of
drama and theater. something they
would, otherwise. be exposed 1o in 4
limited capacity.

“I.can’t say enough in praise of
Wendy Poe and Rebecea Haywood.
They did the incredibly hard work of
grant writing as well as all the follow-
ups that made it possible for me to be
here. Mrs. Hale-Frazier and all the
teachers and staff have been very sup-
portive, also. This school has shown
great ingenuity and vision in selecting
this program.

Recent episodes of temporarily misplaced children who were
flying alone should prompt parents to take extra precautions before
allowing youngsters to travel solo, according to AAA.

In general, airlines allow children ages 5 to 7, to fly alone on non-
slop or direct flights, and those 8 or older to make connections, Most
airlines also charge a service fee of at least $30 one-way for an unac-
companied minor.

AAA provides the following advice for parents
of children who will be flying alone:

Discuss special peeds with the airline. Tell the agent the child
ne., who will take the child to the airport and who will
piek up at the other end.

%l Have your child carry all important information—name,
addiess, phone number of ‘@ contact person, itinerary—in a safe

B Make sure your child has the ticket in a safe place. If it’s lost,
tell the child to ask the flight attendant for help.

B Ask the airfine if you can escort your child onto the plane so
you can meel people seated nearby, point out the rest room and
explain how and when to use the flight attendant call button.
