EASTERN KENTUCKY — How
much income is required for a typical
Kentucky family to cover its basic
needs in today's world?

Rising changes in economic devel-
opment and welfare reform prompted
the Kentucky Youth Adyocates to pon-
der this question.

The answer came as extensive
county-by-county report to determine
the self-sufficiency standard for
Kentucky families.

According to the report, these num-
bers reflect a disturbing fact through-
out Kentucky.

“The self-sufficiency standard
shows that, for most families, eamings
that are above the official poverty
level — or are high enough to disqual-
ify them from welfare — are neverthe-
less far below what they need to meet

their families’ basic needs,” says the
report.

Released Wednesday, the report,
developed for Wider Opportunities for
Women, highlights how much income
is specifically needed for families in
every Kentucky county to “adequately
meet their basic needs without public
or private assistance” by focusing on
regional standards instead of national
standards imposed by the federal
poverly measure,

“Not only is the federal poverty
measure 100 low, but it 1s based on out-
dated assumptions, thus not incorpo-
rating new needs, changing demo-
graphics and widening geographic dif-
ferentials,” says the report

The study focuses on self-sufficien-
¢y standards needed for families that
include only one adult; as well as fam-
ilies- that include one adult and one

fully mformed about their hous-
ing choices and on Increasing
access o available housing with
shorter lime spent on waiting
lists. The grant also séeks to
increase the number of new,
affordable and accessible housing
options.

Another component of the
grant is to work with persons with
disabilities and their families to
develop and implement effective
quality outcomes from the con-
sumer or “customer” standpoint.
The Cabinet is partnering with
three core advocacy groups to
help develop a consumer voice in
evaluating the quality of services
based on the belief that the con-
sumers and family members

know best what services they
need and whether or not the ser-
vices are meeling their needs.
This effort reaches out to con-
sumers and family members o
assist the state in determining
what consumers and family
members consider quality ser-
vices,

Persons with disabilities and
long-term health care needs must
deal with many issues on a daily
basis, but perhaps the most frus-
trating is the continuous tumover
of staff in the health care field,
Too often families and consumers
are left waiting for services or ser-
vices are interrupted due to staff
shortages. The third element of
the grant addresses this issue by

reaching out early to potential
employees through educational
settings al universities and voca-
tonaltechnical schools. By pro-
viding potential health care work-
ers with education, information
and incentives, Kentucky plans to
improve the stability and quality
of personnel resulting in a corpe-
tent and dedicated workforce that
will stay in the health care field.

pre-school child: one adult, one
pre-schooler and one school age
child; and two adults, one
preschooler, and one school-age
child. It also mcludes Tamilies in
Kentucky with two adults rais-
ing two school-age children.

The study of each of these
particular groups focused on
housing; child care; food; trans-
portation: health care; miscella-
neous expenses such as clothing,
diapers and paper goods: and the
tax expenses imposed on the
family as a whole.

Considering counties in and
around the Big Sandy and
Kentucky River areas, the cost-
of-living expenses required for
self-sufficiency are quite similar,
according to the report, and are
not significantly less than larger
counties and cities both in and
oul of the state.

Using Knott County as &
standard for rural or “non-
metra” communites in
Kentucky, the report indicutes
that & single adult family should
earn & hourly wage of at least
$6.13, or S13,437 annually, in
order to be self-sufficient. A sin-
gle parent with a preschooler in
Knott County must earm 510,09
per hour, nearly $23,000 annual-
ly. However, in a family com-
posed of two adulls and two
school-age children, the hourly
wage needed i order o cover
basic needs in Knou County is
$8.56 per adult, a combined
annual salary of $36,172.

Comparatively, of the coun-
ties in and surrounding the Big
Sandy Region, Knott and Perry
counties, nestled among the
Eastern Kentucky coal industry,
seem (o hold the highest self-
sufficiency standards, according
to these numbers.

However, compared 1o a4 met-
ropolitan.  ares  such  as

Louisville, or larger cities such
as New York or San Francisco,
self sufficiency standards for
Kentucky counties are quite
lower, A single adult in
Louisville, for instance, needs to
earn over $8 an hour in order to
meet his or her basic needs —
nearly $2 dollars more per hour
than needed for a single adult
living in Knott County.

