A case involving Matthew Perkins, 26, wbo 
allegedly burglarized the Down Town Drug 
Store in ~1artin and stole over 4,800 narcotic 
pills. will now be considered by a grand jury. 
following district coun proceedings 
Wednesday. 

"This case is a veJy serious case," said 
Di~>trict Judge James R. Allen, during the pre­
liminary hearing. ··r certainly hope the grand 
jury will Lake a good look at it." 

Martin Police officer T. Conn testified that 
upon searching Perkihs on the morning fol 
lowing the burglary. police found three boHies 
of Ox.yGon~in pills 10 his pocket~ a~ well a~ a 
''Quik Mart bag full of pills" stuffed down his 
shirt. 

A list of the stolen drugs provtded by the 
county attorney's office includes several nar­
cotic substances such as Lortab, Lorcer, 
Xanax, Percocet. OxyContin and Valium, 
among others

A Grethel man was ant:sted 
Monday on three drug-related 
charges by the Floyd County 
Sheriff's Office. 

George Adkins, 53, of Grethel 
was arrested initially on two 
drug related counts - posses· 
sian of cocaine and possession of 
marijuana - before a third was 
added when Lt. R 1cky 
Thom~bell) found a second bag 
of marijuana in lhe back noor­
board of Lhe cruiser used to 
transpon Adkms to the Floyd 
County Detention Cenler. 

The sheriff's office arrived at 
At.lkins' residenc~ just after 
being called by members of the 
Probation and Parole Office, 
who had mcluded Adkins' home 
<\!- cme in a mtfllbl'r nf r(\utine 
home checks that evening and 
had uncovered the illegal drugs 
at the home. 

Conn a~so testified that Perkins allegedly 
admitted dunng a taped questioning session 
that be assisted in the break-jn at the store, but 
did not enter the facility. 

According to Conn. however. police found

The public has 
a right to know 

The Kentucky Economic De\'elopment Cabinet is in the 
business of drumming up business for the commonwealth. 

l l does so. in pan. by offenng an incentive of tax credits to 
attract companies to mo\'e to Kentucky or to expand. 

Since I 992. the cabinet has reportedly promised nearly 
$3.5 billion in tax breaks to companies to encourage them to 
bring thetr businesses and jobs to Kentucky or. if they are 
already in business here. to expand and hire more people 

So, what kind of return has Kenrucky gouen on its invest­
ment of tax breaks? 

Thafs whut Attorney General Ben Chandler wants to 
know and it's what is at the core of a lawsuit between the 
cabinet and Chandler. The Kentucky Supreme Court will 
hear the case next month. 

Chandler wants to know what lhe companies have 
promised. in terms of jobs and local revenue, to win tbe tax 
incentive~. He wants to know what kind of breaks the com­
panies have received and whether they've made good on 
I heir promises. In fact, Chandler says he has an obligation to 
learn whether the state is getting a fair return. But the cabinet 
refuses to open up its files to the attorney general. 

Chandler is not the only one who has been denied a look 
at the cabinet's files. The legislature's Program Review and 
Investigations Committee ordered a study last year to see 
what benefit r.ax breaks have brought to Kentucky's econo­
my. But again. the cabinet refused to open up its contracts. 

The Economic Development Cabinet contends that compa­
nies seeking the tax breaks often di~close sensit1ve financial 
information that they don't want others to see. Requiring the 
cahinet to open up its files could dissuade companies from 
doing business with Lhe cabinet. 

The cabinet ~ays it monitor:s how well companies are 
doing in keeping their promises for economic development 
and wi ll "uc to get the incentives back if a company fails to 
deliver. 

Yet the cabinet. which is controlJed by the Economic 
Development Partnership. doesn't fall squarely under the 
executi ve branch like other cabinets. The governor ~its on its 
board. but most of the seats are filled by private groups. such 
'" the KentuCk) Chamber of Commerce. 

The racl is. granting tax credits means waiving Lax dollars 
and rhar'.s the publ ic's money. As such. the public deserves to 
know if promises are being kept. That, we trust. can be told 
fa r short of giving up company secrets. 

Most important. there ougl}t to be a public accountability 
and scrutiny of the tax break~ that goes beyond the cabinet's 
assurances to ·~ust trust us.''

I am writing Lhis as a reply to the story 

on the front page of the November 28. 
200 I. edition of The Times. !t w us about 
my sun Matthew. It made him oul to he a 
hardened criminal, which is very untrue 
until drugs took over his life a fe-w 
monU1s ago. He wa<> a kind and caring 
pcr~on before he started using drugs and 
becam1.· addictt·cl. 

