Lakeview
residents
ask Corps

for answer

Thursday night the Army Corps
of Engineers met with residents of
Lakeview Village, the area nearest
to the blasting site for the con-
strection being done to the spill-
way at Dewey Lake.

The atmosphere was calm and
relaxed, bul the ideas présented
and the concemns expressed by the
residents were caleulated and well
thought out, making for an overall
productive meeting,

The purpose of the meeting
was so fhat the Army Corps, of
Engineers could address the cin-
zens of Lakeview Village concern-
ing blast vibrations that many of
the residents say have caused
damage to their homes,

The project proposes 10 make
the area safer in regard to potential
flooding, Corps spokesmen said.

Stephen Spagna, project geolo-
gist, explained many details the
citizens felt had been overlooked
during pre-blast inspections.

“We have seismographs set up
at one residente thal is the closest
to the blast site, which is a require-

ment by law considering the dis-
tance ‘the home is from the con-
struction,” Spagna explained.
“But if some of you would wan
them set up 4t your résidence, we
would be more than happy to do
that,”

Several of the residents
requested that equipment o be sel
- up at their homes, but continued to
detail damage that had occarred to
their homes since blasting began.

Residents pointed out damages

such as cracks along the walls of

their homes, trees shifling into the
hiking frail near the site, and gen-

weral distirnees sich as windows
shaking and asked how the:dam-
ages could pot be connected to the
blasting.

‘William Tackett, one of the two
dozen or so residents in atien-
dance, claimed that his home was
not inspected at ail before con-
struction began,

“All we had was a little note
Teft in/the door that explained very
little about what was going on,”
Tackett commenied. “When |

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One-time
‘murder

case ends
in secrecy

A long, at times frustrating, saga was coni-
pleted last week involving a Floyd County
teen originilly arrested in Novenber 1999 on
a murder charge.

Jacob Ellis Carroll, 19, of Dana was the
driver of a 1998 GMC Club Cab pickup
which crashed into a tree along Route 680 at
John Hall Branch in Grethel on June 107
1998, That accident resulted in the death of
Edgar Dwayne Hughes, 18, also of Dana. who
was riding as a passenger in Carroll’s truck.

At the time of the aceident. police said
excessive speed may have played arole in the
wreck. Police also discovered later that
Carroll had been under the influence of alco-
hal ar the time of the accident,

Although he was only 17 at the time of the
crash, police charged Carroll as an adult on a
chirge of murder November 5, 1999 In June,
a grind jury indicted Carroll, bot ehanged the
charge to reckless homicide.

However, that indictment was set aside by
Cireuit Judge Danny P Caudill in October,
and Carroll's case was sent back to district
court, where he was prosecuted 4s o juvenile.

The case against Carroll was resolved last
week. However, becguse he was charged as a
juvenile. recards of what transpired are sealed
from' puBilic inSpecaontnd prosecitors
refused to disclose any details concerning the
resolution of the case.

Since the time of the accident, the Hughes
family had pushed hard te get charges of mur-
der against Carroll and was, 1o say the least,
confused as to why Carroll was charged as a
juvenile after the cdse was remanded by
Judge Danny P. Caudill.

In order to have oblained a verdict for mur-
der. prosecutors would have had to have
proved that Carroll had intentionally killed
Hughes. The county attormey’s office there-
fore decided not to send the case back before

State S Juvemle Justlce system
complies with consent decree

United States Attorney
General Janet Reno joined
Governor Paul Patton Tuesday
i a ceremony thalt ends the
state’s juvenile justice consent
decree, which was established
with the Department of Justice
in December 1995 1o improve
juvenile confinement in state-
operated treatment facilities.

“I am proud to be a part of
this initiative here today and to
pledge my continual support for
juvenile services in this state,”
Governor Patton said, “Just
because the consent decree ends
loday does not mean this admin-
istration’s commitment lo juve-
nile justice is finished. On the
contrary, our departure frond the
consent decree today will help
os move forward at & greater
pace.”

