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Fatal fire renews controvers

City denies union’s accusations

The ashes of a fatal house [ire
in Prestonsburg are the latest bat
tleground in the' ongoing dispute
between city officials. and the
unon representng the communi-
ty’s firefighters.

A Prestonsburg man lost s
life: in the weekend blaze, which
was caused; according the
Prestonsburg Fire Department, by
an electric blanket catching fire;

Al approximately 5 am:
Sunday, the fire broke out at a res-
idence on South Highland Avenue
belonging to James and Carrie

Howell.

. At the time of the fire, the cou-
ple’s three grandchildren were
with them. James Howell died in
the fire, but not before he man-
aged to-get his family to safety,

Gladea Spradlin, neighbor and
close friend to the Howells,
explained that James Howell's
fumily made attempts to get him
out of the home after they were
safe from the fire.

“l was asleep when it began,
There were twao fire trucks outside
when 1 woke up.” Spradlin
explained. “After the fire 1. saw
Carrie up 4t the neighbors and she
wiis preity shook up. Her and her

grandchildren had tried to get him
out, but couldn’t.”

James Howell's body was
found near the living room nearly
I8 feet from the front door.

Yames Howell, who, according
to Spradlin, was crippled with
arthritis and used a walker for
agsistance, helped get his family
members oul of the house and 10
safety.

The incident marks the second
fatal fire in Prestonsburg ity less
than a month, leaving three peo-
ple dead, and some are question-
ing whether the timing of the
fatalities shares-more than coingci-
dence with a recent restructuring
of the city’s emergency services.

Conway said the plan will not
work if éveryone doesn't partici-
pate. He said about 78 percent of
all Kentuckians already have
curbside garbage collection, but
there are still illegal dumps and
roadside litter dirtying up' the
Commonwealth.

He said if Kentucky officials
are going 1o tackle the problem
on a statewide level, they have to
address it on countywide level
also,

Patton unveiled his statewide
comprehensive plan last week. It
focuses on universal curbside
garbage callection, promoting
education and eliminating ilegal
dumps.

Burke also spoke openly
about some of the changes that
have heen made ta the fire depart
ment in recent months.

“Since the changes the mayor
has inade, we pray every day that
we're not going 1o lose a fire-
fighter.” Burke said. “It's a telling
fact that the city of Prestonsburg
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hasn't had a fatality due to fire in
quite some time and now you
have three in a little over a month,
As a matterof fact, we're looking
to see if it would be appropriate
to file a complaint against the
city.”

Included in some of the
changes that Burke commenied
on was the the removal of three
senior firefighters this past fall, In
November three certified fire-
fighters — Kenneth Crisp,
Michael Mays and William
Callihan — were laid off from the
Prestonsburg  Fire Department.
The layoff came as a balancing
move in response to the city’s
closure of its ambulance service.

These same three firefighters,
very soon after, applied for posi-
tions as volunteers but the issue
was fabled with no dissuasion
being made;

“We have more
now then we did before,”
Prestonsburg Mayor Jerry Fannin
responded. “We now have 24
firefighters as opposed to 14, If
we’'d had a hundred firefighters
on the seene when we arrived, we
couldn’t have saved Mr. Howell's
life. We're not responsible for
this man’s electric blanket catch-
ing fire. We went and did our job.
The changes made had nothing to
do with what happened at South
Highlands.”

Prestonsburg  Fire Marshal
Larry Adams also defended the
fire department’s response.

“In a small town like this, we
don't have the manpower we'd
like, but it had nothing to do with
this man’s death.” Adams said.
“To say that we've had no fatali-
ties due fo fires 1n the last 20
yedrs shows an ignorance of the
history of this department on the
part of whoever said it.”

Adams commented further
that the police officer at the scene
was George Tussey. He explained

However, Hicks alleges that
when he attempted to return o
his job for the spring 2000
semester; he was told he could
not because the school board
had accepted his resignation.
Hicks alleges that the dis-
crimination complaint he filed
in April 2000 was never ade-

. improperly dismissed on June

12. 2000.

