When r wa~ growing up in 
the 19-lOs. there wasn't a Lree or 
a rock on any htll m Muddy 
Branch that hadn't been 
explored thoroughly. as all the 
boys in the neighborhood ran 
them ragged playing cowboys 
and Indians. 

I guess that during that peri­
od I owned every type of cap 
buster the toymakcrs made. On 
top of thaL for a period of eight 
or 10 years, 1 didn't miss a 
Saturday matinee, and probably 
saw every Gene Autry and Roy 
Rogers movie ever made. Of 
course. I also bad the chance to 
see the latest efforts of Rocky 
Lane, Lash Larue and the 
Durango Kid. Consequently, I 
spent many hours practtcing my 
quick dra\\. 

It's little wonder. then. that as 
1 grew up. my favorite novelist 
became the late Louis L' Amour. 
Of course. I had to put him aside 
for a fev. year.; as I read 
Chaucer, Spenser and 
Shakespeare. but as soon as I 
had time to read for my own 
pleasure, L' Amour was my 
man. 

Although <;Orne of the stories 
stress strong famil} ties. what 
with the Sackett brothers and 
all, most of his heroes are 
strong, self-suffictent loners. 
What's really ironic. though, 
after all these yt:ars. is the real­
ization that. although modern 
man, myself included. would 
truly like to think of ourselve..s as 
being that way, we're noL 

Where a L' Amour character 
could shape his own destiny 
simply by developing physical 
and mental toughness and hav­
ing the courage to act upon the 
dictates of his consc1ence, mod­
em man has become so depen­
dent upon others that precious 
few choice!> can be made that do 
not affect dozens of other poo­
ple. 

Now. rm not saying this is 
wrong or anything. but it sure 
makes one wonder about what 
we'd do if suddenly we couldn't 
dep.!nd on others anymore. 

I mean, when one of 
L' Amour's he~ got hungry. 
he'd simply shoot and masl a 
jack rabbit. a rauJe snake or a 
prarie chicken. For some rea­
son, l have difficulty relating to 
such an experience when I order 
up a bucket of Kentuck-y Fried, 
extra crisp. 

So. even though I still read 
L' Amour and enjoy vicariously 
the adventures of his indepen­
dent young heroes, I'm afraid I 
could never have been one. 

But. then again, I doubt seri­
ously that one of L' Amour's 
characters could survive in 
2001.

AP Writer Lauded 
Governor Introduces 
Speaker at Wayland

Waylancl, Ky., May 31-Paul Jordan. 
Associated Press corrl.!spondent ;H Frankfort. 
Tuesday night became lhe first high-school com­
mencement sp0aker to be introduced by a 

Kentucky governor. 
Governor Combs made a :.pecial plane trip 

from Frankfort for the commencement at 
Wayland High School. 

Mrs. Combs. who also attended Wayland 
High, was present at the ceremonies. 

'There is as much opportunity in Floyd 
County and Eastern Kentucky as in the whole 
world." Combs told about 550 persons. 

''Don't look to the far horizons, look right 
here. Paul Jordan did it. You can. too. You can 
become a famous newspapennan or even a gov­
ernor.'' 

The Governor. whose home is in Floyd 
County. called Jordan a credit to the profession of 
joumalic;m. 

CaJis Jordan fmpartial Reporter 
"Although he has been my friend for years he 

never has p~!nnitted that friendship to interefere 
with his devotion to duty. which calls for report­
ing the news objectively and impartially in keep­
ing with the high principles of The Associated 
Press and the profession that great organization 
serves. 

"He (Jordan) has provided dramatic proof of 
the opportunities which await this graduating 
class." 

Jordan, a 1943 graduate of Wayland. told the 
graduates: 

''You will find the world waiting--even eager, 
to help you. But there is one catch-you must 
show that you are eager and sincere in wanting 
the help of others, that you desire to profit from 
the experience and knowledge of those around 
you:· 

He said graduates should give close attention 
to human relations in addition to their talents and 
ambitions. 

Jordan was the first alumnus of Wayland to 
return to make a commencement speech. A 
spokesman at the State Department of Public 
Relations at Frankfort satd no Kentuck.> governor 
ever has introduced a high-school-commence­
ment speaker-and possibly not even a college 
commencemenl speaker.

A month or so later, I learned that I would 

make my first trip to the West Coast in micf-. 
July-that is. on AP business.

the Commodore Hotel. 

The hotel amb1ance may have fallen far short 
of lavish. but the hospitality sutte flowed like 
Ntagara with all types of bourbon, Scotch. gin 
and vodka-thanks in pan to the generosity of 
the George brothers from Lebanon, Kentucky, 
Hyleme and Phillip.

