Willis said the recommendation 
i.; for the district to be under state 
management for another three 
years, with the primary focus on 
instruction. 

Board member Carol Stumbo, 
Dtstrict 4. contended that the stan­
dards on which the district was 
judged in the most recent audit dif­
fered from the previous audit, done 
in 1997. Stumbo insisted two differ· 
ent processes were used in the 
auditS. 

She questioned Willis on "what 
Aoyd County would have had ro 
accomplish for the state to say, 'You 
did welL... She also wanted to 
kno", "What (are) the criteria to be 
good enough for 1he state to say, 
'You-.re on your own again.'" 

Willis said the commissioner 
sees the overs~ght as a ''partner· 
ship." He reminded that if the state 
ceased its assistance to the school 
system, the system would lose six 
resource persons who are "heavily 
mvolved in instrUction.'' 

Carol Stumbo replied that she 
was not asking the state "to with­
draw your help, but we have to 
make the decisions.'' 

When Willis expressed the opin­
ion that there was "no cohesion on 
this board," Stumbo responded, 
"That's not necessarily bad." 

DoL<;on rcmindt:d board mem· 
bets that the .state ha-; not vetoed 
anything the board bas done. 
'11terc's no reason to fear aid or 
n.sststance." the cha1nnan said. ''1 
think we've accomplished more 
with the aid we've had than we 
could have done on our own ... A 
crutch makes a cripple. but at the 
same time you may need to go from 
a wheelchair to a walker to a crutch 
to a cane.'' 

Ross agreed '" ith Carol Stumbo 
that standards on which 1he system 
was judged appeared to have 
changed. but Willis msisted there 
had been ''very little change m lhe 
standards themselves, with the 
exception of the scholastic audit."

Beginning Thesday. January 16. 
Aoyd County teachers and counselors 
will have the opportunity to participate 
in an innovattve instrUctional series 
focused on improved student perfor-

• mance 
An innovative model. called "You 

Can Handle TI1em All.'' will otTer 
answers that work. whether dealing 
with four-year-olds or 19-year olds. 
Each school will receive a set of mate­
rials designed to help teachers identify 
the primary cause of a behavior, how 
each problem may atTect teachers. 
other students, and the learning envi­
ronment. 

Up to 25 sped fie techni4ues to use 
to manage each problem behavior, as 
well as cross-references to related 
problem bchavtors. will be provided. 
This discipline model offers a com· 

fl. plete step-by-step guide to many 
options for handling student behav­
iors. The model ts designed to enable 
teachers. counselors, administrators. 
and the entire school team to work 
together for a murualJy satisfymg solu­
tion to student problems. 

As the school system moves for-

ward, this tmining will help develop 
the ac;surance that everyone is working 
from the same firm foundation toward 
the solution of discipline and motiva­
tional problems, acconling to school 
officials. 

The second program in the series. 
I 0 l Plus Ttps for Testing and Grading 
Students. is designed to help teachers 
explain their grading system, prepare 
for tests. develop a variety of teaching 
strategies. and counsel students about 
pcrfom1ance.

UK offers tuition 
break to non-resident 

• graduate students 
To attract more high-caliber gradu­

ate students at the national and inter­
national level. starting in the fall 
semester of 200 I, new non-resident 
graduate students at the University of 
Kentucky who meet certain academic 
requirementl> will be able to attend UK 
at the much lower in-state tuition rate. 

The Kenrucky Graduate 
Scholarships Will carry a value of 
$7.220 each academic year based on 
projected 2001-2002 tuition and fee 

fl levels of $1.973 per full-time semester 
for resident graduate srudent~ and 
$5,583 for non-resident students. 

To be eligible for the merit scholar­
ships, applicants must have earned a 
bachelor's degree witJ1 an undergradu­
ate grade point average of 3.25 or 
higher on a 4.00 scale and have a 
cumulative grade point average of at 
least 3.25 on any prior graduate srud­
ies. 

The Graduate School must receive 
a completed application for admission 
by June I 5. 200 I. All non-resident 
applicanL'i will be automatically con-

sidered for the award. No separate 
application is required, said Michael 
Nietzcl. Graduate School de..'l;l 

The scholarships are renewable 
through the completion of all degree 
requirements for sn1dents who remain 
in good academic standing. The schol­
arship offer is only applicable for fall 
and spring semesters and is not avail­
able for summer terms.

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"'Rep. Paul Bather files bill to clean up state's brownfields 
Pennsylvania's voluntary brown­

fields cleanup leg1slation ha-; been 
used by Rep. Paul Bather to craft a 
bill aimed at reviving Kentucky's for­
mer industrial sites. 

• Bather, D-Louisville, tiled legisla-
tion this week which uses major pro­
visions from Pennsylvania law to cre­
ate an effective browntields remedia­
tion program 10 Kentucky. 

Pennsylvania's law gives liability 
proteCtion to developers who volun­
tarily clean up contaminated propeny, 
including industrial sites. Immunity is 
possible since the law operates sepa­
mtely from Pennsylvania ·s hazardous 
cleanup laws. 

