In a special meeting on
January 8. board members decided they
wanted (o put their touch on the commis-
sioner's order,

The board’s options, at that time, were

to accept the agreement for continded state
management or to face a hearing in
Frankfort on the matter.

Because they were working on the
agreed order, board members deemed it a
“working” document fo give it protection
from the state’s open records law. Saturday
moming, the board said the document
would continue o be private until the com-
missioner agrees to the terms. which will

No details of the agreement were given
al yesterday’s meeting, but board member
Johnny Ross (District 1) said there is a “lob
of difference” between what Wilhoit-origi-
nally presented to the board and what the
board finally came up with.

Nationally, the Shnner hospitals
treated 600,000 kids in 1999 on a bud-
get niear $600 million. In one year, the
hospitals will admit about 15,000 kids
and see 250,000 on an outpatient basis,

The system specializes in children
with burmns and erthopedic or spinal
problems such as spina bifida, cleft
palate and club foot.

“All the care is provided totally
without cost,” Willis said, adding that
all of the money is raised by the
Shriners. “The govemment doesn’t put
adime init,"”

“It's & [un erganization. But when
they have to, they get serious, If there
weren't any Shriners, there wouldn’t
be any hospitals,” he said.

Today there are 191 Shrine
Temples in North America which

operate 22 hospitals, including one in
Canada and one in Mexico.

Because they depend on the Shriner
volunteers, the hospitals operate on a
tight budget. This year the budget 15
$567 million, which includes $485
million for operating costs, 325 milhon
for research and $82 million for capital
projects.

Oleika Temple once owned its own
hospital in Lexington and drew support
from 6,000 mendbers. But the hospital
is now owned by the North American
Shrine Club and local support has
dropped to 3,100 members.

As the new Potentate, Willis wants
to increase membership and increase
fund-raising. He is already at work,
visiting other Shrine clubsin the area to
share enthusiasm for the 2001 fund,
which includes a regional circus tour.

“We used o go everywhere,” he
said. “1"'m trying to get it back the way
it used o be.”

The circus will tour this spring. but
only to the communities where it wall
eam money, such as Prestonsburg,
which fills a gym of 4,000 for each of
the two shows.

“It is our opinion that the contracts that have been used by Level are
potentially deceptive as they fail 1o properly inform customers of all

or credit fees that were not properly disclosed in these contracts. This

The current
election night reporting system is
outmoded and prone to glitches
(for example, the annual sessions
ameéndment was undercounted by
100,000 votes in our most recent
election). Additionally, the legisla-
ture should require that all 120
counties report election results in a
timely manner.

Voter Registration Integrity -
Mainienance of accurate voter reg-
istration lists is critical to efficient
and fraud-free elections. A nation-
al report recently showed 12
Kentucky counties with a higher
number of registered voters than
were eligible. The state board of
elections should be allocated the
necessary funding (approximately
$100,000 annually) to ensure that
Kentucky's voter registration rolls
do not become fraudulfently bloat-
ed

Poll Workers and Training -
Elections in every state are heavi-
ly dependent upon recruiting ade-
quate numbers of citizens Lo serve
as poll workers and providing
them with sufficient training in
conducting elections. Kentucky
repeatedly falls short of this neces-
sary objective. To ensure profes=
sional and smoothly run elections,
Kentucky should tie increased
compensation to higher uniform
training standards.

MSHA rules will control miners’
exposure to diesel particulate

The Mine Safety and Health
Administrution has announced two
final mles to protect all underground
miners from diesel exhaust particu-
late matter, a serions health hazard
created by diesel-powered equip-
* ment. The rules were scheduled for
publication in the Federal Register
on Friday, January 19.

Diesel particulate matter, or
DPM, consists of Liny particles pre-
sent in- diesel engine exhaust that
can readily penetrate info the deep-
est recesses of the lungs. Despite
ventilation, the confined under-
ground mine work environment
may contribute to significant con-
centratons of particles produced by
equipment used in the mine

Underground miners are exposed
to hgher concentrations of DPM
than any other occupational group.
As d result, they face a significanty
greater risk than other workers of
developing such discases as lung
cancer, heart failure, serious allergic
responses und other cardiopul-
monary problems.

