An atypical choice 
Lee Todd's path to the p~sidency of the University 

of Kentucky certainly is an atypical one and. because of 
that, his unanimous selection as the university's I lth 
president is not without controversy. · 

But Todd's deep Kentucky roots and h1s real world 
record of starting two successful companies that remain 
in Lexington have the potential of more than overcom­
ing his relative lack of experience in the academic 
arena. 

Missing from Todd's resume is the traditiOnal climb 
up the academic ladder from instructor, to assistant pro­
fessor. to department head. to college dean, to universi­
ty provost, to president. 

Todd's academic career consists of nine years on the 
UK faculty. The respect he gained from fellow faculty 
members is evidenced by the fact that he was an elected 
representative on the University Senate. the academic 
governing body. for se\en of those years. He also 
served on numerous university community. 

Todd received his bachelor's degree from UK and 
went on the earn a master's and a doctorate from the 
prestigious Massachusetts Institute of Technology. 

Todd left the academ1c world in 1983 to start a high­
tech company based on research he had done at MIT. 
He later started a second company. While both compa­
nies eventually were sold to international corporations, 
both remain in Lexington at the insistence of Todd. 

Todd recognizes his weaknesses. He has promised 
not to create a .. lopsided university" that emphasizes 
research at the expense of everything else. and he has 
said he will appoint a chief academic officer who has 
the credentials he lacks. 

As a long-time employer of UK graduates and other 
Kentuckians, Todd has first-hand knowledge of the 
strengths and weakness of this state's education system. 
During a one-day visit to the UK campus last week, 
Todd proved that he can motivate others and that he has 
a vision for Kentucky and its leading university. 

His life-long roots in Kentucky should make him an 
effective advocate for UK before governors and legisla­
tors, and a strong salesman for the university through­
out the state. Those are essenttal skills that should not 
be taken lightly. 

Lee Todd is no "pie-in-the-sky" professor who has 
spent his life safely behind the walls of the ivory tower; 
he is a brilliant researcher and businessman who has put 
his ideas to work in practical ways. 

Here's hoping he's just the person to lead the 
University of Kentucky to achieving its goal of being 
"America's next great university." If he does, scores of 
Kentuckians will reap the benefits- even those who 
never step foot on the L K campus.

Giant amphibious groundhogs in Floyd County? 
Back last fall, I found a hole on a knob in floyd 

County 111 an area which had been sllip-mined. This hole 
wru; about 18 inches wide and went straight down into the 
ground more than 3 feet deep. Once the hole bottomed 
out, there was split rock that extended on back into the 
hillside. I thought the hole was caused by dirt that was 
shoved by a dozer over a split rock eroding from rainfall. 
and then famng 10 between the split rock. 1 figured the 
rock was perhaps broken up and split apart from blasting 
dwing stnp mining. 1 brought this bole to the attention of 
the Natural Resources and Environmental Protection 
Cabinet's surface mirung folks in Prestonsburg, and later 
to the attention of the Ollice of Surface Mining, as the 
open hole could allow water to enter the ground and con­
tinue to erode and enlarge the hole, and perhaps cause 
problems when the water came to the surface on down the 
hill. 

Boy, was 1 all wrong. 1 wasn't even close. A lettec in 
August from the Prestonsburg Department for Surface 
Mining Reclamation and Enforcement state.s, "The hole 
that Mr. Blackburn mentions appears to be a groundhog 
hole and not creating any problems." It also stated that 
tbere were "several from this office and Frankfort." 

Now. siucc it apparently took several of them ro figure 
this out, I just don't know how T guessed so badly. I was a 
little down about being so wrong. but l.hen I got to think­
ing about wme of the possibilities. This is a vertical hole. 
Every groundhog hole I've ever seen went horizontally 
back into the hills1de. A person would think that a stupid 
groundhog wil.h a verucal hole would drown the .first time 
it rained real hurd. You know. like thinning the herd. 
Could there possibly be an ambidextrous strain of 
groundhogs in eastern Kentucky? l had the right idea. but 
the correct word would be an1phibious. Maybe ground­
hogs have adapted and grown gills? Or maybe ground­
hogs have crossed with sometlung out of a nearby pond. 

