A student of Prestonsburg 
Community College, Conley 

,. said Thursday she was glad to be 
a part of the program, explaining 
she had obtained the position 
through a persistent need to stay 
involved with the project after 
aiding project manager Eddie 
Patton 

The new facility will supple­
ment the school's already func­
tional greenhouse which sits par­
allel in a lot just below the 
school. and will also house vari­
ous plant)) and certain vegetables 
such as tomatoes, peppers, let­
tuce and cucumbers. 

The plants, which will be 
• generated in what are known as 

"grow beds," will be the primary 
purpose of the facility. with fish 
providing an alternate method of 
fertilization. according to South 
Floyd science teacher James 
Staggs. 

Staggs, who helped initiate 
the aquaponics program, will be 
teaching a newly-added class 
centered around the facility for 
the upcoming school year called 
aquaponics. He called the opera­
tion unique and said he expects 
students to respond well to the 
"hands-on" approach the class 

_, will offer. 
A curriculum was written for 

the class several months ago, 
said Staggs, who explained this 
was mandatory before consent 
could be given to begin work. 

··students tend to like the 
hands-on aspect of these kinds 
of classes,'' Staggs said. "Il's 
really unique. There's no other 
facility like it in the state that 
houses fish and plants in this 
kind of relationship." 

The relationship can be best 
descril>ed as chemical, accord­
ing to Staggs. who said the oper­

~ ation was a "give and take" 
process. 

"I could buy fertilizer for the 
plants.'' said Staggs. "But why 
buy fertilizer when you have the 
fish to provide ." 

According to Staggs, waste 
from the fish will be transponed 
to the grow beds through a series 
of pipes. Then it will be chemi· 
cally broken down by bacteria m 
the beds. This process will con­
ven the fish waste into plant 
food. 

Construction was started on 
the f~cility last November and it 

I, should be at least partially fin­
Ished by the beginning of the 
upcoming school year, said 
Staggs. 

The facility will house six 
tanks with an additional six 
grow beds provided for each 
tank. 

Approximately 1,500 fish 
will be maintained in each of th~ 
tanks. 

"I hope that we'll have at 
least one or two pods, or tanks, 
open by the beginning of the 
year." said Staggs. "We're order­
ing the fish from Colorado and 
thcrc· ll be about 9,000 ·fry' to 

~ start with." 
' The lirst 9.000 fish, which are 

''orking~ of the current school 
board on which the) ~ach po'i­
sess a seat.

The Floyd Count) F1 cal Coun now has in its hand a 
proposal to redraw the boundaries for the district:-. m 
which its members will run for office 

When the proposal was unveiled Tuesda). it was met 
with much praise for the hard work and fair-minded ani­
rude of the members ot the reapponionment commission. 
and we will agx~;;e that they did a commendable JOb work­
ing with a dinicult silnation. 

But. at lhc risk of hl'ing labeled a "Monday morning 
quarterback," the plan is not perfect, primarily in the pop­
ulation breakdowns of disLrkl.s I and 2. 

District 1, as the proposal now ·tands. would contain 
11,950 people. while district 2 would encompass 9.400. 
What that erves lO do 1 dilute the vote in district I. 
which includes Pre ton,bur:g, Allen and surrounding areas. 
while gh ing di lrict _ 'oters n weightier ay in county 
matters. 

Certainly. that w a not the intended result. 1embers of 
the reappon10nmcnt commt ion had mber .issue- to con­
sider in drawing district boundarie!\. including me miles of 
road in each di trict. the number of registered voter . geo­
graphical and historical boundaries and apparently faulty 
census data. 

But in a representative democracy. population should be 
the foremost considl·rution. When one district has a highea 
population thnn ils counterparts, the residents of that dis­
trict have a sn1aller voice and very likely get a smaller 
piece of the pie on n per-person basis. 

Granted, when cl!nsus figures show fewer people in o 
precinct than ti1c number of people registered to 'ote in it, 
that data is su peel. 

But the tendency of the error in the census would be t<1 
undercount the entire count). not just a few precincts. And 
since Ute 2000 cen u i the mo t recent and most reliable 
information available. we ha\ e to accept it. warts and all. 

So, in the 42 days that the fiscal coun has remaining to 
con ider the propo al, we would ask that commi ioners 
take a hard Jook at any altemath e~ that would correct thh 
flaw. Perhap the district could be made more equitable 
by swappmg a precinct or two. 

Or perhaps not. No plan wJJI be perfect, and this one 
may be as equitnblc as can be achieved. 

But just to make sure, we hope our county commission­
ers will take a hard look a1 the discrepancy. That way, j f 
the proposei l remains as is. thei r constituents. particularly 
those of district I. will know that every attempt was made 
to create as balanced und fair a map as possible.

The digestive trd.ct normally 
wiggles, squi.nm and generally 
moves as it goes about it.s business 
of ru.ming the food we eat into 
either the nutrients we need or into 
Lhe wac;te we eliminate.

section of the small intestine has 
formed an adhesion with an area of 
the colon. both will be prevented 
from moving nonnally.

However, to put it in perspec­
tive, these results are really quite 
good. Remember surgery caused 
the original problem. So, it's not 
swprising that surgery to remove 
the adhesions can sometimes pro­
VIde an opportunity for more adhe­
sions to form. But at times. the 
problems from adhesions are so 
severe that surgery to remove them 
is still the best choice. 

First. adhesions are a fmrly 
common consequence of surgery 
done on any of the abdominal 
organs. The organs that are part of 
the digestive system - the stom­
ach, small mtestine and large intes­
tine (also called the colon) - Ill! 

The remaining good portions of 
tl1e colon are then sewn back 
together. As the wound heals, the 
part of tlle colon that has been 
operated upon can become 
attached to the side of a section of 
the small in~.e.c;nne that lies against 
it. As heahng continues, Lhe two 
area.; of llliC'tine grow togelher 
and become firmly attached to 

Abdominal pain is a common 
symptom when there are adhe­
sions involving abdominal organs. 

Adhesions form during the 
healing process after abdominal 
surgery or other abdominal injury. 
However, problems from adhe­
sions may not become apparent for
