Iwo Floyd County residents were
charged last week for allegedly promoting
prostitution, a lelony charge that is rarely
mentioned in Eastern Kentucky.

Tammy Woods, 30, of David. and
Patricia Shepherd, 30, of Auxier, were
charged with first-degree promoting prosii-
tuton by Constable’ Homer D. Neeley on
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June 7. at which time they were incarcerat-
ed at the Floyd County Detention Center
for prior eharges that are pending in Floyd
County courts,

According to the wrest warrant filed
with the Floyd County District Court,
Shepherd and Woods allegedly “commit-
ted the offense of promoting prostitution”
on March 8, by “compelling [victim’s
name omitted] by force or intimidation to
engage in prostitution.”
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Al a preliminary hearing held on June 8,
both cases were referred to a grand jury.

Neeley declined to comment on any of
the aspects of the arrest because of the sen-
sitivity of the ongoing investigation and
upconing nal.

“Promoting prostitution is a serious
charge that is delicate in nature,” said
Neeley. “TI'd rather not divulge anything

The issue of absentegism and tardiness has been talked
about for a great part of this past school year, Parents,
teachers and students alike have commented, complained
and attempted 1o come 10 some
understanding on new policies and
guidelines.

Now, as the school year comes to
a close, the issue has became even
MOFe Pressing.

One parent, Kenny Music. whose
daughter, Ramanda Music, graduat-
ed from Prestonsburg High School §
recently, has been busy comforting
his daoghter after an increasingly
controyersial decision conceiming
her 12-year perfect attendance récord left her confused
and discouraged.

Music, who has had an scadermic and athlene high school
career full of highlights at Prestonsburg, did not receive her
usual perfect attendance award during last week's award cer-
emonies held for graduating seniors, a development which
came from a single tardy she received earlier in ' the year.

“She was six munutes late for homerocom,” Kenny
Music said. “She’s made the school board $56,000 through
her attendance, not 1o mention being an honor student and
all-state basketball player. | don’t expect favoritism with
my child, but what are we counting tardy? Does perfect
attendance have anything to do with tardiness?”

According to Kenny Music, his daughter was detained
in traffic due o a car accident and wnived at the school
accompanied by two other students. The other students
were not counted tardy,

“She had a substitute that day,” said Music. “They hadn’t
even come 1o her name in the roll call when she got there.”

Amid these complaints and claims, the school board

Deven and
Taneisha Hamilton, son and daugh-
ter of Cleo and Crystal Hamilton,
lost their bicycles and a swing set
during the flash flood.

destroyed their residence near State
Road Fork.,

Appalachia Service Week (ASW)
volunteers. who have been visiting
the area since 1995, were on an annu-

al visit when they were approached
by May 10 help the Hamilton family.
They have been working on the
Hamilton house since Monday, and
according to Tim Hoseniver, con-
struction will likely continue through
next week,

Hosenioer said that 16 inches of
water stood in the home, leaving
behind a carpet of mud und debris.
Volunteers have since removed the
“water logged” flooring of the trailer
and 16 inches of paneling along the
bottom of the walls. With the
Hamilton's personul belongings sit-
ting on plastic mats outside the home,
volunteers are currently replacing the
floors.

“They're godsends,” said Juanita
Hamilton, mother of Cleo Hamilton.

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“We come to do whatever
needs done,” said Maryann
Hosenioer.

Although many volunteers
come from St. Thomas Church
in Freeport, Maryann Hosenioer
saicd that almost 70 volunteers
have joined the group this year
from Wisconsin, Indiana, North
Carolina, Ohio and Michigan.
Rabert Hall, senior student at the
Piarist School, has been volun-
teering with group for five years.
Most of the volunteers are high
school and college students, but
younger children accompany the
crowd along with their parents,

ASW's mission is to help
underprivileged people in
Appalachia, but according to
Jack Stayner, Northern Illinois
parent volunteer, the children
who volunteer get more bepefit
from the project than do those
being helped.

“It’s character building for
our kids,” said Stayner; who said
his daughter visited the area for
three years before “allowing him
1o come.”

Warming: Not globaloney

n frying to put his best spin on a new report on global warm-
Iing. White House spokesman Ari Fleischer said the study

“concludes that the earth is warming. But it is inconclusive
on why — whether it’s man-made causes or whether it's natural
causes.”

That’s not exactly right, and Fleischer’s boss should take
what the report actually says a little more seriously than his
press secretary did.

