.The boat construction took 
place in secret, as far as the 
press and public were con­
cerned. But Jake Toler told 
Mayor Gorman about hi:s idea.

Matthew McQuillen, stated that a real gun was held to his neck 
during an incident during school in early March. This drawing of 
the weapon, which Roberts provided for Roy G. Eversole Middle 
School officials, was entered as evidence in the case. 

show him a bullet, but 
McQuillen and a classmate 
asserted lhat the gun was only a 
toy No gun. real or toy. was 
recovered by the Hazard Police 
Department during their investi­
gation into the incident. 

''This term a ·firearm' was 
u:sed in the commission of that 
felony has never been interpret­
e<.l for purposes of its meaning 
within the juvenile code." 
Clemons argued in the motron. 
He further said that the juvenile 
court has an obligation to prove 
beyond a reasonable doubt that 
the gun was real before they sub­
ject McQuiiJen "to the full rig­
ors, complexities and harshness 
of the adult criminal system .. .'' 

Clemons entered a simiJar 
motion prior to McQuillen·s 
indictment with District Judge 
Monte Gross, who also pres1des 
over Perry County's juvenile 
court. Prosecutor Leigh Anne 
Stephens refuted Clemons· argu-

course. present for the launch­
ing Monday, and even took a 
ride down the river from City 
Hall towards the bridge at Home 
Lumber Company.

menl by defining a weapon as 
any object that is used in a man­
ner that convmces the victim of 
its deadly nature. 

"In the case at hand, the vic­
tim saw a 9 mm firearm. not a 
toy cap gun, and the school prin­
cipal found a 9 mm bullet, not a 
roll of caps." argued Stephens. 
"Others may have seen a cap 
gun. but there is always the pos­
sibility that. two guns, one real, 
one toy. were brought to schooL 
What the victim saw. he believed 
to be real'' 

Gross ruled that the question 
of whether the gun was real or 
toy was one that should be inter­
preted b} a jury, not the court. 
and bound the case for the grand 
jury. 

Circuit Judge Doug Combs 
has not ruled on Clemons· new 
motion. His decision v. ill be 
made prior to McQuillen's 
arraignment in Perry County 
Circuit Court on June 21 .
