“Something like this is more
likely to happen with a shotgun,”
said Bowman, “but he was using
a pistol.”

According to Bowman, one of
the victims tumed outl to be
Keller's first cousin.

All three victims were trans-
ported to Highlands Regional
Medical Center. Wolfe and
McKenzie were treated and
released, and Shepherd was
admitted and released the next
day.

According to Bowman, sub-
stantial differences were depict-
ed in the statements given by the
victims and the alleged perpetra-

“As far as: finding out what
happened, it depends on who you
listen to,” said Bowman.

Keller twold police officials
that the shooting was not inten-
tional and that he didn’t intend to
cause harm to the boys.

In his siatement, Keller also
told police that he had previous
“problems™ with at least one of
the victims, involving McKenzie
and his son, who is a juvenile,

According to Bowman, Keller
stated that the boys were riding
around residences cursing and
screaming loudly before the inci-
dent ocourred.

The victims told police offi-
cials, however, that they were
riding on the main road earlier
that evening when a man, who
was later seen with Keller,
allegedly threw a beer bottle at
them.

The victims also included in
their statements to police offi-
cials that more than one shot was
fired, but Bowman said that there
was no evidence found at the
scene to support that statement,

Bowman also said that there
was po evidence to suggest that
alcohol was involved in the
shooting.

Keller, who was arrested and
charged with three counts of
first-cegree assault, is: currently
being held under a $25.000 cash
bond at the Floyd County
Detention: Center. Trial is set for
June 25, at 1:30 p.m.. under
Judge Eric Hall.

Cumberland’

There's an old advertisement for home music lessons that
reads, “They laughed when I sat down at the piano, but oh,
when I began to play ..."

That's what some cynics do when they hear talk about
eco-tourisim in Eastern Kentucky. They laugh.

They ask, “Where will people stay? Moonbeam McSwine
Mote] ?"

They want to know what the family on vacation in Harlan
County would do — count the empty Clorox bottles on the
riverbanks?

Such dismissals are not only full of stereotypes but
increasingly out of date. Yes, there are lots of straight pipes
and roadside dumps in Kentucky's coalfields, but active
efforts are under way to do something about that.

And, the region is gaining natural attractions. The latest
addition is the second half of Blanton Forest, which the state
just purchased. State government now has control of 2,580
acres in Harlan County, which encompasses one of the great
stands of old growth forest in the Eastern United States.

Who would come to see old trees? Lots of families, if the
forest monarchs were marketed aggressively and effectively.
And that would be only one feature of the tour.

A vacation could start in the 123,000-acre Big South Fork
National Recreation Area, which straddles the Kentucky-
Tennessee line and which offers not only fantastic scenery
but (at the right time of year) “class five” rapids and the
restored Blue Heron coal camp.

From there, it's a short drive to Cumberland Gap National
Historical Park and Pine Mountain State Park in Bell County,
then up the Cumberland Valley to Blanton Forest and the
Pine Mountain Settlement School environmental education
center in Harlan County, thence to Kingdom Come State
Park, Bad Branch Nature Preserve and Lilley Cornett Woods
in Letcher County. On such a route, there’s not only historic
Pine Mountain to explore, but also Black Mountain,
Kentucky's highest, whose upper reaches recently were pro-
tected from strip mining.

Assembling this package of accessible natural wonders
has been a slow, difficult task. Now we are nearing the point
at which we find out whether, if you put it all together, they
will come.

The answer needs to be yes, if a region no longer able (o
depend on coal is going 1o survive.

It would be a great irony if what now saves the region is
the kind of natural treasure that mining and logging compa-
nies spent a century squandering.

Food safet_;/
stressed during
bad weather

FRANKFORT Bad
weather can affect your food.

When weather conditions
cause power outages, such as
the recent tomado in Laurel
County, refrigerated and frozen
food may spoil. The Cabinet for
Health Services wants to warn
Kentuckians about some of the
dangers involved.

“During disasters, power
outages may cause problems
with frozen or refrigerated
foods in residential freezers and
refrigerators,” said Guy Delius,
manager of the cabinet's Food
Safety Branch. “Refrigeration
units and freezers containing
foods such as meats, poultry,
dairy products. butter, cheese,
eges, fish, and cooked vegeta-
bles may nol maintain refriger-
ated-frozen temperalures for a
long period of tme."

