Six hours later, Ed 
Maynard was tn custody 
and charged w1th murder. 

• Accordrng to a police 
report, Maynard, 25, of 
Tomahawk allegedly was 
involved In an altercation 
w1th Rex Young, also of 
Tomahawk. The argument 
escalated until Maynard 
allegedly shot Young. 

Young's fnends trans­
ported him away from the 
scene of the shooting and 
stopped at a pay phone in 
an attempt to get help. 
However, Young was pro­
nounced dead shortly 
after ema•gency workers 
arrived on the scene. 

Maynard was arrested 
~ around 6 a.m. Thursday 

and charged w1th murder.

Prayer 10 the 
Classroom.'' after watching a news 
broadcast about the Columbine 
High School slayings in Colorado 

The <>ong, which speaks of 
replacing VIOlence in our .. cbool 
'' ith prayer, lm·e and undersUtnd­
mg, has now become the first 'ideo 
to he released by Marlo" Tackett 
and the Music Company band. 

Filming for the video began in 
November with the aid of Tcddi 
Collins Production Company in 
Pikeville. The script was wrinen by 
Patsy Tackett. 

The video was filmed at Dorton 
Elementary. where Tackett attended 
school us a L'hild. It take!i place in n 
building behmd lhe school. 111 the 
same room where Ida Rose, his fifth 
grade teacher. taught him the Lord's 
Prnyer. 

''Ms. Rose made sure we sa1d it 
the right way." said Tackett. 
''School has reaJiy changed since 
then." 

and BcL~y Layne Elementary. 
'The talem here in the mountains 

is ove~·helming." said Tackett. 
Cast members rehearsed for a 

week before the final recordmg was 
completed. 

Tackett, who has placed eight 
song~ on the oallonal btllbOatd dur­
ing his musical career, said the video 
will hi! sent to all major production 
companies throughout the U.S .. 
starting wii.h California. where a 
school shooting occurred earlier this 
week. He said he may even be will­
ing to donate the ,,deO to organiza· 

lions who could raise money to aid 
in the prevention of school violence. 

Tackett went on to say that he 
wishes to ''reach out to students and 
parents across the nation." The song 
is dedicated to the fami ly and 
friends who have lost loved ones 
because of school violence. 

The video will be aired locally 
on WPRG.

An labor contmct covering more than 2, 700 hospital 
employees in mne eastern Kentucky communities. including 
those at the McDowell Appalachmn Reg10naJ Hospital. was 
rejected by the United Steelworkers of America by ju t 21 
votes 1l1ursday in Lexington. 

The margm of defeat can be seen a,; narrow, considering 
2.300 steelworkers participated rn Thursday's vote. 

Steelworkers sur· 
prised Appalachian 
Regional Healthcare by 
reJecting a fmal contract 
offer for a new three­
year collective bargain­
ing agreement that 
seemed, according to 
ARH, t () be nearly decid­
ed afler coming to a 
mutual understanding 
dunng contract negotia­
tions last Friday. 

Friday, March 2, 
ARH and union bargain­
ing representauves came 
to a tcnt.ative agreement 
on what was being 
offered to employees.

The current contract does not run out until Marcb 31, 
which gives union members until 1 I :59 p.m March 11 to 
fall into agreement on the final offer and take advantage of 
the early ratificauon bonus. If the contract ts accepted by 
that time. workers would till gain an early pay increase 
effecuve March 12.

Be prepared when 
lightning strikes 

Scientists say that lightning 
strikes somewhere about 100 
Limes every second. so there are 
thousands of lightning strikes 
every day. Lightning kills more 
people thao any other kind of 
storm, including hurricanes and 
tornadoes. Every year in the 
United States, lightning kills 
about 100 people. Worldwide, 
lightning kills more than 1,000 
people in a year. Last year m 
Kentucky, five lives were lost to 
lightning. Still. lightning sen­
ously injures more people than 
are killed by it. 

There are countless myths 
that commonly circulate con· 
ceming lightning strikes. Ignore 
the myths. learn the truth and be 
prepared when lightning strikes. 

Learn to recognize the danger 
signs of approachmg severe 
weather. Like threatening clouds 
or distant thunder. High winds, 
rainfall and cloud cover often 
come before actual cloud-to­
ground strikes. Many lightning 
casualties occur in the begin­
ning, as the storm approaches. 
because people ignore these 
signs. 

Also, many lightning casual­
ties occur after the perceived 
threat has passed. Generally, the 
lightning threat diminishes with 
time after the last sound of thun­
der bUl may persist for more 
than 30 minutes. 

When thunderstorms are in 
the area but not overhead, the 
lightning threat can exist even 
when it is sunny, not raining. or 
when clear sky is visible. 

When these situations exist, 
seek shelter in a sturdy building. 
If a building is not nearby, a 
vehicle is suitable, but keep the 
windows closed and avoid con­
vertibles. 

When you're inside a build­
ing, remember that telephone 
lines and metal pipes can con­
duct electncity. Avoid using the 
telephone or any electtical 
appliances and unplug all large 
appliances. Avoid taking a bath 
or shower. or running water for 
any other purpose. Turn off the 
atr conditioner - power surges 
from lightning can overload the 
compressor. And don't forget to 
unplug the computer. 

Weather warning devices 
such as a NOAA weather radio. 

combined with a healthy dose of 
common sense can keep you 
from becoming a lightning vic­
tim.
