Arson suspected in rash of Breathitt fires

In Breathitt County during the past six
months, 10 fires have burned down build-
ings along Route 15 between Jackson
and the Perry County line. A majority of
the out-af-control fires eccurred in aban-

The high number of fires and their
similarities have left some suspicious.

“The cause of the fires looks suspi-
cipus, especially since 90 percent of these
homes that were burned are outside of the
fire department’s jurisdiction where
there's no coyerage and i unoccupied
homes withoul ignition sources,” said

| Appalachian counties used an
influx of coal severance faxes O
make a significant impact on eco-
nomic dévelopment,- according to
I.R. Wilhite, commissioner of the
Department of Community
Development in the Economic
Development Cabinet.

Wilhite presented a report May
9 o the Kentucky Appalachian
Commission which showed the
[ importance of severance laxes on
business park development in
Eastern Kentucky,

“One: of the biggest obstacles
inthis area has been lack of devel-
oped properties where businesses
can be located,” Wilhite said.

However, local industrial
authorities were able to build

seven regional business parks
over the past five years by pooling
their coal severance taxes to lever-
age other funds, he said. In addi-
tion tothe parks already built, two
new industrial parks are on the
way in Martin and Knott counties.

Speculative buildings will also
he constructed in thtee parks to
attract industry, in Jenkins, Martin
County and Morehead.

Coul severance taxes are also
used for many single county pro-
jects, To date. $23.5 million 15
committed for single-county pros
jects. They include the South East
Kentucky Rehab in Harlan, with
144  employees; the Maossy
Bottomn  Business Park  in
Pikeville, with 150 employes; and

Knott waste
coal plant
receives go
ahead by state

EnviroPower, an Addingion company,
announced on May 8 that it had received
permission from the staie 1o proceed with
construction of a power plant in Eastern

Kentucky.
A recently obtained air quality permit
from the Kentucky Department of

Environmental Protection allows [for the
construction of a 524-megawatt waste ¢oal
power plant. The permit was issued follow-
ing a reevaluation of the plant's emissions
projections.

John Hornback with the Kentucky
Division of Air qualily stated that the com-
piny had overestimated emissions of
nitrous oxide #nd sulfur dioxide, which are
contributors o acid rain. The decision to
grant the permit was made following
months of debute between plant enthusiasts
and concerned citizen und environmenial
groups.

The proposed plant will be located in Ary
on the border of Knott and Perry countics in
the center of Elk Run Business Park, The
location will simultancously serve as an
industrial park and a wildlife reserve. The
park will encompass more than 360 unin-
habited acres of mountaintop.

The I3th largest power plant in
Kentucky and the largest waste coal plant in
the nation. it is heralded a8 a vehicle o eto-
pomic revival for Eastern Kentucky,

According te Hazard Maver Bill
Gorman, the plant’s construction will pro-
vide up 1o 600 high wage jobs. EnviroPower
stated that more than 43 permanent job pasi-
tions would be available for locals spon its
completion in 2003, It is also expected 10
attract more industry to the aréa that could
provide southeast Kentucky with desperate-
Iy needed jobs.

EnviroPower is 2 licensed wholesaler of
electricity that distributes on the free market
created by recent government deregulation
of the power industry. In 4 time of power
shortage crises and skyrocketing encrgy
costs, the company claims that they can
bring down utility costs for area residents
They are expected to do soby ntihizing local
resources, cuthing out shipping costs. and
passing those savings o [0 COSLOMErs.

According to EnviroPower, the plint will

the community facilities we
have to have, the money to
develop the tourism we have to
have, to grow the economy, and
the extra education,

“It is the most important thing
we have to work for, It is a com-
mitment to Eastern Kentucky
that has to be carried out.™

Patton saxd that Eastern
Kentuckians fought for 30 years
to increase their share of sever-
ance taxes, but another governor
may try to'take it back.

“The coal severance lax pro-
gram-is one of the most impor-
tant tools we have, and one of
the most vulnerable," Patton
said. “Let me tell you, this is
going 1o be one great big plum
and it’s going to be easy to
pick:”

Patton said when he came
into office, coal-producing coun-
ties received 12 percent of the
coal severance tax budget plus 3
percent for an economic devel-
opment fund. The percentage
going into economic develop-
ment rose annually by 6 percent,
then 9 percent, then 12 percent.
At present, coal-producing
counties get back 14 percent of
the severance tax budget plus 30
percent for economic develop-
ment.

Patton said he plans 1o
increase the return 6 percent
before he leaves office.

“By the last year of my
administration, we will have
reached 50 percent,” he said.

Another govermnor could
either 1ry to cut Eastern
Kentucky's share of coal sever-
ance or decrease Eastern
Kentucky's share of the general
fund.

