That is not acceptable by any 
stretch of I he 1mag1nation, espcciully consH.lering that 
the statistics me 41 rel'lcction of the lives our children 
lead. 

A closer look at the tati!)tics paints a more troubling 
picture in certain categoric~. The percentage of Jow 
birthweight babie increa:)ed a full percent. from 7.1 in 
1990 to 8.1 m 199 . placing Kentucky 37th overall. 

\Vhile the infant monaht) rate dropped from 8.5 to 
7.5 death per I ,000 bmh , the tate Jo~t ground when 
compared to the rest of the nation. 

Kentucky' be t score came in at 15th in the percent­
age of fanuhe headed b) smgle parents, but that rela­
t1Vely high ranking came only as a re..•mlt of funher 
deterioration nationwide in the number of two-parent 
households. The number of single-parent households in 
Kentucky nctuall) grc'' 13 per~ent hetween 1990 and 
1998. mirronng the national gro~ th. 

Kcnlucky's lowest ranking comes in the percentage 
of children whose parents du not have year-round. full­
lime employment. coming in at 40th. Twenty-nine per~ 
cent of the state"s children live in such households. 
compared to 26 percent nationally. 

And \\emu t keep in mind that these latest m.nkings 
only compare states as .t v. hole. \Vhen county ranking 
are released later Lhl )Cur. ita highl} likely that 
Ea tern Kentucky wiJI. ontinue to lag the rest of the 
state, as ha been t.he ca c historically. 

While much of the repon concern health and ~ocial 
tatistic • the an wer lo Improving llte number lies in 

tmproving our state•s economic health- a tradttional 
ticking pomt in Kentucky's attempts to join the rest of

pointed out that adverse tl1ug 
reactions in the hospitals or 
America killed 102,000 pe\1plc 
in 1994 and this was lhe appro­
priate medicine tor the appropri 
ate diagnosis dcli\'ered in the 
appropriate format by the 
appropriate person to the 
appropriate patient.
