''Once you come to know the 
Lord you remember all lho:,e 
years of your ltfc that you've \~ast­
cd · said volunteer Jerry Scott. 
from the Bartlett Baptist Church in 

Tennessee. "Then something 
inside you dicks and you want to 
give back to the people around 
you:· 

Ac~·ording to Wendle Capps. 
representative of Samaritan Purse, 
a non-profit mission organization 
that bnngs together various church 
affiliated volunteers to help those 
in need. the Williams home was 
completely gutted from the inside 
and remodeled "from the ground 
up." 

Not only did the ere\\ replace 
and insulate all the plumbing, sub­
noonng. paneling and underpin­
ning which were heavily damt~ged 
in the flood, they additionally 
added other features to the home 
which were in disrepair before the 
flood. 

Williams now has an improved 
roof on her home, as well as hot 
water, new appliances. a bathtub. 
and doors to the interior rooms ot 
the home. 

··rm really happy and tickled," 
~aid Williams. ··rt feeh like I m in 

a mansion, anJ I reall) appreciate 
all these guys have done tor me.'' 

Williams said the flood came so 
quick!) that the waters covered her 
back step~ before she even knew 
what was happening. Six inche!> of 
water stood in the home when the 
rains receded, covering the entire 
home with mud and sending her to 
stay with family members for near­
ly a week. 

Upon her return. Williams said 
she "tlid the best [shej could." uy­
ing to "make do" with what she 
had. but the job in front of her \\as 
too much for her to bear alone. 

She asked for help at the Mud 
Creek Clinic. where director Eula 
Hall contacted the Samaritan 
Purse. 

Although the volunteers \\ ho 
tackled William's home last week 
represented vanous religious orga­
nizattons. said Capps, they all had 
one similar goal ... to make a dif­
ference.

As the Kentuck) Division of Forestry rounded off their 
reports yesterday afternoon. the numbers rang the sad truth that 
now htdes behind the smoke and ash. 

Since October 30. the Division of Forestry estimates that 
427 fire~. most resulting from "imenuonal. 
deliberate arson." have con!>umed over 
150.000 acre:. across Kentucky. not includ­
ing th~!

Monday's tragedy 
like return to 
bad dream 
The tragic crash of an American Airlines flight 

Monday morning in New York City brought back 
memoric~ to an uneasy nation of the events of the 

morning of Sept. !I. 
Morning news programs were inrerrupted with breaking 

news of a crash. Little wns known of why the plane went 
down. Had our sccu•Jty been breached again? Was there 
more to come? What v.as the target this time? 

As the morning wore on, scenes of burning neighbor­
hoods attracted the curious, the frightened. the still griev­
ing to tel~visions across the nation. Many no doubt reflect­
ed back to that Tue~da) moming when the World Trade 
Center and the Pentagon were in names. casualties of ter­
rorist' who attacked the United States usmg airliners as 
suicide missiles. 

The news of the crash in New York almost completely 
squeezed reports from the war in Afghanistan off the 24-
hour cable news networks. As Northern Alliance troops 
were routing the Talibnn and driving toward the capital 
city of Kabul. cameras on Monday were aimed at homes 
in flames. Instead of retired generals giving armchair-quar­
terback reportl' of what was happening on the battle front, 
eyewitnesses who said they saw an engine fall from the 
doomt:d airliner and experts who warned not to jump to 
hasty conclusions were the hot interviews of the day. 

The normally swic news announcers seemed almost 
relie\cd a:- consensus built during the day that the tragedy 
was probably an accident and not the result of terrorism. 
That uneasy reJief was probably felt across the lJ.S. as 
Americans who still feel vulnerable after realizing Sept. 11 
that fanatics could cause unimaginable destruction learned 
that this disaster was probably not the result of sabotage. 

The cockpit voice recorder and the flight data recorder 
have both been found. gi \ ing officials optimism that the 
cause of Monday·s c1ash will be identified. The possibility 
of font play ha~ not been ruled out but a multi-pronged 
attac.:k on the U.S. such as occurred Sept. ll never devel­
oped Monday. 

But Monday's tragedy and rhe vivid images on the tele­
VIsion screen of New York City police and firefighters 
1:esponding once again to buildings set ablaze by jet fuel 
served ns a new reminder of just how fragile our day-to 
day "normal" life in America has become and how long it 
will take for this nation to he healed after the rutl11ess 
Sept. ll attack on us and our country.

Saturday, November 10 presented itself as a perfect opponunity for 
those among us interested in military history and honoring our nation's 
veterans to commemorate both in a single swoop. 

Veteran's Day fell this year on Sunday. November II. and Thursday, 
November 8, marked the I 40th anniversary of the Batrle of hy 
Mountain, a battle fought by our county's brave Civil War soldiers on 
lands near what is now known as I vel. 

Earlier. in the spring of this past year. a monument to these coura­
geous soldiers was placed just off U.S. Route 23. between Prestonsburg 
and Pikeville, at the mouth of Ivy Creek. The fifteen-foot-tall granite 
obelisk stands on Kentucky Highway Department propeny. JUM a few 
yard:> from the Ivel Post Office. It is flanked by interpretive panels that 
outline the details of the Battle of Ivy Mountain for those who stop to 
investigate the site. 

