With "'more thin fwo months
left for candidates to file, the May
primary is already beginning o get
crowded, eveh though same mces
still have no candidates.

Just two weeks o the 2002
campargn season, 20 candidates
have already (ossed their hats into
the ring, with five more signing up
Monday and Tuesday.

The latest filings have ereated
two high-profile races, with'a sit-
ung councilman facig an ncum-
bent mayor in one race. and an
incumbent squaring off aguinst a
former state police commissioner
for shenfl in the other

On Monday, Prestonsburg city
councilman Thomas Hereford 111
filed his intention 1o step up o the
office of 'mayor. Hereford's entry
pits him against sitting Mayor
Jermy Fannin

Voters got a preview of the race
come as early us June., when
Fannin aceused Hereford of play-
mng polings,

“Part of the problem 15 we have
a council member who wants ©
run for mayor next ime .." Faniin
said at that time, “I0's going to be a
slow year-and-a-half. It's « shame,
because we've pota lot of ‘oppor-
wnities © do some things rght
now.”

But back m June, Hereford
wasn'l  indicating whether he
would run against Fannin or seek
to remain on the council.

“I' hope to be on the ballot run-
nitng for city council. or I wouldn't
rule out running for mayor if the
circumstances  dictated | that”
Herelord said

On Monday, he made it official
by fling to mn for mayor mstead
of council. Fannm had already
filed his papers last Wednesday,

“I'm filing because 1 want the
people of Prestonsburg to have &
choice," Hereford siid Monday in
a sttemnent to The Flayd County
Times, “There are o lot of good
things going on, but we can do
more. 1 plan 10 issue a full release
detailing my platform later™

In another pitting  an
incumbent against 4 high-profile
challenger,  Sheriff John K
Blackbum. of Prestonsburg, filed
his papers Monday to seek ahoth-

race

er term. But 1o be successful, he
will have to stave off a challenge
by the former head of the
Kentucky State Police.

Blackbum will face former
KSP Commissioner Gary Rose of
Beaver. Rose, who served in KSP
for 31 years, was abruptly dis-
missed from his job as head of
state police in 1999 afier receiving
a memo of Justice Cabinet
Secretary Robert Stephens. Rose
later sued Stephens in ULS.
District Court, alleging he was
fired after refusing to withdraw a
memo ciling “mismanagement
and waste of public funds™ in KSP.
U.S, District Judge Joseph Hood
dismissed Rose’s suit last year, but
that ruling is now under appeal.

Blackbum will be seeking a

second term as sheriff.

Other candidates stepping onto
the political scepe this week
included Distnet | Commissioner
Gerald Derossett of Prestonsburg,
who is seeking (0 remain on the
fiscal court by running for district
| magistrate, Thus far, he is run-
ning unhopposed.

Derossett’s entry in the race
means that all three current mem-
bers of the court are seeking re-
election, Diswict 2 Commissioner
Larry  Foster  Stumbo  of
McDowell is seeking the seat of
District 3 magistrate against Clinis
Hall of Drift and Roger Johnson
of Bevinsville. District 3
Commissioner Ermal Tackett of
Harold is secking the position of
District 4 magistrate against Paul

D. Tackett of Teaberry and Derek
Kane Hale of Betsy Layne,

Also filing on Monday was
Logan Tucker of Beaver, who is
seeking the position of constable
in District 4. Tucker enters a
crowded - field including John
Kidd of Harold. Mona Case of
Betsy Layne and Troy Jarrell of
Dana,

Finally, Roy Lee Compton

has the effect of trapping fire-
fighters between the fire line
they are already working on and
anew fire racing up the hill, offi-
cials explained,

In both cases, crews were
forced toa abandon the fire they
were working to contain so as to
avoid the fires set below them.

The Division of Forestry
explained in its report that in the
event of a fatality in such a case,
which they say is possible undes
the current dry conditions,
arsonists could be charged with
murder in addition to arson.

Those reporting information
leading to the arrest and indict-
menlt of an arsonisis ¢an receive
gp to $1.000 in return for then
efforts.

Police Officer Mike Conn,
Barpett, who failed to complete
field sobriety tests, showed
signs that she “was under the
influence of something."”

Following the accident; she
was charged by Conn with aper-
ating a motor vehicle under the
influence of drugs and/or alco-
hol, prescription in an improper
container, driving on a suspend-
ed license, failure to surrender a

revoked license, and was also
later charged with no insurance.
Warrants were issued against

Barnett after she failed to
appear in court for those
charges.

