A total of $9 million was secured for
law enforcement development, with
$7.5 million ¢armarked for the TCenter
for Rural Development in Somerset to
continue its law enforcement technolo-
gy grant program.

The technology granat program assists
small and rural law enforcement in
acquiring criminal database systems and
other technologies. Over $22 million

has been secured toward this program in
the past three years.

Hazard law énforcement will receive
a training grant for $1.5 million from the
newly-approved funding. That money
will be allotted for the National Institute
of Justice Center for Rural Law
Enforcement Technology and Training.

week, Danielle Neal made her
point completely clear,
“Tonight, go home and let
your parents know how much
you love them.” she said, "And
don't take 1w for granted,
because a lot of kids out ther¢
don’t have what you have.”
That's not the most common
sentiment to hear from a 17-
year-old high school senior. But
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“love wasn't the easiest fecling
that was shown, but T knew 11
was there .. 1 knew my parents
loved me. But | knew they had a
lot of other problems. and they
didn’t know how 1o solve
them,"

Danielle and ‘her siblings
were removed from her moth-
er's home when she was 3
Danielle spent four years in a
foster home before Charloue
and Mike Neal adopted her in
1991.

Danielle shared her story at
the Nov. 15 program honoring
Fayette County families who
have opened their homes to the
kids from the Cabinet for
Families and Children's SNAP
program. November is Adoption
Awareness month both national-
Iy and in Kentucky.

The SNAP program recruits
adoptive families for Kentucky

.children waiting for secure, per-
“manent homes. Most of these

children are older, have special
physical, mental or emotional
needs, or are part of a sibling
group.

Cabiner Secretary Viola
Miller told adoptive parents at
the reception “how sincerely
grateful we are for the commit-
ment that you made 1o
Kentucky's children. Without
you, these thildren wouldn't
have a family to love them.”

ever have recently udopted chil-
dren. That's doe in part (o a fed-
eral law that prods states to
reduce the time kids spend
foster care before becoming part
of a true home.

The Cabinet for Families and
Children uses the 222 adoptions
completed during 1998 as a
baseline 10 measure progress.
Since then. adoptions of chil-
dren in state custody have risen
steadily, to 510 in the fiscal year
that ended Sept. 31,

Miller said the numbers are
encouraging, but they need 10 be
betier.

The most life-altering event a
child can experience is being
removed from his or her home,
she said, but sometimes there is
no choice

*The damage of that removal
is mitigated by people like you,”
Miller told the adoptive parents

“People who say, ‘I have a place
in my home. 1 have a place in
my heart. 1 have enough love. |
have enough room. I'll be that
parent when the biological par-
ent can't be."™

Danielle’s mother. Charlotie
Neal, said that kind of commit-
ment entails immense costs and
nnmense payoffs.

“There's nothing more
rewarding,"” she said, “and
there's nothing more difficult.”

A trust develops
Danielle’s parents, Charlotte
and Mike, had two college-aged
daughters from Mike's previous
marriage. The pair had never
even spoken about adoption
until the day Mike saw a
“Thursday's Child” TV segment
featuring Danielle in the sum-
mer of 1991, when Danielle was
6. Mike liked Danielle’s spunk

payment setup that  would
require customers to bring bills
they would choose to handle
through the postage center and
have them entered into the cen-
ter's database.

“We're asking people 1o sub-
mit any bills they want in the
system for local as opposed to
mailing,” said Hale, adding that
the bill payments would be set
up in a “real-time payments situ-
aton.”

But Hale admits privacy con-
cerns could deter some from lak-
ing advaniage of the new plan,
so has agreed o accommodate
this concern by agreeing to have
customers provide the coded
strip along their bill statements
for entry without requesting
additional nformation such as
addresses and telephone num-
bers — information which. is
sometimes guarded by
lomers

“We just need that coded strip
1o include in the system,” Hale
explained, “"You can black out
your name so we can cut that out
or whatever, but we need the
code to get the customer entered

into the system. So, if someone
feels funny about leaving me a
part of their bill, they can just
leave the code which will be
used for programming purposes
to get them started."

The center will offer a free
box rental for the first year of
service, which will be available
for customers when new boxes
are installed.

According to Hale, however,
the boxes will be the last item to
be put into place, as they must be
shipped from the west coast
That could take up lo eight
weeks

“The main thing 15 we want
people to know. that we haven't
forgotten them and we look for-
ward 1o offering the public these
new services,” said Hale,

Once operations begin in
December, the center's hours
will be 8:30 am. untl 6 pum,
Monday through Saturday for
lobby hours, with the window
section of the center up and run-
ning from 9 a.m. until 5:30 p.m.
Monday through Sawurday,
Thursday and Friday, however,
will provide customers with the
chance 1o check their mail once
boxes are installed as long as the
center 1s open which 1s tradition-
ally until 8 p.m.

*“The store does have two late
days on Thursday and Friday,”
said Hale, “and when the store is
open, the center will be open.”

