Wellstone 's promising 
stimulus plan 

As members of Congress cast about for ways to 
stimulate the flagging economy. they find them­
selves in something of a Goldilocks dilemma. 

One et of proposal before them is much too big. and 
one set 1 much too small. At the end of September. how­
eYer. Sen. Paul WelJstone floated an idea that seems just 
about right. The Minnesota Democrat would put money 
in the hand of laid off workers, priming the economy 
quickly and helpmg those who most need help. 

I louse Republicans s~ty the crisis calls for new, perma­
nent cuts in either the capilnl gains tax or the corporate 
income tax. In theory, this would trigger a new wave of 
investment in factories. t.:omputers and so on. But that's 
overreach. Any fiscal stimulus package from Washington 
should fade lHll ~ts the economy recovers; these changes 
would continuL: to drain the federal Treasury long after 
the econom) has rebounded from its current shock. 
Beside:-., a cut in tax rates i.s unlikely to trigger a new 
wave of hiring and investment when the problem facing 
corporate Amenca 1 · a lack of consumer demand. 

A number of Democrats. meanwhile. want expanded 
benefits for laid off airline emp1oyees. This has a certain 
~ymmetr). since congre bailed out airline owners and 
credttors last week. But this proposal is much too small. 
The aftershocks of Sept. II are now rippling through 
many industrie . and Wa hington shouldn't discriminate 
bet\\ een a flight attendant. say, and a hotel maid or a con­
struction worker who are standing in the same unemploy­
ment line. 

Wellstone supports an aid package for airline workers. 
but he has proposed n second package of expanded bene­
fits that would c.:ovcr ~.:veryone in the jobless queue. The 
best feature is an expansion of the unemployment insur­
ance system. which now covers half or fewer of jobless 
v. orkers and takes too long to get checks in the mail. 
Broadening coverage and speeding up payments would 
pU! money quickly into the hands of people who will 
spend it, and H would phase out again when the economy 
recover A second attractive proposal would help the 
unemployed pay health insurance premiums. A federal 
la\\ knov. n as COBRA let laid off workers continue any 
group in urance they had with their former employers, 
but the) have to pay the full premium. often a crushing 
$500 or $600 per mom h. helping wilh that burden would 
aid genuine1y needy Americans. pump money into the 
economy quickly and then go away as the economy 
recovers. 

ln recent day~. a familiar assortment of lobbyists has 
settled on Capitol I I ill with unsavory speed, seeking suc­
cor for their losses. Congress should give first attention to 
jobless \\ orkers, whu are likely to be most hurt and least 
heard in the \\ ceks aheutl.

The tuxin~ pmduCL'O by the bacteria in plaque irritate lhe gum:> and cau can inlection Th1s 
mfection causes gums to separate trom the teeth. forming pockets that will Jill \\ ith even more 
plaque and cuuse more infection. as the dJsease progresses, more gum tis!-.liC and bone are 
destroyed nnd the teeth cvt:ntually become loose.
