Tests perfonnetl over the weekend by Lhe 
Kentucky Department of Health on a substance 
which accompamed a su!'picious letter 
Thursday at May Vall~v Elementary School 
came back negative. 1\lo <.igns of anthrax or 
other potentlaU) hanntul bacteria y,ere present, 
officials said Monday. 

Ma} Valley opened l>chool door~ yesterday 
w ilh plans to rerum to a nonnal routine. 

This sigh of relief. however, "'a- met at least 
temporarily by Lhe all 100 fan1iliar feeling of 
anxiet} when anolhcr Ployd Count)' school and 
a local business reponed similar problems 
Monday morning. 

Four da}~ after panic hit May Valley 
Elementary School. Ia\\ enforcement officials 
met once agam on school gruunds to investigate 
reports of a suspJCi('lus pa<.·kage ut Allen Central 
High School.

During their October I meet­
ing, airpon board members dis­
cussed ideas about possible ren­
ovations to rhe FBO building. 

The building. which has been 
a part of the airport since I 960. 
is currently plagued wtlh stand­
ing water in the lohby area, 
which led to mold and m•ldcw 
build-up in the walls and floor of 
the facility. This problem, said 
members. could be lixcd b) dig­
ging a ditch around the exterior 
of the building. 

Other concerns highlighted 
b} board memhers 1nclude Lhe 
magnitude of energy lost to 
heating and cooling the building 
each year through the panels of 
glass that border the butlding on 
the runway side, and the need to 
replace several interior walls 
which are rotting due to the 
water problems. 

These problems. combined 
with a limited budget, result in a 
difficult task for the airport 
board, and help from the city of 
Prestonsburg was welcomed by

Harris said a "membrane" 
will be placed in the ditch. as 
well as a layer of gravel and a 
corrugated pipe. Completion of 
the ditch is expected Lhi~ week.. 

The next stage in lhe renova­
tion project entails removmg 
interior walls in need of replace­
ment.

"Red" Moore, who once wrote 
that Coleman wa!> "the biggest 
discovery in the moumatns of 
Kentucky since coal was found 
50 years ago." 

Moore was recogni.led dur­
mg the ceremony and stood to 
wave to Coleman, the man about 
whom he had wri tten so often 
during his career in the 1950s 
and 1960s. 

Coleman garnered a breath­
taking 4,078 points during hb 
four-year high school career at 
Wayland High School. before 
going onto to play on the college 
level at the University of West 
Virginia, where be entered the 
freshman clas:. wilh teammate 
Jerry West. He later went on to 
play at Kentucky Wesleyan 
under coach T.L. Plain. 

In 1960. ''King" KeUy was 
the number one NBA draft pick, 
chosen by the New York Knicks. 
He played a season with Lhe 
Baltimore BuUets and, with the 
formation of the American 
Basketball Association. played a 
year wilh the league's Chicago 

In order to conserve energy 
lost through Lhe panel of win­
dows, board members decided 
to place a partition in the center 
of the lob9y, and only provide 
heat to the opposite side.

The substance was properly 
bagged and removed for testing, 
said Sheriff John K. Blackburn 
and the school remamed open. 
Officials say it is "probably" 
drug related. 

"From eyesight, and what 
we· ve seen of cocaine." said 
Blackburn, ''it looks like it could 
be drug related." 

Accordmg to KSP Trooper 
Scott Hopkins. director of public 
relations. there was nearly a tea· 
spoon of the substance in the 
bag. Although he couldn't con­
firm that the substance was a 
specific drug or that it was drug 
related. he did highlight repons 
that the substance ''possibly" 
re&embles a substance used to 
cut cocaine. 

When results return from the 
health lab. said Hopkins, further 
investigation may follow by the 
Kentucky State Police. 

Officials were also called 
Monday to a business in Left 
Beaver, where store employees 
found a brown envelope covered 
in white powdery substance 
lying on Lhe bathroom floor. 

Although officials say this 
envelope was blank with no 
postage, stamp or address listed, 
all precautionary measures were 
taken.

The substance. said May, 
could have been a cleaning 
product regularly used to clean 
the bathroom of the facility. 

"We're thankful that every­
thing at this pomt bas been pret­
ty much a hoax - sometrung 
not to be alarmed about - and 
has not been linked to terrorist • 
activit)." satd May.

Although officials haven't 
yet released any suspects in Lhe 
ongoing investigations, they say 
those responsible will face stiff 
charges for their participation.

Striking back 
The initial allied assault against terrorist strongholds in 

Afghanistan appears to have been a success. But no one should 
faJJ under the illu~ion that early military strikes. dubbed 
Operation Enduring Freedom, were in any way decisive in what 
promises to be a protracted and far·reaching conflict against ter­
rorism and the governments that support it. 

