"Boostmg the pnce of cigarettes 
75 cents a pack will prevent 
almost 26,000 smoking related 
deaths. many of them our kids. 

Participants in the meeting 
also noted that despite lav. ~ pro­
hibuing sale.., to minors. 75 per­
cent of high school smokers in 
the state have purchased ctga· 
rettes directly from a conve­
nience store in the past 30 da)' ... 

For that reason alone. 
Wehrhe1m suggested that solu­
tions to the state's high youth 
smoking rate must be multi­
faceted beyond an excise cax 
increase.

Kentucky's Medicaid budget i. in a real mess. 
Unle s 11 is curtailed. spending in the federal-state 

health-car~ program that se1 ves Lhousands of poor, dis­
abled anu I)UfSing home patients in Kentuck-y is forecast (0 

exceed $160 million fur 2002. 
The fa~te!)L-growing major co:-;l w Medicaid is pharrna­

ceutic~lls. Spending 011 prescription drugs for Medicaid 
patients climbed last year from $433 million to $568 mil­
lion of the $3.2 billion budget - a 31 percent increase. 
That C'i.Ulle on the heels of a 24 percent increase the year 
before. 

Emergent:y regulations by the Health Servtces Cabinet 
enacted by an executhe order earlier rhis month are aimed 
at slo\\ ing prescription spending. They deserve legislative 
suppoll. But tl1ere's more legislators need to do. 

Higher prices for better drugs more patients and speClf­
ically more elderly patients mean higher costs. But a large 
share of the increased spending was due to two bills 
passed by legislators that restrict Medicaid's ability to 
contain costs by substituting generic drugs for more 
expensive name brands. 

One bill. passed in 1998 and sponsored by Sen. Dick 
Roeding. required state Medicaid officials to make all new 
drugs available to patients without restriction during their 
first 12 1110nths on the market, typically the period when 
medications are most expensive. Then las' year legislators 
further loo. ened up cost containment by requiring 
Medicaid w make a]j similar drugs available without 
restriction~ whenever a nc\\ drug comes on the market. 

Not surprisingly. the pa~s,1ge of these bills sent prescrip­
tion drug costs in the Me<.licmd program soaring. 

To make up for the shortfalJ the program could be 
forced to cut back on services lo poor and needy. 

Fixing all the problems that plague Medicaid will be no 
simple matter. But a logical firs t step for the General 
Assembly when it meets in January is to clean up its own 
mes~ by scrapping the two pharmaceutical friendly bills it 
passed. And then legislator~ should pass into law the 
emcrgenq measures adopted by the state which rely on a 
panel of medical professionals to make decisions about 
pharmaceuticals for the f\lcdicaid system. 

It's ~tandard practice for private insurance to contain 
cm;ts by reqUiring the use of cheaper drugs or generic ones 
whcnevc1 possible. 

Medicaid should be no drffl!rent.