In New York City or San
Francisco, those standards obvi-
ously rise with single adult
homes needing hourly wages of
$9.47 and $11.33, respectively.

In two-parent homes with one
preschool child and one school-
age child, Louisville residents
must earn $10.23 an hour per
adult in order to meet the fami-
ly's basic needs. To live suffi-
ciently in New York City or San
Fransciso under these same cir-
cumstances, each parent must
eam substantially more, In New
York City, parents who want to
cover all the basic needs for their
children must each earn $12.56
hourly. San Francisco parents
need to earn an hourly rate of
$13.66 per parent.

In counties in and surround-
ing the Big Sandy and Kenucky
River regions, the cheapest
places to live, according to the
report, are Martin and Magoffin
counties, where the self-suffi-
ciency standards for a single par-
ent home are slated at an hourly
rate of $6.04, or $12,763 annual-
ly; and for a home consisting of
two adults and two school-age
children, $8.22 per adult hourly,
or $34,736 annually.

Self sufficiency standards 1n
Johnson County are similar, with
single adult homes needing to
earn ‘at least $6.05, or $12,782
annually, to cover basic needs.
Likewise, a family of two adults
and two school-age children in

Johnson County must earn
$34.736 annually, $8.22 per par-
ent hourly, in order o meet basic
need requirements

In Floyd, Pike, Lawrence,
Breathin, Leslie and Letcher
counties, families need 10 eam a
tad more than these other coun-
ties stipulated in the report.

In order to cover basic needs,
single adults in each of these
counties must eam 513,310
annually, or an hourly wage of at
least $6.30. Two parents in a
home with two school-age chil-
dren must earn $8.21 hourly, or
provide an annual income or
$34,665 1o reach self-sufficien-
cy.

In Pike County, however,
there appears a significant differ-
ence between living in Pikeville
and living in the rest of the coun-
ty. If the city of Pikeville is taken
oul of the equation, the hourly
wage needed to cover basic
needs falls to $5.93, or $12.526 a
year.

The self-sufficiency standard
can be used as a tool to assist
welfare clients find the best
“route”™ oul  of poverty.
Additionally, it can be used by
organizations o better target
educational  and training
resources; help lawmakers ama-
lyze tax policies and programs;
or as a ol for research.

Working with the Kentucky
Youth Academy, Disna M.
Pearce, PhD., founder and for-
mer director of the Women and
Poverty Project at Wider
Opportunities for Women, and
Jenpifer Brooks, director of self-
sufficiency programs and policy
for Wider Opportunities for
Women, wrole the report,

The 1861 Battle of
Belmont marked the opening of
the Union Army's Western
Campaign and was: Ulysses S,
Grant's first active engagement
in the war he went on to lead.

The batlle was of tactical
importance for both armies, as
Columbus, Ky., was an impor-
tant trading center and strategic
location for control of the
Mississippi River. Though the
Confederacy kept the opposing
forces at bay for several months,
the area evenmally was occu-
pied by Union troops.

These days, visitors (o the
State Park can walk the bluffs
and massive earthworks that

lormed the Confederate trenches

adding a little history to the 2.5
miles of hiking trails. Anillery
thit shelled the Union troops,
and the six-ton anchor and chain
used to block the passage of

Union gunboats are still on dis-
play, A 32-pound cannon,
which rests nearby, is another
big draw for visitors.

The campgrounds are beauti-
ful during the winter months,
according to Cindy Lynch, park
spokesperson. The park. pro-
vides its 38 campsites with elec-
tric hook-up during the winter.
and water is available. Bath
house and laundry facilities are
also accessible to campers.

EASTERN KENTUCKY

The eastern region of the
state is home to the Cumberland
Gap National Historic Park, the
largest of the nation’s historical
parks. Located in Middlesboro,
the Cumberland Gap was carved
by wind and water and forms a
major break in the formidable
Appalachian Mountain chain.
The Gap served as a strategic
location for both Union and
Confederate forces in the Civil
War.

About 1.5 million people
visit the park annually, It's home
to bear, deer, wild turkey, and a
variety of birds. The Pinnacle,
the high point of the park, serves
as a4 big attraction. The wind
currents make it 4 favorite spot
for eagles, hawks and turkey
vulwures, according 1w Carol
Borneman, supervisory park
ranger,

“From there, you have a
spectacular view of the tri-siate
area,” she said, referring to
Kentucky, Tennessee and
Virginia. There are also two
Civil War areas at that location.