For close to a year now. his dad and I 
have tried to gel hdp tor his drug prob­
lems. wilhout any lut·k from any of the 
local resource' in this county or sur­
rounding counties. We had made numer­
ous calls to drug rehabilitation. outpatient 
clinics, support servl\;e~ m which the calls 
were put a~u.le or ignored. If we were 
lucky enough to get a call returned from 
one of cite above places, the first thtn~ 
they would ask 1s if he had medical insur­
ance and then the waitin£ list was sc\er.tl 
months, \\hich 1sn'1 reasonable for some­
one who nl.'cds the help now. If they cnuld 
have seen the condition our l>OO v. as in. 

the) would've realized that he wasn't 
c~Ipahle of maintaining a job. 

We '"ere also told because of his age 
that he would have to ask for help him­
self, \\hen all he was wanting help with 
was where his next pill or tix would come 
from. 

Matthe"' linally realized how scary his 
drug addiction was becoming and wanted 
ofT of the drug~ m April of this year.

We went trying to get M.llthew help 
again and since he \\ asn 't working at this 
timc, \.\ e had been paying his child sup­
port for him We called the county auor-

ernment, if you apply for grant assis­
tance to refurbish a park or improve 
water lines and are denied only to see a 
similar grant go to a neighboring city.

HANDS (Health Access Nurturing 
Development Services) is a program 
specifically designt:d to offer aid and 
assistance 10 first-time parents through 
a voluntary. intensive home visitation 
program that focuses on the child's 
first years of life. 

scared about being pregnant." said Pam 
Caldwell, a program participant. "It 
helps so much to have someone to talk 
to when you have little or no support 
from others.'' 

Caldwell, a current resident of 
Weeksbury, is not the typical HANDS 
participant. be10g of a more advanced 
age than most of the other women. 
"My situation is a little different." she 
said. "l was told that I couldn't have 
children. then years later. my husband 
and 1 divorced and I moved from our 
home in Indiana and came to Floyd 
county. lL was then that I discovered. 
quite surprisingly, that I was pregnant. 
My ex-husband and I tried to work 
things out, but couldn't so J ended up 
in a crisis situation, alone and preg­
nant. The HANDS program has been a 
great help to me, along with him," she 
said as she gestured toward her 
boyfriend, Ron Hogston. of Elkhorn 
City. 

Caldwell's son. Timothy, is nearing 
two years of age and is, by his moth­
er's report as well as first-hand obser­
vation, a happy and healthy little boy.

Reaching the boiling point 
Something :-.prung up this week that I 

had not experienced in a long time. I 
became so angry. due to my extreme 
frustrations with AT&T. that I cried 
Yes. while talking with about the eighth, 
beautiful, rea~suring, well-lmined voices 
over a six-week period, and hearin& 
them rell me "Oh, 1 have fixed every­
thing so that you will no! receive anotll­
er ridiculous bill in my opinion." I told 
her in a broken-up, nice. and quiet voice 
that I just wa.c; not going to t-d.ke it any­
more and neither was I going to pay 
anymore, Oc!causc l felt I had paid sufti· 
cit:ntly and that I had been wronged in 
the beginning. Now, j1 is amusing how 
she attempted to appea-.c a 40-year cus­
tomer of the company. The point of han­
dling anger has to do with the type of 
anger it is. and what you do with it. I 
tl1ink anger has been discussed before. 
but I just do not think that it will be 
harmful to mention it again. Violence in 
the home and with others is typically sn 
widespread across our region over the 
"Jolly llolidays," that one more time of 
discus!>ing anger control might he help­
ful toward one person not being hurl. 

One writel (D.O. Dykes) identified 
three different types of anger. The first 
was "raging anger.·· This type is com­
pared to <1 blazing lire that goes like 
wildtire taking in everything in it'l pnth, 

being explosive. harsh. and uncontrol­
lable. Individuals of this type are con­
loidere<.lto be "rage-ahohc" in narure or 
losl! their temper. having little control 
over iheir temper This kind of destruc­
tive anger always hurts people. 
Suppo~edly. \\'ill Rogers said, ''When a

person llies off into a rage. he seldom 
makes a good landing.'' Sometimes, los­
ing your tcm~r can contnbute to you 
lo)ting your job. A lo:;t temper can also 
play an imponant role in losing a mar­
riage. These types of emotional reac· 
tion~ have a role in emotional nnd men­
tal abuse by u mge-aholic ~pouse. Snmc 
p..:oplc are "closet ragt•-aholics•· who 
only lose their temper at horne with 
their family. A spouse. who repeatedly 

displays hannful anger at home, but 
would never lose his temper on the job 
or at church, has destroyed many mar­
riages. Anger i~; also a method for losing 
friends .. A good point is that contmual. 
frequent outbursts of anger wiiJ damage 
our health. A professor at Harvard 
described the impact of anger on a per­
son. "Respiration deepens; the heart 
beats more rapidly: the arterial pressure 
rises: the blood is shifted from the stom­
ach and to the hean, central nervous 
system, and the muscles: the process of 
the alimentary canal ceases; sugar is 
freed from the reserves in the Liver, the 
spleen cont~acts and discharges its con­
tents of concentrate corpuscles, and 
adrenaline is secreted.'' Since most of us 
have a boiling point, like so many other 
situations, identifying that boiling point 
is the tirst step in coping with anger. An 
old proverb says, "The emptier the pot, 
the quicler it boils •· How full is your 
pot? 