The consent decree was cre-
ated after Tederal officials deter-
mined that conditions of juve-
nile confinement at Kentucky's
state-operated  residential treat
ment facilities violated the stiutu-
ry and constitutional rights of
juveniles. Kentucky voluntarily
entered into the consent decree
1o improve conditions of juve-
niles.

*The beauty of our system i§
that it gives a departmental-level
focus on one of the toughest
issues that faces every county in
this state and every state in this
nation,” Justice Cabinet Sec.
Roben F Stephens said. “And
many people think the problem

of juvenile crime is lierally
unsolvable, but over the last sev-
eral years, this focus has helped
to measurably decrease juvenile
crime in Kentucky by giving
each juvenile the tools and the
inspiration needed to turn his or
her life in the right direction.”

The consent decree called for
Kentucky to establish a depart-
ment that would work fto
improve conditions of juvenile
confmement in state-operated
residentinl treatment  facilities.
The srate developed the
Department of Juvenile Justice,
and over the past five years, it,
under the leadership of
Commissioner Ralph E. Kelly,
Ed.D., has worked diligently to
implement provisions of the
consent decree.

These provisions include ere-
ating a pre-service iraining
academy for direct care juveniie
justice staff; an intemal investi-
gations unit and a board-certi-
fied physician to guide the pro-
vision of medical services in
facilities.

“The department’s successes
in  fransforming  Kentucky's
juvenile justice system from a
system in meed of massive
reform to a system that now
stands among the best in the
nation would have been impos-
sible iff not for the vision of
Governor Palton, the support of
the General Assembly, and the
dedication of our staff.,” Kelly
said

Cleaning up the mess

It’s that time of year again.

With winter ending, the trees still bare and the snow going
or gone, the litter is about to pop into full view.

Come spring, the rains will gully-wash a lot of it away and
summer’s greenery will hide the rest. We'll be able to pre-
tend, once again, that Kentucky doesn’t need a bottle bill or
mandatory garbage collection.

Once again, we'll be wrong,

Why we'll be wrong is no great puzzle. Just dust off that
best-seller from a few years back, *'All I Really Need To
Know I Learned In Kindergarten.” which included this rule:
Clean up your own mess.

Applied to garbage and public policy, that means that if
you generate the trash, you have an obligation to dispose of
it properly.

At least two bills intended to get garbage under control are
expected to come before the 2001 General Assembly, which
is meeting through March. One is from Gov. Paul Patton,
The other is from House Majority Leader Greg Stumbo.

These aren’t exactly competing bills. Both would impose
mandatory curbside garbage collection, along with a few
other provisions for a cleaner Kentucky, such as tougher
attacks against rogue dumping and dumps. Stumbo adds a
half-cent container fee that's sort of a stealth bottle bill.
Retailers would have to pay the modest fee for each cup used
at a fast-food restaurant. as well as for each bottle or can of
pop, beer, wine or other booze.

Stumbo put the fee in his bill because he figures that
cleaning up Kentucky is going 1o cost money, and the money
should come from a users fee.

Why serious-minded people would resist Stumbo’s fee is
hard to fathom.

For that matter, a bottle bill, which seems doomed to fail-
ure in Frankfort, is plenty logical. What a nickel deposit
would do — and it’s plain that it would do this, because it
accomplishes as much in other states — is dramatically cut
down on litter. To suggest otherwise is to ignore human
nature. Litterbugs don’t throw nickels out the window, and if
they do, someone will pick them up.

The governor knows this, and in a meeting with The
Kentucky Post editorial board this week he made it crystal
clear that all that stands between him and support of a bottle
bill is a sign from the leadership in the General Assembly
that they would stand up to the bottling industry and support
a bottle bill.

That means that both House Speaker Jody Richards, a
Democrat like Patton, and Senate President David Williams,
a Republican, need 1o make a commitment early — and get
to work lining up the troops.

They probably will not. Both are considering a run for
governor in 2003, and neither wants to be labeled as the can-
didate whe imposed bottle deposits, which political oppo-
nents will call a tax hike.