Hicks also alleges that the
school board unfairly rejected
his attempts to draw unemploy-
ment compensation, a decision
he later successfully appealed
to the state Division of
Unemployment Insurance.

| In his five-count complaint,
Hicks alleges that the school
board violated civil nghts laws
and its own discrimination pol-
icy by giving preferential treat-
ment to the female special edu-
cation teacher, created a hostile
work environment, and denied
him equal treatment under the

AVOIDING A SPLIT

Wood tends to spiit batween the
grain when penefrated by a nail. To
minimize splitting, i always helps to
drill a pilot hole through the wood
board, This is almost a necessity for
hardwoods, Before driving the nail, be
sure to biunt its tp.

Bush is pushing the church-state envelope — com-
mendably in this case — because it’s worth adding new
tactics, backed by financial resources, to attacks on
social problems. This course requires some nimble foot-
work, however, to avoid religion-government entangle-
ment.

Churches don’t provide places for worship; almost all
the nations congregations engage in some sort of social
service. These activities may be small in scope — for
example, helping to clothe, feed or shelter a few needy
members. Or, they may be programs that serve thou-
sands.

Bush feels government ought to partner with these
programs, big and small. His strategy is three-pronged:
Find and destroy needless governmental barriers to
church-based programs that serve the poor. Use the tax
code to spur more private donations to community pro-
grams. One possible way: permit the 80 million taxpay-

ers who use the short form to deduct their charitable
contributions, Initiate pilot projects to test ways church-
based programs can expand their involvement in solving
social problems with the help of federal funds.
Removing bureaucratic barriers makes sense, providing
church-state conflict can be avoided, But it may not be
easy.

For instance, Bush would award grants to faith-based
groups to put prison inmates soon to be released on the
path to reform. Nobody can quarrel with that. But when
churches preach reform, they often want to remake the
whole person — body, mind and spirit. Sessions with
inmates could feature liberal references to the soul, to
God, to the Bible, to salvation and to other elements of a
religion. Such sessions may indeed suit a prison setting,
But should government bankroll proselytizers?

In seeking to pour more resources into solving social
problems, Bush is taking the nation right up to the
church-state barrier — a fine impulse, providing he does
not take America across it.

Eastern Kentucky's economy is like a
three-legged stool.

A three-legged stool must have bal-
ance in order to function effectively. So
too must a region’s economy. There must
be balance in order for long-term prosper-
ity to grow and thrive.

An economy propped up on only one
or two legs is inherently unstable.

We in Eastern Kentucky have expern-
enced the consequences of a narrowly
based economy. an economy in our com-
munities heavily weighted toward a few
coal mines or a textitle plant.

If there is a downturn in these indus-
tries, our economy tilts and falls.

Miny have recommended one course
of action or another as a remedy for our
region’s economic malady:

B Some say we muslt aggressively
recruit new business facilities from out-
side our region.

B Others say we must do everything
possible to encourage and help our exist-
ing businesses.

W Still others say we must stimulate
the entrepreneurial spirit in our citizens (o
spawn new business opportunities.

All of these positions have impacted
our economy. But they miss the overall
goal of balancing our economy. The cor-
rect answer, I would submit, is to equally
emphasize all thre¢ approaches:

B Many of our Eastern Kentucky com-

munities are virtually without a manufac-
turing base. Recruitment of strong com-
panies with good long-term markets for
their products is desirable, if not essential,

B When local businesses sell their
products lo customers outside of our
region, they bringnew, much-needed rev-
entes intooour communities and our
households—instead of just re-circulating
the money already here, We must encour-
age our businesses by directing them fo
sources of technical, regulatory and
financial assistance, and to other busi-
nesses in the region that may partner with
them.

B Finally. we must work with our own
people (including our youth) to unlock
their creative and entrepreneurial talents.
We must let these falents work for the
benefit of our economy, not the
economies of Dewoit, Cincinnati,

Cleveland, or even Louisyille\ and
Lexington.

Yes. our regional economy needs help.
The help it eries out for is balance. A bal-
anced approach that welcomes, indeed
entices, new businesses from outside, but
equally nurtures its own to plant roots and
Zrow.

This is our challenge as we move into
the new century.