Kennedy won impressively 
on the first ballot by the vote of W]:oming-the 
tirst Roman Catholic to be nominated for presi 
dent since AI Smith in the 1920s. The Kentucky 
delegat1on gave Johnson virtually all of its 
voles-25-plus, with Chandler giving his haJf­
votc to Kennedy.

Who would Kennedy choose 
as a vice presidential running 
mate'? We' ll see. 

The Kentucky delegates may 
have f:wor~d a southerner for 
president. but they declined to 
join II othl!r southern states in 
repudiating the civtl rights plank 
in the Democratic platfonn: the 
platform. .,.. hich embraced the 
pany\ guiding prinl·iple)> for the 
ne'l.t four years. \\ ould b~: adopt­
ed even though that one issue 
rankled southerners on the 
whole. 

Essentially, the controversial 
issue endorsed by indirection 
the sir-in demonstrations in the 
South; called authorities to sub­
mit plans for at least firsH>tep 
compliance with the U.S. 
Supreme Court school-integra­
tion order by I 963, and sub­
scribed to the Federal Fair 
Employment Practtces 
Commission program. 

Go" Combs said the dissi­
dent southern states had asked 

his border state to JOin with 
them in disavowing the civil 
rights proposal. ''But. as chair­
man, I declined to do so." he 
said, .. And l believe my action 
reflects the majority of feeling 
among our delegates. · 

Earlier on that Tuesday, July 
12. Combs reassured his dele­
gares that he still favored LBJ 
for nomination tor president. He 
would poll them. he said, on 
their personal choices before 
convention balloting started the 
next evening (Wednesday). 

As all of us expected, it was 
evident that Kennedy would win 
the nomination easily. Thus, like 
most of the 4.500 delegates 
crammed into the Sport.c: Arena. 
the 62 Kentucky delegates 
switched their interest to the 
vice presidency. Most frequent· 
ly mentiOned were Sen Sn1art 
Syminalon of Missouri and Sen. 
Henry {Scoop) Jackson of 
wa~hington. 

That Tuesday evening. Adlai 
Stevenson- two-time loser to 
the popuJar "rke''--entered the 
convention hall amid a mighty 
roar from delegates and audi­
ence. He was almost mobbed by 
the crowd. this smiling intellec­
tual whose timing was unfortu-
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nate for the winning ways of 
political fortunes . He complete­
ly disrupted the business at 
hand-and loved it. 

Florida GO\. Leroy Colhns. 
chainnnn. rapped once for order 
then gave up whtle the band 
played and the crowd roaret.l to a 
crescendo. Adla1 was the first of 
prestdential aspirants to arrive 
there Many t:hanted, "We wan1 
Stevenson;' and his banners 
appeared everywhere. 

Collins tried to restore 
order-no way. Another cheer 
erupted when Colltns 
announced that Stevenson and 
Eleanor Roosevelt were being 
escorted to the speaker's plat­
form. 

The former first lady, 
applauding in unt~on with all. 
was 3 veteran-diehard 
Stevenson backer (at a distance 
later. I saw Mrs. Roosevelt come 
out of the convention hall in a 
wheelchair: all I could think 
was-what a great lady!) 

Appearing on the forum. 
Stevenson gave that familiar 
wave, and told the cheering 
multitudes: 

"I won't attempt, Mr. 
Chatnnan. to tell you how grate­
ful I am for this tumultuous and 

moving welcome to the 1960 
convention. However, 1 have an 
ob~ervation: After getting in and 
out of the Biltmore Hotel I've 
decided l know whom you will 
nominate ... It will be the last sur­
vivor 

The demontration lasted 20 
minutes. 

Still the question: Who 
would run with Kennedy? 

Speculation focused on U.S 
Sen. Stuart Symington of 
Missouri. And the Kentucky 
delegation had leaned in that 
diret:tion before meeting with 
Kennedy the next day. Earlier in 
the day, the Kentuckians had 
endorsed the Missouri senator in 
a caucus. never believing the 
powerful Texas senator would 
accept second billing. 

But he did accept the vice 
presidential nomination. which 
stunned Combs and the others. I 
kidded the governor about being 
for Symington rather than 
Johnson as a running mate. "Uh. 
that was just a smokescreen." he 
smiled. slyly. 

Their private meeting with 
the Kennedys-Jack and 
Robert-at the Biltmore Hotel 
was infonnal, orderly and con­
genial. The nominee. looktng 
natty in a blue suit. smiled 
hroadly and urged Comh& sup­
pan of his border state (mosr of 
the southern states had voted for 
Johnson). 