Bather wants to create the same 
.. legislative balance in Kentucky. 

The Pennsylvania program has 
been very popular, earning a 

$I 00.000 grant from Harvard for its 
workable cleanup standards. 
Environmental lawyer Joseph M. 
Manko of Pennsylvania, an advocate 
of the program, said it has put hun­
dreds of contaminated properties 
back into community life by ''provid­
mg cleanup liability protection. loans 
and grants in certain instances." 

Bather mtroduced brownfields 
legislation last session that would 
have given developers of contaminat­
ed property immunity from state 
envtronmental lawsuits. The bill. 
House Btll 755, did nOL pass, but 
Bather feels confident that a new bill 
based on the Pennsylvania model will 
be successful during the 200 I ses­
sion. 

"Cleaning up Kentuc~')' will be 
one of the top issues of the session.

with solid waste a priority. A.,. part of 
that effort, J think we need to address 
the issue of brownfields. And the 
Pennsylvania model has been shown 
to work very well." he said. 

A public hearing on Bather's bill 
that was "cheduled for Saturday, Jan. 
6, has been cancelled to give the envi­
ronmental community more time to 
review the legislation, Bather said. 
The hearing will be held later in 
January. closer to the start of the sec­
ond part of the 200 I session of the 
Kcntuck')' General Assembly, which 
begins Thesday. Feb. 6.

Natural areas acquired for protection 
A wild nvers area in eastern 

Kentucky and a hardwood forest 
in western Kentucky will be pro­
tected following their recent 
acquisition by the Kentucky 
Division of Water's Wild Rivers 
Program and the Kentucky 
Department of Fish and Wildlife 

• Resources. respectively. 
The areas were purchased last 

month in part with funds awarded 
by the Kentucky Heritage Land 
Conservation Fund Board. 

The Wild Rivers Program 
obtained four tracts containing 
1,503 acres m Harlan County 
known as the Croushom Tracts. 
The tracts, prior to purchase, 
constituted one of the largest pri­
vately owned areas within the 
Martin's Fork Wild Rivers 
Corridor. These tracts contain 
more than two stream miles of 
the Martin's Fork Wild River. 

~ A wild river is a river or seg-
ment of river containing waters 
that are free-flowing and free of 
pollution. and shorelines essen­
tially are unchanged and primi-

tive. offering opportunilies for 
wilderness-type recreation. 

"This purchase will ensure the 
permanent protection of this 
rugged and beautiful mountain 
area and help maintain the water 
quality of the wild rivers portion 
of Martin's Fork." said Morgan 
Jones, wild rivers coordinator for 
Kentucky. "The tracts will be 
managed to protect Lhe natural 
features and native plants and 
animals that live there, while still 
providing low-Impact appropri­
ate public use of the area." 

In Fulton County. 870 acres 
known as the Letourneau Woods 
Tract were obtained by the 
Kentucky Department of Fish 
and Wildlife Resources. 

Letourneau Woods is one of 
the best remaining examples of 
high-quality. bottomland hard­
wood forest in the lower 
Mississippi Valley, containing a 
natural wetland that supports 
large numbers of migrating 
waterfowl. shorebirds and local­
ly-breeding and migrating 

neotropical songbirds. The tract 
will eventually become part of 
the Obion Creek Wildlife 
Management Area. 

Since 1995, the Kentucky 
Heritage Land Conservation 
Fund has provided funds to pur­
chase and protect more than 
13.000 acres of natural areas and 
wildlife habitat across the state of 
Kentucky. The fund recci ves $1 0 
for each nature license plate sold 
in Kentucky. in addition to the 
state portion of the unmined min­
eral tax, environmental fines and 
interest.

During January. which has been 
designated Cervtcal Health 
Month, the Kentucky Cabinet for 
Health Services is encourag1ng 
women to receive a Pap test, a 
screening test for cervical cancer. 
especially if they have never had 
one or if they are rarely screened 
for cervical cancer. Women who 
are uninsured or underinsured may 
.be eligible for free or low-cost cer­
vical cancer screening through the 
local health department. 

Use of the Pap test as a screen­
ing tool for cervical cancer over 
the past 50 years has reduced the 
incidence of thb disease 111 the 
Umted States by 75 percent. Yet 
despite this success, each year 
thousands of American women are 
still affected and die unnecessari­
ly Most of the cervical cancers 
that occur in the United States 
occur in women who have not had 
a Pap test within lhe last five 
years. 

According to the Centers for 
Disease Control and Prevention. 
cervical cancer rates are higher 
among older women. However. 
dysplasia-abnormal cells on the 
cervix-is most common among 
younger women. 

"Thh makes it very important 
that we expand our outreach to 
older women for Pap screening 
and conttnue our efforts with 
younger women," said Patty 
Sewell, program coordinator for 
the Kentucky Women's Cancer 
Screening Project. 

Certain sexual behaviors. 
including intercourse at an early 
age. multiple sexual partners and 
sex with a partner who has had 
multiple sexual partners. are also 
associated with greater risk for 
cervical cancer. Women with