The new diesel regulations will
affect 145 undergroond coal mines
employing neardy 15,000 miners
and 196 underground metl and
nonmetal mines employing nearly
19,000 miners.

“Underground mines are unigoe
workplaces where workers may be
exposed 1o high concentrations of
diesel emissions,” said  former
Secretary of Labor Alexis M,
Herman. “These rules will not elim-
inate all of the health risks to miners

m working  around  diesel-powered

equiprment, but they will significant-

Iy reduce the level of nsk."”

The new rules will ensure that
miner exposures do not exceed
those of other groups of workers
regularly exposed (o diesel exhaunst,
such as truck and bus drivers,

“The vse of diesel equipment I$
integral to mine production,” said
Herman, “We want (o work with
industry to encourage the use of
newer, ‘cleaner’ engines curréntly
on the market.™

Since underground conditions
vary between coal mines and metul
and nonmetal mines, the regulations
take different approaches to reduce
DPM exposure to the same level.
The final rule 10 protect under-
ground metal and nonmetal miners
will establish an “mtenm” DPM
concentration fimit of 400 micro-
grams of total carbon per cubic
meter of dir and, after five years,
that level mst be reduced to 160,

Following publication of the reg-
ulation, metal and nonmetal mines
have up to 18 mapths to reach com-
phiance with the miernm concentri-
tion limit in their underground oper-
ations, These operalors have the
option of using engineenng controls
and best practices 1o reduce DPM to
the proper [imit,

In underground coal mines, the
new rule sets a specific emission
limit of 2.5 grams per hour of DPM
for penmissible and non-permissible
equipment, These limits will be
phased in for an operation’s existing
equipment, These limits will be
phased in for an operation’s existing
equipment inventory over a 48-
month period. but new egquipment

miust meet the emission limits Soon-
er. Coal mine operators may use a
combination of controls (cleaner
engine, filter, e} to comply with
the emission limic

Annual training is reguired for all
underground miners exposed 1o
diesel emissions, Workers will be
trained on the health risks associated
with DPM exposure, conirol meth-
ods being used at the mine, identifi-
cation of personnel responsible for
maintaining those controls, and
pctions mners must take (© ensure
the controls operate as intended,

To assist mine operators in
understanding the requirements of
the rules, MSHA will offer compli-
ance assistance and a series of infor-
mational workshops throughout the
country (dates and locations (o be
announced). A compliance guide
und tool-hox also will be available
on MSHA's weh site at
www.msha.gov,

MSHA estimates that ot least 8.5
cases of Tung cancer per year will be
avoided as a result of the metal and
nonmetal rule, and af least 1.8 cases
per year will be svoided as a result
of the coal rule.

MSHA first proposed regulitions
regarding diesel emissions in April
1998 forcoal mines snd October
1998 for metal and nonmetal mines.
Public hearings were held in
November and December for the
coal rule and the following May for
the metal and nonmetal rule, Public
comments were accepted on the
coal rule for 1§ months and on the
metel and nommetal ke for nine
months.

Standards Task Force to identify
and recommend to the state legis-
lature clurification of existing
ambiguities in Kentucky's election
law. As we learned from Florida,
clarity of election statutes is as
necessary as up-to-date voting
equipment in ensuring fair and
equitable elections. Al @ minimum,
recommendations for clarifying
Kentucky's recount and contest
statutes should be addressed by the
2001 legislative session. Other
recommendations will be made 1o
the 2002 session,

Party Identification and
Ballot Access - Kentucky cur-
rently has over 170,000 voters
registered as “other.,” We musi
identify voters who are members
of third parties. Other stales have
been successfully sued for
neglecting this responsibility.
Fundamental faimess and avoid-
ance of federal legal sanctions
require Kentucky to be proactive
on this issue in 2001,

With the growth of third party
candidates, Kentucky must ulso
simply and clearly spell out
requirements for third-party can-
didates to legally qualify for heing
placed on the ballot.