But what about the size of the hole? lt was 18 inches 
wide, or somewhere thereabouts. Most groundhog holes 
I've seen are considembly smaller But maybe this new 
strain of grow1dhogs 1s "super sized." From doing a little 

calculating, a groundhog of up to about 75 pounds would 
fit in that hole 

But how would !hat explain what I thought was spilt 
rock going back into the hillside from the bottom of the 
hole? Maybe when that ambidextrous. l mean amphibi­
ous, super-si7..cd gmundhog got to the bottom of the hole. 
it dug through solid rock back into the hiOside. Reckon 
that groundhog has got carbide-tipped claws and teeth? 
That's got to be the reason. Maybe this groundhog is an 
experiment that got loo~ from one of the university labs, 

· or maybe it's from out west and got hauled in with a load 
of them there super-sized deer that some call elk? Either 
way, I'm wearing them snake leggings even in l.he winter 
time when l go up to the knob. Just think what a ground­
hog with claws and teeth like that could do to a man's leg. 
That would be a b1g time ouch. 

I've been back up on the k"Tlob several times with a 
camera. trying to sneak up on thil> super-sized, amphibi­
ous groundhog. Kinda thought the National Enquirer 
might pay good money for a photo of such an unusual ani­
mal. I just ain't seen it yet but I'll keep trying to find iL lf 
we could capuw some groundhogs this si.L.e and domesti­
cate them, just think how much meat you could harvest 
from one. Wonder if groundhog that size ta.stes an) good? 
Ra~sing groundhogs JUSt might help the farmers om and 
add to the economy of e.'ll>tern Kentucky. There's plenty of 
suip-mmed areas with nothing on l.hem that could be used 
Anyone out there got a real large groundhog trap I can 
borrow?

Cardinal Hill rehabilitation hospital 
now treating children suffering from 
sensory integration dysfunction 

At first glance you would think the) are JU t playing. Some children are 
laughtng ,ts rhcy play on wiogs, others arc hstenmg to music. while another i~ 
jumpmg into a pool of pla~llc balls. lf you tool a little closer. rhough, you will 
dbcovcr that each of these chtldren tS actually receiving therapy for a conditicm 
known as sensory imcgrarion dysfunt:tion. 

Everyone is born with rhe five basic senses: taste, sight, smell. s1ght and 
touch ln addition. our bodie::-; abo sense movement.. the pull of graVII)', as well 
as the pn-.ition of our bodte" during aclJVllte'> or at re~t. The information we gain 
through our senses become._<; f<l(xJ ror our brnin. From !.hie;, information, we learn 
how to r~!.pond to c\crydny .;iruations. 

Children. however. who have scn,.ory integration dysfunction are not able to 
appropriately process mfonnanon they rece•vc through their senses. W1lhout lhe 
ability 10 respond properly to their surroundings. children may learn at a slower 
pace. d~vclop behaviOral problems and l>lruggh:: tO develop relationships with 
other children. As a resull, these children can .somettmes have a low self-esteem. 

According to Camile SJ.\ubik-Peplaski, an occupational therapist at the 
Cardinal Hill Rehabilitation Hospital Pediatric Center, there are rcogniLable 
sign)'. thai suggest a child may suffer from ~ensory integration of dy:.function. 

Signs to look. for include 
• a child that doe-. not roll. creep. sit or stand as children lhe same age do 
• is irntat~d by the w:.ty things feel, like tags '" their clothes or the seam 111 

1he toe of their ~ocks 
• has an ex.1reme tolerance for or sensttivuy to pain 
• seck> intensive poundrng or crashes into people or objects 
• hns coordination prohkm~ 
• activity level is excessive!) high or low 
• poor self conct::pl 
• behavioral prohlcm-; 
lf you notice that your child exhibit-- a number ot these characteristic~. the 

ocCJ•pational therapy staff at Cardinal Hill can evaluate your child at the pedi­
amc ccnrcr. Recommendations for speech and ph~sical therapy can also be 
madl'. 

" Many Lime!> when 11 chii<J comes for therapy. it looks like they 01re playing," 
said Skuhik-Pcplaskt. "ln real life, ch1ldren naturally develop rheir motor skill-.. 
their perception and th~ir ability to respond to sensation when they play,'' 

Skuhi~· Peplaski explain-. that if <t child struggle~ with motion, then part of 
their therapy may be ro play on a swing. Or tf a child has difficulty with how 
things feel, then a child n1uy pia) with shaving creme or dried beans in order to 
develop :tppropnate rc~pon~cs to objects thai have different texture . 

''The idea is to guid~: children through challengmg ta:.k~. in a ~nfe environ­
ml!llltthut will foster more successful sen!>ory responses:· said Skuhik-Peplaski. 
"Our goal is to help u child Jearn to ndapt to their etlVtronmcnr so they can 
become independent and succel>sful at school, home and at play,"