“Greenhouse gases are accumulating in earth’s atmosphere as
a result of human activities, causing surface air temperatures
and subsurface ocean temperatures to rise,” That's the first sen-
tence in the summary of the report by the National Academy of |
Sciences. The report also says that there is general agreement
within the scientific community that the “observed warming is
real and particularly strong within the past 20 years.”

That’s pretty clear: Temperatures are going up, and humans
are at least partly responsible. Beyond that, Fleischer is right.
There is a great deal of uncertainty in just how responsible
humans are for the changes and how much is part of a natural
cycle,

The report acknowledges that science does not yet fully
understand the details of how climate works and that today’s
computer models are not sophisticated enough to make accurate
predictions.

Still, the report is clear on the fact that there is a human role
in climate change and that it is imperative to increase scientific
knowledge of that role. It recommends a better global monitor-
ing system, improving computer models and strengthening
research into climate.

It also urges the White House to support the work of the
United Nations’ Intergovernmental Panel on Climate Change
and join international efforts to reduce global warming.

The report’s recommendations give President Bush the
chance to do a little necessary backpedaling on the administra-
tion’s global warming policy. an opportunity he should not
miss, especially given his upcoming trip to Europe.

The president has long been skeptical of the Kyoto treaty on |
global warming, and he announced earlier this year that his
administration would not support it. That set off a chorus of
criticism here and abroad. But Bush had company: The Senate
already had rejected the treaty 95-0 in a trial-run vote, the
Clinton administration never pushed for its passage and very
few of the European countries that pummeled Bush for his
stance have themselves ratified it.

But the new report give Bush some scientific and political
cover 1o re-engage in international global warming talks, either
through fixing the flawed Kyoto treaty or in junking it and
coming up with something that will better deal with the chal-
lenges posed by rising temperatures and will include more of
the globe’s countries, including the two most populous, China
and India.

Such a move would certainly improve his position with
European allies and perhaps even with environmentalists, who
tend to see Bush as a modem incarnation of Attila the Hun. Far
more important, however, it would mean he takes seriously the
very real problem that global warming poses to the nation’s
future.

A socially disadvan-
taged farmer is one of a group
whose members have been sub-
jected to racial, ethnic, or gen-
der prejudice because of their
ientity as members of the
group without regard to their
individual qualities. For the
purposes of this program,
socially disadvantaged groups
have been defined as women,
African Americans, American
Indians, and Alaskan Natives,
Hispanics, and Asians, and
Pacific Islanders,

Types of loans

B Operating loans may be
used for various short and inter-
mediate type credit needs, such
as the purchase of livestock and
equipment and annual operating
eXpenses.

M Farm ownership loans
may be used for the purchase
and/or improvement of farm-
land and buildings,

Individuals, partoerships,
joint operations and coopera-
tives primiarily and directly
engaged in farming on family-
size operations may apply.

Some years ago Jones was
visiting with then Redskins'
owner Jack Kent Cooke during
the Washington-Dalias game.
Finally, he excused himself with
the words. “Mr. Cooke, I've got
to go down and tell Jimmy
Johnson what plays 1o call in the
fourth quarter.”

Unlike Modell and even Al

From the very outset of his
tenure in Dallas, Jones has been
betting all on red number seven,
First off, he fired Cowboys leg-
end Tom Landry and then handed
general manager Tex Schramm
his walking papers.

“I clearly did not handle the
Landry firing well,” he admiited,
“but there was no doubt in my
mind a change had to be made.
We had thousands of letters on
the matter, and about half of them

were positive. The other half
were negative in various degrees.
But it is a misnomer that there
was no support there. That's
wrong. People did understand
you have to be decisive and make
hard decisions.”

Secondly, Jones backed
Johnson in trading away star run-
ning back Herschel Walker.

“Most of my life i've deall
with risk-reward situations,”" he
said, “T thought if we could make
good things happen, the rewards
would justify the risks."

Looking to the future, Jones
said, “We'll get back up there.
You'll see.

Like him or not, Jerry Jones is
a man to be believed.