Delius said these foods —
which can be hazardous if not
kept at the proper temperature
— must be kept cold or frozen
to protect the products from
spoilage,

Here are
guidelines:

* Do not open the freezer or
refrigerator to check contents,
as cooling loss oceurs rapidly
and safe storage time will be
reduced. Cover these appli-
ances with blankets or other
insulating materials to reduce
cooling loss.

Modern refrigerators  will
maintain safe food temperatures
without electrical power for two
to four hours if kept closed.
Beyond that time, any foods
which are not ready 1o eal or
which cannot be fully cooked
befare eating that contain meat,
fish, poultry, eggs. milk, etc.,
should be discarded to prevent

some general

food bome illness. Adequate
refrigeration temperatures
should be 45  degrees

TAKING THE PLUNGE

When a sink gets clogged, most
homeowners reach for the piunger. To
gel the maximum benefit from this
tool, utilize some tricks of the plumb-
ing frade. To beain with, siufl a wet
rag into the sink cverllow hole, so that
all the plunger's efforts are difected
where they are needed. Remove the
pop-up drain plug and, if possible, fill
the basin about halfway with water.

Local battlefield
preservation
related to
national effort

Nationally, The History
Channel and the Civil War
Preservation Trust are driving o
campaign to save rapidly dis-
appearing Civil War battle-
fields. On June 23 at 8 p.m,,
The History Channel will pre-
sent Save Our History: Civil
War Battlefields 1o show, what
is being done and what needs o
be done to save these historic
siles.

Although it is not included
just yet in the television cam-
paiga, a local site is being pre
served and is close to being
opened to the public.

Franklin D. Firzpatrick, a
Prestonsburg businessman who
has led the effort to preserve
the site of Eastern Kentucky's
principal Civil War battle,
anticipates the dedication cere-
mony for the Middle Creek
National Battlefield will take
place January 10, 2002. In fact,
Fitzpatrick would like to target
the dedication to coincide with
the 140th anniversary of the
battie, which gave the Union
army the upper hand in the Big
Sandy Valley.

Work is going on to build
walking trails, create interpre
tive matenials and construct
parking areas at the site, which
i1s on the former Fitzpatrick
farm along KY 114. west of
Prestonsburg, The site was des-
ignated a Natiopal Historic
Landmark in 1992

Loop trails, marking both
the Confederate and Union
activity in the battle, are being
developed on the 250-acre bat-
tlefield. On each trail will be
interpretive sign panels depict:
ing stages of the battle. The
trails will be paved and acoes-
sible, eccording to Fitzpatrick.

Fitzpatrick says that as visi-
tors amrive, they will immedi-
ately notice a kiosk informa-
tion station, where they can get
a brochure on the battlefield
and a brochure on the Civil
War in Eastern Kentucky
which can be used 10 tour the
many Civil War sites through-
out the area. They will also
view an etemal fame that
memorializés those who fought
on the battlefield.

Fitzpatrick, who chairs the
Middle  Creek National
Battlefield Foundation Inc.,
says the site includes parking
spaces for 20 cars and four
buses.

When visitors leave the site,
they will be encouraged to tuke
an  auto lour (o nearby
Graveyard Point, the vantage
from where then-Col. James A
Garfield commanded his Union
troops. Largely because of his

Forecast Will Mean
Reductions for Next Year

Frankfort “At this time,
we're looking at ways to cover
the projected deficit but there is
no doubt that there will be euts
in siate programs for the next
fiscal year,” Governor Pation
said in response to the news
today from the Consensus
Forecasting Group of an est-
mated $296 million dollar short-
fall n revenue for next fiscal
year, which begins July Ist

The Forecast group also esti-
mates the state wiil come up
$160-million dollars short dos-
ing the current fiscal year
“We've managed to get through
this year with out any program-
matic cuts by using one time
sources of money and the
Budget Reserve Trust Fund.
While there may be some of that
avmlable next year,” Patton
added. “It won't be enough to
offset the entire $296-million. It
15 my goal that there be no invol-
untary layoffs, and no cuts in
education, but we have not yet
decided how to cover all this
shortfall next year so [ can't
make any guarsntees.”

The estimates made official
today by the Consensus
Forecasting Group are in the
runge of estimates made recent-
ly by the Governor's Office of
Economic analysis.