“No, no, no, no, no,” he said.
“We deserve our share of the
state’s regular money, and coal
severance taxes to cawch up,”

A 20-year supply of the sub-
stance is located near the plant’s
proposed site: They also intend
to utilize low-grade run of mine
coal that is worthless on the
market.

While company officials and
many members of government
are united in their support of the
coming power plant, a schism
has occurred in the local com-
munity. Two Ary residents cir-
culated petitions for opposite
purposes. Nolan Allen, post-
master for Ary, collected 135
signatures of community mem-
bers in favor of the plant.
Pauline Stacy, a homemaker
and member of the citizen/envi-
ronmental group Kentuckians
for the Commonwealth, helped
collect over 250 signatures of
locals who oppose the plant’s
location in the Ary.

While Allen is excited about
the potential for improved eco-
nomic conditions, Stacy is con-
cerned aboul mercury, an
unregulated emission that will
be released by the plant.

Mercury is a natural element
that has been established as a
cause of birth defects in animals
and humans. While contact with

mercury emissions is not
known to directly affect
humans, its levels can build up
in the food c¢hain and lead (o
mercury peisoning through eat-
ing contaminated fish and
plants,

Some residenls are con-
cerned that the hazard of mer- »
cury will change their way of
life, as many locals fish the trib
utaries for fresh catfish, bluegill
and other fish. Already, the
Kentucky Department of Water
recommends that people restrict
fresh fish consumption & one
meéal per week, a result of cont
aminated stréams and rivers.

According to origingl esti-
mates, the plant would emit 1.7
tons of mercury annually, This
is more than the emissions of
every power plant in New York
and New Jersey combined,
according to the Environmenial
Working Group. Because mer- b
cury is not regulated, a “safe”
level of mercury emissions has
not been established

According 1o John Tate,
EaviroPower’s vice president
of business development, the
plant's projected mercury emis-
sions will not pose a hazard to
the communily.

For 110,400 mothers in Kentucky the perfect Mother's
Day give may well be health insurance.

They are among 5.9 million mothers of children under
age 19 in the United States who lack health insurance,
according to an analysis by the Center on Budget and
Policy Priorities.

Although most of these moms are in working families,
most also lack access to affordable coverage through their
job or a spouse’s job. Indeed, eight of 10 of the Kentucky
mothers are in low-income families -
make less than $29,920) a year,

According to the report by the Washington, D.C., policy
institute, these moms either can’t afford health coverage

through their job or their spouse’s job. or they don’t qualify

for public-assistance programs,

Qualifying for help with insurance in Kentucky is partic-
ularly difficult. A mother with two children applying for
coverage must make less than $909 a month — just
$10,908 a year — to gualify for Medicaid, the joint state-
federal health insurance program for low-income families.

While the children of low-income families are provided
health-care msurance through the Kentucky Children’s
Health Insurance Program, the mothers who are their care-
takers and often their sole providers are left without insur-
ance and left without preventive or even primary health
care.

Sickness and health problems can be a major obstacle to
families getting off of welfare. climbing out of poverty and
moving toward self-sufficiency.

Some states have put more money into programs, like
KCHIP, to expand them to include the whole farmmly.
Congress may take up the issue as well with legislation to
provide more federal funds for such efforts. It's not just
good will but good public policy,

regulation,

Under the regulation, the state
board must notify applicants
within 30 days of its final deci-
sion o approve or reject the
application. The regulation
requires thul enfities receiving
funding provide the state with
annual and quarterly reports,

The Agricultural Development
Board and county councils were
created by the 2000 Kentcky
General Assembly to oversee
$144 million in funding for farm
diversification  projects, The
funds are from the 1998 Phase |
national twbacco settlement,
which was reached between
major tobacco companies and 46
states, mcluding Kentucky.

Priday, May 4. imposed on
the Perry County Central
High School boys' basketball
program.

Monday, May 7, Stout
announced that under Bylaw
33, the Perry County Central
program would also be
responsible for reimbursement
of $4.091.79 1o the
Association for the cost of the
KHSAA's dttorney’s fees
expended during Perry
Central's challenge of the
Commissioner's ruling.

Pegry County Central had
challenged the
Commissioner's ineligible rul-
ing of transfer studenl Ben
Bowling with a suit in Perry
County court that was later
transferred to Franklin County
Court. Following the transfer,
the suit was dismissed and
filed again with the court
eventually ruling in favor of
the KHSAA

Those penalties, announced
and imposed on May 4
included a two-year probation,
beginning with the 2001-02
season and continuing through
the 2002-03 season. It also
profiibits the boys™ program
from any prescason serim-
mages; participation in invita-
tional tournaments or contests
outside the state of Kentucky
for the 2001-02 season. And,
the program was accessed a
fine in the amount of $1.000.