The monument was long in coming to Floyd County. as the orig1nal 
agreement to erecting a memorial structure was originally made in 
1928. This agreement was made between a man bv the name of Col. 
James "Uncle Jim" Hatcher (1859-1939) and the Kentucky 
Transportation Cabinet. During this time in 1928. ··uncle Jim'' O\\ned 
a large chicken farm that was located at the mouth of h'y Creek. The 
Transportation Cabinet was busy at work acquiring land for the con­
struction of the Mayo Trail and was interested in having Hatcher donate 
a portion of his land for a right-of-way for the new highway. Hatcher 
agreed on the condition that the agency build a memorial arch at the 
site commemorating the Battle of lvy Mountain. The agency agreed. 
and Hatcher made sure the details of the agreement were included in 
the deed conveying the property to the Commonwealth of Kentucky.

Anti-Islamic prejudice itself 
is an act of terrorism

ln lhe wake of the attack on 
America and the uncertain future, 
so many of us are fearful, con 
fused. and boiling over with anger 
Our outrage 'ceks a close-by tar­
get, and the Mushm-Amcrican 
community is for many. unfortu­
nately, a primal) target for our dis­
placed rage. 

Anti-Islamic prejudice ts itself 
an act of terror that harshly wounds 
young children. It fills them with 
fright and poisons their receptive 
hearts with bigotry and hate. And 
their family members and intimate 
social networks are similarly 
affected. fo our free and big-heart­
ed nation, we cannot tolerate Lhil> 
low-grade. insidious fonn of ter­
rorism. Each of us-in our 
thoughts, \\ ords. actions, and 
prayers-must do whatever we can 
to turn back this tide of irrational 
wrath. 

The acts of prejudice are not 
isolated events. In the days imme-­
lliately foUowing the attack on 
America. across our nation we wit­
nessed a nasty and far-reaching 
backlash against Muslims and 
Arab-Amcncans. In additton to 
countless susp1cious looks and 
accusatory thoughts, many threats. 
slurs. and obscentitie~ hnve been 
voiced. 

Shob have hcen fired at 
moo:;ques; women in traditional 
lslamic gannents have been 
scorned: a Molotov cocktail was 
thrown at an Aruh-Amcrican com­
munity center; and windows have 
been shattered. Our Muslim both· 
ers and sisters have endured bomb 
threats. graffiti, chat-room abuse, 
and spitting. And. as any group 
who has been unfairlv discriminat­
ed against will attist. often the 
most painful wounds ar~ not 
inflicted by guns or vandalism. hut 
by Lhe more subtle. yet neverthe­
less devastating, weapons of verbal 
and emouonal abuse. 

We cannot let <;eeds of irrational 
prejudice be planted in our minds 
by groups of deranged. fanatic ter­
rorists and their misguided sup­
porters-howe .. ·er large their num­
bers may be-who blaspheme the 
noble [~Jamie failh by claiming that 
tt supports their heinous acts of 
hatred. We muo:;t be btggcr and 
wiser and far more compassionate 
than that. 

Realizing the importance of 
o.;temming thi'> tide of prcjutlic.:e. 
one da\ after thl' terrorist attack. 
the U~aed States Senate unani-

mously pa~sed a resolution con­
demning violence and discrimina­
tion against our nation ·s vast num­
bers of Arab-Americans. Calls for 
tolerance came from both 
Prec;ident Bush and hb father. As 
Attorney General John Ashcroft 
stated. ··we must not descend to the 
level of tho~e \\ ho perpetrated 
Tuesday's vtolencc ... 

Our great nation was founded 
on courageoul> opcn-mindedness. 
acceptance. and religious freedom. 
Let us uphold the principles of the 
rnen anu women who founded our 
country. And let us go beyond the 
mere .:e~sauon of overt prejudice 
against Muslims and Arab­
Americans by engaging in positive 
fonns of outreach to our brothers 
and sister:. who come bearing rich 
gifts of background and talent 

Learn more. from unbiased 
sources. about !he Islamic failh­
tts tenet<-. customs. and people. Did 
you know there are nearly seven 
milhon American Muslim~? Reach 
out to Muslims in your communi­
ty: learn ahout their interests. their 1 

,·alues, their chtldren, lheir hopes 
and dreaml> Invite r.hem to your 
home. a soc1al funcoon. or your 
church, synagogue, or temple. 

Refuse ro tolerate acts and 
words of preJudice, both in your­
self anti in others. Speak out 
against anti-Muslim and anti-Arab 
rhetoric and actions. With kind­
ness. educate those who use 
Muslun and Arab as if they were 
interchangeable. Although Islam 
oogmated in the Arah world. the 
rnajorit) of the worlds 1.2 billion 
Muslims are not of Arab descent. 

Reach out in loving ways to all 
those of different backgrounds and 
hehef ~ystems. Little gestures on 
your part can go a long way-a 
sm1lc. a word of kindness. a 
r.hought of compassion or love, a 
pra)er, a helping hand, a persona1-
ly-ddivered gift of food or flowers. 

A paraphrase of the words of 
Saint Franc1s of Assisi says it well. 
"Let us be mstrumcnts of peace.