Although Barnett, who

remained under a $5,000 bond,
failed 1o make an appearance on
September 20 for her wial con-
cerning the first four charges,
she was med and found guilty.
She was sentenced to a total of
224 days in jail, 30 days for the
driving under the influence, 90
days each for operating on a
suspended license and the pre-
scription in improper container
charge, and 14 days for fatling
to surrender revoked license, as
well ‘as over $800 in fines,
Following the verdict, the court
issued the warrant for her arrest,

District Court Judge Eric
Hall also tssued & separate war-
rant for Bamett's arrest on the
no msurance charge,

Barnett, however, wasn’t
aware of the pending bench
warrants or sentencing until she
appeared in circuit court for
arraignment on the indictment
charge.

Reflecting on  Barnett's
escape and the escape of inmate
Shawn Flannery, who gave
police officials a4 run for their
money in July, Blackburn said
his department may have to
change rules regarding the
transportation of prisoners from
the jail 1o the "Floyd County
Justice Center,

“I think we're gonna stan
transporting them in police
cruisers 1o prevenl this from
happening again,” said
Blackburn in an interview
Monday. “We have to walk
them a block from the jail to the
justice center, and we might
have to start using cruisers
instead. The trouble with that is
that all the time cars are not
available. We're going o have
to try 10 keep one there just (o
transport them.”

disabled persons by providing
necessary resources and supports
that will enable individuals w0
make their own decisions regard-
ing long-term care.

According to Kelly, this pop-
ulation wants to preserve its
independence. Kentuckians for
Quality of Life wants to ensure
that they are gble 1o do so and
that they are allowed freedom of
choice in where they will live,

Before introducing a panel of
speakers, Kelly informed the
assembled group that “if these
issues don't affect you now, then
one day, they will.”

Robin Slone, a Floyd County
resident, was the panel represen-
tative for Alzheimer's discase,
Slone cares for her elderly grand-
mother, a victim of Alzheimer's,
in her home and through the uti-
lization of the Happy House
Adult Day Care Center,
Prestonsburg.

“Happy House has been a
greal help o me and to others
like me.," Slone said, “Their staff

has enabled me to work without
worry ... funding for this pro-
gram 18 ‘essential.”

Almu Vipperman, of Pike
County, spoke as an advocate (o
the region’s senior population
saying that “Eastern Kenucky
people live very selt-sufficiently
and very independantly, Though
our children want 1o take care of
us, the pressures they face oday
in raising families and producing
pdequate  income  makes il
impossible for many,”
Vipperman stressed the impor-
tance of adult day facilities and a
freedom of choice in where they
live for the region’s senior popu-
lation,

Lionel Chester, a nursing
home resident who is faced with
limited freedoms due to being a
double below-the-knee amputee,
has found it necessary to reside
in 2 nursing facility due to the
non-availability of personal
funds that would enable him to
remain in his own home. Chester
is much younger than the major-
ity of the residents with whom he

and Meadows, had tumed on the
bridge and started following him
closely.

Amos Blackburn claimed he
had searched for a location to
pull over after the cruiser had
turned on its lights and when he
did. Meadows, who Amos
Blackburn claimed was not in
umiform at the time, came to his
window and asked two see his
license,

According to Amos
Blackbum, Meadows pulled him
from his vehicle and “shoved”
him against the vehicle and
“started poking™ him in the chest
with his finger while accusing
him of being “on pills and high."

Amos Blackburn, whose hos-
pital records reveal emphysema
and a cardiac condition, includ-
ing one triple bypass angioplas-
ty, claims he asked Meadows 10
quit poking him in the chest with
his finger because he had under-
gone heart surgery and it was
causing him discomfort

“He jabbed me in the chest
even harder after | told him
that,” wrote Amos Blackburn. “I
told him that if 1 had any med-
ication in my system. it would
only be the medication that my
doctor has me on for various reg-
sons.”

Amos Blackburm claimed that
during this exchange he told the
officers he would be willing o
take a breath or blood test and
that it was ai that time he
claimed Hackworth “hit (him) in
the left shoulder with a slap
stick™ at which point he claimed
that Meadows prepared to strike
him in the head with his flash-
light. He went on to say that he
struck Meadows once in the eye
before both officers began hit-
ting him. claiming they had
handcuffed him and thrown him
to the pavement during the
course of the struggle.