The bill also includes an addi-
tional $335 million for the
Economic Development
Administration (EDA) which
makes grants to government and
community agencies for public
works and economic develop-
ment projects in distressed areas
across the nation,

The U.S. Department of
Commerce found $13 mullion
included in its budget for the
continued activities of the
Eastern Kentucky PRIDE
(Personal Responsibility In a
Desirable Environment) pro-
gram.,

The PRIDE funding will pro-
vide grants to low-income indi-
viduals to replace failing septic
systems and straight pipes,
community grants for cleanup
aclivities and grants to schools
for environmental educaton
effonts, Of this allotted amount,
$5 million is to be used for the
design and construction of
water protection and related

HAZARD —  Charity
Combs Lindon was born in
Hazard and has lived most of
her life in Hazard. She and her
husband, Bdward, lived for 4
some time in Allias where
Edward worked as a coal miner
before moving to Peach Streel
in Hazard.

When Memorial Drive was
built in the early [950s, the
property used for the nght-of-
way was owned by black lami-
lies: One of the families was
Charity's mother. Peach Street
was absorbed by Memorial
Drive. As a result of the con-
struction of Memorial Drive,
two black churches — Mt Zion
and Mt Olivet joined
together o become
Consolidated Baptist Church.
Charity is a member
Consolidated Baptist Church

Charity and Edward had 10
children. Nine of the children
are sull living. One son,
Charles Ray, 1s deceased.

All of the children have
been successful, Jim Rose, who
was an outstanding basketball
player for Hazard High School

of

and Western Kentucky
University, lives in Louisville.
Fred retired from the city,
Glornia 15 a bank teller in

Ohio, William 15 a

Cleveland,
retired coal miner, Mary Alice
15 a manager for Elder Beerman

in Dayton, Ohio, Bruce works
for Kentucky Power, Sharon
works for WYMT-TV as a pro-
gram manager, and Luticia is a
church secretary and evangelist
in San Diego, Calif.

Charity has 37 grandchil-
dren and every two years all the
family gets together for a big
family reunion. In 1998 over
150 members of the family
attended a reunion held at
Hazard's LaCitadel. The 2000
reunion was  held in
Washington, D.C., and 120
members were in attendance.

“l1 never had any trouble
with any of my children,”
Lindon said. “They all com-
pleted high school and half of
them went on to college.

1 think it is harder to raise
children today. Seems like we
had a lot of help from the com-
munity, especially when I was
growing up. If any adult saw
you misbehaving, they would
tell your parents. Our parents
insisted on good behavior,
Something else I remember
growing up, the family always
ate their meals together. Today,
families don't do that.

"When they were starting to
build Liberty Village, Willie

Dawahare was mayor. I told
Willie, *If you will find me a
place to hive, I'll sell the city
my property.” The mayor found
us a place to live and we've
been here for 34 years.

“Back in the days of segre-
gation of lot of black people
and families traveling would
stay at my mother’s. There was
no hotel for black people in
Hazard in those days. But |
never had any racial problems,
I grew up with all these people
in Hazard and we all knew each
other. My father, Simeon
Combs, was the first black to
be a deputy shenff in Perry
County.

“When Blonde Olinger got
sick and could longer serve on
the Housing Authority Board, 1
was asked 1o serve on the
board. My first job was to
screen applicants for Allie
Gorman Tower apartments. I
was a member of the Housing
Authority Board for 12 years,
and also served as an election
officer for 24 years. My broth-
er Lionel retired as a detective
in Dayton, Ohio, My brother
John W. Combs retired as a
teacher from the Perry County
School System.”

Sens. John McCain, R-Ariz., and Evan Bayh, D-Ind.,
have introduced an ambitious 5-year plan to expand
AmenCorps. the nation’s volunteer national service
program. The $20 billion “Call to Service Act” would
put 250.000 young people a year to work, half of them
in AmeriCorps' traditional social service programs, the
other half in new homeland security jobs.

The bill would also increase military education bene-
fits and create a new “18-18-18" military enlistment
option: An $18,000 bonus 1o sign up for 18 months of
reserve duty. The idea is to create a deeper, better qual-
ified pool of enlistees.

McCain and Bayh said their plan was in the works
before Sept. 11, but the terronst attacks gave it new
urgency. “Americans are eager for a way to serve at
home and abroad,” they said. “Government should
make it easier for them to do so.”

AmeriCorps, created in 1993, includes the old
VISTA and National Civilian conservation Corps pro-
grams. Some 50,000 young people a year are paid an
educational benefit of $4,725 if they complete a year of
service in various programs. The McCain-Bayh bill
would quintuple the number who serve each year, con-
tinue the educational benefits and pay a living stipend.
Volunteers could choose between social service work,
such as building homes and caring for the elderly, or
civil defense and security jobs.

“Public service is a virtue, and national service
should one day be a rite of passage for young
Americans,” the senators wrote in an op-ed piece in
“The New York Times."

That “rite of passage” line suggested to some that the
proposal might be a precursor to renewal of the draft.
Sen McCain disavowed that intent on National Public
Radio.