Rather, the continuing attacks by U.S. and British forces are 
only a start- a first phase against an evil that lurks in multiple 
networks spanning several cowttries. 

When Americans v.itness their military engaged in battle­
with sophisticated cruise missiles and stealth bombers illuminat­
ing the night sky -they are conditioned to expect victory in 
short order. In the unfolding campaign against terror, however, 
there is no instant solution. Ridding the globe of this menace 
demands a broad, sustamed effort, one that must be waged on a 
variety of fronts for years to come. 

That is why President Bush. in his televised address Oct. 7, 
was right to counsel patience by Americans as a key strength in 
the intemattonal drive to O\ercome terrorism. We must have 
patience not onJy with the military operations, which are likely to 
entail grave risks and sacrifices for '>Om~ time to come, but also 
with every other aspect of thjs war. lbat includes nghter security 
measures at home- a point driven home by Osama bin Laden's 
chilling pre-taped response to the strikes in which he defiantly 
vowed that Americans "will never dream of security or see it 
before we )ive it and see it in Palestine." 

Nor should Americans view bin Laden's al-Qaeda redoubts in 
the remote mountains of Afghanistan. and the Taliban regune 
which harbors them. as Lhe central target of this conflict. "Today 
we focus on Afghanistan, but the battle is broader,'' President 
Bush declared. "If any government sponsors the outlaws and 
killers of innocents. they have become outlaws and murderers 
themselves.·· 

Those words ought to serve as an unambiguous warning to 
Iraq and other sponsors of terrorism that the United States and its 
allies will not rest until this threat to civilizauon is extinguished 
- even if that means expanding the war to other countries in the 
months ahead. The hard truth is that international terrorism takes 
the form of many tentacles in disparate comers of the world. The 
operations in Afghanistan, which may involve a limited number 
of U.S. ground forces. may be only the prelude to a wider mili­
tary engagement. 

Encouragingl)', the Bush administration has marshaled the 
backing of the civilized world, including at least the tenuous 
endorsement of crucial Islamic governments. for a broad assault 
on terrorism. While the British participated directly in the raids 
on Afghanistan, the forces of Germany. France, AustraJia and 
Canada have pledged support as needed. Even Pakistan, once the 
Taliban ':s staunchest supporter, allowed U.S. carrier-based aircraft 
to fly over its temtory on their way to targets in Afghanistan. 

Ln his televised remarks. President Bush projected a confident, 
reassuring presence. His determination to prevail over terrorism 
was palpable. Americans and every other people of goodwill 
must be resolute in their support of this vi raJ endeavor.

Building a national 
housing trust fund

Wondering whether Kentucky has a 
houc;ing crisis'? Just ask one of the more 
than 8.000 households on the waiting 
list for Section 8 housma in Jefferson 
County. And the housing crisi isn't lim­
ited to Louisville. Thousands of 
Kentucky residents earn Jess than $8.65 
an hour, the wage needed to afford a11 

. average two-bedroom apanment in the 
state. 

Some families may double up in 
cramped quarters. Others may find 
themselves in substandard housing or in 
need of homeless shelters. 

The truth is wages for w orldng fami­
lies juq aren't keeping up with the cost 
of housing and utilities. Just take the 
6,800 households receiving Section 8 tn 
Jefferson Count) . Most of those house­
holds fall into two categorte\, accordmg 
to the Section 8 office in Jl!ffcr'>on 
County. fhey are either elderly and dis­
abled, or single parents with children.

This means that they are 
homeles~. m unsafe or unsanitary bous­
mg. and/or are paying more than 50 per­
cent of their income for rent. 

And it may only get worse. Last 
month nationwide 407.000 people filed 
for unemployment insurance, indicating 
a possible slowdown that could strain 
resources e\ en more. 

There are solutions to the crisis. One 
of the most long lasting would be the 
creation of a national housing trust fund. 
similar to the more than 170 programs 
created by cities. counties and states. 
NO\\ it's time for the same measure at a 
national level to have an even broader 
impact on the growing housing crisis. 

Housing tntst funds have been creat­
ed to ensure a pennanent source of pub­
lic revenue for the production and 
preservation of affordable housing and 
have generated more than $500 million 
a year. The money is used to build hun-

dreds of thousands of homes for the 
elderl), disabled and low-wage \\Orking 
families and help create thousands of 
Hving wage jobs for construction work­
ers. which in tum have helped strength­
en local economies and stabilize neigh­
borhoods. 

Cities and states have learned that 
building affordable homes benefits 
everyone by providing meaningful and 
well-paying jobs, reducing crime and 
increasing the number of households 
paying property taxes. In addition. these 
cities and states save on the costs associ­
ated with deteoorating neighborhoods 
- from treatment of young children for 
lead poisoning in substandard housing, 
to human and financial costs of home­
lessness. 