The Old Wilderness Road is
currently under restoration and
is expected to be completed
next year, The road, which
served as a strategic location
during the Civil War and was
once used by Daniel Boone,
runs through the park. Once
completed, it will be wide
enough for a wagon lo access
the road. Cars, however, will
not be able to use it.

The park’'s Wilderness
Campground, another park des-
tination, is open all year round
except holidays. Park officials
said 41 of the 160 campsites
have electricity, which makes
the campground a park high-
light during the winter months.

While in Middlesboro, visit
The Lost Squadron P-38
Museum at the local airport. It
houses the “Glacier Girl," a
World War i P-38
“Lightening” warplane current-
ly being restored. The fighter
plane was recovered from a
Greenland ice cap in 1992
under 268 feet of snow.

Running out
of running room

When it comes to interest-rate cuts, the key questions
facing Federal Reserve officials essentially boil down
to a precious few. How low is low enough? Can we
alter the consumer’s mind-set? Is inflation a worry?
What happens if we keep throwing rate-cutting parties
and no one shows up?

These days, the answers don’t come easily. Recently,
the Fed’s open market committee reduced the short-
term interest rate it controls by a half-point to 2 per-
cent, the lowest level for this rate in four decades. It
was the 10th time in barely 10 months that the Fed has
cut rates, to little effect. The cuts have sparked a boom-
let in new-car sales by providing auto companies the
opportunity to offer 0 percent financing, and homeown-
ers are refinancing mortgages. Bu beyond these two
sectors, individuals and businesses have yet to respond
to rate reductions with the borrowing and spending that
generate a burst of job-producing activity.

How come? A campaign of interest-rate changes is
supposed to influence the economy six to nine months
after it starts, but there is nothing precise about this.
The economy already was approaching a recession in
late summer, then came the unpredictable aftershocks
from the terrorist attacks of Sept. 11, Consumers,
already overburdened by debt, seem to have cut back
sharply 'on spending — their confidence eroded by the
follow-on terror of anthrax by mail, rising unemploy-
ment and a general sense of a long siege ahead.

Most economists believe that economic recovery —
nurtured, finally, by Fed action and a combination of
federal spending and tax cuts — will start sometime in
the first half of 2002. But the conviction in their voices
hardly inspires confidence. What if the United States
falls into a “liquidity trap™?

This is what's hammering the Japanese economy.
Japan has slashed interest rates practically to zero and
still can’t persuade anyone to borrow and spend. Its
economy suffers from deflation rather than inflation,
and its consumers are hoarding their money on the
apparently safe bet that prices will be still lower six
months or a year down the road.

Can the U.S. slip into a liquidity trap? If Japan is
today’s benchmark, probably not: The two cultures are
different; the U.S. economy is less regimented and
more dynamic; American consumers generally save
less and spend more.

The Federal Reserve may need to cut again when its
open market committee meets later this month. But it is
running out of operating room, and its computer mod-
els are supplying answers.

“We appreciate the special
efforts these five districts have
made to make nutritious meals
available to more children dur-
ing periods when school is not
in  session,” said Paul

McElwain, director of the
department’s Division of School
and Community Nutrition.
“Efforts like these and those
made by all of the sponsors of
the Summer Food Service
Program play a significant role
in helping our students reach
proficiency.”

In summer 2001, 151 spon-
sors operated 882 gsites in
Kentucky, serving 1.9 million
meals to more than 25,000 chil-
dren.

The program provides free,
nutritious meals and snacks to
children in low-income areas at
sites such as schools or commu-
nity centers. Sponsors may
include school districts, local
govemnment agencies, camps or
private non-profit organizations,
Sponsors receive payments from
the U.S. Department of
Agriculture for the meals they
serve and documented operating
costs.

Children 18 and younger are
eligible for the program, and
persons with disabilities over
the age of 18 may be eligible if
they participate in school pro-
grams for people with mental or
physical disabilities.

Nationally, the Summer Food
Program has existed since 1968.
More than 2 million children'in
the U.S. participate annually.