A second type of anger is "hidden 
anger." This anger simmer:.. stews. and 
l>molders just beneath the surface. When 
it has been "fertilized" sufficiently, it 
usually creates ll raging anger. Keeping 
hidden anger down for an extended time 
can be very dangerou!' lf not attended 
to. you are likely to suffer as a result. 
Sometimes peopll.' will have a repressed

anger toward God; i.e .• feel God shan­
changed them in life and/or did not 
respond to their prayers. Then there is 
the nonproductive anger with yourself 
and you cannot enjoy life.

The definition 
of a gentleman

That question came to mind last week when I 
read an article in tl1e Lexington Herald-Leader 
about a man who hatl gotten himself imo a 
Se\.'mingl)·heap of trouble. 

The finance director for the city of 
Nicholasville. it seems. has owned up to taking 
a substantial amount of money from a clinic 
where he used to do the books - he says 
$43,000, v. hile the physician who runs the clin­
ic says $175,000. But, we quibble. 

At any r.lle, James "Rick" Hood. has some 
good friends in high places who have written 
leUcrs to the court asking for leniency for the 
admitted thief The Jessamine county clerk, for 
tnstancc, reportedly wrote that Hood is a decent 
sort of fellow who "made a mistake and admit­
ted to it and regrets it." 

A former Lexington detective. the article 
says. also came to Hood's defense, describing 
his friend as "a sensitive. compassiOnate and 
caring person who would come to one's a1d 
without being asked." (Yeah, but should you 
guard your wallet?) The detective pleaded with 
the judge, "I hope and pray that you would con­
sider probating Rick's sentence." Putting the 
miscreant in jail, the detective reasons, "would 

in no way benefit the 
community, his family 
and especially Rick." 

The height of irony, 
however. was reached 
when Hood received the 
support of State Sen. Tom 
Buford, who, the Herald­
Leader reports, called 
Hood a "gentleman•· and 
spoke highly of Hood's 
work with the city of 
NicholasviJle. 

Er, Senator Buford, I 
would not include thievery among the traits of a 
,gentleman. Or. am I missing something here? 

lt might be another story if Hood had merely 
been accused of embezzlement, or whatever, 
and Buford had defended him based solely on 
their buc;iness a'sociation, All of us at some 
time or another have certainly come to the 
defense of a friend or acquaintance whom we 
believe to be - rightly or wrongly - on the up 
and up. 

Hood. however. had already confessed and 
was awailing ~entencing when these letters were 
submitted. Yet, the senator still inferred Hood is 
a man of high character by calling him a gentle­
man. 

Maybe. this is why I've never liked the idea 
of referring to elected officials as "The 
Honorable.'' 

There ·seven more m this relatively short 
news article, though. 

Hood appeared to excuse himself to some 
extent by writing on his own behalf that he had 
felt he was HI used by the dinic. "Initially I felt 
justified in what I was doing because of addi­
tional responsibilities I was giveo by my 
employer." he reportedly wrote. 

Doesn't that just make you want to holler? 
Think what would happen if everyone who has 
ever been given extra dut1es at work felt justi­
fied in stealing from their employer. There 
would probably be very few employers left to 
employ anyone. 

J'm certainly not saying it's all right for 
employers to mistreat employees. but neither do 
I think that's a legitimate excuse for stealing. In 
fact, I can think of precious few defenses for

He would tell me tales of train~. the 
army, working in an auto factory in 
Michigan, the ache in his heart as he 
thought of his dear mother during his days 
away from Floyd county.

same hour." said Lorra s husband, Tony. 
"Knowing that kind of thing and having 
someone to help with questions has helped 
us so much:' he said. 

Of the Gollihue ·s. Howell said. "This is 
a wonderful family to work with. These 
two are wonderful parents." 

According to Jane Bond, health educa­
tor, the HAI"'lDS program has served 467 
families since it began in April of 1999. At 
presen[, 194 families are receiving 
HANDS services through the Floyd 
County Health Department. "HANDS is 
not an income-based program," said Bond. 
"it is open to all first time pregnant women, 
regardless of income." 

The primary goals of the HANDS pro­
gram are to produce positive pregnancy 
outcomes, optimal child growth and devel­
opment, to ensure that children live in safe, 
healthy homes. and to help families make 
dectsions that enhance long term indepen­
dence over meeting short term or immedi­
ate needs. 

HANDS believes that all fanulies have 
strengths, that fan1ilies want to be respon­
sible for thetr children, and that communi­
ties are improved by early prevention and 
intervention programs. 

HANDS is a collaborative effort 
between the Cabinet for Health Services 
and the Cabinet for Families and Children.