Patton, ever the pragmatist. knows as much. And he’s not

The diversity, by ethnicity and sex,
of the new administration appears at
first glance to reflect the diversity of
the American people. A closer look
reveals this'is only superficial; all are
conservative or very conservative and
most are multimilliongires, Yet
Americans are & diverse mix of con-

servalives. moderates and liberals and

most are not millionaires. The Bush
cabinet appears to represent the think-
ing of, at best, a third of the elec-
torate.

Preventing strei)—throat and pneumonia

The hohday break is over and
the children have gone back to
school. But they may have just
pne more present for Mom and
Dad - strep throat. Sueptococcal
infections are prevalent this time
of year, especially in the clasy-
room where children have close
contact, And once strep throat
spreads to the parents, they can
turn around and infect the work-
place. Strep is very contagious,
with more virulent strains of
strep showing up these days. But
there are things you can do to
protect your family

Preventing Strep
Throat

Strep throat lives in salivary
secretions and on  surfaces
When infected children touch
hooks or faucels, they can easily
spread the infection to other chil-
dren.

» Wash hands frequently
Use disposable paper towels or
give each person their own hand
towel or washcloth.

» Don't share eating utensils
or glosses. Lise paper cups and

throw them away afterward.

» Serve children their snacks
rather than letting them reach
into the cookie jar or bag.

» Seek treatment immediate-
ly 1o prevent further spread -
once a child is on antibiotics, it
takes 24 hours before they stop
being contagious.

Symptoms: Secking ecarly
treaiment means knowing what
to Jook for. Usually, strep is not
accompanied by & runny nose or
other cold symptoms. A sore
throat or trouble swallowing
may be the only symptom, or the
child may have a sorethroat with
a high fever and swollen glands,
If that's the case, stop by the
doctor’s office and have a throat
culture taken. If the culture is
positive, the doctor will usually
prescribe an antibiotic. You may
also want to give the child some-
thing for pain, but don’t admin-
ister aspirin to anyone under 19,
If not weated, strep throat can
tum into pneumonia, which is a
serious infection or inflamma-
tion of the lungs and the sixth
leading cause of death in
America.

“We'll have Realtree back as
our major sponsor;” he said,
"We're going to do a limited
schedule this year. We're going to
try and do more testing, plus some
testing for Richard Childress.
Hopefully, we'll do a lot more test-
ing for ourselves, We're probably
going to do 10 or 12 events and

hope that we can be more compet-
itive like we were at Talladega last
fall. We worked hard on that car
after we missed a race with it in
July until we went to Talladega in
October and it showed that the car
had a lot of time and effort put into
it.

“Our restrictor plate races this
year will also have RCR engines
again. Jim Michaels will do our
engines for all of our other races.
Jim's been doing a lot of work over
the winter, He has come up with
probably 12-15 more horsepower

,on our gualifying stuff, so I think

those are some things that are
going to help us. We've got three
new cars we're building right now,
so we're Jooking for a good 10 or

12 races that we decided to run, but
certainly all the restrictor plate
races and Darlington are definite,
and probably Chicago,
Indianapolis and a couple of others
that we haven’t decided yet.”

When asked to give his feelings
about the new Goodyear tire com-
pounds, he replied, “T don’t think it
should be anything we haven’t
seen before. 1 think it's a good
thing and will be a lot more cost
effective and have a lot less codes,
but we've kind of been through
these situations in the past, so it's
not like you were running a real
gumball tire at Martinsville and
now you're going to have a
Daytona-type tire.

A New Kind of Practice: Problem-Fixing After a Round

f your swing gets off-track. solutions can range from major surgery

to minor repair, depending on how early you (or your teacher)
diagnose the problem, In general, problem-fixing practice is best done
after a round, and ends as soon as the problem is eliminated.

I remember being at the Canadian Open one year when Jack
Nicklaos appeared on the driving range followed by a large crowd
jostling for position to watch the great one practice. To everyone's

surprise, he hit just seven shots, then left.

Someone told me that doring his round he'd hit a bad 4-iron, so
before calling it a day, he went {o the range and hit 4-irons until he
was satisfied.

Nonetheless, I came to the conclusion years ago
that T get more satsfaction from having completed a project than
avoiding the process.