Chandler announces bill
to toughen ‘no call’ list

Attorney  General Ben
Chandler announced Thursday
his support for a bill that would
give Kentuckians the ability to
protect  themselves from
unwanted telemarketing calls.
The bill's primary sponsor is
Representative Jack Coleman of
Burgin,

“An endless number of tele-
marketing companies are mak-
ing annoying and sometimes
fraudulent calls into the privacy
of our homes,” Chandler said.
“And these callers are usually
trying to sell us goods and ser-
vices that we don’t want and
haven't requested.”

Chandler first tried to solve
this problem during the 1998
General Assembly by proposing
the creation of a telemarketing
*No Call™ list to be maintained
by the Attorney General's
Office.

“However, the bill was
watered down in the Senate to
include 22 loopholes, which
means 95 percent of telemar-
keters don’t have to comply with
the ‘No Call” list,” Chandier
said. “But the people of
Kentucky still liked the idea of a
‘No Call" list. Over 55,000
Kentuckians from all 120 coun-
ties have put their names on the
list. A 1999 University of
Kentucky survey found that 80
percent of Kentuckians believe
that telemarketing calls are
annoying and intrusive.

“Even though Kentucky was
one of the first of 10 states to
enact a slate-maintained '‘No
Call” list, Kentucky has the sec-
ond-highest number of exemp-
tions and the lowest number of
telemarketers using the hist. In
other words, our current law has
S0 many loopholes that it stops
only a few telemarketing calls.
The bill we are proposing today
would greatly increase the num-

al consumer education and liti-
gation.

“Many Kentucky citizens
sunply cannot afford drug costs
today,” Chandler said. A
“Skyrocketing  drug  costs
endanger the health of every-
one, but especially those on
fixed incomes. We will continte
to be vigilant to detect and pre-
vent illegal practices which
affect not only the finances but
the health of consumers.”

Under the terms of the settle-
ment, Kentucky consumers will
be receiving §1.3 million
refunded through the third-party
claims administrator; $447,000
will go to state agencies with
the bulk going to the state
Medicaid program, and
$310.000 goes to reimburse the
Attomey General’s Office for
costs and fees and for consumer
education and litigation pro-
grams.

Attorney General Chandler
has proposed that the $310,000
his office will receive be placed
in a special trust fund for the
perpetuil care of three large his-
toric cemeteries in Louisville as
part of a plan announced on
January 11. Under the plan,
money designated by the
Attorney General must be
approved by the Legislature,
The plan has already received
the endorsement of many local
Louisville and Jefferson County
officials.

“Telemarketing fraud
amounts to over $40 billion per
year nationally, And since
seniors are often targeted, they
are particularly vulnerable. The
bill would also create a ‘Zero
Call’ list for persons over 70
years old so they could stop all
telemarketing calls. And under
this bill, more telemarketers
would be prohibited from
engaging in unfair tefemarketing
practices, such as blocking
Caller ID, giving false names
and using obscene or threaten-
ing language. The bill also pro-
vides for both civil and criminal

But our ‘No
Call” list with its 22 loopholes is
not government for the people.
It’s govermment for the special
interests and lobbyists. If we are
in fact a goyernment for the peo-
ple, we must give the people of
this state, at long last, the right
to protect themselves from
annoying and fraudulent tele-
marketing phone cafls.”

A report on 1999-2000 school-
year safety violations by student
age, gender, race and locale may
not have many surprises, but ana-
lysts believe it can be a starting
point for local school leaders to
evaluate their discipline policies
and practices.

The report, by the Center for
School Safety — a data collec-
tion, resource and training consor-
tium located at Eastern Kentucky
University - was released Feb. 6 at
a meeting of the Kentucky Board

Kentucky (36.4 per 1,000 elemen-
tary students in Region 8 dis-
tricts), it is rare in schools in cen-
tral Kentucky (0.7 in Region 5)
and nonexistent in districts in
northern Kenfucky and Jefferson
County.

“For example, 1 don’t think
anyone will be shocked that our
analysis found more suspensions,
expulsions and alternative educa-
tion placements for middle and
high school students than with
elementary graders,” he said,

“Furthermore, it's not surprising
that older kids are less likely to be
paddled as a form of discipline.

“Nor is it startling that boys
tend fo test, bend or break the
rules, and face the consequences,
more frequently than do girls.”
Akers continued. “If we had simi-
lar statistics from 20 years ago, |
think this is an area that wouldn’t
have changed much.”