''I realize we have some 
problem" in Kentucky, and r 
would appreciate your help," 
Kennedy told Combs. The gov­
ernor said his state would start 
campa•gnmg early toward 
ensuring a Democratic victory 
in the South. 

Of course, Kennedv went on 
to defeat Richard Nixon in a 
close showdown. 

My most vivid memory of 
the convention. with history 
swirling around me everywhere. 
wa-; the following: 

As the roll call of slates pro­
ceeded. Clements and the other 
Kentuckians showed strongly 
their exultation as Johnson won 
another southern state.

Boxelder bugs you find in 
spring are those which survived the winter. per­
haps in your house. and will soon die of ''old 
age:· In fall, you can probably expect another 
mvasion of the next generation of boxelder bugs. 

If you have a severe problem with boxelder 
bugs every year. and feel you just don· t want to 
tolerate them, you may want to cons1der removal 
of the female box elder trees Male trees do not 
amact these bugs. and when boxelder trees are 
planted. males should be selected. You can dis­
tinguish between male and female trees in spring 
and fall. In spring. both have blossoms, but blos­
soms of male trees are corymbs (upright. small, 
wil11 a branching dfect similar to that of an 
umbrella): blossoms of female trees are racemes 
(long and slender, hanging down), In fall, only 
the female trees producecseeds. the type called 
samara or keys. similar in appearance to the 
prured "whirlybird" seeds of maple. The clusters 
of seeds on female trees remain attached in win­
ter.

won't spur any rush to 
develop new safety equip­
ment such as neck braces. 
special seat harnesses, or 
softer walls. 

Earnhardt died sudden­
ly from massive head and 
neck inJuries when his 
black No. 3 slammed into 
the outer turn four wall on 
the last lap of Sunday's 
Daytona 500. 

His death was the 
fourth NASCAR fataHty in 
nine months and it raised 
questions among racing 
fans if the governing orga­
nization was doing enough 
to promote safety among 
its drivers. 

At a news conference 
Monday. NASCAR presi­
dent Mike Helton made it 
clear that NASCAR won't 
speed up its search for new

One of the pieces of 
safety equipment some 
drivers use is HANS. or a 

specially designed head 
and neck support that is 
designed to limit extreme 
movements of either side­
to-side or fTont-to-back 
movements of the head 
and neck during hard 
crashes 

Dr. Steve Bohannon. an 
Emergency Room physi­
cian. who attended 
Earnhardt at the track, said 
there was no way of know­
ing if the HANS device 
would have saved his life. 
An autopsy Monday morn­
ing was inconclusive. 

NASCAR does make 
the HANS device avail­
able to drivers. On Sunday 
six dri\ers were wearing 
them. while there were 21 
more available in the 
Winston Cup trailer. 

Another subject is soft­
er waiJ<;. r-\ASCAR has 
tested other materials that 
might lessen the G-forces 
in high-speed crashes, but 
has not come up with a 
suitable alternative. 

··we· ve gone from 
tracks with no walls to 
\Vooden barriers to con­
crete walls," Helton said. 
"There may be a substitute 
for concrete. but we've not 

ocen able to find it yet." 
Earnhardt wore an 

open-faced helmet with 
goggles and never consid­
ered wearing a neck brace. 
but he did crit1c1ze 
KASCAR for complaining 
that walls made of softer 
material broke apart 100 

easily and required too 
much clean up time. 

On what may be known 
as Black Sunday by 
NASCAR fans, danger 
bumped Earnhardt hard. 
Too hard. 

As such, one of 
NASCAR's greatest dri­
vers is gone, a victim of 
the 11nspoken possibility 
that rides with every dri­
ver. in every car. every 
time they enter the race 
track. Perhaps more than 
any other driver. Earnhardt 
was aware of the passen­
ger that always rode with 
him. 

At times it seems he 
drove with the belief that it 
was better to drive through 
danger than to have it hit 
you from the rear. There 
was never anything in his 
rearview mirror that 
threatened him. His fans 
shouldn't look in that mir­
ror today. even in grief. 

NASCAR racing. 
despite all the safety mea­
sures is a dangerous sport. 
but one that has been 
brought to its knees b) the 
death of Earnhardt. 
Danger and death doesn't 
recognize names. 

ft's hard for some peo-

pie who .trc not fans of 
NASCAR to understand 
why someone would risk 
hts life in such <1 sport 
Dale Earnhardt. who 
always pushed the acceler­
ator a little harder than the 
other drivers-raced as if to 
say he couldn't understand 
why someone wouldn't.