Campaign Finance
Disclosure — All candidates who
intend to raise or spend over
$100,000 in any statewide or leg-
islative  campaign  should be
required 1o electronically submit
their reports in a manner that will
be easily accessible over the
Internet to voters. The public has
a right to know how candidates’
campaigns are being financed in
order to make an informed deci-
sion of how candidales will Tikely
vole Or govern,

Additionally, the blackout peri-
od should be removed for such
condidates and those candidates
required to report 4ll financial
activity daily during the final two
weeks before an election,

Yoter Oultreach and
Education —Civic literacy and
political involvement have recent-
ly fallen to record lows. This is

especially true of young people
who will be tomorrow’s palitical
leaders.

Bring back
the deficit!

Should we cut taxes or should we pay
off the national debt?

What's missing from this picture?

Aside from the fact that paying off the
debt peed not be a priority (there 15 no con-
nection between the debt and economic
growth), the question is a classic case of
the Fallacy of the False Altemative.

I we accept for argument’s sake that
the debt should be paid off nght away,
there's 4 way to do it and cut taxes! And |
doesn't involve magic. It's really quite
simple.

The way to do it is 1o (houselights out,
drum roll, spotlights wash the stage):

Cut governmerit spending.

Duh

Aside from a congressman of two,
apparently none of your brilliant, highly
edocated. extravagantly paid, and tenured
representatives  in Washington —
Republican or Democrat — thought of
this. Kind of makes you wonder what
vou're paying them to do, doesn’t it?

The federal budget is closing in on $2
triltion a year — nearty 20 percent of GDFP.
(Tax revenues are at a record 20.4 percent.)
The govemment is so big, n0 one can pos-
sibly know all that it is doing. In the
nation's capital every nook and cranny has
an office with federal bureaucrats ladling
out money to some favored constituency.

And yel, every penny is being so wise-
ly spent that we cannot even consider
whether the budget can be reduced, even
for something allegedly so important &s
paying off the debt. Not only that, the
106th  Congress, controlled by
Republicans, thought 100 little was being
spent. So they increased spending by even
more than President Clinton asked!

I find all this a bit too convenient. The
taxpayers — remember them? The people
who produce whatever the govemment has
to spend? — can go without reliel indefi-
nitzly. But do not ask the polincians,
bureaucrats, and their dependents to forgo
even a buck out of 52 milion. Forgo?
Heck, don't even suggest they make do on
what they had last year!

Please don't insult people’s intelligence
by saying that everyone is for tax cuts, but
responsible ones would be “targeted to
those who need them." Those aren’t tax
cuts; that's social engineering through the
IRS,

There's always a reason for not cutting
taxes, A few months ago the reason was
that it would oversimulate the booming
economy. Now that the economy isn't
booming quite so much, it's that the tax cut
will do nothing 1o stimulate the economy,

This is long-debunked Keynesian clap-
trap. The main reason to cut (or repeal)
uixes isn't economic — it's morl, The
money belongs to its producers. Period
Any conceivable second-party claim is
derivative of the primary claim. The tax-
payer should get fist — not nth — consid-
emtion. That is true in good umes or bad.

The big-government types who sudden-
ly care about the debt are the biggest
phonies around. They don't really care
about it. It has value to them in only one
respect: It can be used (o stop tax cuts. Let
me amend that. They have another reason
to hate the debt. They drool at the social
engineering they could be doing with the
maoney thit now goes to paving interest.

And that means there's a damed good
reason 1o keep the debt. During the Reagan
years, when the govemment was running
up record deficits by outspending the rev-
enve gusher, no one could seriously pro-
pose big new spending programs without
being dismissed as out of wuch with reali-
ty. Deficits had a blessed chilling effect on
thase who live by spending other people's
money. Surpluses have the opposite effect.
Clearly, we taxpayers cannot afford sur-
pluses

So | say bring back deficits and protect
the debt The economy can do just fine
with them, Imerest rates are higher now
than when we had deficits in 1993,

But not all deficits are equal, It would
be a mistake to creale one by raising
spending, Let's cut spending, but creste
deficits by cutting taxes — big time,

To that end, 1 proclaim the founding of
the Committee 10 Restore the Deficit
through Tux-cutting (CRDT, pronounced
“credit”). All who value freedom, unite!
You have nothing to lose but your chains.