On Saiurday, May 26, 4 memorial service for
deceased veterans was held ar the Nimrod Hall
Cemetery located on Brimbam’s Creek at Grethel, The
service was conducted under the direction of the Betsy
Layne Chapter # 169 of the Disabled American
Veterans (DAV) apd Carmel Ray Akers, local historian,

During the service Akers presenied a special read-
ing in hanor of deceased veterans of the War of 1812
and the Civil War. Akers has done an extensive
amount of research on Nimrod “Rodde
whose line AKers descends. Following is 4 brief histo-
ry of Hall’s life, as written and compiled by Mr. Akers:

Nimrod “Rodden” Hall

Nimrod Hall was born duning the year 1785 in the
Commonwealth of Virginia or North Carolina. He is
thaught to be 4 son of a Jesse Hall of North Carolina

Brtain. Two years Jater; on or about August 1, 1814,
Nimrod was called to military dury and drafted in
‘Russell County, Virginia, o serve Virginia's caose in
that war. His draft was continued for a term of six
months., Young Nimrod was assigned to Capiain John
Hammon's Cnmp'my of the Sixth Regiment of the
Virginia Militia in the service of the United States at

Norfolk, Virginia.

Nimrod wis. however, in the service only four
months when he contracted a disease known as “Camp.

FLOYD COUNTY
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Branham’s Creek in Grethel.

and a younger broth-
er W Mestas and
Umsiah Smith Hall,
who settled on Big
Mud Creek in
Kentucky. During
the years of his
growing to adoles-
cence, hie became
known as “Rodden.”

The life cycle and
mechanics of addiction

More barriers
to successful
recovery

Guilt is another sure component in
the life cycle of addiction.

Most addicts are basically good peo-
ple, before they become addicts. They
have some sense of right and wrong and
harbor no intention of hurting others. As
they become dependent on alcohol or
other drug chemicals, they begin finding
themselves doing and saying things they
know deep down simply aren't right.
They are losing their ability to control
themselves. They become trapped in a
vicious circle of using drugs, lying about
it, and perhaps stealing to support more
drug use. At each tum, the addict accu-
mulates memories of each of these neg-
ative life experiences.

The addict commits a negative or
destructive act. He records a memory of
that moment, which includes the other
people he was involved with at the time.
The addict knows these actions are
wrong, and so he feels bad about them
after the fact. These memories of guilt
then get triggered in the present or future
when he sees those people and places
that were involved when he continued
the transgressions. He or she feels bad
about this.

Over time, he commits more and
more of these transgressions. The people
in the addict’s life who were involved in

these negative or destructive acts have,
themselves, become unconscious “trig-
gers” of the dishonest acts ordeeds. That
ts. when the person, family member,
loved one or friend appears in the pres-
ence of the addict, it automatically trig-
gers guilt feelings. The family member
or friend does not even have lo say a
word or “do'" anything. Just the sight of
them can trigger the guilt.

The easiest way for the addict
avoid these very unpleasant, uncomfost-
able feelings of guilt is for him to use
more drugs to insulate himself or herself
from guilt, or frankly, any unpleasant
feelings or thoughts, Numbness appears
to be a desirable option.

As he or she becomes numb (o their
own feelings, and to the presence of oth-
ers around them. and to how they feel
about them, the addict will also begin to
withdraw from them. The more trans-
gressions committed by the addict, the
more he or she withdraws. Eventually,
he or she will pull'away from the family
entirely, that is, leave, or seclude them-
seives, During this process, they will
certainly become antagonistic toward
those they love. It is part of the process
of pushing themselves away from their
loved ones and friends.

lose weight

Throw away the diet books.
Here's an ecasy way (o lose
weight, And it's simple. Drink
milk.

New research shows drink-
ing three glasses of low-fat
milk daily may help reduce
weight, This kind of weight
loss 18 good news for the 54-
million people dieting, accord-
ing to the International Food
Information Council (IFIC).
The IFIC also says only 5 per-
cent of dieters keep the weight

off.

“Fad diets usually don't
work. Milk is a nutritious, sat-
isfying and economical way to
help maintain or lose weight,”
said Janet Grubbs, a nuirition-
ist for the Southeast Dairy
Association.