The primary reason for the

shortfall Governor Putton says is
fewer dollars coming in from
the state sales tax,.
“Kentuckians gppear to be con-
cemned about the future econom-
ic status of the pation and have
cut back their purchases which
has dramatically impacted rev-
enues from the sales tax,” said
Pation

Previous budgetl actions have
been taken in accordance with
the Budget Reduction Plan
mcluded in the appropriations
bill and the plan will be fol-
lowed in facing the shortfalls
this year and next.

The Consensus Forecasting
Group also revised the FY 2002
estimate for Road Fund receipts,
The new estimate calls for col-
lections or $1,078 million, or an
$85 million reduction of the
official forecast, Dr. Ramsey
pointed out that, “The same fac-
tors that produced a downward
revision in the sales and use tax
for the General Fund are at play
in reducing the estimates for the
motor foels and motor vehicle
usage taxes in the Road Fund.™

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* Local battlefield preservation
related to national effort

-

Nationally, The  History
Channel and the Civil War
Preservation Trust are driving a
campaign to save rapidly disap-
pearing Civil War battlefields.

On June 23 at 8 pam. The
History Channel will present
“Save Our History: Civil War
Battlefields™ 1o show what is being
done and what needs to be done to
save these historic sites,

Although it is not included just
yet in the television campaign, a
local site 1s being preserved and is
close to being opened to the public.

Franklin D. Fitzpatrick, a
Prestonsburg businessman who
has led the effort to preserve the
site of Eastern Kentucky’s princi-
pal Civil War battle, anticipates the
dedication ceremony for the

Middle Creek National Battlefield
will take place January 10, 2002.
In fact, Fitzpatrick would like to
target the dedicaton to coincide
with the 140th anniversary of the
battle, which gave the Union Army

the upper hand in the Big Sandy
Valley,

Work is going on to build walk-
ing trails, create interpretive mate-
rials and construct parking areas at
the site, which is on the former
Fitzpatrick farm along Route 114,
west of Prestonsburg. The site was
designated a National Historic
Landmark in 1992.

Loop trails, marking both the
Confederate and Union activity in
the battle, are being developed on
the 250-acre batilefield. On each
trail will be interpretive sign panels
depicting stages of the battle. The
trails will be paved and accessible,
according to Fitzpatrick.

As visitors arrive, they will
immediately notice a kiosk infor-
mation station, where they will
receive a brochure on the batile-
field and a brochure on the Civil
War in Eastern Kentucky which
can be used to tour the many Civil
War sites throughout the area.
They will also view an eternal

flame that memorializes those who
fought here.

Fitzpatrick, who chairs the
Middle Creek National Battlefield
Foundation Inc., said the site
includes parking spaces for 20 cars
and four buses.

When visitors leave the site,
they will be encouraged to take an
auto tour to nearby Graveyard
Point, the vantage from where
then-Col. James A, Garfield com-
manded his Union troops. Largely
because of his military reputation,
which began here, he became pres-
ident of the Uniled States in 1881,
but was killed by an assassin after
less than a year in office.

An interpretive brochure will
then direet visitors to the parking
lot of First Commonwealth Bank
on North Amold Avenue in
Prestonsburg. On this site, next to
the Levisa Fork of the Big Sandy,
Garfield set up his command post
for the area at the John M. Bumns
house.

“This is due to the hard work of
Judge Thompson,” Halbert said
afterwards.

The driving tour will point next
to the Samuel May House on
North Lake Drive in Prestonsburg,
the local base from which soldiers
were recruited for the Confederacy
during the Civil War. The next stop
on the tour will be the sife of
Samuel May’s gristmill at the
Abbott Shoals of the Levisa Fork,
directly below the Riverwalk at
Prestonsburg Community College.

The tour of Eastern Kentucky
sites will include the Battle of Ivy
Mountain at Ivel, Martin’s Mill at
Hueysville, and Wireman Shoals,
all in Floyd County; the City Park
in Pikeville in Pike County, where
Garfield received his promotion to
brigadier general in March 1862,
retroactive to the Battle of Middle
Creek, two months earlier;
Puncheon Creek in Magoffin
County; Jenny's Creek and Tom’s
Creek in  Johnson County;
George's Creek and Louisa in
Lawrence County: Pound Gap in
Letcher County; and a
Confederate staging area  at
Catlettsburg in Boyd County.