“We are charged with
upholding the Bylaws of the
KHSAA that sach of our 263
member schools have agreed
to abide by, Commissioner
Stout said, “Those who chal-
lenge the rules set forth by the
member schools and are not
successful, are going to shoul-
der the financial burden.”

The Association lias seen a
rise in the amount it has spent
to uphold the Bylaws adopted
by its member schools. The
Association’s general legal
services bill was $97.273 for
the 1996-97 year. That
amount increased to $164,753
in 1997-98 and skyvrocketed 1o
$245.370'in 1998-99. For the
1999-2000 year, the
Association spent $88,868 and
has budgeted 5155,000 for the
2000-01 year. To dale, the
KHSAA has spent §127,198.

“Dur Bousd of Control has
been very concerned with our
legal expenses. and the fact
that our schools challenge the
rules.” Stout added. "They are
in support of those challeng-
ing our rules being held
responsible." Stout concluded.

May causes mold growth on the
seed. Birds consuming the
moldy seeds can become sick
and perish from diseases such as
salmenella,

Sweep up or rake the old
seeds that fell from the bird feed-
er. These seeds may also mold or
draw house mice and other pests.

Simply discarding the old
seed i not enough to keep dis-
ease from birds. The feeders
should be cleaned with a solu-
tion of two ounces of bleach to
one gallon of water and allowed
to dry in the sun, The sunlight in
combination with the bleach
kills harmful bacleria. Scrape
out-old seed from the comers of
the feeder.

Hopper style or fly-through
feeders do the best job of keep-
ing bird seed dry, Those with a
screen in the bottom allow the
seed to dry after becoming wet
from rain. Do not put out too
much seed because a thick layer
of seeds will mold in the center.

ATV use on Wildlife
Management Areas
Those who operate all terrain

vehicles (ATVs) are reminded
these vehicles are not allowed
on Wildlife managemernt Areas
(WMAs) owned or leased by
the Kentucky Department of
Fish and Wildlife Resources.

Vehicles are allowed only
on maintained roads in the
WMAS and these vehicles must
be licensed and street legal.
Vehicles are banned from horse
trails, access roads that are
cabled, walking paths and
maintenance roads on a WMA.

ATVs are not street legal for
use on public roadways. There
are exceptions for those
involved in agricultural activi-
ties, snow removal, construc-
tion or road maintenance. The
operators of these ATVs must
wear headgear and their ATV
must be equipped with one
headlight and twe tailights.
The headlight must be illumi-
nated at all times while in oper-
ation. ATVs are not allowed to
cross public access roads at an
angle closest tom 90 degrees as
is practical and safe and may
not travel two tenths of a mile
on the public road.

Federal and postal
job scams: Ads
that don’t add up

The ad in the “help wanied” section of his
local newspaper loaked like the opportunily of &
lifetime: high-paying wildlife jobs with the feder-
al gavernment. The Delaware man called the toll-
free telephone number listed to get mere informa-
ton about federal jobs being filled in his local
area.

Instead, he got u high-pressure sales pitch that
conyineed him to shell oat almost $30 for job-
related information. He thought he was buving a
list of available jobs in his area, as well as prac-
tice 1ests to help him pass the Civil Service exam.
He was persuaded 1o buy simlar materials for jobs
with the U.S; Postal Service,

What the man wasn't told was that:

B No Civil Service exam is reguired lor most
government wildlife jobs:

W The company was selling a list of job
descriptions, not a list of actual local job open-
ings:

B Very few wildlife jobs—and none &l the
advertised salary—hire at the entry level;

W Although a test is reéguired (or most entry-
level postal jobs, the tests are given infrequently;
aidd

B All the information the company sold:s
available free of charge,

When the caller realized that he'd been duped,
he tried repeatedly to get s money back—with-
OUL SUECTESS.

His story s hardly in isolated incident. Federal
and posial job scams are among the biggest rack-
éts on the employment front, preying on con-
sumers whe wre unemployed or underemployed,
and who can least afford to be "tuken”™

The Federal Trade Commission is taking steps
toward protecting consumers agamst these scams.
It's tracking down and putting the brakes on com-
panies that make deceptive elaims about the dvail-
ability of federal and pastal jobs, the procedures
required to apply for those jobs, and the materials

A Woman carning the mini-
rm wige al an Indiana grocery
wore, lor example, saw an
employment ad 4s 4 springboard
to-o betier paying job with good
benefits. Believing the compa-
ny's claims that buying the
materials was the only way 1o
gel hared by the US. Postal
Service, she spent almost $80
for & worthless packet.