Amos Blackburi claims the
another unnamed officer armved
at the scene, but then claims

Meadows and Hackworth con-
tinued to threaten him with the
promise of more violence while
transporting him 1o jail,

According to records from
the Flovd County Detention
Center, Hackworth brought
Amos Blackburn mto the facility
at just after 2 am. where he was
detained. on charges of third-
degree assault of a police officer
— the report reflecting Amos
Blackburn allegedly siriking
Meadows — operating a motor
vehicle while under the influ-
ence of alcohol or dnugs, resist-
ing armest and possession of a
controlled substance.

Amos Blackburn Wis
released at approximately 2 p.m
the same day of his arrest, afier
posting a surety bond, and,
according 1o his written account
of the incident, went to see
Floyd County Shenff John K.
Blackburn shortly after.

*1 went to the shenff's office
to talk to the, sheriff,” wrote
Amos Blackbum. “John K
(Blackburn) said that it (the
alleged incident) should have
never happened.™

Sheriff Blackbum spoke
briefly on Monday concerning
the federal indictment and
Deputy Hackworth's current sta
tus with his office.

“He's (Hackworth's)
indicted, but that don’t mean
he's guilty," Sheriff Blackburn
said. “The shernff’s office has
cooperated fully with the investi
gation and cooperated fully with
the FBI ... He (Hackworth) has
not been relieved of his duties as
a resull of the investigation and
that investigation is ongoing, |
just want to do what is right. |
Just want to do the nght thing.”

Amos Blackbum’s next stop,
according to his daughter
Shannon Walker, was to admit

medications were in his system,

“1 requested them  (hospital
personnel) 1o test my father to
see what drugs were in his sys-
term,” said Walker, “because |
knew that the only thing that
would show up would be the
medication he was preseribed to
take by his doctor.”

Medical exmmimations on
April 9 and 10 at Our Lady of
the Way, revealed abrasions to
Amos Blackburn's face, neck
and left shoulder, while urine,
amphetamine, opiate, barbitu-
rate, cocmne and antidepressant
lests were returned negative,
One portion of the drug test did
come back positive for benzodi-
azephines, of ‘which the drug
Buspirone shares some proper-
ties,

Hospital records indicate
Amos Blackburn as having a
prescription for Buspirone, a
psychotropic drug prescribed by
doctors to help people with anx-
iety or sleep problems and nor-
milly sold under the brand label
Buspar, but without the anticon-
viulsant and muscie relaxant
propertics common in some ben-
zocliazephine drugs such as
Antenex and Valium, making it
comparatively less addictive and
less likely 10 cause an adverse
effect when taken

Hackworth and Meadows
could not be reached for com-
ment on the grand jury’s indict-
menl or the accusations against
them

If convicted, both officers
each face 4 maximum of 10
years imprisonment and a fine of
up 1o $250,000,

The LLS, Dustrict Court has
not yet scheduled a tme and
place for a related arraignment.

An indictment is not an indi-
cation of guilry, but is a derermi-
nation by a grand jury that crim-

Excerpts from president’s
Thanksgiving proclamation

Nearly half a century ago, President Dwight Eisenhower
proclaimed Thanksgiving as a time when Americans should
celebrate “the plentiful yield of our soil ... the beauty of our
land ... the preservation of those ideals of liberty and justice
that form the basis of our national life, and the hope of interna-
tional peace.” Now, in the painful aftermath of the September
11 attacks and in the midst of our resolute war on terrorism,
President Eisenhower's hopeful words point us to our collec-
tive obligation to defend the enduring principles of freedom
that form the foundation of our Republic.

During these extraordinary times, we find particular assur-
ance from our Thanksgiving tradition, which reminds us that
we, as a people and individually, always have reason to hope
and trust in God, despite great adversity. In 1621 in New
England, the Pilgrims gave thanks to God, in whom they
placed their hope, even though a bitter winter had taken many
of their brethren. In the winter of 1777, General George
Washington and his army, having just suffered great misfor-
tune, stopped near Valley Forge, Pennsylvania, to give thanks
to0 God. And there, in the throes of great difficulty, they found
the hope they needed to persevere. That hope in freedom even-
tually inspired them to victory.

In 1789, President Washington, recollecting the countless
blessings for which our new Nation should give thanks,
declared the first National Day of Thanksgiving. And decades
later, with the Nation embroiled in a bloody civil war,
President Abraham Lincoln revived what is now an annual tra-
dition of issuing a presidential proclamation of Thanksgiving.
President Lincoln asked God to “heal the wounds of the nation
and to restore it as soon as may be consistent with the Divine
purposes 10 the full enjoyment of peace, harmony, tranquillity,
and Union.”