“I don’t think we should go back to the draft, but 1
do believe that we should provide them with an oppor-
tunity to serve,” he said.

The mulitary has said it sees no need for a draft for
the war on terrorism, but as the nation adjusts to home-
land security needs, that could change. Depending on
the conduct and duration of the current conflict, the
United States could adopt the model of Israel or
Germany, where draftees can choose between the regu-
lar military and civil defense options. Any new draft,
however, must avoid the pitfalls of the old draft: no
deferments for the rich and well born. Everyone is
equally eligible.

In the meantime, the McCain-Bayh proposal could
prove a valuable proving ground and do a lot of good
in the process. Their bill deserves prompt and careful
consideration.

Lawmakers vote against
amendment to Transportation
Cabinet contract

FRANKFORT — The
General Assembly’s
Governmenl Contract Review
Commitice Tuesday voted
against approving an amend-
ment to a Transportation
Cabinet contract that would
help pay for Gov. Paul Patton’s
lawsuit against the Legislature,

The committee voted last
week to approve the amend-
ment to a contract between the
Transportation Cabinet and the
law firm Frost, Brown, Todd,
LLC. However, the committee
voted to reverse that decision
today after some panel mem-
bers contended administration
officials had been less than
forthright ubout the true nature
of the amendment,

Specifically, the amendment
did not stipulate that the money
would be used to pay executive
branch lawyers in a lawsuit
filed recently by Goy, Paton
against the 7

Committee members coﬂ-

tended this was not the stated
purpose of the original con-
tract.

The governor's lawsuit chal-
lenges the constitutionality of

the General Assembly’s system
for reviewing executive branch
regulations. Legislative leaders
maintain the administrative
regulation review process is
needed to fulfill the General
Assembly’s government over-
sight responsibilities.

As a result of today’s com-
mitlee action, the proposed
contract amendment will be
sent back to the Transportation
Cabinet without legislative
approval. The Transportation
Cabinet then has the option of
petitioning the Finance and
Administration Cabinet 1o
override the committee’s deci-
sion.

Immediately after voting
against the contract amend-
ment, Sen. Marshall Long, D-
Shelbyville, asked commitiee
staff to draft legislation for
lawmakers to consider that

allow agencies, other than the

original party to a contract,
from obtaining services umre-
lated to the contract's original

he use of master e said ﬂ"}’ would.

“Only the legislature,
which is proactive, can lake
the comprehensive steps that
are necessary...,” Baird said.

Neal said troubling facts
about the death penalty in
Kentucky have become clear,
including that there is one
mentally retarded adult cur-
rently on the state's death row.
One proposal brought before
the committee in Oct. asks that
state law be changed to allow
those sentenced to death in
Kentucky before July 1990 to
prove whether or not they
have mental retardation.

Baird's Constitution Project
group recommends that the
mentally retarded and juve-
niles, or persons under age 18,
should not be eligible for cap-
ital punishment. Kentucky law
currently allows for capital
punishment of juveniles who
are 16 and 17 years old.

“The deterrent effect of
capital punishment is virtually
non-existent as it relates to
juveniles and the mentally
retarded,” said Baird.

Kentucky Public Advocate
Ernie Lewis told lawmakers
that recent news has exposed
facts about the death penalty
he calls “warning lights.” One
of those involved & recent
moratorium on the death

‘penalty in [llinois, where Gov.

George Ryan halted the death
penalty after 13 death row
inmates who had been await-
ing their sentence since 1987
were exonerated.

The committee also heard
testimony about eight particu-
lar guidelines followed by the
state child support guidelines
commission, The issue was
referred to the Judiciary
Committee by the General
Assembly’s Program Review
and Investigations Committee,
which found deficiencies in
the guidelines,

“What about the parents
and what about all the children
who perhaps aren't being ade-
quately served?" said Sen.

“It was common then”
Luttrell said. “Not so now, due
to the wet counties close by."

He recalls making numerous
arrests in Knott County. which
was dry. There were car chases
and he recalled one case invaly-
ing a U-Haul loaded with 500
cases of beer plus liquor.

“DUI laws were nol so
strong then.” he said

Luttrell recalled that he
would catch the same pérson for
DUI two or three times g week.
The DUI charges were amended
way down then, which is not the
case under the present DU law,
he said.

Luttrell was also very active
in drug investigations. In the
mid-1980s, he helped arrest 80
people in Letcher County. The
drugs then were marijuana,
Quaaludes, some LSD and
cocaine,

“The prescription pill prob-
lem today is 2 lot more active

now then it was back in the
"80s.” Luttrell noted.
“Marjuana eradication was

very active back then,” he said.
but troopers often had 1o rely on
rough maps and their own two
feet.

About Our Schools

Title I, a §7.7 billion program
reaching over 45,000 schools in
over 13,000 school districts, is
the federal government's largest
elementary and secondary edu-

cation assistance program. It .

was established in 1965 as part
of the nation's war on poverty.
Money is sent directly to states
based on census duta, and In
turn, sent w local school dis-
tricts, The law 18 rewritten
(reauthorized) every five years
and each time, changes are made
to improve the effect the law has
on the children it serves.