A national housing trust fund would 
build on this model and provide not only 
housing for those that need it most.. but 
also investment and employment oppor­
tunities for thousands of communities 
feeling the recent pinch in the economy.

Budget Reserve Trust Fund, 
which affects the state's credit 
rating and cost of borrowing, a 
high pnority. 

The Budget Reserve Tru!-t 
Fund was formally created in a 
legislative special session in 
1995. State law set a goal that it 
be funded ro a level equivalenr to 
5 percent of General Fund rev­
enues. but that goal has not been 
met. The fund balance is current­
ly 1.7 percent of esl!mated 
General Fund revenues for fiscal 
year 2001 ~02. 

The proposal board members 
looked at today and will consider 
as part of the 2002-2008 
statewide capital improvement 
plan asks that the new funding 
level represent three to i1ve per· 
cent of the state's General Fund 
revenues. 

"The agencies which rate state 
bonds have indicated that the 
existence of a reserve fund in an 
amount equal to three percent to 5 
percent of revenues demonstrates 
a 'besr effort' to prepare the state 
for fiscal uncertainties.'' the pro­
posal states. "'The state's commit­
ment to funding for the (trust 
fund) has been a factor in recent 
upgrddes and the state'<~ currently 
strong credit rating, thus lowering 
the cost of borrowing." 

The Kentucky Office of 
Financial Management told the 
Legislature's Capital Projects and 
Bond Oversight Committee in 
August that agencies rating the 
state's credit have said the trust 
fund needs to be restored. 

The uust fuod's balance at the 
start of fiscal year 2000-0 l wa-; 
$278.6 million, or 4.1 percent of 
General Fund revenues, the board 
reported. Re" ised revenue eMi­
mates and budget reductions 
reduced that amount to $239.8 
million. 

ln September. $120 million -
or 50 percent - of the uust 
fund's remaimng balance was 
used to help cope with hudget 
shortfalls.

:\ recent report note!> that in 
prOJecLS des1gned to promote 
more healthful eating. people 
often end up making relatively 
:.mall change~ Since l>Ome peo­
ple have begun eaung better on 
their own. researchers at the 
Fred Hutchinl>On Cancer 
Prevention Research Program in 
Seattle wanted to disco' er how 
Lhe rest of us can do better. roo. 
They conducted a survey O\'er 
two yeani to identify ..... hat is 
unique about those who improve 
their eating. and reported lheir 
findings in a recent issue of the 
Journal of the American Dietetic 
Association. 

The 838 people swveyed had 
lowered thetr fat consumption 
enough to average about a three­
point drop in percent of calories 
from fat-a higher success rate 
than found in many organized 
programs. The people who low­
ered their fat the most had 
already begun eating less fat 
when the survey staned. Otber 
key factors were Lhe belief that 
diet is related to cancer risk. the 
perception that eallng a low-fat 
diet is not hard. and lhe frequent 
use of food labels as guides to 
choosing: foods 

While many people in the 
survey made significant 
decreases in their fat intake dur­
ing the period studied, most peo­
ple made almo~t no change in 
fruit and vegelablc consump­
tion. The grc:ue.sl increase in 
fruit and H!getnhle consumption 
..... as b) those .... ho strongly 
agreed that diet 1~ related to can­
cer ri~k These "believers" had 
almost twice the boost in pro­
duce conl>umption as the O\ erall 
survey average, hut even they 
added bare I} more than a quarter 
of an extra serving a day. 

Why didn't people who 
believed diet could lower cancer 
risk eat more tntit.s and vegeta­
bles'! Perhaps they simply failed 
to realize ho\\ cruc1al five to 10 
servtn~s of fruits and vegetables 
are in reducing cancer risk. 
These plant-based foods have 
always been an important part of 
cancer-prevention diet, but in 
Lhe early I 990s. the most com­
mon health messages focused on 
lhe importance of limiting fat. In 
1997, the Americnn Institute for 
Cancer Research ( AICR) 
released a landmark repon esti­
mamg that healthy diets could 
decrease cancer inc1dence 60 to 
70 percent. Tile repon also iden­
fitjed increased fruit and veg­
etable consumption as one of the 
most important steps in lower­
ing cancer risk. Today. a host of 
studies have identified vitamins 
and phytocheomrcab in fruits and 
vegetables that can block cancer 
development in \'arious ways. 

Perhaps lhc implication of 
recent studies ll> thm people 
need spectfil· ~uggestions and 
infonnalion to make meaningful 
chnng\!s. In one stud) (known as 
the "DASH" study) that was 
designed to reduce h1gh blood 
pre~ure. pl!oplc were able to 
boost fnut and 'c.cetllble intake 
to eight to I 0 sl'-rvings a day