KY Lawmakers hear testimony on
strategies to contain Medicaid costs

FRANKFORT — Kentucky
is pursuing strategies to contain
Medicaid costs by gaining better
control over the number of pre-
scriptions Medicaid recipients
receive for some expensive drugs
and implementing co-pays for
SOme emergency room Visits,
health officials reported to law-
makers Wednesday

Cost containment measures
are being considered on a num-
ber of fronts to help the state deal
with a $163 million Medicaid
shortfall for 2002, according to
testimony in the Wednesday
meeting. of the Medicaid
Managed Care  Oversight
Advisory Committee,

With pharmacy expenditures
for Kentucky's Medicaid pro-
gram skyrocketing, state officials
last month filed emergency regu-
lations that will require doctors
sérving Medicaid recipients (0
obtain permission from the state
before prescribing certain expen-
sive name-brand drugs rather
than less expensive alternatives,
said Kathy Kustra, special
Medicaid assistant to Goy. Paul
Patton.

Pharmacy expenditures for
Kentucky Medicaid recipients
totaled $433 million in fiscal
year 2000 and have become the
fastest growing part of the
Medicaid budget.

Kustra also noted that Patton
has also created a Pharmacy and
Therapeutic Committee, which
holds its first meeting today, to
advise the Cabinet for Health
Seryices on prescription drug
policies.

Trips to hospital emergency
rooms for health conditions that

aren’t truly emergencies are also
having an impact on the
Medicaid budget. Though federal
requirements don’t permit the
establishment of co-pays for
Medicaid recipients who visit
emergency rooms for true health
emergencies, the state is looking
at implementing modest co-pays
for emergency room visits for
less serious health conditions,
such as ear infections. Kustra
said,

Health Services Cabinet
Secretary Marcia Morgan told
lawmakers her cabinet is also
considering changes for Impact
Plus, a Medicaid program that
serves children with severe emo-
tional disturbances.

Impact Plus was implemented
three years ago with the expecta-
tion that it would not have a sig-
nificant impact on the Medicaid
budget. The belief then was that

the cost of serving children in the

program would be offset by
decreases in expensive institu-
tional care. Instead, the program
has ‘cost $58.4 million to serve
6,402 children since 1998 with-
out any obvious evidence of cor-
responding cost decreases else-
where,

A draft report on Impact Plus
put together at the request of the
General Assembly's Program
Review and Investigations
Committee concluded that broad
eligibility criteria coupled with
the federal requirement that
Medicaid services be delivered to
everyone who meets eligibility
requirements are among the top
reasons Impact Plus costs have
risen beyond expectations.

Morgan repdrted her cabinet

is currently working on redefin-
ing Impact Plus’s eligibility
requirements to focus on children
most at risk for institutionaliza-
tion.

If no changes are made in
Impact Plus, annual costs would
rise to an estimated $35 million
in 2003 and $41 million in 2004.

Budget committee oppbses
cuts in mental health programs

FRANKFORT — To the
applause of mental health advo-
cates, the Appropriations and
Revenue Committee Thursday
passed a resolution urging Gov.

With a projected budget
shortfall this year of $326 mil-
lion, Gov. Patton has planned
$60 million worth of spending
Cuts across state governmenl,
including $4.2 million in cuts
for mental health and mental
retardation programs,

The resolution approved
today urges the governor to help
correct the budget shortfall by
reducing spending on state per-
sonal service contracts, particu-
larly those for some consulting

Report: Tax burden on Kentucky’s
low-income families i1s nation’s 11th lowest

FRANKFORT — Kentucky
has the nation’s 11th lowest state
and local tax burden on low-
income families, according to a
report shared this morning with

members of the General
Assembly's Tax Policy
Subcommittee,

While much attention has
been given over the past year to
news reports that Kentucky's
income tax burden is among the
highest in the nation, that partic-
ular tax makes vp only a refa-
tively small portion of the over-
all tax burden on low-income
citizens. Taken as a whole,
Kentucky's tax burden on low-
income families compares more
favorably to other states, accord-
ing (o a report compiled by leg-
islative staff entitled
“Comparison of State and Local
Tax Burdens and Government
Benefits for Low-Income
Families.”