Lo and Behold! Do you wonder how they eventually get around
to doing research about those individuals who poestpone till tomor-
row what they ought to do today? Similar to many self<defeating
behaviors, procrastination ums out to be deeply rooted in the psy-
che and personality. It 1s not a matter of lime management, dccord-
ing to Femari, who has researched and written on the topic, “To tell
u chronic procrastinator to “Just Do It" is like telling a clinically
depressed person (o cheer up.” The “trait procrasinator” puts off
over and over doing the things that would contribute to suecess or
more fulfilled lives: i.e, if we call and inquire about a position at the
very last moment, it is no surprise that we do not get the job.
Although no one really knows the actual number of trait procrasti-
nators, some small surveys reported that 20 percent of adulls per-
ceived themselves as putting off doing things. In a previous study
(1984), about one-half of 342 college students disclosed that they
almost always procrastinate at wniting term papers. Then in another
study (1997}, the results showed that most trait procrastinators pay
a high price for their actions; procrastinators tumed in their papers
tater and got lower grades. Later in the semester, these same subjects
experienced more physical symptoms and visitied health care
providers more often. On a larger scale, 2.7000 responses were
received on a web-based survey concerning the extent of negative
impact on the person’s happiness: 46 percent said “qaite a bit" or
“very much’; and 18 percent said “extreme negative effect” As
expected, “People who have a problem with procrastination experi-
ence a good deal of shame...I hate nol being able to make myself do
what | want to do.”* An example was that one man Jost his business
due to not getting dround o sending out bills for payments owed
him.

Even though scholars agree on the seriousness of procrastination,
they differ on its canses. One expert’s opinion (Ferrar) was trait pro-
crastinators are full of self-doubt and worry in particular about how
others evaluate their abiliites, “...view their self-worth as based sole-
Iy on ability at a task... (their logic being) if I never finish the task,
you can never judge my ability,” They would rather “‘show" & lack
of effort than ability and can blame it on the lack of time. During
research observations, an impression was that the procrastinators
handicapped themselves 1o guarantee a reason if they did poorly,
such as 60 percent playing video games instead of studying for a
miath test, A theory was that self-defeating behaviors such as these
are associated with parental relationships—authoritarian fathers.

Berthie Shepherd, and the hard-
scrabble farm they worked at
Gunlock in Magoffin County,

Last year, he entered some of
his works in the Kentucky State
Fair and came away with ribbons
for the first and third places. The
state fair board, in fact, wanted lo
buy his painting of his grandpar-
ents, but Shepherd says he could-
n't part with it.

(He's quick to point out that
his wife, Stephanie, who teaches
Spanish at Betsy Layne, also
won a ribbon at the fair for cook-
ing.)

In fourth grade, he won $7 for
first place in the Conservation
District poster contest, and when
he was at Magoffin County High
School, one of his teachers asked
him to do a painting of the
teacher’s log house at Morehead,
for which the student artist was
paid $50.

Other teachers, Frank Smith
and Connie Cecil, encouraged
him to pursue his artist’s dream.
Cecil, in fact, helped him get an
art scholarship to Berea, but he
“chickened out,” as he puts it
and came back home.

The following semester, he
went to Lee’s College in Jackson
and stuck it out to get an associ-
ate's degree, before transferning
to Morehead State University,
where he eamed both a bache-
lor’s degree in art education and
4 master’s degree ‘in studio art.

He came to work at Betsy
Layne in 1995, after two years
teaching grade school at Martin
and Maytown.

In his introductory art classes,
Shepherd says he tries “to expose
my students to everything” in the
art world.

Great pies with
‘sound nutrition

February is “Great American Pie Month™ and,
surely, a truly great pie has sound nutrition as well
as terrific flavor. By that standard, fruit pies can
have greater nutritional vaiue than other types. In
recent vears, health conscious cooks have found a
variety of ways to make fruit pies more whole-
some than traditional versions that are typically

high in sweeteners and fat.

Although the filling is the usual source of
excess calories from sugar, the far in most fruit
pies is found in the crust, A basic piecrust is made
with one part bufter or shorténing to three parts
flour. with just enough water to bind the ingredi-
ents. That results in a crust with 60 percent of its

calories from fat.