However, he does believe
other aspects of the report may
merit a close examination by’
school and district administrators.

“If I'm in charge of a school
where one race or gender is statis-
tically more likely to be violators
of school rules," said Akers, him-
self a retired principal, “then that's
an area at which my school man-
agement team needs to take a hard
look. There may be solid reasons
to examine the rules, such as, if all

Kids understand what's expected
of them and what are the conse-
quences for breaking the rules.

“I've always favored a prior
notification process that clearly
spells,out to students and parents
the school’s standards and expec-
tations about student conduct,” he
said. I would wonder if these
effarts could be improved.”

At the same time, the pumbers
may signal an important connec-
tion between a positive school cli-
mate — charactenized by safety,
respect and cooperation — and
stronger academic performances.

“Although our analysis found
no correlation suggesting that
high numbers of rules violations
equale to a greater percentage of
law breakers, we did find a
promising correlation between
schools with fewer rule violations
and schools with higher atten-
dance and better test scores,” he
said.

“It may be a no-brainer; but it
appears that efforts t0 make your
school safer alse can produce a
stronger academic climate,” he

said. "And the other side of the
com also seems 10 be true ... that
gelting  your students more
focused on their studies may aid
in creating a safer school."

In December 2000, the center
refeased its first statistical report
on the 1999-2000 Kentucky
school year, showing major
declines in acts of violence
against students and related disci-
plinary actions statewide and by
region.

Later this month, the center
will release its third and final
1999-2000 report, comparing
individual school districts by
types of violations and discipli-
nury actions:

The Floyd County School District is comprised of three P-8 schools, four Pl-grade 5 schools, two Pl-grade 6
schools, one grade 7-8 school; two grade 6-8 schools, four high schools, an alternative school, and the Floyd
County Area Technical School. The district curriculum has been aligned to the Kentucky Program of Studies and
the core content for the Kentucky Core Content Test. The district staft includes 512 certified and 758 classified
employees. There are 16 Family/Youth Service Centers that provide additional support to students and families.
The staff is dedicated to an ongoing effort for school improvement,

How Our District Ensures Educational Equity

Our district strives to offer all students, repardless of race, gender, religion, ethnicity, disability or socio-econom-
ic status, an opportunity to succeed through equitable funding and instructional practices. Student progress is ana-
lyzed for disparity among student populations, Student progress is measured by the state assessment in the core
content areas as well as teacher made tests and special assessments such as the ACT tests (secondary). Additional
information is obtained through assessments for programs such as Accelerated Reader and Project Read.

The effort to ensure educational equity for all students is monitored through analysis of disaggregated assessment
data, ESS (Extended School Services), gifted and talented seryices, special education services, and student
participation in extra curricular activities.

How Our Students Perform

Kentucky uses the Commonwealth Accountability Testmg System (CATS) to hold schools accountable for student progress. CATS has three parts:
the Kentueky Core Content Tests, the national Comprehensive Test of Basic Skills (CTBS/5), and other measures of the school's perfommance,
including attendance, retention and dropout rates. Together these three elements make up our schools’ CATS Performance Scores for every {wo-year

peniod.

Kentucky Core Content Tests _ :
These tests measure the ability of our students fo use knowledge in each subject. Kentucky's tests rate student performance using rgur categories:
Novice, Apprentice, Proficient, and Distinguished. These categories translate inlo a scale of’ 0-140, with 100 being considered proficient. The state
goal for all schools is 100 by the year 2014, This chart compares our school's performance; including academi¢ indices and the' percent of our stidents
scoring novice, apprentice, proficient and distinguished (P/D), with all the schools in our district and all the schools in Kentucky.

State officials debate
shortfall fixes

A nse in the number of
Medicaid participants and a
decrease in the amount of
money the program s getting
from the federal government
could leave Kentucky's
Medicaid program with a $118
million shortfall this year and a
more than $230 million shortfatl
in 2002, Secretary of the Cabinet
for Health Services Jimmy D.
Helion told Jawmakers last
week.

Helton and Budget Director
Jim Ramsey met with the Joint
Interim Health and Welfare
Commitiee and discussed the
problems Kentucky’s Medicaid
program 1s facing.