Attomey General Chandler said “These calls are not legitimate, The
caller is not a representative from U.S. Purchasing Exchange or anyone

connected with the company.”

USPE has entered into.an agreement with Kentucky as well as 48 other
states, plus the District of Columbia, to make refunds to former customers.
Early this month, the Attorney General’s office mailed letters out to 836
Kentucky consumers regarding the processing of the refund elaims.

State’s juvenile justice system
complies with consent decree

United States Attorney General
Janet Reno joined Governor Paul
Patton Tuesday in a ceremony that
‘ends the state’s juvenile justice
consent decree, which was estab-
lished with the Department of
Justice in December 1995 to
improve juvenile confinement in
state-operated treatment facilities.

“I am proud to be a part of this
mitiative here today and to pledge
my continual support for juvenile
services in this state,” Governor
Patton said. “Just because the con-
sent decree ends today does not
mean this administration’s com-
mitment to juvenile justice is fin-
ished. On the contrary, our depar-
ture from the consent decree today
will help us move forward at a

W greater pace.”

The consent decree was created
after federal officials determined
that conditions of juvenile con-
finement at Kentucky's state-oper-
ated residential treatment facilities
violated the statutory and constitu-
tional rights of juveniles.
Kentucky voluntarily entered into
the consent decree to improve
conditions of juveniles,

“The beauty of our system 18
that it gives a departmental-level
focus on one of the toughest issues
that faces every county in this
state and every state in this
nation,” Justice Cabinet Sec.
Robert K. Stephens said. “And

Mmany people think the problem of

juvenile crime 18 literally unsolv-
able, but over the last several
years, this focus has helped to
measurably decrease juvenile
crime in Kentucky by giving each
juvenile the tools and the inspira-
tfion needed to turn his or her life
in the right direction.”

The consent decree called for
Kentucky to establish a depart-
ment that would work to improve
conditions of juvenile confine-
ment in state-operated residential
reatment facilities. The stare
developed the Department of
Juvenile Justice, and over the past
five years, it, under the leadership
of Commissioner Ralph E. Kelly,
Ed.D., has worked diligently to
implement provisions of the con-
sent decree.

These provisions include creat-
ing # pre-service training academy
for direct care juvenile justice
staff, an internal investigations
unit and a board-certified physi-
cian to guide the provision of
medical services in facilities.

“The department’s successes in
transforming Kentucky's juvenile
justice system from a system in
need of massive reform 1o a sys-
tem that now stands among the
best in the nation would have been
impossible if not for the vision of
Governor Patton, the support of
the General Assembly, and the
dedication of our staff,” Kelly
suid.

There are many ways to help prevent birth defects,
and public health officials in Kentucky want to get that
message out during January, Birth Defects Prevention

Month.

Local communities are encouraged to use the occa-
sion to educate people about preventing birth defects,
In one year, the estimated lifeume cost to care for the
number of U.S. children born with 18 common birth

defects exceeds $8 billion.

In a proclamation, Gov. Paul Patton noted there are
more than 2,000 babies affected by birth defects each
year in Kentucky. “The good health and well-being of
the people of Kentucky are enhanced by our local sup-
port of a national effort 10 increase communication,
education and prevention strategies to reduce the num-
ber of birth defects,” Patton’s proclamation said,

Dr. Steve Davis, director of the Division of Adult
and Child Health, makes these following suggestions to

help prevent birth defects:

B All women of childbearing age should be taking a
daily multivitamin that includes folic acid, which
reduces the risk of spina bifida. Adequate amounts of
folic acid (400 micrograms daily) can prevent up to 70

B Smoking tobacco should be avoided during preg-
nancy. Limiting tobacco use reduces the chance of mis-
carriage, Dr. Rice Leach, the commissioner of public

health, says mothers-to-be can reduce the number of

low birth weight babies by 25 percent by avoiding
tobaceo during pregnancy.

W Alcohol and street drugs should also be avoided
during pregnancy. Fetal Aleohol Syndrome, one of the

leading causes of mental retardation, is 100 percent

preventable.