At least 55 percent of the
American population is over-
weight or obese. The trend in
the prevalence of overweight
and obesity is upward, accord-
ing to National Health and
Nutrition Examination Survey
II. From 1960 w 1994, the
prevalence of obesity in adults
increased from nearly 13 per-
cent 1o 22.5 percent of the U.S,
population, with most of the

Needless to say. vital connections are 50 necessary in that they
support our physical and spiritual needs. Research has shown that
people having fewer than four to six satisfying social relationships
(family, friends, co-workers, etc.) are twice as apt to catch a cold
and four times more likely to have a heart atack. This is because
loneliness can cause chemical changes in your body, making you
more susceptible 1o illness, “A lonely body will unleash stress hor-
mones (such as cortisol) that suppress the immune system.”™ (J.
Geller, M.D.) “Lack of social support winds up putting a person at
risk for serious illness—at levels equivalent to smoking, obesity
and lack of exercise.” (R. Glaser, Ph.D.) Your mind and body can
also show the impact of loneliness in other ways; i.¢., suffer from
depression and be more prone to abuse alcoho!l and commit sui-

cide.

In addition to these previous discussions about the genersl pop-
ulation, there was also information focusing on the fact that the
elderly population is large and growing and, of course, many live
alone. For example, more than 6.5 million—or 77 percent—aof all
elderly living alone are women. I thought that it was interesting
that most of the women living alone were widows, while the men

is a skin infection in the “natal
cleft™ between the buttocks.
Some people have a sinus-like
structure in this cleft — called
a pilonidal cyst — that is prone
o infection. In mild cases it
produces discomfort and red-

ness. ‘Typically, though, for
those individuals whose dis-
comfort is bad enough to get

: ‘them (o the doctor’s office,
their pilonidal sinus has
become swollen and inflamed
as well as quite painful.

A pilomidal cyst contains
hair that has grown down into
the skin instead of up as'it nor-
mally does. While it technical-
ly doesn't become an abscess
until bacteria invade and cause
an infection, many doctors use
the terms pilonidal cyst.and
pilonidal ubscess interchange-
ably. Pilonidal cysts are more
common in those whoe have an
abundance of body hair or who
have considerable rubbing of
the skin in the fold of the but-
tocks. That is why overweight,

il

hairy men account for 85 per-
cent of the cases. A pilonidal
cyst doesn’t always progress
into a pilonidal abscess. but it
certainly isn’1 a rare complica-
tion of the condition.

A pilonidal abscess is an
infection that the body has
been unable to quickly subdue.
The body sends many white
bload cells to the infected area
to destroy invading bacteria.
This microscopic war goes on
to create the red-colored,
swollen area that is characteris-
tic of an infection. If the war
ts prolonged, an accumulation
of infectious debris forms.
This collection of worn out
white blood cells. bacteria.
body fluids and blood siretches
and fills the tissue inside the

abscess.

Since antibiotics Kill bacte-
ria, it would seem that they
should be the proper treatiment
for an abscess, This would be
true early in the infection,
However, once the infection
progresses to form an abscess,
antibiotics can no longer be
delivered to the #bscessed area
through the blood stream in
high enough concentrations 1o
destroy bacteria. Opening the
abscess to drain the pus, the
procedure you elegantly
deseribed in your guestion, is
the necessary treatment,
Antibiotics may be prescribed
after the abscess has been
drained, but this 18 not always

Once an abscess has been
drained and the infection con-
trolled, the conditon returns o
that of & pilonidal cyst, That
means that it is possible to
have anather ahscess develop.
The best way 16 avoid subse-
guent abscesses is o have the
skin containing the cyst
removed, The surgical wound
will quickly heal, leaving
healthy skin.

But here’s something to consid-
er for people watching their
weight. Milk can help control
body fat, according to the Journal
of the Federation of American
Societies for  Experimental
Biology. A diet rich in low-fat
dairy foods affects the way in
which fat cells work. according (o
the siudy's lead researcher,
Michael Zemel, director of nutri-
tion at the Nutrition Instifute,
University of Tennessee.

“A diet high in low-fal dairy
causes fat cells to make less fat
and tums on the machinery to
breakdown fat, which translates
into a significantly lower risk of
obesity,” Zemel said.

Furhter evidence of the
dairy/weight loss connection was
recently presented at the 2000
Experimental Biology Annual
Meeting. This additional research
from the University of Tennesses
showed diets high in low-fat dairy,
reduced body fat by 69 percent.

Experimental Biology Annual
meeting, examined the calcium
intakes of women 18 to 31 years
during a two-year period, and
found that women who got their
calcium from dairy foods exper-
enced greater weight-loss benefits
than those who used non-dairy
sources or supplements.

“Frequently, dicters mistakenly
cut out dairy products. But they
can easily incorporadte low-fat and
fat-free milk, which have the same |
putrients as whole milk with little
or no fat. The American Heart
Association éndorses these bever-
ages 1o reduce fat in your diet and
calories, but get nutrients you need
every day,” Grubbs said.