As part of its reconstruction of
Route 114, the Kentucky
Department of Transportation has
constructed decorative walls,
earthen berms and specialty
guardrail on the battlefield site
and, according to Fitzpatrick, will
erect lighting that resembles mid-
19th century illumination on the
two bridges that cross the battle
sector.

The Battle of Middle Creek is
an example of the Civil War’s trag-
ic brother-against-brother motif.
The primary combatants were
members of the 5th Kentucky
Infantry, representing the
Confederacy, and the l4th
Kentucky Infantry, on the Union
side. Twelve soldiers were report-
edly killed on the day of the battle,
and others died later.

While the battle strengthened
the reputation of Garfield, a former
college president from northeast
Ohio. it damaged the reputation of
Frankfort native, Gen. Humphrey
Marshall, a West Point graduate
who commanded the southern
{roops.

Fitzpatrick and others are
working on a website for the bat-
tlefield, which will offer more
information on the battle and its
participants, including wartime
maps of the area. Dr. Robert Perry,
Prestonsburg Community College
professor, is preparing the interpre-
live materials,

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Fire blight- a common
landscape disease

One of the most common landscape diseases 1
have seen in Floyd County Landscapes this year is
Fire blight. Fire blight is a serious disease of apple
and pear (both ornamental and edible yarieties).
However, it also occurs on many landscape trees
and shrubs in the rose family. Besides attacking
apple and pear trees, including flowering crabap-
ple and callery pear (Bradford Pears), fire blight
appears commonly on several species of
cotoneaster, hawthom, and mountain ash. It also
oceurs on firethorn, and less commonly on ser-
viceberry, flowering quince, cultivated guince,
Christmas berry, flowering plum, spirea, rose, and
on species such as red and black raspberry and
thornless blackberry.

Fire blight is a highly destructive disease that
has aggravated fruit growers since the 1700s. One
reason it is so harmful is that its epidemics are
extremely erratic in nature and nearly impossible
to accurately predict, Also, a great amount of dam-
age can be done in a very short time. Severe epi-
demics of fire blight have largely. caused the
decline in pear production in certain parts of the
United States and have caused gradual elmination
of the more blight susceptible cultivars of apple,
pear, cotoneaster, and other plants.

Disease symptoms

The earliest symptoms in the flowers can be
seen only by careful examination of infected spurs,
which reveals dark and wilted individual flower
bases or pedicels. As the infected bloom collapses,
the infection spreads rapidly into the other flowers
in the spur, causing the entire spur to wilt suddenly
and die. Thus, growers often first notice that blos-
soms and leaves of infected terminals and spurs
wilt suddenly and then turn dark brown to black as
if scorched by fire. Diseased tissue usually remains
firmly attached to branches to form cankers. These
cankers continue to increase in size as long as con-
ditions remain favorable for disease development.
The cankers have a shrunken surface and appear
dark brown to purple in color. If a canker girdles a
stem, the whole stem can die. '

In the “shoot blight” phase of the disease,
infected, rapidly-growing shoots wilt from the tip
and develop a crook or bend at the growing point
At first the tissues appear water-soaked and dark
green, soon, however, they become brown to black

supporting limbs and cause cankers, Infections of
basal sprouts (suckers) can rapidly kill a tree when
the infection moves into the root collar area and
resiriets the vital flow of nutrients and water into
the crown, Symptoms can develop rapidly.

Disease cycle

The bacteria overwinter in cankers formed dur-
ing the previous years' infections and as “‘resident"
bacteria on plant surfaces. As numbers of bacteria
grow, they can be identified as droplets of bactérial
ooze produced in the margins of cankers. Bacterial
growth is generally favored by an adequate food
base supplied by the host plant, poor internal
defense mechanisms of the host, high humidity,
and temperatures between 65 and 70°E. When con-
ditions become favorable for bacteria to grow,
populations can build rapidly. At 70°F, bacterial
numbers double every 20 minutes: one cell
becomes billions overnight, each capable of caus-
ing an infection. Given the night conditions, thou-
sands of infections can occur within minutes; thus
fire blight epidemics are explosive.