In Georgii. & man responding
1o an ud for postal jobs agreed to
buy o study booklet Tor the
postal exam and a description of
jabs avilable—only o learn
how infrequently the postal
exam 15 actually given, To add
imsult  to injury, he never
received the postal job informa-
tom he had paid alinost $160 to
receive

Stomularly, 8 Texis woman
called & company’s toll-free
number 1o ind out sbout adver-
lised park ranger jobs in

Colorado, and ended up buying
the information packet for $39.
And althought she declined the
company's pitch for postal job
malerials, she received them
anyway, along with an upautho-
rized charge for them on her
credit card statement.

When these and other victims
realized that they'd been
“taken” and called the compa-
nies for the refund, guaranteed if
they were not hired for one of
the advertised jobs, their calls
were transferred to a voice-mail
“bluck hole.,”

“It’s obvious that these com-
panmies are taking advantage of
consumers’ lack of understand-
ing of the federal and postal hir-
ing process,” said Jodie
Bemstein, director of the FTC's
Bureau of Consumer Protection
“It's just as obvious that the
companies had no intention of
honoring  their advertised
promise o refund the money of
any customer who didn't get a
new job."

Bernstein said the FTC's
actions are designed to bring a
halt 1o these companies’ fraudu-
lent activities, and to deter other
compinies from using similar
business practices,

Bemstein stresses that it's nol
necessary for consumers to pay
for information about job vacan-
cies with the U.S, government
or the LLS. Postal Service.
Federal agencies and the Postal
Service never charge application
fees, or goarantee that an appli-
cant will be hired. And although
the Postal Service requines
applicants to take a test. it typi-
cally offers sample questions
and study materials free to peo-
ple who sign up for the exam,

“So it's totally unnecessary
for consumers to get conned o
paying for something that's
avuilable for free.” she said.

In addition, Bernstein says
it's deceptive for anyone 1o
guardntee that a person will get
any particular score on the
postil entrance exams, or that a
high scote will gurantee them a
job.

The FTC, the U.S. Office of
Personnel Management and the
U.S. Postal Service caution con-
sumers to be on the lookout for
these "tip-offs to federal und
postal job nip-offs™:

B Classified ads or verbal

sales pitches that imply un affil-
tauon with the federal govern-
ment, guarantee high 1est scores
or jobs, or state that no experi-
ENnce i5 NCCESsary.

W Ads that offer information
about “hidden” or unadvertised
federal jobs,

B Ads that refer o a ll-free
phone number. Often in these
CUSEs, 4N Operdlor encourages
the caller to buy a “valuable™
booklet containing job listings,
practice test questions and tips
for entrance exams.

B Toll-free numbers that
direct consumers to other pay-
per-call numbers for more infor-
mation. Under federal law, any
solicitations for pay-per-call
numbers must contain full dis-
closures about the cost. Also,
the solicitations must make il
clear if there is an affiliation
with the federal govermnment.
The caller must have the chance
to hang up before mcurring any
charges.

Information on postal jobs is
available at post offices. In
many areas, the Postal Service
offers a job information hotline
with current hiring announce-
ments. Information about other
tederal jobs is available from
the Office of Personnel
Managenient’s USAJOBS tele-
phone inofrmation system. For
the telephone number in your
ar¢a, check the Office of
Personnel Management tele-
phone listing, under “U.S,
Government." Consumers also
can find information about jobs
with the Postal Service at
www.isps.gov and jobs with the
federal government al
WwW.usdjobs.opagov.

On the other side of the scale, the manufactur-
ing sector reported a job decrease of 2,100 in
March with durable goods manufacturing falling
by 1,500 positions and nondurable goods manu-
facturing dropping by 600 jobs.

“About 1,200 of the loss in manufacturing
jobs in March can be attributed to a strike at one
of Kentucky's employers, so that is a temperary
loss,” said Cracraft.

The transportation, communications and utili-
ties sectors recorded 500 fewer positions March.

The U.S. Bureau of Labor Statistics monthly
estimate of the number of employed Kentuckians
for March 2001 was 1,892,443, This figure is up
14,131 from the 1,878,312 employed in February
2001, and up 17,779 from the 1.874.664
Kentuckians employed in March 2000,

The monthly estimate of the number of unem-
ployed Kentuckians for March 2001 was 84,930,

This figure is down 6,255 from the 91,185 unem-
ployed in February 2001, but up 2.302 from the
82,628 Kentuckians unemployed in March 2000.

The monthly estimate of the number of
Kentuckians in the civilian labor force for March
was 1,977.373. This figure is up 7,876 from the
1,969,497 recorded in February 2001, and up
20,081 from the 1,957,292 recorded for March
2000.

The civilian labor force includes non-military
workers and unemployed Kentuckians who are
actively seeking work. It does not include unem-
ployed Kentuckians who have not looked for
employment within the past four weeks,

Employment and unemployment statistics are
based on estimates. They are compiled to indi-
cate employment trends rather thun actually to
count numbers of people who are or are not
working.