As we recover from the terrible tragedies of September 11,
Americans of every belief and heritage give thanks to God for |
the many blessings we enjoy as a free, faithful, and fair-minded
land. Let us particularly give thanks for the selfless sacrifices
of those who responded in service to others after the terrorist
attacks, setting aside their own safety as they reached out (o
help their neighbors. Let us also give thanks for our leaders at
every level who have planned and coordinated the mynad of
responses needed to address this unprecedented national crisis.
And let us give thanks for the millions of people of faith who
have opened their hearts to those in need with love and prayer,
bringing us a deeper unity and stronger resolve.

In thankfulness and humility, we acknowledge, especially
now, our dependence on One greater than ourselves. On this
day of Thanksgiving, let our thanksgiving be revealed in the
compassionate support we render to our fellow citizens who
are grieving unimaginable loss; and let us reach out with care
to those in need of food, shelter, and words of hope, May
Almighty God, who is our refuge and our strength in this time
of trouble, watch over our homeland, protect us, and grant us
patience, resolve, and wisdom in all that is to come.

Wheelwright files charges
against former officer

An arrest warrant was issued
last week for a former
Wheelwright  police  officer
accused of felony theft charges
after he failed 1o appear in coun
for his amaignment. That warrant,
however, was recalled Friday by
District Judge James R. Allen after
the accused visited his office,
claming he wasn’t aware of the
arraignment date.

A summons was issued against
former Wheelwright police officer
Charles Johnson on October 29,
Johnson, who worked with the city
for nearly two years, was charged
with theft after he allegedly failed
to return miscellaneous police
equipment and clothing following
his layoft from the city police
department in April,

According to Wheelwright
police and fire commissioner
Andy Wayne Akers, Johnson has
made restitution of some of the
materials, but has not returned all
the city's belongings, Akers said
the city issued 8 summons against
Johnson because the new oty
police officer. Randy Johnson,
needs the equipment:

“We're not trymng to put him

down or put us above him.” said
Akers yesterday, “We just need
that stuff back for our new police
officer. As far as I'm concerned,
we had n good working relation-
ship with him and tried to help him
any way we could.”

According to Johnson, howey-
er, the charges are bogus. Johnson
claims he has returned the city's
equipment, He said that there are
other items of nterest on the city
council’s agenda.

“I's all a big mess,” said
Johnson in an interview vesterday.
*You know how city politics js in
small wwns, In small towns ... it’s
all personal, very little of it is pro-
fessional.”

Johnson said that certan city
council members are “against
him” and that the charges were
brought against him only after he
gained assistance through his
attorney, Jimmy Webb of
Prestonsburg, and threatened fo
file a wrongful termination lawsuit
against the city.

According 10 Randy Johnson,
Charles Johnson's replacement
who issued the summons, Charles
Johnson was laid off from position
al the Wheelwnght city police
department because he hadn’t
completed the necessary police

training,

However, Akers said that
Johnson asked to be laid off, and
members of the city council are
now wondering why or how he
can claim a wrongful dismissal
suil against them.

“We can’t figure that out,” said
Akers. “Even our attorney was in
there when he asked us for it |
guess it's left up for the court sys-
tem 1o decide that.”

In an interview yesterday,
Wheelwright's atomey, Tim
Parker declined to comment as o
whether or not Johnson asked to
be laid off. He further noted that he
had no knowledge of the charges
against Johnson or any pending
lawsuit against the city of
Wheelwright.

Parker indicated that he will
now seek a way to resolve the
155u¢,

“Obviously, we prefer o
resolve these things outside of the
public eye.” said Parker. “We cer-
tamly don’t wish Charles any ill
will. He's a good fellow. 1 know

him personally.”

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Safety tips for the holidays

FRANKFORT - The holiday
season is here and shoppers are
hitting the malls in search of
toys, lghts, and decorations.
The Kenwcky Cabinet for
Health Seryices wants o pass
along ‘a few guidelines 1o make
sure this holiday season |s a safe
one.

The U.S. Consumer Product
Sifety Commission requires toy
manufacturers 0 meet safety
standards and to label certain
toys that could be a hazard for
younger children, Parents
should look for these labels in
toys pnd gifis their c¢hildren
receive.

Here are o few safety tips to
use when purchasing toys for
sl children:

B Recad the label to select
loys thal suil the age. abilities,
skills, and interest level of the
child.

B For children who still
place objects in their mouths,
avoid toys with smull parts and
balls with adiamerter of one and
three-quarters of an inch or less,
These could be a choking haz
ard, Children under age B can
choke or suffocate on uninflated
or broken balloons.