The changes made when
Title T was reauthorized in 1994,
taking effect in 1995, encour-
aged and supported improve-
ments in teaching and leaming.
States, including Kentucky,
adopted standards-based reform
and used the Federal program to
help raise math and reading
scores. The 1994 Act also
included provisions o improve
teaching and learning, 1o
increase flexibility and account-
ability for the state and the local
school district, and to strengthen
parent and cammunity involve-
ment.  (Because of Congress'
failure 1o complete the process
m 1999 for the reauthorization
to take effect in 2000, Title I is
still operating as under the 1994
Improving America's Schools
Act))

One big part of the reautho-
rization is to rmse achievement
for ALL students. All the
schools in' Floyd County are
now operating as Title 1 school-
wide programs, and all students
are expected to succeed, as

opportunitics are provided for
all students to meet the state’s
proficient and distinguished
levels of performance. This
means that rather than remov-
ing students from classrooms
and taking them to different
areas where instruction was
often “dumbed” down, that
now all students must be held
accountable for higher skills.
Students must master core con-
tent in reading, mathematics,
stience, social studies, arts and
humanities and practical living.

The individual school
decides how to use its Title |
dollars to ensure student
achievement. This means the
whole school and the communi-
ty it serves are involved in the
planning process.  Parents,
teachers, principal, and people
from the local district office all
work together to plan and write
the program that best serves the
needs of the whole school.
Parents are required not only to
serve on commitices, but also
to complete questionnaires and
10 offer meaningful inpul.
Another requirement 1s that
each school, as well as the dis-
trict. develops a parent policy -
together with a home-school
compact that will spell out the
responsibilities of each: 1each-
ers, parents, and children.

Not only is Title I used in
Floyd County to pay some
teachers’ salanes, but also has
funded special programs in
many schools, such as the
Accelerated Reader. Library
books, computers, software,
science materials, and furniture
for science labs are other items
that that have been purchased
with Title I funds. In addition,
at present time, there are eight

Safety tips for toys and decorations

FRANKFORT — The holiday
season is here and shoppers are
hitting the malls in search of wys,
lights, and decoranons. The
Kentucky Cabinet for Health
Services wants 1o pass along a
few guidelines to make sure this
holiday season is a safe one. The
U.S. Consumer Product Safety
Comimission requires toy manu-
facturers to meet safety standards
and to label certain toys that
could be a hazard for younger
children. Parents should look for
these labels in 1oys and gifs their
children receive.

Here are a few safety tips to
use when purchasing toys for
small children:

@ B Read the label (o sclect oys

that suit the age, abilities, skills,
and interest level of the child,

W For children who still place
objects in their mouths, avoid
toys with small parts and balls
with a diameter of one and three-
quarters of an inch or less. These
could be a choking hazard.
Children under age 8 can choke
or suffocate on uninflated or bro-
ken balloons.

B Waich for strings that are
more than 12 inches in length.
They could be a strangulation
hazard for small children.

B Look for sturdy toy con-
struction. The eyes, nose and
other small pans on  (oys and
stuffed animals should be secure-

ly fastened on the toy and be sure
to avoid toys that have or could
casily break to expose sharp
edges.

B Immediately discard plastic
wrappings which can cause suffo-
cation, before they become dead-
ly playthings. Also discard other
items used in packaging such as
twist ties, screws, and styrofoam
pieces.

B Before buying a toy or
allowing your child to play witha
1oy, read the instructions careful-
ly. If the toy is appropriate for
your child, show him or her how
to use it properly.

Each year, holiday lights and
decorauons are for
about 400 fires, resulting in 20
deaths, 70 injunes and more than
$15 million in property loss and
damage in this country. The
Cabinet for Health Services sug-
gests the following tips for holi-
day decorations and lights:

B Look for “Fire Resistant”
labels before purchasing artificial
trees and decorations. Although
this label does not mean the tree
won't catch fire, it does indicate
the tree will resist buming and
should extinguish quickly.

W Live trees should be fresh.
A [resh wee 1s green, needles are
hard 1o pull from branches and
when bent between your fingers,
needles do not break. The trunk
butt of & fresh tree is sucky with

resin, and when tapped on the
ground, the tree should not lose
many needles.

W When setting up a tree at
home, place it away from fire-
places, heaters, stoves, and radia-
tors. Because heated rooms dry
live trees out rapidly, be sure the
tree stand is filled with water,

B Use only lights that have
been tested for safety by a recog-
mized testing laboratory, which
indicates conformance with safe-
ty standards.

B Check each set of lights,
new or old, for broken or cracked
sockets, frayed or bare wires, or
loose connections, and throw out
damaged sets,

B Never use elecine lights on
a metallic tree. The tree can
become charged with electricity
from faulty lights, and & person
toughing a branch could be clec-
trocuted.