According fo the report, the
tax that makes up the largest
share of the tax burden on low-
income families, the sales tax, is
in line with most other states,
The second-largest portion of

‘the overall tax burden comes

from the property tax, which is
significantly lower in Kentucky
than most other states.

Rep. Harry Moberly, D-
Richmond, said the report seems
to indicate low-income
Kentuckians benefit more from
the state's low property tax than

some people think. “For those
levels of income, there’s a sig-
nificant ownership of property,”
Moberly said.

Rep. Mark Treesh, R-Philpot,
noted that, because the property
tax is a regressive tax, it would
increase the burden on low
income families if the state ever
took steps to raise the tax and
make it more comparable to the

property tax assessed in other
states.
The report lawmakers

reviewed also looked at govern-
ment benefits for low-income
families and concluded that, in
comparison to other states,
Kentucky allocates a relatively
large share of its expenditures to
programs for low-income resi-
dents. Because Kentucky has a
higher poverty rate than most
other states, the Commonwealth
likely spreads these expendi-
tures over a relatively large
number of people, according to
the report.

The typical house built is
1,000 square feet, three bed-
room, fotal electric, ‘with air
conditioning and heat pump,
carpet and vinyl siding. The
alliance will buy a lot for the
qualifying family, if they do not
OWN Property.

Most families will put in
around 200 hours assisting with
the construction.

The alliance has $3450.000 in
a revolving loan fund that is
used to finance the homes for
the families. McReynolds said
of the 30 houses built by the
organization, all loans are cur-
rent,

Another advantage for the
home buyer is that no down
payment is required, It is diffi-
cult for low-income families toj
accumulate a down payment.
The alliance provides coun-
selors o assist families in debt
management,

“Once they get in their home
we wanlt them to be able to stay
there,” Scott said. “We build the
homes as energy efficient as
possible. The average bill for
one of our home is around $60 a
month."”

In addition to building new
homes, the alliance repairs

homes and rehabilitates older
homes for low-income families.
During its last fiscal year —
July 2000 through June — the
alliance purchased $281,000 in
materials, spent $266,000 with
subcontractors, paid  ount
$340,000 in wages, and spent
$12.688 for services. Since
1994 the Alliance has complet-
ed 22 new homes, rehabilitated
30 houses, and performed major
repairs on 36 homes. Since June
the alliance has waorked on
seven new homes, two ol which
have been completed. Six
homes hiave been repaired.

The alliance has developed
two apartment projects. High
Street Housing includes 10 effi-
ciency apartments for formerly
homeless persons located on
High Street in Hazard. The
average income of tenants in the
High Street apartments is less
than $150 4 month. All the units
are currently occupied.

Jarnigan Place provides tran-
sitional housing and support
services lo families moving
toward self-sufficiency and per-
manent housing.

The alliance has |7 full-time
employees.. Half = of these
employees came to the alliance
through the welfare-to-work
initiative.

Pelphrey’s accomplishments have not gone unnoticed by his
peers. In & March of 2001 survey of assistant coaches around the
nation, he was named the most ready assistant to become a head
coach, leading a pack more than 20 assistants.

leader, Pelphrey was named team captain as a junior and continued
to improve, scoring 14.4 points in 1990-91. For his efforts, he
eamed Associated Press Honorable Mention All-America honors
after bemg named first-téam All-SEC by the league coaches and UP1
(AP named him second team).

“T wouldn’t trade John Pelphrey for any player in America,” said
Pitino as his 6-7 forward entered his senior year. Again elected team
caplain, he typified the heart and soul of the Wildcat squad that
scratched and clawed its way to an SEC Tournament Championship
and cume within two seconds of the Final Four. Pelphrey and his
three senior classmates from the 1991-92 season had the ultimate
honor bestowed on them, as they became one of 29 players in UK
history to have their jerseys retired in an April 7th ceremony.

The son of two teachers, Pelphrey was just as successful in the
classroom at Kentucky. He served on the Student-Athlete Advisory
committee from 1990-92, while being named UK's Student-Athlete
of the Year and to the SEC Academic Honor Roll in 1989-90.