Two types of reduced-fat alternatives to a tradi-
lional crust are the graham cracker crust and a
meringue shell, A graham cracker crust requires
less fat, and a meringue shell requires none.
Prepare a meringue pie shell by beating 3 large
ggg whites with 1/4 teaspoon cream of tartar and a
dash of salt. Gradually add 3/4 cup sugar and beat
until stiff peaks form, Add 1/2 teaspoon vanilla
and beat well. Spread the meringue over the bot-
tom and sides of a 9-inch pie pan that has first
been coated with cooking oil spray and then light-
Iy dusted with flour, Bake for one hour at 275
degrees, turn the oven off and let the shell remain
in the oven with the door closed for one hour or

overnight.

two. A single event of sleep-
walking is usually over in 15 to
20 minutes, and come morning,
the person rarely has any recol-
lection of the night's wander-
Ings.

So what is a worried mother
to do? A sleepwalking individ-
ual rarely is capable of perform-
ing complex tasks such as dri-
ving a car, but they can wander
into the street and be hit by one.
Obviously, you need to protect
your son during these times.
Most sleepwalking episodes
take place within the first two
hours after going to bed, so you
will need to be more attentive
during these hours.

The next time your son sleep-
walks, you should talk to him in
a quiet and soothing voice but
not try to reason with him, He is
asleep, remember. Direct him
away from dangerous things and
ultimately get him back to bed.

Sleepwalking is more com-
mon when the individual is low
on sleep. Perhaps this is why it
happens to your son when you

are away from home. The dif-
ferent activities may make it dif-
ficult for him to stay on a regu-
lar sleep schedule.

Some individuals continue to
experience sleepwalking very
regularly even though they are
getting enough sleep, If this is
the case with your son, you
might try the following treat-
ment that sometimes works in
these situations. Note the time
when he usually staris to sleep-
walk. Wake him about 15 min-
utes before that time. Tell him
beforehand that you will be
doing this and that he will need
to stay up long enough to actual-
ly wake up — perhaps five to 10
minutes, Doing this for several
nights in a row can often break
the nightly sleepwalking pat-
tern.

Many individuals who sleep-
walk in childhood stop doing so
by their middle teen years.
Perhaps your son will do this.
Some unfortunate few will con-
tinne to sleepwalk throughout
adulthood, however. Most of

these individuals have a family
history of this disorder.

The role of sleep in health
and illness is an area of medi-
cine that is not clearly under-
stood today. We don’t know
why people sleepwalk, and we
don't have any miracle treat-
ments that eliminate the associ-
ated risks and worries for loved
ones.

Fortunately, there are addi-
tional treatments besides getting
adequate sleep and geftting up
before an episode of somnambu-
lation. I'd suggest that you and
your son talk to a sleep expert
about his condition,

Q: Is it true that the best way
to lose weight is to cut back on
fat?

A: Many people believe that if
they cut back on high-fat foods,
they will also eliminate the major
source of extra calories. Thay's not
always true. Some people eat very
little fat but take in excess calories
from sweetened drinks, fat-free
cookies and other desserts, from
alcohol, or portion sizes larger than
they really need. A healthy range of
fat consumption is considered the
equal of 15 to 30 percent of one's
calories. For adults trying to lose
weight, that may mean a goal of 30
to 75 grams of fat a day for most
men, or 25 to 65 grams a day for
mest women, is ideal, depending
on total calorie needs. If your fat
consumption is already in that
range, look at other concentrated
sources of calories, check your

portion sizes and identify times

you may be eating when you aren’t
truly hungry. But don’t forget that,
for good health as well as weight
loss, we all need regular physical
activity, as scientists at the
American Institute for Cancer
Research reminds us. Whether
taken all at once or in small blocks
of time, aim to achieve an hour (or
more) of moderate activity every
day.

Q: I hear recommendations
to reduce meat and increase veg-
etables in stews and casseroles,’
but how can I do that without a
recipe?