The 3118 million projected
shortfall is a about 3.7 percent of
the total Medicaid Budger for
2001,

“If we werc running a big
corporation and we were off
about 3.5 percent on our budget
we wouldn't worry too much
about " Helton said. “"But
when yeu're talking about 4 $3
billion budget, that’s big bucks."

This year the stale is expect-
ing about 32,000 new partici-
pants in its Medicaid program.
Last year when the budget was
created, it only anticipated about
19,000, Ramsey said,

Ramsey said the state has
advertised heavily for partici-
pants in the Kentucky Children
Health Insurance Program, or
KCHIP. When it did that, sever-
al children and parents who
were eligible for Medicaid were
also discovered,

Those exira people coupled
with longer life expeoctancies
and more costly technology has
caused the price tag on the
Commonwealth's Medicaid pro-
gram (o soar,

Those problems may com-
pound the following year
because the state’s economy is
improving. Federal Medicaid
funding s tied 10 each stale's
economy, and with Kentucky's
improvements; the federal gov-

ernment is preparing to shghtly
cut its funding, Ramsey said.

Now, the state receives a
70.67 percent match from the
federal government. Bul that
number will drop 1o 69.94 per-
cent, Helton sdid. And while that
15 less than & one percent cut, it
translates (o approximately $37
million the state won't get in
2002, Helton said.

Helton said there are four
basic ways to reduce Medicaid
costs: Reduce provider reim-
bursements, reduce or eliminate
recipient groups, reduce or elim-
inate services and management
mitiatives.

“It's painful for us to run a
Medicaid program and even
consider one of the first three,”
he said. "Bul they are. rh{. only
options available o s’

Helton said no decision has
been made on how (o get the
costs down. He showed the leg-
islators  severnl  different
Medicaid categories and haw
many people participate in ‘each
one, but he said that hé was not
making any suggestions on
where to cut.

“1 wouldnt want o put any-
thing into public view until a
decision has been made,” he
saud,

Chair of the commiltee. Sen.
Julie Rose Denton, R-Lowsville,
wanted those oplions (o be made
public for discussion. She asked
thu the General Assembly and
members of that committee be
involved in the decision making
process aboul such an important
15Sue,

She said she doesn’t want the
General Assembly to be “spoon-
fed" what the administration
thinks are the best answers Lo
this problem, but instead she
wants to see some of the possi-
ble options and be able to make
an informed decision.

Many of the legislators said
they did not want to reduce ser-
vices for the people who need
them. Some suggested using a
poruon of the state’s obacco
seftlement money, or dipping
imto the “rainy day fund” to

make sure that cuts don't have to
happen.

But Ramsey cautioned about
using one-time money that
would not fix the real problem
the state is facing.

“Even if we had a magic
wand and could solve those
problems for ‘01 and ‘02, we
would still have a problem in ‘03
and '04,” Ramsey said.

Lawmakers also voiced wor-
ries that reducing payments or

services would hurt not only the' !

people who use Medicaid, but
everyone in Kentucky.

Sen, Daniel Mongiardo, who
is the chiefl of staff at Hazard
Regional Medical Center, said
that the health care industry is a
very major part of the economy.
By reducing the amount of
money that is going into it, the
state could acwually hurt the
whole economy.

“It looks to me that we are
taking a very simple route 1o a
very complex problem,” said
Mongiardo, D-Hazard.

Helton and Ramsey said state
officials should be prepared to
show legislators some optional
ways to cut the costs in about
two weeks.

“We're looking for every
miracie we can find," Ramsey
said. “We're being as creative as
we can be."

Proper care of diabetes
is essential, because no known
cure exists. Complications, such
as blindness. heart or Kidney
failure and obesity can be
reduced with good dietary man-
agement.

body uses glucose and insulin.

Insulin is
secreted from a small gland
behind the stomach called the
pancreas.