Workforce development entities promote assessment system

Six Kentucky communities and
a youth program are piloting a job
profiling and employee assess-
ment system intended to develop
workplace skills in demand by
employers.

The pilots are sponsored by the
Kentucky  Community  and
Technical College System and the
Cabinet for Workforce
Development through funding
from Govy. Paul Patton's EMPOW-
ER Kentucky initiative.

The pilots are using the Work
Keys system, widely employed in
the private sector to analyze jobs
and assess employee skill levels,
Work ' Keys is a product of ACT
Inc., a nonprofit organization best
known for the ACT college
entrance exam.

“As employers assess what they
need from employees, skill sets
are becoming increasingly impor-
tant. Businesses need employees
who can function well in a high-
performance organization, and our
partnership with state government
10 the Work Keys project will help
develop those types of employ-
ees,” said Dr. Michael B. McCall.
KCTCS president.

“The Cabmet for Workforce
Development provides a connec-
tion between Kentuckians looking
for jobs and employers who need
qualified applicants,” said cabinet
Secretary Allen D. Rose. “Work
Keys gives us an excellent tool for
making these connections. It also
identifies areas in which individu-
als need to upgrade their skills for
jobs they aspire 10."

The pilots are underway in
Covington, Hazard, Henderson,
Lexington, Richmond  and
Somerset and in the Kentucky

Youth Challenge program. The
system works like this:

B An assessment scores peo-
ple's skills in one or more of eight
areas (applied math and technolo-
gy, listening, locating information,
observation, reading, teamwork
and writing).

B Jobs are analyzed for the
skill levels necessary to perform
the work in the same eight areas.
in addition to pmﬁlca of specific

jobs, Work Keys provides a data-
base of levels needed for hundreds
of different types of jobs.

B The employee or applicant
then has targeted instruction o
improve skills in parficular areas.

EMPOWER Kentucky has pro-
vided $400.000 to cover the costs
of assessment and instructional
materials, an evaluation of the
pilots and training on using the
Work Keys system. The instruc-

tional materialy, developed specif-
ically to align with the Work Keys
system, are being supplied by
Worldwide Interactive Network
(WIN) from Kingston. Tennessee.

Several readers called 1o let us know the steps, though now aban-
doned, once led to Buckingham Cemetery, in the old community of
Buckingham.
o Brenda Johnson Collins of Bellevue, Ohio. said the cemetery that
spreads out above the old steps “used to be my quiet spot.”
Collins, who was visiting her family this week, said she has
“climbed those steps many a time.”
Like many other callers,
she has family buried there.
“It's where my mother and
dad will be buried and proba-
bly where I'll be buried,” she
said.
Mauxine Osbome of
Bevinsville says it’s a big
cemetery al more than four
acres. She estimates the steps
were built in the 1940s when
the road was still in or near
the ereek bed — before cars

When the mdividual is recag-
nized as hsving a serious or termingd (lness, healih care
providers attempt to reduce the burden on family caregivers by
identifying sod providing for patient and family needs, whether
the needs ure physical, emotional, practical or spiritnz)

A recent Issoe of the Journa! of the American Medical
Association discussed how pallistive care chalienged physicians
and the national enedical-care system 10 gocept other ways of
thinking about delivering services Tor patients and their fami-
lies. Of course, the need of having a better way of payment also
was brooght up. Reportedly. in 1998, oaly one of every five
Medicate pationts applied for hospice benefits 1o cover pallia-
tive care. There is also a significant difference beiween the ser-
vices provided by hospice and palliative care, According to
Medicare guidelines. hospice provisions sre extremely striel;
e, they ure effective only when.a patient is certified us having
only six mooths t live and all benefits for trestments aimed at
curing u life-threatening condition are stopped,

In addition, Medicare doss not piy Tor preseription drugs for
patients who want 1o spend their last duys at home rather than
i hospital setting. In contrast, patients desiring palliative care
receive all of the benefits of comfon care while continuing
treatment pertaining to the “cure” of therr condition,

A uationnl survey dotie by 4 VA health scieatist of 256 seri-
ously ill patients aboul & “good death™ revealed several interest-
mg results. Ahout one-half of the patients wanted 1o die af
home. The other half disagreed or chowe o say that it depended
upon the circumstances. Their concern was aboit handling
symptoms. fears about having a body st home, kaving o death in
the bouse, and having someone who was physically sble o care
for them. The most important considerstion was deing free of
pain. “But being at peace with God was nearly as imporant,
Emotional and spiritual lessons were on an equal fooling with
medical care.”