Here's another reason to drink
your milk. It's loaded with calci-
um and vitamin D to help increase
the body’s ability 1o absorb calci-
um, People are skimping on calci-
um and other putrients and con-
suming more fat and calories than
ever before. Many Americans are
not  getting  enough  calcium,
Grubbs said. The USDA estimates
nine out of 10 women and seven
out of 10 men don't get enough
caleium.

“It's a good idea o consider
incorporating  milk into your
meals. Most people don’t get
enough caleium. Milk is a good
source of calcium and is fortified
with vitamin D, which can double
the amount of calcium absorbed.
Three glasses of milk gives you
the calcium you need,” Grubbs
said.

Grubbs offers
these tips

W For dessert or even 4 snack,
ask for a chocolate milkshake
madewith fat-free or low-fat milk.

B Have some yogurt with your
breakfast. The protein in nutritious
dairy products will help keep youo
going all morning,

B Instead of coffee, opt for a
caffe latte made with fat-free milk.

Occasionally, a airplane would fly over
Garrett and | thought every one of them
was a B-17 bomber that my “Daddy™ had
personally built. Every evening at sunset |
would stand on that metal chair. | would
stand stretching myself with tears in my
eyes and streaming down my face longing
to see him tum the corner coming home to
be with me.

The back porch was the center of activ-
ity of our little house. Every loose horse or
wandering pony that had gotten away from
it's owner. my brother, cousins, or uncles
my age would catch and tie to the corner
of the post of the porch. We would jump
on and try to take them for a ride. They
were 5o hungry they would just stand and
pick the few blades of ragweed and plan-
tain that grew in our yard. We were only an
annoyance to them, They would swat at us
with their tails as they did the flies that

were biting on their backs.

Another memory comes o mind, this
time also on the back porch of the little
house. We were working on Mother's
wringer washing machine motor. This
repair work was taking place during a
thunderstorm. | am sure I was in Daddy’s
way but 1 thought 1 was helping. I would
hand him a tool of some kind. T remember
this instance so well because 1 had just
handed him a screwdriver, when 1 heard
the rumbling sound of thunder and then
the crack of a boit of lightening. I then saw
the spark of electricity befween the screw-
driver and the motor he was working on. It
knocked the screwdriver from his band. 1
can tell you now, all repairs stopped on the
washer and we quickly went indoors
where Mother hud been trying in vain to
call us . The incident stands out in my
mind as if it was Roy Rogers or John
Wayne that shot the screwdriver from his
hand, without harming him, instead of the
bolt of lighténing. I do know Daddy slung
his hand a few times to see if it was still
attached as we were running!

When | was little Daddy took me every-
where with him. I guess he was babysitting
me, while Mother took care of my younger
brother Donnie. My grandfather, Bill
Francis, was building a road to a mine at
the head of Jones Fork. It is the road that
goes over the hill at the cut across from
where the late Jay Combs lived until
recently. I can still sce the men working
with a team of mules and a furning shovel
W move the dirt because there were no
dozers due to the war.

The big atiention getter at one time was
the building of the railroad up Beaver
Creek. We went on 4 trip in my grandfa-
ther’s 1941 GMC pickup’ truck. It had a
“bulldog gear™ in it that seemingly would
take ydu anywhere. It made for easy stop-
ping as it crawled along muddy, deep rut-
ted roads. We went to the head of Beaver
Creek, near Dean, Ky., where the C & O
railway was making a cut through the
mountainside. | saw there the biggest man-
made monster in my life, a steam shovel. |
recall teams of mules and horses pulling
sleds. We were up high on the hill, where 1
could see hundreds of men. or so it

seemed, working. They
looked like ants below us,
Some were laying track and
others laying and unloading
cross-ties. There were lots of
men ot labor digging and
shoveling, | had never seen
50 much sctivity.