During bloom, bacteria reach sufficient num-
bers on the flowers to be able to cause infections
in the flowers. If bacteria can move into the flow-
ers through natural openings such as nectaries at
the base of the flowers or through wounds, inféc-
tion can occur. A rain or heavy dew event provides *
the infection opportunity by washing the bacteria
to the nectaries. If temperatures are suitable for
infection, the disease becomes established and
symptoms of flower blight appear suddenly and
usually simultaneously in many clusters in a week
or two. Because precise conditions are needed for
infection (open flowers, warm temperatures, rain
or dew), disease appearance is erratic from year to
year.
As fire blight progresses and disease symptoms
develop, bacterial populations continue to build
and are spread (o other susceptible, but as yet
unaffected, tissues. Note that bacteria not already
in susceptible tissue can only gain access to it by
entering wound sites or natural openings such as
flower nectaries or leaf and shoot stomata and
hydathodes. As a result. rain (especially wind dri-
ven), wind carrying abrasive materials, hail, frost
damage, and significant insect feeding all have a
tendency to increase disease. Secondary spread
canalso be accomplished by movement of the
bacteria within the plant itself. Further, humans
can spread the disease through pruning and general
cultural activities. Disease then continues until the
environment becomes unfavorable for it and/or the
host tissues become less susceptible to infection.
Al this point, fire blight cankers become dormant.

In most years, fire blight begins during the
bloom period and continues throngh petal [all
and/or until shoot elongation stops. Generally, the
disease is favored by long frost-free periods before
bloom, humid weather with 65 to 70°F tempera-
tures during and after bloom, and occasional rains
during those periods. These conditions affect bac-

terial multiplication, bacterial spread, and host sus-

ceptibility. Windy, stormy weather, especially hail-

storms, after first infections have occurred favors

secondary spread of fire blight

Control

The adequate control of fire blight in a severe
disease year is difficult, if not impossible, (o attain,
However, most years are not severe disease years
and adequate disease control can be achieved with
some effort, It is very important to prevent infec-
tion of the flowers because once they become
infected, they serve as a source of inoculum for the
rest of the tree, Control measures are outlined
below,

1) Take extra care during the dormant Season 1o
prune trees according to sound horticultural prinei-
ples. Trees properly thinned and shaped are gener-
ally less susceptible to fire blight. In addition,
while trees are dormant, blighted twigs should be

pruned just below the infected areas and
destroyed. This practice. which should be done
every year, eliminates an important potential
sotiree of inoculum for subsequent epidemics. The
pruning must be done carefully, so that all infected
branches are removed. This care is especially
important in young plantings where unchecked
canker development could easily kill the tree. Itis
not necessary to sterilize pruning tools for dormant
pruning. Remove badly infected trees and old,
neglected pear trees that could be sources of
inoculum,

2) While trees are breaking dormancy, just at
first green tip, apply fixed copper to the twigs and
branches to help reduce overwintering bacterial
inoculum. Avoid spraying copper after 1/2-inch
green tip 5o that fruits do not become russetied.
Thoroughly wash the spray tank following use,

® since the chemical can be corrosive. This spray also

will reduce the overwintering populations of the fungi

that cause black rot, blotch, and other canker diseases.

3) For growers who can only guess whether fire
blight is likely to be a problem in a given year, their
only choice is to try to protect the orchard from fire
blight by spraying with the antibiotic streptomycin at
four- to five-day intervals during bloom, When weath-
er conditions are faverable for disease and extremely
susceptible cultivars are grown, spray schedules may
need to be tightened to three-day intervals during
bloom time. Streptomyein is best applied by itself
early or late in the day when the air is still and when

.thc rapid breakdown of the matenal due to high light
intensity is unlikely. Repeated application and slaw
drying conditions generally enhance streptomycin’s
absorption into application and, therefore, enhance its
effectiveness, Streptomycin sprays should be stopped
at petal fall. Be sure to check the chemical label to
determine that legal registration is indicated for the
kind of plant being treated, If streptomycin needs 1o
be applied more than four times during bloom, i 1s
probably being overused and fire hlight bacteria resis-
tance to the chemical can occur.

Many commercial growers use a compuler pro-
gram, MARYBLYT, 1o effectively time their strepto-
mycin applications. The computer calculates the risk
of infection, and using weather forecasts, growers

# make informed spray decisions, Streplomycin is more
effective when the applications are properly timed.
The computer program takes some of the guesswork
out of knowing when this erratic diseases will occur,
(For more information, about using MARYBLYT (o
control apple fire blight, consult Cooperative

Extension publication PPFS-FR-T-5).