B Watch for strings that
are more than 12 inches in
length, They could be a stran-
gulation hazard for small chil-
dren,

@ Look for sturdy toy
construction, The eyes, nose and
other small parts on toys and
stuffed animals should be
securely fastened on the toy and
be sure 10 avoid loys that have
or could easily break o expose
sharp edges.

B Immediately discard
plastic wrappings which can
cause suffocalion, before they
become deadly playthings. Also
discard other iterms used’ in
packaging such as twist ties,
screws, und styrofoam pleces.

B Before buying a toy or
allowing your child to play with
a oy, read the instructions care-

fully, If the toy is appropriate
for your child. show him or her
how to use it properly

Each year, holiday lights and
decorations are responsible for
about 400 fires, resulting in 20
deaths, 70 injuries and more
than $15 million in property loss
and damage in this country. The
Cabinet for Health Services sug-
gests the following tips for holi-
day decorations and lights:

M lLook for “Fire
Resistant” labels before pur-
chasing artificial trees and deco-
rations.  Although this label
does nol mean the tree won't
catch fire, it does indicate the
tree will resist buring and
should extinguish quickly

B Live trees should be
fresh, A fresh tree is green, nee-
dles are hard to pull from
branches and when bent
between your fingers, needles
do not break. The trunk butt of
& fresh tree is sticky with resin,
und when tapped on the ground,
the tree should not lose many
needles,

B When setting up a tree
athome, place it away from [ire-
places, heaters. stoves, and radi-
ators, Because heated rooms
dry live trees out rapidly, be sure
the tree stand is filled with
water.

B Use only lights that
have been lested for safety by a
recognized testing laboratory,
which indicates conformance
with safety standards,

B Check each set of
lights, new or old, for broken or
cracked sockets, frayed or bare
wires, or loose connections, and
throw out damaged sets.

B Never use electnic
lights on a metallic tree: The
tree can become charged with
electricity from faulty lights,
and a person touching a branch
could be electrocuted,

B Use only indoor lights
mside and outdoor lights outside
and never more than three stan-

FLASHLIGHT FEATURES

There should always be a flashiight in
a readily accessible place in the home
for emergencies. When selecting a
flashiight, look for one with recharge-
able bafteries, so you won't be left in
the dark. Since even the best bulbs
bum out eventually, some flashlights
feature a backup bulb stored in the
head. To guard against flashiight fail-
ure in the event that it were o be
dropped in water, check fo see if rub-
ber O-rings line the head and battery
case. Sliding orvoff switches wear out
sooner than butions, and for maximum
water-resistance, the button should be
coated with plastic.

The businesses, which run
the gamut from lumber compa-
nies to newspapers, banks and
law firms” reflect the rich diver-
sity of commonwealth com-
merce,” said Dr, J. Kevin
Graffagnino, executive director
of the Kentucky Historical
Society, at the recent Kentucky
Industrial Development Council
annual meeting th Lexington.

The Kentucky Centennial
Business Program looks for
Kentucky businesses that have
been in continuous operation
since January 1, 1901. More
than 275 companies have been
recognized as  Kentucky
Centennial businesses, and com-
panies honored this year are:

B Bank of Buffalo, located in
Buffalo in LaRue County, the
bank; known as Buffalo Savings
Bank, began operations in 1901
with a capital stock of $15,000.

B The Big Sandy News,
located where the Tug and
Levisa Fork of the Big Sandy
River meet, Louisa has been
home to the newspaper since
1885. In 1988, the Sandy Valley
Press Inc. purchased the compa-
ny,

M Buffalo Trace Distillery is
located in the Leestown area of
Franklin County where distill-
ing has been practiced since
1787. The firm traces its origins
back to 1857 and E.H. Taylor
Distillery.

M Bueckner Machine & Iron
Works Inc., founded in 1858 in
Newport, produces circular
stairs, steel platforms, and vari-
ous steel fabrications and
rallings. It is operated by its
founding family.

B Challenger Piping Inc.,
formerly George H. Fennell and
Co. The company originally
specialized in hot air and steam
furnace heating systems. Today,
the Newport business focuses
upon commercial pipe fabrica-
tion and installation, William A.

Fennell Sr., is CEO.

B The Community Recorder
began publication in 1875 as the
Boone County Recorder.
Publisher William Cusack and
editor Dave Ninemets lead the
newspaper in Florence.

B Country Boy Stores, in the
Hopkinsville area, is in its origi-
nal 1886 structure.This retail
business sells general merchan-
dise and army surplus. R. F
Gilliam founded the company in
1890. Kenneth Golladay, grand-
son of the founder, operates the
business.