B Use only indoor lights
inside and outdoor Lights outside
and never more than three stan-
dard size sets per extension cord,

B Fasten outdoor lights
securely 1o trees, house walls, or
other firm supports to protect the
lights from wind damage. Use
only insulated staples to hold
strings in place, not nails or tacks,
You can purchase hooks made
specifically for outside lights.

B For sdded electric shock
protection, plug outdoor electric

lights and decorations into cir-
cuits protected by ground fault
circuit  interrupters  (GFCls),
Portable outdoor GFCls can be
purchased where elecirical sup-
plies are sold. GFCIs can be
installed permanently to house-
hold circuits by a qualified elec-
trician,

B When leaving the house or
going to bed always tum off all
lights and extinguish all can-
dles/open flames. Never use
lighted candles on trees or near
other evergreens and always use
non-flammable holders, and
place candles in an open arca
where they will not be knocked
down.

M In bomes with small chil-
dren, take special care to avoid
decorations that are sharp or
breakable, keep trimmings with
small removable parts out of the
reach of children 1o avoid the
child swallowing or ihaling
small pieces, and avoid trim-
mings that resemble candy or
food that may tempt a child to eat
them.

B Do not burn wrapping
papers in the freplace. A flush
fire may result as wrappings
1gnite suddenly and burn intense-
ly.

resource teachers whose
salaries and malerials are paid
with Title 1 funds. These

resource teachers are working
in all the schools in the county
assisting principals and teach-
ers in the areas that have been
identified for school improve-

ment. Four curriculum coordi-
nators scrve the four high
schools. Each one's task will

Research
shows that students achieve
more il they aré exposed 10 a
rigorous curriculum, along with
extra help when they need it
Data reveals that studeni
achievement arises when
schools reorganize around the
principles of high standards for
all.

Prescription drug coverage listed

as top concern among seniors
FRANKFORT

Prescription  drug  coverage
topped the list of issues concern-
ing senior citizens that lawmak-
ers discussed Wednesday dunng
4 meeting of the General
Assembly’s Health and Welfare
Commitice.

Dr. Linda Kuder, represent-
ing the Kentucky Association
for Gerontology, testified that
the difficulty many seniors face
in affording prescription drugs
was among the top issues that
surfaced in forums the associa-
tion held with senior citizens
throughout the state earlier this
year.

*The top-ranked issues were
related to health care, especially
prescription drug coverage.”
Kuder suid.

Rising medicine costs cou-
pled with the fact that Medicare
doesn't offer prescription drug
coverage have put nceded pre-
scuiption drugs out of reach for
many senior cilizens. Seniors
need help affording prescription
drugs, Kuder said.

“There's no questioning the
need,” Kuder said. “The ques-
tion is how 1o do it.”

One possible solution was
presented 1o the commiitee by
Sen. Dick Roeding, R-Lakeside
Park, who has prefiled legisla-
tion that would create an assis-
tance program to help Kentucky
sentors pay for prescription
drugs. The Kentucky Senior
Citizens Drug Act of 2002,
would be open to Kentucky res-
idents age 65 or older who have
a family income under $30,000
and don't have prescription drug

coverage elsewhere

The program would help par-
ncipants pay for medicine for
some of the top diseases among
seniors: cardiovascular discase,
high blood pressure. diabetes,
and arthnitis. The co-pay 15 20
percenl, or & maximum of $50
for each prescription filled or
refilled.

“This issue 18 important for
thousands and thousands of
Kentucky seniors who cannot
buy even the most basic high
blood pressure medicine and
must decide between paying a
heating bill or filling a prescrip-
tion,” Roeding said.

Lawmakers will consider
Roeding’s legislation in the
General Assembly’s 2002 ses-
sion, which begins Jan. 8,

Besides prescription drugs,
another top issues raised by
seniors concern the difficulties
they face in accessing services
they need to remain healthy and
independent. Seniors too often
hit roadblocks in getting the care
they need due to factors such as
high costs, waiting lists, and
lack of transportation, Kuder
said.

Dr. Abby Marlatt, chair of the
Senmior  Citizens  Advisory
Commission, echoed many of
Kuder's points. She also said the
Senior  Citizens  Advisory
Commission supports legisla-
tuon that would help prevent
unwanted telemarketing calls to
seniors, increase the number of
long-term care ombudsmen
throughout the state, and create
tax credits for people who pro-
vide care to seniors.

Understand security risks

As s00n as your web site is
launched, your company is
exposed to a variety of risks.

abusers; and the misuse of per-
sonal information provided by
the end user.

On November 8, 1994, the Willis
family—mother Janet, father Rev,
Duane “Scott” Willis, and their six
children, aged 12 years to six
weeks—were traveling down Route
94 to Wisconsin for a birthday cele-
bration. Reverend Willis was driving
the family's Chrysler minivan.