Before tumning to the coaching profession, Pelphrey played pro-
fessionally in Franceé and Spain in 1992 and 1993,

Kentucky's “Mr. Basketball” in 1986-87 at Paintsville High
School, Pelphrey finished his prep career with 2477 points and
1,316 rebounds. He led Paintsville High to the semi-finals of the
state tournament as a4 senior and three times took his teams to
regional titles. He was also a pitcher and shortstop on the baseball
team.

An avid golfer, Pelphrey has also served as a speaker and instruc-
tor at several camps, ncluding his own, the John Pelphrey
Basketball Camps, which he ran in his hometown, Paintsville, dur-
ing the summers of 1992 through 1995. He also worked as a moti-
vational speaker and instructor at camps throughout Kentucky while
a collegian,

Rex Grossman is certainly
deserving of the role of First-
team All-SEC quarterbackbut
the best quarterback | saw this
sedason was Ole Miss' Eli
Manning. That is until o week
ago Saturday, And if players
were stocks, Jared Lorenzen
would be en every brokers'
“buy" list.

With another strong show-
ing this Saturday at Indiany,
Lorenzen ought to  get a fair
share of the votes for next
fall's preseason all-conference
leams.

And Guy Morriss and Brent
Pease aren't getting npearly
enough credit for their role in
re-muking Lorenzen into &
guarterback that relies as much
on his brain as his strong right
arm,

The easy guestion that fol-
lows is “why did it take them
so. long to figure outl that
Lorenzen was their best quar-
terback?” But if vou look at
this situation closely, you'll
understand why that question
is unfounded,

Lorenzen set several pass-
ing records last season as a
freshman, but closer inspec-
tion showed some problem
areas.

Kentucky moved the ball
well, but had trouble scoring
when it threatened the oppo-
nents’ goal line. And while
Lorenzen piled up lots of
vards, he threw only 19 touch-
down passes versus 21 inter-
ceptions. That was due in part
to inexperience but alsa to an
unwillingness (o embrace the

film swudy component of
undersianding the quarterback
position.

Former coach Hal Mumme
undermined Lorenzen's ability
to lead his team by the way he
gave him the job, and
Lorenzen did nothing 1o
counter that by producing
wins and taking charge of his
offense,

Lerenzen was grossly out of
shape, too, and according to
people close to the team,
warming up to the gcademic
reguirements of life as 4 UK
football player.

To Lorenzen's credit, he
lost the weight that new coach

Morriss required him to drop
before the season started, but
his performance m the 36-10
loss o Lousville indicated
that he still wasn't doing much
film study to correct old mis-
takes and he wasn't eager 1o
embrace new coordinator
Peace's approach to running an
offense.

So here'’s Morriss one game
into the season with a quarter-
back that has a big-time arm
but no inclination to embrace
the leadership role a guarter-
back needs 1o take. And the
team is stuck in a long losing
streak to boot

Given that, is it any surprise
that the coaching staff decided
to try something new—by
starting mobile redshirt fresh-
man Shane Boyd under center?

Boyd didn't play badly, but
he played like a quarterback
making his first run through
the Southeastern Conference.
He moved Kentucky well
between the 30-yard lines but
the team bogged down as the
Wildeats' approached the end
zone.

Initially, Lorenzen hung his
head, but then he began to do
what is so pleasing to see in
young people—he grew up and
started leaving behind the
“boy" and becoming a “man."

Did he consider transfer-
ring? Probably, but he never
did or said anything publicly
1o suggest he was anything but
supportive of Boyd and the
team. Heck, when starting
long snapper Coleman Barnes
was injured, Lorenzen evened
volunteered to try that job.

And he also gave Peace a
chance.

Lorenzen started to see the
value of film study and began
to try and grasp the intracacies
of the new system. rather than
just throwing to whomever
poppped open.

Since returning to the start-
ing lineup against Georgia,
Lorenzen has piled up
yardage in much the same
manner as last season. But
there's a stark difference when
it comes to scoring and deci-
sion-making.