A: If you're used to cooking
strictly by recipes, adapting them
may seem difficult but isn’t really
hard to do. Start with your usual
recipe for a stew or casserole and
see how much meat, chicken, or
seafood it contains. All you need is
two or three ounces per person. If
the recipe lists more than that, just
reduce the amount. If the dish con-

Some
think that parents saving when and how
things will be done fail 10 help kids
develop initiative and planning skills.
In contrast, another expert (Lay)
believes that procrastinators simply
have a different level of conscientions-
ness than most folks, i.e., “They think
and act in terms of “wishes and dreams’
while non-procrastinators focus on
‘oughts and obligations’...neurotically
disorganized in their thinking...making
them forgetful and less likely to plan
well" Still yet another writer perceived
procrastination as & bad habit with two
causes: (1) “crooked thinking' to justi-
fy behaviors with major issues in
delaying tactics of perfectionism, inad-
equacy, and discomfort; and (2) avoid-
ing tasks reinforces procrastination
which makes it harder fo get things
going with the person being stuck by
not knowing what to do and not the
lack of desire.

Several remedies have been sug-
gested 1o counteract procrastination.
Rational Self-Talk: Write down all your
excuses and challenge the faulty rea-
soning behind each one, along with
your realistic thoughts. For example,
“I’m not in the mood right now™ versus
“Mood doesn’t do my work, actions
do.” Positive Self-Statements: Include
self-motivating staterments into your
thoughts, such as “There’s no time like
the present.” Don't Catastrophe;
Accepting that you will fail or you are
no good will only create fear that will
hinder you. Focus on what you can do
now to reach your goal. Design Clear
Goals: Be specific about what you
want and what needs to be done. Keep
your sights within reason and not too
big so that you are (00 scared to begin.
Set Priorities: Write what you need to
do in the order of importance. Then,,
start at the top and work down.
Partialize the Tasks: Break big tasks
down into smaller ones that can be
managed without significant difficul-
ties. This is especially good for
unpleasant jobs. Get Organized. Have
materials ready with a dailv schedule.
Make realistic lists of tasks by the day
and the week. It is a great feeling when
you can check them off. Take a Stand:
Commit yourself to completing the
task—makea contract with yourself
and/or tell someone that you are going
to do it. Use Prompts: Keep written
reminders in a conspicious place, such
as the good ole refrigerator, mirror, or
car dashboard. The more we remen:-
ber, the greater the likelihood we'll fol-
low through with our plans. Reward
Yourself: Self-reinforcement has a big
impact on developing a “do it now”
attitude—celebrate, smile, and allow
yourself to enjoy a job well done. Don't
put down your accomplishments. Now,
go ahead. get started——NOW!

Now that we know what we have,
do we want to change? The good news.
is that procrastinators can change, no
matter what the foundation was—if
they change the way they think. For
one sure thing, you are going (o feel
better about yourself,

tains dried beans that are good sources
of the protein and key minerals meat
provides, you can reduce the meat
even further or omit it completely.
Increase the volume of vegetables to
compensate for the amount of meat
eliminated. If the recipe calls for a few
vegetables, you can add one or two
more kinds for better variely.

Q: Does the vegetable called
“broceoli rabe” have all the nutri-
tion of regular broccoli?

A: Although it’s relatively uncom-
mon in the U.S broccoli rabe is very
popular in Italy and China. Part of the
eruciferous family that includes broe-
coli, cauliflower and Brussels sprouts,
broceoli rabe has green leaves and thin,
firm stems. It contains more leaves
than regular broccoli and, instead of a
head of florets, it has scattered clusters
of tiny broccoli-like buds. Like regular
broceoli. it is low in calories and an
excellent source of vitamin C. but has
more beta-carotene. It provides phyto-
chemicals known as indoles that seem
1o fight breast cancer. Broccoli rabe
also contains isothiocyanates, sub-
stances that stimulate enzymes 10
detoxify carcinogens before they ‘can
begin the cancer process. Because it
has & much stronger flavor than its
more familiar cousin, broccoli rabe is
best added to pasta or potato dishes, or
served lightly sauteed in a litde olive
oil for a side dish.