They must leam how to
balunce food intake, exercise
regularly and control the amount

Carbohydrate, The percent-
age of calories that are supplied
from carbohydrates must be
determined with the cooperation
of a health-care team, The per-
centage will depend on food
preferences and blood glucose
and lipid levels goals. It is
important o keep the total
amount of carbohydrate consis-
tent, Receni research indicates
that the amount of carbohy-
drates is what affects the blood
glucose level. not the type of
carbohydrates (simple vs. com-
plex). Complex carbohydrates
offer more nutritional value than
simple carbohydrates, so should
make up the bulk of carbohy-
drates consumed.

Protein. If an individual does
not have signs of kidney dis-
ease, 10 to 20 percent of calories
should come from protein. This
is also the recommended level
for the average healthy individ-
val. If kidney disease develops,
a maximum protein intake of .08
grams of protein per kilogram of
body weight per day is recom-
mended.

Fat. The health-care team
can determine the amount of fat
needed in & meal plan. The
amount will depend on weight,
blood glucose and blood lipid
goals, and overall health, No
more than 10 percent of calories
in a diet should come from satu-
rated fat. The Dietary
Guidelines for Americans
(which applies o all adults) rec-
ommends that no more than 30
percent of calories should come
from total fat.

Cholesterol. Less than 300
milligrams of cholesterol per
day is recommended.

Fiber. The recommended
daily fiber consumption is the
same as for the general popula-
tion, between 20 to 35 grams of
fiber from a wide variety of food
SOUTCes.

Sugar. Scientific evidence
has shown that the use of
sucrose (table sugar) as a part of
a meal plan does pot hurt blood
glucose control in people with
Type 1 or Type 11 diabetes. Other
sugars, such as corn syrup, or
sugar-containing desserts or
foods need to be substituted for
other foods, and not merely
added to a meal plan
Remember that many foods con-
taining sugar may also contain a
high level of fat.

In Good hands?

What would you do in the following simation; while driving home
from work, a drunk driver runs a red light and hits your car. Luckily, the
damage is not catastsophic—though vour car is damaged, your injuries
are not immediately life-threatening.

Several days later, vou get o call from the drunk drver's insurance
company. The company representative empathizes with your situation,
She tells you that she would like to be your situation, She tells you that
she would like to be your advocale.

The next day you recerve two items in the mail. The first is a letter
from the other driver's insurance company: saying that it considers you a
customer, and “promises” to conduct a fair investigation of the claim,

The second is a brochure entitled “Do | Need an Attorney?” which tell
vou that people who settle insurance claims without an attomey general-
ly do sa more quickly than those who have hired one.

So whar would you do in this situation? Would you hire an attorney?

Muny consumers who have gone through this process with a national
insurance company did not. And that has many state legal and insuranee
officials concemed. In fact, the company—Allstate Insurance—has been
investigated for fraud and unauthorized practice of law in af feast 13
stales.

Why? Attorney general, insurance commissioners, and state bar
assoclations in these states believe there are several
problems with Alistate’s non-policyholder contacts:

B First, officials are concemed that Allstate may be establishing con-
tact with injured dnvers without disclosing that the company has an
adversarial relatonship with the injured person. In other words, insurance
companies, representing af-fault drivers have little incentive (o protect the
interests of those mjured by their clieni. By not revealing this, some
helieve that Allstate §s taking unfair advantage.

B Sccond. officials are concemed that Adlstate is presenting incom-
plete information about the benefits of hiring an attomney. For instance,
even though documents obtained for court proceedings show that Allstate
knew that injured clamants who rétain attomeys generally receive settle-
ments two to three tmes the mmount of those without attomeys, Allstate
never mentions this fact in the Do [ Need an Attomey™ brochure.

B Third, some worry that by offering to advocate for those injured by
their client, Allstate representatives are practicing law without a license.
Attorneys must prove their legal knowledge by passing their state's bar
exam, and their public end professional behavior is regulated by state
bars, Insurance company representatives, on the other hand, may know
litde about the law.

In several states such as New York, South Caroling and Vermont,
Allstate has agreed to modify the way it communicates with non-policy~
holders. In other states, negotiations over Allstate’s customer pledge and
“Do I'Need an Attomey ™ brochure are ongoing.

So what should you do if you gre faced with & situation like the one
described above? That is entirely up to you. But whatever decision you
make, be sure it is tharoughly researched and well considered. You have
nghts, and attorneys can protect those nghts. Make sure your consumer
decisions help keep your family and their rights safe.