Many of the 256 sertously i1l patients agreed on several top-
1es a8 being Important, Le., freedom from pain. clear communi-
cations about treatment choices, spending time with family,
being treated as a whole person, and having a sense of elosure
or completion,

In contrast, there were some significant differences noted
berween doctors and patients, Generally, patients wanted doo-
tors 1o try all treatments, no matter how small the chance they
would work, doctors disagreed.

Haw tw Instull Cord Stops
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Window cord hazards are back in the
nows, with the Window Covering Safety
Council urging parents o check and child-
proof corded window blinds to protect
infants from accidental strangulation.

The Council’s latest safety warning
involves the inner cords or “lift cords” of
blinds, The problem oceurs whea the win-

dow covering 15 lowered but aot Jocked

into positton., leaving some slack in the

inner cond.

I & crib or bed has been placed within
reach of the window, infants have reported-
Iy been able to grasp the slackened inner
cord, pull it inta the crib ond around their
necks, It is believed that |6 children have
died singe 199 due to inper-cord stringu-
lation,

To address this problem, the Council
offers consumers free cord safety items
through its toll free telephone hotline at 1-
BOO-506-4636,

Aviiluble safety items include cord
stops 1o correct inmer-cord hazards, safety
tassels for childproofing older blinds and
shades with looped pull cords, and tie-
downs for securing the pull cords on verti-
¢al blinds and continvous-draw drapes,

In addition o encouraging the use of
these safety devices, Council officials say
the best safety precaution is 1o move cribs,
beds and other fumiture away from win-
dows, then secure pull cords up and out of
redch.

“The birth defects spina bifida and anen-
cephaly are related 1o inudequate folare in the
diet of the pregnant woman.” says Lewis,
*The neural tube closes by 28 days after eon-
ceptiom. Many women don't realize they aro
pregnant until after this occurs. That is why it
is imperative that &} premenopausal women
consume this essential vitamin.™

Folate is fotind in omnges and arange juice,
green leafy vegetables, lentils and beans and
muuty cereal gralns are novw fortified with thas
B vitamin,

Some chronic diseases arise from sub-clin-
ical deficiencies as well, says Lewis. “Heant
disease, high blood pressure and cancer are all
mare pervalent in people who consume low
amounts of fruits, vegetables and bigh fiber
gruing.” '

In additon to helping boost the imumune
system. Vitamins A and C alsoare key 10 help-
ing prevent the onset of lesions in the arterial
walls, which are the beginning stages of hean
disease, snys Lewis,

She also siwes the fack of consumption of
soluble fiber, which is obtained through the
flesh of fruits and vegetshles and beans, as one
wity cholesterol levels remain high and con-
tribute o heart disease. Soluble fiber helpn
reduce cholesterol in the body by binding up
the cholesterol-containing bile salts and allow-
ing the body to excrete them before they ane
absorbed.

Insoluble fiber, found in whole gran cere-
als nod breads and the skins of froits and veg-
ctables, wand off colorectal cancer by carrying
wastes, toxine mxd sloughed off intestional
cells from the body,

Calcium deficiencies are another frequent
problem in the United States, “Often a defi-
glency in calcium, common ameong adolescent
hoys and girls, promotes sub-optimal bune
formation,” says Lewis.

“Later in life, when calciom is leaving the
bones more rapidly than it is being laid down,
the culoium deficient child has now become
the osteoporatic senjor, Thetefore, it is critical
throughout life o consume ot least two to three
servings of low fat dairy products per day.”