I always played from the
time I got up until I was so
tired | tumbled into bed fast
asleep, | wish [ could fall
asleep like that tonight, 1
have so many memories of
Daddy carrying me across his
shoulder. T would be trying to
blow what 1 thought was
smoke in the cold night air.
The hard frost covered every-
thing. 1 can hear the crunch
of the gravels of cinders
under Daddy's and Mother’s
feet as we walked the street
of cinders at Garrett. They
were put there by men on
work trains that were quar-
tered there on the siding that
Standard Elkhorn once
owned during the 20's and
30's. I occasionally opened
my sleepy eyes to the cold
night air 1o look up at the
clear starlit sky. I was like a
pup trying to snuggle closer
to Daddy trying to keep from
freezing, 1 can see myself in a
soldiers uniform and Daddy
carrying me nto
Grandfather's  home. |
remember my little chest
swelling so big. 1 really
thought I was in the Army. |
just knew that everyone
believed and thought 1 was
real soldier even if ! was only
a six-year-old soldier, There
was a shortage of metal dur-
ing the war. The 1ov gun I got
from Daddy on Christmas
was made of sawdost that
was mixed with glue. It was
painted or dyed to look the
gray color of a gun. The glue,

however, wasn't waterproof.
I carelessly left it outside.
During the night it rained and

my Sawdust gun came
unglued and fell apart when [
picked it up,

I remember all these won-
derful times of being with
Daddy. | really miss his
advice and counseling of the
later years of my manhood. If
I have a problem, I say 1o
myself now “If Daddy were
alive I could ask him and he
would give me a good
answer."”

As 1 said earlier, Daddy
died on June 17, 1986, six-
teen years ago this Fathers
Day. 1 wish my sons could
have known him better and
that my daughters-in-law
could have known him. |
would have liked for my
grandchildren to have known
his guidelines. How he would
have loved to piay the guitar
for them and take them
places, I know he would have
carried them across his shoul-
der. | will always remember
being carried across his
shoulder and I will always
think of our times together.
Daddy will always be alive as
long as 1 am, because 1 carry
all the wonderful memories
of him in my mind and heart.
Daddy was ill all through my
teen years, | wish | bad asked
for much more advice. 1
know 1 should have done
more listening to his advice
and counseling, and that
much of it was wasted on my
youth,

Fever” which rendered him disabled for military service.
Consequently, he was honorably discharged at Fort Barbour
on December 7, 1814. The following are the words of his
discharge: *“This is to certify that Rodden Hall, a private in
Captain Hammon's Company. belonging to the Sixth
Regiment, Virginia Militia in the service of the United
States, at Norfolk, being in ill bealth, and it being his wish,
is hereby discharged from his present Tour of Duty.
(Signed) Henry C. Coleman, Com. of 6th Reg't. Va. Mil

Pouth $2etos

(Signed) John Hammon Capt.”

While being on the Company’s military payroll from
August 2 to October, 1814, Nimrod was paid at the rate of
$8.00 per month for two months and twenty-nine days. He
was paid a total of $23.48 for his service time,

During about 1802, Nimrod was married 10 a young lady,
Mary $mith, who was only one year younger than himself. ‘
Their marriage occurred in perhaps Russell County or Scott
County, Virginia. On January 3, 1814, Nimrod purchased a
tract of thirty-two acres of land that was situated on the !
south-north side of Clinch River in Russell County, Virginia.
He paid forty dollars of money for the land.

Nimrod and his family were living in Scott County,
Virginia, during the year of 1820, He and Mary had three
boys and six girls,

Due to his military service, Nimrod was granted bounty
land by the Government under an Act passed on September
28, 1850, His Land Warrant, Number 26364 gave him
eighty acres of land in Virginia.

Sometime during the late 1830's or early 1840’s, Nimrod
moved his family to Floyd County, Kentucky. They settled
on a site one mile up Branham's Creek, above the Deal
Branch where his daughter, Elizabeth Kickhiffle resided. |
They lived on the farm that was later owned by his son, i
Miles Hall, who later sold it 10 George and Armina Frasure.
The land was lastly owned in the year of 2000 by Berry
Akers,

Nimrod was still suffering the afier effects of his bout
with “Camp Fever” which settled in his limbs. It so affected
the spinal nerve of his back that he was found unable 10
work. During 1847, he filed an application for a pension
under an Act of Congress passed during 1832, |

Nimrod was widowed upon Mary’s death in 1863.

During the year of 1870, Nimrod sold his forty acres of
land on Branham's Creek to his grandson, Hiram Akers, who
owned hundreds of acres above this tract.

Nimrod passed away during the 1870's at the age of
eighty-six years. He and his wife lie buried in the family
cemetery on their own land, This cemetery is known as the
Nimrod Hall Cemetery, which became the burial place of
about forty of their descendants.