4) Apply insecticides as needed just after petal fall
to reduce levels of leafhoppers, plant bugs, and psylla
which have been implicated as vectors of fire blight. |

5) Avoid any cultural practices that stimulate rapid
tree growth and excess branch proliferation. As noted
earlier, these conditions (often brought on by excess
nitrogen, abnormally low fruit load, and/or or pruning
techniques) increase a tree’s susceptibility to fire
blight. Avoid tree stresses as well, because stressed |
trees, once infected, are less able to slow the spread of ‘
infection within the tree.

6) Pruning can play an important role in the total ‘

|

fire blight control program, and when done properly,
should reduce inoculum and tree damage. This reduc-
tion is especially important when the structural
integrity of young trees or of high density plantings is
at stake. Inspect the plantings frequently during the

gerowing season and remove newly infected spurs and
terminals by breaking them out. Prune or break out
twigs several inches below the active fire blight strike.
If infections cannot be detected early, it may be best
just to let the disease run its course. Growers using the
MARYBLYT computer program can anticipate the
appearance of symptoms and begin breaking infected
tissues before the symptoms become obvious. The
objectives of this pruning are to eliminate tissues with
high bacteria populations and 1o stop the progress of
infective cankers.

If pruning is begun after obvious symptoms appear,

cut back 10 an internode of at least two-year-old '

# wood, leaving a stub several inches long. The tree's
natural defenses are then relied upon 1o prevent fur-
ther moverment into the branch.

Pruning may not be effective during severe fire |

blight outbreaks. Through poor sterilization tech- I
niques, fire blight can inadvertently be spread to pre-
viously unaffected areas. Also, pruning can sometimes
stimulate additional shoot growth which could become
diseased. Pruning of large trees may be impractical
because of the difficulty of doing a thorough job of
blight removal. In these instances, the best alternative |
18 to leave the task until the dormint season when
more effort can be devoted to completing the job,

¥ 7) Use fire blight resistant plants, if available. Few
cultivars of apple, pear, or the various blight-suscepti- |
ble ornamental species and cultivars are immune Lo
fire blight. Nonetheless, some cultivars of these plants |
are more resistant to or tolerant of the disease than
others. Planting less susceptible species or culti-
varsmight be beneficial where practical. Avoid the
interplanting of susceptible and resistant cultivars of
the same species or différent species at a single loca-
tion. A common mistake is to plant susceptible pear
trees in the apple orchard. Interplanting often serves
as a source of additional bacteria from which an epi-
demic could develop.

Protect your family’s future with estate planning

Most peaple avoid spending money
unnecessarily and dishike giving up control
over the assets they've worked hard to
acquire. Yet that is exactly what happens
when you don’t develop an estate plan.

According to the Kentucky Society of
CPAs, the pitfalls associdted with not plan-
ning your estate are serious: you could lose
control of who receives assets, your estate
could end up paying additional administra-
live costs, and you can miss out on opportu-
nities to lower estate taxes, Taking the fol-
lowing measures can help ensure that your
assets are managed in a way thal serves you
and your family well.

Write a will

Simply speaking, a will is a legal docu-
ment that dictates how you want your prop-
erty and personal affairs handled after your
death. If you die without a will, typically,
state law steps in and distributes your prop-
ety according o default provisions.

Your will is also the document you use to
designate a guardian for your children
should both you and your spouse die togeth-
er, If you don’t state your intentions, a state
court will determine who will be responsible

for your child’s emotional and physical well-

being. Appointing the right guardian is criti-
cal. But before you actually name a
guardian, sit down with that person and
explain your intention and the financial
resources in place for your children’s bene-
fit. Allow the person time to make & well-
considered decision to accept this major
responsibility.

The executor(s) you name in yoor will

controls all the legal and financial decisions
associated with settling your estate.
Depending upon the size and complexity of
your estate, this can be 2 major responsibili-
ty. That's why it's important to get the con-
sent of the person you designate.

Most married people name their spouses,
but you should think about whether taking
on the role of executor may be 100 much of
a burden for your spouse. Also consider if
your spouse has the necessary financial
knowledge. In all cases, it is wise to name
dltemnate executors in the event that your
first or second choices are unwilling or
unable to carry out the executor’s fesponsi-
bilities when the time comes.