B LN. Pollock Co. was
begun 1874 by the Pollock fam-
ily in Ashland. The business
handled jewelry and books.
Now owned by the Hagans fam-
ily, LN. Pollock deals in fine
jewelry.

B The Kentucky Standard is
published three times weekly in
Bardstown and has a circulation
of 9,200. The newspaper’s first
issue appeared in December
1900. The company has been in
its present site since 1913.
David Greer oversees the busi-
ness.

B Louisville Stoneware Co.
traces its roots to the early 1800s
through the progression of the
pottery industry in Louisville.
Today, Louisville Stoneware
forges its trademark pottery for
national and international cus-
tomers. Company  owner
Christina Lee Brown, and CEO
Jen Mead, ensure that the tradi-
tion of handcrafting and hand
painting continues at Louisville
Stoneware Co.

B Lyon Store: Four genera-
tions of the Lyon family have
operated the store in Loretto
since 1875.'Founded by William
H. Lyon, he and his 14 children
ran the family business.
Merchandise has included hard-
ware, furniture, livestock feed,
gasoline, groceries, notions and
clothing. Brothers Bobby and
William Lyon are the most
recent CO-OwWners.

| McFarland-Troutman
Funeral Home: Samuel
Carrothers launched his Mt
Washington funeral business in
1885. Today, the business,
owned by John P. and Laura
Profitt, has numerous historic
business artifacts such as a 1906

S and S horse-drawn hearse,
which is still in use.

B Mt Sterling Advocate,
first printed in 1890, the
Advocate was one of three
newspapers in the town. A
Democratic newspaper, its stat-
ed purpose in 1890 was “to keep
sensitively in touch with all that
is happening in our county and
1o be earnestly awake to all the
wants of eastern Kentucky,"”
Publisher Glen Greene oversees
the paper.

M Mt Sterling National
Bank, established in 1871 as a
community-oriented bank.,
Mount Sterling National Bank
continues this philosophy 130
years later, Mark B. Ledford
serves as president.

# B The Paducah Sun has seen
four generations of the Paxton
family at its helm. In 1896 when
W.E Paxton launched The
Paducah Evening Sun, little did

Families get help with child’s first school eye exam

FRANKFORT - When
Beverly Lott from Argillite in
Greenup County went to enroll
her son, Brad, for Headstart, she
wits Told that he would need an
eye examination. This was nol
welcome news.  This was jusl
another bill ta pay, hot on the
heels of other medical bills
ineurred while her husband,
John, Wits undergoing
chemotherapy. Then the local
Hendstart program staff told her
about the KIDS NOW Vision
Program.

Two-hundred and eighty-five
optometrists and ophthalmolo-
L1815 across the commonwealth
have contracted with the
Commission for Children with
Special Health Care Needs to
provide eye exams to children if
their family meets the income
eriteria,  Eye exams are impor-
tant, not only because they are
now mindatory by January 1 for
all children entering public
school, but because screemng
alone often misses visual diffi-
culties such as amblyopia which
have the potential for reversal if

diagnosed and treated before the
nge of five.

This eye exam program is
part of KIDS NOW. Gov. Paul
Patton's early childheod initia-
tive. An imtal gramt of
$150,000 is available to pay for
eye examinations for eligible
children. To date, 126 children
have accessed the program and
received low cost eye exams.

“We know that children who
can see the blackboard or com-
puter screen clearly are more
likely to do better work. That's
why it's important to make sure
that children have a vision exam
as they enter our school system,
We want them to get good
marks in school and have every
opportunity to grow up learning
what they need to become & con-
tributing member of society,”
said Gov. Patton,

This program was exactly
whut Beverly Lott and her fami-
ly needed. She made the tele-
phone call and was referred to
Dr. Robert Brooks in Greenup
for Brad's eye examination
*“The payment was only $5 and 1

wis thrilled with that," said
Lott. “We really appreciated
having that resource.” And
while Brad doesn’t need glasses
right now, the doctor told her
that he might need them by the
time he is in the second grade.
Now she knows what to expect
and is having his teachers look
for signs that his vision might be
changing. Currently, Lot is
working as an assistant for the
local Headstart program and she
says, “1'll definitely recommend
this program to other parents
trying to enroll their children.”