Suddenly, the minivan ran over a
mudflap/tailgate assembly, which
had fallen off a semi-trailer truck.
The debris, which weighed 90
pounds; punctured the minivan's
floorboards, ruptured the fuel tank,
and started a fire, The adults just

managed to disentangle themselves
anid escape, but the children were,
tragically, trapped in the back of the
minivan.

Five of the six children—Joseph
L}; Samuel 9; Hank, 6; Elizabeth, 3;
and Peter, age 6 weeks—died
instantly in the fire. The oldest sib-
ling, Ben, 12 years old, died the next
day from wounds he suffered in the
accident.

It was clear that some part of the
system that keeps our roads and
vehicles safe had been breached.
The Reverend and Mrs. Willis who
were devastated. wanted answers. So
they hired the Chicago law firm
Power, Rogers & Smith to help them

hold accountable those who were
responsible for the crash,

And all were shocked at what
they found.

As attorney Joseph A, Power Jr.,
doggedly investigated the crash—in
particular; the truck driver's qualifi-
cations—he uncovered a scandal of
horrendous proportions. Power
learned that hundreds of truck dri-
vers who were unable to pass their
driving and safety tests had bribed
state officials to receive their licens-
es.

It eventually emerged that nine
people had been killed. and more

commerce and online research capabilities
have made Internet connectivity essential
far most small businesses, And since an
Internet Service Provider (ISP) is your
lifeline to the Internet, the Kentucky
Society of CPAs recommends that you
carefully research your options before
choosing one, ISPs vary widely in their
access, speed, reliability, range of services
offered, quality of technical support and
pricing policies. Here is an overview of
the factors to consider when looking for
an Internet provider.

Evaluate access, speed
and reliability

There are local, regional or national
Internet Service Providers that can con-
nect your business to the Internet. You'll
want to be sure that the provider you
select has local access numbers that allow
you to connect to the Internet without
paying long distance charges. If you travel
for business and want to be able to access
the Internet while on the road, you should
look for a provider with “points of pres-
ence” (POPs) outside your local ealling
area. POPs are like “extensions” to the
service provider’s reach that permit you to
access the Internet when outside your nor-
mal calling area.

When it comes to speed, the faster you
can download web pages and files, the
more productive your business can be. All
ISPs should be able to handle. 56k
modems, but not all are equipped to sup-
port broadband connections such as
ISDN, DSL or cable modems. Even if you
don’t need a high-speed connection today,
your needs may change, so it's a good
idea to choose a provider that offers high-
er-speed technologies.

Most providers express reliability in
terms of uptime, which refers to the per-
centage of time the ISP is up and running,
Ask ISPs you are considering whether
they offer a service level agreement in
writing and find out what recourse your
business has if the ISP fails to live up to
its service guarantee.

Begin by examining
each of the primary components
of web business services—site
hosting, site design and e-com-
merce, Hosting services can
range from simply offering
space for a web page to acting as
your company's webmaster,
maintaining your site and moni-
toring its traffic.

If you need web design ser-
vices, there are several alterna-
tives. Some ISPs offer in-house
design services, while others
will provide you with Web
design software to help you cre-
ate our own site. Many business-
es, however, prefer to use local
Web design firms.

E-commerce bundles range

from basic startups with simple
online shopping carts to sophis-
ticated packages with catalog
builders, merchant credit
accounts, security functions, as
well as high-tech bells and whis-
tles. The key is to choose a
provider with a clear upgrade
path that encompasses basic
dial-up hosting to e-commerce
capabilities.

Test Tech support

Don't underestimate the
importance of readily available,
quality  technical support.
[deally, you should look for an
ISP with toll-free tech support
numbers that are staffed around
the clock. Before signing up,
test the ISP’s technical support
with a call or two to see if you
get a busy signal or get placed in
one of those interminable
queues. Browse its online tech-
nical advice and try ¢-mailing a
few questions to see how long it
takes (o get a reply.

Consider pricing

The bottom line is obviously
a large factor when choosing an
ISP, but the lowest price isn't
always the best deal. If the ISP's
price for access is significantly
below the going rate, be sure
you aware of what services has
been cut in exchange for the
price savings.

Much like nothing the right
bank or the right location for
your business, the time you
spend looking for the right, ISP
is likely to be time well spent.
To further protect your business,

Protect confidential

documents

Depending on the nature of
information posted on the web
site, mosl companies want (0
restrict access by either exter-
nal groups or from within their
orgamzations. There are three
types of access restrictions
available.

Réstriction by IP (Internet
Provider) address or domain
name. Essentially, individual
documents or entire directories
are protected in such a way that
only browsers connecting from
certain [P addresses, IP subnets
or domains can access them.
Be aware that servers vary in
their ability to restrict browser
access to individual documents
or portions of documents.

Restriction by user name or
password, Documents or direc-
tories are protected so that the
remote user must provide a
pame and password to gain
access. For this type of restric-

tion to be effective, passwords
should not be easily identified
waords.