In those four games, three
of which were on the road,

another recent advancement in
the communications industry—
the cellular phone. A few years
ago, only the wealthiest could
afford them or had the audacity
o use them in public. Few peo-
ple were willing to make the
case that these gizmos were any-
thing but a novelty, Now, no
longer the high-end product for
a select audience, these devices
have become commonplace, and
prices have dropped. due to the
inevitable supply and demand
relationship. The important
thing to remember here is not
the invention of the wireless
phone, but the fact that an entire
new business channel has
sprung up, one that did not exist
when we walked away from the
hard-line phone of yesterday.
Not that long ago, telecommni-
cation providers were unable to
generate revepue when we were
riding in a car, walking through
the airport, or shopping in the
grocery store. Now they earn
our money anywhere we go, and
we willingly take them along.
Do we use it solely for that
emergency roadside assistance
call for which we justified the
initial  purchase?
Hardly.

Let’s apply the same model
to web sites. Companies have
existed for some time without
the Internet and many people
still do not own a computer or

have an Internet connection in
their homes. Why should a com-
pany pour large amounts of
money into a medium still in its
formative stage? A simple fore-
cast of the future economy
indictes that those companies
with a technological advantage
over their competitiors will
thrive, On the other hand, com-
panies that wait until customers
go elsewhere for their goods and
services will then have to fight
merely to survive. However,
some business owners might
argue that a significant number
of their customers would be
unaware that the company even
had a web site, that online trans-
actions still represent a meager
percentage of sales, and that
many consumers view the inter-
net warily in terms of security,
These arguments are flawed,
however, for several reasons.
First, customers will be aware of
acompany’s web site if the com-
pany takes the responsibility to
market the site effectively
through inclusion of business
cards, letterhead and promotion-
al materials. Second, sales
between businesses, whether
between a company and its sup-
pliers, distributors or business
partners, are growing rapidly
every day. As more and more
consumers gain access to com-
puters and the Internet, online
sales transactions: will become
as commonplace as the use of
cell phones discussed previous-

ly. Third, paying for goods and
services over the internet today
is as secure, if not more so, than
carrying and using cash and
credit cards in person.

Business owners and man-
agers are wise to question the
costs and benefits of implement-
ing a web site, They are wiser
still to avoid the pitfalls of the
Internet start-up companies now
destined for bankruptcy due to
their failure to understand the
extent to which customers
would purchase products online.
Therein lies the technology
hype: Purchase the hardware
and software and customes will
flock to your web site. A com-
pany must be aware of the rea-
son a web site would be helpful
to a customer, such as providing
additional product information,
24/7 accessibility, offering on-
line reservations, question and
answer features, on-line sales
transactions, providing a portal
for resume submissions by
potential job candidates, or
improved communication
between various offices, depart-
ments and supply chain partners,
One thing is certain, the advent
of the Internet. similar to the
invention of the cell phone, not
only expands the communica-
tions market, it is providing
businesses with a completely
new channel to reach new and
existing customers. So, does my
company need a web site? You
decide.

RICHMOND — Recently
reported results from the
National Survey of Student
Engagement (NSSE) indicate
that Eastern Kentucky University
seniors surpass the state average
among public universities in all
five benchmark categories related
1o learning and personal develop-
mehl,

The survey polled seniors and
first-year students to measure the

level of academic challenge,
active and collaborative learning,
student interactions with faculty
meinbers, enriching academic
experiences and supportive cam-
pus environment.

of seniors, Eustern also eclipsed
the national average in two of the
five benchmarks: student interac-
tions with faculty members and
supportive campus environment.

In the NSSE's random survey

The gain was the greatesi in the
faculty interaction category,
where EKU recorded a bench-
mark score of 46.4, easily sur-
passing the 40.6 for Kentucky
universities and 42.9 nationally,
“Clearly,” said Dr. Karen
Carey, EKU director of institu-
tional research,
reflect EKU'S long-standing tra-
dition of faculty mKing a strong
mnterest in students and working

“the NSSE data

closely with them. Our students
perceive 4 strong, accessible and
helpful faculty.”

The survey showed in four of
the five benchmurks a dramatic
increase in EKU students'
involvement in the life of the
University from their freshman
year to their senior year. In four
of five benchimark categories,
that increase is greater than the
state and national averages, The

national averages are compiled
from participating public and pri-
vate institutions. Compar-isons
between EKU and other master’s
degree-granting institutions
nationwide show similar patterns.
“The NSSE shows us, in yet
another way. that something
umportant happens as students
study and work at EKU.” Carey
said. “Our students are becoming
more involved in the life of the

University as they proceed in
their education.”