When it comes 1o deficiencies, there are
groups of people who are more susceptible
than others. Women trying o conceive should
be consuming adequatr amounts of folate

Also, vegetnnans who do not comsume any
antmal products are al sk of becoming defi-
cient m fron, calcium, zine and vitamm B12.
This deficiency cun be averted with the use of
multivitamin/mineral supplement. Vegetanans
who consume milk snd ege products (lac-
mmegemml have very few deéficiency
ISSUCS.

Children under five years old and adoles-
cents are also 4t sk for deficiencies of iron
and calctum, because their needs are so high
for growth, Lewis does not recommend the
use of a supplement for these kids because cer-
ain vitaming and minerals can be quite toxic
in high amounts, Rather, parents should make
sure they are eating iron- and calciume-rich
foods at medls and Soncks; and consuming gt
least three servings of duiry per day.

To combat mutritional deficiencies, Lewis
reconimends o balwived diet Dirst and fore-
mioat. “Deficiencies i the US, arise from a
lack of variety Jn opr diets,. Low on the prior-
ity list of the avemge Amenican are frits, veg-
etables and high fiber grain products,”™ savs
Lowis “When wo cofisume low amoumts of
these foods we have o difficult time gaining
the nutrients natorally Tound in them.™

Following the food pyramid as o starting
place helps, she says, and keep m mind the
serving sizes are refutively small. For example,
a spinach salad at a restaurant easily contains
two servings of spinach (one serving is one
cup of mw spinach ).

Lewis discourages the use of supplements
and says that the majonity of them fail o dis-
solve rapidly enough for the body to utilize
them, thus we end up excreting them,
However, {or people who insist the dietary
change is not possible or that they want to take
# supplement, “just in cose,” she recommends
they;

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Restless leg syndrome
uncomfortable for
victim — and spouse

Question: My husband has o difficull time
falling asleep because his legs bother him, Q
doctor says he has restless legs syndrome. He
has given him some medicine for this, but it has-
n't helped very much. What causes this condis
tivn. and is there anything besides the Sinemet
that could help him? 3

Answer As I've reminded the readers of his
column before. any fime you sec the label “syn-
drome,” you should uuwmmallv knowdu{g
your doctor s pm:ucmg the “an” of !
instead of the “science” of medicine. [say
because a syndrome is i grouping of sympu-u
lhal are commonly observed together, rather

than a specific disease condition for which we
understand the underlying causes.

Consequently, treatment decisions are
less on lab tests than upon the more subj
— or “artful™ — careful observations oflhoa@i
with the syndrome,

Individunls with restless legs syndrome moyve
their legs, just as the name suggests, but they do
this in response to discomfort rather than in an
effort to get someplace, Typiwl!y the legs
become uncomfortable late in the day or after
eoing (o bed hut before falling asleep. Most
describe the log discomfort 4s a burning, aching,
itching or pins-and-necdles sensation, rather
than as a severs pain,

Leg movement briefly religves this discom-
fort. but it returns in @ few moments after the
legs come to rest. As o result, those with this
syndrome have trouble falling asleep. In addi-
tion to troubling the individual with the disorder,
it also frequently disturbs his or her spouse. h

Most who suffer with restless legs syndrome
also experience periods of fidgeting during the
day, usually without pain. In additon 1o the
daytime fidgets and nighttime pain, up to 80
percent have twitches, kicks or other log move-
ments at 20 1o 30 second intervals during sleep.

Not surprisingly, this often contributes to
feelings of fatigue in the morming. It also imvari-.
ahly disturbs the sleep of the bed partner.

Restless leg syndrome strikes men and
women with équal frequency, About five percent
of the total adult population suffers from its
sympioms, but 45 percent of those over 85 com-
plain of these symploms {requently or pceasion-
ally.

The Sinemet your hosband has taken is a
common treatment cholve. bul there are & num-
ber of other medicines that can help or totally
relieve the symptoms of this syndrome. There
aré no simple tests that help your doctor deter-
mine which medicine is going to give relief in 8
spoaific case

Consequently, treutment often involves some
educated guesses on your doctor's part and some
switching of medicines until rehicf is provided
— once again, the “an™ of medical practice.

1"d récommend thut you and your husband
seturn 10 his doctor 1o discuss other treatment
choices. Be patient with both of them — art
often takes some time,