Prepare a durable

power of attorney

A power of attomey is & document that
authorizes someone other than yourself (an
agent) to handle your business or financial
affairs if you are unable to do so.

However, because general powers of
attorney expire if you become mentally dis-
abled, & beuer solution is & durable power of
attorney. Unlike a general power of attomey,
a durable power of attorney continues even
if you become mentally incompetent. You
can make the provisions you grant to your
agent as broad or as specific as you like.

Establish a living will

A living will, or advance healthcare
directive, is a document drawn up while you
are still alive, in which you specify, in
advance, the type and extent of care you

want to receive if you have & long-term ill-
ness or terminal condition.

Typically, a living will includes a durable
power of attorney for healtheare, which des-
ignates someone you trust (0 make health-
care decisions in the event you cannot make
them yourself.

If you're opposed to having extraordinary
measures used [0 keep you alive, signing a
living will relieves your loved ones of the
burden of making this agonizing decision for
you.

Reduce taxes

While the actual value of your estate only
can be computed upon your death, you
should estimate the size of your estate to
determine the extent to which any taxes may
be due. For 2001, the amount of property
you can transfer estate-tax free is $675,000.
That amount will increase to $1 million by
2006. Federal estate tax rates on amounts
over the current limit start at 37 percent and
rise to 55 percent.

One way to reduce estate taxes is o
begin giving away property while you are
alive. Another method is to establish centain
types of trusts, such as an AB trus, life
insurance trust, or charitable trust. Bear in
mind that these are complex documents that
require professional advice.

Revisit your estate plan

Finally, CPAs stress the importance of
reviewing your estate plan every few years,
especially after a major life change such as a
birth, death, divorce, @ move to another
state, or when tax laws change,

could do better. Iceberg lettuce is
good for some crunch, but darker
letiuce (such as romaine, arugula
and watercresy) and spinach are
much higher in beta-carotene.
vitumin C and felate, a B vitamin
linked to lower nisk of cancer-and
heart disease.

A few minutes spent watching
people at a salad bar illusirates
how the “exiras”™ can really add
up. Just two wmblespoons each of
croutons, bacon' bits cheese and
chopped egg add 166 calories
and 11 grams of fal—before
dressing even touches the salad.

To make & main dish salad,
some protein 1s needed (o sansfy
hunger for more than a few
hours. But choose lean protein
like turkey, chicken, or beans. If
you want enough cheese to pro-
vide your protein, a reduced-fat
version will limit calories and fat.
For just a little cheese flavor, a
sprinkle of a strongly-flavored
cheese like Parmesan will do the
trick. Nuts are another way to
add protein and crunch to.a salad.
They are high in fat. but it’s a
healthful type of fat and. if the
amount is limited, the calories
are as well,

The key to making a salad a
real nutritional gold mine—and
the way the typical American
salad falls far short—is [0
include a wade variety of vegeta-
bles, and mavbe even fruit,
Beyond the typical tomato and
cucumber, broccoli and cauli-
flower provide crunch and the
health-promoting natural phyto-
chemicals that fight cancer
before it stans. Peppers—both
sweet and hot—add color and
vitamin C. Frozen green peas
(just rinsed—they don’t need to
be heated) add folate. Leftover
asparagus or shredded carrot
adds nutrition and texture. Enjoy
the unexpected: orange or grape-
fruit slices, berries, grapes,
raisins, pineapple and melon
make tasty additions to green sal-
ads,

Don't be afraid of dressings.
Studies show that a small amount
of fat in a meal is necessary 1o
absorb bela-carotene and some
other phytochemicals. Just go
lightly with regular dressing (tweo

tablespoons means 130 to 150
calories and 13 to 16 grams of
fat). Or 1ry those that are
réduced-fat, Dressings made
from scratch or from & mix can
be prepared with slightly less
than the listed amounts of oil and
more than the listed amounts of
vinegar, ¢itrus juice and warter,
Adding your own oil means you
can choose heart-healthy oliye or
canola oil.

Put individual
ingredients or mixtures in sepi-
rite bowls and let everybody cre-
ate their own salads, If there is
enough variety ta choose from,
their salads will be filled with
yegetables and fruifsi providing
the vitamins, phytoechemicals and
fiber that experts at'the American
[nstitute for Cincer Research say
makes a real differenice in lower-
ing the risk of cancer.