The Commission for
Children with Special Health
Care Needs, local health depart-
ments, the Kentucky Optometric
Agsociation, and  Family
Resource and Youth Services
Centers are working together to
provide this financial assistance
to families with the mandatory
eye examinations for children
entering school for the first
time,

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Remnernidering the spi
Inanksgiing Day

We are all familiar with the story of
Thanksgiving, a day set apart by the early
Pilgrims to this land as a day of thanks for
the abundant harvest of the year

October of 1777 marked the first ocea-
sion that all 13 volonies joined together in
Thanksgiving celebration. This date com-
memorited the patriot victory over the
British at Saratoga. It turned out to be d
one-time alfair,

1621, Whal most of us are less
familiar with i8 the fact that this
holiday feast did not become a
national tradition until much
later.

As a matter of fact,
the year 1622 did not
bring a repeat of the
feast of the year before,
but in the year following, 1623, a
vear of severe drought, the
Pilgrims gathered for a prayer
sefvice, to pray for rain and,
thus. relief from the severely
dry conditions that they had
long suffered.

A long. steady rain fol-
lowed the very next day,
and Governar Bradford
proclaimed another day of
Thanksgiving, again issu-
ing an invitation to their
Indian friends. However, it
was another 53 years before

another Day of Thanksgiving
was proclaimed - this time in June of
1676.

Following iy a reprint of Lincoln's
original Thanksgiving proclamation of
1863:

Lincoln’s 1863
Thanksgiving
Proclamation

The year that is drawing towards its
close, has been filled with the blessings of
fruitful fields and healthful skies. To these
bounties, which are so constantly enjoyed
that we are prone to forget the source
from which they come, others have been
added, which are of so extraordinary a
nature, that they cannot fail to penetrate
and soften even the heart which is habitu-
ally insensible to the ever watchful provi-
dence of Almighty God. In the midstof a
civil war of unequalled magnitude and
severity, which has sometimes seemed (o
foreign States to invite and to provoke
their aggression, peace has been preserved
with all nations, order has been main-
tained, the laws have been respected and
obeved, and harmony has prevailed every-
where except i the theatre of military
conflict; while that theatre has been great-
ly contracted by the advancing armies and
navies of the Union. Needful diversions
of wealth and of strength from the fields
of peaceful industry to the national
defence, have not arrested the plough, the
shuttle, or the ship; the axe had enlarged
the borders of our settlements, and the
mines, as well of iron.and coal as of the
precious metals, have yielded even more
abundantly than heretofore. Population
has steadily increased, notwithstanding
the waste that has been made in the camp,
the siege and the battle-field; and the
country, rejoicing in the consciousness of
augmented strength and vigor, is permit-
ted to expect continuance of years with

In 1789, George Washington pro-
claimed a National Day of Thanksgiving

large increase of [reedom.

No human counsel hith devised nor
hath any mortal hand worked out these
great things, They are the gracious gifts
of the Most High God, who. while deal-
ing with us 1o anger for our sins, hath
nevertheless remembered mercy, 1l has
seemed to me fitand proper that they
should be solemnly, reverently, and
gratefully acknowledged as with one
heart and voice hy the whole American
people. Ido therefore invite my fellow
citizens in every part of the United
States. and also those who dre at sea and
those who are sojourning in foreign
lands, to set apart and observe the last
Thursday of November next, as a day of
Thanksgiving and Praise to our benefi-
cent Father who dwelleth in the Heavens.
And I recommend to them that while
offering up the aseriptions justly due to

which served 1o create some discord
among the colonies. Many felt that the
hardships of a few Pilgrims did not warrant
a national holiday ebservance. ‘Later. even
President Thomas Jefferson scoffed at the
idea of a day of national thanksgiving.

The efforts of a single woman, Sarah
Josepha Hale, a magazine editor, eventual-
ly led to what we recognize 1oday as
Thanksgiving Day. Hale wrote many edi-
torials championing her cause in her
“Boston Ladies’ Magazine,” and later, in
“Godey's Lady’s:Book.” After a 40-year
relentless campaign characterized by edito-
rials and letters to governors and presi-
dents, Hale’s dream became a reality

when, in 1863, President Abraham
Lincoln proclaimed the last Thursday
in Noyember as a national day of
Thanksgiving.

Thanksgiving was proclaimed by
every president following Lincoln.
The date was changed once or twice,
most recently by Franklin Roosevelt.

who set it up one week to the next-to-
last Thursday in order to create a

longer Christmas shopping season, but
public uproar managed 1o revert the date
back to Lincoln'$ original proclamation.

In 1941, Thanksgiving was once and
tor all sanctioned by Congress as a legal
national holiday that would henceforth be
observed on the fourth Thursday in each
November.