Encryption. Encryption
technology is one of the most
important security features to
implement when setting up
your site. Encryption scram-
bles information from a read-
able to a nonreadable form. If
your company plans to process
credit card information online,
you'll want to make sure you
have Secure Sockets Layer
(SSL), a type of encryption
technology that protects credit
card data before transmission.
SSL is currently implemented
commercially on several dif-
ferent browsers and many dif-
ferent servers.

Use firewalls

Firewalls are a fundamental
means of protecting your com-
puter system, Generally, fire-
walls are configured to protect
against unauthenticated inter-
active log-ins from the “out-
side world,” thus preventing
cemputer hackers and others
from logging on to machines in
your network. Firewalls also
can provide important loging
and auditing information by
summarizing the kinds and
amount of traffic that passed

through.

Keep in mind, however, that
firewalls cannot effectively
protect your system against all
viruses. Rather than trying to
screen viruses out at the fire-
wall, it's wise to make sure that
up-to-date virus scanning soft-
ware is on every computer in
your organization and is run
every lime each of these
machines is rebooted.

Ask a CPA about
WebTrust

WebTrust is a consulting
and certification process that
CPAs can use to help your
business identify and reduce
certain security risks and pro-
vide assurance lo your cus-
tomers, As part of the
WebTrust program, there are
principals and criteria that
establish best practices in the
areas of security, confidentiali-
ty, privacy, transaction infegri-
ty and others. Through these
best practices, CPAS assess a
web site's controls and ensure
that it meets WebTrust stan-
dards. Once the CPAs has
ascertained that the Site meets
these standards, you have the
option of receiving a WebTrust
seal or stamp of approval that
can be posted on your site.

Transylvania’s teacher edu-
eation program has been grant-
ed accreditation by the National
Conference of Accreditation of
Teacher Educanon (NCATE).

NCATE is the only national-
ly recognized accrediting orga-
nizations for teacher education
programs at colleges and uni-
versities, said Angela Hurley,
associute professor of education

at Transylvania and division
chair at the time the apphication
was submitied,

*“Ths is very significant to
our education grants,” Hurley
said: “Meeting NCATE stan-
dard ensures a high quality of
INSrUCtion. Supervision, com-
munity involvement, and gover-
nance on behalf of the educa-
tion program.”

Approximately 525 teacher
preparation schools nationally
are recognized by NCATE,
including 12 in Kentucky.
Transylvania was among 64
institutions that submitted 10
the accreditation process earlier
this year.

James G. Moseley. vice
president and dean of college,
noted that Transylvania's edu-

cation students currently enjoy
a 100 percent pass rate on the
Kentucky Department of
Education’s certification test,
and said that the NCATE
accreditation further enhances
the reputation of the Transy
education program.

“Having a degree from an
NCATE-accredited program
will be an additional advantage

for graduates, whether they
remain in the commonwealth,
or begin their careers in other
states,” Moseley said.
NCATE is a Washington-
based coulition that represents
maore than three million individ-
uals. Institutions that have
gained NCATE recognition
have met national standards in
design of curriculum, assess-

ment of candidate performance,
faculty qualifications, supervi-
ston of clinical experiences and
adequate and modermn resources.
Founded in 1780,
Transylvania is the nation’s
1 6th-oldest institution of higher
learning, and is consistently
ranked in national publications
among the country's top liberal
arts colleges.

PCC Professor of Biology, Dr. John
Shiber, and former PCC student, John
Frazier. a Paintsville resident currently
majoring in environmental science at
Morehead University, have recently
presented papers at the joint, annuul
meefing of the Kentucky Academy of
Science (KAS) and Tennegsee
Academy of Science (TAS), at Middle
Tennessee State University, in
Murfreesbaro,

Shiber, a KAS member since 1990,
sponsored Frazier to present the results
of a research project he did. as part of
his course work with Shiber last spring.
in the Undergraduate Research
Competition at the meeting. This s the
third of Dr, Shiber’s students (o be
entered in this competition over the
YEATS.

Frazier’s paper, entitled “The
Environment Tomorrow,"” discussed the
results of a survey he conducted of 578
eastern Kentucky high school and col-
lege students about their concem for
the environment. Their responses
revealed that 62 percent (mostly high-
schoolers) had little or no concern for
the environment, and 76 percent rarely
make purchasing or lifestyle decisions
based on environmental considerations,

Frazier concluded that the region’s stu-
dents need more comprehensive

instruction about environmental matters
and suggested that high school curricu-

A total of
106 tap water and river/stream water

samples were collected from six coun-
ties and analysed by Mineral Labs,
Inc., of Salyersville, for arsenic, lead.
cadmium, nickel and copper. While
none of these elements were found to
accur in levels exceeding the current
U.S. government limits set for tap
water, Shiber expressed concern in his
paper about the amount of lead, cadmi-
um, and, especially, arsenic found in
numerous samples,

According to Shiber, the goal of the
Environmental Protection Agency
(EPA) isto find no lead or cadmium in
tap water, and, with respect 1o arsenic,
recent research has revealed that ele-
vated levels contribute to the develop-
ment of certain cancers. _