The results from the most
recent survey show improvement
for both freshmen and senios
since the previous NSSE survey
at Eastern, according to Carey.
She expects that trend (o continue,
thanks to the implementation of
learning communities, lving-

Deep down, I feel & little
like Geraldo for doing a “Mac
vs. Windows" column. The
only thing that make the
debate newsworthy is the fact
that Apple is the only remole-
ly reasonable alternative to
Windows, and is at a distant
second at that, in terms of
market share.

Recently, CNet.com pitted
the Mac-David versus the
Windows-Goliath, and guess
who won? Nobody: CNet
compared Apple’s most recent
operating system, OS X,
against Microsoft’s latest
release, Windows XP, in five
areas; ease of installation,
interface quality, software
compatibility, hardware com-
patibility and Internet support.

Dubbed the “OS death

match”, OS X won for ease of
installation and software com-
patibility, while Windows XP
won for interface quality and
hardware compatibility.
Internet support was declared
@ draw.

At first, CNet fayored Mac
08 X by a slight margin, sim-
ply because Windows XP has
a security feature that pro-
hibits & user from installing it
on more than one machine.
After CNet realized what they
were advocating, they revised
their decision and declared a
tie, explaining that “it is still a

violation of Apple’s end-user
licensing agreement 1o install
the upgrade on multiple sys-
tems.”

This prompted
MacCentral.com, who initially
pronounced OS X's victory
with glee, to publish their own
revision ... uhderstandably
bereft of fanfare.

The absence of such a
security feature underscores
Apple’s mission: To sell com-
puters. It's as if they're say-
ing: "You buy a computer,
you buy OS X. Legally, we
don't want you to install it on

more than one machine, but
we won't make it impossible.
At least we know you bought
that machine from us.”

Microsoft’s mission is to
sell ones and zeros on CD’s
that cost pennies to produce
— and to replicate.
Microsoft's decision to incor-
porate the anti-piracy feature
into their operating system, at
the very real risk of inconve-
niencing their paying ous-
tormers, is simply a reflection
of their priorities,

What if the monsters hidden in
the closets of children actually
existed? And what if the monsters
were just as afraid of the children
as the children are of them?

That’'s the premise of
“Monsters, Inc..” the latest com-
puter-animation offering from
Disney and Pixar Animation
Studios. While nowhere as good as

“Toy Story 2" or Dreamwaorks’
summer  sensation,  “Shrek.”
“Monsters, Inc." has enough light
laughs to keep adults from staring
at their watches, and younger chil-
dren amused for 90 minutes.

Make your
holidays safer

Well! Thanksgiving is final-
ly over with, and I'm sure you
breathed a sigh of relief as the
last relative headed out the
door. Hopefully, you've been
able to rest a bit between left-
over turkey sandwiches and
mad dashes into the shopping
mall — because Christmas is
your next big project,

The next few weeks will
certainly be hectic. But before
you start hauling out the deco-
rations from your attic, set
aside time to do a holiday safe-
ty check.

First, make sure your home
will be safe and secure, espe-
cially when relatives come to
visit. .

M Check and replace the
batteries in your smoke detec-
tor, if you haven't done so in
the past six months. Install car-

bon monoxide detectors.

M Make sure space heaters
are placed in well-ventilated
aredas, away from flammable
items like clothing or curtains.

B Keep a supply of salt or
cat litter on hand for icy side-
walks or driveways.

M Set aside an area of the
guest room for visitors 1o store
any medications they may
bring. Make sure the spot is
out of reach of curious chil-
dren.

M Check each room for
potential safety hazards such
as plugged-in  appliances
(including humidifiers), dan-
gling cords (especially from
window shades) and uncov-
ered power outlets. Fix these
hazards.

Next, inspect your holiday
decorations as you take them
out.

B Detangle and lay out all
your light strings. Check for
frayed wires and broken bulbs
and repair or replace as need-
ed.

W Make sure the Christmas
tree has plenty of water! Cut
one inch off the bottom of the
trunk, and place it in a stand
that will hold at least one gal-
lon of water. Check the water
level daily.

B Finally, make sure you
have a working fire extinguish-
er within easy reach of both the
tree and the kitchen, and keep