Him for such singular deliverances and
biessings, they do also, with humble pen-
itence for our national perverseness and
disobedience, commend to His tender
care all those who have become widows,
orphans, mourners or sufferers in the
lamentable civil strife in which we are
unavoidably engaged, and fervently
implore the interposition of the Almighty
Hand to heal the wounds of the nation
and to restore it as soon as' may be con-
sistent with the Divine purposes to the
full enjoyment of peace, harmony. tran-
quility and Union.

Kentucky Bison Company buffaloes
competition for Agribusiness of the year

Charles Jesse “Buffalo”
Jones, immortalized by author
Zane Gray in his book “The Last
of the Plainsmen,” is listed in
the national archives as one of
the “preservers of the American
bison.” Steve Wilson and Laura
Lee Brown, through their
award-winning Kentucky Bison
Company, hope to further pre-
serve the noble beast’s place in
contemporary American life.

At the North American
International Livestock
Exposition in Louisville on
Nevember 9. Kentucky Bison
Company was honored with the
prestigious Agribusiness of the
Year Award. The six-year-old
company traces its origins to the
husband-and-wife team’s 1995
purchase of 1,000 acres in
Goshen, in Oldham County. The
land, farmed since the early 19th
Century, had fallen into disre-
pair. Wilson and Brown per-
formed a complete restoration,
naming it Woodland Farm.

“We both grew up on farms,
and Laura Lee saw her family’s
farm subdivided after her father
died,” Wilson recalled. “When
this land became available, we
realized we wanted to save and
preserve this wonderful green
space as a working farm,”

However, the couple did not
immediately visualize their new
home as a place wheré buffalo

would roam. “The bison idea
didn't exactly stampede us,”
Wilson admitted. “But the more
research we did, the more we
saw that bison could offer farm-
ers an opportunity to diversify.”

Brown was attracted by the
hélthy aspects of bison's low-
fat and low-cholesterol meat,
while the notion of restoring an
ecologically friendly and once-
endangered species appealed tq
Wilson, As part of what they
termed ‘an experiment in diver-
sification’, Wilson and Brown
ordered 25 buffalo calves from
Custer State Park in South
Dakota.

“They were fruitful and mul-
tiplied,” chuckled Wilson. And,
as the size of the herd grew, so
did the staff of Kentucky Bison
Company. The firm, initially a
four-person operation, now has
22 employees.

Kentucky Bison Company's
breeding livestock comes from a
base herd selected from the top
genetic lines throughout North
America. The company main-
tains three single sire herds of
approximately 20 cows, as well
as a larger production herd with
seven bulls. Its market bulls are
fed whole grain rations for 360
days prior to processing. The
bulls are not castrated, and no
hormones or antibiotics are
used.

Kentucky Bison Company
takes a hands-on approach to
expanding the market for bison
products, Members of its staff
design programs to educate both
wholesale and retail customers
about the health and nutritional
benefits of bison meat. They
research bison recipes.and intro-
duce fresh and ready-to-eat
bison products to restaurants,
supermarkets, and tourist gift
shops.

In 1998, Wilson and Brown
acquired  Memphis  Meat
Processing in  Memphis,
Indiana, Wilson recalled, "It
made more sense to buy a pro-
cessing plant that could continue
to' process beef and pork for
local farmers. than to build a
new plant just for bison, whose
market wasn't—and still isn't—
fully developed.”

Following minor improve-
ments to the plant. Memphis
Meat Processing was approved
as a USDA facility in 1999. It
develops and distributes bison
meat products to local and
regional purveyors and specialty
restaurants, and does custom
beef and pork processing for
other farmers.

As an extension of Kentucky
Bison Company's “farm to
plate’ philosophy, Wilson and
Brown are currently construct-
ing a bison feedlot on the pro-
cessing plant’s property.

g

Wilson is a member and
regional director of the National
Bison Association (NBA), and
currently serves as chairman of
its natipnal promotion commit-
tee. He also represents the
United States on the Canadian
Bison Meat Council.

In 1997, Wilson founded the
Southeast Bison Association

(SEBA) to serve the needs of

more than 60 bison farmers in
the southeastern United States.

Woodland Farm  briefly
became the focus of the entire
bison industry when it hosted
the NBA's summer conference
in 1999. More than 800 people
participated in farm activities,
attended bison handling semi-
nars, and enjoyed a family-style
picnic.

*“We enlisted the facility and
students from the culinary pro-
gram at Sullivan University to
help put on a feast for the
NBA.” remembered Wilson.
“The theme was, traditional
Southern cooking with a buffalo
twist. You can’t get much more
Southern than buffalo meatloaf
and mashed potatoes.