Thus, the EPA will soon be lowering
the maximum level for arsenic, from
the current 50 parts per billion (ppb) to
between 3 and 20ppb. The arsenic lev-
els found in some of the tap water sam-
ples in Shiber's work ranged from 10-
34ppb, and, because so many people in
the area drink their tap water (77 per-
cent in his study), he suggests that fur-
ther, more comprehensive studies of
tap water and river/stream water from
our region be undertaken with regard to
this and other toxic elements,

My teammates on the United States
Disabled Ski Team used to lease me
about the size of my chest, joking that my
greatest handicap wasn't my missing leg
but my missing cleavage. Litle did they
know how true that would become, This
past year, | found out that, for the second
time in my life, I had cancer, this time in
both breasts. I had bilateral mastectomies.
When 1 heard | would need the
surgery, | didn't think it would be a big
deal, I even told my friends playfully, “T'll
keep you abreast of the situation,” After
all, 1 had lost my leg to my first go-round
with cancer at age 12, then gone on to
. become a world-champion ski racer. All
" of us on the Disabled Ski Team were
missing one set of body parts or another,
I saw that a man in a wheelchair can be

utterly sexy. That a woman who has no
hands can appear nol to be missing any-
thing. That wholeness has nothing to do
with missing parts, and everything to do
with spint. Yet, although | knew this, |
was surprised ta discover how difficult it
was to adjust to my new scars

When they brought me back 10 con-
sciousness after the surgery, I started to
sob and hyperventilate. Suddenly, I Tound

that I didn't want to face the loss of more
of my body. I didn't want chemotherapy
again. 1 didn’t want 10 be brave and
tough, and pul on a perpetually sniling
face. | didn’t ever want 10 wake up again.
My breathing grew so shaky that the
anesthesiologist gave me oxygen and
then, thankfully, put me back to sleep.

When I was doing hill sprints to pre-
pare for my ski racing — my heant and
lungs and leg muscles all on fire — I'd
often be hit by the sensation that there
were no resources left inside me with
which to keep going. Then I'd think about
the races ahead — my dream of pushing
my potential as far as it could go, the sat-
isfaction of breaking through my own
barriers — and that would get me through
the sprints. The same tenacity that served
me so well in ski racing helped me sur-
vive my second hout with cancer.

After my mastectomies, I knew tha
one way 1o get mysell going would be to
start exercising agam, so [ headed for the
local pool. In the communal shower, |

found mysell noticing other women's
breasts for the first ime in my life. Size D
breasts and size A breasts, sagging breasts
and perky breasts. Suddenly, and for the
first time after all these years of missing a
leg, I felt acutely self-conscious. I could-
n't bring myself o undress.

I decided 1t was time to confront
myself, That night at home, I took off
all my clothes and had a long look at
the woman in the mirror.

From time 10 time, Liry (o keep renders
abreast of whit 15 happening in the animal-
related organizations in our aren, The
Spay/Neuter Organization OF Prestonsburg
(SNOGP) is the newest (it has just torned
pre year old) and one of the most active
groups, and it 1s making o positive contribu-
tion 1o the welfare of local animals,

The purpose of SNOOP is “to help reduce
the overpopulation of homeless ammals in
our community through educanon and by

providing low-cost Spay & Neuter certifi-
cates.” While many of us complain about
the apimal overpopulation problem in easr-
ern Kentucky, SNQOP founder Laura
Sukow came up with a practical way ta do
something abouy 1.

In its short period of existence, several
hundred fow-cost certificates hive been
1ssued through SNOOP. These certificates
give individuals who have a financial hur-
den (either due (o caring for one or more
strays or due to low income) the opportunity
to have their pets sterilized ut o reduced cost
at any Floyd County veterinarian's office.
Potential recipients must apply for a certifi-
cate through SNOOP, make a surgical
appointment with a participating velerinari-
an, and are responsible for the cost of any
presurgical requirements (such as physical
exams, blood work or yaccinations). The
certificates coveér only basic, routine spay
and neuter surgeries.

I think SNOOP has been a
Everyone involved benefits because: One,
the animal is not eomnbunng to the over-
population problem, twa, it is less likely 10
wander oft, and, three, in most cases it is

healthier. An altéred anunal is also more
likely to be Kept by 1ts current owners.

The owner not only gets a break on the
expense of a procedure (s)he might not have
been dble to afford otherwise, but now hasa
liftle extra money to spend on other things
for the pet such as dental care or feline
lenkemia testing,

The veterinanan loses a liftle money on
these lower-cost procedures, but 1 retam
gots healthier patients, an opportunity to

the highway to those whose trash is raided
by pucks uf homeless dogs.

The only Fly in the ointment mow is that
the cerfificate program has taken off faster
than anyone could have predicted! SNOOP
I8 now struggling to make s financial
resources-keep op with the demand. A tem-
porary freeze bas been placed on issuing the
certificates until the first of the year,
Hopefully; the orgamzation may become eli-
gible for some grant money scon. now thal
